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Introducing 

Joseph V. McCarthy 

Joseph V. McCarthy, new Manager of the Red 

Sox, was born in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, April 

21, 1887. He broke into organized baseball in 

1907 with Wilmington, winding up his playing 

career in 1921 with Louisville. 

Never a big-league ballplayer, Joe ranks as one 

of the greatest managers of all time. 

In 1913, he was player-manager at Wilkesbarre. 

After a lapse of six years, he returned to a mana¬ 

gerial post with Louisville and guided the Colonels 

through the season of 1925. During those years, he 

finished first twice and won one Junior World 

Series. 

In 1926, he became manager of the Chicago 

Cubs, a post he held until 1930. He won the 

National League Pennant with the Cubs in 1929. 

From 1931 until early in 1946, he managed the 

New York Yankees, winning 8 American League 

Pennants and 6 World’s championships. In 1936 

and 1938, he was named number one major league 

manager of the year. 

Earl Combs 

Earl Combs, new addition to the Red Sox coach¬ 

ing staff, was born in Pebworth, Kentucky, May 

14, 1899. Graduating from Eastern Kentucky State 

Teachers College in 1921, he started his pro career 

with Louisville in 1922. After only two years in the 

minors, he joined the Yankees in 1924 and was 

regular center fielder through 1935. 

On July 24, 1934, Combs had a near fatal accident 

when he crashed into the wall in St. Louis. The 

injuries he received in that accident brought his 

playing career to a close at the end of the 1935 
season. 

In November, 1935, he was appointed coach of 

the Yankees, remaining with New York until 1946. 

Last year he was a coach with the St. Louis Browns. 

His lifetime batting mark in the majors was .325, 

his best year being 1927, when he hit .356. In four 

World Series, he batted .350.
