Floored by his heart attack in

January, 1971, Hiller missed all of that season and half of

the next before starting his comeback which led him to
the top. In 1973, he set major league records with 38

saves and 48 Fireman’s Trophy points (relief victories

plus saves). Then in 1974, he pushed on to an American
League record for victories in relief with 17 while adding
13 more saves under a much more stringent scoring rule

on saves. That’s a two-year record of 27 victories and 51

saves, a relief mark topped in 1973-74 by just one

performer in the major leagues - Mike Marshall, with 29
victories, 52 saves for the Expos and Dodgers.

You might say that Mickey Stanley went out of action

last season in a blaze of glory, although that’s not

exactly the way the perenially youthful Tiger outfielder

viewed it. One night, he was helping the Tigers make
history as they hit four home runs in the first inning of a

The following
night, July 30, Stanley was hit on the hand by a pitched
ball at Boston and a broken bone grounded him for all
but one game the rest of the season.

DAN MEYER
A “Novice of Promise” is the way a

national magazine once described
Dan Meyer when he was getting his
start in the minors. Now the time has

arrived for the promise to be fulfilled
for the handsome blond belter who

has been called “the Tigers’ best

hitting prospect since Al Kaline.”
A high draft selection in 1972,

Meyer gave the Tigers high hopes
from the start as he hit .396 at Bristol

in his rookie season - the highest

figure for any batter in baseball,
major or minor league. He sagged to
.241 in his first full-scale year which
followed at Lakeland but two fine

winter league campaigns convinced
the Tigers he was ready for faster
company despite the drop. So he
was advanced all the way to

Evansville, where he batted .302 to

earn a late trial at Tiger Stadium in
1974 and a full shot at a regular job

in 1975.
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GENE MICHAEL
A late addition with great utility

value is the way the Tigers feel about

A college cage star at Kent State,
Michael rejected pro basketball
overtures from the Pistons and Knicks

to sign a 1959 baseball contract

which led him to the Pirates in 1966

and the Dodgers in 1967 before his

long stay with the Yankees, who

honored him with a special day at
Yankee Stadium in 1973.



TOM WALKER
Although he came to them with

only limited experience as a starting

pitcher, that was the role the Tigers
envisioned for Tom Walker when they

acquired the chunky righthander from
the Expos in an off-season trade.

Through 100 games at Montreal in
1972 and 1973, Walker was strictly a

reliever. Optioned to Memphis in
1974, he found the route to starting

success there and was recalled by the

Expos to make eight starts in the last
two months last season.

Originally signed by the Orioles,
