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Since it opened in 2000, more than 25 million fans have entered the turnstiles of Minute Maid Park to witness 
magical moments on the diamond, including Jeff Kent's game-winning, walk-off home run in the 2004 NLCS vs. 
St. Louis, the first World Series game in the state of Texas in 2005, and Craig Biggfo’s 3,000th hit on June 28, 2007. 

Since moving into the downtown ballpark, the Astros have won two National League Wild Cards and have 
made three National League Division Series appearances, two National League Championship appearances and 
one trip to the World Series. The Astros have been over the .500 mark in seven of the nine seasons since 2000 and 
own a.566 winning percentage (412-316) at Minute Maid Park. 



THE ASTROS REMEMBER... 

During the past year, the Houston Astros were deeply saddened by the loss of four people who greatly 
influenced the organization. 

NEIL HOHLFELD 
Longtime Astros beat writer for the Houston Chronicle, Neil Hohifeld passed 

away on July 19, 2008. Hohifeld, 56, covered the Houston Astros from 1979 until 

1995 and went on to cover other sports, including Texas A&M sports and NASCAR, 
through 2006, at which time he assumed an editing assignment. In the last year, 
he had returned to his first love as a baseball analyst for FSN Houston's pre- and 
post-game shows, Hohlfeld was honored by the Houston chapter of the BBWAA as 
the recipient of the 2008 Fred Hartman Long and Meritorious Service Award. 

DAVE SMITH 
Former Astro reliever Dave Smith, 53, passed away on Dec. 17, 2008. Smith 

pitched for Houston from 1980-1990 and was a key member of the 1980 and 1986 
Astros clubs that reached the National League Championship Series. Many of his 
records still stand in Astros history, including most innings pitched (760) and most 
wins by a reliever (53), Smith is also the franchise leader in games pitched with 563 
during his 11 seasons, 

Hy DAVE ROBERTS 
Left-handed pitcher Dave Roberts, 64, passed away on Jan. 9, 2009, A 

consummate pro, Roberts pitched for the Astros from 1972-75, averaging 35 starts 
and 12 wins a season. He was 47-44 with a 3.69 ERA in 140 games with Houston, 
Roberts tossed a complete-game, one-hitter to become the winning pitcher in 

the shortest game in Astros history, 1 hour, 26 minutes, on Aug. 24, 1974 vs. the 
Phillies, 

As the eighth manager in Astros history, Preston Gomez guided Houston to 
a 128-161 record. Gomez posted a .443 winning percentage during in his two 
seasons as manager from 1974-75. He worked in Major League baseball for 64 
years, serving as a player, coach, manager, scout and consultant. Gomez, 86, 
passed away on Jan. 13, 2009. 
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The Houston Astros believe being a meaningful part of the

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As Drayton McLane enters his 17th season as Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of the Houston Astros Baseball 
Club in 2009, his philosophy remains consistent—bring a World Series championship to Houston, and make a positive 
difference in the community. Since he purchased the team in 1993, the Astros rank second in the National League and fifth 
in the Majors in winning percentage (.534) over 16 seasons from 1993-2008. The team has won 1,350 games while losing 
only 1,176 during Drayton's 16-year tenure of ownership. 

The Houston Astros have enjoyed remarkable success on the field in recent years, reaching the postseason in six of 
the last 12 seasons with a Wild Card berth in 2004 and 2005, and National League Central Division titles in 1997, 1998, 
1999, and 2001. Over the last 12 seasons, only the Yankees (11), Braves (9), and Red Sox (7) have made the playoffs more 
than Drayton's Astros (the Cardinals have also made the postseason six times in that span). In three of the last six seasons 
in which the team missed the postseason (2003, 2006, and 2008), the team was not eliminated from playoff contention 
until the final week of the season. Another highlight in Drayton's tenure occurred in 2001, when the Astros were named 
Organization of the Year by four outlets: TOPPS, SportsTicker, Baseball America and Baseball Weekly. 

The success of the Astros has not been limited to the playing field. When he purchased the team, one of Drayton's main 
goals was to help make a positive difference in the community. This dream is being realized through both the players and 
the front office staff. 

The Astros in Action Foundation was founded in 2000 and has served in thousands of projects, which work to 
strengthen the community, dispersing more than $4.2 million throughout the Houston community since 2000, The Astros 
organization attends charity events, visits children’s hospitals and hosts underprivileged children at the ballpark. Drayton 
also serves on a number of boards and committees. He is actively involved with the Cooper Institute for Aerobics Research, 
Greater Houston Partnership, and the United Way. He serves as Chairman of the Board of Scott & White Hospital, immediate 
past chairman of Baylor University, on the board of directors of The Bush School of Government and Public Service at Texas 
A&M University, and provides leadership as an officer of the executive committee of the National Boy Scouts of America. 

The Houston Astros’ commitment to making a positive difference in the community was exemplified during the 
aftermath of Hurricane Ike, when Drayton, the Astros in Action Foundation, and the Astros players and staff made a 
combined $1 million donation to the Gulf Coast Ike Relief Fund. The team also enacted numerous initiatives during the 
final week of games at Minute Maid Park in September focused on relief for hurricane victims, including a blood drive, food 
and supply drives, and collection of donations for the Gulf Coast Ike Relief Fund. 

The 2009 season marks the 10th anniversary of Minute Maid Park, and when the venue welcomed its first fans in 2000, 
few realized what a surge of energy it would bring to the downtown area, Drayton’s passion for baseball and the Houston 
Astros franchise is shared by the citizens of Houston, as more than three million fans have visited the ballpark four times 

the nine-year history of Minute 
Maid Park. 2007 marked the second 
consecutive season in which the club 
hit the three-million attendance 
mark ~ and the third in the last five 
years. In 2004, Houston fans set an 
attendance record and provided a 
level of excitement and enthusiasm 
that propelled the team to an 18- 
game home winning streak. Adjacent 
to historic Union Station, the street- 
level ballpark was designed to blend 
harmoniously into the diversity of 

surroundings. Since construction 
began in 1998, the development 
around the ballpark has increased 
tremendously and has had a positive 
economic impact on the surrounding 
area, The 40,976-seat, state-of-the- 
art ballpark ushered in a new era of 
baseball in Houston, and the first 
nine seasons in the new downtown 
stadium have included some of the 
most successful in the history of the 
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franchise by any barometer. In 2008, Minute Maid Park eclipsed the 25-million fan mark, exemplifying the popularity of 
both the Astros and the ballpark with Houston fans. 

In the last five years, the Astros have hosted two Division Series, two League Championship Series, and two World 
Series games, as well as the 2004 Major League Baseball All-Star Game. The 7Sth edition of the Midsummer Classic was a 
treat for Astros fans and the city, as the world’s top baseball talent converged on the city of Houston on July 13, 2004. 

During the offseason following the 2006 season, Drayton and the Astros signed outfielder Carlos Lee to the largest 
contract in franchise history, a six-year, $100-million free-agent deal. Additionally, over the last four seasons, the club 
signed Roy Oswalt to a five-year, $73-million contract in August of 2006 and Lance Berkman to a six-year, $85-million deal 
in Spring Training of 2005, meaning these three stars will be in an Astros uniform until at least through the 2010 season. 

Drayton's commitment to winning was never more evident than during the 2006 season, when the Astros had the 
fourth-highest payroll in the Majors and the highest in National League, in addition to the highest payroll in franchise 
history. The 2006 club was not eliminated from its quest for a third consecutive postseason appearance until the final 
day of the season. The 2005 season was the most successful season on the field for the Houston franchise in its history. 
The Astros reached heights not previously attained in franchise history, when the team won its first National League 
Championship and advanced to the World Series. On October 25, 2005, Minute Maid Park played host to the first World 
Series game played in the state of Texas. 

Despite a 15-30 record through May 24 of the 2005 season, Drayton remained committed to the team’s core group 
of players and believed that they could turn the season around, What followed was remarkable and historic, as the 2005 
Astros rallied to become the first team since the 1914 Boston Braves to make the playoffs after being as many as 15 games 
below .500 at one point during the season. The team won its first National League crown on October 19, 2005, defeating 
the St. Louis Cardinals in the last game ever played at Busch Stadium. 

During his 16 years in Major League Baseball, Drayton has served on several MLB committees, including the Executive 
Committee, Finance Committee, Legislative Affairs, Ownership and Realignment committees, and the MLB Advanced 
Media committee. 

After receiving his undergraduate degree from Baylor University and graduate degree from Michigan State University, 
Drayton returned to his hometown of Cameron, Texas, and began working in the family business, the McLane Company. 
What began as a small grocery distribution center grew, under Drayton's leadership, into an international firm with 18 
divisions throughout the United States. Drayton worked his way through the ranks, beginning in the warehouse. Before 
merging the business with Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. in 1991, Drayton had served as the company’s President, Chief Executive 
Officer, and Chairman of the Board. He now devotes his time to McLane Group, the family holding company for M-C 
McLane International, McLane Advanced Technologies, McLane Portugal, Classic Foods, Leading Edge Brands, Hometown 
Favorites, LoneStar Plastics and the Houston Astros. 

‘Over the years, Drayton has received many significant awards, most recently the 2008 Russell H. Perry Free Enterprise 
Award from the Dallas Baptist University, the Silver Buffalo from the Boy Scouts of America in 2004, the Distinguished 
Leadership Award from Leadership Houston in 2002, and, in 2000, the Father of the Year Award from the Houston 

Community Partners. In addition, he was presented with the Herbert Hoover Award from Food Distributors International 
in 1998, and was honored with the Golden Plate Award in 1997 from the American Academy of Achievement. He also 
received an honorary doctorate from Michigan State University and was inducted into the Texas Business Hall of Fame and 
the Texas Baseball Hall of Fame. 

On January 19, 2005, Scott and White Memorial Hospital honored Drayton and his wife by creating the Elizabeth 
and Drayton McLane Jr. Chair in Health and Wellness, an endowed chair that is a joint appointment between the hospital 
and the Texas A&M University Health Science Center College of Medicine. The chair focuses on several items, including 

preventive care, quality of life, and general well-being. 
Additionally, Drayton received the Woodrow Wilson Award for Public Service from the Woodrow Wilson International 

Center for Scholars in January 2008, The award is given to given to those executives who, by their examples and their 

business practices, have shown a deep concern for the common good beyond the bottom line. 
Drayton and his wife, Elizabeth, reside in Temple, Texas, and have two sons: Drayton Il! and Denton. They happily 

welcomed two new additions to their family in 2004 as Drayton Ill and his wife, Amy, welcomed Robert Drayton McLane 
\V and Denton and his wife, Amy, welcomed Jefferson Blaylock McLane. In May 2007, Drayton Ill and Amy welcomed their 

second child, Benjamin Brooks. In December 2007, Amy and Denton had their second child, Jake. 
Drayton and Elizabeth are active members of First Baptist Church of Temple, where Drayton teaches Sunday School 

and currently serves as an active Deacon and Chairman of the Deacon Board. 

CELEBRATING 10 SEASONS AT MINUTE MAID PARK 



The 2009 season marks Tal Smith's 52nd as a Major League Baseball executive, his 15th consecuti 
Astros, and his 33rd year overall with the Houston franchise. 

Tal started his baseball career in the farm department of the Cincinnati Reds in 1958, and his long tenure with the 
Astros has included the birth of two baseball stadiums, The Astrodome and Minute Maid Park. With his long tenure 
of service to the Houston baseball franchise, Tal is the main link between the Astros past and present as the club 
continues a new era in Houston. 

Tal was a vital aide to owner Drayton McLane and to the interests of the club throughout the many stages of 
development of the Astros fabulous baseball facility, Minute Maid Park. The ballpark’s field dimensions and unique 
angles were designed with Tal’s input and assistance. Center field boasts a 10-degree hill - "Tal’s Hill” -a tribute to his 
creativity and contribution to the Minute Maid Park project. Tal filled a similar role in ballpark development in 1963 
when he became assistant to the president of the Houston Sports Association, acting primarily as a liaison for HSA 
and its’ president, Judge Roy Hofheinz, during the construction of the Astrodome, a project which changed the face 
of stadiums and the city of Houston forever. 

When natural grass failed to thrive under the Astrodome roof, Tal was responsible for finding an alternative 
playing surface. This led to the installation of AstroTurf, the synthetic turf that became widely used in stadiums 
throughout the country. 

Tal returned to the Houston organization on Nov. 22, 1994, when he was named president of the club, and he 
celebrated his 50th season in Major League Baseball in 2007. Since 1981, he has been owner and operator of Houston- 
based Tal Smith Enterprises, a firm which has provided consulting services to 26 of the 30 Major League clubs. The 
most recognized functions have been in the preparation and presentation of salary arbitration cases (where Tal’s 
firm has handled more than 900 filings and tried more than 150 cases}, operational reviews, the financial appraisal 
of franchises and testimony as an expert witness in sports-related litigation. Tal also served as the sole arbitrator 
in two disputes involving Major League Baseball where the 
Commissioner was recused. 

Before forming his own company, he worked for 23 years 
in management and administrative positions Major 
League clubs, including president and general manager 
of the Astros and executive vice president of the New York 
Yankees. Widely respected by his peers throughout the 
country, Tal was chosen as one of 25 panelists by Baseball 
America in 1999 to provide an overview of baseball in the 
20th century, highlighting the greatest feats, person: 
and records in the game during the past 100 years. 

Baseball America also recognized Tal for his career of 
achievements and innovations in December of 2005, when 
the publication honored him with the Lifetime Achievement 
Award at the Winter Meetings in Dallas. 

Tal was the primary architect of Houston's first playoff club, 
the 1980 NL West Division champs. That season was followed 
by a dramatic five-game NLCS against the Phillies in which the 
last four games went into extra innings, leaving Houston six 
outs short of its first trip to the World Series. For his efforts, 
he was recognized by The Sporting News as the Major League 
Executive of the Year. He also has served in his current capacity 
for all six of the club’s playoff teams over the last 11 seasons, 
including the first World Series team in franchise history. The 
2005 Astros won the first National League title in team history 
and on October 25, 2005, Minute Maid Park hosted the first 
World Series game played in the State of Texas. 

Tal came to Houston from Cincinnati in November of 1960 
when he was named assistant to the new National League 
franchise's general manager, Gabe Paul. He was named farm 
director of the Colt .45s in April 1961 and held that post fortwo 
years. In April 1963, he became assistant to the president of the 
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Houston Sports Association, acting pi 
as liaison for HSA during the construction 
of the Astrodome, In the late 1960s, he also 
developed the formats and pioneered the 
implementation of the computerization of 
scouting reports and other player data. During 
the first of Tal’s three terms with the Houston 
franchise, the club signed and developed 
more players that reached the Major Leagues 
than any other team. 

Following completion of the Astrodome, 
Tal was named vice president and director of 
player personnel in December 1965. In 1972, 
he was named vice president and director of 
operations for Astrodome-Astrohall Stadium 
Corporation. In November 1973, he left 
Houston to become executive vice president 
of the New York Yankees, serving in that 
capacity until his return to Houston as general 
manager of the Astros in August 1975. He 
was named president of the club on Sept. 23, 
1976. 

In 1978, Tal led an expedition of Astros 
players and staff to Cuba, where they 
conducted baseball clinics and observed 
Cuban players. 

Tal was born in 1933 in Framingham, 
Mass. He attended Culver Military Academy 
(IN) and Duke University where he earned a bachelor of arts degree in business administration in 1955. Before entering 
Duke, (at 16 years of age) Tal spent the summer as a staff announcer for the ABC radio affiliate in Durham, N.C. While at 
Duke, he broadcast Blue Devil basketball for stations in the region. During the summer recess in 1953, he worked as an 
assistant for the editorial staff at The Sporting News (at that time, the national baseball weekly) in St. Louis. Following 
graduation, he served as an officer in the United States Air Force for two years while continuing his radio work with various 
sports programs on a part-time basis. Upon completion of his military service, he worked as a news reporter for the Cape 
Cod (MA) Standard-Times before joining the Cincinnati Reds in December 1957 as an administrative assistant for scouting 
and minor league operations. 

Tal was inducted into the Culver Academies Athletic Hall of Fame on September 28, 1996, and the Texas Baseball 
Hall of Fame on Nov. 4, 1998. He was presented with the Fred Hartman Long and Meritorious Service Award by the 
Houston Chapter of the Baseball Writers Association of America in 1993, He currently serves as Chairman of the Athletic 
Advisory Committee for the Culver Academies and is a member of the Advisory Board for Baseball America. He is 

a long-time member, and former 
officer, of SABR (Society for American 
Baseball Research) and currently 
serves as First Vice President of the 
Association of Professional Ball 
Players of America, an organization 
which was founded in 1924 to 
provide financial assistance for 
those professional baseball players, 
coaches, umpires, scouts, and other 
baseball personnel who are in need. 

Tal and his wife, Jonnie, make 
their home in Houston. They have 
two children, Valerie and Randy, and 
two grandsons, Quinn and Shane. 
Tal's son Randy is a former general 
manager of the San Diego Padres 
(1993-95) and Detroit Tigers (1996- 
2001). Randy became the then- 
youngest general manager in Major 
League Baseball history when he 
was appointed to that position by 
the Padres in 1993 at age 29. Randy 
presently serves as the director 
of professional and international

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PAM GARDNER 
PRESIDENT, 
BUSINESS OPE 

Houston Astros President of Business Operations Pam Gardner currently serves as the longest-tenured female chief executive 
in Major League Baseball. The 2009 season marks her ninth as President of Business Operations, in addition to her 21st overall with 
the organization. She was named to her current post in August of 2001, She oversees business and financial aspects for the Club, 
including all revenue areas, customer service, bi 
marketing, public relations and special events. 

Under Pam's leadership as team president, the club has consistently ranked among the top-drawing clubs in Major League 
Baseball. The Astros drew a franchise-record season crowd during their National League Wild Card season in 2004, as 3,087,872 fans 
attended games at Minute Maid Park. In 2007, the club drew 3,000,000 fans for the second consecutive year as Well as the fourth 
time in the nine seasons of baseball in Houston’s downtown ballpark. In 2008, the Astros welcomed the 25 millionth fan at Minute 
‘Maid Park. The Astros business group organized the ballpark activities as the club hosted playoff games in three of the last eight, 
seasons since 2001, including the first World Series game ever played in the State of Texas in 2005. Minute Maid Park also played 
host to the All-Star Game in 2004, 

In ceremonies held in Houston in November of 2006, Pam became the first female executive inducted into the Texas Baseball 
Hall of Fame. In April 2005, Gardner was recognized by Street and Smith’s Sports Business Journal as one of the 20 Most Influential 
Women in Sports. She was also included in a special exhibit at the National Baseball Hall of Fame and Museum in Cooperstown, 
saluting women in baseball. She received the prestigious Marguerite Ross Barnett leadership award from the Houston Area Urban 
League in 2008 and was also named one of the“Women on the Mave" by Texas Executive Women and the Houston Chronicle. 

She joined the team in 1989 as director of communications, developing advertising and marketing campaigns for the Club. In 
1994, she was named director of marketing, where her role expanded to include more strategic planning. 

Pam became Vice President of Marketing in 1996, overseeing advertising, marketing and ticket sales areas for the Astros, with 
‘emphasis on growing general revenue areas. As the dream of a new ballpark began to become a reality for the team, her focus was 
shifted to include a leadership role in the design and development of Minute Maid Park. While working on the construction and 
marketing of the new facility, she continued overseeing marketing for the team. 

Pam was named senior vice president of sales and marketing in 1999, and added sponsorship sales and marketing operations 
to her responsibilities, She spearheaded the advertising and marketing efforts for both the team and the new ballpark in its 
inaugural season, as the Astros began a new era of excitement for baseball fans in Houston and Texas. During that time, she led the 
development of the new logo and uniform design and implementation for 2000 and beyond. The club also set franchise attendance 
records in three consecutive seasons (1998-2000) in the Astrodome, in addition to the current franchise standard set in 2004 at 
Minute Maid Park. 

Pam has also worked to make Minute Maid Parka destination fora multitude of events other than baseball games. The stadium 
has played host to numerous charity events, including major fund-raising galas for the M.D, Anderson Cancer Center, the United Way 
and the annual Astros Wives’ Gala. Additionally, the annual Houston College Classic, a six-team tournament held in late February, 
has developed into one of the premier early-season college baseball tournaments in the country, 

The Astros in Action Foundation, which works to enhance the quality of life in the Houston community, has also increased its 
efforts under Pam's leadership in terms of both the volume of appearances the club makes in the community alang with the amount 

Testes of money donated to charitable projects through the Foundation, The Club's 
annual Race for the Pennant, Lead Off Luncheon and Alumni Golf Tournament 
are recent fundraising additions for the Foundation. In January of 2009, the 
Astros announced the opening of an Urban Youth Academy in Northwest 
Houston, in conjunction with State Representative Sylvester Turner, the City 
of Houston, and Major League Baseball. The Academy will provide instruction 
and fields for underserved youth to hone baseball skills. Pam currently serves 
on the board of the Astros in Action Foundation, and is also a member of 
the board of the Houston Area Women’s Center, which provides shelter and 
support services to survivors of domestic violence. Pam is a member of the 
board and Executive Committee of Central Houston, Inc, a private, non- 
profit organization supported by business institutions with the purpose of 
redeveloping and revitalizing downtown.

Valverde led the National League and tied a franchise 
record with 44 saves, while Tejada made his ith Al-Star appearance, hitting 283 and starting at shortstop on a team that made the fewest errorsin the 
National League during a nontstrike season, Also during the 2007 offseason, Ed acquired outfielder Michael Bourn and right-hander Geoff Geary from 
Philadelphia while also signing free-agent second baseman and 2007 postseason standout Kazuo Matsui toa three-year deal, 

Strengthening the Astros bench was also a priority during Ed's fist offseason withthe Astros, and he did so by signing free agents Geoff Blum and 
Darin Erstad while retaining infielder Mark Loretta, Blum posted career-high totals with 14 home unsand 53 RB, while Erstad played a prominent olen 
the team’s success as well, hitting .276 in 140 games. Lore .280 with 12 pinch-hit RBI and joined Erstad in the top 10 in the league in pinch hits with 
11, Additionally, Rule 5 draftee Wesley Wright, veteran reliever Doug Brocal infielder David Newhan, outfielder Reggie Abercrombie, and left-hander

team’s MVP in 1978 after setting a then-club mark with 195 hits, which ranked third in the National League. He also led the 
league with 162 games played and 660 at-bats that season, Enos stole over 30 bases every season from 1976-1979. In 1,688 
career big league games from 1972-86, he hit .277 (1647x5952) with 60 home runs and 596 RBI. He started 149 games at 
third base for the 1980 National League West Champion Astros and played on two other division-winning clubs, the 1974 
Baltimore Orioles and the 1985 Los Angeles Dodgers. 

From 1991-94, Enos provided analysis on HSE telecasts of Astros home games and from 1991-96, he hosted the weekly 
call-in show, Astros Report, on KCOH Radio, He was a member of the Texas Southern University’s Board of Regents from 
1995-2001 and served as interim athletic director for the school in 2000. 

Enos is a graduate of L.A. Harbor Junior College in San Pedro, Cali 
baseball. He is a cousin of former Major Leaguers Dick Davis and Ken Landreaux. He makes his home in Missou 
and has three sons, Marcus, Stephen and Cordell.

On December 15, 2006, the day in which the 

franchise's all-time home run leader announced his 
retirement at Minute Maid Park, the Houston Astros 
named franchise icon Jeff Bagwell as a special assistant 
to the general manager and announced an ongoing 
personal services contract between Jeff and the club. 

Jeff, 39, hit 449 home runs and drove in 1,529 runs in 

the 15 seasons that he played for the Astros from 1991- 
2005. He is only player in Houston franchise history to 
win the Most Valuable Player Award, earning the honors 
for the National League in 1994 after hitting .368 with 
39 home runs and 116 RBI. Jeff was the third player in 
the history of the award to be a unanimous first-place 
selection. He is also the only Astro to win the NL Rookie 
of the Year Award, capturing that distinction in 1991 by 

hitting .294 with 15 home runs and 82 RBI. He is one 

of only eight players all-time to win both honors in a 
career, 

A four-time All-Star, Jeff is the career leader for the 
club in home runs, RBI, and walks, while ranking second 
in club history with 2,314 hits, He recorded 31 career 
multi-homer games, and since the end of the 1972 season, only Jeff and Cal Ripken hit 400 or more home runs while playing 

their entire careers with the same team. Jeff was the Astros’ Opening Day first baseman for 15 consecutive seasons, and he 
is one of only 12 players all-time and the only first baseman with at least 400 home runs and 200 stolen bases. Additionally, 
Jeff is in a group of only seven first baseman in Major League history to record at least 1,500 runs scored and 1,500 RBI. 

Jeff earned NL Silver Slugger Awards three times (1994, 1997, and 1999) and earned a Rawlings Gold Glove Award 

‘once (1994). Additionally, he is the only Astro with six consecutive 100-RBI seasons (1996-2001) and he recorded eight 
consecutive campaigns with 30-plus home runs (1996-2003). Also in 2001, Jeff joined Jimmie Foxx, Lou Gehrig, and Babe 
Ruth as the only players in MLB history to collect 30 home runs, 100 RBI, and 100 runs scored in six consecutive seasons 
(1996-2001; Albert Pujols accomplished this later, from 2001-06). 

At the time of his retirement, Jeff ranked 28th on the Major League career list in home runs, 52nd in runs scored, tied 
for 52nd in doubles, tied for 41st in RBI, 30th in extra-base hits, and 24th in walks. 

In his current role with the Astros, Jeff assists the club’s baseball operations staff with its Major and minor league 
player development programs, the Astros hitting development program, the amateur draft, scouting and minor league 
team operations and evaluations. He will also spend time with the club in Spring Training, providing instruction to players 
and staff and evaluating both Major and minor league players. 

Bagwell will also travel with the Major League club on selected road trips and will observe the organization's minor 
league clubs during the regular season. He will also make various promotional appearances during the year, including the 
annual Astros FanFest and Winter Caravan, 

ES 
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Longtime Astros icon Craig Biggio is in his 
second season as a special assistant to General 
Manager Ed Wade. The agreement between Craig 
and the Astros was announced on February 11, 
2008. 

The franchise career leader in hits, games 
played, runs scored, and at-bats, Craig retired 
following a stellar, 20-year career at the end of the 
2007 season. He finished his career with 3,060 hits, 
668 doubles, 291 home runs, 1,175 runs batted in, 
and a.281 career average in 2,850 games played. 

A first-round selection by Houston in the June 
1987 draft, Craig became the first Astro to reach 
the 3,000-hit plateau with a seventh-inning single 
against Colorado's Aaron Cook on June 28, 2007. 
His 3,060 hits rank 20th all-time, and his 668 career 
doubles are the most of any right-handed hitter in 
Major League history and also rank fifth all-time. 

Craig's 20 seasons with Houston are a 
franchise record, and he also made a club-best 
19 consecutive Opening Day starts. He is also the 
only player in Major League history to reach all of 
the following milestones: 600 doubles (668), 250 
home runs (291), 2,700 hits (3,060), and 400 stolen bases (414). Craig and Cal Ripken, Jr. are the only middle infielders (only 
13 players all-time) to collect 3,000 hits and 1,000 extra-base hits. 

Craig was named to a franchise-record seven National League All-Star teams, and he received five Silver Slugger 
‘Awards. He also received four Rawlings Gold Glove Awards, and Craig was also a member of six Astros playoff teams. Craig 
holds the National League records for leadoff home runs with 53 (ranks 2nd all-time) and for hits in Interleague play with 
201. He also led all players during the 2005 postseason with 18 hits. 

Additionally, Craig was the 2007 recipient of the Roberto Clemente Award, a prestigious honor bestowed upon one 
‘Major League player each season by Major League Baseball and the Clemente family. Craig has been actively involved with 
the Sunshine Kids throughout his career, a support organization for children with cancer and their families, 

In his new role with the Astros, Craig will assist in a variety of areas, He will work with the baseball operations staff 
in its Major and minor league player development programs with special emphasis on instruction, the amateur draft and 
scouting, Major and minor league talent evaluation, and will also serve as an instructor during Spring Training and during 
the annual Elite Camp at Minute Maid Park, 

Additionally, Craig will also travel with the Major League club on selected road trips and will participate in the club's 
community development program, including appearances on the Astros Winter Caravan, FanFest, and Astroline. 

Before Game 3 of the 2007 World Series in Colorado, Craig Biggio was honored as the 2007 recipient of the national 
Roberto Clemente Award, The award recognizes the player who best exemplifies the game of baseball, sportsmanship, 
‘community involvement and the individual's contribution to his team. Itis named in honor of the former Pirates outfielder 
whose spirit and goodwill will always be remembered, Clemente died in a plane crash while attempting to transport relief 
supplies to earthquake-stricken Nicaragua on Dec, 31, 1972. 

Since the early 1990s, Biggio has served as the main spokesperson for The Sunshine Kids, a support organization for 
children with cancer and their families. He has hosted an annual baseball party at Minute Maid Park, in which more than 
100 children with cancer play baseball with Biggio serving as the pitcher. Biggio also hosts a holiday party at the Sunshine 
Kids house in Houston that the Biggio family helped restore and furnish. 

Through his annual golf tournament, Biggio has raised more than $2.5 million for the organization, 
Biggio joins alist of previous Roberto Clemente Award winners that includes 13 Hall of Famers, such as Tony Gwynn, Cal 

Ripken Jr. and Rod Carew. Astros manager Cecil Cooper was the recipient in 1983.

Amember of the Astros organization since 1973, Julio Linares begins his fifth season as special assistant for Dominican 
scouting and development. He previously spent six seasons as director of Dominican Republic Operations,

a special assistant to General Manager Gerry Hunsicker, however, four games into the minor league campaign, he was 
named the manager of the Astros Triple A New Orleans club of the Pacific Coast League. He guided the club to an overall 
record of 74-70, a second place finish in the PCL’s Western Division and a berth in the playoffs, From 1998-2000, he served 
as Houston's bench coach and in 2001, he was the third base coach for the Astras, Matt also took overas the Astros interim.

On May 19, 2002, the Astros retired the number 49 of franchise icon Larry Dierker. During more than 38 years of service to the organization, 
Dierker has served as a player, front office member, broadcaster and manager. 

In 13 seasons on the mound with Houston from 1964-77, he won 137 games, second only to Joe Niekro in team history. He owns the 
franchise records for innings pitched, starts, complete games and shutouts. A two-time All-Star, Dierker pitched the fifth no-hitter in franchise 
history on July 9, 1976. 

After one season in the front office and 18 as a broadcaster, Dierker became only the sixth manager in Major League history to win a 
division crown in his first season. In five seasons as the club's skipper from 1997-2001, he won four division titles ('97, 98, '99, 01), and the 1998 
team won a franchise-record 102 games, allowing Dierker to earn NL Manager of the Year honors.

Jimmy Wynn spent the first 11 years of his 15-year Major League career with the Houston franchise from 1963-73, the first two as a member 
of the Colt 45's, Despite his small frame (5'9"), Wynn boasted enormous power and a strong throwing arm, earning him the nickname "The Toy 
Cannon.’ He ranks among the Top 10 in almost every significant Astros career hitting category and led the franchise in hits (1,291), home runs 
(223), and RB! (719) when he left the club after the 1973 season. 

In 1967, the slugging center fielder finished second in the National League in home runs (37) while posting 107 RBI. Healso became the frst 
Astro to hit three home runs in a game. As a member of the 1974 Dodgers, Wynn smashed 32 home runs with 108 REI, finishing in fifth place for 
the National League Most Valuable Player Award. 

Wynn remains an active member of the Houston community and works closely with the Astros Community Development Department and 
charities. His number, 24, was officially retired on June 25, 2005.

The 2009 season is Cecil Cooper's second full season 
as the manager of the Houston Astros and his third overall. 
The Astros won 86 games in 2008, a 13-game improvement 
from the previous year and the second-largest turnaround 
in franchise history, bested only by the 21-win increase 
from the 2000 (72 wins) to the 2001 season (93 wins). The 
86 wins were also the most for the franchise since winning 
89 in 2005. Including a 15-16 mark in 2008, the Astros are 
101-91 (.526) during Cooper's tenure as the manager. 

Cooper's 2008 Astros team also had the best record 
in the National League in the 2nd Half at 42-22, only a 
half-game away from the best mark in the Majors post-All- 
Star Break (Angels, 43-22). The 42-22 record was also the 
fourth-best 2nd Half mark in Houston franchise history. 
The well-rounded club led the National League in both 
shutouts and saves while leaving the fewest runners on 
base in the league and ranking fifth in the NL with 114 
stolen bases, an increase of 49 steals from the previous 
year. 
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Additionally, the 2008 Astros were the best defensive team 
in the Majors this season, leading all clubs in fielding percentage 
(.989) while committing the fewest errors of any team (67). The 67 
errors were the fewest fora National League club in history in a non- 
strike season, 

The 2008 campaign was also Cooper's fourth year on the Astros 
staff, as he served as the club's bench coach from 2005 until he was 
named interim manager on Aug. 27, 2007, replacing Phil Garner. He 
was promoted to the full-time post on Sept. 28, and the club was 15- 
16 in 31 games under Cooper in 2007. Cooper is the 16th manager 
in franchise history. 

During his career in baseball, Cooper has been an All-Star player 
‘as well as a minor league manager, coach, player development 
director, and player agent. He has now added Major League 
manager to his illustrious career resume, 

Cooper returned to the Major League coaching ranks in 2005 
as the Astros bench coach after spending the 2003-04 seasons 
as manager of the Triple A Indianapolis Indians in the Milwaukee 
organization. He collected 130 wins at the helm of the Indians, 
posting a 66-78 mark in 2004 for third in the International League's 
West Division, and a 64-78 record in 2003. 

Cooper returned to the dugout for the first time since his playing career when he was named bench coach for 
Milwaukee on April 30, 2002. He previously worked in several capacities in the Brewers organization, For the 2000- 
01 seasons, he served the Brewers as special assistant to the general manager as well as roving minor league hitting 
instructor. During the 1997-99 seasons, he was Milwaukee's Director of Player Development. 

Following the conclusion of his playing career, Cooper worked as a player agent for CSMG International (1988-96).

A 17-year Major League veteran, Cooper batted .298 with 241 
home runs and 1,125 RBI. He was selected by Boston in the 27th round 
of the 1968 free agent draft and made his big league debut with the 
Red Sox in 1971. In 1974, he became Boston's starting first baseman 
and helped the Sox to the World Series in 1975. 

After the 1976 season, Cooper was traded to Milwaukee, He 
concluded his career with 11 seasons as a Brewer, including a World 
Series appearance in 1982. 

He earned two Gold Glove awards as a first baseman (1979, 80), 
and was a five-time American League All-Star (1979, 80, 82, 83, and 
85), He led the AL in doubles in 1979 (44, tie) and 1981 (35); led the AL 
in RBI in 1980 (122) and 1983 (126, tie); and finished second in the AL 
in batting in 1980 (,352). He posted three seasons with 200-plus hits 
(1980, 82, 83), and two seasons with 30-plus home runs (1982, 83). He 
was named the Brewers team MVP three seasons (1980, 82, 83), and 
finished fifth in AL MVP voting three times (1980, 82, 83). He still holds 
the Milwaukee franchise records for both hits (219 in 1980) and RBI in 
a season (126 in 1983). 

In 1983, Cooper was honored with Major League Baseball's

Dave Clark begins his first season as third base coach for the Astros. In 2008, he served as manager for Triple A Round 
Rock and led the club to a 64-79 record, 4th-place in the division. For three years, he was manager of the Double A Corpus 
Christi Hooks (2005-07). He guided the club to the Texas League Championship title in 2006 as was named Texas League 
Manager of the Year for his efforts. Clark also served as a coach at the MLB All-Star Futures Game in Pittsburgh in 2006. Heled 
the club during its inaugural season in 2005 and spent the previous five seasons in the Pittsburgh Pirates organization.

Although his uniform number 25 was retired on Oct. 3, 1992, that number will remain on the field for a 13th year in 
2009 on the back of first base coach Jose "Cheo” Cruz. His big league career spanned 18 seasons and included stints with 
St, Louis (1971-74), Houston (1975-1987) and the New York Yankees (1988). 

The former outfielder has been involved with all nine of Houston's postseason appearances, three as a player (1980, 
81 and '86) and six as a coach (1997-99, 01, 04-05). Cruz made the first three trips into postseason play with the Astros as a 
player, including hitting .400 (6x15) in the dramatic five-game series against Philadelphia in the 1980 NLCS. He represented 
the Astros in the All-Star Game in 1980 at Los Angeles and 1985 at Minnesota. 

Cruz had played in more games than any other player in the history of the Houston franchise (1,870) before being 
passed by Crai jo in 2001. Cruz is now in third place in club history in games played, behind Biggio and Jeff Bagwell. 
In 2000, Cruz witnessed Biggio surpass many of his other long-standing franchise records, including at-bats, hits and total 
bases. Cruz's 80 triples remains the franchise record. 

His uniform number was retired by the club along with former teammate Mike Scott's number 33 in 1992. They were the 
third and fourth numbers retired by the team. In 1999, Cruz was selected by a panel of experts as one of three outfielders on 
the franchise's All-Astrodome team. In 2003, he was inducted into the Texas Baseball Hall of Fame. 
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After his playing career he spent time 
managing in the Texas-Louisiana League and 
the Puerto Rican Winter League. Cruz was one of 
three Houston coaches who was forced to take 
a leave of absence from the team during the 
1999 season. He returned to the field on June 14 
after missing 34 games because of an irregular 
heartbeat.

Jim Umbricht broke into the professional ranks with the Milwaukee Brewers farm system in 1953 
and was traded to Pittsburgh by Milwaukee for outfielder Emil Ranko on April 6, 1959. He was pur- 
chased by the Houston Colt .45s in the 1961 National League player pool for $50,000 from Pitts- 
burgh. Umbricht opened the 1962 season with the Colts and was one of the top relief pitchers in 
the National League, He posted a 4-0 record with a 2.01 ERA that year. He then made a remarkable 
comeback after a cancer operation in mid-March of 1963 and was once again one of the league's 

leading relievers with a 4-3 record and 2.61 ERA. Umbricht died April 8, 1964 at the age of 33. His number, 32, was officially 
retired on April 12, 1965.

ilson is the only player to hurl two no-hitters while wearing a Houston uniform. He pitched a

He started his career in the St. Louis organization but did not blossom until he was 
acquired by the Astros in 1975. Cruz made three trips into post-season play with the Astros, batting 
.400 in the 1980 NLCS against the Phillies and hitting .300 six times in his career. Cruz currently serves 
as the Astros’ first base coach. His number, 25, was officially retired on October 3, 1992, 

1983-91 B:R 
Mike Scott is still remembered for doing the impossible: on Sept. 25, 1986, he became the first pitch- 
er ever to throw a no-hitter in a clinching situation when he shut down San Francisco 2-0 to wrap up 
the NL West title. Scott, who began his career with the New York Mets, was 110-81 with a 3.30 ERA 
as an Astro from 1983-90, winning the Cy Young Award in 1986 when he led the Majors in strikeouts 
(306), innings pitched (275.1) and ERA (2.22). He will also be remembered for his feats in the 1986 
NLCS, Scott twice beat the New York Mets, limiting them to one run in 18 innings and striking out 19 

batters, He became the first player from a losing team to win NLCS MVP honors. In 1989, he became Houston's fourth 20-game 
winner when he posted a 20-10 record. His number, 33, was officially retired on Oct. 3, 1992.

8 BORN: 10, 7X R 
The all-time strikeout king and 1999 inductee to the Baseball Hal of Fame played nine seasons for 
the Astros after signing as a free agent on Nov. 19, 1979. Astros fans did not have to wait long to a 
get a glimpse of Ryan magic. In his first game as an Astro, he hit three-run homer off of Don Sutton 
as the Astros lost to the Dodgers 6-5 in 17 innings. He helped the Astros to their first National League 
West Division title in 1980. He tossed his fifth career no-hitter on Sept, 26, 1981 against Los Angeles 
and posted one of the best post-World War Il ERAs (1.69) in helping Houston to the second half title. 

On April 27, 1983, he surpassed Walter Johnson as baseball's all-time strikeout king when he fanned Montreal's Brad Mills. He 
led the league with a 2.76 ERA in 1987 despite an 8-16 record. He led the league in strikeouts in 1987 (270) and 1988 (228). 
Ryan made two All-Star appearances while wearing a Houston uniform (1981, 1985) and was the owner of 53 Major League 
pitching records upon his retirement. His number, 34, was retired on Sept, 29, 1996, 
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1964-77 /46 IN HOI 
On May 19, 2002, the Astros retired the number 49 of franchise icon Larry Dierker. In 38 years of ser- 
vice to the organization, Dierker served as a player, front-office member, broadcaster, and manager. 
In 13 seasons on the mound with Houston, he won 137 games, second only to Joe Niekro in team 
history. He owns the franchise records for innings pitched, starts, complete games, and shutouts, A 
‘two-time All-Star, Dierker pitched the fifth no-hitter in franchise history on July 9, 1976. After one 
season in the front office and 18 as a broadcaster, Dierker became only the sixth manager in Major 

League history to win a division crown in his first season. In five seasons as the club's skipper from 1997-2001, he won four di- 
vision titles, and the 1998 team won a franchise-record 102 games, allowing Dierker to earn NL Manager of the Year honors. 

1963-73 y 
Jimmy Wynn spent the first 11 years of his 15-year Major League career with the Houston franchise, 
the first two as a member of the Colt .45's. Despite his small frame (5'9"), Wynn boasted enormous 
power and a strong throwing arm, earning him the nickname”"The Toy Cannon.” He ranks among the 
Top 10 in almost every significant Astros career hitting category and led the franchise in hits (1,291), 

bas home runs (223), and RBI (719) when he left the club after the 1973 season. In 1967, the slugging 
center fielder finished second in the National League in home runs (37) while posting 107 RBI. He 

also became the first Astro to hit three home runs ina game. As a member of the 1974 Dodgers, Wynn smashed 32 home runs 
with 108 RBI, finishing in fifth place for the National League Most Valuable Player Award. Wynn remains an active member of 
the Houston community and works closely with the Astros Community Development Department and charities. His number, 
24, was officially retired on June 25, 2005. 

ORN: 5/27/68 IN BOSTON, MA BARTER 
On August 26, 2007, the Astros retired the No. 5 worn by fist baseman Jeff Bagwell during his 15- 
year career with the team, Bagwell is the franchise's career leader in home runs with 449 and in RBI 
with 1,529, and he is the only Astro to win the National League Most Valuable Player Award, having 
done so in 1994 after hitting 368 with 39 home runs and 116 RBI. Bagwell is also the only player in 
franchise history to win the NL Rookie of the Year award, capturing the honor in 1991. One of the 
most respected players and leaders in recent Major League memory, Bagwell’s mark on the Astros 

franchise is indelible, from his play on the field to his impact on the younger Astros in the clubhouse. He also earned NL 
Silver Slugger Awards three times (1994, 1997, 1999) and one Rawlings Gold Glove Award (1994), and the four-time All-Star 
is the only Astro with six consecutive 100-RBI seasons. Bagwell was the Astros Opening Day first baseman for 15 consecutive 
seasons, and his 2,314 hits rank second in franchise history. He remains a member of the Astros organization asa special as- 
sistant to the general manager. 

1988-2007 4/65 1N SMITHTOWN, NY B:RT:R 
On August 17, 2008, the Astros retired the No. 7 worn by second baseman Craig Biggio during his 20- 
year career with the team. Biggio is the franchise's career leader in runs scored (1844) and hits (3060) 
and is the only player to reach the 3,000-hit plateau while wearing an Astros uniform, At the time of 
his retirment, he ranked 20th in Major League history in that category and is one of only nine players 
to reach the milestone while playing his entire career with the same team. Biggio also leads the fran- 
chise in doubles with 668. In 1998, Biggio joined Hall of Famer Tris Speaker as the only players in the 

20th century to collect 50-or-more doubles and 50-or-more stolen bases in the same season. He followed his 1998 campaign 
by hitting 56 doubles in 1999, becoming just the sixth player in MLB history to have back-to-back 50-double seasons. Biggio 
has played more games (2850) than any other player in franchise history and has been hit by more pitches (285) than any 
player in modern history (since 1900). A seven-time All-Star, Biggio received five Silver Slugger Awards and four Gold Gloves, 
He is the only player in Major League history to make the All-Star team at both catcher and second base. Biggio played in a 
franchise record 20 seasons with the club, including 19 consecutive Opening Day starts (1989-2007). 

CELEBRATING 10 SEASONS AT MINUTE MAID PARK 



On April 15, 1947, Jackie Robinson debuted at first base for the Brooklyn Dodgers, becoming 
the first African American in the 20th century to appear in a Major League Baseball uniform. He 
broke the color barrier, and quickly became one of the league’s stars and a symbol of hope to 
millions of Americans. Known for his daring baserunning, Robinson stole home 19 times, and 
helped the Dodgers win the pennant in six of his 10 seasons. In 1949, he was named the National 
League MVP after batting .342 with 37 steals and 124 runs. And, in 1962, he became the first black 
player elected to the National Baseball Hall of Fame. To mark the 50th anniversary of his historic 

achievement, Major League Baseball dedicated the 1997 season to Robinson and retired his number, 42, throughout the 
league. Robinson died October 24, 1972, at the age of 53.

Cabell sets club marks for at-bats (660), games (162) and hits (195). 

Houston finishes in second place, just a game-and-a-half behind the Reds...J.R. Richard improves upon his 1978 strikeout 
total by fanning 313...Joe Niekro sets a club mark with 21 wins...Ken Forsch no-hits the Braves on April 7...Bill Virdon is 

named Manager of the Year. 

Houston claims its first title as the Astros win the NL West witha 93-70 record, 

defeating Los Angelesin a one-game playoff...Niekro wins 20 games again... 
Joe Morgan returns to Houston to add leadership in the pennant drive. 

Houston gets off to a slow start, but takes advantage of the split season 
created by the player's strike to win the “second season" with a 33-20 mark, 
earning a spot in the playoffs...Nolan Ryan hurls his Major League record 
fifth no-hitter, blanking the Dodgers on September 26...Ryan also leads the 
league witha 1.69 ERA...Art Howe establishes a club record with a 23-game 
hitting streak. 

Ray Knight, an offseason acquisition from Cincinnati for Cesar Cedeno, 
remains among the league leaders in hitting for most ofthe season, finish- 
ing with a .294 mark...Bob Lillis takes over as interim manager on August

home of professional sports in America. In honor of Houston's significance to 
the country’s space program, it was appropriately named the Astrodome, and to. 
maintain the theme, the Colt .45s were proudly renamed the Astros. AstroTurf 
was developed and installed to start the 1966 campaign after natural grass was 
unsuccessful.

The 2005 season was a magical and historic season for the Houston Astros, as 
the team won its first National League Championship and advanced to the World 

Series for the first time, 
For the second consecutive season, the Astros clinched the National League 

Wild Card berth on the final day of the regular season, Brad Lidge recorded his 42nd 
save of the year on October 2 at Minute Maid Park as Houston beat the Cubs 6-4 to 
end the season and clinch a playoff spot. 

The historic season had an inauspicious beginning, however, as the Astros 
began the 2005 campaign with a 15-30 record through their first 45 games. On May 
25, the club's reversal of fortune began as Houston and Brandon Backe defeated the 

Chicago Cubs and Greg Maddux at Wrigley Field 5-1, beginning a 44-18 run that was the best in the Majors and carried the Astros 
back into the pennant race. The run included a franchise-record-tying 22 wins in July (22-7, 759). 

In the 2004 postseason, the Houston franchise won its first playoff series in history by defeating the Atlanta Braves in five 
‘games in the Division Series. The club then fell to St, Louis in seven games in the NLCS. The 2005 playoffs were a different story, as 
the Astros would reach heights the franchise had not previously attained, 

The 2005 NL Division Series would put the Astros in a rematch of the 2004 clash with Atlanta. A familiar foe in the postseason, 
the Braves would be Houston's opponentin the first round for the fifth time in Houston's last six playoff appearances since 1997. The 
series would have a historic ending, and it would be in Houston’s favor. 

The Astros took a 1-0 series lead with a 10-5 win at Turner Field, thanks to the 14th career playoff win from Andy Pettitte, a five- 
run eighth inning, and five RBI from Morgan Ensberg, The 10 runs overshadowed a strong “small ball” performance by Houston, as 
the club became the ninth team and the first since 1974 to record four sacrifice bunts in one game. The Braves would tie the series 
after a 7-1 win in Game 2, as John Smoltz turned in a strong performance while facing Astros starter Roger Clemens. 

The series journeyed to Minute Maid Park, where the Astros carried a 3-2 lead into the seventh inning of Game 3. Six consecutive 
Houston hitters reached base against the Atlanta bullpen in the seventh, with four scoring to give the Astros a comfortable lead 
they would never relinquish. Roy Oswalt earned the win in Houston's 7-3 victory, scattering six hits and three runs over 7.1 innings. 
Houston needed one more win to advance to the LCS for the second consecutive season. What happened next would be one of 
most memorable and unique games in postseason history, 

By the time the eighth inning rolled around, many in the stands and both dugouts were looking ahead to a trip to Atlanta for 
another Game 5, the exact scenario that transpired one year before. Atlanta had a seemingly insurmountable 6-1 lead, but what no 
one knew is that this contest had another three hours left, thanks to Lance Berkman, Brad Ausmus, and some tremendous bullpen 
work by both clubs. 

The longest postseason game in Major League history turned in the bottom of the eighth, when with a 2-1 count and the bases 
loaded, Atlanta closer Kyle Farnsworth decided to challenge Berkman, The tall right-hander likely had a different result in mind, as 
Berkman drove the fastball to left field and into the Crawford Boxes for the first postseason grand slam hit by an Astro in franchise 
history. 
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It still appeared that Atlanta would win the game, as the Braves clung 
to a 6-5 lead heading into the ninth. Jason Lane grounded out to third and | 
Jose Vizcaino struck out for two quick outs. One could have easily surmised 
in two hours, the Astras would be on a flight to Atlanta. 

Actually, everyone would still be in the ballpark, thanks to Ausmus. 
Ausmus launched a 2-0 Farnsworth pitch to left-center field, and the 

ball hit the facade above the yellow line, narrowly escaping center fielder 
Jones's outstretched glove for a solo home run that tied the score at 6-6. 
The game that was one out away from ending had changed on one swing 
of the bat. 

After a 10th-inning rally fell short, Houston would not have another hit 
until the game-winner in the 18th. And around the 15th, after a tremendous 
three-inning effort by Dan Wheeler and the score still deadlocked at 6-6 after 
15 innings, a certain right-hander began warming in the Astros bullpen. 

twould have been plausible to suggest that there was nothing left for 
Roger Clemens to accomplish in his career at that point. After throwing 92 
pitches in the Game 2 loss three days earlier, the 43-year-old Clemens not 
only appeared in relief but made the first pinch-hit appearance of his career 
in the 15th for Wheeler. He advanced Biggio on a sacrifice bunt before the 
next two hitters were retired. It was Clemens’ first relief appearance since 
as a rookie with Boston on July 18, 1984, and the Rocket would pitch three 
scoreless innings, throwing a fastball clocked in the mid-90's and showing 
no effects from the Game 2 loss (and 92-pitch outing) just three days ea 

Facing Joey Devine, who was the closer for North Carolina State 
University just four months earlier, Chris Burke deposited a 2-0 fastball into 
the Crawford Boxes, giving Houston a 7-6 win and ending the longest game 
in playoff history at five hours, 50 minutes. 

In addition to sending the Minute Maid Park crowd into a frenzy and 
the Astros to the NLCS for the second consecutive season, Burke became the 
sixth player in postseason history and the first rookie to end a playoff series 
with a walk-off home run, according to the Elias Sports Bureau. 

The previous longest playoff game had also been held in Houston, the 
classic 1986 Game 6 at the Astrodome when the Astros fell to the eventual 
World Champion New York Mets, 7-6 in 16 innings. The “Greatest Game Ever 
Played,” according to one book penned about that game, had been eclipsed 
in terms of innings. And perhaps in terms of greatness as well. 

The abundance of remarkable statistics surrounding this game are too 
numerous to mention. However, to list a few (many of these are courtesy of 
Elias}: 
+ The Astros used 23 players, a Division Series record. 
+ The 5:50 time of game eclipsed the 2004 ALCS Game 4 record by one 

minute (5:49). 
+ The42 combined players were the most used in a DS game and the 14 total 

pitchers tied the previous standard. 
+ Houston went hitless from Berkman’s double in the 10th ur 

game-ending homerin the 18th. 
+ The same fan, Sean Dean of Porter, Texas, caught both Berkman's grand 

slam in the eighth AND Burke's walkoff. 
+ Itwas the first game in playoff history with two grand slams (LaRoche and 

Berkman). 
+ As Jim Molony from MLB.COM wrote, the matchup between Franco and 

Clemens featured “90 years on this earth and 42 years of Major League 
experience.” 

+ The Braves went 1-for-18 with runners in scoring position, leaving a 
Division Series-record 18 runners on base. 
The Astros became the third team and the first since the 1993 Blue Jays to 
win a playoff game after trailing by five runs or more entering the eighth. 

+ Ausmus’ home run in the ninth made him the fifth player in postseason 
istory to tie a game with a home run with two outs in the bottom of the 

ninth inning. 
+ 553 pitches were thrown. 
+ Clemens became the pitcher with the second most regular-season wins 

(341) before recording his first relief postseason victory, trailing only 
Walter Johnson (377), who accomplished the feat in 1914 in the lone 
Washington Senators’ World Series win in franchise history.

‘The Astros were on to St. Louis, where Chris Carpenter outdueled Pettitte 
in Game 1 for a 5-3 St. Louis win. Houston evened the series behind seven 
dominant innings from Roy Oswalt in Game 2, taking a 4-1 victory. With the 
series moving back to Minute Maid Park, Mike Lamb was the hero with a home 
run and a double in a 4-3 win. Clemens tossed six strong innings and Lidge 
recorded his second save of the LCS. 

The Houston bullpen was the difference in a 2-1, Game 4 win, as after 5.2 
innings from Brandon Backe, four Astros relievers combined to pitched 3.1 
scoreless innings, culminating with another Lidge save. Jason Lane homered 
inthe fourth and Ensberg hit a sacrifice fly in the seventh for the only two runs 
Houston would need. 

A three-run homer by Berkman in the bottom of the fifth in Game 5 gave 
the Astros a 4-2 lead. However, St. Louis would delay Houston's World Series 
dreams another couple of days, as Albert Pujols hit a three-run home run 
against Lidge to give the Redbirds a 5-4 win and send the series back to Busch 
Stadium, 

Two days later, Oswalt hosted a going-away party for the Cardinals home, 
as the NLCS MVP allowed three hits and one run in seven innings. The Astros 
were National League Champions for the first time ever, as a 5-1 victory sent a 
Texas team to the World Series for the first time. Oswalt was 2-0 witha 1.29 ERA 
in the series, while Craig Biggio led the team with eight hits in the series and 
Burke paced the club with five runs scored, 

The Astros would now appear in their first Fall Classic, traveling to Chicago 
to face the American League's best, the White Sox. Clemens started for 
Houston in Game 1 but was forced to leave with a left hamstring strain after 
allowing four hits and three runs in two innings. Lamb would hit the first home 
un by an Astro in World Series history, and after three innings, the game was 
tied at 3-3. 

Joe Crede homered in the fourth and Chicago added one more in the 
eighth against Russ Springer, and the White Sox won Game 1, 5-3, Andy 
Pettitte pitched six strong innings in Game 2, and Houston owned a 4-2 lead 
heading into the seventh. Slugger Paul Konerko changed that with a grand 
slam against Chad Qualls in the seventh, but Jose Vizcaino’s pinch-hit single 
scored Jeff Bagwell and Burke to tie the game at 6-6 in the top of the ninth. 
However, Scott Podsednik would end Game 2 with a walk-off home run against 
Lidge, and a 7-6 Chicago win gave them a 2-0 series edge. 

Already owning the longest game in postseason, Division Series, and 
League Championship Series history, the Astros completed the cycle by 
playing the longest game in World Series history on Tuesday, October 25. The 
game was also the first Fall Classic contest played in the state of Texas. 

The Astros raced to a 4-0 lead after scoring one run in the first and fourth 
and two in the third inning of Game 3 against Chicago's Jon Garland. The lead 
evaporated in the fifth, however, as the White Sox scored five runs against 
Houston starter Oswalt. Lane tied the game against Dustin Hermanson in the 
eighth, Both offenses then went silent until the 14th inning, when a familiar 
face placed Houston in a deep hole, 

With right-handed rookie Ezequiel Astacio on the mound, former Astro Geoff Blum homered to right field to give Chicago the 
lead. The White Sox added another in the 14th, and then Game 2 starter Mark Buehrle pitched the bottom frame to save the game 
and give Chicago a 3-0 series lead, 

World Series MVP Jermaine Dye was responsible for the only run production in the series-clinching Game 4, driving in Willie 
Hartis with a ground-ball single to center field in the eighth against Lidge. Brandon Backe had started for the Astros and pitched 
seven shutout innings to keep the game deadlocked until Dye’s hit in the eighth, 

The 1-0 victory clinched the White Sox first World Championship since 1959 and ended the Astros World Series hopes in 2005, 
But despite falling short in the World Series, the 2005 Houston Astros team reached heights not previously attained, and set a 

standard of excellence and resilience for future clubs to aspire to.

Because of a midseason player strike 
that forced a complete shutdown of 
Major League Baseball for almost two 
months, a split-season format and a 
new tier of playoffs were created after 
the work stoppage ended, This new 
format matched the Astros against the 
Los Angeles Dodgers for a best-of-five 
National League West Division Series. 

Behind Nolan Ryan’s pitching and 
Alan Ashby's two-run homer in the ninth 
innng, the Astros took a 3-1 victory in 
Game 1. Houston then took a 2-0 series 

lead with a 1-0 triumph in Game 2 as 
Denny Walling stroked a pitch-hit single 
with the bases loaded and two out in the 
Nth inning. 

Back in their familiar L.A. surround- 
ings, the Dodgers managed to take 
control of the remainder of the series. 
They erupted for three first-inning runs 
in Game 3 and coasted to a 6-1 victory 
as three pitchers combined on a three- 
hitter. 

Game 4 turned out to be a pitcher's 
battle, Neither the Dodgers nor the 
Astros put a runner on base in the first 
fourinningsas Fernando Valenzuela and 
Vern Ruhle were in complete command. 
Both pitchers allowed four hits in the 
game, but Pedro Guerrero belted a solo 
homer in the fifth and Bill Russell added 
an RBI single in the seventh to give the 

Dodgers a 2-1 victory that evened the 
series at two games apiece. 

Another pitching struggle ensued 
in Game 5, Nolan Ryan dominated the 
Dodgers until the sixth inning, when 
LA. put together a three-run rally.

The one 
run was plenty, as Mike Scott tossed a 
five-hit shutout and struck out 14. New 
York came back with five runs in Game 
2 to win behind Bob Ojeda, who gave 
up 10 hits but only one run. In Game 3, 
the Astros held the lead into the last of 
the sixth, when New York tied the score 
with four runs, Houston retook the lead 
in the seventh with a run, but Lenny 
Dykstra won it for New York with a two- 
run homer in the bottom of the ninth. 

The Astros win in Game 4 evened the 
series, Houston scored three runs by the 
time Scott allowed the Mets’ only run of 
the game. Houston's Nolan Ryan gave up 
only two hits in the first nine innings of, 
Game 5 while striking out 12, but New 
York’s Gooden also yielded only one 
run in 10 innings of work, Astros pitcher 
Charlie Kerfeld shut out the Mets in the 
10th and the 11th, and the Mets’Orosco 
stopped Houston in the 11th and 12th, 
In the bottom of the 12th, Mets' catcher 
Gary Carter's RBI single off Kerfeld 
ended the game and set the stage for 
the 16-inning marathon the next day.

Despite a two-hit effort by Dar- 
ry! Kile in Game 1, Houston fell victim 
to Braves ace Greg Maddux, who gave 
up only seven hits on his way toa 2-1 
victory, Kenny Lofton’s bloop double in 
the first inning manufactured into a run 
after two fly outs and teamed with Ryan 
Klesko's solo home run on the first pitch 
of the second inning for all the scoring 
Atlanta would need to win the opener. 

In Game 2, a struggling offensive trio 
of Craig Biggio, Derek Bell and Jeff Bag- 
well, along with an uncharacteristic fit 
of wildness from starter Mike Hampton, 
led to a 13-3 Houston loss that put the 
Braves within one game of clinching the 
series. The Astros fell behind early, 3-0, 
but a two-run double by Brad Ausmus 
sparked a fourth-inning rally that tem- 
porarily tied the score. The Braves then 
scored a run after walking the bases 
loaded which opened the floodgates to 
a huge Atlanta rally. 

John Smoltz dominated the Astros 
with a three-hit performance in Game 3

The Astros 1998 season will be re- 

membered as one of the most successful 
in the organization’s37-yearhistory.

The club entered the playoffs as the 
most feared team in the NL, featuring 
the league's most prolific offense and 
newly-acquired ace lefthander Randy 
Johnson. But four games later it was the 
San Diego Padres who advanced while 
the Astros went home. 

Johnson, who was 10-1 with a 1,28 
ERA in 11 starts after being acquired in 
a July 31 trade with the Mariners, lost 
both of his postseason starts despite a 
1.93 ERA. The Houston offense managed 
just eight runs in the series, 

After Kevin Brown shut down the 
Astros’ offense in Game 1, Houston 
bounced back in Game 2 to beat San 
Diego 5-4, thanks to late-inning heroics 
by third baseman Bill Spiers, Games 3 
and 4, however, belonged to the Padres, 
who ended the series on their home field 
at Qualcomm Stadium to advance to the 
NLCS.

The Astros won their first playoff 

series in franchise history, defeating 
longtime playoff nemesis Atlanta in five 
games. Carlos Beltran homered twice 
and Houston exploded for 17 hits ina 
12-3 win over the Braves in the decid- 
ing Game 5, Beltran collected four hits 
and drove in five runs in the clincher 
while hitting .455 with four home runs 
and nine RBI in the entire series, a series 
which saw the Astros set virtually every 
team offensive playoff record. Beltran 
became the second player in postseason 
history to drive in at least five runs ina 
clinching game, 

The Astros scored fourin the third and 
three in the fifth to win the series opener 
at Atlanta 9-3, Beltran, Jason Lane, Lance 

Berkman, and Brad Ausmus homered in 
the win, while Roger Clemens recorded 
career playoff victory number nine by 
allowing three runs in seven innings. 

Atlanta evened the series in Game 2 
on Rafael Furcal’s two-run home run in 
the 11th against Dan Miceli, Roy Oswalt 
allowed onerunin 6.1 inningsin the loss, 
while Raul Chavez went 2x3 with a home 
un, Houston took a 2-1 advantage in the 
series in Game 3in Houston, winning 8-5 
thanks to a three-run sixth, a Beltran 
home run, and three RBI from Morgan 
Ensberg, Brandon Backe earned the win 
in his first playoff start and Brad Lidge 
earned the save, 

The Braves knotted the series at two 
games apiece, scoring once in the ninth 
towina 6-5 decision. Andruw Jones had 
three hits and Adam LaRoche three RBI in. 

the Atlanta win, while Craig Biggio was 
3x4 with a home run and three RBI, Russ 
Springerallowed the ninth-inning run to 
suffer the loss. 

The series moved back to Atlanta 
for Game 5, which is where the Astros 
exploded for 12 runsand 17 hitstoclinch 
the 2004 NLDS series victory.

The Astros came within one game 
of their first trip to the World Series but 
fell just short, losing the 2004 NLCS to 
St. Louis in seven games. Home runs by 
Albert Pujols and Scott Rolen against 
Houston starter Roger Clemens were the 
difference in the clincher, a 5-2 Redbird 
win at Busch Stadium that sent St. Louis 
toits first World Series since 1987. Offen- 
sively in the NLCS, Carlos Beltran paced 
Houston with a.417 average, four home 
runs, and eight RBI. Beltran’s eight home 
runsin the 2004 playoffs tied Barry Bonds 
forthemostinasingle postseason. Lance 
Berkman homered three times and drove 
innineruns, while Jeff Kentalso hit three 
home runs while plating seven runners, 

All seven games of the series were 

won by the home club, including 10-7 
and 6-4 wins, respectively, by St. Louis 
in Games 1 and 2. The Cardinals scored 
six in the sixth in Game 1 (including five 
against Chad Qualls), while two runs in 
the bottom of the eighth against Astros 
reliever Dan Miceli gave Julian Tavarez 
the win and the Redbirds a 2-0 series 
lead, 

Roger Clemens earned the win in 
Game3, with Kent, Beltran, and Berkman 
each homering in a 5-2 Astros victory. 

‘The Astros overcamea 5-3deficitin Game 
4, scoring two in the seventh and one 
in the eighth en route to a 6-5 win that 
gave Dan Wheeler his first postseason 
victory. 
‘Game S was perhapsthemost exciting 

in Astros playoff history, with Jeff Kent's 
three-run home run in the bottom of 
the ninth breaking a scoreless tie and 
propelling Houston to a 3-0 victory and 
a3-2serles lead. Brandon Backe allowed 
only one hit and three baserunners in 
eight scoreless innings, while Kent's 
homer gave Brad Lidge the win after the 
right-hander recorded saves in Games 4 
and 5. 

Jim Edmonds’ two-run home run in 
the 12th off Miceli allowed the Redbirds 
to even the series at three games apiece 
with a 6-4 St. Louis victory. Jeff Bagwell 
had three hits and two RBI in the loss, 
while Mike Lamb homered for Houston 
ina losing cause. Inthe deciding Game7, 
Clemens allowed fourrunsand six hitsin 
sixinnings,and the St. Louis bullpen held 
the lead for Jeff Suppan as the Cardinals 
advanced to the World Series.

National League Champions for the 
first time in club history, the Houston 
Astros fell short in their first World Series 
appearance against the Chicago White 
Sox. For the series, the Astros were out- 

scored just 20-14 in four games, marking 
the lowest run-differential in a World 
Series sweep since 1950. Two of the four 
games were decided by two runs and two 
were decided bya lonerun, including the 
series finale. in Game 4, World Series MVP 
Jermaine Dye, singled home the game's 
onlyrunin the eighth inning to make the 
score 1-0. Brandon Backe battled through 
seven scoreless frames, but Brad Lidge 
took the loss, falling to 0-2 in the World 
Series, 

Roger Clemens had to exit Game 1 in 
the second inning with a left hamstring 
strain as the Astros lost 5-3. Mike Lamb 
homered and Lance Berkman tied the 
game early with a two-run double, but 
Joe Crede put the Sox ahead for good 
with a home run in the fourth, Jose Con- 
treras nailed down the win for Chicago 
and Bobby Jenks earned his first save of 
the series. 

Game 2 was decided in the bottom 
of the ninth inning on a Scott Podsednik 
home run. With the game tied at six and 
the Astros two outs away from forcing 
extra innings, Podsednik hit a home run 
off Lidge, giving the White Sox 2-Olead 
in the series. Morgan Ensberg homered 
in the second and Berkman drove in two 
runs to stake the Astros to a 4-2 advan- 
tage, but Houston lost its lead on Paul 
Konerko's seventh-inning grand slam. 

After five hours and 41 minutes and 14 
innings, the Astros lost the longest game 
(time; tied in terms of innings) in World 
Series history by a score of 7-5. The Astros 
spotted Roy Oswalt four runs in the first 
three innings, but Oswalt was unable to 
hold the lead as the White Sox rallied 
for five runs in the fifth. Jason Lane hit 
a home run and drove in two, including 
the tying run off Dustin Hermanson in the 
eighth. Chad Qualls tossed three innings 
of scoreless relief before Ezequiel Astacio 

allowed Geoff Blum’s game-winning 
homer in the 14th. The Astros pitching 
staff had gone eight consecutive innings 
without allowing a run.

The 1968 All-Star Game reflected 
‘overpowering pitching, The two leagues 
combined for only eight hits and just one 
run, marking the first 1-0 contest in the 
history of the Midsummer Classic. The 
lone run —by the National League - was 
scored in the first inning ona single, an 
error, a wild pitch, and a double play. 

Playing for the injured Pete Rose, Willie 
Mays led off in the bottom of the first 
and singled to left field, In a failed 
pick-off at first, Luis Tiant’s (CLE) throw 
went wild, advancing Mays to second, 
Curt Flood (STL) was then walked, and 
a fourth-ball wild pitch moved Mays to 
third, First baseman Willie McCovey (SF) 
grounded into a double play, but Mays 
took advantage to score the only run 
of the game. 

With the victory, the NL stretched its 
winning streak to six. The six-man NL 
pitching staff held the AL to just three 
hits, as Tom Seaver (NYM) tossed five 

strikeouts late in the game and Juan 
Marichal pitched two perfect innings. 
Nine pitchers in the game did not allow 
asingle walk. 

The game was the first played indoors 
and on an artificial surface, as many 
players got their first look at the 
Astrodome.

AL PEDRIQUE 
MINOR LEAGUE FIELD COORDINATOR 

Al Pedrique begins his first season as the Astros minor league field coordinator and his fifth season with the Houston Astros. 
He previously served as an administrative coach for the club, serving as part of the club's field staff during Spring Training and 
in pre-game workouts before regular season home games.

Following his junior year at UT, Hooton was drafted by the Chicago Cubs in the secondary phase of the 1971 draft and made 
his Major League debut nine days later. He fanned his first batter, Lou Brock, and went on to set a Cubs rookie record by striking 
‘out 15 batters in a game later that season. Hooton is one of just 17 players since the draft era began in 1965 to advance directly 
tothe big leagues after being selected, 

After finishing his playing career with the Texas Rangers in 1985, Hooton began his coaching career with Class A Salem of the 
Northwest League from 1988-89. He served as the pitching coach for Double A San Antonio of the Dodgers organization from 
1990-94, and coached the 1995 season with Triple A Albuquerque, 

Hooton went 15-1 to lead Corpus Christ's Richard King High Schoo! to the Texas state title as a high school pitcher before 
beginning his career with the Longhorns. His dominating tenure at Texas culminated in a 35-3 record and 1.14 ERA. He is among 
UT's all-time pitching leaders in almost every category, including 13 career shutouts, He was the first pitcher ever to be named 
First Team All-American three consecutive seasons (1969-71).

The partnership agreement also stipulated that the popular 
Minute Maid Squeeze Play attraction at the ballpark will 
continue for the length of the 28-year agreement, along 
with pouring rights for products of The Coca-Cola Company, 
ongoing advertising and marketing programs, and a 
commitment by Minute Maid to support youth baseball 
programs in the Houston area, 

The Minute Maid Company is an operating unit of The Coca- 
Cola Company and the flagship of its worldwide fruit beverage 
business, The Minute Maid Company has been headquartered 
in Houston since 1967. 

Houston's downtown ballpark was originally named Enron Field 
on April 7, 1999, and was renamed Astros Field on February 27, 
2002, by agreement of the Houston Astros and Enron Corp.

MINUTE MAID PARK 

UNION STATION: according to HOK’s design platform, the most literal tie between Houston's past and its new ballparks 
a physical line to Union Station. The building is a symbol of the important role the railroad has played in the city’s relatively 
short history, especially early in the 20th century. The director of Minute Maid Park’s identity and graphics takes its cue from 
this period. 

The railroad created Houston. Flourishing trade established a base of wealth and culture, an infrastructure of banks, a 
port and railheads. By 1910, railroads constituted the city’s largest industry. In 1911, Union Station ~ already key to the rail 
industry's growth and influence - was redesigned and reopened. 

Built at a cost of $500,000 at the corner of Texas Avenue and Crawford Street, Union Station was dedicated on March 2, 1911. It 
has been estimated that between 7,000 and 10,000 Houstonians passed through the front doors into the 45-foot-high lobby, 
which included three varieties of polished marble. By the mid-1940's, Union Station was handling 5,000 travelers daily on 36 
passenger trains. 

Team officials note that approximately 60 percent of fans enter Minute Maid Park via Union Station. Walk-up or booked Minute 

Maid Park tours, offered year-round, also begin in the Union Station lobby. 

The second and third floors comprise the Conference Center, open 365 days a year and providing a wide array of meeting rooms 
that can give businesses and organizations state-of-the-art facilities. Nestled in different areas of the ballpark are additional 
‘meeting rooms and areas that provide the perfect atmosphere for a meeting or luncheon. 

The Houston Astros executive offices are housed in 
the fourth and fifth floors. The sixth floor features the 
Roof Deck and Club House at Union Station, where 
private groups of up to 100 can enjoy the game and an 
incredible view of the Houston skyline. 

TRAIN: A replica of a 19th century locomotive (circa 
1860) and linked coal tender is a fan favorite. The train 

provides an architectural icon which combines sight, 
sound and motion for a dynamic entertainment and 
celebration feature. It also proves a link to the past 
for Houston and the Union Station site. The train 

was designed by Uni-Systems and built by SMI & 
Hydraulics, which also provided the transporters for 
the retractable roof. Weighing close to 50,000 pounds, 
the train runs some 800 feet along the low roof track 

on the west side of the ballpark. 

SIZE: the building dimensions cover 28.97 acres of gross square footage, a total of 1,263,240 square feet, The height is 93 feet 
to the last seating tread, equivalent to a nine-story building.

Since 
building the first retractable-roof ballpark - the 

Skydome in 1989 - designers have crafted several 
kinds of retractable roofs. Some, for instance, 

open only over a small central section. The roof at 
Minute Maid Park, however, retracts completely off 
the ballpark to reveal the largest open area of any 
retractable roofed baseball stadium in existence 
today. A total of 50,000 square feet of glass in the 

west wall of the retractable roof gives fans a view 
of the Houston skyline, even when the roof is in the 

closed posi 

Uni-Systems provided the technical expertise to design the best roof structure for Minute Maid Park. Mechanized roof 
panels open and close in 12-20 minutes. The roof moves back and forth an estimated 160 times a year, a distance of 14.6 
miles. To cover the ballpark, stee! panels roll in sequence along tracks on the east and west sides of the stadium. When the 
roof is open, the southern and northern panels, each of which measures 537 by 120 feet and weighs 1,905 metric tons, rest 
at the north end below the large middle section with its dimension of 589 by 242 feet and a weight of 3,810 metric tons. 
Designers determined the roof’s shape — lower side panels flanking the high center panel — by tracking a batted baseball's 
hyperbolic flight path, 

Forged steel wheels measuring 35 inches in diameter transport the three roof panels. Each of the 140 wheels has its own 

braking mechanism and 60 are equipped with electric motors. 

If the track is slightly out of alignment, all the weight of a roof panel could come to rest on one wheel, causing severe 
structural damage. To prevent this, a polyurethane suspension pad that acts as a spring is attached above each wheel to 

distribute the roof’s weight. The low track/high track configuration and the roof's built-in glass wall not only offer valuable 
efficiency, but afford a panoramic view of the surrounding landscape unlike any other roofed ballpark. 

LELD: three wall heights, various angles in the corners and power alleys, a 10-degree, uphill slope - “Tal’s 
Hill” for a centerfield warning track, and a flag pole in the field of play create unique actions for any ball that gets past an 
outfielder. 

Featuring Seashore Pas Palum grass, the playing surface covers 2.5 acres. The drainage and irrigation systems include 6,682 
linear feet of perforated pipe and 4,406 linear feet PVC pipe, respectively. A total of 78 irrigation heads help make the job for 
head groundskeeper Dan Bergstrom and his staff much e: 

IS: A total of 400 speaker cabinets are scattered throughout the seating areas and almost 1,000 are found along the 
concourses.

TECHNOLOGY; minute Maid Park was the first major sports facility to feature a closed-captioning board for the hearing 
impaired, The Daktronics black-and-white matrix board and Daktronics color matrix board present baseball fans with a unique 
experience at Minute Maid Park, The primary scoreboard, measuring 35 feet by 131 feet, displays player and team stats on 
the left side while the right features graphics and animation, including the recreation of several of the Astrodome’s effects of 
yesteryear. A speed pitch board, four auxiliary scoreboards and an old-fashioned manually operated scoreboard keep fans on 
top of the action in the ballpark and in every other big league venue. Two 100-feet LED ribbonboards stretch above the club 
level, displaying high-quality animations, graphics and out-of-town baseball scores. The state-of-the-art video board high atop 
Minute Maid Park provides fans with award-winning special video features and effects created by Astros Productions that is 
unlike anywhere in Major League Baseball, 

SEATING: with visually redirected seats and baseball-only sightlines, Astros fans are as close to the action as any in big league 
baseball, Seats along the right and left field foul lines are only five feet from the line, while the nearest spectator along the first 
and third base lines can be as close as 43 feet to the game. 

The overall seating capacity of Minute Maid Park is 40,950, featuring nine different seating areas: Dugout Boxes, Field Boxes, 
Crawford Boxes, Bullpen Boxes, Club I, Club Il, Terrace Deck, Mezzanine, and View Deck, Each of the ballpark’s four levels - Main 
Concourse, Club Level, Suite Level, and Upper Concourse — afford fans a uniquely different perspective. 

Minute Maid Park's seats are a deep green to match the retro look and design of the ballpark. Approximately 6,500 seats in the 
Diamond Level and Charter Seat License areas in the lower bowl and Club Level include cup holders. 

Fans sampling the various Minute Maid Park ticket options will find the following at Houston's ballpark: seats on top of the 
action, various one-of-a-kind amenities like the Minute Maid Squeeze Play, the"9 Amigos" patio in center field, and panoramic 
views of the ballpark and spectacular views of the downtown Houston skyline, 

One of the most popular seating areas are the Crawford Boxes, located in left field. This area provides fans with a unique 
perspective of what itis like to be a Major League outfielder. 

The Diamond Club, Club Level and Suites provide the ultimate in entertaining areas, while groups can take advantage of special 
mezzanine seating and "The Champions” party room."Home Run Alley" is a 810-foot long fan arcade, including the fan-favorite 
“Conoco Home Run Porch" in left-center field that is actually over the field of play, and features a classic gasoline pump to keep 
track of the number of Astros home runs that are hit. 

The Astros Suites, located between the Club Level and Terrace Deck, provide luxury and comfort for watching Major League 
games. Beautifully appointed with a bar/buffet, socializing area and closed-circuit TVs, the suites offer privacy and comfort for 
personal and business entertainment, Sliding glass doors open to stadium chairs, designed to seat quests in two rows. 

Keeping with Astros tradition, children 14-and-under are still able to purchase a $1 ticket for seats in the Outfield Deck section. 

Food courts and concession stands are designed to preserve the spirit of Houston’s Union Station. Regional fare and ballpark 
favorites are located on the main concourse and in the upper deck, 

SPECIAL AMENITIES: inside the ballpark, the “FiveSeven Grille” center field restaurant and sports bar offers restaurant 
or outdoor seating options for fans seeking a one-of-a-kind dining experience, The Minute Maid Squeeze Play area along the 
right field line provides children with a fun, safe, interactive experience. The Conoco Home Plate Tower along Texas Avenue is a 
popular gathering point for fans, and it also features a carillon to provide music at appropriate times of the day.
