McHale occupe le poste de president et directeur exdcutif du Club de Baseball
Montreal Ltbe depuls la fondatlon de I’dqulpe en 1968... de plus, II assume, depuls
le 18 octobre 1978, les tSches de dlrecteur-g6rant.

Anclen joueur de premler-but, McHale est agb de 57 ans et a vu le jour & Detroit. II
en est i sa trente-et-unl6me ann6e comme administrateur dans le baseball profes-
slonnel. Comme joueur, II a slgn6 son premier contrat avec I’organlsatlon des
Tigers en 1941 alors qu’ll frbquentalt TUnlverslt6 Notre-Dame. Aprds avoir 6volu6
pour r^qulpe majeure en 1945 et partlellement en 1947 et 1948, II s’est retire
comme joueur actif pour devenir directeur-adjoint du systbme des tlllales des
Tigers.

McHale s’est ensuite joint aux Braves de Milwaukee en 1959 comme vice-
president et directeur-gbrant et le 23 novembre 1961, II btait nommb prbsident de
I’bquipe. Dans les annbes qul suivirent, II s’est acquis une solide rbputation si bien
qu’au dbbut de 1969, II btait sbrieusement considbrb pour le poste de Commissaire
du baseball. Dependant, en oonsidbration pour ses partenaires montrbalais, II
demandaqueson nom soit rayb de la listedes candidate.

En 1967, II occupa le poste d’adjoint au Commissaire et devint conseiller auprbs
de la ligue Nationale dans I’btude des possibilitbs d’octroyer une franchise b la
ville de Montrbal. II s’btait joint au bureau du Commissaire en 1967 aprbs six
annbes b la prbsidence des Braves, poste qu’il oocupait d’ailleurs lorsque les
Braves dbmbnagbrent b Atlanta avant le dbbut de la saison 1966.

Finalement, le 14 aoCit 1968, McHale acceptait une invitation d’un groups
d’hommes d’affaires de Montrbal pour fonder et administrer le Club de Baseball
Montrbal Ltbe. II fut nommb Prbsident et Directeur Exbcutif du club le jour ou la
franchise fut officiellement accordbe b Montrbal.

McHale est le reprbsentant de la ligue Nationale au sein du Conseil du Gouverne-
ment du Baseball Organisb, I’organisme qul rbgit le baseball professionnel. II
entreprend une dixibme annbe comme Vice-Prbsident de la ligue Nationale. De
plus, II est membre du Comitb des rbglements du baseball.

McHale is in his first year in the dual role of President and General Manager of the
Montreal Expos ... he has been President and Chief Executive Officer of the
Montreal Baseball Club Ltd. since the team’s inception, in 1968 ... he took on the
added duties of General Manager, October 18,1978,

A former major league first baseman, the 57-year-old native of Detroit is in his 31st
year as an administrator in professional baseball. As a player, he signed his first
professional contract with the Tigers’ organization in 1941, while attending Notre
Dame University. After serving with the major league team in 1945 and again tor
parts of 1947 and 1948, he retired as an active player to become Assistant Farm
Director of the Tigers.

He advanced quickly in the organization, serving as Farm Director, Assistant
General Manager and then, on April 30, 1957, as General Manager of the Detroit
Tigers. McHale, only 35 years old at the time, was the youngest GM in major league
baseball.

McHale moved over to the Milwaukee Braves, in 1959, as Vice-Presidentand
General Manager and, on November 23,1961, was named as President. In the years
that followed, he earned such high esteem from his peers thaf, in early 1969, his
name was seriously being considered for the post of Commissioner of Baseball.
However, in deference to the commitments made to his Montreal partners, he
requested that his name be withdrawn from consideration.

It was in 1967, while serving as Assistant Commissioner of baseball, that he
became an advisor to the National League, in evaluating Montreal’s application for
a major league franchise. He had joined the Commissioner’s office in 1967, after
six years as President of the Braves. He was the Braves’ incumbent president,
when the franchise shiffed to Atlanta, prior to the 1966 season.

Finally on August 14, 1968, McHale accepted an invitation from a group of Mont
real industrialists in the forming of a partnership to own and operate the Montreal
Baseball Club Ltd. He became the club’s President and Chief Operating Officer,
the day the franchise was formally awarded.

McHale is a National League representative on the Executive Council of the
Government of Organized Professional Baseball, the governing body of profes
sional baseball. He is in his 10th year as Vice-President of the National League. In
addition, he is a member of baseball’s Playing Rules Committee.

Williams managed the club ... Williams was impressed not only by Brewer's
pitching for the Angels (1-0 with five saves in 21 appearances in 1975 and 3-1 with
two saves in 13 appearances in 1976) but with Jim’s “interest in helping the
younger pitchers” ...

Brewer developed an elbow problem early in 1976, was placed on the Angels’
disabled list on May 31 and did not pitch after that.
