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Rodríguez was named the American League Jackie Robinson 
Rookie of the Year. No surprise, considering he led rookies in 
numerous o� ensive categories, was named to the All-Star 
Game, and became the � rst player ever to hit at least 25 
homers and steal 25 bases in his debut season. 

“What we saw last year was the beginnings of a special 
career,” said Executive VP and General Manager Justin 
Hollander. “The con� dence that you see from him now, day 
to day, he knows he’s one of the best players in the game, 
and I would just assume that trajectory continues.”

While the Mariners rising superstar expressed deep 
appreciation that day for winning a prestigious individual 
award, he also pointed out that it was for the work he and 
his teammates had put in for a season that was in the 
rearview mirror.

“That was the 2022 Award, that’s a year that’s over,” he 
respectfully remarked. “We’ve got 2023 now. We just got 
to keep on going…and get ready for the challenge again.”

THE PLAN CONTINUES
As every Mariners fan knows, that challenge is putting 

together another breathtakingly successful season and 
returning to the postseason. According to President of 
Baseball Operations Jerry Dipoto, now that the Mariners 
“got over that hump,” meaning their � rst postseason 
appearance since 2001, the key is continue moving forward 
with the club’s plan for sustained success, without dis-
rupting the existing positive clubhouse culture.

“Here’s the stretch, the 3-2 pitch, swing 
and a drive, deep to right � eld, stay fair. 
Holy smokes, he did it! O�  the Hit it Here 
Café. Cal Raleigh with a walk-o�  home 
run! How sweet it is. The Mariners end the 
20-year drought on a walk-o�  home run by 
Cal Raleigh. They win the ballgame, 2 to 1, 
and the Mariners are going to the playo� s!”

Just in case anybody missed the playo� -clinching call 
from Seattle’s veteran broadcaster Rick Rizzs in the bottom 
of the ninth inning against Oakland on September 30, 2022, 
at T-Mobile Park, there you go. Even in print, it’s bound to 
give Mariners fans goosebumps for years to come.

“I don’t really have any words for it,” Raleigh recalled, 
when asked earlier this year about that moment. Now in 
his second season, Seattle’s catcher doesn’t need words 
to describe it; a� er all, he did it. Still, he added, “It was 
amazing to share that with all the fans, our teammates 
and coaching sta�  and everybody here with the Mariners. 
It was awesome, and what a special night.”

About six weeks a� er that epic home run reverberated 
across the Paci� c Northwest, Raleigh’s teammate Julio

“The goal is to win the division and get into the post-
season and try to do some damage,” said Dipoto. “We’ve 
never been more convinced of this team’s ability to do 
those things than we were at the end of last season. We do 
feel like we got meaningfully better this o� season and we 
are a deeper and more complete team.”

To that end, Dipoto and Hollander focused on two 
key areas designed to help the Mariners compete for the 
AL West crown and to complement a dynamic core of 
talented young players, many of whom played their � rst 
career playo�  games last season.

First and foremost, they traded for Teoscar Hernández 
(a middle-of-the-lineup run producer) and Kolten Wong (a 
le� -handed hitter who gets on base) to � ll position gaps in 
right � eld and second base, respectively, and deepen the 
lineup. Second, they signed two more productive veterans 
– out� elder AJ Pollack and in� elder Tommy La Stella – to 
further bolster the o� ense and, along with Wong, balance 
the roster with players who possess signi� cant postsea-
son experience. 

“We have a ton of talent,” Dipoto said, referring to the 
club’s youth movement of starting pitchers Logan Gilbert 
and George Kirby, relievers Andrés Muñoz and Matt Brash, 
and position players Raleigh and Rodríguez, among others, 
along with established players like JP Crawford and Ty 
France. Add last year’s top-of-the-rotation acquisitions 
Robbie Ray and Luis Castillo to the discussion and the 
future looks bright.

“We believe that three to four years ago when we started 
collecting this group of players, and to watch it evolve the 
way it has on the � eld, has been second only to the way it’s 
evolved in the clubhouse. We have a phenomenal group 
of guys. Very rare is it that you see a group that brings this 
much energy, coupled with this much work ethic and care 
for the guy next to him. That’s an exciting thing.

“So, what do we expect in ’23? For them to take that 
next step, like they have in almost every month of their 
Major League existence.”

OVER THE HUMP
Heading into 2023, Seattle had won 90 games in each 

of the last two seasons, something they hadn’t accom-

plished since the 2002 and ‘03 campaigns. Under the 
steady and caring leadership of Manager Scott Servais and 
his coaching sta� , waves of young players – both those 
who emerged from Seattle’s minor league system and 
those brought aboard by Dipoto – are becoming success-
ful, established Big Leaguers.

“This is the deepest team we’ve had since I’ve been 
here – from our starting pitching to the bullpen to the 
regular lineup to the guys o�  the bench,” said Servais, 
now in his eighth year as manager “I think the experi-
ence that we gained with our team last year down the 
stretch and in the playo� s is going to really help us 
going forward.”

Servais pointed out that the formula for the Mariners 
success has been and continues to be consistently excel-
lent pitching – both from the rotation and a lockdown 
bullpen – and stout defense. This year’s rotation returns 
largely intact, a� er recording the second-most quality 
starts in the AL. And last year’s number-one defense in 
the AL looks just as solid. While those are crucial, Servais 
recognizes that the team has to remain healthy and added 
that “consistent o� ense is really what excites me most 
about our club.”

It’s worth noting that this season there will be new 
rules for all clubs to navigate. These include playing every 
team in the Majors; a pitch timer to speed up the pace of 
the game; defensive shi�  restrictions to help encourage 
more hits and athleticism; and bigger bases to increase 
safety and promote an uptick in aggressive base running. 
Go ahead and visualize Rodríguez on � rst base!

Earlier this year, a� er Raleigh re� ected on Rizzs’s dramat-
ic call and Seattle’s electric run to and through the playo� s, 
he turned his attention to the 2023 season. As if channel-
ing the thoughts and focus of his teammates, coaches, 
organization and all Mariners fans, he said, “I just want to 
win. As long as I can help this team win, day in and day out, 
whatever my role might be, that’s what I want to do.”

Time to take the next step.

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MINOR LEAGUE PLAYERS TO WATCH
The Mariners had the number one farm system in all 

of baseball heading into the 2022 season, propelled by 
top prospects Julio Rodríguez (#2) and George Kirby (#12). 
Rodríguez and Kirby both turned in stellar rookie campaigns 
for the ages. 

Rodríguez took home several honors as a 21-year-old, 
including winning the BBWAA American League Jackie 
Robinson Rookie of the Year, a Silver Slugger Award and 
being named to the AL All-Star team and hitting 81 home 
runs in the MLB Home Run Derby. He also became the � rst 
player in MLB history to record at least 25 home runs and 
25 stolen bases in his debut season.

Kirby was the American League’s top rookie pitcher in 
2022, bursting onto the scene with 6.0 scoreless innings 
in his Major League debut on May 8. In 25 starts, he 
went 8-5 and struck out 133 batters over 130.0 innings. 

Rodríguez and Kirby, along with right-hander Matt Brash, 
were top prospects who made major contributions to 
Seattle’s 90-win regular season and � rst postseason berth 
since 2001.

Coming into the 2023 campaign, while several top 
prospects have “graduated” into the big leagues or have 
been traded for Mariners stars such as Luis Castillo and 
Eugenio Suárez, Seattle still boasts a strong, powerful farm 
system with talent up and down the organization. Whether 
it is former � rst rounders such as Harry Ford, Cole Young 
and Emerson Hancock or players knocking on the door of the 
Major League team such as Cade Marlowe or Bryce Miller, 
the Mariners are well-equipped to produce more Major 
League-caliber players in both the very near-future and for 
years to come. Here’s a look at nine minor league players to 
watch in 2023:
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PRELANDER BERROA RHP
AGE 22, turns 23 on April 18
BORN April 18, 2000 in Santo Domingo, DR
T Right HT 5-11 WT 170
Berroa was acquired by the Mariners in a midseason 
trade last year from the San Francisco Giants. The 
#10 prospect in Seattle’s system had a stellar 2022, 
going 4-3 with a 2.86 ERA (32 ER, 100.2 IP) with 
150 strikeouts in 26 combined starts in the Giants/
Mariners organizations. The Dominican Republic 
native was one of 4 pitchers in MiLB (min. 100 IP) 
with a sub-3.00 ERA and at least 13.0 strikeouts-
per-nine innings last season.

JONATAN CLASE OF
AGE 20, turns 21 on May 23
BORN May 23, 2002 in Santo Domingo, DR
B Both T Right HT 5-8 WT 150
Clase was signed by the Mariners as an 
international free agent out of the Dominican 
Republic on July 2, 2018. The switch-hitting 
out� elder had an excellent 2022 with Class-A 
Modesto, hitting .267 (113x423) with 91 runs, 22 
doubles, 11 triples, 13 home runs, 49 RBI and 55 
stolen bases in 107 games.

ISAIAH CAMPBELL RHP
AGE 25, turns 26 on Aug. 15
BORN Aug. 15, 1997 in Angra do Heroismo, 
Portugal
T Right HT 6-4 WT 230
Campbell was selected by Seattle in the 2nd round 
of the 2019 MLB First-Year Player Dra�  out of the 
University of Arkansas. The right-hander thrived 
pitching primarily out of the bullpen last season, 
recording 11 saves and a 1.57 ERA (8 ER, 46.0 IP) with 
12 walks and 59 strikeouts in 33 games (4 starts) 
between High-A Everett and Double-A Arkansas.
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COLE YOUNG INF
AGE 19, turns 20 on July 29
BORN July 29, 2003 in Pittsburgh, PA
B Le�  T Right HT 6-0 WT 180
Young was selected by the Mariners in the 1st round 
(21st overall) of the 2022 MLB First-Year Player 
Dra�  out of North Allegheny High School in Wexford, 
Pennsylvania. The le� -handed hitting in� elder made 
his professional debut with the ACL Mariners and 
Class-A Modesto in 2022, batting a combined .367 
(22x60) with 2 home runs and 14 RBI. Young is ranked 
as the club’s #2 organizational prospect and the #99 
overall prospect in baseball heading into 2023.

Hancock was selected by Seattle in the 1st round 
(6th overall) of the 2020 MLB First-Year Player 
Dra�  out of the University of Georgia. In 21 starts 
with Double-A Arkansas in 2022, Hancock went 
7-4 with a 3.75 ERA (41 ER, 98.1 IP) with 38 walks 
and 92 strikeouts. The right-hander was named 
to the MLB Futures Game Roster in both 2021 and 
2022.

CADE MARLOWE OF
AGE 25, turns 26 on June 24
BORN June 24, 1997 in Ti� on, GA
B Le�  T Right HT 6-1 WT 210
Marlowe was selected by the Mariners in the 20th 
round of the 2019 MLB First-Year Player Dra�  out 
of the University of West Georgia. In 133 games 
between Double-A Arkansas and Triple-A Tacoma 
last season, Marlowe batted .287 (143x499) with 
83 runs, 21 doubles, 5 triples, 23 home runs, 102 
RBI, 42 stolen bases and 62 walks. He spent the 
2022 postseason on the Mariners taxi squad but 
did not appear in a game.

HARRY FORD C
AGE 20
BORN Feb. 21, 2003 in Atlanta, GA
B Right T Right HT 5-10 WT 200
Ford was selected by the Mariners in the 1st 
round (12th overall) of the 2021 MLB First-Year 
Player Dra�  out of North Cobb High School in 
Kennesaw, Georgia. The #1 prospect in the Mariners 
organization put together a stellar 2022 campaign 
with Class-A Modesto, batting .274 (107x390) with 
89 runs, 23 doubles, 4 triples, 11 home runs, 65 RBI, 
23 stolen bases and 88 walks, getting on base at a 
.425 clip. Ford is ranked as Baseball America’s #64 
overall prospect going into 2023.

BRYCE MILLER RHP
AGE 24, turns 25 on Aug. 23
BORN Aug. 23, 1998 in Mount Pleasant, TX
T Right HT 6-2 WT 180
Miller was selected by Seattle in the 4th round of 
the 2021 MLB First-Year Player Dra�  out of Texas 
A&M University and � ourished in 2022, his � rst 
professional season. In 27 games (26 starts) between 
Class-A Modesto, High-A Everett and Double-A 
Arkansas, he went 7-4 with a 3.16 ERA (47 ER, 133.2 
IP) with 46 walks and 163 strikeouts. Miller is ranked 
as the #3 prospect in the Mariners system and the 
#100 overall prospect by Baseball America.

If the highlight reel of his 2022 season – which included 99.6 MPH throws from the 
out� eld, diving, jumping and sliding catches, mammoth home runs and speed on the bases 
that would make Olympic sprinters smile – weren’t enough to convince you of his superstar 
status, perhaps the fact that only Hall of Famers (or future Hall of Famers) have accom-
plished the things he did in 2022 will convince you. 

In 2022, Julio became one of just four rookies aged 21-or-younger in MLB history to post 
6.0+ WAR and an OPS+ of at least 145, joining Ted Williams-BOS (1939), Albert Pujols-STL 
(2001) and Mike Trout-LAA (2012). Furthermore, he was only the third rookie in Major 
League history to reach 25+ home runs and 25+ stolen bases. It took Julio just 
125 games into his MLB career to reach the 25/25 mark, becoming the 
fastest player in history to reach that milestone, edging out Mike Trout, 
who took 128 games to reach the 25/25 club. 

If that still isn’t enough to convince you, perhaps his performance on 
the national stage at the 2022 Home Run Derby can. En route to a 2nd 
place � nish, Julio clubbed 81 total home runs – 32 in his � rst 
round, 31 in his second and 18 in the � nals – good for 
the most in the competition and narrowly losing out 
to then-Washington Nationals star Juan Soto.

Naturally, his electric rookie season culmi-
nated with being named the nearly unanimous 2022 
American League Rookie of the Year Award (as well as a 
Silver Slugger).

Julio is the 5th player in Mariners history to be 
named Rookie of the Year and just the 2nd to be 
named Rookie of the Year and a Silver Slugger, join-
ing Ichiro Suzuki (2001).

Since the club’s debut season in 1977, Seattle has pro-
duced more Rookie of the Year winners than nearly every 
club in the American League, trailing only the Oakland 
Athletics, who have had 7 winners in that span. 

Julio, who was named as the 16th best player right now 
by MLB Network, is everything the Rookie of the Year Award 
is meant to represent. He plays the game with a youthful 
exuberance that makes it hard not to bask in his joy for the 
game. From throwing up an “X” with his arms to the fans in the “J-Rod

indulging his teammates in having 

a laugh (even if it is at his own 
expense), his genuine personal-
ity and love of the game has an 
aura that fans just can’t get 
enough of. 

Julio was honored with a 
parade in his hometown of 
Loma de Cabrera, a town 
of roughly 20,000 people 
in the Dajabón province of 
the Dominican Republic, 

to celebrate his remarkable 
rookie season.
Now, entering his sophomore 

campaign, Julio is primed to reach 
even greater heights. Over his last 70 

games of the 2022 season, Julio posted a 
.938 OPS, good for 9th-best in MLB during that 

span, a mark he’s looking to build on in 2023.
“My whole approach a year ago – do the best I 

can with my preparation and just let it take over from 
there,” Rodríguez said. “This year, same thing, just 
keep maximizing my opportunities. Just putting the 
best I can into my body so I can get the best outcome 
out of it.”

The scariest thing about Julio’s 2022 season? 
According to Mari ners manager Scott Servais, there is 

plenty of room for improvement. 
“He can still really improve on last year’s season. Really 

improve,” Servais said on Seattle Sports (710 AM). “There 
are areas of growth for him all over the place. That is what 
excites us the most about him.”

Mariners fans, and fans of baseball, will be eagerly 
watching to see what Julio can do to impact the game 
each night. 

Whether it be with a bat, in the � eld, on the bases or 
just his personality on the � eld and in the dugout, you can 
be sure Julio is a must-see attraction.

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The Mariners have a rich All-Star Game history. The club 
has hosted two All-Star Games, sent 89 players, as well as 
six coaches, to the Midsummer Classic and boasts three 
Most Valuable Players and three starting pitchers. 

In 1979, the All-Star Game was played in Seattle for the 
� rst time, as the Kingdome was the site of 7-6 National 
League victory. The Midsummer Classic returned to 
Seattle in 2001 for a 4-1 American League triumph at 
T-Mobile Park.

The Mariners � rst All-Star representative was out� elder 
Ruppert Jones in 1977. Jones was just 22 years of age at the 
time, and he remained the club’s youngest All-Star until a 
20-year-old Ken Gri� ey Jr. in 1990.

MOST VALUABLE PLAYERS
Three Mariners have been 

named Most Valuable Player of the 
Midsummer Classic: Ken Gri� ey Jr. 
in 1992 (at San Diego), Ichiro Suzuki 
in 2007 (at San Francisco) and
Robinson Canó in 2017 (at Miami). 

Gri� ey and Ichiro Suzuki share the club record for most 
All-Star Game appearances with 10 apiece. Edgar Martinez 
earned 7 trips to the Midsummer Classic, while Félix 
Hernández had 6 and Randy Johnson had 5. 

Five Mariners were selected to the 2003 All-Star Game 
in Chicago (AL), including 40-year-olds Martinez and 
Jamie Moyer. The Mariners became the � rst club in All-Star 
Game history to have a pair of 40-year-old players appear 
in the same Midsummer Classic. 

In 2001, Freddy Garcia earned the win, while Kazuhiro 
Sasaki picked up the save in front of the hometown crowd. 
Edwin Diaz was credited with the win in the 2018 All-Star 
Game.

STARTING PITCHERS
The two most successful pitchers 

in club history are also the only two 
Mariners pitchers to earn the start-
ing nod in an All-Star Game. 

Randy Johnson entered the 
1995 All-Star Break with a record of 
9-1, having struck out 152 batters in 
109.1 innings of work. The Big Unit 
was on his way to his � rst career Cy 
Young Award when he was named 
the starting pitcher for the American 
League by manager Buck Showalter. 
Johnson worked 2.0 scoreless 
innings at The Ballpark in Arlington. 
Two years later, Johnson was again 
tabbed to start for the AL by man-
ager Joe Torre. 

In the � rst 
half of 2014, Félix 
Hernández ranked 
among the top-2 
American League 
leaders in wins, 
ERA, innings and 
strikeouts, earning the start for 
the AL from manager John Farrell. 
Hernández worked 1.0 scoreless 
inning in Minneapolis.

HOME RUNS AT THE ALL-STAR GAME
Gri� ey, Suzuki and Canó

headline a list of six Mariners who 
have homered in the All-Star Game. 
They are joined by Edgar Martinez, 
who went deep at the 1997 sum-
mer showcase in Cleveland. One 
year later, Alex Rodriguez hit a solo 
home run in Denver. In 2018, Jean 
Segura pinch hit in the 8th inning 
and belted a go-ahead, three-run 
homer in Washington, D.C. 
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Seattle hosts the 93rd MLB All-Star 
Game at T-Mobile Park on July 11, 2023. 
It marks the third time Seattle has 
hosted the All-Star Game (1979, 2001, 
2023) and the second time at T-Mobile 
Park (2001, 2023).

MLB’s 50th All-Star Game was played at the Kingdome 
on July 17, 1979, in just the third season of the Mariners 
franchise. 

The National League won 7-6, and the game featured 16 
future Hall of Fame players. Both managers (Bob Lemon-
AL and Tommy Lasorda-NL) have also been inducted in 
Cooperstown. The sellout crowd of 58,905 was a Seattle 
baseball record at the time. The Kingdome was considered 
a “home run paradise” but only two homers were hit in the 
game (Fred Lynn and Lee Mazzilli). 

Mariners � rst baseman Bruce Bochte was greeted with 
a long standing ovation during pregame introductions, and 
had the � rst hit and RBI by a Mariner in All-Star compe-
tition. Pittsburgh’s Dave Parker, with a hit, an RBI and 
assists on two classic throws from right � eld to third base 
and home plate, was named the Game’s MVP.

Mets center � elder Lee Mazzilli played a big role for 
the NL, belting a solo home run o�  Texas’ Jim Kern in the 
8th inning to even the score at 6-6. In the top of the 9th, 
Mazzilli drew a bases-loaded walk o�  the Yankees Ron 
Guidry to give the National League a 7-6 lead. 

A pair of Hall of Famer pitchers got the starting assign-
ments: Nolan Ryan for the American League and Steve 
Calrton for the National League. 

The 50th Midsummer Classic was the � rst base-
ball game broadcast to a national audience from the 
Kingdome.

The 2001 All-Star Game was played at T-Mobile Park 
on July 10, just two years a� er the ballpark opened in July, 
1999. The American League won 4-1, as several great 
moments were celebrated. 

Cal Ripken Jr. and Tony Gwynn had already announced 
they would retire at the end of the season, and were 
presented with the Commissioner’s Historic Achievement 
Award by Bud Selig. A� er a prolonged ovation from the 
crowd of 47,364 when he came to the plate in the third 
inning for the � rst time, Cal homered on the � rst pitch he 
saw. He was later named the Game’s MVP.

The Mariners, in the midst of a record-setting 116 wins, 
were represented by eight players. Freddy Garcia was the 
winning pitcher, Kazuhiro Sasaki earned the save, while 
Ichiro Suzuki and Mike Cameron hit safely.

Randy Johnson started the game for the National 
League, his � nal of 4 career All-Star Game starts, including 
2 with the Mariners.

ON BASE  
(BASEBALL & SOFTBALL 
EVERYWHERE) 

Baseball and softball bring out 
the best in young people — on 
and off the field. Yet, far too many 
youth cannot afford to partici-
pate in an increasingly expensive 
sport. Through On BASE (Baseball 
and Softball Everywhere), the Mariners Care Foundation 
funds efforts to make baseball and softball accessible to 
all young people in our region. These include Mariners-
sponsored initiatives and collaborations with amazing 
community partners. We keep young people at the center 
of everything we do. We are inspired every day by their 
great ideas, tireless optimism, and determination to play 
the game we love.  

In addition to existing youth baseball and softball 
programs, On BASE encompasses a variety of new efforts 
across the Northwest to address challenges young athletes 
face in their communities. Grounded in play equity data 
findings and recommendations, On BASE provides grants for 
baseball and softball teams, training opportunities for youth 
coaches and camps, clinics and advanced instruction for 
young athletes, and provides financial assistance to those 
who are not able to afford the cost to play.

HOMETOWN NINE 
In July 2020, the Mariners 

and Mariners Care launched 
the Hometown Nine — a fel-
lowship designed to address 
barriers frequently encountered 
by student-athletes, especially 
young people of color. Nearly three 
years in, the entire Mariners organi-
zation has embraced the Hometown Nine program and 
contributed to its success. Mariners players and over 30 
Mariners Front Office staff members serve as volunteer 
mentors.   

The Hometown Nine is a five-year commitment to nine 
incoming eighth graders in King, Pierce, and Snohomish 
Counties each year. It provides financial, academic, 
professional, and social support to encourage success 
in the fellows’ athletic careers and educational journeys. 
Additionally, Mariners Care underwrites the playing fees 
for elite baseball and softball training, offering fellows 
equitable access to competitive play.   

Each fellow is paired with Mariners players and two 
Mariners Front Office staff members who serve as men-
tors, providing academic and professional guidance. As 
the Hometown Nine fellows near high school graduation, 
they will participate in events tailored to future academic 
pursuits, including college admissions prep, essay writing 
support, and more. In 2023, the Mariners will welcome our 
third class of fellows, growing the group to 36 student-
athletes.  

MARINERS EQUIPMENT  
DONATION GRANTS 

Since 2017, the Mariners Equipment Donation Grants 
have supported student-athletes across the Pacific 
Northwest in their baseball and softball journeys. We 
strive to promote equity, improve participation, and 
increase competitive play regardless of a student’s 
socioeconomic status. So far, we’ve granted a total of 
$350,000 to 50 high school baseball and softball pro-
grams. In 2023, we selected 10 schools from Washington 
and Oregon to receive $5,000 each. This funding will help 
with baseball and softball operations in under-resourced 
communities.   

In addition to the grants, we strive to better understand 
the challenges that prevent young people from continu-
ing in these beloved pastimes. That’s why we’ve met and 
engaged with coaches and players from recipient schools. 
We believe all young athletes should have the opportunity 
to play baseball and softball.

Additionally, the Mariners are helping BIPOC business 
owners get the skills, training, and support they need 
to thrive. Through the Community Impact Grants, the 
Mariners Care Foundation provided scholarships for five 
local BIPOC business owners so they could participate in 
the University of Washington’s Foster School of Business 
Minority Business Executive Program. Through their 
coursework, participants learned how to use financial 
tools, create strategic plans for growth, deploy new tech-
nology, and scale their business. We also partner with The 
Intentionalist, an online guide to intentional spending that 
supports small businesses and diverse local communities. 
This online directory and engagement tool makes it easy 
for community members to find and support local res-
taurants, bars, gyms, shops, and more owned by women, 
people of color, veterans, LGBTQ+, families, and disabled 
people.

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JOHN STANTON  |  CHAIRMAN & MANAGING PARTNER
John Stanton is the Mariners Chairman & Managing Partner. He 

was named Chairman on Aug. 19, 2016, and has served in that role 
since. Stanton joined the Mariners ownership group in December of 
2000, and became a member of the Board of Directors in 2016. 

Stanton consistently leads the organization with a focus on the 
Mariners Mission: We are dedicated to winning championships, 
creating unforgettable experiences and serving our communities.

Born in Seattle and raised in Bellevue, WA, Stanton is considered 
a wireless industry pioneer, co-founding three national wireless 
operators in the United States over the past four decades. 

He is currently Chairman of the Trilogy Partnerships, a private 
investment � rm, and also serves on the boards of the Microso�  
Corporation and Costco Wholesale Corporation. He is Chairman 

of Year Up of Puget Sound (a non-pro� t program for youth), and 
a member of the board of the Institute for Health Metrics and 
Evaluation, a� er previously serving as chair (or co-chair) of the boards 
of Whitman College, the Business Partnership for Early Learning, the 
United Way of King County campaign, the Washington Roundtable 
and the Regional Transportation Commission.

John and his wife Terry Gillespie also own interests in the Tacoma 
Rainiers (Paci� c Coast League) and in the Walla Walla Sweets and 
Yakima Pippins of the West Coast Collegiate Baseball League. He has 
been active in youth baseball in the area for over 25 years.

John earned a B.A. from Whitman College (Walla Walla, WA) 
and an MBA from Harvard Business School. John and Terry have two 
grown sons.

HOWARD LINCOLN  |  CHAIRMAN EMERITUS
A key player in the formation of the ownership group that saved 

the Mariners for Seattle in 1992, Howard Lincoln served as Chairman 
and Chief Executive O�  cer from Sept. 27, 1999 to Aug. 19, 2016, when 
he was named Chairman Emeritus. His service was recognized with 
the Seattle Mariners Franchise Achievement Award in 2016. Lincoln 
continues as a member of the board of directors.

On Feb. 14, 2000 Lincoln retired from his position as chairman 
of Nintendo of America, Inc. to devote his full e� orts to the Mariners. 
Lincoln joined Nintendo as its senior vice president and general 
counsel in January 1983. In February 1994, he was elected to 
the board of Nintendo of America, Inc. and appointed chairman 
of the company.

Philanthropy plays an important role in Lincoln’s life. In 
addition to his strong support of the Mariners Foundation, he is a 
former chairman of the Children’s Hospital Foundation. He was the 
Campaign Chair of United Way of King County’s 2003/04 Annual 
Campaign. Lincoln is a board member of The Washington Roundtable.

Lincoln is a graduate of the University of California at Berkeley, 
and holds a law degree from Boalt Hall, the University of California 
School of Law. Following graduation from law school, Lincoln served 
as a Lieutenant in the U.S. Navy Judge Advocate General’s Corps from 
1966 to 1970. He practiced law in Seattle from 1970 to 1983. He and 
his wife, Grace, reside on Mercer Island. Their son, Brad, and his wife, 
Kim, have two children: Ethan and Benjamin.

JOHN ELLIS  |  CHAIRMAN EMERITUS
A life-long resident of the Seattle area, John Ellis led the e� orts 

to keep Major League Baseball in the Paci� c Northwest. Upon 
transfer of the Mariners franchise to the new ownership group, Ellis 
became its � rst chairman and CEO, serving from June 29, 1992 until 
September 27, 1999, when he was named Chairman Emeritus.  Ellis 
continues as a member of the Mariners Board of Directors. 

During the seven full seasons of his tenure, the Mariners only 
� nished below .500 once, while winning two Division titles and 
narrowly missing a third. Community and fan support improved 
enormously – attendance grew from 1,651,398 in 1992 to 3,507,975 
in 2001. The greatest accomplishment under his leadership was the 
construction of our world-class ballpark, T-Mobile Park.

His service was recognized with the Seattle Mariners Franchise 
Achievement Award in 2016. 

Ellis has served variously on the MLB Executive Council, the 
International, Ownership and Compensation & Finance Committee 
and he chaired the Baseball Endowment Limited Partnership (BELP) 
Committee. 

John started his career as a lawyer with Perkins Coie in 1953 
(where he is now of counsel). He then joined Puget Sound Power & 
Light Company (now Puget Sound Energy) in 1970, where he served 
variously as President, C.E.O. and Chairman until his retirement in 
1993. During his utility career he served nationally as Chair of the 
Edison Electric Institute, and the Electric Power Research Institute. 

Although a loyal Husky, he was also Chair of the Board of Regents 
of Washington State University and Seattle University, uniquely at the 
same time. He has 4 children and 8 grandchildren – all Mariners fans.
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JERRY DIPOTO  |  PRESIDENT, BASEBALL OPERATIONS
Jerry Dipoto (dih-POH-toe) was promoted to President, Baseball 

Operations on Sept. 1, 2021. Dipoto is in his eighth full season with 
the Mariners a� er he was originally hired on Sept. 28, 2015.

In his � rst three seasons in charge (2016-18), the Mariners had 
the 5th-most wins in the American League, trailing only Boston, 
Houston, Cleveland and New York.

In 2022, the Mariners posted their second-consective 90–72 
record, � nishing 2nd in the American League West Division, and 
advancing to the Postseason. Following the season, the Mariners 
were named MLB Organization of the Year by Baseball America. 
Seattle swept the Toronto Blue Jays in the Wild Card series before 
falling to Houston in the Division Series. The Mariners are one of just 
six MLB teams to win 90+ games in each of the past two years.

Prior to 2019, Dipoto led a re-imagining of the Mariners, making 
8 trades in a 6-week period between Nov. 8-Dec. 21 to acquire 
16 players and position a younger, more athletic, deeper, more 
controllable roster for greater success in the future. Beginning in 
2019 and accelerating over the last three seasons, that talent has 
populated the Mariners Major League roster.

In 2018, Seattle won 89 games and the team’s 253 wins over 
2016-18 is its highest total in a three-year span since 2001-2003.

In his � rst months on the job in 2016, Dipoto completely remade 
the Mariners Major League roster, as well as revamping the Mariners 
Major League sta� , scouting and player development departments.

The reshaping of the roster and minor league system resulted in 
the 2016 Mariners organization playing 927 total games (at all levels) 
and only one -- the � nal regular season game for the big league club 
-- not having playo�  implications. The Mariners were in the race 
through 161 games, and each of the seven minor league a�  liates 
advanced to the postseason.

Prior to being hired by Seattle, Dipoto was working as a Special 
Assistant for the Boston Red Sox. He joined the Sox a� er resigning 

from his position as the Los Angeles Angels General Manager on July 
1, 2015.

Dipoto was the Angels GM from Oct. 29, 2011-July 1, 2015, 
helping guide the club to the American League West title in 2014, 
� nishing with the most wins (98) in the Majors. Notable acquisitions 
during his Angels tenure included trades for All-Stars Huston Street, 
Zack Greinke, David Freese and Héctor Santiago, and the free agent 
signings of Albert Pujols (2011) and C.J. Wilson (2011).

In his 23rd season as a baseball executive, and his 12th as a 
General Manager, Jerry got his start immediately a� er retiring as a 
player in 2001. He was a special assistant for the Colorado Rockies 
(2001-02), followed by two seasons working in the scouting 
department for the Boston Red Sox (2003-04). He returned to the 
Rockies as the Director of Player Personnel (2005) and then moved 
to the Arizona organization as Vice President of Player Personnel 
(2006-10) and was appointed the Diamondbacks interim General 
Manager on July 1, 2010. He spent the 2011 season as the D-Backs Sr. 
VP of Scouting and Player Development.

Dipoto appeared in 390 Major League games, all in relief, with the 
Indians (1993-94), New York Mets (1995-96) and Colorado Rockies 
(1997-2000). A right-handed pitcher, he compiled a career 27-24 
record with 49 saves and a 4.05 ERA prior to retiring during Spring 
Training in 2001 with a bulging disc in his neck.

He was originally selected by Cleveland in the 3rd round of 
the 1989 June Dra�  out of Virginia Commonwealth University 
(Richmond, VA). Dipoto led the Rams to their � rst appearance in the 
NCAA Tournament in 1988 and remains in the top 10 in VCU history 
in several pitching categories. Dipoto played high school baseball at 
Toms River High School North in New Jersey.

Jerry and his wife, Tamie, reside in Mercer Island, WA. They have 
two daughters: Taylor (husband Andrew) and Jordan (husband 
Osmond), and one son, Jonah (wife Lauren).

CATIE GRIGGS  |  PRESIDENT, BUSINESS OPERATIONS
Catie Griggs was named President of Business Operations for the 

Mariners on July 27, 2021.
She is responsible for all aspects of the Mariners business 

operations. With the exception of Jerry Dipoto, Justin Hollander and 
baseball operations, the Mariners Executive Vice Presidents and 
Sr. Vice Presidents report to Griggs and form the senior leadership team 
of the organization.

Griggs has installed a laser-focus across the organization on serving 
Mariners fans. This commitment to fans is supported by data-driven 
decision making. In April, 2022 the Sports Business Journal honored 
Catie with the Forty under 40 Award.

Prior to joining the Mariners, Griggs spent the previous four years 
(2017-2021) helping build Atlanta United into one of the premier 
Major League Soccer franchises. She was Chief Business O�  cer, 
overseeing all aspects of the Atlanta United front o�  ce, including the 
strategic decisions leading to the record-setting attendance, matchday 
production and operations in and around Mercedes-Benz Stadium, the 
team’s supporter groups and broadcasting. 

She also directed the team’s community relations e� orts, 
overseeing $2.5M in donations and more than 22,000 volunteer hours 
in support of community events in 2019, and proactively pursued e� orts 

to increase the diversity within the club front o�  ce and its e� orts in the 
community and in growing fan base.

In 2019, the Atlanta United was named Sports Team of the Year, 
while its home, Mercedes-Benz Stadium, received  Sports Facility of the 
Year at the Sports Business Awards; MLS Marketing Team of the Year, 
PR Team of the Year and Social Team of the Year; and Atlanta Sports 
Council’s Team of the Year.

In 2017, she was named a Sports Business Journal Game Changer, 
an annual award that honors women leaders across all aspects of 
sports business.

Prior to joining Atlanta United, Griggs was with Futures Sport 
& Entertainment, a cross-platform global media and sponsorships 
analytics consultancy that is part of the Interpublic Group of Agencies. 
She launched the � rm’s Americas operations in 2015 and led it to 
signi� cant growth prior to her departure. She came to Futures Sport & 
Entertainment a� er � ve years at Turner Broadcasting where she served 
in various roles, including strategy, business operations, strategic 
partnerships and business development, and media rights negotiations. 

A North Carolina native, Griggs received her B.A. (in Government) 
from Dartmouth College and her MBA from the Tuck School of Business 
at Dartmouth. Catie and her husband, Justin, have two children.
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JUSTIN HOLLANDER  |  EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT & GM, BASEBALL OPERATIONS
Justin Hollander is in his seventh full year with the Mariners, 

his � rst since being promoted to Executive Vice President & General 
Manager on Oct. 2, 2022.

Hollander is now responsible for all aspects of the Mariners 
baseball operation while continuing to report to Jerry Dipoto. He 
had already been fully involved in all areas of the Mariners Major 
League operations as well as player procurement, negotiations of 
Major League contracts and 40-man roster composition. Hollander 
also provides oversight for the Baseball Operations front o�  ce 
and analytics sta�  and is also the primary liaison to Major League 
Baseball / O�  ce of the Commissioner.

Justin was originally hired in Seattle as the team’s Director of 
Baseball Operations Sept. 23, 2016 and promoted to Assistant 
General Manager on Nov. 1, 2018. He was promoted to Vice President 
Jan. 30, 2020. 

Prior to joining the Mariners, Justin spent the previous nine 
seasons in the Los Angeles Angels front o�  ce, serving several 
di� erent roles in the Angels baseball operations department. 

He began his career with the Angels in January, 2008, as a player 
development & scouting assistant. In that role, he worked closely 
with department heads in several di� erent aspects of baseball 
operations, including arbitration, research and advance scouting. He 
was promoted to Director, Baseball Operations in 2012 and served as 
the Director, Player Personnel in 2016.

A native of Dayton, OH, Hollander is a 2001 graduate of The Ohio 
State University (B.S., business administration and marketing) and 
received his law degree from the University of San Diego in 2004.

Justin, and his wife Whitney, reside in Seattle, WA with their son, 
Elliot and daughter, Lucy.

TIM KORNEGAY  |  EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT, FINANCE
Tim Kornegay is in his 28th season with the Mariners, his sixth 

since being promoted to Executive Vice President, Finance, on Jan. 
12, 2018.

His responsibilities include managing the club’s � nancial 
reporting, budgeting, banking, tax return and projections. Tim is 
responsible for the departments of strategy / analytics, procurement 
and information technology.

Kornegay was originally hired in February 1995 as the club’s 
Director of Strategic Planning as the team planned to develop 

T-Mobile Park. He was promoted to Controller in 1997. Tim was 
promoted to Vice President, Finance in 2004 and to Sr. Vice 
President, Finance in October, 2014. 

Prior to joining the Mariners, Tim worked as a manager in Cooper 
& Lybrand’s Convention, Sports and Leisure practice. He was the 
controller for a private development company in Texas prior to that. 

A native of St. Louis, MO, Tim graduated from the University of 
Illinois with a degree in accounting. He resides in Bellevue, WA with 
his wife, Beth.  They have two children, Ted and Jane.

FRED RIVERA  |  EXECUTIVE VICE PRESIDENT, GENERAL COUNSEL
Fred Rivera joined the Mariners front o�  ce on March 20, 2017 as 

Executive Vice President & General Counsel.
He is responsible for overseeing all of the club’s legal a� airs, 

government relations at the federal, state and local level, and the 
Mariners relationship with its landlord, the Public Facilities District. 
He also leads the club’s real estate development in the T-Mobile Park 
stadium district.

Dave Sims is in his 17th season 
as the lead announcer on Mariners 
telecasts while contributing regularly 
on the MLB Network. He was voted 
Washington State Broadcaster of the 

Year In three consecutive seasons 
(2018-20). 

“Having spent most of my life and 
career on the East Coast, I have been 
really touched by how welcoming the 
fans of the Northwest have been,” 
Sims said. “I’ve enjoyed every bit of my 
time with the Mariners.”

Sims is a native of Philadelphia. He 
began his professional career in 1975 
as a sportswriter for the New York Daily 
News where he covered college sports, 
professional soccer and the NBA. His 
broadcasting career began in 1982 and 
he is a two-time Emmy Award winner 
for his on-air work. 

Mike Blowers, also in his 16th 
season on TV, is a longtime fan 
favorite who had three tours (1992-
95, 1997 and 1999) as a player with 
the Mariners. During his 11-year Major 
League career, Blowers also played 
for the Yankees (1989-91), Dodgers 
(1996) and A’s (1998). He played in 
the postseason with the Mariners in 
1995 and 1997, and set career highs in 
nearly every statistical category during 
the memorable 1995 season.

Rick Rizzs is the Mariners primary 
voice on radio while Dave Sims is 
the lead TV play-by-play man. Aaron 
Goldsmith does both radio and TV 
throughout the season and Mike 
Blowers is the primary analyst on TV. 
In addition, Gary Hill Jr. chips in on 
the radio side and former Mariners 
catcher Dan Wilson contributes regu-
larly on Radio and TV.

The Mariners radio and TV coverage 
reaches the largest geographic region 
in Major League Baseball, stretching 
east to eastern Washington, Idaho 
and Montana, south to Oregon and 
north to Alaska, British Columbia and 
Alberta.

Flagship radio station Seattle 
Sports (710 AM) anchors the Mariners 
Radio Network, broadcasting all 162 
regular-season games.

AISLE POLICY
As a courtesy to our seated Guests, the Mariners prefer 
that Guests refrain from walking in select aisles while 
the game is in-play. 

ALCOHOL POLICIES
Guests who consume alcohol are expected to do so in a 
responsible manner and abide by these guidelines:
• No outside alcoholic beverages or powders are 

permitted to enter T-Mobile Park.
• No alcoholic beverages are permitted to leave 

T-Mobile Park.
• T-Mobile Park has a zero-tolerance policy for 

underage drinking.
• Spirits are only permitted in designated areas: The 

’Pen, Edgar’s Cantina, Hit It Here Café & Bar, Trident 
Deck, Terrace Club, Suites, Muckleshoot Diamond 
Club, and our Press Club .

• Hard alcohol/liquor is only permitted in 
designated areas.

• Guests are limited to two alcoholic beverages per 
person, per transaction.

• Anyone appearing to be under the age of 30 will be 
asked for ID.

• Alcohol sales cease at the � rst pitch of the 
8th inning.

• Management reserves the right to modify policies 
at any time.

ALL-GENDER RESTROOMS
All-Gender Restrooms are facilities that anyone 
can use regardless of gender, gender expression, or 
gender identity. They bene� t many people, including 
transgender and gender diverse individuals, people 
who require the assistance of a caregiver of a di� erent 
gender, and parents with children of a di� erent 
gender. All-Gender Restrooms help create safer, 
more accessible spaces for everyone. All-Gender 
Restrooms are located at Sections 105, 120, 234, 319, 
327 and 333.

BABY CHANGING AREAS & 
NURSING LOUNGE
As a convenience to our Guests with small children, 
baby-changing tables are located in most restrooms 
throughout the ballpark. Also, a Nursing Lounge is 
available at Section 128. 

BAGS
• Clear plastic or vinyl bags no larger than 12” x 6” x 12” 

are permitted. One-gallon clear plastic zip-top bags 
are also allowed.

• Security must be able to see inside and identify items 
to the bottom of the bag. Items may not be used to 
obscure the view of bag contents, including but not 
limited to non-clear bags, pouches, etc. Bags with 
interior contents obscured from view are not allowed.

• Small clutch bags no larger than 4.5” x 6.5” are 
permitted.

• Backpacks, multi-compartment bags, du�  e bags 
and purses larger than 4.5”x6.5” are not permitted. 
Exceptions will be made for medically necessary 
items or single compartment diaper bags (child must 
be present).

BANNERS & SIGNS
Banners and signs are permitted in the ballpark 
provided they do not obstruct the view of other guests 
or ballpark signage. They must be less than three 
feet in height, baseball related, in good taste and not 
commercial or political in nature. The Mariners reserve 
the right to remove any banner or sign. Signs may 
not contain or be made of any item that could cause 
damage or harm, including but not limited to wood, 
glass, hard plastic, wire, lights, etc.

BATTING PRACTICE TIMES 
(MOST GAMES)
The Mariners hit 2 hours and 35 minutes before game 
time for one hour. Visitors hit 1 hour and 35 minutes 
before game time for 45 minutes. Batting practice 
is typically not held on Sundays or day games. All 
batting practice times are subject to change without 
prior notice.

BOTTLES, CANS & OUTSIDE 
BEVERAGES
No bottles, cans or outside beverages may be brought 
into the facility, with the exception of:
• One (1) clear, empty or factory-sealed plastic water 

bottle (32 ounces or less).
• Medications.
• Baby bottles and unopened, so� -sided, single-serve 

containers (such as small milk cartons and juice 
boxes; no twist-tops allowed).

BOX OFFICE
Located on Edgar Martinez Drive S. and First Avenue S. 
the T-Mobile Park Box o�  ce is only open on game days. 
12PM for games that start a� er 5pm, 10am for games 
that start earlier than 5PM.

BRICKS “FAN WALK”
Located in The ’Pen, the Fan Walk consists of more 
than 12,500 paving bricks inscribed with the names 
and sentiments of Mariners fans. A touch screen Brick 
Locator with a full list and map of all brick locations 
is available adjacent to the Mariners “Good Stu� ” 
merchandise shop.

CAMERAS & VIDEO 
RECORDING DEVICES
Personal photography and video are permitted in the 
ballpark provided the images are for personal use only. 
However, videotaping any game action is prohibited. 
Photographic support tools that may interfere with 
the enjoyment of the game for others (such as tripods, 
detachable telephoto lenses, and sel� e sticks) are not 
permitted in the ballpark.

STATUES
Ken Gri� ey Jr. Location: Corner of Edgar Martinez 
Drive and Dave Niehaus Way, outside Home Plate Gate. 
Anyone who has ever seen a Ken Gri� ey Jr. at-bat will 

instantly recognize the pose. Le�  arm across his chest, 
a glossy, black bat trailing behind in his right hand, 
eyes skyward, tracking the path of a just-hit baseball 
as it heads over the fence for another home run. The 
7-foot cast bronze statue on a 4-foot tall granite base, 
by artist Lou Cella (who also created the Dave Niehaus 
statue), captures the power and � uid motion of the 
National Baseball Hall of Famer’s iconic swing.

Edgar Martinez Location: On the South side of 
T-Mobile Park on Edgar Martinez Drive. During his 
Hall of Fame career, Martinez hit 521 doubles for the 
Mariners, including seven (7) in the post season, none 
bigger than the one to Mariner’s fans as “The Double”. 
The statue, created by Lou Cella, commemorates 
the “The Double”, which sent Ken Gri� ey Jr. and Joey 
Cora home, resulting in a 6-5 win against the New 
York Yankees in Game 5 of the American League 
Division Series, ultimately sending the Mariners to the 
American League Championship Series.

Dave Niehaus Location: Main Level at SEC 105. 
The statue, sculpted by Lou Cella, has many subtle 
touches, including a tie from Dave’s collection (hand-
picked by wife Marilyn and daughter Greta) and a 
scorebook open to Game 5 of the American League 
Division Series game against the Yankees (with Dave’s 
actual notes from the game). The railing behind the 
statue, designed by Creo Industrial Arts of Everett, 
also features several of Dave’s unforgettable phrases. 
Guests are encouraged to bring their camera and snap 
a photo with the legendary Mariners broadcaster and 
beloved Hall of Famer.

STORAGE
