ROBERT J. PERA

CHAIRMAN AND CONTROLLING OWNER

On Oct. 31, 2012, the Memphis Grizzlies announced that the sale of the team to a group led by Robert
J. Pera had been formally completed. Pera, founder and CEO of Ubiquiti Networks, a publicly-traded
next-generation communications technology company, officially assumed control as Chairman and
Controlling Owner of the Grizzlies.

“The Grizzlies are here to stay in Memphis,” Pera said following the purchase. “We are thrilled to
assume ownership of the Grizzlies. We see enormous potential and understand the role the Grizzlies
play in bringing Memphians together. We are committed to building a winning team with a best-in-class
organizational culture, finding new and creative ways to engage with our fans, and making a positive and meaningful difference
in the community.”

Since assuming control of the team, Pera has continued to transform the Memphis Grizzlies’ identity into a world-class
organization. In Pera’s first season as chairman and controlling owner, the Grizzlies experienced unprecedented success on and
off the court, winning a franchise-record 56 games and advancing to the 2013 Western Conference Finals, the club’s first-ever
trip to the conference finals. Following their playoff run, the Grizzlies were named the best overall professional sports franchise in
North America in ESPN The Magazine’s 2013 Ultimate Standings.

Pera is the Founder, Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of Ubiquiti Networks, Inc., a global communications technology
company based in Silicon Valley. Ubiquiti designs and develops wired and wireless Internet protocol systems and services
for businesses, carriers, and educational markets. Pera launched Ubiquiti in 2005 with the initial goal of providing long-range
wireless connectivity to bring Internet to underserved communities. Today Ubiquiti’s communication systems have connected
millions of people to the Internet and have powered profitable operator businesses around the globe in creating a multi-billion
dollar industry that has successfully bridged the digital divide on a global scale.

In March 2005, Pera started Ubiquiti in a 650 square foot office and just $30,000 of savings — without investors, advisors,
lawyers or board members. He saw an opportunity to enhance existing 802.11 WiFi technology to solve the last-mile problem
which often leaves underserved and rural areas of the world without Internet access. Since its beginning, the company has been
profitable, with growth funded entirely organically by its own earnings.

Ubiquiti went public on the NASDAQ Exchange in October 2011 and has been one of the fastest growing companies in Silicon
Valley. In its last fiscal year, the company had earnings of $102.59mm on $353.52mm of sales resulting in industry-leading
operating margins of better than 35 percent while employing upwards of only 100 people, mostly engineers.

Pera has developed a unique business model which embraces the openness of the Internet and connects customers to each
other and to Ubiquiti’s engineers. Combined with the company’s disruptive price/performance technology platforms, the model
creates a highly loyal and enthusiastic community of operators who have seen their businesses flourish under this partnership.
Ubiquiti’s official community forum (http://forum.ubnt.com/), a web-based platform with more than 135,000 registered users, is
one of many online sites that link Ubiquiti operators and engineers together. Thousands of members use the forum daily to ask
questions and share innovations.

With more than 70 percent of Ubiquiti’s sales coming from emerging countries, Ubiquiti’s community of grass roots operators
has connected millions of people to the Internet in some of the most remote regions in the world. Ubiquiti aggressively protects
its intellectual property, including its patents, copyrights, trademarks and trade secrets, and the encryption of its products, to
establish and safeguard its valuable intellectual property and worldwide brand recognition.

Pera has received numerous accolades and widespread media recognition including 2012, top 10 “Young and Powerful CEQs
under 40” and top 10 “Youngest Billionaires in the World.” Pera, who takes a salary of $1 a year and no equity compensation,
works to keep Ubiquiti closely connected to its customer base. His personal blog (http://www.rjpblog.com) offers insight to
customers and fellow entrepreneurs.

Pera grew up in San Carlos, California, near Silicon Valley, where his enthusiasm for computers and entrepreneurship was evident
early in life. His mother gave him his first computer at age seven, and by age 16 he was operating his own computer services
company.

Pera earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in Japanese Language, a Bachelor of Science degree in Electrical Engineering and a
Master of Science degree in Electrical Engineering, all from the University of California, San Diego. Upon graduating, he accepted
a position as a hardware engineer at Apple where he worked until leaving to launch Ubiquiti in 2005.
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JASON LEVIEN

CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER

As Chief Executive Officer, Jason Levien has leadership responsibility over Memphis Basketball, LLC,
which operates the Memphis Grizzlies and FedExForum. In this role, Levien leads the entire organization
and serves as an Alternate NBA Governor. Since his appointment to the position on Nov. 4, 2012, Levien
has been the driving force behind many of the changes that have shaped the Grizzlies into a world-class
organization both on and off the court.

In one of his major decisions, Levien announced the monumental additions of versatile executive Stu
Lash as director of player personnel and basketball development, basketball analytics pioneer and
ESPN writer John Hollinger as vice president of basketball operations to help guide the Grizzlies in an intuitive, forward-thinking
direction.

With a roster including 2013 Defensive Player of the Year Marc Gasol, two-time NBA All-Star Zach Randolph, NBA steals leader
Mike Conley, two-time First-Team All-Defense member Tony Allen, and Olympic gold medalist Tayshaun Prince, the Grizzlies set
a franchise record with 56 wins in the regular season and advanced to the 2013 Western Conference Finals, another first for the
organization.

Levien played a significant role in building upon the team’s success from the 2012-13 season, promoting lead assistant coach
and minor league coaching legend Dave Joerger to head coach and re-signing Allen to a multi-year contract during the offseason.
Combined with other key acquisitions such as power forward Ed Davis and two-time NBA champion and fan favorite Mike Miller,
Levien has established and maintained a core group for the current and future success of the franchise.

Levien has been instrumental in improving the overall fan experience at FedExForum. Additionally, the Grizzlies caravanned to five
regional locations during the offseason, including Nashville, St. Louis, Little Rock, Jackson, Miss. and Jackson, Tenn. The team has
secured greater television distribution in St. Louis, Little Rock and southern Kansas and has seen new and increased corporate
sponsorship from its partners.

The Grizzlies” signature grit-and-grind has been ingrained in the Memphis community, and the team’s meaningful impact in the
region was recognized nationally when ESPN The Magazine ranked the Grizzlies the best overall professional sports franchise in
its 2013 Ultimate Standings, the publication’s annual survey that measures how much the organization gives back to fans and
combines fan surveys across a comprehensive range of issues. Memphis became the fourth NBA franchise ever to top the overall
list and joined other past winners such as the San Antonio Spurs, Oklahoma City Thunder, Detroit Pistons, Green Bay Packers,
Indianapolis Colts, New Orleans Saints and Los Angeles Angels.

Levien is the founder of a firm specializing in investments in sports and media properties and is General Partner of the Major
League Soccer (MLS) team DC United, where he serves on the Board of Governors.

Levien is a former co-owner of the Philadelphia 76ers. Previously, Levien ran a sports agency where he represented professional
athletes, coaches, teams, leagues, and sports and media executives. His tenure representing NBA players spanned more than
a decade, during which time he represented multiple first round draft selections as well as high-profile free agents. Levien also
spent two seasons as an executive with the NBA's Sacramento Kings.

An attorney, Levien worked at law firms Williams & Connolly and Greenberg Traurig LP. He served as a law clerk on the United
States Court of Appeals for the 4th Circuit and taught as an adjunct professor at the University of California Berkeley Law School
and at the University of Michigan. Levien served as an editor of the Michigan Law Review while earning his law degree and
master’s in public policy from the University of Michigan. He later was awarded a fellowship at Harvard Law School.

Levien is a graduate of Pomona College, where he was a member of the basketball team.

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GHRIS WALLAGE

GENERAL MANAGER

One of the most respected executives in the league, Wallace enters his seventh season as general manager
of the Memphis Grizzlies. During his tenure, Wallace has helped assemble one of the NBA's most tenacious
on-court units, and the Grizzlies have experienced unprecedented postseason success, beginning with a
first-round series victory over the top-seeded San Antonio Spurs and a seven-game conference semifinal
series with the Oklahoma City Thunder during the 2011 Playoffs.

Well-traveled and well-connected, Wallace has served seven NBA franchises since 1986 and has worked
with five former NBA Executive of the Year winners, including Red Auerbach, Danny Ainge, Bucky Buckwalter,
Geoff Petrie and Jerry West. In addition, he has worked alongside Basketball Hall of Fame members Billy Cunningham and Pat Riley.
Before coming to Memphis, he spent the previous 10 seasons as the general manager of the Boston Celtics. In his role with the Celtics,
Wallace had a hand in all basketball-related decisions, including free agent signings, trades and draft preparations.

Prior to becoming the Celtics’ general manager, Wallace was director of player personnel for the Miami Heat. The Heat won a franchise-
record 61 games in 1996-97 and Wallace is credited with discovering many of the Heat’s players. Wallace was promoted to that position
after four years as a scout for the Heat.

Before joining the Heat, Wallace worked in various scouting capacities for the Portland Trail Blazers, Denver Nuggets, Los Angeles
Clippers and New York Knicks. He also worked as a draft consultant for the United States Basketball League (USBL). Wallace has also
served on the selection committee for the prestigious Nike/ABCD and Converse ABCD national high school camps, evaluating scores
of future college and NBA stars.

Wallace, an avid basketball fan before breaking into the NBA, got his start in basketball in 1981 when he founded the award-winning
Blue Ribbon College Basketball Yearbook. Sports lllustrated named Wallace as one of the most influential members of the college
basketball media in 1991. He has also served as an expert witness in basketball-related litigation and is also a member of the Board
of Directors at the Touchdown Club of Memphis.

A native of Buckhannon, W.Va., Wallace and his wife, Debby, have a son, Truman.

JOHN HOLLINGER

VICE PRESIDENT OF BASKETBALL OPERATIONS

John Hollinger enters his second season with the Memphis Grizzlies as vice president of basketball operations.
Best known for his work at the forefront of basketball’s analytics movement, Hollinger is the inventor of
advanced stats such as Player Efficiency Rating (PER), Offensive Efficiency, Defensive Efficiency and Pace
Factor, as well as several other tools that analyze and forecast team and player performance.

With the Grizzlies, Hollinger’s analytics background is vital in analyzing personnel decisions such as trades,
draft, free agency and salary cap management. He's also spearheading the development of the Grizzlies’
analytics infrastructure, while maintaining a hand in more traditional basketball functions such as scouting

and player development.

Before coming to the Grizzlies, Hollinger was an NBA columnist for ESPN.com for eight years. His daily “PER Diem” column was a mainstay
of their coverage, while analytic tools he developed such as Power Rankings, Playoff Odds and Draft Rater became key elements of the
site. Hollinger also covered major events such as the Finals, All-Star Game and playoffs, and created annual scouting reports for every
player and team in the league, developed a Twitter following of over 125,000 fans at @johnhollinger, and contributed chats, video and
radio while at ESPN. He also appeared periodically on TV programs such as “Numbers Never Lie.”

From 2002-05, Hollinger authored four annual editions of the Pro Basketball Forecast — first known as the Pro Basketball Prospectus
— a book with stats and reports on every player and team in the league. Those reports were later folded into his scouting reports for
ESPN.com.

Hollinger’s books were the first to introduce his PER formula to a national audience. PER is a rating of a player’s per-minute statistical
performance that Hollinger developed to make player comparisons easier, and has become a widely used standard over the past
decade. His also developed several other statistics that are now in wide use today, including Rebound Rate, Usage Rate, Pure Point
Rating, Game Score, and Estimated Wins, and used similarity scores and regression analysis to forecast player performance and
analyze draft prospects.

While writing his books, Hollinger covered the NBA as an editor and writer for Sl.com from 2002-05. He also authored a column for the
New York Sun newspaper three days a week. Prior to joining Sl.com, he was the sports editor for Oregonlive.com.

Hollinger first gained notoriety as the creator of Alleyoop.com, a Web site devoted to basketball analytics that he created in 1996. At
Alleyoop.com, Hollinger first developed several of his statistical formulas, as well as publishing articles on the league and his advanced
stats, and his work gained nationwide recognition.

Hollinger is a native of New Jersey, where he played on his high school basketball team. He graduated from the University of Virginia
with degrees in economics and environmental science. Hollinger lives in Memphis with his wife Judy.

STULASH

DIRECTOR OF PLAYER PERSONNEL & BASKETBALL
DEVELOPMENT

Stu Lash enters his second season with the Grizzlies as director of player personnel and basketball development.

Named to his position shortly after the start of the 2012-13 season, Lash came to Memphis after serving as
Vice President of Basketball for Lagardere Unlimited, a position he had held since 2009. While at Lagardere,
Lash had an integral part in contract negotiations, scouting potential clients, pre-draft preparations and client
marketing.

Lash spent four years (2002-06) with the Denver Nuggets, working with the front office and coaching staffs
and serving as the scouting and video coordinator. His responsibilities in Denver included draft analysis, scouting efforts, scouting
schedules and upcoming game preparation. Lash was a key component to scouting and evaluating draft prospects.

A graduate from the University of Massachusetts in Amherst, Lash and his wife, Rebie, have one son, Alexander.

DAVID MINCBERG

TEAM COUNSEL

David Mincberg enters his second season as team counsel for the Memphis Grizzlies.

Mincberg assists the basketball operations staff with player acquisitions and strategic planning. He works
closely with the Grizzlies’ ownership group, business operations and the league office. He plays an active role
in the team’s player personnel decisions, draft process and pro and college scouting.

A native of Washington, D.C., Mincberg holds an undergraduate degree in interdisciplinary social sciences
from the University of South Florida and a law degree from the University of California-Berkeley.

Mincberg married his wife, Allyson, this past offseason.
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DAVE JOERGER

HEAD COACH

One of the most successful minor league head coaches of all-time, Dave Joerger was named the 12th
head coach in Memphis Grizzlies history on June 27, 2013.

Backed by five championships in seven years as a head coach on the minor league level and six years
as an assistant coach on the Grizzlies’ sidelines, Joerger has helped orchestrate the Grizzlies’ greatest
successes in both the regular season and the postseason. Memphis set franchise records for regular
season winning percentage and recorded second-place finishes in the Southwest Division, club bests,
in each of the past two seasons, both of which Joerger served as the lead assistant. The Grizzlies also
have made three consecutive playoff appearances, upsetting the top-seeded San Antonio Spurs in the opening round of the 2011
Playoffs, the team’s first playoff series victory, and advancing to the 2013 Western Conference Finals two years later.

Since his initial hire prior to the 2007-08 season, Joerger has shaped the Grizzlies’ identity into an NBA-best defensive unit that
led the league in points allowed (89.3) during the 2012-13 campaign. Memphis has improved its defensive rating in every season
with Joerger on the bench, including a second-place finish last season.

Featuring three members of the 2012-13 NBA All-Defensive Teams, including leading vote-getter Tony Allen (First Team), 2012-13
NBA Defensive Player of the Year Marc Gasol (Second Team) and reigning NBA steals leader Mike Conley (Second Team), Memphis
has generated 2,105 steals over the past three seasons, 180 more than any other NBA team over that span. The Grizzlies paced
the league in both steals per game and forced turnovers during the 2010-11 and 2011-12 seasons.

Before earning his first NBA assistant coaching job with the Grizzlies, Joerger gained fame as head coach of the 2007 NBA
Development League Champion Dakota Wizards. Dakota’s 2007 championship marked Joerger’s fifth as a head coach after winning
one International Basketball Association (IBA) title and three more in the Continental Basketball Association (CBA). Joerger owns
two CBA Coach of the Year Awards (2002, 2004) and a head coaching record of 232-117 (.665) in the minor leagues.

After finishing his playing career at Moorhead State, Joerger got his start as Dakota’s general manager when the franchise was a
member of the IBA. He received his first opportunity on the sidelines as an assistant coach during the 1997-98 season. After three
years as an assistant, Joerger succeeded Duane Ticknor (now a Grizzlies assistant) as head coach and led the Wizards to the 2001
IBA Championship. The Wizards moved to the CBA the following season, where Joerger led them to CBA titles in 2002 and 2004.

During the summer of 2004, Joerger became head coach of the Sioux Falls Skyforce and proceeded to win the 2005 CBA
Championship, his fourth title in five years, giving him more minor league championships than other notable minor-league-turned-
NBA head coaches Phil Jackson, George Karl, Flip Saunders and Eric Musselman combined. Joerger returned to Dakota, now in
the D-League, in 2006 and guided the Wizards to a league-best 33-17 record (.660) before winning his second championship
with the organization.

An excellent teacher of the game, Joerger had 18 of his players called up to the NBA from 2003-07.

Joerger and his wife, Kara, are the parents of two daughters, Alli and Kiana. Very active in the Memphis community, Joerger
participates in Grizzlies team events supporting St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital and sits on the board for National Junior
Tennis and Learning (NJTL). His family is a member of First United Methodist Church.
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ELSTON TURNER

ASSISTANT COACH

Elston Turner enters his first season as an assistant coach with the Memphis Grizzlies, his 17th season on
the NBA sidelines after serving as an assistant for the Phoenix Suns (2011-13), Houston Rockets (2007-11),
Sacramento Kings (2000-06) and Portland Trail Blazers (1996-00).

Similar to his role during his playing career, Turner often has been tabbed to preach defense on potent
offensive ball clubs as a coach, notably spending 14 years under offensively-minded head coach Rick
Adelman in Houston, Sacramento and Portland. Working under Adelman, Turner was part of two Western
Conference All-Star coaching staffs (2001, 2003).

Turner’s career coaching responsibilities have included handling the team’s game plan, individual skill work with players and
advance scouting. He served as head coach of the Rockets’ summer league team and spent his final two seasons in Sacramento
as the lead assistant. Turner’s coaching career began in the Continental Basketball Association (CBA) as an assistant coach for the
Quad City Thunder and as a player/coach for the Chicago Rockers in 1994-95.

Drafted by the Dallas Mavericks in the second round (43rd overall) of the 1981 NBA Draft, Turner developed a reputation as a
tenacious defender, averaging 4.7 points, 2.7 rebounds and 1.8 assists in 505 games (97 starts) over eight seasons with the Dallas
Mavericks (1981-84), Denver Nuggets (1984-86, 1988-89) and Chicago Bulls (1986-88). Following his NBA career, he played parts
of five seasons in the CBA and three years in Europe in Spain, Italy and Greece.

A native of Knoxville, Tenn., Turner played four seasons at Ole Miss, where as a senior he teamed with current Grizzlies TV analyst
Sean Tuohy to lead the Rebels to the school’s first NCAA Tournament appearance in 1981. The university honored Turner’s
collegiate achievements by inducting him into the Ole Miss-M Club Athletic Hall of Fame in 2000.

Turner and his wife, Louise, have one son, Elston Jr., and one daughter, Taylor. Elston, Jr. garnered First Team All-SEC honors last
season as a senior guard for Texas A&M and led the Aggies with 17.5 points per game.

DUANE TICKNOR

ASSISTANT COACH

A veteran of the minor league coaching circuit, Duane Ticknor enters his first season as an assistant
coach with the Memphis Grizzlies. Ticknor rejoins head coach Dave Joerger, this time on the Grizzlies
sidelines, after Joerger served as an assistant under Ticknor for one season (1999-00) with the
International Basketball Association’s (IBA) Dakota Wizards.

Ticknor spent last season as head coach of the NBA Development League’s Fort Wayne Mad Ants, guiding
the club to a 27-23 record (.540) and an appearance in the 2013 D-League Playoffs. Before his stint in
Fort Wayne, Ticknor worked two seasons as an assistant coach for the D-League’s Sioux Falls Skyforce
(2009-11), two seasons as head coach of the Dakota Wizards (2007-09) and one season in South Korea (2011-12).

Coming off the deepest postseason run in franchise
history, culminating in a trip to the 2013 Western Conference Finals, the team would like to thank the media for its continued
coverage and support. In an effort to provide the utmost service and a professional atmosphere, the Grizzlies communications
department has compiled the following list of guidelines to help you with your coverage during the season:

Credentials

Individual single-game credentials can be secured by contacting a member of the Grizzlies communications staff (Ross Wooden
at rwooden@grizzlies.com OR Jason Wallace at jwallace@grizzlies.com). Valid credentials will allow access to FedExForum,
press row or auxiliary media seating, the Don Poier Media Suite and both locker rooms. Credentials are issued to working press
only and at the full discretion of the communications director and the NBA league office. To reserve seating, media members
must notify the Grizzlies communications department at least 48 hours in advance. Single-game credentials may be picked up
at the FedExForum media entrance on the southeast corner of Fourth Street and Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. Avenue beginning
three hours prior to tip-off. Season and single-game credentials must be visibly worn at all times and, in all cases, are non-
transferable. Any unauthorized use will subject the bearer to ejection from FedExForum and forfeiture of the credential, including
but not limited to obtaining autographs.

Credentials for working media are issued based on the following criteria: 1) Local newspapers, newspapers from the opponent’s
area and national publications; 2) Local radio and television sports department personnel considered reporting; 3) Other daily
newspapers, radio and television sports department personnel which are deemed to regularly cover the Memphis Grizzlies; 4)
Other weekly and monthly publications that regularly cover the Memphis Grizzlies; 5) Website reporters and bloggers that are
previously approved by the NBA communications department; and 6) Professional scouts.

Photography requests must be submitted by the photo editor. Freelance writers and photographers will only be credentialed if
the publication hiring them submits the credential request. Hard copies of the publication may be requested for verification. Your
cooperation is appreciated.

Parking

Media parking is available by contacting the Grizzlies communications department 48 hours prior to the game requested. Media
parking will be available in the FedExForum surface lot located on Dr. MLK Jr. Avenue between Third and Fourth Streets (across
from the Toyota Parking Garage) on a first-come, first-serve basis.

Media Workroom

The media workroom is open three hours prior to each game and is located in the Don Poier Media Suite on the Southeast side
of FedExForum. Admittance/space is limited to working media members with credentials only. Television monitors, telephones,
workspace and complimentary photocopy and fax services are provided. Game notes, news releases and a limited number of
media guide and game programs will also be available in the media work room during the course of the game. The media work
room will also be available for use during all practices at FedExForum. Family members and guests of media members will not
be permitted (no exceptions).

Locker Rooms

In accordance with NBA policy, both locker rooms will be open for a minimum of 30 minutes prior to tip-off and will reopen after
the game following a 10-minute cooling-off period. Only those individuals with prominently-displayed, valid credentials will gain
admittance. Still photography is not allowed. Seeking autographs, tickets or souvenir items from players or coaches is strictly
prohibited and subject to forfeiture of credential.

Services

Game notes and statistics will be available in the media work room three hours prior to tip-off. Quarterly, halftime and final
box scores, play-by-play sheets and postgame quotes and notes will be delivered to all working media as quickly as possible.
Media members requiring long-distance telephone service, high-speed internet access and/or wireless internet access are
advised to contact the Grizzlies communications department in advance. Visiting media will have telephone access along press
row and in the media work room, but must also contact the Grizzlies communications department to arrange high-speed, analog
and/or wireless internet access both courtside and in the media work room.

Food services are available for $5 for all working media beginning approximately three hours prior to game time. The dining area
is located in the Media Dining Room in the Don Poier Media Suite on the Southeast side of FedExForum. Refreshments and snacks
will be made available in the media dining room at halftime and postgame.

International Media Policy

International media interested in covering NBA regular-season games must submit a written request to the NBA league office
via the NBA international communications (Rachel Walsh at rwalsh@nba.com). All credential requests must be received at least
three business days prior to the first game requested. Photo identification will be required when picking up confirmed credentials
at the media entrance.

Practices/Shootarounds

Grizzlies practices and shootarounds are held at either the Coventry Heath Care Practice Facility or the main court at FedExForum.
Practices are closed, with the first 30 minutes open to the media. All shootarounds are closed to the media; media availability is
provided afterward. Please contact the Grizzlies communications department (Jason Wallace at 901.205.1409 or Ross Wooden
at 901.205.1607) to confirm practice and shootaround times, sites and player/staff availability.

Photographers/Camera Operators

Baseline photographer positions are assigned by the Grizzlies communications department for both still photographers and
television cameras. Per NBA policy, remote cameras, tripods and hard-back chairs are not permitted. All cameras must have a
rubber shade lens cover. All television stations have access to the direct in-house feed by contacting the Grizzlies communications
department.



JASON WALLAGE

DIRECTOR, COMMUNICATIONS
AND PUBLICATIONS

Jason Wallace enters his third season as the director of communications and publications for the
Memphis Grizzlies.

Wallace is responsible for the day-to-day operations of the Communications and Publications Department
as it supports Basketball Operations, Business Operations and FedExForum. He serves as the primary
media contact for local, national and international media and team interview requests. He is responsible
for managing media operations, strategic communications, press releases and coordinating interviews
with players, coaches and front office personnel while also overseeing the editorial content and production of all team-produced
publications.

Wallace has previous experience in the NBA communications field with the San Antonio Spurs and Orlando Magic, where he spent
eight combined seasons. Prior to working in the NBA, he completed internships with the Rhein Fire of NFL Europe, the Houston
Texans, Richmond Braves and the PGA TOUR.

Wooden manages media services for the Grizzlies on team matters, collaborating with players, coaches and
members of the basketball operations staff to effectively promote the organization. He serves as the writer
and editor of the annual Grizzlies media guide and game notes, produces material such as press releases
and statistical analysis, and handles the full-season and game-by-game media accreditation process.
Among his other duties, Wooden assists in facilitating local, national and international interview requests, news conferences and
strategic planning for major events such as team media day.

Born in Springfield, lll., Wooden graduated from Mississippi State University with a degree in journalism. During his final year at
Mississippi State, he was the men’s basketball head sportswriter for The Reflector while regularly commuting to Memphis as a
game-night intern for the Grizzlies.

TELEVISION PLAY-BY-PLAY ANNOUNCER

Pete Pranica enters his 10th season with the Grizzlies and his 21st in the NBA, providing the play-by-
play call for Grizzlies telecasts on SportSouth.

He originally joined the team as its radio announcer for the 2004-05 season and assumed the television
duties upon the untimely death of the original “Voice of the Grizzlies,” Don Poier, in January of 2005.
Pranica started in the NBA with the Detroit Pistons in 1990, doing radio play-by-play for select games
before joining the Portland Trail Blazers in 1998. There he served as a studio host and sideline reporter for
one season before taking on the television duties alongside longtime NBA analyst Steve “Snapper” Jones.
Twice nominated as Tennessee Sportscaster of the Year, Pranica was part of NBC's Emmy-winning coverage of the 2004 and 2008
Olympics, calling team handball, judo, weightlifting and fencing. Since arriving in Memphis, Pranica has also called SEC football,
basketball, volleyball and soccer in addition to Memphis Redbirds (AAA) games, Memphis Tigers basketball and the Southern
Heritage Classic football game. This past summer, he worked NBA Summer League Games for NBA TV.

The Notre Dame graduate also counts Seattle Seahawks preseason games, WNBA basketball, and Notre Dame football, basketball,
baseball, hockey and soccer among his play-by-play credits.

Pranica is a devotee of aviation and spaceflight and has written “Spaceflight Updates” for Discovery. He is on the board of the
Memphis Grizzlies Charitable Foundation and the “Making It Happen”/Tuohy Family Foundation and also lends his support to
St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital and its “Hoops for St. Jude” program as well as to the Tennessee Shakespeare Company.

SEAN TUOHY

TELEVISION ANALYST

Adding color commentary to Grizzlies broadcasts is a perfect it for former standout Ole Miss point guard
Sean Tuohy, who enters his 13th season as a color commentator for the Memphis Grizzlies, his seventh
on television broadcasts.

The all-time leader in assists (830) for Ole Miss and the Southeastern Conference, Tuohy teamed with
current Grizzlies assistant coach Elston Turner to lead the Rebels to the 1981 SEC Championship, the
only conference title in school history, and the program’s first NCAA Tournament appearance. Inducted
into the Ole Miss Sports Hall of Fame in 1998, Tuohy was the first four-year Rebel to graduate with a

winning record (62-55).

Drafted by the New Jersey Nets in the 1982 NBA Draft, the New Orleans native opted to continue his career overseas before
returning to the Mid-South to lead another team, this time in the fast food industry. As a co-founder of RGT Management Inc.,
Tuohy currently oversees the day-to-day administration of the current system’s 93 restaurants, which include Taco Bell, KFC and
Long John Silver’s franchises.

Prior to joining the Grizzlies broadcast booth, Tuohy spent seven seasons as a radio analyst for Ole Miss broadcasts as well as
national broadcasts for Westwood One and CBS Radio.

Tuohy has been married to his college cheerleader sweetheart, the former Leigh Anne Roberts, for 31 years, and they are the proud
parents of daughter Collins (27) and sons Michael Oher (27) and Sean, Jr. (20), who plays basketball at Loyola (Md.).

The life and childhood of Oher, now a standout offensive tackle and Super Bowl champion with the Baltimore Ravens, was the
subject of the 2006 New York Times best seller The Blind Side: Evolution of a Game by Michael Lewis. Oher and the Ravens won
Super Bowl XLVII against the San Francisco 49ers, 34-31.

The book was adapted into the 2009 film The Blind Side, which earned numerous accolades, including an Academy Award nomi-
nation for Best Picture. Starring Sandra Bullock, who won the Academy Award for Best Actress for her portrayal of Leigh Anne, and
Tim McGraw as Sean, the film grossed over $250 million domestically, making it the highest-grossing sports drama of all-time.

; Knight debuted in the broadcast booth with the Charlotte Bobcats, working as a radio analyst for Bobcats
i home games, and served as an NBA TV correspondent during the 2006 NBA Playoffs.

. Drafted in the first round (16th overall) of the 1997 NBA Draft by the Cleveland Cavaliers, Knight holds
J career averages of 7.3 points and 6.1 assists in 729 games over 12 seasons (2007-09) for Cleveland,

Atlanta, Memphis, Phoenix, Washington, Milwaukee, Charlotte, the Los Angeles Clippers and Utah. After

Memphis Tigers football games on ABC 24/UPN 30 for three seasons (2003-05).

Fischer began his radio career in 1992 in St. Louis hosting a daily talk show, St. Louis Rams pre- and

post-game shows and a weekly football show with former Rams wide receiver Jack Snow. After moving
to Las Vegas in 1995, he worked for National Radio on SportsFan Radio Network, hosting a nightly, six-hour call-in show, a weekly
hockey program with NHL Hall of Famer Phil Esposito and a weekly, game-day program with former NFL quarterback Sean Salisbury.

Teaming with color analysts Hank McDowell and Elliot Perry to provide commentary for all Grizzlies
preseason, regular season and postseason games, Hasseltine also hosts “The Eric Hasseltine Show”
weekdays from 2-4 p.m. on the Grizzlies’ flagship radio station WMFS (ESPN 92.9 FM / 680 AM).

First joining the team upon its arrival in Memphis, Hasseltine served four seasons as the team’s radio
pre-game, halftime and post-game host prior to his current role.

His broadcasting credits include working for the flagship station of the Sacramento Kings as a reporter and host of a weekly NBA
show, doing play-by-play for both football and basketball at UC Davis in California, as well as covering the NFL's Oakland Raiders
for three seasons.

ELLIOT PERRY

RADIO ANALYST

Memphis native Elliot Perry enters his sixth season as a member of the Grizzlies’ radio broadcast team
as an analyst alongside play-by-play man Eric Hasseltine.

A graduate of Treadwell High School, Perry started every game in his four-year collegiate career (1987-
91) with his hometown Memphis State Tigers and led his team to two NCAA Tournament berths, including
| a second round appearance in 1987. The slashing point guard averaged 17.5 points, 4.3 assists and 3.5
| rebounds in 126 games for the Tigers before graduating with a degree in marketing.

Drafted in the second round (37th overall) of the 1991 NBA Draft by the Los Angeles Clippers, Perry
averaged 6.3 points and 3.1 assists in 547 career games over 10 seasons for seven different teams, including a two-game stint
with the Memphis Grizzlies in his final NBA season (2001-02). Perry, who became known as “Socks” because of his trademark
knee-highs, finished runner-up for the 1995 NBA Most Improved Player Award after averaging 9.7 points, 4.8 assists and 1.9 steals
per game in a breakout season for the Phoenix Suns.

In addition to his role on the broadcast team, Perry has been a limited partner of the Grizzlies ownership group since 2005.

Perry, a 2009 inductee in the Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame, is committed to making a difference in his community. He founded
the SOCKS (Supporting Our Community and KidS) Banquet to provide financial support to those organizations that are making
a difference in the Memphis area as it relates to kids. Perry also is an active member of the Grizzlies Foundation mentoring
programs and serves as Vice-Chair of the Grizzlies Foundation Board. He also is a current board member of Teach for America (TFA).

HANK MCDOWELL

RADIO ANALYST

Memphis native and former Memphis State basketball player Hank McDowell enters his seventh season
with the Grizzlies’ radio broadcast team as an analyst, sharing duties with fellow former NBA player and
Memphis State alum Elliot Perry.

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THE DON POIER MEDIA GENTER

On January 21, 2005, the Memphis Grizzlies suffered a tremendous loss when the team’s play-by-play announcer,
Don Poier, passed away at the age of 53. Poier was known as “the Voice of the Grizzlies,” serving as a radio and television
announcer since the team’s inception in Vancouver in 1995.

He brought to Grizzlies broadcasts knowledge of the team and passion for the game that was second to none. His legacy to the
franchise was secured in April 2005 when the team named the media suite at FedExForum the Don Poier Media Center. A banner
was also hung from the rafters in FedExForum in his honor.

When the Grizzlies moved to Memphis from
Vancouver in 2001, Poier immediately became
a fixture in Memphis. Fans who had never heard
him call a game before instantly fell in love with
his style. He was the team’s biggest supporter,
yet was unafraid to tell the truth if the team was playing
poorly.

His catchphrases, which he always came up with on
the spot, never failed to make listeners chuckle. His
signature phrase, ‘Only in the movies and in Memphis,’
was used regularly during the 2003-04 season as the
team embarked on its amazing 50-win season and first
playoff appearance. As one of the original Grizzlies,
no one was more excited to be a part of that season’s
magical ride than Don Poier, who had been through the
highest of highs and lowest of lows with the Grizzlies.
But Poier’s contributions in the broadcast booth were
only the tip of the iceberg of a life that touched so many.
His wife, Barb, came to every Grizzlies home game and became as much a fixture at the arena as her husband.

Don and Barb derived great pleasure from their blended family, which included Don’s three daughters, Barb’s five children and 10
grandchildren. Although these were the immediate members of Poier’s family, by no means were they the only members.

Anyone who worked for the Grizzlies organization was a member of the Poier family. He made a point of introducing himself
to everyone he didn’t know. His large family grew to thousands as he recruited each fan who listened to his distinctive
booming voice.

His spirit and generosity also extended to the community. Poier was a fixture at Grizzlies community events, attending dozens of
events on behalf of the Grizzlies every year. He was a member of the Bellingham Boys and Girls Club in Washington State, and
hosted a summer golf tournament in his home state of Washington.

Poier’s memory will always be treasured by his Grizzlies family.

The Grizzlies honored Don Poier, “The Voice of the Grizzlies,” by naming the media center in FedExForum after him.

Mission Statement

Community Outreach

The Memphis Grizzlies invest in communities throughout the
Mid-South by providing quality services, programs, events and
in-kind donations that support the needs of area hospitals,
schools and non-profits. During the 2012-13 season, the
Grizzlies supported over 450 local and regional organizations
through its Donations In-Kind and Tickets for Kids programs. In
addition, the Grizzlies host several seasonal programs, which
include events such as the Grizzlies Annual Canned Food Drives
presented by ACH Food Companies, Inc. to benefit the Mid-
South Food Bank, Grizzlies Holiday Toy Drive benefiting MIFA's
Holiday Hope Chest, St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital’s
Thanks and Giving and Hoops for St. Jude campaigns, NBA
Fit Week activities, Black History Month on-court recognitions,
Grizzlies Go Green Week, and the Annual Tip-Off Luncheon
and Grizz Gala, both supporting Grizzlies House at St. Jude
Children’s Research Hospital. The Grizzlies also help support
Grizzlies House at St. Jude through proceeds from online and
in-arena auctions. The online auctions feature one-of-a-kind
Grizzlies memorabilia and experiences that fans can bid on
by simply visiting grizzlies.com. The in-arena auctions feature
autographed memorabilia from past Grizzlies players and
teams.

The Grizzlies auxiliary group, Lady Bears, works closely with the Community Investment and Basketball Operations Departments
to support outreach initiatives throughout the Mid-South community. Members are comprised of women who play a significant
role in the lives of Grizzlies players, coaches, basketball operations and ownership staff. This past season the Lady Bears
hosted a Thanksgiving dinner at the Salvation Army’s Purdue Center of Hope in November for the fourth straight year. The
ladies, along with coaches, players and other family members, served Thanksgiving dinner to homeless women and children.
The Lady Bears also provided the children with backpacks, hats and gloves. The Lady Bears returned to the Purdue Center of
Hope in January to help the families get a the new year off to a healthy start with Zumba classes and fitness activities for all.
Lady Bears continued to contribute to the Mid-South Community throughout the season by participating in hospital visits, toy
drives, the Family Fitness Challenge and Go Green Week events.

Education

The NBA's Read to Achieve Program is the most extensive educational outreach initiative in the history of professional sports.
Read to Achieve is designed to encourage our community’s youth to develop a life-long love for reading and to promote
the value of reading and literacy. Since the Grizzlies moved to Memphis from Vancouver in 2001, players, coaches and
staff members have been actively involved in Read to Achieve by reading to students at area schools. Each season, the
Grizzlies partner with International Paper to host a Read to Achieve Celebration at FedExForum. The Celebration rewards
the top 100 readers from each school participating in the Memphis Grizzlies Reading Challenge. The Reading Challenge is
a literacy initiative that encourages elementary age students to read six books in six weeks. The Grizzlies’ Read to Achieve
program touches the lives of nearly 25,000 Mid-South students through the Grizzlies Reading Challenge and Read to Achieve
Assemblies. In addition to the Read to Achieve Program, the Grizzlies host the Stay in School Challenge presented by Lucite
International to help encourage middle school students to increase their attendance rates by attending school regularly.

For the third consecutive year, the Memphis Grizzlies offered area high school students the opportunity to participate in the
Grizzlies Poetry Slam, presented by Southwest Tennessee Community College. High school students were encouraged to
compose and perform original works of poetry based on the theme “Be Great!” for a chance to win a trip to New York City and
a full two-year scholarship to Southwest Tennessee Community College.

Memphis Grizzlies players Mike Conley and Quincy Pondexter, along with actor and author Hill Harper, Massachusetts Mutual
Life Insurance (MassMutual) and Memphis City Schools hosted a financial literacy forum for Memphis youth at FedExForum.
Middle school aged students from Memphis City Schools were transported to FedExForum to participate in the event designed
to educate them about managing their money at an early age.

Sport Development

The Grizzlies’ sport development initiatives include Healthy Home Court, the Dribble Parade and Midnight Basketball, all aimed
at creating a healthier Mid-South by increasing access to healthy options, educating individuals about healthy life choices and
inspiring individuals to make healthy decisions.

During the 2012-2013 season the Grizzlies partnered with Memphis City Schools to provide a free healthy breakfast to all high
school students, created a fun and safe PE. room at LaRose Elementary, renovated the basketball courts at South Side Park
and helped four families adopt life-changing healthy habits as part of the Family Fitness Challenge.

In addition, the Grizzlies visited more than a dozen schools and summer camps to bring the message that all Memphians should be
active as a family at least sixty minutes each day in order to live a happier, more successful and longer life.

Following the 2012-2013 season the Memphis Grizzlies Healthy Home Court initiative was recognized by the President’s Council
on Sports, Fitness and Nutrition with the receipt of the Community Leadership Award, making the Memphis Grizzlies the first
professional sports team to receive this designation.

Recognized widely for its innovative approach to community building, the Foundation arm of the organization has distinguished
itself a leader — locally and nationally — in youth outreach. The Grizzlies Foundation’s dedication to the Memphis community was
honored last summer with the prestigious ‘Sport Team of the Year’ Award at the 2012 Beyond Sport Summit, one year after being
selected as a finalist in the category. The Grizzlies Foundation was also the recipient of the Steve Patterson Sports Philanthropy
Award, presented by the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation, in 2007.

Since 2001, the Grizzlies Foundation (and the Grizzlies Charitable Fund, which preceded the Foundation) has donated over $30
million to Memphis area nonprofit organizations and schools. Tens of thousands of children and families have directly benefited
from these funds, resulting in new facilities and programs, including those for Memphis Athletic Ministries, Girls Incorporated
of Memphis, Facing History and Ourselves, the Soulsville Foundation, MIFA, STREETS Ministries, Memphis PREP Program and
ArtsMemphis.

This approach includes volunteer mentor recruitment, training and retention programs and activities; program manager networking,
training and consulting; Corporate Mentoring program design and development; and vast partnership development and public
awareness-building.

In 2011, the Grizzlies Foundation launched Grizzlies TEAM Mentoring, a school-based model for mentoring that matches teams of
three mentors to groups of nine students. Teams meet weekly, exploring topics ranging from leadership and civic engagement to
health and financial literacy. Currently the program serves 200 students in four Memphis public charter schools.

The Grizzlies Foundation also facilitates corporate engagement in mentoring, ranging from employee volunteer programs to event-
based corporate sponsorships. These efforts bring both human and financial resources to the mentoring community and enable
Grizzlies TEAM UP and its partners to serve far more youth.

In addition, the Grizzlies Foundation is home to the Grizzlies Mentoring Alliance (formerly the Memphis Mentoring Partnership),
an affiliate of MENTOR/The National Mentoring Partnership, which offers services and resources to support and sustain quality
mentoring programs in the Greater Memphis region.

Earning their first postseason berth since the 2005-06 season, the Memphis Grizzlies captivated fans nationwide with a 13-game

run through the NBA Playoffs that included a first-round upset over the top-seeded San Antonio Spurs and a thrilling seven-game series
with the Oklahoma City Thunder.

Memphis won the first seven postseason games in franchise history, advancing to the conference semifinals for the first time and selling
out all six home playoff games at FedExForum.

The Grizzlies became the second eight-seed in NBA history to eliminate a one-seed in a seven-game series (Golden State over Dallas in 2007).
Memphis competed in a triple-overtime epic with Oklahoma City in Game 4 of the Western Conference Semifinals at FedExForum, tying the
longest game in team history and marking the longest game in club postseason history.

Memphis won 30 home games, tying the second-highest single-season win total in club history, behind only the 2003-04 season (31-10).
Lionel Hollins became the franchise’s all-time winningest head coach, eclipsing Mike Fratello with his 96th victory on Jan. 31 vs. Orlando.
Under Hollins, Memphis led the league in both steals and forced turnovers while posting a winning record in four consecutive calendar
months (January-April) for the first time in team history.

Zach Randolph was named to the All-NBA Third Team, the first All-NBA selection for both Randolph and the Grizzlies franchise. Randolph
earned numerous honors during the season, including the NBA Western Conference Player of the Month Award for January, three NBA Player
of the Week Awards and the NBA Community Assist Award for December, all career firsts.

After finishing fourth in the NBA Defensive Player of the Year voting, Tony Allen was selected to the NBA All-Defensive Second Team in his
first season with the Grizzlies. This marks the first appearance on the All-Defensive Team by a Grizzlies player.

Rudy Gay drained a game-winning pull-up jumper over LeBron James as time expired to give Memphis a 97-95 victory over

Miami on Nov. 20 at FedExForum.

Mike Conley led the team in assists per game (6.5) for the fourth consecutive season.

Team establishes the longest home and road winning streaks in franchise history, winning 11 straight at FedExForum from

Dec. 18, 2009-Jan. 25, 2010 and seven-in-a-row away from home from Feb. 17-March 10, 2010.

In his first season with the team, Zach Randolph leads the team in scoring (20.8 points) and rebounding (11.7) while setting or tying
16 franchise records en route to his first career All-Star appearance.

Grizzlies set franchise records in scoring (102.5 points) and field goal percentage (.469).

Head Coach Lionel Hollins is named the Western Conference Coach of the Month after leading the Grizzlies to a 9-4 record (.692)

in December, the best December record and sixth-highest winning percentage in a single month in team history.

Memphis defeats every NBA division leader, including the Cleveland Cavaliers, Los Angeles Lakers, Orlando Magic, Boston Celtics, Dallas

The Grizzlies win 39 of their final 74 games (.527) following a 1-8 start to the season.

The club snaps long-standing road losing streaks against the San Antonio Spurs (10 games), New Orleans Hornets (eight games),
Phoenix Suns (seven games), Chicago Bulls (five games), Portland Trail Blazers (four games) and Philadelphia 76ers (four games).

Marc Gasol sets a franchise record for field goal percentage (.581, 4th in the NBA), breaking the previous mark held by his brother
Pau (.538 in 2006-07).

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FedExForum was delivered on time and on budget to the City of Memphis.

The $250 million FedExForum opened on time and on budget in September 2004, and has since come to be known as the
premier arena in the NBA and in North America. It is home to the NBA's Memphis Grizzlies and the University of Memphis Tigers
men’s basketball team, and in the nine basketball seasons since FedExForum opened, the arena has played host to nine NBA
Playoff series, including the 2013 Western Conference Finals, six Conference USA Men’s Basketball Tournaments (2005-09,
2012), the 2009 NCAA South Regional Men’s Division | Basketball Tournament, the 2010 NCAA South Regional Women’s
Division | Basketball Tournament. This spring, FedExForum will host the inaugural 2013 American Athletic Conference Men’s
Basketball Tournament and the 2013 NCAA Regional Men’s Division | Basketball Tournament.

Last season, FedExForum saw another strong year, hosting over 100 arena events and over 100 private meeting events that
took advantage of some of the unique meeting and function spaces throughout the arena. The professional operation at
FedExForum resulted in it being named one of three finalists for the International Association of Venue Managers (IAVM) Venue
Excellence Award in the category of arenas in July 2012. This season looks like another great year with some exciting new
events coming to Memphis!

FedExForum has already played host to many concerts of chart-topping stars including: Paul McCartney, the Rolling Stones,
Elton John, Eric Clapton, Justin Timberlake, George Strait, Kenny Chesney, Tim McGraw and Faith Hill, John Mayer, Carrie
Underwood, Red Hot Chili Peppers, Taylor Swift, Miley Cyrus, Kid Rock, Alicia Keys, Foo Fighters, Michael Bublé, Usher, Justin
Bieber, Bon Jovi and AC/DC among other A-List acts that have played FedExForum.

Additionally, Memphis and FedExForum have become a premier location for major boxing events having already hosted seven
World Championship Boxing events, four concert rehearsals and tour openings as well as many major family shows like the
Ringling Bros. and Barnum and Bailey Circus, Disney on Ice, Monster Jam and Motocross, World Wrestling Entertainment, Cirque




du Soleil and Professional Bull Riders. FedExForum also helped lead
the initiative to legalize mixed martial arts in the state of Tennessee,
leading to UFC 107 being held at FedExForum in December 2009.

FedExForum has become more than just an arena. It has achieved
the goals set by Grizzlies ownership, management and community
leaders and has become the new front porch for Memphis, a
place where people can come together. Since the arena opened in
September 2004, millions of fans have enjoyed a basketball game,
concert or event at FedExForum. Additionally, FedExForum has
become synonymous with unprecedented “Fans First” service, a
principle which led to the Grizzlies and FedExForum being ranked No.
1 overall in the “Bang for the Buck” category in ESPN The Magazine’s
2011 Ultimate Standings (No. 9 franchise overall), a composite
ranking of all 122 franchises across the four major professional
sports in North America (MLB, NBA, NFL, NHL). The Grizzlies were
selected as the best overall professional sports franchise in North
America in ESPN The Magazine’s 2013 Ultimate Standings.

So what is it about FedExForum that has the city, the NBA and fans
buzzing?

There are five seating levels in the arena, with wide concourses
making navigating the building easy. There are over 100 points of
sale for concession stands, meaning expedited service. There are
four full-service restaurants, with three offering service to Premium
Seat Holders: Opus, a fine dining restaurant overlooking the court;
the Blue Note Lounge, where fans can get a cocktail and a light meal
before or during the game and enjoy the new standing ledge; and the
Lexus Lounge, where fans can watch the Grizzlies run onto the court
from the locker room.. There is also the Legends Lounge, a patio area
overlooking Beale Street where fans can meet and greet before and
after every game, and a Courtside Lounge just off the floor, exclusive
for courtside seat holders. Each of those spaces is also available to
rent for private functions during non-game or event times.

All of the food in FedExForum is provided by Levy Restaurants, the
leader in sports and entertainment venue dining, and fans experience
selection and quality beyond anything they’ve ever had at a sporting
event. Whether it's a Memphis favorite such as Charlie Vergos’
Rendezvous ribs, something more exotic, or traditional fare like
hamburgers, every fan can find something to satisfy their appetite.
In 2011, FedExForum was chosen by readers of Memphis Sport
Magazine for Best Concessions at any Mid-South venue.

Once in their seats, the first thing fans notice is the massive
videoboard. Designed by Daktronics, the center-hung scoreboard
provides fans with live video, instant replays and information on
ten large, digital full-color displays, including four dedicated scoring
sections. The scoreboard is one of the biggest in the NBA, measuring
approximately 22 feet high by 38 feet in diameter. The unique design
of the main center-hung scoreboard includes two 360-degree full-
color rings of LED on the top and bottom of the scoreboard. Four
additional video displays, in vertical configuration, flank the main
video screens and dedicated scoring sections.

To complement the center-hung video and scoring displays, additional
LED displays are prominently featured around the seating bowl.
One 360-degree ring of light encircles the entire seating bowl,
mounted on the Terrace Level fascia. A second large display curves
270 degrees around the Club Level fascia. The four LED rings
comprise one of the largest amount of linear feet of LED in any arena
in the United States. FedExForum is also equipped with a state-of-
the-art sound system, as well as acoustic technology, making the
sound in the arena crystal clear.

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Before, during and after games, fans can buy the latest merchandise and Grizzlies gear in the Grizzlies Den team store, located
in the Grand Lobby and at several boutique stores throughout FedExForum. The store is also open on non-game days from 10
a.m.—5 p.m. Monday — Friday and 10 a.m.— 4 p.m. on Saturday. Playoff hours are 9 a.m.— 6 p.m. Monday — Friday and 9 a.m. -
5 p.m. on Saturday. The team store can be reached by phone at (901) 205-1551.

One of the most unique features of FedExForum is the music theme that is prevalent throughout the arena. Luxury Suite holders
have their name engraved on a record outside their suite, and lyric sheets from famous Memphis songs appear prominently on
the walls. Concessions and restaurants are named with uniquely Memphis music themes and areas of the arena concourses
are divided into sponsored zones highlighting musical genres like Rock ‘n’ Roll, the Blues, Gospel, Memphis Music Today and
more.

FedExForum is also home to the Rock ‘n’ Soul Museum on the street level of the administration building. The Rock ‘n’ Soul
Museum traces the roots of rock and roll and soul music in Memphis, offering visitors a self-guided tour of Memphis music
from the early 20th century into the 1970s. The Rock ‘n’ Soul Museum is one of only two Smithsonian Institution exhibits not
located in Washington, D.C.

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MEDICAL GLOSSARY

GLOSSARY OF TERMS

Arthroscopy

A surgical examination of the internal structures of a joint by
viewing through an arthroscope. An arthroscopic procedure
can be used to remove or repair damaged tissue or as a diag-
nostic procedure in order to inspect the extent of the damage
or confirm diagnosis.

Avascular Necrosis

Death of a body part because of a lack of blood circulation.

Bone Scan

An imaging procedure in which a radioactive-labeled
substance is injected into the body to determine the status of
a bone injury. A bone scan is particularly useful in diagnosing
a stress fracture.

Chondral Fracture

Fracture to the chondral (cartilaginous) surfaces of bone.
Degenerative Joint Disease changes in the joint surfaces as a
result of repetitive trauma.

Dislocation

Complete displacement of joint surfaces.

Edema

Accumulation of fluid in organs and tissues of the
body; swelling.

Effusion

Accumulation of fluid within a joint.

Fracture

Breach in continuity of the bone. Types of fractures include
simple, compound, comminuted, greenstick, incomplete,
impacted, longitudinal, oblique, stress and transverse.
Heat Cramps

Painful muscle spasms caused by excessive body heat and
depletion of fluids and electrolytes. Can be prevented with
acclimatization and attention to environmental heat stress.

Heat Stroke
Condition of rapidly rising internal body temperature.

Hemarthrosis

Accumulation of blood within a joint as a result of an
acute injury.

Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI)

Imaging procedure in which a radio frequency pulse causes
certain electrical elements of the injured tissue to react. MRI
does not require radiation and is very useful in the diagnosis
of soft tissue, disc and meniscus injuries.

Osteochondritis Dessicans

A piece of bone and/or cartilage loosened from its attachment
after trauma; it can cause a lesion.

Separated shoulder (AC joint separation)

An injury to the acromialclavicular (AC) joint, located at the
distal (acromial) end of the clavicle. While both involve the

shoulder, a separation is completely different from a disloca-

tion, which involves the glenohumeral joint.

Sprain

The twisting, stretching, pulling or tearing of a ligament.
1st degree

A stretching but not tearing of a ligament. Athlete may
either return to play immediately or will miss very
little activity.

2nd degree

A partial tear of a ligament. Bracing may be required.
Athlete may miss one to four weeks.

3rd degree

A complete tear of the ligament. Depending upon the
ligament involved, bracing or even surgery may be

required. Athlete may be out of activity from three weeks

to one year or longer.

Strain
The stretching, pulling or twisting of a muscle or tendon.

1st degree

A stretching but not tearing of the muscle or tendon.
Athlete may either return to play immediately or will
usually miss very little activity.

2nd degree

A partial tear of a muscle or tendon. Athlete may miss
one to four weeks.

3rd degree

A complete tear of a muscle or tendon. Depending upon
the muscle or tendon involved, surgery may be required.
Athlete may be out of activity from three weeks to one
year or longer.

Subluxation

Partial dislocation of a joint. The term usually implies that the

joint can be returned to its normal position without formal
reduction.

Synovitis

Inflammation of the synovial lining of a joint.

Tendinitis

Inflammation of the tendon and/or tendon sheath, usually
caused by chronic overuse.
