Nineteen ninety marks William V.

Bidwill's 46th year with the Cardinals, an

association that began as a ball boy on

Chicago’s south side and continues today as

owner and president.

The 59-year-old Chicago native presides

over the oldest continuous professional

football franchise dating back to 1898 and,

along with the Chicago Bears, boasts the
distinction as one of two charter members of

the National Football League in 1920.
The Cardinals have remained in the Bidwill

family since William’s father, Charles, a

prominent Chicago sports figure and member

of the Pro Football Hall of Fame, purchased
the team in 1932. Charles ran the club until

his death in the Cardinals’ NFL championship

year of 1947. His wife 'Violet guided the franchise’s fortunes for the next 15 years

followed jointly by their two sons, William and Charles, Jr. (Stormy). William became
sole owner in 1972.

After being named a Cardinal vice president during his undergraduate days at

Georgetown University, William Bidwill returned to Chicago from the Navy in 1956 to

begin assisting family interests that included football. When the Cardinals moved to
St. Louis in I960. Bidwill returned to the Cardinals on a full-time basis.

Bidwill remains involved in all areas of the day-to-day Cardinal operation. The

team's new training complex in south Tempe, Arizona, scheduled to open early in the

1990 football season, is the latest major project he has overseen.

Also an active supporter of various civic and charitable organizations and

endeavors, Bidwill recently directed the formation of Cardinal Charities, the team’s

new organization dedicated to supporting worthy Arizona causes.

Bidwill was appointed to the NFL’s Management Council executive committee in

1989 and was a pivotal voice in Arizona’s successful recent bid for Super Bowl XXVII

in 1993. He also chairs the league meeting site committee, co-chairs the Bert Bell

Player Benefit Player Retirement Board, and serves on the executive committee of
NFL Films.

Bidwill and his wife. Nancy, are the parents of five children-sons William, Jr.,

Michael, Patrick, and Timothy, and daughter Nicole.
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Vice President & General Manager
Larry Wilson, regarded as one of the greatest defensive

backs in NFL history who currently is making his mark as
head of the Cardinals’ football operations, begins his fourth
decade in the National Football League in 1990.

A Hall of Fame defensive back for the Cardinals during
their first 13 seasons in St. Louis and one of only four players
in franchise history to have his jersey retired, the 52-year-old
Wilson’s 31-year NFL career sLuted with 13 seasons (1960-
72) as a player and has continued with a variety of
administrative posts.

Wilson began climbing the club’s organizational ladder as
director of professional scouting (1973-76) and director of
professional personnel (1977-88) for the next 16 years. He also handled the team as
head coach for the final three games of the 1979 season, earning credit for victories
over San Francisco and the New York Giants.

Midway through the Cardinals’ inaugural season in Phoenix in 1988, President Bill
Bidwill appointed Wilson vice president and general manager to guide the franchise’s
football fortunes as it entered a new era in Arizona. Recently, his new responsibility
has included the hiring of new Head Coach Joe Bugel and an active role in planning
the Cardinals’ new training complex in south Tempe, Arizona. Also, the Cardinals’
change to red pants for 1990, to be worn when the team sports white jerseys, was made
at Wilson’s suggestion.

As a player, Wilson reached near-legendary status as a hard-hitting six-time all-pro
and eight-time Pro Bowl free safety. His name is referenced throughout the Cardinal
record book. He still owns club records for career interceptions (52), career
interception yardage (800), career interception returns for touchdowns (5), and single
game interceptions return yardage (1 15). His 96-yard interception return for a
touchdown against Cleveland on Dec. 19, 1965 remains the longest in Cardinal history.
His 91-yard interception for a touchdown the following year against Philadelphia still
ranks third on the same list. He led the Cardinals in interceptions six times. He
intercepted three passes in a single game twice.

In 1966, he enjoyed one of his fine.st .seasons with an NFL-leading 10 interceptions
while tying a league record by intercepting a pass in seven consecutive games.

Wilson also holds the Cardinal record for longest fumble return, an 88-yard jaunt
for a touchdown at Green Bay on Dec. 21, 1969. It was one of two career fumbles he
returned for touchdowns and one of 12 career fumbles he recovered, the latter ranking
him fifth in that category in Card annals.

He was inducted into the Hall of Fame in January of 1978.
Born in Rigby, Idaho, Wilson was drafted as a running back out of the University of

Utah in the seventh round of the 1960 draft. After converting to the defensive backfield
due to injuries, Wilson and coach Chuck Drulis innovated one of today’s most potent
and exciting aspects of defensive football-the safety blitz.

Wilson and his wife, Nancy, reside in Scottsdale, Ariz.
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Executive Vice President

Cardinal Executive Vice President Joe Rhein has proven

Thomas Wolfe wrong. The Cardinals’ executive vice

president did go home again.

The team’s publicity director in St. Louis from 1972-76

and its assistant publicist in 1971, Rhein returned to the

Cardinals in August of 1989 to serve as the administrative

counterpart to Vice President and General Manager Larry

Wilson after a 12-year hiatus at the National Football League
office in New York.

Rhein’s first year in Arizona was hectic. He played an

instrumental role in the NFL’s award of Super Bowl XXVII to
Arizona as an advisor to the Phoenix ‘93 Committee, the organization which shaped

Arizona’s pre.sentation to NFL owners. He is now  a member of the local Super Bowl

host group’s executive committee that will coordinate all planning activites for the

1993 game.

Rhein has been a guiding voice in the formation of Cardinal Charities and as its

vice president will play an active role in the awarding of the foundation’s first grants

during the 1990 football season. He also has played a major role in the development of

the team’s new training complex in south Tempe, Arizona, scheduled to open in early
fall of 1990.

Additionally, he is a member of the committee recently formed by Phoenix Mayor

Paul Johnson to better promote the Valley of the Sun and Arizona.

The 42-year-old Rhein Joined the NFL in 1977 as assistant to the president of the

National Football Conference, a position he held until serving as the league’s director of

administration from 1983-89. In the latter capacity, Rhein coordinated the activities of

the league office departments and was involved in the supervision of the NFL’s

international efforts, particularly the American Bowl series. He supervised the first three

American Bowls in London (1986-88) and the first American Bowl in Tokyo (1989).

Additionally, Rhein served as secretary of the NFL Charities foundation and was

involved in preparation of the league playing schedule and coordination of the AFC-
NFC Pro Bowl Game from 1977-89.

Rhein began his career as assistant sports information director at Oklahoma State from

1969-71 following his 1969 graduation from the University of Missouri in journalism.
A native of Belleville, Illinois, Rhein and his wife. Barbara, reside in Scottsdale,

Ariz. with daughters Rachel (16) and Jessica (II).
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Director of Pro Personnel Lc5i'as5

Erik Widmark, 42, begins his second season as the

Cardinals' director of pro personnel following his promotion

from assistant in September, 1988 when Larry Wilson was

named general manager.
Prior to joining the Cardinals, Widmark spent five seasons

with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers from 1983-88 as a scout,

chief scout, director of pro personnel, and special assistant to
the head coach.

He joined the professional ranks following an extensive

collegiate coaching career as an assistant at Cal Western, the
University of San Diego, Cal Poly-Pomona, Pasadena City

College, and the University of Oregon. He also .served as head
coach at Pasadena in 1979.

As offensive coordinator at Pasadena in 1978, the squad finished I l-l and won the

final Junior Rose Bowl by downing Jones County of Mississippi 38-9, As head coach the

following year, Widmark's team posted an 8-3 mark and captured the school's second
consecutive Potato Bowl, emblematic of the junior college championship in California.

A former wide receiver, Widmark played collegiately at Cal Western (now U.S.

International) where he earned a bachelor's degree in physical education and a master's

degree in education. He played for two seasons with the San Diego Chargers before

two knee operations ended his playing career.
Widmark, a native of Iowa, was raised in Scottsdale, Ariz. where he attended

Arcadia High School. He and his wife, Cinda, reside in Phoenix with daughters Jessica
(I I) and Erika (8), and son Dallas (10).

But enthusiastic? Always. As Bugel is quick to offer, "Nothing great is ever

accomplished without enthusiasm!"

The new Phoenix Cardinals head coach is an engaging blend of football, family,

and friend, traits that have served him well during a coaching career and marriage that

began in Kentucky in the mid-1960s. Eight states and three daughters later, the Bugels
have aixived in Arizona with enthusiasm, of course!

The Formative Years EE.;;:

Bugel was born March 10, 1940 in Pittsburgh. Athletics consumed his formative

years. At age 12, he was the catcher on a Pittsburgh youth baseball team that reached

the Little League World Series final before losing to Redlands, Calif. He excelled in
football (fullback and linebacker), basketball (he once scored 47 points in a game),

baseball (catcher), and volleyball (setter) at Pittsburgh’s Mtinhall High School.

But western Pennsylvania is football crazy, so it came as no surprise that the

gridiron captured the future coach’s fancy.
The undersized overachiever’s success in athletics and exposure to a region of the

country known for its blue-collar work ethic left an indelible mark on Bugel.
"It M'ox a hotbed of high school football he reflects. “Boys were born with

footballs in their cribs. And the old steel mills were really buzzing. The blue-collar

work ethic of the people in that area established  a philosophy of life for me. Yon were

either going to be tough nr you would be run nut of town."

Although Bugel was one of three children (older sister Elaine and younger brother,

Tom, a three-year starting linebacker at Ohio State) of a family that owned an

electroplating company, he served his time in the steel mills. He took a job in the mills

after graduating from high school. Two weeks later, he knew that wasn’t the life for him.
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He began making phone calls. A Pittsburgh dentist acquainted with the Bugel

family was a Western Kentucky graduate. Bugel was intrigued. He called and ananged
an interview with the head coach. He drove to Bowling Green, Kentucky.

He sold himself successfully and landed a partial scholarship. He supplemented it
with a part-time job in a kitchen.

By the end of spring practice, Bugel, who bulked to 240 pounds to play college
football, had earned a ftill scholarship. At the end of five years at Western, he was a

four-year starter who had led the Hilltoppers to  a 27-0 Tangerine Bowl victory against

the Otto Graham-coached Coast Guard Academy which still rates as “one of the

greatest thrills of my career” according to Bugel. He was all-OVC in 1963. He was

elected team captain by his sophomore year. And he was hired by Western in 1964 as a
graduate assistant coach.

He had escaped the steel-mill life.

"You went to college on a scholarship or you were going to work 8-4 or 4-!2 In the
mills," he ponders now.

His years at Western Kentucky not only pointed him toward a coaching career, it
also formed the foundation for his personal life.

Brenda Sage, a Tennessee native, was working in the school’s sports information
office in 1968. Bugel, then an assistant coach, invited her for a date (to a basketball

game). Three months later they eloped.

Now 21 years later, they have three daughters—Angie (20), Holly (17), and
Jennifer (13)—and two female cats.

"I’m surrounded by a lot of women," Bugel

chuckles. "Seriously, I’m really proud of my

family. I’m proud of my wife because she has

been a strong force in my life."

Ironic Reunions
As a two-way star (offensive guard and

linebacker) at Western Kentucky, Bugel always

enjoyed the school’s cross-state rivalry with

Eastern Kentucky. That annual match-up now has
taken an ironic twist because Eastern’s star

quarterback during BugeTs days at Western was

current Arizona State Head Coach Larry Marmie.

The two also began their coaching careers in the

Ohio Valley Conference—Bugel at Western

Kentucky and Marmie at Morehead (Ky.) State.

They used to share billing, now they’ll share
a stadium—Sun Devil Stadium.

"Larry was the class quarterback in the

league," Bugel remembers. “The guy could beat

you by himself so we had to do things to try to

break his spirit. We tried to intimidate him ...

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knock him to the ground on every play ... throw mud on his shoes ... things like that."

Membership in the NFL’s head-coaching fraternity also reunites Bugel with a

former roommate—colorful Jerry Glanville, the new Atlanta head coach.

As assistant coaches at Western Kentucky (Bugel the offensive coordinator,
Glanville the defensive coordinator), the two shared a makeshift office under the stands

of the school’s basketball bleachers and a tiny log cabin with no heat and one bed. At

night, after flipping a coin to see who slept in the lone bed, the two would map their

futures on the back of pizza boxes.

"The only things we ever ate were pizza and doughnuts,” Bugel laughs. “We drew

up plays on the pizza boxes after dinner."

Glanville reflects, “That was as happy as I’ve evern been playing or coaching

football. For Joe and me to end up head coaches in the NFL you send that script to

Hollywood and they’d say it’s too corny."

Bugel and Glanville later reunited in 1976 on the Detroit Lions’ staff.

Coaching Roots .
Joe Bugel has drawn his coaching philosophies from the men who influenced him

;oaches he worked for and played under. Bugel reflects on his most vividthe most-

recollections of each.

●Joe Gibbs, Washington Redskins: "A tremendous problem solver. He worked
through problems no matter how had the
situation.”

●Bum Phillips, Houston Oilers: “A
tremendous motivator of men. He made sure
they were ready to play. He produced great team
chemi.stry."

●Rick Forzano, Navy and Detroit Lions:
“He was very organized. A great detail man. He
had unmatched organizational skills.”

●Woody Hayes, Ohio State: “He was the
toughest taskmaster I’ve ever been around and
absolutely relentless. A great coach. He related
everything to warfare. He wanted to he General
Patton. If he could have worn those two guns on
the sideline, he would have. When he addressed
the team. I could envision the same American
flag behind him that you associate with Patton.”

●Earl Bruce, Iowa State: “A Woody Hayes
disciple and a total competitor. He emulated
Woody in many ways."

●Nick Denes, Western Kentucky: “The most
caring coach I’ve been around. He truly cared
for his players. He loved them.”
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●Jimmy Feix, Western Kentucky:
"Like Nick Denes, also a players’ coach.
Players enjoyed playing for him.”

●Nick Kliskey, Munhall High School,
Pittsburgh, Pa.: “One of the toughest
guys I’ve ever been around. He was so
physical. He played center, fullback, and
linebacker under Jock Sutherland at
Pittsburgh and it showed. Everything
was brute force and discipline. He put
his foot up my rear end about three times
a week. He left one lasting impression on
me: ‘If you are going to play football,
you’d better be tough.’”

The sum of the above is translated
into the following by Bugel.

'“you’d like to treat everybody the
same, but it isn’t possible,” he says.
"What is possible and important is

finding each individual’s ‘hot button.’
Everybody has one! A coach has to find
it. That may mean putting your arm
around a player; it may mean kicking
him in the butt.

“I’ve never seen anyone successful cut corners. That’s not the way to be successful.
“Great character and talent can go a long way. Character plays a great part in

professional athletics. You don’t want to let your friends down. Team chemistry and
character are the difference on winning teams. ‘Character’ is not just a word.”

Pedigree        rmM—
In 15 years in the NFL, teams employing Bugel posted a 144-82 record (.637

winning percentage), including 13 winning seasons and eight playoff appearances.
Besides two Super Bowl rings in three Super Bowl appearances, he has participated in
six conference championship games and 21 playoff tilts.

At Washington, Bugel learned time is no consideration in the pursuit of winning.
“We had a room at the (Redskin) facility we called the Las Vegas room,” Bugel

ponders. “There were no clocks so you didn’t have to worry about time. We’re not
worried about time here, either. Whatever it takes, we’ll do. If you can get it done by
midnight, fine. If you can’t get it done until four in the morning, fine.”

Bugel feels his background has prepared him well for the challenge of being a head
coach in the National Football League.

"I’ve coached at small colleges, at a .service academy, at the major-college level,
and in the National Football League. I feel I’ve worked my way up the ladder,” he says.

Nothing symbolizes the emotional loyalty Bugel always has evoked from those
around him more than two words: “The Hogs!”

“The Hogs” were Bugel’s fabled offensive linemen in Washington. It’s a name he
unknowingly coined himself in practice in I982 by yelling "Let’s go. Hogs." When the
linemen took to the label, Bugel ordered T-shirts that had to be worn once a week. The

moniker went public and then national as the Redskins continued to win.
“The Hogs” became NFL chic and an autumn obsession in the nation’s capitol.
But it goes further. “The Hogs” were a bonding. Bugel was not just their coach, he

was a Hog, too. He made them believe they were as important to winning as the more

highly-publicized positions.
His favorite expression: “My ways or Trailways."
“Joe has a way of making you believe you can do anything,

(tackle) Jim Lachey, Bugel’s most recent star pupil.
Adds center Bostic, “He's a guy who loves his players. He’s very protective of

them. He’ll do anything he can for his players.”

“We grew together," Bugel says. “We had nine glorious years together. Those guys
are responsible for me being where I am today.”

Bugel always has been a leader. At one point in high school he had teammates

believing it was fun to be on the second team. His teammates nicknamed him Deacon
after a local tough guy who Bugel idolized.

Why?
"He was a street fighter. A brawler. He was a tough, tough guy. He never lost,”

Bugel explains.
At Western Kentucky, the squad included transfers from bigger-name programs like

Kentucky and Tennessee. Bugel convinced them the small-college games were just as
exciting as the Southeastern Conference.

“Lie brought all tho.se transfers together and made them part of the team.” offers Feix,
now the athletic director at Western Kentucky. “He was able to submerge his own ego

andfeed their big egos. He was a terrific leader, a terrific motivator even as a player.”

Super Bowl Rings
Two things nobody in Arizona has missed since Bugel’s arrival adorn one finger on

each hand. They’re Bugel’s two Super Bowl rings from his nine years in Washington.

They’re constant reminders of the price he knows must be paid to achieve the ultimate
success in the National Football League.

During his first few days as the new Cardinal head coach, Bugel told the media he
would quit wearing the rings in a few days to avoid confusing loyalties.

But he has decided to continue wearing them, saying, “/ wear them to let myself know
how hard it is to get there. Everybody wants a Super Bow! ring. But it takes a little extra
preparation—blood, .sweat, and tears—to get one.  I hope the players ask me about them."

It’s a dream he’s not ashamed to discuss, even for the 5-11 Cardinal team he inherited.

“A lot of people fee! we're not too far away,” he offers. “Those injuries were

impossible to overcome last year. We're on the right track here. We have impact
football players.”

Chemistry. And, of course, the omnipresent enthusiasm. Lots of words creep into any
description of Bugel-style Cardinal football.

"Yow team is going to play like your personality am! oiir personality is going to he
enthusiastic. We want to attack because in the NFC East, yon can’t he .scared. You've
got to tee it up and go after it,” Bugel states. “This is a tourist town hut we can’t he a
tourist team. We’ve got to go East to tho.se cold cities like Washington, New York, and
Philadelphia and win. If we can pass that lest, we will have a real advantage in Phoenix
because of the heat. That heat is something to he proud of! We’ve got to he tough.

“We want our great players to continue playing great and make our good players play
great. We want to be a
challenging football team, an
entertaining football team.
Practice habits are something
we’re going to talk about
constantly. When you practice
well and you practice hard, it will
show up in the month of
December when it’s the dash for
the cash. That’s when you want to
he real, real good. If you have a
great practice tempo starting
from the first day of training
camp to the last week of the
season, you’re going to he
.successful.”

Bugel’s master plan is far
from limited to the field. He
believes success in the National
Football League must encompass
the entire organization.

“//' everybody is on the same
page, if you keep everybody
informed and don’t hold any
secrets, talk to people, you’ll
have everybody pulling together.
And your chances go up when
you’re one big family. Everyone
has to respect everyone else in
the organization. A.v head coach,
I’m just one spoke in the
wheel.” Bugel feels.

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Offensive Coordinator
Jerry Rhome, a former NFL quarterback who spent five

seasons (1983-87) on the Washington Redskins’ coaching

staff with new Phoenix head coach Joe Bugel, is the
Cardinals’ new offensive coordinator.

Rhome, 47, spent last season as quarterbacks coach for the

Dallas Cowboys where he honed the skills of Troy Aikman,

the first selection of last year’s NFL draft.

During his five seasons in Washington with Bugel, Rhome

coached veteran signal callers Joe Theismann and Doug

Williams while also overseeing the development of young

quarterbacks Mark Rypien and Jay Schroeder. Rhome helped

guide a Redskins’ offense that finished in the NFL’s top 10 four of his five seasons and

qualified for two Super Bowls with two different quarterbacks (Theismann and

Williams).

Rhome’s two other NFL coaching stops were San Diego as offensive coordinator

(1988) and Seattle as quarterbacks/receivers coach (1976-77) and later offensive

coordinator (1978-82) for the expansion Seahawks. During his Seattle stay, Rhome

nurtured his reputation for development of young quarterbacks with free agents Jim

Zorn and Dave Krieg.

In 1963, the NFL Dallas Cowboys and American Football League N.Y. Jets drafted

Rhome to gain his professional rights prior to the senior season of his record-setting

career at Tulsa. Rhome eventually played four seasons for the Cowboys (1965-68) as a

back-up quarterback before concluding his playing career with Cleveland (1969),

Houston (1970), and the Los Angeles Rams (1971-72).

The Heisman Trophy runner-up and Walter Camp Trophy recipient in 1964, Rhome

began his collegiate playing career at Southern Methodist (1960-61) before transferring

to Tulsa where he set 17 NCAA passing records. He returned to his alma mater to

break into the coaching ranks from 1973-75 following his playing career.

Rhome also earns credit for the early development of former Tulsa and Seattle

Seahawk wide receiver Steve Largent, the NFL’s all-time leading pass receiver. As

quarterbacks and receivers coach and offensive coordinator at Tulsa for three years and

later as quarterbacks and receivers coach at Seattle for seven campaigns, including the

title of offensive coordinator for the last five years, Rhome tutored Largent during the

early stages of his record-shattering career.

Rhome, a Dallas native, and his wife, Sharon, have three children—daughters

Shannon (20), and Nicole (17), and son Brett (10).
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Defensive Coordinator "■‘■'frssaaraHH

Joe Pascale, the Cardinals’ linebackers coach the past four
years, was promoted to the position of defensive coordinator
by new Pheonix head coach Joe Bugel,

A veteran of 23 years of coaching, Pascale joined the
Cardinals in 1986 after serving as defensive backs coach for
the USFL’s New Jersey Generals from 1984-85.

Prior to his USFL tenure, Pascale held assistant positions
in the Canadian Football League (CFL). He served two
seasons with the Ottawa Rough Riders, handling the defensive
line in 1982 and quarterbacks and receivers in 1983.
Previously, he was employed by the Montreal Aloiiettes,
working as defensive line coach and player personnel director in 1980, then promoted
to defensive coordinator in 1981 when he also assumed the defensive line and special
teams duties.

Solid Start, Then ...
The Cardinals broke from the gate with one of their most promising starts in recent

seasons. Saddled with three consecutive road games to open the season, the Cardinals

managed campaign-opening victories at Detroit and Seattle, the first time they had

prevailed in their first two road games during a non-strike season since 1974 and their

first 2-0 all-games getaway since I98.S.

The team’s highly publicized rash of injuries did not deter the Cards from a

respectable 5-5 record with six games remaining. After losing four straight on the heels

of its two opening victories, the Cardinals rebounded with three victories in a four-

week span. But following a one-sided .77-14 week 11 loss to the Rams at Anaheim to
fall to 5-6. the Cardinals entered a week of turmoil when Head Coach Gene Stallings

was replaced by running backs coach Hank Kuhlmann following Stallings'
announcement he would not seek to have his contract renewed at the end of the season.

Under Kuhlmann. the Cards experienced two near-misses in five consecutive losses

to end the season with the six-game losing streak, equalling their worst finish since
1965 when they ahso dropped their final six assignments.

Injuries and Attrition
Ominous signs appeared early!

The season-long injury bugaboo reared its ugly head during training camp when
two-time Pro Bowl quarterback Neil Lomax and his 22,771 career passing yards were
forced to the sidelines for the entire season due to a career-ending arthritic condition in
his left hip. Veteran offensive guard Joe Bostic al.so was lost for the season due to a
preseason knee injury.

A trend was soon to follow. Free safety Lonnie Young (47 tackles, I int.), right
offensive tackle Tootie Robbins, and defensive end David Galloway (46 tackles, 5.5
sacks) were first, fracturing a shoulder, injuring a knee, and breaking a thumb,
respectively, in the season opener at Detroit, the trio of stalwarts missed a total of 14

games. Running back Stump Mitchell (165 yards. 43 att.) was lost for the remainder

of the season at New Jersey against the Giants during week three action after a serious
knee injury spelled reconstructive surgery. Ditto defensive tackle Bob Clasby (9
tackles, 2 sacks) the following week ... similar injury, same result.

The Cardinals' dangerous pair of record-setting wide receivers. Rov (ilreen (44

rec.. 703 yards. 7 TDs) and J.T. Smith (62 rec., 778 yards. 5 TDs), appeared
tandem for only the season's first five weeks. Green fractured a collarbone at
Washington on October 8 and missed four weeks. The week before he returned. Smith,

The unprecedented attrition

prompted unusual situations. Only
four Cardinals started all 16

games—guard Lance Smith on

offense and linebacker Ken Harvey

(120 tackles, team-leading 7 sacks), cornerback Cedric Mack (58 tackles, 1 sack, 4

int.), and Pro Bowl strong safety Tim McDonald (team leader with 155 tackles and 7

pass interceptions) on defense. The Cardinals played weeks eight and nine without a

defensive tackle, opting for four defensive ends at the four down linemen positions.

Promising rookie offensive lineman Joe Wolf was bounced from pillar to post, starting

15 of 16 games at both tackles and left guard. Five rookies—Wolf, offensive guard

Mike Zandofsky, middle linebacker Eric Hill (91 tackles, 1  sack), defensive tackle

Jim Wahler (37 tackles, 1 sack, 1 int.), and quarterback Timm Rosenhach (9 comp.,

22 att.. 95 yards, 0 TDs, I int.)—started against Denver on December 17. the most

first-year Cardinal starters since November 15, 1981.

Durable guard Lance Smith was the only
member of the Cardinals' offense to start all

16 games in 1989.

Offense
The patchwork Cardinal offense struggled. Philadelphia held the Phoenix offense

without a touchdown on October 15 in the Eagles’ 17-5 victory. On December 16,

Denver’s 37-0 victory was the first blanking of the Cardinals since November 10,

1985. The rushing attack failed to gain 100 yards in 11 games and did not field one

100-yard rusher for the first time since 1974 and only the second time since 1960.

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Quarterbacks ... First-year Cardinal Hogeboom. one of the highest-profile “Plan

B’’ free agents to change teams during the off-season, earned the starting quarterback

position by the end of the preseason, relegating second-year signal-caller Tom Tupa

(65 comp., 134 att., 973 yards, 3 TDs, 9 int.) and rookie and first-round 1989

supplemental draft choice Ro.senbach to understudy status.

Hogeboom posted a solid season with its normal share of ups and downs but

hindsight indicates he enjoyed his finest professional sea.son, posting career bests in

yards passing (2,591), completions (204), and touchdown passes (14). He also threw a

career-high in interceptions (19).

After throwing for 264 yards and one touchdown in the season-opening victory at
Detroit, the former Coll and Cowboy completed 18 of 24 pass attempts the next

Sunday in the Kingdome for 298 yards and four touchdowns.

The following Sunday against the Giants, however, four of Hogeboom's first eight

passes were intercepted, his career single-game high.

Tupa made his first career start in his third career appearance and first of the season

at home against the Eagles on October 15 with Hogeboom sidelined. It was a

nightmarish day for the former Ohio State star. Although the Cardinals led 5-0 at

halftime, Tupa threw six interceptions, four in the second half, and completed only 16

of 41 pas.ses.

Four weeks later, however, Tupa turned rags to riches when he triggered the Cards’

storybook comeback against Dallas at Sun Devil Stadium. Trailing 13-7 at

intermission, the Cardinals went to Tupa in the second half and he rallied Phoenix to a

palpitating 24-20 comeback victory. He completed 14 of 22 passes for 245 yards and

two touchdowns—long scoring strikes of 38 and 72 yards to wide receiver Ernie

.lones (45 rec.. 838 yards, 3 TDs). The latter was the most dramatic, occurring just four

plays after the Cowboys apparently had sprung an upset with heroics of their own on a

75-yard touchdown pass from quarterback Troy Aikman to wide receiver James Dixon

with just 1:43 remaining to play.

Tupa akso started against the Buccaneers on Thanksgiving weekend.

Rosenbach, who missed training camp during contract negotiations, was limited to

two late-season appearances, including a start again.st Denver on December 16 in the
Cards’ home finale. Rosenbach received his first taste of the NFL at Anaheim against

the Rams on November 19, directing the Cardinals’ final three drives in the fourth

quarter. In his start, he quarterbacked the first six Cardinal series.

Running Backs ... Once Mitchell was lost, the Cardinal running backs situation
became very unsettled, Mitchell’s replacements—Tony .Iordan (211 yards, 83 att., 2

TDs), Vai Sikabema (145 yards, 38 att.), and Tony Baker (31 yards, 20
alt.)—combined for only 387 yards on 141 carries,  a 2.74-yard average per rush.
Without Mitchell, the Cardinals utilized their one-back set with fullback Earl Ferrell

(502 yards, 149 att., 6 TDs) more often. The experimentation also inserted Sikahema,

normally a punt and kick return specialist, into the offense. He logged his first two
career starts weeks 11 (Rams) and 16 (Eagles) and notched his first rushing attempts

since his rookie yetu' of 1986. The running backs’ complement, Feijell, remained in the
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lineup but mustered his lowest rushing total in four years, 422 yards below his 1988

output. Ironically, Ferrell plowed for three rushing touchdowns against Atlanta on

October 22, his career single-game high. Ron Wolfley (36 yards, 13 att., I TD) added a
fourth the same day, his first touchdown since December 13, 1987 versus the Giants and

the first time the Cardinals had posted four six-pointers on the ground since 1984.
Receivers ... The absence of Green or Smith for most of the season gave Jones his

opportunity to start. He responded by leading the team in average yards per catch
(18.6) for the second con.secutive season in 10 starts. He also ranked third in the NFC

behind the Rams’ Flipper Anderson (26.0) and Henry Ellard (19.7). Despite being
limited by injuries. Green and Smith still added to their lengthy lists of

accomplishments. In the season finale at Philadelphia, Green caught two touchdown

passes, the 61st and 62nd of his career, to pass Sonny Randle (1959-66) for the all-time

franchise lead in that category. Smith, who ranked 14th in the NFC and 25th in the

NFL in receptions and 15th in the NFC and 26th in the NFL in reception yardage
despite missing the season’s final seven outings, still managed to lead the Cardinals in

receptions. At the time of his injury, he was leading the entire NFL in catches and was
flirting with a pace to better not only his own 1987 club record of 91 receptions but
also the league’s single-season reception record of 106 (Washington’s Art Monk,

1984). Smith now boasts four of the top 10 single-season reception totals in team
history. Speedy re.serve Don Holmes (13 rec., 271 yards, I TD) posted the season’s

longest play, a 77-yard touchdown reception from Tupa against the Rams on
November 19. Among the tight ends, incumbent Rob Await (33 rec,, 360 yards) was
the starter. Jay Novacek (23 rec., 225 yards, I TD) was deployed primarily as a
swingman in passing situations, and rookie Walter Reeves (1 rec.) was utilized as a
blocker.

Offensive Line ... The Cardinals’ offensive line, with five returning veterans,
including Pro Bowler Sharpe, figured to be one of the team’s anchors when the season

began. Instead, it was a season in flux for the unit. Sharpe and Robbins were idled by
injuries for nine games. Center Derek Kennard missed two outings on the “non
football illness” list. Left guard Todd Peat started the first four games before being
waived. Right guard Smith turned out to be the bellwether. The circumstances provided
Wolf and Zandofsky early opportunities to play. Wolf started 15 times, Zandofsky six.

Defense
The traditionally offensive-minded Cardinals discovered their future on the other side

of the line of scrimmage when a young defense flashed promise throughout the season.
After limiting Detroit’s pass-happy “run-’n’-shoot” offense to seven completions in 20
pass attempts for 1 16 yards in the season opener, the Phoenix defenders fought through

their share of the team’s injuries to feature a promising linebacking corps featuring three
fomier first-round draft choices, the unexpected contributions of a rookie tackle, and the

emergence of a Pro Bowl strong safety to lead the unit.

Defensive Line ... Perhaps the most injury-riddled unit on an injury-plagued team,
injuries and end Freddie Joe Nunn’s 30-day absence for violation of the NFL’s substance

Linebackers ... Smiles crease Cardinal faces when the subject turns to the team’s

suddenly imposing linebacking corps of Anthony Bell (115 tackles, 2 .sacks) and Harvey
on the outside and Eric Hill (91 tackles, 1 sack) in the middle. The trio of former first-

round draft choices finished two (Harvey)-three (Bell)-four (Hill) in individual tackles for

the season. Harvey often took the look of a budding star, finishing with career highs in
tackles and sacks in his first season as a starter. He eclipsed the 10-solo tackle plateau five

times and finished with a flurry, amassing 42 tackles, 7 assists, and 2 sacks in four

December games. Bell's tackle total plus eight passes defen.sed were career bests and his

improved play prompted utilization as a linebacker in the Cards' “nickel package,"

freeing Harvey for pass-rushing duty. Hill surpas.sed the tackle totals of Bell, Harvey, and

Nunn, initially a first-round draft choice at linebacker, in their first years as regulars.

Secondary ... Strong safety McDonald stole the show and emerged as an NFL star in
his second .season as a starter en route to his first Pro Bowl selection. Besides leading the

Cardinals in tackles for the second consecutive year, he was among the league

interception leaders for most of the season. His seven interceptions were the most by a

Strong safety Tim McDonald earned his first
Pro Bowl berth In 1989 by leading the
Cardinals In tackles for the second
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Cardinal since Lionel Washington grabbed eight in 1983. His 170 interception return
yards were the most by a Cardinal since 1974 and rank fifth in team annals. The former

Southern California all-America made two interceptions in back-to-back November home

games against the Giants and Cowboys. He also rates as one of the game’s surest tacklers.
Young and Michael Zordich (60 tackles, I sack, 1 int. for a touchdown) capably
complemented McDonald at free safety. Cornerbacks Mack and Carl Carter (63 tackles.

I  int.) enjoyed solid seasons. McDonald and Mack started all 16 games. Carter 15 times.

Special Teams
The most heartening facet of the 1989 Phoenix season was the play of its special

teams that included the NFL's leading punter, a solid campaign from its place kicker,
more records for its punt and kickoff retunier, another outstanding autumn from Wolfley
who earned his fourth consecutive Pro Bowl nod as  a special teamer, and an influx of
“Plan B” free agents who made weekly contributions.

Punting ... Rich Camarillo (76 punts, league-leading 43.3-yard average, 37.5-yard
net average, 21 inside the 20), in his first season as a Cardinal, earned his second Pro

Bowl berth by bettering Detroit’s Jim Arnold by three-tenths of a yard per boot to lead the

NFL in overall punting average. Camarillo finished second to the Giants’ Sean Landeta

by a margin of 37.8 to 37.5 yards in net average. Signed as a free agent during the off
season following eight seasons with New England (1981-87) and the L.A. Rams (1988),

Camarillo enjoyed his finest season since his Pro Bowl year of 1983 when he led the NFL

with a 37.1-yard net average and was second overall at 44.6 yards per boot. Camarillo’s

43.4-yard average ranks as the fifth best single-season mean in franchise history behind
Jerry Norton’s three best sea.sons (45.6 in I960, 44,9 in ’59, and 44.7 in ‘61) and Carl

Birdsong’s 43.8-yard average in 1982.

Place Kicking ... Kicker Al Del Greco (28-29 PAT, 18-26 FG) posted a field-goal
accuracy figure of 69.2 percent, the Cardinals’ second best percentage in 15 years and fifth
best in club single-season annals. The former Green Bay Packer booted 10 consecutive
field goals, equalling Jim Bakken’s franchise record. Del Greco also posted a four-field

goal outing at Dallas, the second of his career, his first as a Cardinal, and the first by a

Cardinal since Bakken turned the trick on September 19, 1975. Against Atlanta he boomed

a 50-yard three-pointer, the second-longest field goal of his career. In the Detroit opener,

he kicked three field goals, including the game-winner with 13 seconds remaining.

Returns ... Return specialist Sikahema amas.sed 1,307 combined kick return yards

(433 punt returns, 874 kickoff returns), the fifth highest total in team history. Sikahema’s

157 career punt returns surpassed teammate Mitchell's total of 156 to become the all-time

club leader in that category. The former Brigham Young star also returned 43 kickoffs in
1989, his career high and the third highest total in club record books. Sikahema already

holds club records for career punt return yardage (1,846), single-season punt returns (44,

1987), single-season punt return yardage (550, 1987), and single-game punt return
yardage (145 vs. Tampa Bay, December 21, 1986), At Washington on October 8, he

returned a punt 53 yards, his longe.st since a 76-yard touchdown sprint in 1987. He made

only 13 fair catches.

The
veteran wide receiver tandem of Roy Green (8 rec,,
166 yards, 3 TDs) and J.T. Smith (7 rec., 104
yards, 1 TD) were the chief culprits, benefitting from
the marksmanship of quarterback Gary Hogeboom

and 26 yard lines, and converted 10 of 12 third-
down plays.The injury-depleted Cardinal defense
limited the Seahawks to 77 net yards rushing.
Hogeboom completed eight of nine passes in the
second half for 119 yards and three touchdowns.
Green’s touchdown grabs raised his career six-point
total to 62, eclipsing receiver Sonny Randle's
Cardinal career mark of 60.

Scoring Summary

The Cards captured their regular-season opener at
Detroit when kicker Al Del Greco booted his third
field goal of the contest from 33 yards out with 13
seconds remaining to break a 13-13 tie.
Quarterback Gary Hogeboom’s route-going
regular-season debut was a rousing success. He
completed 21 of 35 passes for 264 yards and 1
touchdown, a 15-yarder to wide receiver Roy
Green. Hogeboom was intercepted once. The
Cardinals limited Detroit’s innovative “run-'n’-shoot"
offense to seven completions in 20 attempts for 116
yards. The Lions’ rushing attack outgained their
highly-publicized aerial game 159 to 116 yards. The
Cards' 12-year veteran wide receiver J.T. Smith
enjoyed one of the best statistical outings of his
career, grabbing 10 passes for 121 yards to crack
the 6,000-yard plateau (6,092).

Phoenix opened its regular-season home schedule
with a 24-13 loss to San Diego. Four turnovers (two
fumbles, two pass interceptions) proved to be the
Cards' undoing. The game’s momentum, which had
spent most of the first three quarters on the Phoenix
sideline, swung suddenly in the opening minutes of
the fourth quarter. Leading 13-7 following a record-
tying 60th career touchdown pass reception by wide
receiver Roy Green from quarterback Gary
Hogeboom from 59 yards, the Cardinals apparently
halted a San Diego drive at the Phoenix four yard
line when the Chargers settled for a 21-yard field
goal. But a holding call on the three-pointer gave
San Diego the ball first and goal from the Phoenix
two yard line. One rush by Marion Butts and the
Chargers had a touchdown and a 14-13 lead with
13:53 to play. On the second play of its next
possesion from their own 24 yard line, Cardinal
fullback Earl Ferrell fumbled after catching a short
pass from Hogeboom. Charger linebacker Billy Ray
Smith returned the loose ball 15 yards for his first
career touchdown and a 21 -13 San Diego lead.

Scoring Summary

The Cardinals concluded their string of three
consecutive road games to open the season with a
35-7 loss to the Giants. Quarterback Gary
Hogeboom was intercepted a career-high four
times (on his first eight pass attempts), including
one that Giant safety Terry Kinard returned 58 yards
for a touchdown in the first quarter. Running back
Tony Jordan fumbled at the New York 16 yard line
with 2:54 remaining in the first half and the Giants
leading 17-0. Hogeboom also was thrown for the
first five quarterback sacks the Cardinal offensive
line had allowed. One of the five extended New
York’s lead to 25-0 when Giant linebacker Gary
Reasons downed Hogeboom in the Phoenix end
zone for a safety at 9:19 of the third quarter. New
York quarterback Phil Simms completed 11 of 21
pass attempts for 202 yards and one touchdown. He
was not intercepted. Former Cardinal Ottis
Anderson led the Giants’ rushing attack with 98
yards on 21 carries, including a 36-yard fourth-
quarter touchdown jaunt around right end.

Six pass interceptions, two lost fumbles, and six
quarterback sacks (minus 43 yards) were more than
the injury-riddled Cards could overcome. Playing
without quarterback Gary Hogeboom (sore right
elbow) and wide receiver Roy Green (fractured left
clavicle), Phoenix played an effective first half,
leading 5-0 at intermission after holding the Eagles
to 78 total yards. Philadelphia took command with
touchdown marches of 72 and 75 yards on its first
two second-half possessions. The Phoenix defense
recorded a season-high three pass interceptions and
limited the Eagle passing attack to 192 yards. But
the Cardinal offense, under the direction of second-
year quarterback Tom Tupa who was making his
first career start in his first appearance of the season
at quarterback and only the third of his career,
sputtered. Four of his six interceptions came in the
second half, three in Eagle territory. Five of the six
turnovers occurred in Philadelphia territory. It was
the first time the Cardinals’ offense has been held
without a touchdown in nearly two years.

The injury-depleted Cardinals suffered a roller
coaster 30-28 setback. Although the Redskins
amassed 508 yards total offense (333 passing. 175
rushing), the first time a Cardinal opponent had
cracked the 500-yard barrier since Miami on Sept.
30, 1984, Phoenix led from late in the second
quarter (14-13) until early in the fourth stanza (21-
13) and had possession of the ball on Washington's
40 yard line when time expired. Wide receiver J.T
Smith, the NFL's leading receiver, caught a career-
high three touchdown passes.

The injury-depleted Cardinals snapped their four-
game losing streak by tallying four rushing
touchdowns for the first time since 1984 en route to a
34-20 victory. Phoenix put points on the scoreboard
on its first two possessions for the first time in 1989
and three of the first four times it had the ball to take
a commanding 21-3 lead, mounting drives of 74, 29,
and 60 yards to tally three touchdowns by its
fullbacks. Starter Earl Ferrell posted the first two
from one and six yards, and his back-up, Ron
Wolfley, added the third from five yards out. Leading
21-6 at halftime, the Cardinals took a commanding
31-13 lead in the second half by sandwiching a
season-long 50-yard Al Del Greco field goal and
three-yard Ferrell touchdown run around Atlanta’s
first touchdown.

Phoenix rode a strong defensive performance and
the accurate right leg of kicker Al Del Greco to  a 19-
10. Cardinal defenders limited the Cowboys to 45 net
yards rushing, 309 total net yards, and won the
turnover war three (two interceptions, one fumble
recovery) to none, the first time in 1989 the Cards did
not suffer a turnover. The only Phoenix touchdown
was scored by free safety Michael Zordich on a 16-
yard interception return late in the third quarter,
staking the Cardinals to a 13-3 lead. Strong safety
Tim McDonald made the other interception at the
Phoenix 13 yard line on the first play of the fourth
quarter, thwarting a Cowboy drive. Reserve
cornerback Marcus Turner recovered a fumbled
punt at the Dallas 31 yard line, setting the table for
Del Greco’s fourth and game-clinching 42-yard field
goal with 1:28 remaining.

The Cards swept their first season series against
Dallas since 1970 with a palpitating 24-20 win. The
dramatic ending featured three lead changes in the
final 6:25. Trailing 13-7 at halftime with only 111 total
yards and no offensive points, Tom Tupa replaced
Gary Hogeboom at quarterback in the second half
and led the comeback by completing 14 of 22
passes for 245 yards and two clutch touchdowns.
The fireworks began with Dallas clinging to a 13-10
lead early in the fourth quarter. On third-and-10 from
the Dallas 38 yard line, Tupa found wide receiver
Ernie Jones in the end zone for a touchdown that
staked Phoenix to a 17-13 lead with 6:25 to play.
Dallas quarterback Troy Aikman retaliated by finding
James Dixon for a 75-yard touchdown that gave the
Cowboys a 20-17 lead with 1:43 left. Tupa
answered three plays into the ensuing Phoenix
possession with a 72-yard touchdown to Jones.

The Giants’ defense limited Phoenix to 14 first downs
and 186 total net yards and sacked Cardinal
quarterback Gary Hogeboom seven times in the
1989 rematch. Unlike the 35-7 loss to New York at
Giants Stadium on Sept. 24, the Cardinals were in
contention throughout, including two late possessions
following Al Del Greco’s second field goal of the
afternoon that narrowed the Giants’ advantage to 20-
13 with 5:43 to play. The Giants never were headed
after driving the opening kickoff 71 yards.
Quarterback Jeff Hostetler, substituting for injured
incumbent Phil Simms, scampered the final 19 yards
for the touchdown, the first of two rushing six-pointers
he tallied. Trailing 14-3 at halftime, the Cardinals
drove 60 yards in seven plays following the second
half kickoff to cut New York’s lead to 14-10. But New
York's defense, and another rash of Cardinal injuries,
limited Phoenix the rest of the way. Cardinal safety
Tim McDonald became the first Phoenix player to
intercept two passes in a 1989 game.

The Cardinals suffered a one-sided 37-14 loss to
the Rams at Anaheim Stadium in an afternoon that

began ominously when Ram strong safety Michael
Stewart intercepted a pass from Card quarterback
Gary Hogeboom on the game's third play from
scrimmage and returned it 41 yards for a
touchdown. The Rams never looked back,
increasing their lead to 24-0 by halftime and 27-0 in
the third quarter before Phoenix dented the
scoreboard on a 77-yard touchdown pass from relief
quarterback Tom Tupa to wide receiver Don
Holmes. It was Holmes' first career touchdown and
the Cardinals’ longest pass play of the season. The
contest marked the NFL debut of rookie Cardinal
quarterback Timm Rosenbach. He guided the last
three Phoenix possessions of the afternoon, driving
the Cards 51 yards on 10 plays for their second and
final touchdown of the day on a one-yard plunge by
running back Tony Jordan. Running back Vai
Sikahema made his first career start.

Kicker Al Del Greco’s bid for his third field goal of
the game sailed just left with one second remaining
as Tampa Bay bettered Phoenix to spoil Hank
Kuhimann’s debut as the Cardinals' interim head
coach. It was a day for “could have beens" for the
Cardinals.

Phoenix fell for the fourth consecutive week and for
the third time in as many outings under interim Head
Coach Hank Kuhimann. The defense posted its
strongest effort of the season, holding the Raiders
without a touchdown until L.A.’s final possession.
Raider quarterback Steve Beuerlein completed only
13 of 30 passes (43 percent) and was sacked four
times (minus 25 yards). The Cards forced two
fumbles, recovering one (middle linebacker Eric
Hill). Five Beuerlein passes were deflected. Six L.A.
drives ended in field goal attempts (three
successful). And a goal-line stand nearly kept the
Raiders' only touchdown out of the end zone in the
final minute. Trailing 14-9 with less than 10 minutes
remaining, the Raiders covered 46 yards on 13 plays
to score their winning touchdown but only after
running seven plays inside the Phoenix 10 yard line.
Cardinals quarterback Tom Tupa made his NFL
punting debut in relief of injured regular Rich
Camarillo. The Phoenix rushing attack cracked the
100-yard plateau for the first time in six games.

Scoring Summary

Phoenix suffered its second loss in as many
outings under interim Head Coach Hank
Kuhimann, a 29-10 decision to Washington at Sun
Devil Stadium, giving the Redskins a two-game
sweep of the season series. Knotted 10-10 at
halftime, the Redskins regained the lead by opening
the second half with a 61-yard, 11-play drive,
culminated by a one-yard plunge by running back
Gerald Riggs for the touchdown. They took firm
control of the contest on the Cardinals’ ensuing
posssession when rookie Washington cornerback
A.J. Johnson intercepted a pass by Card
quarterback Tom Tupa and returned it 59 yards for
a touchdown. The Cardinals offense sputtered again
under the direction of two quarterbacks—starter
Gary Hogeboom, who was forced to the sideline
after dislocating the index finger on his throwing
hand in the second quarter, and Tupa.

Phoenix suffered its first shutout since 1985,
dropping a nationally-televised decision to the
eventual AFC champion Denver Broncos. Rookie
quarterback Timm Rosenbach’s first career start
lasted six possessions. Neither he nor second-
quarter replacement Gary Hogeboom could move a
Phoenix offense that mustered only seven first
downs and gained just 101 total yards (79 passing,
22 rushing), fourth-lowest total in franchise history
and the lowest output since posting only 49 yards at
Philadelphia on Dec. 4, 1955. Denver methodically
built an insurmountable lead by scoring in every
quarter, beginning with a defensive tally when
Bronco linebacker Karl Mecklenburg returned a
fumbled center snap 23 yards for this first career
touchdown. The Cardinals had only three
possessions in the second half and crossed midfield
on offense just twice. Cardinal highlights came from
the defense. Outside linebacker Ken Harvey made
15 solo tackles, including one sack. Cornerback
Cedric Mack intercepted two John Elway passes.
Mack's third and fourth thefts of the season.

Scoring Summary

The Cardinals closed a disappointing 5-11 season
with their fifth consecutive loss, a 31-14 verdict on a
cold Christmas Eve at Philadelphia. The Cards drove
42 yards on their first possession to take a 7-0 lead, a
drive culminated by a six-yard touchdown pass from
quarterback Gary Hogeboom to wide receiver Roy
Green. Green's milestone grab was his 61st career
touchdown reception, breaking Sonny Randle's
franchise record of 60. The playoff-bound Eagles
took command with three unanswered first-half
touchdowns. Hogeboom and Green responded with
another touchdown connection from 36 yards to cut
Phiiadephia’s halftime advantage to 21-14. A stifling
Eagle defense held Phoenix scoreless in the second
half, limiting the Cards to 128 total yards (29 rushing,
99 passing) while the Philadelphia offense registered
10 insurance points. The ball-controlling Eagle
rushing attack gained 267 of the team’s 432 yards of
total offense. Card punter Rich Camarillo closed the
season with a league-leading 43.3-yard average.

The Cardinals, a charter member of the National Football League, boast the distinction

of being the oldest continuously nan professional football franchise in the nation.

The Early Days
Founded in 1898, the team began as a neighborhood group which gathered to play

football in a predominantly Irish area of Chicago's south side, playing under the name

Morgan Athletic Club. The team later was acquired by Chris O'Brien, a painting and

decorating contractor, and soon its playing site changed to nearby Normal Field,

prompting the new name Normals.

In 1901, the team gained longstanding identification when O’Brien, finding a

bargain, bought used jerseys from the University of Chicago. The Jerseys were faded

maroon in color, prompting O’Brien to declare, “That’s not maroon, it’s Cardinal red!’’

The club’s permanent nickname had
been born!

The Jersey color and the location of

the field led to a new and obvious name,

the Racine Cardinals.

In Chicago at the time, football

competition was exclusively amateur but

such opposition became increasingly

hard to find, so in 1906, the team had to

disband.

In 1913, O’Brien reorganized the

Cardinals. By 1917 they were able to

buy new uniforms and hire a coach.

Marston Smith. That year they lost only

two games and were champions of the

Chicago Football League.

The war in Europe and a tlu epidemic
in the United States forced the team to

suspend operations once again in 1918.

Following Armistice Day. O’Brien

organized the Cardinals for a third time.

From that day forward, the Cardinals

have been a permanent part of the
Charles W. Bidwill, Sr., a member of the Pro
Football Hall of Fame, bought the Cardinals professional football scene m America.
in 1933.

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Growth
The Racine Cardinals, their popularity growing in the Chicago area, eventually

became one of 1 1 charter members of the American Professional Football League,
forerunner of the NFL, in 1920 for the $100 franchi.se fee. Immediately after joining

the league, O’Brien lured a great halfback, John “Paddy” Driscoll, to the Cardinals
for $3,000 a year, a sum considered outlandish at the time. But Driscoll was an

authentic superstar, a superior runner, blocker, punter, and possibly the finest drop
kicker in the history of football.

In 1922, a team from Racine, Wis. joined the NFL, forcing the Cardinals to change
their name to the Chicago Cardinals. The Cardinals also moved into their new home,

Comiskey Park, the same year.

Under new Head Coach Norman Barry, the Cardinals outdistanced a field of 20

teams to win their first NFL championship in 1925.

A Chicago doctor. Dr. David Jones, purchased the team in 1929. In his first year of
ownership, he coaxed running back Ernie Nevers out of retirement to become player-
coach. Still in his prime, the 26-year-old Nevers scored 40 points on six touchdowns

and four extra points in an historic 40-6 victory over the crosstown Bears on

Thanksgiving Day, 1929.

After guiding the Cardinals to a 16-14-3 composite record in three seasons, the

legendary Nevers retired as both coach and player in 1932.

Modern Era
Nevers’ departure also marked the arrival of a new club owner. Charles W. Bidwill,

Sn, a vice president of the Chicago Bears, purchased the Cardinals for Jones’ asking
price of $50,000. Bidwill divested him.self of his Bears’ holdings and a new era began.

However, the team sorely missed Nevers’ magic on the field. The Cardinals endured

difficult years in the 1930s and early ‘40s. World War 11 hit the team heavily. The

Cardinals’ top passer, receiver, and lineman—Johnny Clement. Bill Dewell, and Joe

Kuharlch, respectively—entered the service. In 1944 as a war-time emergency measure,
the Cardinals combined with the Pittsburgh Steelers to play as one team. It was called

Card-Pitt. Co-coached by the Cardinals’ Phil Handler and the Steelers’ Walt Klesllng, a

former Cardinal guard, the team split its home games between Chicago’s Comiskey Park

and Forbes Field in Pittsburgh but failed to win  a game in 10 tries.

Success finally returned following the war. In 1945, the arrival of University of

Missouri quarterback Paul Christman trumpeted the team's conversion to the “T”

formation. Fullback Pat Harder and halfback Elmer Angsman were added in 1946.

And in 1947. the ’'million dollar backfield” was completed when halfback Charley
Trlppi became a Cardinal.

Coached by Jimmy Conzelman, the 1947 Cardinals stormed to the Western

Division title and a 28-21 victory over the Philadelphia Eagles in the NFL
championship game on the frozen Comiskey Park turf.

But the ‘47 title season was bittersweet for the Cardinals’ organization when the

April death of Bidwill deprived the owner of witnessing the club’s first NFL crown in

22 years. With his passing. Bidwill’s widow, Violet Bidwill, assumed control of the

franchise for the next 15 years, a span that included a second consecutive Western

Division championship and appearance in the NFL championship game, a 7-0 loss at

Philadelphia, and the transfei of the team from Chicago to St. Louis in 1960.

Upon Mrs. Bidwill’s death in January of 1962, control moved to .sons Charles W.

Bidwill, Jr. and William V. Bidwill. In 1972. the latter and his family gained sole

ownership with William becoming managing general partner. On July I , 1976,

incorporation of the company was accomplished with Bidwill continuing as chief
executive officer.

After 14 years in the city, the Cardinals brought their first championship to St,

Louis in 1974. The Big Red captured the NFC Eastern Division flag under Head Coach

Don Coryell and advanced to the playoffs with a 10-4 regular-season record.

However, the Cardinals lost to the Minnesota Vikings, 30-14, in their first playoff

appearance since 1948.

Again in 1975, Coryell provided St. Louis with a division title but another playoff

loss, this time to the Rams in Los Angeles, 35-23, ended the Cards’ post-.season dream

in the first outing.

The Cardinals next appeared in the playoffs in 1982 when Head Coach Jim

Hanifan’s club lost a first-round game at Green Bay, 41-16, In 1984, an offensively

explosive St. Louis team narrowly missed the playoffs—and the NFC East title—with
a 9-7 record. However, the Cardinals stumbled to  a 5-1 1 mark in 1985, prompting

Hanifan’s dismissal and the hiring of long-time Dallas Cowboys’ assistant Gene

Stallings as the team’s new head coach.

Arizona
After 28 years in St. Louis, the Cardinals relocated to Arizona in the spring of 1988

and made Sun Devil Stadium on the campus of Arizona State University their new

home. Their first season in the Valley of the Sun began optimistically when the team
i-aced to a 7-4 record and a share of the NFC East Division lead. But untimely injuries

struck and a five-game losing streak ensued to finish the year, dashing hopes of the

club’s first post-.season berth since 1982. However, the Cardinals’ new home provided

club single-game (67,139 vs. Dallas in Ariz.ona inaugural game) and single-season
(472,937) attendance records in the team's first autumn in Arizona.

Following two seasons in their new locale, the Cardinals changed the face of their

team by hiring former Washington assistant Joe Bugel as the new Phoenix head coach.

Heritage
Reflecting the rich tradition of the franchise, 12 members of the Cardinals have

been enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame. They are Charles Bidwill, Guy

Chamberlin, Conzelman, Driscoll, Kiesling, Curly Lambeau. Dick “Night Train”

Lane, Ollie Matson, Nevers, Jim Thorpe, Trippi, and Larry Wilson. Wilson, the
team’s current general manager, was the most recent selection in 1978.

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Instant Replay
For the fifth consecutive season, NFL clubs

have approved a limited system of instant replay on
a one-year basis.

There is one significant change in the system
from 1989. All replay reviews which involve contact
to the field from the replay booth will be a maximum
of two minutes in duration, timed from the moment
when the umpire signals timeout.

The replay official will be assigned to a regular
officiating crew and will attend crew meetings the
day before each game.

The following table outlines the number of
reversals and plays closely reviewed by instant
replay in each of the previous four seasons.

Q-Why aren't most fouls included in this
system?

A-lt is recognized that in most circumstances
the on-field officials have the best vantage points
involving fouls. It is for this reason that instant replay
will not review a list of the following 26 fouls.

3. Grasp of face mask
4. False start
5. Defensive pass interference
6. Offensive pass interference

24. Unnecessary roughness
25. Unsportsmanlike conduct
26. Use of helmet as a weapon

Q-ls the television network carrying the
game part of the review process?

A-No. Although the replay official wil l be
viewing the l ive network feed, there is no
communication to television personnel as to which
plays to show or not to show. The replay official
does not hear the television commentators.

Q-What is the step-by-step procedure of a
play review?

A-The replay official will view game action and
a play will be replayed immediately on one of the
two monitors while the other one continues to record
the live feed.

The replay official makes a determination if further
study of the play is needed. If not, there is no contact
with the field and play continues without interruption.

If the replay official believes an error may have
been made, the umpire will be contacted via a headset.

The replay official will watch replay(s) on one or
both monitors and complete his review within a
reasonable period after the play is over.

The replay official will inform the umpire of his
decision and the referee will make the appropriate
announcement on the wireless microphone.

In 1986. the system was approved by a 23-4-1
vote. In 1987, the vote was 21-7. In 1988, replay
was cleared by a 23-5 margin. In 1989, the vote was
24-4.

The NFL has discussed instant replay in some
degree or other since the early 1970s. The league
experimented in 1976 and 1978 using two basic
frameworks-an independent system using cameras,
replay machines, and technicians separate from the
network covering the games, and a ''no-frills"
approach using existing television coverage.

In 1985, the NFL used the network feed of the
nine nationally-televised preseason games to
experiment with the basic system which later was
adopted for 1986, 1987, and 1988. A total of 28
plays (17 confirmed calls, 4 inconclusive, 1
reversed, and 6 no replay shown) were closely
examined in the 1985 experiment.

Q-What is the objective of this system?
A-The clubs feel that on certain plays the

telecast viewed by the general public sihould be
used to correct an indisputable error. The system
will be used to reverse an on-field decision only
when the replay official has indisputable visual
evidence available to him that warrants the change.

Q-Who will be involved?
A-The replay official (a former NFL or collegiate

official) will be positioned in a sideline replay booth
which will house two television monitors and two
high-speed VCRs plus radio communications to the
on-field officials. The replay official makes the
decision although a communicator (normally a
member of the league office staff) and a technician
also will be there to lend logistical help.

Q-Why is the system referred to as "limited"
instant replay?

A-This sytem will concentrate on plays of
possession or touching (e.g. fumbles, receptions,
interceptions, muffs) and most plays governed by the
sidelines, goal lines, end lines, and line of

home games broke the club's previous single-game attendance records. The season

total of 472,937 fans also easily eclipsed the Cardinal franchise's single-season home
attendance mark.

Originally erected in 1958, Sun Devil Stadium has been expanded four times

(1976, ‘77, ‘88. and ‘89). Capacity for NFL football in 1990 will be over 74,000.

Improvements costing about $20 million over the past three years have made the

facility a football showcase.

The bowl (south) end was connected two years ago by Arizona State’s dramatic

six-story Intercollegiate Athletic Complex building and an extension of loge-level

seats. A state-of-the-art video replay scoreboard and locker rooms in the north end also

were added. The color video replay system, situated in the southwest comer, offers

fans instant replays of game action. A complementary matrix board for messages and
statistical information sits in the southeast corner.
