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Press Box/Locker Room Routing
To reach the locker rooms from the press box, media must take the elevator
to the main concourse level. There is no suitable path to walk to ground level
from the press box. Emerging from the elevator at ground level, proceed
north (left) along the stadium concourse. Walk to field level through the
stands. Members of the media are permitted to view the conclusion of the
game from inside the field fence at the northwest corner of the field. They will
be allowed to proceed to the dressing rooms after game participants exit the
playing field. Media members are asked not to attempt to interview game
participants—players and coaches—as they exit the field.

Parking
Press parking at Sun Devil Stadium is located in lour places. Most media
parking is located in three locations south and southwest of Sun Devil
Stadium. A fourth ancillary location is east of the stadium.

FAX Service

Media requiring FAX service should contact a member of the Cardinal pub
lic relations staff prior to the game to fill out  a simple form outlining their
needs. A $10 fee is charged for long-distance FAXing.

Game Day
Credential Requests
Members of the news media who have not been issued season credentials
should request single-game credentials in writing on appropriate letter
head at least seven days in advance of the desired game. E-mail, or mail,
or FAX requests to Paul Jensen, Director of Public Relations, P.O. Box
888, Phoenix, AZ 85001-0888.

Credential Security
Beginning in 2002, the Cardinals will require pictures on season creden
tials. Contact the team’s public relations department to make photo
arrangements if you cannot provide a digital mug shot.

Credential Delivery
Credentials must be claimed in person for security purposes. If it is incon
venient to claim credentials at the Cardinals' public relations office at the
team’s training facility in south Tempe during normal working hours, they will
be available with proper identification at the "will call" window located in the
ticket office in the south end of Sun Devil Stadium (Fifth Street) on game
days. “Will call'' opens three hours prior to kickoff.

Sun Devil Stadium Media Entrance
The media entrance to Sun Devil Stadium is located at the southwest cor

ner above the television parking pad for media already holding credentials.
Media members who must claim credentials at “will call” may enter the sta
dium in the vicinity of the ticket office located at the south end of Sun Devil
Stadium off Fifth Street.

Photographers
Sideline photography in the National Football League is limited to working
media on specific assignment for an accredited sports publication or news
service. No freelance photographers are accommodated. Only network
television and authorized game personnel are admitted to the field without
a camera. All field photographers must remain outside the bench areas
and behind the broken lines that surround the entire perimeter of the play
ing field. All credentialed grips and messengers must remain on the
perimeter of the playing field.

Telephones
The Cardinals provide numerous telephone extensions from the Arizona
State University telephone system throughout the press box at Sun Devil
Stadium. Media outlets desiring dedicated lines should place orders by
contacting Qwest Communications (602/630-6314) for lines, and AT&T
(1-800/555-8111) for instruments.

Locker Room Access/Post-Game Interviews

Members of the media wishing to conduct post-game interviews in the
home and visiting locker rooms will be given access to players and coach
es after the suggested "cooling-off period following the conclusion of the
game. Access is available only to individuals holding working credentials.
Head Coach Dave McGinnis and selected players will hold their post-game
press conferences in an interview room located directly across the hall
from the Cardinals' locker room. Due to space limitations, an interview tent
is erected outside the back door of the visiting locker room for the visitors’
post-game interviews.

Locker Room Locations

NFL locker rooms are located in a separate building outside the north end
of Sun Devil Stadium, The Arizona locker room is the first room on the
right; the visitors’ locker room is at the end of the hallway.

During The Week
General Protocol

For the Cardinals’ public relations office to better serve media needs, all
members of the print and electronic press are asked to report to the pub
lic relations office upon arrival at the training facility. All photographers
must notify the public relations office of their presence prior to gaining
access to the practice field. No tripods are allowed. All media must claim
and display a media access sticker for security purposed.

Press Releases

The Cardinals now issue press releases via electronic transmissions—e-
mail and FAX, Press releases no longer are mailed. To be added to the
Cardinals’ e-mail address book for press releases, contact the public rela
tions office.

Player Interviews
During the regular-season work week. Cardinal players typically are available
to the media in the locker room during their lunch period. There is no media
access to players on Tuesdays, their off day. Additional interview access also
is available outside the locker room after the daily workouts and during pre
arranged appointments made through the public relations department.

Head Coach Dave McGinnis Interviews
Cardinal Head Coach Dave McGinnis is available to the media as he

leaves the practice field following each day's workout. On Mondays fol
lowing games and Tuesdays, the players' off day. McGinnis conducts an
interview session in the public relations department. Contact the Cardinals’
public relations staff to verify times.

Assistant Coaches/Staff Interviews
Interviews with Cardinal assistant coaches and other members of the

organization should be arranged through the public relations department.

Opponent Coach/Player Interviews
The head coach and a player from the Cardinals' upcoming opponent are
interviewed via mid-week conference call, usually Wednesday. Contact the
Cardinals’ public relations office each week to verify times.

The 71-year-old Chicago native presides over

the oldest continuously-operated professional foot
ball franchise that dales to 1898. The Cardinals and

the Chicago Bears are the two charter members of

the National Football League (1920).
The Cardinals have remained in the Bidwill

family since William's father. Charles, a promi

nent Chicago sports figure and member of the Pro

Football Hall of Fame, purchased the team in
1932. Charles ran the club until his death in the

Cardinals' NFL championship year of 1947.

His wife. Violet, guided the franchise's for

tunes for the next 15 years, followed jointly by
sons William and Charles. Jr. (Stormy). William
became sole owner in 1972.

Named a Cardinal vice president during his

ichael Bidwill has assumed a challenging

variety of responsibilities since joining the

Cardinals’ organization in 1996.

Bidwill's most visible role is his leadership in

overseeing the team's interests in the design and
construction of the new Cardinals’ stadium in the

■Valley that will serve as the team’s new home.
The pursuit of a new stadium remains

Bidwill’s primary focus. He has been a driving
force in community and political arenas as a vision
for the eventual public-private partnership went
from concept to reality.

The efforts of Bidwill and other community
leaders will bring the state of Arizona a new stadi
um home for the Cardinals. Fiesta Bowl, and
future Super Bowls while also creating revenue
streams to buoy the Cactus League (Arizona
spring training baseball), fund community youth
recreation, and double the state’s tourism promo
tion budget in Maricopa County. Bidwill oversaw
the campaign strategy that created the dramatic
come-from-behind win in which County voters
approved the stadium funding plan.

Bidwill’s impact on the Cardinals’ organiza
tion has been recognized. He is a past nominee for
Street ami Smith’s Sports Business Journal's “40
Under 40" celebrating the achievements of 40 of
the top young executives in sports, and was named
to The (Phoenix) Business Journal's “Valley 100-
Plus Influential," the commerce publication’s list
ing of prominent and influential business leaders
in greater Phoenix.

From 1990-96, Bidwill was a federal prosecu
tor in Phoenix where he specialized in homicide
and other violent crime cases. He also directed
three task forces, including the FBI’s gang task
force on the Navajo Indian Reservation in north
east Arizona.

He received seven letters of commendation in
his role with the U.S. Department of Justice from
various law enforcement agencies.

Larry Wilson, one of the greatest defensive backsin NFL history, has enjoyed a career that spans

43 years as a player and front-office executive.
A 1978 inductee into the Pro Football Hall of

Fame, Wilson received another milestone honor in
1994 when he was named to the NFL’s all-time

team announced to commemorate the league’s

75th anniversary.

A legendary defensive back for the Cardinals

during their first 13 seasons in St. Louis and one of

only four players in franchise history to have his

jersey retired, Wilson’s NFL career began with 13

seasons (1960-72) as a player and has continued

with a variety of administrative posts.

Wilson started his climb up the team’s organi

zational ladder as director of professional scouting

(1973-76) and director of professional personnel

(1977-88). He also guided the team as interim

head coach for the final three games of the 1979

season, earning credit for victories over the San
Francisco 49ers and New York Giants.

His current duties include responsibility for

Cardinal Charities, special events, team travel, and

training camp at Northern Arizona University in

Flagstaff, Arizona.

During the Cardinals’ inaugural season in

Phoenix in 1988, Wilson was appointed vice pres
ident and general manager to guide the franchise’s
football fortunes as it entered a new era in

Arizona, a position he held through the 1993 sea

son. During that span, Wilson hired a new head

coach (Joe Bugel) and director of college scouting

(Bob Ackles), played an active part in planning the

Cardinals’ state-of-the-art training facility, took a
prominent role in the team’s draft decision mak

ing, and implemented an aggressive approach to
free agency.

As a player. Wilson reached legendary status as

a hard-hitting six-time all-pro and eight-time Pro

Bowl free safety, appearing in 169 NFL games—

all as a Cardinal—from 1960-72. His name is ref

erenced throughout the Cardinal record book.

He still owns club records for career intercep

tions (52), career interception yardage (800), and

single-game interception return yardage (1 15).

Wilson’s 96-yard interception return for a

touchdown against Cleveland on December 19,

1965 remains the longest in Cardinal history, and

his 91-yard interception for a touchdown the fol

lowing year against Philadelphia remains third on

the same list. He led the Cardinals in interceptions

six times and intercepted three passes in a single

game twice.
He also held or shared the franchise record for

career interception returns for touchdowns (five)
until 1997 when cornerback Aeneas Williams tal

lied his sixth.

In 1966, WiLson enjoyed one of his finest sea

sons with an NFL-leading 10 interceptions,

including three in one game against the Chicago

Bears on October 31, while tying a league record

by intercepting a pass in seven consecutive games.
Wilson also held the Cardinal record for

longest fumble return, an 88-yard jaunt for a

touchdown at Green Bay on December 21, 1969,
until 2000 when Williams broke it with an NFL

record-tying 105-yard return. Wilson’s 88-yarder
was one of two career fumbles he returned for

touchdowns and one of 12 career fumbles he

recovered, the latter ranking fifth in Card annals.

Born in Rigby, Idaho, Wilson was a running

back at the University of Utah.

Wilson was selected by the Cardinals in the
seventh round of the I960 NFL Draft. After con

verting to the defensive backfield due to injuries,
Wilson and coach Chuck Drubs innovated one of

today’s most potent and exciting aspects of defen

sive football—the safety blitz.

Wilson and his wife, Nancy, reside in
Scottsdale, Arizona.3

Ferguson lettered three times at linebacker at

the University of Washington, garnering second
team all-Pac-8 Conference accolades as a junior
and senior.

He earned a 1973 bachelor’s degree in radio/tel
evision communications from the Seattle school

before free-agent tryouts with the San Diego

Chargers (1973), Los Angeles Rams (1974), and
Portland Storm of the World Football League (1974).

Ferguson and his wife, Colleen, have three

daughters—Vanessa (Rute), Nathalie, and Allison.

The family resides in Gilbert, Arizona.^

ob Ferguson became the Cardinals’ senior
football official on May 1, 1999 when

President William V. Bidwill promoted him to the

newly-created position of general manager.

Later in 1999, he was appointed to the NFL’s

prestigious Competition Committee that oversees

competitive aspects of the game on the field and

recommends rules and policy changes to the clubs.

He currently serves on the committee with

Ravens’ Vice President-Player Personnel Ozzie

Newsome, Indianapolis Colts President Bill

od Graves begins his sixth season with the
Cardinals as assistant to the president after 13

years in various personnel capacities with the
Chicago Bears.

Graves joined the Cards in June of 1997 and
was appointed to assume responsibility for the
administration of the team’s scouting department
in May of 1998.

In his current capacity, Graves, 43, also serves
as the team’s primary contract negotiator in addi
tion to overseeing college and professional scout
ing efforts, assisting salary-cap management, and
consulting on other business aspects of the foot
ball operation.

State University (O.S.U.), begins his eighth season

in scouting after coaching the Cardinals’ defensive
line in 1994.

Stanley, a 13-year NFL coaching veteran,

joined the Cardinals in 1995 following six seasons

with the Houston Oilers, including 1993 when the

Oilers set a club record with 52 quarterback sacks

and ranked first in the NFL in both rushing defense

(79.6 yards per game) and interceptions (26).

Houston logged 50 sacks in 1992.

Before joining the Oilers, Stanley served as

defensive coordinator for the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers in 1986.

From 1983-84, he compiled a 22-14 record as

head coach of the Panthers, a span that included a

12-6 mark, the USFL championship, and league

coach-of-the-year honors in 1983.
He was defensive backs coach in 1979 for the

New York Giants and from 1980-82 with the

Atlanta Falcons.

As the six-year (1973-78) head coach at

O.S.U., the Cowboys posted a 35-33-2 composite
record and earned bowl victories in 1974 (Fiesta)

and '76 (Tangerine). The latter 9-3 squad was Big

Eight Conference co-champion. During his

Stillwater stay, he also was selected to coach in the
East-West Shrine Game (1973), the Hula Bowl

(1977), and the Japan Bowl (1977).

head-coaching position, Stanley was the Cowboys’

2001 Head-Coaching Debut
What McGinnis did in his first year as a head

coach is simple: Besides more than doubling the
Cardinals' victory total from the previous sea
son—from a dismal three to a respectable seven
and an assortment of tantalizing near-misses—he
resurrected a franchise by infusing passion and
enthusiasm into the team and its community.

He led from the outset!



His first order of business, a roster makeover,

was swift and decisive. When his paring was com

plete, an undaunted McGinnis fielded the NFL’s
youngest team, one that averaged 25.2 years of
age/3.3 years of NFL experience on opening day.

Nearly two-thirds of the roster that included 13
rookies (eight draft picks, five free agents) and 18
new faces from the 2000 opening-day roster
offered three years or less of NFL experience.
Thirteen rookies were the team's most since mov

ing to Arizona in 1988. Seven rookies started at
least one game!

McGinnis overhauled the offense with a new

philosophy overseen by a new offensive coordina
tor (Rich Olson) and a revamped staff of offensive
assistants. Newcomers Geep Chryst (quarter
backs), who returned to Arizona following a two-
year hiatus in San Diego, Pete Hoener (tight ends),
and Jerry Sullivan (receivers) joined holdovers
Mike Devlin (offensive line a.s.sistant), Johnny

Roland (running backs), and George Warhop
(offensive line).

Offensive improvement was immediate.
Behind the NFL's largest offensive line, averaging
6-5.5 inches and 326.6 pounds, the unit commit
ted only 14 pass interceptions and 27 total
turnovers (14 interceptions/13 lo.st fumbles), a
team low in a 16-game season. The Cards went
consecutive games without a turnover for the first
time since 1982 (307 games). A 45-point outburst
against Detroit in November was Arizona’s high
est scoring output since 1977 (332 games). The
Cards suffered only 29 quarterback sacks, the
franchise’s fewest in a 16-game season. And 10
rushing touchdowns bettered nine other teams—
Atlanta, Buffalo. Carolina, Cleveland, Dallas,

Denver, Detroit, New Orleans, and Philadelphia.
The Cardinals' defense. McGinnis’ specialty,

entered 2001 with little fanfare and its share of

detractors following the off-season departures of
two Pro Bowlers—cornerbacks Aeneas Williams
and end Simeon Rice—and five other linemen—

Andre Wadsworth, Mark Smith, Brad Ottis, Corey

Sears, and Tony McCoy—who made starts a year
earlier.

The 343 opponent points were the fewest
allowed by Arizona since 1994 (267).

Arizona’s defense scored five touchdowns, a

feat accomplished only four other times since
I960 (1995, ’87, ’64, ’61) in franchise history.

Arizona held 1 1 opponents to 20 poijits or less,
a team best since 1994 (13 opponents).

The Cardinal defense also teamed with quarter
back Jake Plummer’s resurgence to produce a plus-
three interception differential (14 thrown/17 made),
a squad best since 1994 (19 thrown/23 made).

Ten opponent rushing touchdowns were the
second fewest against the Cardinals in a 16-game
season (7, 1994).

The defensive improvement was all the more
remarkable considering the constant flux of per
sonnel. Arizona fielded 14 different starting defen
sive combinations in 16 games—seven different
front fours, four different sets of linebackers, and
seven different defensive secondaries!

Overall, Arizona was flagged for only 72
penalties (620 yards), the fifth lowest total in the
NFL and the second fewest in the NFC. The 620

penalty yards were the NFC low.
Inexperience and growing pains brought only

two victories in the first eight outings, but the sea
son’s second half was a totally different story

when only 17 points separated the Cardinals from
a perfect 8-0 slate.

In all. the season was typical of any growth
spurt—youthful mistakes leading to maturation
providing optimism and promise for the future.

"What we did with the NFL’s youngest team
bodes well for the future," was McGinnis' simple
assessment of his first season as a head coach.

Pedigree
The sports-minded McGinnis—he excelled in

football and baseball for the Snyder High School
Fighting Tigers, became an avid golfer, and
remains a regular jogger—gravitated to football
quickly and comfortably, like his favorite pair of
Levis. It became his first love. A childhood in
football-mad Texas does that to a kid.

En route to the Cardinals, McGinnis played for
or coached under the likes of Jim Dickey (Kansas
State), NFL legend and NBC-TV personality Mike
Ditka (Chicago Bears), A1 Onofrio (Missouri), Jim
Pittman (Texas Christian). Dennis Raetz (Indiana
State), Jim Shofner (T.C.U.). Vince Tobin
(Missouri, Bears, Cardinals), and Miami

Dolphins’ Head Coach Dave Wannstedt (Bears),
Yet, McGinnis still credits his high school

football and basebtill coach. Speedy Moffett, for
instilling the tenets he has followed throughout his
athletic career. It’s a Texas thing.

"He preached the necessity of putting your val
ues and goals in direct line with the values and goals
of your team,” McGinnis lauds.

McGinnis and his first defensive staff com

prised of holdovers Larry Marmie (defensive coor
dinator). Hall of Famer Joe Greene (defensive
line), and Jeff FitzGerald (linebackers) plus new
comer Kevin Ramsey (defensive backs) instead
fielded a spirited, selfless, unheralded unit that
acquitted itself consistently throughout 2001.

The surprising Cardinal defenders, despite a
season-long inability to pressure the opposing
quarterback (only 19 sacks, fewest by the Cards in
a  16-game season), allowed fewer yards
(5,685-5.737), significantly fewer rushing yards
(2,087-2,609), and most importantly, fewer points
(343-443) and touchdowns (39-52) than the 2000

unit featuring the high-profile veterans. (Head Coach Dave McGinnis continued on page 30)

A defensive back, McGinnis was a two-year
.starter (1971-72) and three-time letterman

(1970-72). His five interceptions as a junior tied
for the team lead. He also earned a bachelor's

degree in business administration.

assistant (1975). then as defensive backs coach

(1976-77). After a stay at Indiana State as secondary
coach that began in 1978. McGinnis returned to
T.C.U. in 1982 for one season as defensive backfield

coach before joining Kansas State as defensive ends
and linebackers coach from 198,2-85.

Da Bears
By 1986. professional football came calling in

the form of the unforgettable Cliicago Bears, fresh
from their dominating Super Bowl-championship
season of 1985.

McGinnis had landed in the lap of perhaps the
most memorable collection of athletes and charac

ters in NFL history. Behind the team's success and
swagger, the principals—Ditka's high-profile
nucleus of front-line players included Richard
Dent, Gary Fencik. Dan Hampton, Wilber
Marshall, Jim McMahon. Steve McMichael,

Walter Payton. Mike Singletary, Otis Wilson, et
al—blended into a complicated labyrinth of abili
ty. ego. independence, and style that accelerated
the learning curve of the young, ascending coach.

McGinnis spent 10 seasons (1986-95) coach
ing the Bears' linebackers, a span that included
nine playoff games. In his decade with the Bears,
the Chicago defense ranked among the top six
teams in fewest yards allowed seven times.
McGinnis also was part of a defensive staff that
led the NFL in few'est points allowed in 1986 {then
NFL-record low of 187) and 1988 and ranked first
or second in total defense from 1986-88.

In addition, McGinnis coached Pro Bowl play
ers at all three linebacker positions—outside line
backers Wilson and Marshall, and middle line

backer Singletary, a 1998 Pro Football Hall of
Fame inductee who made the Pro Bowl every sea
son under McGinnis' tutelage.

Chicago also blessed him with two relation
ships that have enriched his life immeasurably—
marriage to the former Kim Kvasnicka. who
caught his eye at Kansas State, and a life-long bond
with Singletary, who McGinnis feels is the tough
est and most inspirational player he has coached.

The Coaching Climb
McGinnis spent the first 13 years of his coaching

career in the collegiate ranks, beginning at his alma
mater. T.C.U.. as a graduate assistant from 1973-74.
In 1975. he moved to Missouri, first as a graduate

Finding A Home in The Desert
McGinnis was pried out of Chicago by Tobin

in 1996 to join his first Cardinal coaching staff.
"Mac" relished his first opportunity to coordinate
an NFL defense and grow professionally.

McGinnis' first year at the Cardinals' defensive
controls produced a unit that climbed from 26th
overall in 1995 to 2Lst in '96. allowed nine fewer

touchdowns, and fought its way from last in the
NFL against the run (140.6 yards per game) in
1995 to 21 St (1 16.4) in '96. In addition. Card oppo
nents gained almost one full yard less per rushing
attempt than in '95 (4.5-3.6) as eight of 16 Arizona
opponents failed to crack 100 yards rushing.

In 1997. the Cards' third-down success on

defense was noteworthy. Arizona's defenders held



opponents to just 76 third-down conversions, sec

ond in the NFC to Tampa Bay (75), and allowed

only one conversion in 27 Ihird-and-long (11 or

more yards) tries.

Consequently, the ’97 Cardinal defense forced

more punts—94—than all but three other teams

(Detroit-97, Dallas-95, and Washington-95), and

36 percent more than 1996 (69 punts).

In addition, Arizona’s defense yielded only

4.85 yards per pass on third down, an improve

ment of over a yard and one-half compared to

1996 (6.46 yards per third-down passing play).

The 1998 Cardinal defense helped lead the

Cardinals into postseason play with 39 takeaways,

trailing only NFC champion Atlanta (44) and

Seattle (42) and nearly doubling Arizona’s total

from the previous season. Fielding I I different

starting lineups in 16 regular-season games, the

unit Finished with three rookie or first-year starters

and only four 16-game starters.

Attrition in the trenches hampered Arizona's

overall 1999 defense, yet the group ranked ninth in

the NFL against the pass, allowing only 197.3 air

yards per game. His latest linebacking protegee.
Ronald McKinnon, became the First 200-tackle

defender in Cardinal history.

In 2000. the wheels came off. Seven games into

the season. Bidwill looked to McGinnis to shepherd

the team—and franchise—through what remained

of the 3-13 shipwreck season as interim head coach.

He immediately appointed defensive backs

coach Larry Marmie coordinator of the Cards'

defense that was decimated by injuries, fielding 10

different starting alignments in its front seven.

Only four defenders started every game.

The results were humbling, but the undaunted

McGinnis found opportunity in adversity. A near-

miss 21-10 loss to playoff-bound New Orleans on

October 29 in McGinnis’ first game at the Cards'

helm set the stage for dramatics the following week.

As Maricopa County pondered the future of the

Cardinals via its vote on a new stadium two days

later, McGinnis led the Cards against the

Washington Redskins and emerged with his first

head-coaching victory in an emotional 16-15 upset

victory. Poetically, the victory was sparked by

Arizona's defense, primarily cornerback Aeneas

Williams’ NFL record-tying 105-yard fumble
return for a touchdown.

The victory is credited with playing a significant

role in Proposition 302’s passage at the ballot box

two days later.Q

Former Arizona State University Head CoachLarry Marmie begins his seventh year with the
Cardinals and his second full season as defensive
coordinator.

He served as the team's defensive backs coach

from 1996 until midway through the 2000 season

when he was elevated to the coordinator position
following the appointment of then-defensive coor
dinator Dave McGinnis to interim head coach.

Marmie brought 26 years of collegiate coach
ing experience to the Cardinals in 1996 when he
accepted his first professional coaching position.

Marmie's unheralded 2001 Arizona defense,

minus two Pro Bowlers (cornerback Aeneas
Williams and end Simeon Rice) and five other
linemen (Andre Wadsworth. Mark Smith. Brad

Ottis, Corey Sears, and Tony McCoy) who made
starts a year earlier, acquitted itself well.

Despite 14 different starting combinations and
generating only 19 quarterback sacks, the unit
allowed fewer yards (5.685-5.737). significantly
fewer rushing yards (2.087-2,609). and most impor
tantly, fewer points (343^143) and touchdowns
(39-52) than the higher-profiled 2000 defense.

The 343 opponent points were the fewest
allowed by Arizona since 1994 (267) and the

defenders held the opposition to 20 points or less
11 times, a team best since 1994 (13 opponents).

Finally, Arizona's 2001 defense scored five

touchdowns, a feat the Cards accomplished only
four other times since 1960.

Earlier in Marmie's Cardinal tenure. Williams

was recognized with his third, fourth, fifth, and

sixth Pro Bowls. Williams' two 1997 interception
returns for touchdowns led the NFC and raised his

career total to six. breaking Hall of Earner Larry
Wilson's team mark of five.

Strong safety Pat Tillman posted a team-lead
ing 224 tackles in 2000, the highest single-season
total in franchise history.

Free safety Kwamie Lassiter blossomed in 1998
in his first extended playing time as a starter,
equalling the NFL single-game record with four
interceptions vs. San Diego in the regular-season
finale. Lassiter’s eight ’98 interceptions led the NFC.

Lassiter also scored his first NFL touchdown

in 1999. a 78-yard interception return against
Philadelphia that ranks as the fifth longest in fran
chise history.

In 1998 during the Cardinals’ return to post
season play, Marmie tutored a secondary that
fielded a rookie starter in every game—free safe
ty Tillman for the first 1 1, cornerback Corey
Chavous for the last
seven.

Marmie spent the 1995
season tutoring UCLA's
defensive backs following
three years (1992-94) as
Tennessee's
coordinator in his second
stint at the Knoxville
school.

defensive

He was head coach at
Arizona State from

1988-91. posting a
22-21-1

record, after earlier serv-
as the Sun Devils'

defensive coordinator

from 1985-87. a span that
included A.S.U.’s 1986

Pac-10 Conference and Rose Bowl championship
team. Marmie's '86 Sun Devil defensive unit led

the Pac-10 in scoring defense.
The former Eastern Kentucky quarterback

(1962-65) entered the coaching ranks at Berea
(Ky.) High School (1966-67) following his colle
giate playing career. A four-year stint as secondary
and defensive line coach at Morehead (Ky.) State
(1968-71) followed before returning to E.K.U. for
five seasons (1972-76) to coach the defensive line
and linebackers.

Marmie later served as defensive coordinator

at Tulsa (1977-78). defensive backfield coach at
North Carolina (1979-82), and defensive coordi

nator in his first stay at Tennessee (1983-84) when
he was named the Southeastern Conference assis

tant coach-of-the-year in 1983.
Marmie. a native of Barnesville. Ohio, holds a

Jim Sweeney, and Norv Turner
begins his second season as the Cardinals’ offen
sive coordinator.

The 26-year coaching veteran spent the previ
ous six years in Seattle (1995-98) and Washington
(1999-2000). A two-time collegiate offensive
coordinator, his appointment to the Cardinals’ post
was his first NFL coordinating position.

His first Arizona offense displayed marked

improvement in 2001. The unit threw only 14 pass
interceptions and made just 27 total turnovers, a
team low in a 16-game season. The offense’s 5.13-
yard average per play was the Cards’ best since
1993. Arizona scored at least 30 points three times,
the most in one season since 1996 (four), and its

45-point explosion against Detroit on November
18 was the team’s highest single-game scoring out
put in 332 games (1977).

Arizona also posted back-to-back games with
out a turnover, a team first in 307 outings (1982),
Furthermore, the Cards logged 10 rushing touch
downs. bettering nine other teams—Atlanta,
Buffalo, Carolina, Cleveland, Dallas. Denver,

Detroit, New Orleans, and Philadelphia.
As quarterbacks coach for Turner’s Redskins.

Olson tutored 1999 Pro Bowl quarterback Brad
Johnson, who completed a team-record 316 pass
es for 4,005 yards and 24 touchdowns en route to
a 10-6 record and Washington’s first division title
since 1991.

Chris Gedney caught four touchdown passes, the

most by an Arizona tight end since 1988.

Chryst hails from an athletic family. His father,
George, was a successful football coach at
Wisconsin-Platteville from 1980-92 and was
instrumental in the formation of the "Cheese

League." the annual intJux of NFL training camps

to Wisconsin colleges, when he enticed the
Chicago Bears to being training at the Platteville
campus in 1984.

In 1980, George Chryst's first season as head
coach. Platteville staged the then-greatest come

back in NCAA history, overcoming a 33-0
deficit to defeat Wisconsin-Eau Claire 52-43 for

Charles Edward Greene, known as “Mean Joe” toa generation of football fans and a member of
the NFL’s all-time team named in 1994 to commem

orate the league’s 75th anniversary, is the Arizona
Cardinals’ seventh-year defensive line coach,

Greene, one of the greatest defensive tackles in
the history of the National Football League, was
inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1987

to cap his legendary 13-year playing career
(1969-81), He was considered the heart of

Pittsburgh’s “Steel Curtain” defense that led the
Steelers to four Super Bowl championships, A
perennial all-pro tackle for the Steelers who record
ed 66 quarterback sacks during his career, Greene
was selected to 10 Pro Bowls, including eight con
secutively from 1970-77, and was named to the Pro
Football Hall of Fame’s “Team of the 1970s,”

Greene is a 15-season NFL coaching veteran.
Prior to joining the Cardinals, he tutored the
Miami Dolphins’ defensive line for four seasons
(1992-95) following five campaigns (1987-91) as
the Pittsburgh Steelers’ defensive line coach.
During Greene’s tenure on the Pittsburgh coaching
staff, the Steelers were the AFC’s top-rated team
in giveaway-takeaway ratio. In addition,
Pittsburgh finished among the top five AFC teams
in run defense four of Greene's five seasons while

also leading the NFL in total defense and pass
defense in 1990,

In Miami in 1994, the Dolphins set a club record
by allowing only 89,4 yards per game rushing to
rank second in the AFC and fourth in the NFL,

Greene’s leadership and ingenuity were put to
the test the past two seasons when he was forced to
field seven different starting defensive line combi
nations both years, including four rookies last year.

Two of the rookies, defensive ends Kyle
Vanden Bosch and Fred Wakefield, blossomed.

The former, a second-round draft choice from

Nebraska, quickly earned a starting Job and

flashed glimpses of brilliance before a knee
injury prematurely scuttled his season after three
games. The latter, a free agent from Illinois,
seized his opportunity to start the season’s final
1 1 games and register a team-best 16 quarterback
hurries. Both Vanden Bosch (fumble recovery)
and Wakefield (interception) scored defensive
touchdowns, marking the first time two Cardinal
rookie modern-era defensive linemen scored in
the same season.

In 1999, Greene’s only lineman to start every
game, end Simeon Rice, set a franchise single-sea-
son record with 16,5 quarterback sacks, good for
second in the NFL,

During the Cards’
1998 playoff run, Greene’s
defensive linemen, despite
two rookie or llrst-year
starters most of the season

of Arizona’s 39 sacks. The

group also was credited
with 15 deflected passes.

Following his retirement in 1982. Greene
worked as a color analyst for CBS-TV and owned
restaurants in the Dallas area before rejoining the
Steelers in 1987.

A unanimous choice as the nation's top defen
sive lineman as a senior at North Texas State (now

the University of North Texas) in 1968. Greene
was the fourth player selected in the 1969 NFL
Draft. He earned NFL defensive rookie-of-the-

year honors the following season.
Greene also has served on his alma mater's

board of trustees.

Blanchard also set then-club records of 13

consecutive field goals in both 1996 and '97. Over
the '96-97 seasons, Blanchard tallied an NFL-

leading 252 points, the best two-season point total
in Colts’ history.

In 1998, his first season back in the Cards’

nest, Kuhlmann’s pair of tight ends, Johnny
McWilliams and Chris Gedney. combined to catch
48 passes for 555 yards and five touchdowns.

Overall. Kuhimann has tutored four kickers to

Pro Bowl appearances—Player, Blanchard, and
Gardocki, and Chester Marcol (1972 with Green

Johnnie Morton, and Germane Crowell. Before

his tenure with Detroit. Sullivan spent five cam

paigns (1992-96) as receivers coach for the San

Diego Chargers.
Wide receiver David Boston blossomed under

Sullivan's guidance in 2001. emerging as one of
the NFL's elite offensive talents. Boston led the

NFL with 1,598 receiving yards that also set

Arizona’s single-season record en route to his first

Pro Bowl selection as a consensus all-pro choice.

Boston afso led the NFL with nine 100-yard

receiving games and became the second youngest

(23 years, four months) player in league history to

eclipsed the 1.500-yard mark.

Born July 13. 1944 in Miami, Florida.

■Sullivan played football and baseball at Jackson
High School in Miami before enrolling at Florida
State to play football (quarterback). He trans
ferred to Della State after tw'o years, receiving a
bachelor of science degree in education in 1968,
and a master's degree in guidance and secondary
education in 1969.

Sullivan began his coaching career at Cooper
High School in Vicksburg, Mississippi in 1970
and entered the college ranks in 1971 as a gradu
ate assistant at Kansas State where he subsequent
ly served as freshmen coach in 1972.

After three years (1973-75) as tight ends and
freshmen coach at Texas Tech. Sullivaji spent the
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next seven years (1976-82) at South Carolina
where he mentored the wide receivers. After serv

ing the 1983 season at Indiana under Head Coach

Sam Wyche, Sullivan began another seven-year
stint, this time at Louisiana State. While at the

Baton Rouge school, Sullivan helped the Tigers
win the Southeastern Conference title in 1986 and

'88 and honed the skills of two-time all-America

wide receiver Wendell Davis, a first-round selec

tion of the Chicago Bears in the 1988 NFL Draft,

After spending 1991 at Ohio State, Sullivan

joined the Chargers and Head Coach Bobby Ross
for the next five seasons (1992-96) when San

Diego won AFC West titles with 1 1-.‘5 records in

1992 and ’94 and appeared in six playoff games,

including Super Bowl XXIX in Miami to complete
the 1994 season.

Notable among his accomplishments in San

Diego was the development of Tony Martin into

one of the top receivers in the NFL. In 1996,
Martin tied for the NFL lead with 14 touchdown

receptions with his second consecutive 1,000-yard

season and his first Pro Bowl honor. The following

season. Martin, a former college quarterback, set a

Chargers' single-season record with 90 receptions.
When Ross was named head coach of the

Detroit Lions in 1997, Sullivan joined him in the

Motor City and worked his magic again with the

Lions' receiving corps. The duo of Moore and

Morton was the top receiving tandem in '97 with

184 receptions, ranked second in 1998 with 151

catches, and fourth in '99 with 161 grabs.

Moore’s receptions in 1997 shared the NFL

receiving lead with Oakland Raider Tim Brown.

Moore and Morton comprised the most prolif

ic pass-catching combination in the league from

1997-98, snatching 335 passes during the span.

The trio was joined in 1999 by Crowell, who

exploded onto the scene with a team-high 81
catches for 1.338 yards and seven touchdowns.

Sullivan and his wife, Connie, have three chil

dren, Jon Eric, Matthew, and Allison. The family
resides in Phoenix.^
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eorge Warhop begins his filth season as

Arizona's offensive line coach following two

campaigns as an offensive line assistant with the
St. Louis Rams.

■Warhop cunently shepherds the NFL's largest
offensive line (6-5.5 inch, 326-pound average) fea
turing tackles L.J. Shelton and Anthony Clement,
guai'ds Pete Kendall and Leonard Davis, and center
Mike Gruttadauria.

G Since taking over his position duties in 1997.
Warhop has tutored the Arizona line through a steady
decline in quarterback sacks allowed—78 (1997). 50
(1998). 45 (1999). 35 (2000). and 29 (2001). The lat
ter was the second fewest in franchi.se history in a 16-
game season, trailing only the 22-sack effort of the
fabled 1978 line lhat featured tackle Dan Dierdorf
guard Bob Young, and center Tom Banks, all Pro
Bowlers that .season.

Warhop's linemen also deserve a lion's share of
credit for the Cardinals' 5.13-yard average gain per
play last season, a team best since 1993 (5. 176).

In 1998. his first season with the Cardinals,
Wtuhop's linemen allowed 50 sacks, a 28-sack
improvement over the previous season when Arizona
allowed a league-high 78 sacks.

Warhop was offensive line coach at Southern
Methodist, then served in a similar capacity at
Boston College from 1994—95 where one of his
linemen was Cardinal guard Pete Kendall.

Arizona Cardinals

What the dynamic McGinnis did in his first
year as a head coach is simple: Besides more than
doubling the Cardinals' victory total from the pre
vious season—from a dismal three to a respectable
seven and an assortment of tantalizing near-miss

es—he resurrected a franchise by infusing passion
and enthusiasm into the team and its community.

The transformation began December 18, 2000
when the personable, straight-talkin’ west Texan
was named the Cardinals’ 32nd head coach.

McGinnis’ off-season makeover left him with

the NFL’s youngest team, one that averaged 25.2
years of age/3.3 years of NFL experience on open
ing day. Excluding veteran long-snapper Trey
Junkin, who already had passed his 40th birthday
on opening day when he began his 19th NFL sea
son, the averages skewed younger yet—24.9/3.0.

Nearly two-thirds of the roster that included 13
rookies (eight draft picks, five free agents) and 18
new faces from the 2000 opening-day roster
offered three years or less of NFL experience.
Thirteen rookies were the team’s most since mov

ing to Arizona in 1988.
Seven rookies started at least one game!

Fast Finish
The season’s second half, however, was a

totally different story when only 17 points separat
ed the Cardinals from a perfect 8-0 slate!

The turnaround began with three consecutive
wins vs. Detroit (45-38), at San Diego (20-17),
and an overtime shocker at Oakland (34-31). They
were followed by narrow setbacks vs. Washington
(20-10) and at the N.Y. Giants (17-13), a home-

field victory over Dallas (17-10), a never-in-doubt
first-visit triumph at Carolina (30-7), Arizona’s
most decisive triumph since 1993 (131 games,
38-10 vs. L.A. Rams), and a season-ending disap
pointment in a steady cold rain at Washington
(20-17) that Arizona led most of the way.

The Cards posted a 3-1 mark versus the
American Football Conference (AFC), equalling
their best effort in a 16-game season (1994,
’83-84, ’81).

The unlikely victory at Oakland ended two
Raider winning streaLs—10 consecutive home
games, 10 straight successes vs. National Football
Conference (NFC) opponents.

In all. the season was typical of any growth
spurt—youthful mistakes leading to maturation
providing optimism and promise for the future.

Slow Start
The season, the Cardinals’ last campaign as a

member of the NFC Eastern Division, started slow- The Offense
ly- McGinnis overhauled the offense with a new

philosophy overseen by a new offensive coordina
tor (Rich Olson) and a revamped staff of offensive
assistants. Newcomers Geep Chryst (quarter
backs), who returned to Arizona following a two-
year hiatus in San Diego, Pete Hoener (tight ends),
and Jeny Sullivan (receivers) joined holdovers
Mike Devlin (offensive line assistant), Johnny
Roland (running backs), and George Warhop
(offensive line).

Solidifying the offensive line was the second
order of busine,ss. That was accomplished with the
arrivals of veteran free-agent guard Pete Kendall
(Seattle) and mammoth first-round (second over

all) draft choice Leonard Davis (University of
Texas). They blended with three veteran
holdovers—tackles L.J. Shelton and Anthony
Clement, center Mike Gruttadauria—to form an

imposing front. The unit was the NFL’s largest
offensive line, averaging 6-5.5 inches and 326.6
pounds. Shelton and Clement answered the bell
for every snap from scrimmage.

Arizona’s week-one “open date” and the ter
rorism-postponed week-two game put the
Cardinals on the shelf for 23 days between their
preseason finale and regular-season opener. By the
time Arizona opened at Sun Devil Stadium again.st
the Denver Broncos on Sept. 23, the Cardinals
counted 273 days between regular-.season games!

Once the young squad hit the field, growing
pains were expected. They came—quickly!

Arizona lost six of its first eight outings,
including an unexpected assortment of agonizing
ly close setbacks at Chicago (20-13), at Dallas
(17-3), vs. Philadelphia (21-7). and vs. the N.Y.
Giants (17-10) following two season-opening
train wrecks at home against Denver (38-17),
Arizona’s first home opener since 1987, and
Atlanta (34-14). The latter two outings kicked off
in 103- and 104-degree temperatures, the two
highest regular-season kickoff readings in
Cardinal history.

Only a harrowing 21-20 comeback victory at
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ning backs Michael Pittman and
Thomas Jones, wide receivers

David Boston. Frank Sanders, and

Rob Moore, and tight end Terry
Hardy were in place to mold the
new offense.

Collectively, the unit displayed
marked improvement.

240 pounds, may have begun
redefining his position while jump
ing to elite status in NFL receiving
circles.

His 1,598 receiving yards led the
NFL, broke Moore’s single-season
franchise record (1,584 yards, 1997),
and earned the former Ohio State
star his fi rst trip to the Pro Bowl.

Boston also led the NFL with
nine 100-yard games, a team record
(8, Moore, 1997), including four

Dave McGinnis more than doubied
the Cardinais' victory total in his
first season as a head coach with
passion and enthusiasm. (2001 Review continued on page 178)
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touchdowns.

Boston’s threat is unique, combining power,
size, and speed,

Olson’s new offense, Chryst’s return, and
Boston’s emergence were key factors in
Plummer's resurrection.

The fifth-year pro, who had thrown 45 inter
ceptions the previous two seasons, returned to
form in 2001, dropping his pickoff total to 14,
including only two in his final 205 pass attempts
and none in a span of 142 consecutive passes.

His 2.7 interception rate ranks best among
franchise passers with at least 500 single-season
pass attempts.

Plummer led the NFL with 1,277 fourth-quar
ter passing yards and tied San Francisco’s Jeff
Garcia with 10 fourth-stanza touchdown passes.

Plummer, the league’s skinniest ironhorse. and
New York Giant signal-caller Keny Collins, were
the only NFL quarterbacks to take every snap from
centei- for their teams in 2001.

Recapturing his late-game magic. Plummer
posted the 13th (at Philadelphia), 14th (vs.
Detroit), 15th (at San Diego), and 16th (at
Oakland) career comebacks. Along the way, he
registered his 2.000th pass attempt and 14,000th
passing yard.

Against Atlanta in the season’s second outing,
he completed 11 consecutive passes, the second
longest streak of his career. Against Detroit,

Plummer equalled his career high with four touch
down passes.

He improved his careei' numbers to include
1,256 completions in 2,224 attempts (.565) for
14.650 yards, 72 touchdowns, and 94 intercep
tions. Those digits already rank him third on the
Cardinals’ career lists for completions, attempts,
and passing yardage at 27 years of age.

He also enjoyed a plus-four touchdown
pass/interception differential, his single-season
career best, as were his 79.6 quarterback rating. 18
touchdown passes, and 14 interceptions.

Knee woes sidelined Moore for a second con

secutive season, robbing Plummer of the Boston-
Moore-Sanders trio of which dreams are made.

But Sanders, an ideal complement to Boston,
authored three of Arizona’s four longest recep
tions—68 yards (touchdown) vs. Detroit, and 58
yards vs. Dallas and Atlanta. His season included his
lOOth NFL appearance and his 100th professional
start. A hamstring injui-y ended his sti'ing of 107 con
secutive appearances December 2 at Oakland.

Sanders raised his career statistics to 459 recep
tions for 6.179 yards to rank fifth in Ctudinal annals
in both categories.

Pittman (14 starts) and Jones (two starts) capa
bly shared the running-back post. They combined
for 1.226 yards rushing—846 by Pittman, 380 by
Jones—making Pittman the team rushing leader
for the second consecutive year.

The Cardinals’ defense entered 2001 with
little fanfare and its share of detractors fol

lowing tile off-season departures of two Pro
Bowlers—cornerbacks Aeneas Williams and
end Simeon Rice—and five other linemen—

Andre Wadsworth. Mark Smith. Brad Ottis,

Corey Sears, and Tony McCoy—who made
starts a year earlier.

The undaunted McGinnis and his first

defensive staff comprised of holdovers Larry
Marmie (defensive coordinator), Hall of
Famer Joe Greene (defensive line), and Jeff

FitzGerald (linebackers) plus newcomer Kevin
Ramsey (defensive backs) instead fielded a

spirited, selfless, unheralded unit that acquit
ted itself consistently throughout 2001.

The surprising Cardinal defenders, despite
a season-long inability to pressure the oppo
nent quarterback (only 19 sacks, fewest by the
Cards in a 16-game season), allowed fewer
yards (.6,685-6,7.27), significantly fewer rush
ing yards (2,087-2,609). and most important
ly. fewer points (.243-443) and touchdowns
(39-52) in 2001 than the 2000 unit featuring

the higher-profile veterans.
The 343 opponent points were the fewest

allowed by Arizona since 1994 (267).

times since I960 (1995, '87, '64, ’61).

Arizona held I 1 opponents to 20 points or
less, a team best since 1994 (13 opponents).

The Cardinal defense also teamed with

Jackson finished the season as the
NFL’s only regular punt returner without a fair
catch. His 11.5-yard average led league rookies.

Junkin, whose career began in 1983 with
Buffalo as a tight end, completed his five-season
Cardinal stay and perhaps his storied career by
extending his list of appearances to 281 (171 con
secutively) to rank seventh on the NFL’s all-time

Gramatica set two Cardinal rookie records—

Denver weathered the Cardinals' fast start in unseasonable heat with 38
unanswered points, including touchdowns on three consecutive second-
half possessions and points in six of seven drives, to post a 38-17 victo
ry in the sixth regular-season meeting between the two teams. It was
Arizona's first game in 23 days and it first regular-season assignment in
273 days. The Cards' season opener, delayed by an open date and
national tragedy, was the team's first at home since 1987. Arizona jumped
to a 10-0 lead on its first two possessions. Rookie kicker Bill Gramatica
capped an 11 -play, 69-yard opening drive with his first NFL field goal, a 28-
yarder. On its ensuing possession, Arizona marched 80 yards in six plays,
a drive running back Thomas Jones completed with  a one-yard touch
down plunge. Three second- and third-quarter Arizona turnovers—inter
ception (Jake Plummer), kickoff-return fumble (MarTay Jenkins), fumble

Arizona snapped two losing streaks—nine overall games, 11 road con
tests—in dramatic fashion when wide receiver MarTay Jenkins made a
leaping, twisting, diving 35-yard touchdown reception to cap a madcap
eight-play, one-minute, four-second, 74-yard drive that left only nine sec
onds on the clock. Jenkins' game-winner, which he caught at the Eagles'
two-yard line, was his first career touchdown reception, the longest grab
of his career, and provided him with his first 100-yard game. The outcome
was the 13th comeback of quarterback Jake Plummer’s career and his
fifth against Philadelphia. The game began auspiciously when Arizona’s
defense forced its first 2001 turnover to tally its first touchdown of the cam
paign on the Eagles’ second play from scrimmage,  a fumble-causing sack
of Philadelphia quarterback Donovan McNabb at the Eagle 14-yard line by
linebacker Rob Fredrickson that rookie defensive end Kyle Vanden
Bosch scooped at the nine-yard line and returned for the score. After free
safety Kwamie Lassiter thwarted Philadelphia’s ensuing possession that
reached Arizona's 28-yard line with the Cards’ first interception of the sea
son at Arizona’s five-yard line, the Cardinals began a 14-play, 70-yard
march that culminated with fullback Joel Makovicka’s two-yard touch
down reception that gave Arizona a 14-0 lead with 3:42 remaining in the
first quarter, The score was Arizona’s first opening-drive touchdown in 52
games (Dec. 14, 1997 at New Orleans). Philadelphia rallied with 17 unan
swered points to lead 17-14 at halftime, and after a scoreless third quar
ter, added a late fourth-quarter field goal with 1:13 to play to set the stage
for Arizona’s dramatics.

Scoring Summary

A third quarter full of potholes doomed the Cardinals In former Bear assis
tant coach Dave McGinnis’ first return to the Windy City as Arizona's head
coach. In the decisive third stanza and the Bears clinging to a 13-6 lead,
the Cards hit bumpy road, first by squandering a scoring opportunity at
Chicago’s 30-yard line after recovering the fumbled second-half opening
kickoff return (Coby Rhinehart fumble caused, Zack Waiz fumble recov
ery), then following with five penalties (45 yards), two dropped passes, and
allowing a game-turning 69-yard fumble (Michael Pittman) return for a
touchdown by Chicago cornerback R.W. McOuarters. Arizona’s only touch
down was the product of a 13-play, 99-yard drive that wide receiver Frank
Sanders, in his 100th NFL start, capped with a seven-yard touchdown
reception from quarterback Jake Plummer. The touchdown cut Chicago’s
lead to 20-13 with 2:52 to play. The depleted Arizona defense, minus three
injured starters (defensive end Kyle Vanden Bosch, cornerback Corey
Chavous, safety Pat Tillman), acquitted itself by holding the Bears to only
53 total yards (37 rushing/16 passing) and two first downs in the second
half, forcing four punts and a pass interception in Chicago’s five posses
sions following its fumbled kickoff return. Overall, Arizona enjoyed statisti
cal advantages in first downs (16-13), total net yards (288-253), and
turnovers (3-1), MarTay Jenkins made his 100th career kickoff return.
Cornerback David Barrett recorded his first career pass interception. Free
safety Kwamie Lassiter logged a pass interception for the second con
secutive week. The contest between the NFL's two charter franchises was
the 87th in the old rivalry that began in 1920,

The Cardinals self-destructed in their 12th consecutive regular-season
loss to the Cowboys at Texas Stadium, Arizona scored just one field goal
on six drives that ended in Dallas territory, including two {six plays) inside
the 10-yard line. The Cards also committed four turnovers (two intercep
tions, two fumbles): the two interceptions proved pivotal. Locked In a 3-3
tie late in the second quarter, the Cards were driving for a first half-ending
field-goal attempt, sitting first-and-10 at the Cowboys’ 35-yard line with 13
seconds until halftime. But quarterback Jake Plummer’s short pass
deflected off tight end Tywan Mitchell and was intercepted by Cowboy
cornerback Duane Hawthorne. The pickoff ended Plummer’s streak of
pass attempts without interception at 80, Late in the third quarter, the
Cards, trailing 10-3, were pinned on their one-yard line by a Micah Knorr
punt. On third-and-10, a pressured Plummer, standing in the back of his
end zone, was intercepted by Cowboy linebacker Dexter Coakley at the
10-yard line. Coakley coasted Into the end zone. The Cardinal defense,
minus four starters (defensive end Kyle Vanden Bosch, outside line
backer Ray Thompson, cornerback Tom Knight, strong safety Pat
Tillman), limited Dallas to 225 total yards (145 rushing/80 passing), forced
two turnovers (fumble, interception), and logged three sacks (-13 yards).
Statistically, Arizona led in first downs (17-15), total yards (292-225), time
of possession (30:12-29:48), and plays (66-55). Wide receiver David
Boston posted nine receptions for 108 yards, his third 100-yard effort of
2001 and the ninth of his career. Rookie iirsts'’ were recorded by defen
sive end Fred Wakefield (sack) and safety Adrian Wilson (interception).

The Cardinals scored touchdowns on their first three second-half posses
sions to turn a 9-3 halftime deficit into a 24-9 advantage, Arizona's largest
lead in 42 games (17-0 and 28-0 at Washington, Nov. 22,1998), then with
stood a withering Kansas City comeback in the game’s final 4:39 to post a
24-16 victory. The Cards look command with a smothering third-quarter
ball-control offensive performance, running 24 of the period’s 27 plays and
possessing the ball for 13:50 en route to two touchdowns, a 24-yard
Michael Pittman run and a 23-yard David Boston reception. The latter,
Boston's first 2001 touchdown, capped a 16-play, 95-yard drive, Arizona’s
second scoring march of 95 yards or more in as many weeks. Free safety
Kwamie Lassiter set the table for the third touchdown, a 13-yard Thomas
Jones rush, with an interception for the third consecutive game.
Unexpected dramatics ensued. Following an exchange of punts, the Chiefs
covered 75 yards in two plays on a 41-yard run (Priest Holmes) and 34-yard
touchdown reception (Derrick Alexander), slicing Arizona’s lead to 24-16.
Scott Player’s punt to Kansas City’s one-yard line with 1:06 to play pinned
the Chiefs, but four pass completions later, K.C. was sitting fourth-and-one
on the Cards’ two-yard line with two seconds left. Cornerback Corey
Chavous thwarted Kansas City’s comeback with an end zone interception.
Two lost second-quarter fumbles negated early Arizona scoring opportuni
ties, the first by MarTay Jenkins at Kansas City’s 36-yard line following his
42-yard kickoff return, the second by fullback Joel Makovicka at the Chiefs'
five-yard line after a 25-yard reception that Kansas City recovered in its end
zone. Card quarterback Jake Plummer avoided interception for a second
consecutive week for the third time in his career while completing 16 of 25
passes for 228 yards. Boston posted his eighth career 100-yard receiving
effort with 131 yards on seven catches.

Big plays to open and dose the first hall victimized Arizona and helped the
Eagles avenge its last-second, early-season, 21-20 loss to the Cardinals
at Philadelphia. Eagle Brian Mitchell equalled the NFL record for career
kickoff/punt returns for touchdowns (12, Eric Metcalf) when he raced 94
yards with the opening kickoff. Late in the first half, Philadelphia quarter
back Donovan McNabb found wide receiver James Thrash with a 54-yard
touchdown. In between, the Eagles tallied their third touchdown on a
seven-play, 35-yard, short-field drive that McNabb and Thrash also
capped with an eight-yard scoring connection. The Cardinal offense, fail
ing to score more than one touchdown for the third time in four weeks,
answered with only one touchdown, a two-yard second-quarter pass from
quarterback Jake Plummer to tight end Tywan Mitchell that completed a
five-play, 80-yard drive highlighted by David Boston’s 52-yard reception
to the Eagle two-yard line. Mitchell’s touchdown grab two plays later was
his career first. The two teams played a scoreless second half. Boston
caught eight passes for 138 yards, his third consecutive 100-yard outing
and the ninth of his career. Arizona opened with its seventh different starl
ing defensive line in as many games when rookie end Andy Bowers,
appearing in his first NFL contest, replaced the injured Thomas Burke.
Each team punted 10 times. Arizona was penalized just once for nine
yards. Both Card kickers (Gramatica-shouider, Player-ankle) were hurt in
the contest. Free safety Kwamie Lassiter and guard Pete Kendall ran
their streaks of consecutive games to 85 and 80, respectively, Piummer
threw for 293 yards passing.

Scoring Summary

The Giants' bludgeoning 41-carry, 186-yard rushing attack, the latter a
Cardinal opponent season high, coupled with Arizona’s season passing
low (129 yards) and only 207 total yards and 12 first downs, proved lethal
to the Cards, who dropped to 2-6 at the season's halfway point. Arizona
failed to score in the second half for the third consecutive week. The
game’s momentum swung early in the second quarter. Trailing 7-0, the
Cards faced third-and-goal from New York's seven-yard line. Giant defen
sive end Michael Strahan stripped Card quarterback Jake Plummer on a
sack. The recovery and return, that included a lateral, covered 51 yards,
giving the Giants the ball on Arizona's 42-yard line. Four plays later. New
York quarterback Kerry Collins found wide receiver Ike Hilliard for a 27-
yard touchdown pass and a 14-0 lead. Plummer and wide receiver David
Boston cut the deficit to 14-7 before halftime with a 38-yard touchdown
connection. Arizona pulled three points closer midway through the third
quarter on Bill Gramatica’s 32-yard field goal, then breathed life into its
hopes with a goal-line stand on third- and fourth-down plays from the
Cards’ one-yard line on New York’s ensuing possession. Following a New
York field goal early in the fourth quarter that extended its lead to 17-10,
Arizona marched info Giant territory, covering 51 yards on 12 plays until
Plummer’s fourth-and-four pass at New York's 39-yard line fell incomplete
with 4:17 to play, sealing Arizona's fate. Boston equalled his career single
game high with nine receptions for 137 yards, his fourth consecutive 100-
yard game and fifth of the season. Free safety Kwamie Lassiter inter
cepted a pass for a fourth consecutive week, his fifth in six games.

The Cardinals won a shootout against winiess Detroit by equalling their
highest scoring output since 1977 (332 games). A dizzying run of fourth-
quarter heroics—24 unanswered points that turned  a 31-21 deficit into a
45-31 lead, and three defensive pass interceptions—carried the day. The
victory qualified as quarterback Jake Plummer’s 14th career comeback.
The game's turning point was defensive end Fred Wakefield’s 20-yard
interception return for a touchdown. Arizona’s third consecutive fourth-
quarter touchdown following Plummer scoring strikes to wide receivers
David Boston and MarTay Jenkins. Rookie kicker Bill Gramatica fol
lowed with a 50-yard field goal, a Cardinal rookie record. The Cards with
stood a withering Lion passing attack that included 62 pass attempts, an
Arizona opponent single-game record. Detroit gained 478 total yards, the
most against the Cards in 196 games (508 at Washington. Oct. 8, 1989),
and ran 85 plays, the most against Arizona in 228 games (87, Oct, 11.
1987 vs. New Orleans, replacement game). Free safety Kwamie
Lassiter authored the other two Cardinal interceptions, his sixth and sev
enth in seven games. Plummer equalled his career best with four touch
down passes, including a 68-yarder to wide receiver Frank Sanders.
Arizona’s 417 total yards were its highest figure in 25 games (464 at
Green Bay, Jan. 2, 2000).

Scoring Summary

Arizona won a second consecutive game for the first time since 1999
when rookie kicker Bill Gramatica booted his first NFL game-winning field
goal, a 42-yarder with one second to play, propelling the Cards to their first
victory at San Diego in five tries, Arizona’s fourth triumph exceeded its
2000 victory total (3-13). After Charger kicker Wade Richey missed two of
three short first-half field-goal attempts, Arizona wide receiver David
Boston seized the game’s momentum and extinguished San Diego’s only
lead with a 37-yard touchdown reception from quarterback Jake Plummer
late in the second quarter. Gramatica’s first field goal, an 18-yarder to
open second-half scoring, extended Arizona’s advantage to 10-3 on a
drive that stalled on the Chargers’ one-yard line. San Diego followed with
a 14-play, 99-yard touchdown march that ate 7:54 off the clock, a posses
sion quarterback Doug Flutie engineered with l1-for-11 marksmanship for
111 yards and the touchdown, a six-yard pass to wide receiver Curtis
Conway. After the teams traded fourth-quarter punts. Arizona regained a
short-lived lead with a nine-play, 68-yard drive capped by running back
Michael Pittman’s one-yard plunge. The Chargers answered with a 28-
yard Flutie-to-wide receiver Jeff Graham touchdown pass to again knot
the score, this time at 17-17, with 2:54 to play. Plummer guided the Cards
into field-goal range for his 15th career comeback victory, a careful eight-
play possession highlighted by pass completions of 20 and 13 yards to
tight end Tywan Mitchell and Boston, respectively, and Gramatica's hero
ics. Boston cracked the 1,000-yard barrier for the second consecutive
season, the sixth Cardinal to achieve the feat, the youngest to reach the
milestone, and equalled Roy Green (1984) for the fastest (10 games) to
the achievement, it also was Boston's sixth 100-yard game of the season
and his fifth in six outings.

Rookie kicker Bill Gramatica’s iirst walk-off, game-winning field goal, his
fourth three-pointer of the day, climaxed the Cardinals’ improbable overtime
upset at Oakland that ended 10-game Raider home and NFC winning
streaks. The frenzied finish featured 17 points in the final 1:52 of regulation.
After Oakland jumped to a 7-0 lead on a short-field touchdown following
quarterback Jake Plummer’s fumble at Arizona’s 23-yard line, the Cards
exploded for 20 unanswered points to take a 20-7 halftime lead. A 42-yard
run by running back Michael Pittman highlighted the first scoring drive that
running back Thomas Jones capped with a five-yard touchdown run.
Completions of 21,15, and 11 yards to David Boston, MarTay Jenkins, and
Pittman, respectively, propelled the Cards to their second touchdown, a one-
yard Pittman plunge. Gramatica’s first two field goals followed. Two Oakland
touchdowns sandwiched around Gramatica’s third field goal put the Raiders
in position to begin the frenetic finish by regaining the lead at 24-23 on a 24-
yard field goal with 1:52 to play. The Cards responded with a 50-yard touch
down pass to Boston at 1 ;18 followed by a two-point conversion draw by
Plummer. Oakland quickly drove 78 yards to tie the game on a two-yard
reception by wide receiver Jerry Rice. In overtime, both teams exchanged
punts, but the Raiders muffed their return, LeVar Woods recovered the
loose ball at the Raiders’ 25-yard line. Gramatica booted his 36-yard game-
winner three plays later. Arizona’s defense thwarted three Oakland scoring
threats—safety Kwamie Lassiter’s eighth interception at the Cards’ nine-
yard line (first quarter), defensive end Fred Wakefield’s blocked field-goal
attempt (second quarter), and cornerback Tom Knight's goal-line intercep
tion and 43-yard return (third quarter). Rookie Arnold Jackson contributed
a 55-yard punt return. Arizona’s longest in 136 games.

Scoring Summary

Washington turned its day-long field-position advantage into a methodical
20-10 turnover-free victory powered by a 7:28 time-of-possession  advan
tage (33:44-26:16) and a 130-yard team rushing attack. Running back
Stephen Davis led the way with 110 rushing yards. Three Redskin pos
sessions began in Cardinal territory, three others between Washington’s
40-yard line and midfield. None of Arizona’s 10 possessions began out
side its 37-yard line, four started at or inside its 10-yard line. After a score
less first quarter, Washington marched 66 yards in nine plays to tally the
game's first touchdown, a two-yard pass from quarterback Tony Banks to
tight end Zeron Flemister. Arizona answered with  a 24-yard Bill
Gramatica field goal. After the Redskins missed their second field-goal
attempt of the first half, the Cardinals appeared poised to inch closer at the
Washington 46-yard line, but a pass deflected off the hands of wide
receiver David Boston. It was intercepted by Redskin linebacker LaVar
Arrington, who rambled 43 yards to the Cards’ eight-yard line. Two plays
later, the Redskins converted a 22-yard field goal for a 10-3 halftime lead.
After a scoreless third quarter, Washington extended its advantage to
20-3 with a 42-yard field goal and a six-play, 58-yard drive for a one-yard
Davis touchdown plunge on its first two possessions of the fourth quarter.
The Cards’ lone touchdown, a 10-yard pass from quarterback Jake
Plummer to wide receiver MarTay Jenkins, was too little, too late with
1:16 to play. Boston matched Rob Moore’s 1997 franchise record with his
eighth ioO-yard receiving game (132 yards, six receptions). Gramatica’s
field goal was his 14th, a team single-season rookie record (13, Gerry
Perry, 1960).

The Giants' sputtering offense, which gained only 132 yards on just 35
plays in the first three quarters and converted only three of 17 third-down
plays for the day, saved its best for last, scoring 10 fourth-quarter points
to overcome a late Arizona touchdown and prevail 17-13 in chiliy-and-
windy Giants Stadium. The elements dictated a close-to-the-vest field-
position contest. Two first-half field goals by Arizona's Bill Gramatlca and
a 26-yard touchdown reception by New York's Ron Dixon staked the
Giants to a precarious 7-6 lead through three quarters. Morten Andersen
padded the Giants’ advantage to 10-6 early in the fourth quarter.
Following an exchange of punts, Arizona answered with its only touch
down, a 24-yard Jake Plummer-to-tight end Tywan Mitchell aliey-oop
pass in the end zone with 4:04 to play that completed an 10-play, 43-yard
drive. But the Cards' defense, dominant all afternoon, was unable to hold
New York as the Giants responded with their game-winning drive, an 11-
play, 70-yard march that wide receiver Amani Toomer capped with a four-
yard touchdown reception from quarterback Kerry Collins with 25 seconds
to play. The Cardinals dominated time of possession (36:55-23:05) by
running 20 more plays (78-58). Wide receiver David Boston caught eight
passes for 84 yards, raising his NFL-leading receiving yardage total to
1,387. Plummer’s 207 passing yards pushed his career total over the
14.000-yard mark (14,179).

Scoring Summary

Arizona's defense scored one touchdown (24-yard Ronald McKinnon
interception return following Marcus Bell pass deflection), provided field
position (eight-yard Kwamie Lassiter interception return) for a 34-yard
field goal (Cedric Oglesby), and staged a first-quarter goal-line stand by
rejecting the Cowboys three times from the one-yard line. The Cards
spurned the Pokes on fourth down when end Mao Tosi stripped quarter
back Quincy Carter as he was about to cross the goal line. The pivotal
fumble rolled into the end zone and out of bounds for a touchback. Dallas
also missed two field-goal attempts. Arizona’s offense, despite gaining just
209 total yards, running only 52 plays, and making just 11 first downs,
gave Arizona a lead it would not relinquish with  a quick-strike second-
quarter eight-play, 76-yard drive, highlighted by wide receiver Frank
Sanders’ 58-yard reception to the Dallas one-yard line. Running back
Michael Pittman rammed into the end zone three plays later for a 14-10
advantage, Oglesby's field goal, which increased the Cards’ lead to the
final 17-10 count with 22 seconds remaining in the second quarter, was
his career first in his first NFL attempt in his first NFL game. McKinnon’s
touchdown, the first of his career, was Arizona’s third defensive touchdown
of the season. The contest was the second time in 2001 the Cardinals and
their opponent played a scoreless second half (Philadelphia, Nov, 4).
Lassiter's interception, his ninth, set his single-season best and handed
him a share of the NFL pickotf lead. Rookie wide receiver Arnold
Jackson, in his first NFL start, led Arizona with four receptions. The
Cardinals were turnover free for the first time in 36 outings (Nov. 14,1999
vs, Detroit). The contest also marked Arizona's final intradivision home
game as a member of the NFC Eastern Division.

A steady 40-degree rain and Washington’s defense stymied the Cardinals'
offense into season lows in total offense (178 yards), plays (44), first
downs (10), rushing yards (45), pass completions (11), and time of pos
session (19:53), nixing Arizona’s hopes of reaching .500 in its final game
as a member of the NFC Eastern Division. Despite the Cards' offensive
sputterings, Arizona led most of the way. Rookie safety Adrian Wilson
staked the Cardinals to an early 7-0 lead with a 61-yard interception
return for a touchdown, his first NFL six-pointer. Arizona built a 17-6 half
time lead with a four-yard Thomas Jones touchdown run two plays after
a 48-yard Jake Plummer-to-David Boston pass connection to
Washington’s 15-yard line, and a 26-yard Cedric Oglelsby field goal to
cap an 11-play, 63-yard drive that included Plummer completions of 17
and 22 yards to Frank Sanders. The Redskins' Stephen Davis-paced
smash-mouth rushing attack gained 83 of its 178 yards in the second halt
when Arizona gained only 24 yards and Plummer completed just two of 11
passes for nine yards. Davis' 148 yards rushing on 38 carries were
Cardinal season opponent highs. Washington cut its deficit to 17-12 with
a five-yard Tony Banks-to-Walter Rasby touchdown pass late in the third
quarter. The teams traded four punts into the fourth quarter when Arizona
committed its first turnover in three games, a deflected pass interception,
Plummer’s first in 143 attempts, by Redskin linebacker Antonio Pierce at
Arizona's 23-yard line with 7:53 to play. Washington sloshed into the end
zone for the game-winning touchdown eight plays later. Fittingly. Davis,
who rushed 64 times for 258 yards in the two 2001 Arizona-Washington
meetings, covered the final two yards. Boston frosted his first Pro Bowl
season with two receptions for 58 yards for season totals of 98 receptions
for an NFL-leading and Cardinal single-season record of 1,598 yards,
snapping Rob Moore’s 1997 mark of 1,584 yards.

Scoring Summary

The Cardinals rode a 27-point first half to a never-ln-doubt 30-7 success
in their first visit to Carolina’s Ericsson Stadium, providing Arizona its
largest margin of victory since 1993 (131 games, 38-10 vs. L.A. Rams.
Dec. 5, 1993). The Cards also were furnoverless for the second consecu
tive week, a team first in 307 games (Nov. 21-28,1982 vs. San Francisco
and at Atlanta, respectively). Arizona middle linebacker Ronald
McKinnon returned a (cornerback) David Barrett-forced Carolina fumble
25 yards for a touchdown on the second play from scrimmage,
McKinnon’s second touchdown in as many games. After kicker Cedric
Oglesby booted the first of three field goals (41, 18, 26 yards), quarter
back Jake Plummer and wide receiver David Boston combined for
touchdown passes of 61 and five yards on Arizona’s next two posses
sions. The second was the work of a short field provided by Barrett, who
returned his interception of Panther rookie quarterback Chris Weinke 23
yards to Carolina's 12-yard line. Plummer avoided interception for the third
consecutive game, extending his streak of interceptionless pass attempts
to 121. Arizona posted 158 team rushing yards, its highest total in 38
games (159 yards, Nov. 14. 1999 vs. Detroit). Michael Pittman (12 att.,
89 yards) and Thomas Jones (16 att., 69 yards) administered most of the
damage on the ground. Pittman also added 28 receiving yards and 44
kickoff-return yards for 161 total yards. Despite completing 36 of 63 pass
attempts, both single-game Card opponent records. Weinke’s longest
completion covered only 15 yards. The Cards' defense held the opposition
scoreless in the second half for the second consecutive week. Thirty-nine
of Carolina’s 44 second-half plays were passes. Arizona gained 208 yards
on 25 first-down plays, an average of 8.3 yards per snap. Boston record
ed his ninth 100-yard receiving game (seven rec., 127 yards) to break Rob
Moore’s 1997 franchise single-season record.

used jerseys from the nearby University of

Chicago. The jerseys were faded maroon in color,
prompting O'Brien to declare, “That's not
maroon, it's Cardinal red!” The club’s permanent
nickname had been born!

The jersey color and the location of the field led
to a new and obvious name, the Racine Cardinals.

In Chicago at the time, football competition
was exclusively amateur, but opposition became
increasingly hard to Find, so in 1906. the team dis
banded.

The Early Days
The team boasts a colorful history! Its fans

have known the club as the Arizona Cardinals.

Phoenix Cardinals, St, Louis Cardinals, Chicago
Cardinals, Racine Cardinals, the Normals, and the

Morgan Athletic Club.
The franchise began as a neighborhood group

that gathered to play football in a predominantly
Irish area of Chicago's South Side, playing under the
name Morgan Athletic Club. The team later was

acquired by Chris O'Brien, a painting and decorating
contractor, and soon its playing site changed to near
by Normal Field, prompting the new name Normals.

In 1901. the team gained longstanding identi
fication when O'Brien, finding a bargain, bought

In 1913. O'Brien reorganized the Cardinals.
By 1917 they were able to buy new uniforms and
hire a coach. Marshall Smith. That year they lost

only two games and were champions of the
Chicago Football League.

The war in Europe and a flu epidemic in the
United States forced the team to suspend opera

tions once again in 1918. Following Armistice
Day. O'Brien organized the Cardinals foi' a third
time. From that day forward, the Cardinals have
been a permanent part of the professional football
landscape in America.

Former Cardinal owner Charles IV. Bidwill, Sr. is a
member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Growth
The Racine Cardinals, their popularity grow

ing in the Chicago area, eventually became one of
1 1 charter members of the American Professional

Football League, forerunner of the NFL. in 1920
for the $100 franchise fee. Immediately after join

ing the league, O'Brien lured a great halfback.
John "Paddy'' Driscoll, to the Cardinals for $3,000
a year, a sum considered outlandish at the time.
But Dri.scoll was an authentic superstar, a .superior
runner, blocker, punter, and possibly the finest
drop kicker in the history of football. He also
coached the team from 1921-22.

One of Driscoll's young running backs was
Ralph Horween, a former star at Harvard, who
played under the assumed name of B. McMahon.
A Cardinal from 1921-22. Horween scored two

rushing touchdowns during his three-year career
during the days of leather helmets without face
masks, numberless sweater jerseys, and $40 pay-
checks. Horween's claim to fame, however, would

occur many years later. In 1996, the retired lawyer,
who was born in Chicago on August 3, 1896,
became the National Football League's first cente
narian! He died in 1997.

In 1922, a team from Racine, Wisconsin joined

the NFL. prompting the Cardinals to change their
name to the Chicago Cardinals. The same year the
Cardinals also moved into their new home in

Comiskey Park that they would share with base
ball's White Sox for 37 years.
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Under new Head Coach Norman Barry,
the Cardinals outdistanced a field of 20

teams to win their first NFL championship in
192,“) by virtue of the league’s best record.
(NFL postseason play began in 1933.).

A Chicago physician. Dr. David Jones,
purchased the team in 1929. In his first year of
ownership, he coaxed running back Ernie
Nevers out of retirement to become player-
coach. Still in his prime, the 26-year-old
Nevers scored an NFL-record 40 points on six
touchdowns and i'otir extra points in an historic
40-6 victory over the crosstown Cliicago
Bears on Thanksgiving Day. 1929.

After guiding the Cardinals to a 16-14-3
composite record in three seasons, the leg
endary Nevers retired as both coach and
player in 1932.

Modern Era
Nevers’ departure also marked the arrival

of a new club owner. Charles \V. Bidwill. Sr.,

a vice president of the Bears, purchased the
Cardinals for Jones’ asking price of $50,000.
Bidwill divested himself of his Bears’ hold

ings and a new era began.
However, the team sorely missed Nevers’

magic on the field. The Cardinals endured

difficult years in the 1930s and early ’40s.
World War 11 hit the team heavily. The
Cardinals’ top passer, receiver, and line
man—Johnny Clement. Billy Dewell, and
Joe Kuharich. respectively—entered the
service. In 1944 as a war-time emergency
measure, the Cardinals combined with the

Pittsburgh Steelers to play as one team. It
was called Card-Pitt. Co-coached by the
Cardinals' Phil Handler and the Steelers'

Walt Kiesling, a former Cardinal guard, the
team split its home games between Comiskey Park
and Forbes Field in Pittsburgh, failing to win an
outing in 10 tries.

Success finally returned following the war. In
1945, the arrival of University of Missouri quar
terback Paul Christman trumpeted the team's con
version to the “T” formation. Fullback Pat Harder

and halfback Elmer Angsman were added in 1946.

Early owner Chris O’Brien organized the Cardinals lor a
third time following World War I. The team has been a
permanent part of professional football since that time.

famed “Million-Dollar Backtield." It was Bidwill’s

unprecedented signing of University of Georgia
all-America running back Charley Trippi, for the
then-unheard of sum of $100,000, that finally put
the Cardinals over the top. winning their only NFL
championship via a title game.

To appreciate the accomplishment of the 1947
squad, perspective is necessary.

Just two seasons earlier, in 1945, the Cardinals

as a team were outscored for the entire season by
Philadelphia’s premier running back, Steve Van
Biiren. 1 10-98. But the following year, the third-
winningest coach in Cardinal’s history, the omni-
talented Jimmy Conzelman, led Chicago out of the
desolate wilderness to a 6-5 mark, the club’s first

winning season since 1935.
Several key Cardinals were already in place

for the championship run. In 1945, the organiza
tion drafted Christman, a talented passer from
Missouri, before adding churning Wisconsin full
back Harder, Angsman of Notre Dame, and bril-

The 1947 Championship Season
In the resurrectional flush of post-World War

11, the 1947 Cardinals stormed to the Western

Division title and the NFL championship.
But the title season was bittersweet for the

Cardinals’ organization. In April, the death of
Bidwill, the club’s spearhead since taking over as
owner in 1933 who helped shepherd the NFL
through “The Great Depression," deprived the
owner of witnessing the club’s first NFL crown in
22 years.

But he still earned credit for fitting the final
crucial piece into place to complete the Cardinals’

iiant end/defensive back Mai Kutner i'roni Texas in

'46. Another great end, Biil Deweli, iiad returned
from military service for the '45 season. The sta-
pie of Conzelman's ensemble was a relic from the
late '30s. versatile Marshall "Biggie” Goldberg, an
intuitive defensive back who was the first real free

safety in pro football and the "dean” of the
“Million-Dollar Backfield.” Also a running back,
Goldberg, a two-time all-America at Pittsburgh,
had enjoyed many productive days offensively,
too, but they were mostly behind him when
Conzelman began his second reign as the Cards’
head man in '46.

Chicago started quickly in 1947 by winning its
first three outings, a run that included a 31-7 trounc
ing of the hated crosstown rival Bears. In week four,
the Cardinals headed to Los Angeles on a trip heavy
with fate. They incurred their first loss of the season,
27-7 to the Rams, but lost something far more pre
cious than a game.

Rookie punter Jeff Burkett suffered an appen
dicitis attack and missed the game as well as the
team plane back to Chicago. He spent several days

recuperating after an appendectomy before board
ing a United Airlines DC-6 bound for home. He
never made it. The plane crashed in Bryce Canyon,
Utah, killing the young star who was the NFL’s
leading punier at the time of the tragedy with a
47.4-yard average.

Under the pall of the loss of Burkett, the
Cardinals climbed to 7-3 but were in the throes of

a two-game losing streak heading to Philadelphia
on December 7 for a critical game against the
Eagles. Trailing 7-3 at the half, Chicago exploded
for six second-half touchdowns, including two by
Trippi, and held the powerful Van Buren to just 44
yards rushing to grab a crucial 45-21 road win.

The victory deadlocked the Cards with the
Bears, who, ironically and poetically, stood as the
only remaining obstacle between the Cardinals
and their first Western Division crown. A show

down loomed for the regular-season finale the fol
lowing Sunday at hostile Wrigley Field on
Chicago’s North Side.

If the '47 Cardinals’ miracle season could be

summarized in a single moment, the opening play
of that division decider unquestionably would

receive the vote. It was the creation of mas

termind Conzelman, a pass play designed to
give the Cardinals an advantage at the out
set. In a best-case scenario, the stratagem
would isolate Bears’ left-side linebacker
Mike Holovak one-on-one with Boris

"Babe” Dimancheff, a blistering speedster
who was Trippi’s replacement. Conzelman
eagerly looked forward to rehearsing the
play all week before the big game, but nature
did not cooperate. Dimancheff’s wife was
expecting, and he missed the entire week of
practice to be at her side. He did not rejoin
the team until the day before the game.

The biggest play of the season for the
soon-to-be-champion Cardinals never had a
single dry run.

Game day dawned!
The stunning game-opening play worked

to perfection anyway. Dimancheff ran a flair
pattern, turned outside the end, then raced
down the center of the field. He outdistanced

Holovak, caught Christman’s perfect pass,
and galloped into the end zone despite stum
bling over the baseball pitcher’s mound.

The Cardinals also intercepted four
passes by legendary Bear quarterback Sid
Luckman, converting two into touchdowns
en route to a 30-21 win.

Victories over the Bears were especially
sweet. A sore spot with the Cardinals was
their inescapable status as Chicago’s
"other” team.

Former starting defensive tackle Charlie
Davis, a Cardinal from 1975-79, is the older

The 1947 Cardinals won the NFL championship with  a 10-3 overall record. They bettered the Philadelphia
Eagles 28-21 at Chicago’s Comiskey Park in the NFL’s 15th title contest.

The Western Division crown now in hand, the

Cardinals prepared to play host to the league
championship game a fortnight later against
Eastern Division powerhouse Philadelphia.

The NFL’s 15th championship game opened
with a surprise controversy and was studded with
more big-play touchdowns on the ground than any
NFL title game or Super Bowl since.

On December 28. 1947, a grim, frozen
Comiskey Park gave little indication of the
approaching heat of the day’s upcoming war. Even
the preliminaries generated sparks. Pre-kickoff con
troversy raged when it was discovered the Eagles, in
attempts to get better gripping on the concrete-like
playing surface, had sharpened and filed their cleats.
A succession of penalties for the blatant rules infrac
tion opened the game, infuriating Philadelphia Head
Coach Earle “Greasy” Neale.

The Cardinals quietly had slipped on tennis
shoes for the frigid affair.

The game was defined by Chicago’s quick-
openers, producing three devastating, back-break
ing, long scoring runs from scrimmage—two 70-
yarders by Angsman and a 44-yarder by Trippi.

In the third period, Trippi circled under a high
Joe Muha punt, taking it on his own 25-yard line.
Spectacularly side-stepping three Eagle pursuers,
Trippi pranced 75 yards for a touchdown, getting
hit three times along the way.

Angsman’s thrilling fourth-quarter duplication
of his second-period 70-yard touchdown strike
enabled him to break the NFL championship game
record for rushing yards with 159.

But Philadelphia fought evenly throughout
with one-eyed quarterback Tommy Thompson set
ting two playoff records on 27-of-44 passing for
297 yards.

The Cardinals’ 28-21 victory, however, wasn’t
secured until Goldberg’s late-game interception.

New Direction
Violet Bidwill, with her husband’s passing

,
assumed control of the franchise for the next 15

years, a span that included a second comsecutive

Western Division championship and appearance in
the 1948 NFL championship game, a 7-0 loss at
Philadelphia, and the transfer of the team from
Chicago to St. Louis in I960.

Upon Mrs. Bidwill’s death in January of 1962,
team control moved to sons Charles W. Bidwill. Jr.

and William V. Bidwill. In 1972, the latter and his

family gained sole ownership with William becom
ing managing general partner. On July I. 1976,
incorporation of the company was accomplished
with Bidwill continuing as chief executive officer.

After 14 years in the city, the Cardinals brought
their first division title to St. Louis in 1974. The

Big Red captured the NFC Eastern Division flag
under Head Coach Don Coryell and advanced to
the playoffs with a 10^ regular-season record.

The Cardinals lo.st to the Minnesota Vikings,
30-14, in their first playoff appearance since 1948.

Again in 1975, Coryell provided St. Louis
with a division crown but another playoff loss, this
time to the Rams in Los Angeles, 35-23, ending
the Cards’ postseason dream in their first outing.

The Cardinals next appeared in the playoffs in
1982 when Head Coach Jim Hanifan’s club lost a

first-round game at Green Bay, 41-16. In 1984, an
offensively explosive St. Louis team narrowly
missed the playoffs—and the NFC Eastern
Division title—with a 9-7 record. However, the
Cardinals stumbled to a .5-1 1 mark in 1985,

prompting Hanil'an’s dismissal and the hiring of
long-time Dallas Cowboy assistant Gene Stallings
as the team’s new head coach.
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teams, ended the franchise’s 15-year playoff

drought and notched the Cardinals’ first postseason
victory since 1947.

Arizona
After 28 years in St. Louis, the Cardinals relo

cated to Arizona in the spring of 1988 and made
Sun Devil Stadium on the campus of Arizona State
University their new home.

Their first season in the Valley of the Sun

began optimistically when the team raced to a 7-4
record and a share of the NFC Eastern Division

lead. But untimely injuries struck and a five-game
losing streak ensued to finish the year, dashing
hopes of the club’s first postseason berth since
1982.

Pivotal 2000 Campaign
The 2000 season proved pivotal to the

Cardinals’ franchise.

An October coaching change promoted

McGinnis to interim head coach, replacing Tobin
after four and one-half seasons. Eight weeks later,

McGinnis was named the franchise’s permanent
head coach.

Election Day, November 7, 2000, fell in
between. Voters in Maricopa County passed

Proposition 302, the Tourism and Sports Initiative,

to help fund a new stadium for the Cardinals,
Fiesta Bowl, and future Super Bowls, in addition

to providing revenue for Cactus League spring

training baseball, tourism, and youth recreation.
The 454,785 “yes” votes spelled a plurality of

33,123 votes (51.89 percent).

The Cardinals’ new home provided club sin

gle-game (67,139 vs. Dallas in the Arizona inau
gural game) and single-season (472,937) atten
dance records in the team’s first autumn in
Arizona.

Four coaching changes and a name change
have altered the face of the Cardinals since their

Arizona arrival. Following their first two seasons
in the desert, long-time Washington assistant Joe
Bugel arrived as head coach, a position he held for
four seasons until Buddy Ryan was named head
coach and general manager on February 3, 1994.
Vince Tobin succeeded Ryan as head coach on
February 7, 1996. Then on December 18, 2000,
Dave McGinnis, the Cardinals’ dynamic five-year
defensive coordinator, was named the franchise’s
head coach.

On March 17, 1994, Bidwill announced his

intention to change the name of the team to the
Arizona Cardinals. The change was adopted unan
imously by vote of NFL owners the following
week.

Heritage
The list of former Cardinals enshrined in the

Pro Football Hall of Fame reached 14 in 1996

when former offensive lineman Dan Dierdorf

joined the elite group. The University of Michigan

product, currently a CBS-TV NFL color analyst,
played every down of his illustrious 13-year
(1971-83) career as a Cardinal.

The others are Charles Bidwill, Guy

Chamberlin, Conzelman, Driscoll, Kiesling, Curly

Lambeau, Dick “Night Train” Lane, Ollie Matson,
Nevers, Jackie Smith, Jim Thorpe, Trippi, and

Larry Wilson, who currently serves the Cardinals

as a vice president.□
All the Cardinals’ franchise attendance records

have been established since moving to the desert.
The record-setting inaugural
season attendance total was
eclipsed in 1994 when
497,330 fans, or 62,166 per
game, spun the Sun Devil
Stadium turnstiles.

The top 10 single-game
home crowds in franchise
history have watched the
Cardinals in Sun Devil
Stadium, including the
largest, a throng of 73.025
that saw the Cards face
Dallas on September 19.

over-end kick. The ball smacked into his hands

and, with a sprinter’.s speed, he tore iipfield. For 40
yards, the runner dashed in a straight line as team-
males annihilated one would-he tackier after

another. Almost to midfield, he veered to avoid the

safetyman—the lone defender between he and the
goal line. Twice the returner reversed his field to
shake the defender before continuing into the
opposite end zone.

It was the 1934 season opener. Chicago
Cardinals rookie hallback Dougal Russell, Jr. had
just taken the opening kickoff against the
Cincinnati Reds in Dayton. Ohio, and broken the
record for the longest kickoff return in NFL histo¬
ry—102 yards—the first time he touched the ball
as a pro.

It was an auspicious start for the first-year play¬
er from Kansas State, but it would not be the last

time Russell would figure in record-setting per¬
formances during his productive five-and-one-half-
year playing career. 1934-39. with the Cardinals.

Russell left his mark and he left it l-o-n-g. The

1938 campaign, in which he set two records for
length, is convincing evidence of his prodigious
abilities. During that season, he launched the
longest punt in Cardinal annals—a titanic 84-
yarder against the Chicago Bears on September
I 1—and the longest pass play in NFL history
(since broken), a 98-yard effort to superstar end
Gaynell Tinsley. Both marks remain club records!
(The 98-yard pass has been tied twice.). For 12
years, the 102-yard kickoff return stood as the
league and club standard before another Cardinal,
Frank Seno. shattered the record with a 105-yard
return against the New York Giants in 1946.
Today, oddly, Russell’s return only ranks fifth in
the Cardinals’ record book.

“We came from the same hometown—

McDonald, Pennsylvania.” says Wauthier. “We go
back to the 1930s. 1 knew him when he played at
Kansas State. I knew him when he played with the
Cardinals. 1 knew him when he was in the service,

and he sold sporting goods to me after he got out
of the service. He was one of the best athletes to

ever come out of Kansas State. He could've played
pro baseball and could've played pro golf. He
played pro football.”

And how.

Beginning with a record-breaking 70-yard
punt for McDonald High School back in the late
t920s, Russell felt at home producing record per
formances. His myriad athletic skills took him to
Muskingum College, in New Concord, Ohio,
where he was an all-Ohio fullback for the Fighting
Muskies. After two years, he transferred to Kansas
State University in Manhattan, Kansas and
became a two-time all-Big Six Conference (later

The record-breaking back earned yet another
distinction, this time on the ground: In 1935. just
his second season in the league, he was crowned
NFL rushing champion (499 yards).

The magnitude of Russell's achievements is all
the more impressive in light of the time span the
punting and passing records have held up. Both
feats were set 64 years ago.

"You'd never suspect this guy was carrying
records around in his back pocket,” remarks former
stepson Fr. William C. Krudwig, 67, of Eldorado
Springs. Mo., of the now-deceased Russell. “He
only mentioned them on occasion, in some foot-
bati-related context, but never in a boasting way.”

Long-time friend Raymond A. Wauthier, 81,
witnessed the magic of Russell since boyhood days.

Big Eight, now Big 12) halfback for the Wildcats
in 1932 and '33.

"He was a big star at Kansas State,” recalls
another long-time Riussell pal and 33-year civil
.serviceman. Frank O'Malley. "He was a helluva

football player and trackman. He ran the hurdles
and the 100-yard dash. He was unbelievable.”

Russell was on Ihe Kansas State 480-yard low
hurdles shuttle relay team that set a world record.

“The one thing Doug had back in those days
was speed,” says Wauthier.

Yet, it’s the one-time NFL records and on

going club marks that elevate Russell to near-deity
status in Cardinals’ history. The landmark pujit

against the Bears in the 1938 season opener at
Wrigley Field was recalled by teammate and two-
time Cardinal all-pro end, Gaynell Tinsley:

“Yeah, 1 remember it,” says Tinsley, 87. “There
was a lot of talk about it on the sideline. We didn’t

know the exact yardage or anything, but everyone
in the stands knew it was long, long, long!”

Tinsley was the other key participant in the
record-breaking 98-yard pass play that came in the
season finale, on November 27, against the
Cleveland Rams, a 31-17 Cardinals victory that
was only the team’s second win of 1938. In the

second period with the ball on Chicago’s two-yard
line, Russell went into punt formation from his
own end zone. On the previous play, he had
attempted to punt but juggled a bad snap from cen
ter and barely got back to the two. This time he
faked the kick and passed to Tinsley, who caught
the pass in front of Cleveland defensive back .lulie
Alfonse at the Cardinals’ 30-yard line. The bril
liant Tinsley sidestepped Alfonse, then dashed the
remaining 70 yards. The Russell-Tlnsley connec
tion became the longest pass play in NFL history.

Much has been made of Russell’s all-round

talents as a passer/punter/runner/returner, but
Tinsley offers yet another perspective about
Ru.s.sell’s skills that place him in the quintuple-
threat category.

“There was only one man in the league who
could guard Don Hutson, and that was Doug
Russell,” reminisces Tinsley about his teammate’s
classic confrontations with the immortal Green

Bay Packers end. “I’ll bet Hutson caught less
passes against Russell than anybody else in the
league.”

Russell played only one game in 1939 under
new Cardinals’ Head Coach Ernie Nevers before

he was traded to the Rams. He played seven games
before retiring,

“He enjoyed the days in pro football,” says
O’Malley, “but he said, 'Hell, there’s no money
there!’ He used to talk about the signing bonuses
that today’s players get. when they only made
$ 100 a game in his day.”

From the NFL, Russell went into high school

coaching in Hot Springs, Arkansas before entering
the U.S. Navy in 1942. He came out with the rank
of lieutenant commander in 1946 and headed back

to Manhattan, taking a position as backfield coach
at his alma mater that fall. From there, Russell
went to Nebraska as an assistant football coach for
both the 1947 and ’48 seasons. “He was also the

golf coach up there,” adds Wauthier.
In the 1950s, Russell returned to the field as an

official. “He was part of my officiating crew in
both high school and college,” says Wauthier.
“Doug worked in the Big Eight for a little bit.”
Concurrently, Russell sold sporting goods, eventu
ally owning his own business before hooking up

with O’Malley in the early- to mid-
1960s.

“I told him. 'You go back and get
your master's degree, and I’ll get you a
job at Fort Riley, Kansas as assistant ath
letic director,” says O’Malley. 73, who
played high school football in the mid to
late 1940s with Cardinal owner Bill

Bidwill’s first cousins, Joe E. Bidwill

and Neal Bidwill, at Fenwick High
School in Chicago.

Russell returned to K-State, obtaining
a master’s degree in physical education.

“He had the gift of gab and never met a
stranger,” says O’Malley. “Doug was one in a mil
lion. All those colonels and generals really looked
up to him because he’d been around the game.

Russell’s dear friend paused before con
cluding, “As long as he had a Juicy steak, a drink,
and a big cigar, he was the happiest man going.”

Doug Rmssell died October 10, 1995 at 84, but

three spectacular plays he executed over 64 years
ago live like .specters in some aged castle within
the pages of Cardinals’ history.Q

That luminary is Gaynell
Tinsley, a venerable touchstone
from the 1930s' NFL and an

- mer classic that routinely packed

85.000 spectators into Chicago's
Soldier Field, but for the first time

in the series, the all-stars beat the defending NFL
champion. 6-0. The only score came on a 47-yard
touchdown pass from Baugh to Tinsley.

Thinking back to that game 65 summers ago.
Tinsley. 87. notes. "With Sammy’s passes, if I'd
have had my eyes shut. I could’ve caught 'em."

Only three weeks following the College All-
Star Game. Tinsley served notice he would be
equally effective as a pro, turning the tables on
Baugh and the Washington Redskins in just his
third game with the Cardinals. The fi rst-year end
grabbed three touchdown passes that afternoon on
catches of 64. 40. and 25 yards as Chicago defeat
ed Washington 21-14 on the road. On the game's
fi rst play from scrimmage. Cardinals left halfback
Doug Russell took the snap and began a charge
toward the line. Baugh raced up from his safety
position, but Russell pulled up short of the line and
heaved a short toss to Tinsley, who took it 64 yards
for the score.

The fi nal game of that '37 season, against the
cross-town archrival Chicago Bears, presented ele
ments of high entertainment. The 42-28 Bears’
win produced an NFL record for most total points
scored in a league game. Darkness had enveloped
the fi eld to the extent that the Bears tallied their
fi nal points on a safety—when the Cardinals’
punter, standing in his end zone, couldn't see the
snap from center. The ball rolled into the crowd of
7.313 that had come out of the stands and sur
rounded the perimeter of Wrigley Field to see the
remainder of the game.

The field, a solid sheet of ice from the south
end zone to the 30-yard line, ingloriously upended
both linemen and backs in a calamity of missed
tackling and skate-.style running.

With just over three minutes remaining, the

extraordinary end in 1937-38,
and '40 for the Chicago
Cardinals.

Tinsley awed teammates, coaches, competi
tors. and fans alike with an array of record-setting
performances beginning in 1937, his rookie sea
son. Interestingly, it seemed that every time
Tinsley made a headline, he was eclipsing or tying
some newly-set mark of the illustrious Hutson.

"He was just the greatest football player I’ve
ever known.’’ remembers Wardell Leisk, 86, an all-
Southeastern Conference teammate of Tinsley at
Louisiana State (L.S.U.) and a guard on the 1937
Brooklyn Dodgers. "He was better than Don
Hutson as far as I'm concerned. I played high
school football, college football, pro football, and
Gaynell was the greatest player of all of them. He
could run fast. He was built all below the waist; his
thighs were huge. When you played him, it was all
legs and hips hitting you. I remember him driving
down the field, nobody could tackle him.”

Tinsley’s highlight reel reads like so many
pages from the NFL record book.

There was the NFL-record 97-yard touchdown
pass in the night pall of Wrigley Field to close his
inaugural campaign. In that game, he broke
Hutson’s single-season league standard for receiving
yards with 675. In 1938, Tinsley continued his scin
tillating ways, tying Hutson’s single-season mark for
receptions and again climaxing the year with anoth
er record-breaking touchdown catch—a 98-yarder.

After two seasons and two-time all-pro recogni
tion, future prospects lor Tinsley looked limitless.
But then the story abruptly changed. He dropped
out of pro football in 1939, came back to play the
1940 season, hurt his knee, then retired from the
game. After just three total seasons in the NFL. a
can’t-miss legend was no longer on the field.

Following back-to-back selections as a con-
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Cardinals were backed up on their own five-yard
line. Cardinals halfback Pat Coffee took the center

snap and shovel passed the ball to Tinsley sweep
ing around from his end position.

“There was about a yard of clean grass on the
field all the way down one sideline,” recalls Tinsley.

The Cardinals speedster was at midfield before
any Bear defenders knew he had the ball. The
Chicago Tribune’s George Strickler comically
de,scribes the run ...

"... ail that was visible of the runner in the

darkness was a pair of silver pants. Some
Bear hero, whose identity was hidden by
night, then realized pants seldom go run
ning around without a sponsor and gave
futile chase."

The 9.‘)-yard play was later amended to 97
yards, and the tandem of Coffee and Tinsley
entered the NFL record book for the longest pass
play in league history!

It was a grand finale to a record-breaking after
noon for Tinsley, who coixalled six passes for 155
yards and ascended the throne as new league
record holder for most receiving yards in a season.

A back infection slowed Tinsley during train
ing camp in 1938. but he enjoyed another record-
breaking year, this time tying Hutson’s single-sea-
son reception mark (41). Then, in true deja vu
manner, Tinsley ended the campaign by breaking
the standard he had set one year earlier for the
longest pass reception in NFL history.

On November 27, while taking the Cleveland
Rams to task in a 31-17 victory for only their
second win of 1938. the Cardinals set an NFL

record for most pass completions in a season

(112). One of those aerials came on a fake punt
by Doug Rus.sell from his own end zone. The
punter/hallback threw instead to Tinsley, who
sidestepped Cleveland defensive back Julie
Alfonse on the Rams’ 30-yard line before storm
ing the remaining 70 yards en route to a 98-yard
touchdown. The play still stands as the longest
pass play in Cardinals annals (since tied twice).

“That was a foot race, because ! broke out

in the open,” says Tinsley of the record per
formance. “Three or four defenders were run

ning after me, but 1 didn’t have to worry too
much about people catching me from behind.”

Following the ’38 season, Tinsley and center
Phil Dougherty were named to the very first Pro
Bowl. A team of pro all-.stars lined up against
the NFL champion New York Giants. Baugh
quarterbacked the all-stars, but New York pre
vailed 13-10.

Then came the shocking events of 1939,
when, on August 16. Tinsley quit the team’s train
ing camp in Duluth, Minnesota. The Cardinals
had just hired living legend Ernie Nevers to coach
the team back to respectability. Nevers ran a
tough camp, and accounts in Chicago papers
made it appear that a rift may have taken place
between Tinsley and the Cards’ coach.

“1 don’t know where they got that stuff!” at Louisiana State in 1935-36.
fumes Tinsley. “I never had any disagreement
with the Cardinals the whole time I was up there.
And Nevers was very fine, a very fine man.”

Tinsley went back to Louisiana to take the
head coaching job at Flaynesville High School,
while the Cardinals hit an all-time low, dropping
to I-IO. Nevers was gone and his successor,
Jimmy Conzelman, among others, coerced Tinsley
to rejoin the team in 1940. But a knee injury neu
tralized the big end, who still finished 14th among
the league’s receivers. The knee, however, brought
down the curtain for the final time on the great
Tinsley. After just three NFL seasons, the
Cardinals' no. 31 was done.

“This fella was a solid football player,” recalls
Cardinals “Dream Backfield” legend Marshall
Goldberg, a teammate of Tinsley in 1940. “He had
great intelligence. That’s what made him such a
great pass receiver.”

Tinsley regained the spotlight eight years later
when he coached his alma mater, L.S.U., for seven

seasons. He still ranks as the fourth winningest
head coach in Tiger annals.

As for his greatest moment, he reserves the top
shelf for an epic play from his L.S.U. days. “We
were playing Georgia.” he says. “On one play 1
made three blocks. 1 blocked the tackle, I blocked

the linebacker, and I blocked the safety.”

insley trademark. His skill
and tenacity were in such evidence that Bronko
Nagurski, the league’s premier fullback of the
1930s and a man who knew something about phys
ical play, named Tinsley to his all-time NFL team.

Today, the time-honored Cardinals record-set
ter mends slowly from a tractor accident suffered
two years ago that left him with two broken legs, a
broken shoulder, and broken hip. The mishap, how
ever, fails to keep the resilient Tinsley down. “1 was
raised on the farm,” he says. “When 1 was growing
up. instead of doing calisthenics, 1 did labor. I've
just led a normal life: no alcohol, no cigarettes.”

Tinsley has seen a lot of football since the diLSty
days of he and Hutson. “The biggest difference
today is they just throw more.” he says. “Of course,
pass protection is better now because at least a half
dozen men are holding on every play. Everybody’s
throwin’ a lot more and catchin’ a lot more.”

With a career pedigree that dates back to the
second decade of NFL football, receiving skills
that place him alongside the sport’s all-time icons,
and a mark in the Ctirdinals’ record book that has

stood for 64 years, Gaynell Tinsley is assured an
enduring station in Cardinals’ lore.

The Cardinals returned to .500 and earned their first two-game season
sweep against the Eagles since 1984 with their first December road win in
four years (30-12 at Houston. Dec. 4, 1994). Quarterback Jake Plummer
directed the Cards 58 yards to the Eagles' 14-yard line on the first nine
plays of overtime to set the table for Chris Jacke’s 32-yard game-winning
field goal. The final march principally was the work of two clutch comple
tions to Rob Moore, the first for 30 yards, the other for 16 yards in the face
of a ihird-and-eight Philadelphia blitz.

The Cardinals rode a record-setting passing effort by quarterback Boomer

Esiason's personal best 522 passing yards were the third most prolific total
in NFL history while also setting Cardinal and Redskin opponent single-
game records. New Cardinal kicker Kevin Butler, signed five days earlier,
sealed the pulsating victory with his third field goal, a 32-yarder, after he
and Redskin kicker Scott Blanton traded overtime misses. Arizona's 615
total yards were the first 600-yard outing in franchise history and the high
est total in the NFL in six years (676, Washington vs. Detroit, Nov. 4, 1990).

November 30,1997 □ Sun Devil Stadium (64,322)
Like two boxers, the Steelers and Cardinals traded scores throughout an
exciting turnover-free contest that was Arizona's fourth overtime outing of
the season and Pittsburgh's first victory in four trips to Sun Devil Stadium,
The tilt also was Arizona’s sixth setback in eight games decided in the final
minute of overtime. Pittsburgh battering ram Jerome Bettis rushed for Card
opponent single-game and season bests of 142 yards on 36 carries and
three touchdowns, including the overtime game-winner, a 10-yard rumble
that climaxed the Steelers' only overtime possession, a five-play, 52-yard
drive that took just 2:51.

September 29,1996 J Sun Devil Stadium (33,116)
The Cardinals scored the game's final 17 points on their last three pos
sessions to post a dramatic 31-28 comeback victory and register their first
two-victory September since 1991. It also was the first time in 66 games
the Cards overcame a fourth-quarter deficit of 14 points or greater. Two

December 30,2001 J Ericsson Stadium J Cardinals 30, Panthers 7
The Cardinals rode a 27-point first half to a never-in-doubt 30-7 success
in their first visit to Carolina's Ericsson Stadium, providing Arizona its
largest margin of victory since 1993 (131 games, 38-10 vs. L.A. Rams,
Dec. 5, 1993). The Cards also were turnoverless for the second consecu
tive week, a team first in 307 games (Nov. 21-28,1982 vs. San Francisco
and at Atlanta, respectively), Arizona middle linebacker Ronald McKinnon
returned a (cornerback) David Barrett-forced Carolina fumble 25 yards for
a touchdown on the second play from scrimmage, McKinnon’s second
touchdown in as many games. After kicker Cedric Oglesby booted the first
of three field goals (41, 18, 26 yards), quarterback Jake Plummer and
wide receiver David Boston combined for touchdown passes of 61 and
five yards on Arizona's next two possessions. The second was the work of
a short field provided by Barrett, who returned his interception of Panther
rookie quarterback Chris Weinke 23 yards to Carolina’s 12-yard line.
Plummer avoided interception for the third consecutive game, extending
his streak of interceptionless pass attempts to 121. Arizona posted 158
team rushing yards, its highest total in 38 games (159 yards, Nov. 14,
1999 vs. Detroit). Michael Pittman (12 att., 89 yards) and Thomas Jones
(16 att., 69 yards) administered most of the damage on the ground.
Pittman also added 28 receiving yards and 44 kickoff-return yards for 161
total yards. Despite completing 36 of 63 pass attempts, both single-game
Card opponent records, Weinke’s longest completion covered only 15
yards. The Cards' defense held the opposition scoreless in the second half
for the second consecutive week. Thirty-nine of Carolina’s 44 second-half
plays were passes. Arizona gained 208 yards on 25 first-down plays, an
average of 8.3 yards per snap. Boston recorded his ninth 100-yard receiv
ing game (seven rec., 127 yards) to break Rob Moore’s 1997 franchise
single-season record.

Cowboys three times from the one-yard line. The Cards spurned the Pokes
on fourth down when end Mao Tosi stripped quarterback Quincy Carter as
he was about to cross the goal line.

November 18, 2001 J Sun Devil Stadium J Cardinals 45, Lions 38
The Cardinals won a shootout against winless Detroit by equalling their
highest scoring output since 1977 (332 games). A dizzying run of fourth-
quarter heroics— 24 unanswered points that turned  a 31-21 deficit into
a 45-31 lead, and three defensive pass interceptions—carried the day.
The victory qualified as quarterback Jake Plummer's 14th career come
back. The game’s turning point was defensive end Fred Wakefield's 20-
yard interception return for a touchdown, Arizona's third consecutive
fourth-quarter touchdown following Plummer scoring strikes to wide
receivers David Boston and MarTay Jenkins.

Denver weathered the Cardinals’ fast start in unseasonable heat with 38
unanswered points, including touchdowns on three consecutive second-
half possessions and points in six of seven drives, to post a 38-17 victo
ry in the sixth regular-season meeting between the two teams. It was
Arizona's first game in 23 days and it first regular-season assignment in
273 days. The Cards' season opener, delayed by an open date and
national tragedy, was the team’s first at home since 1987, Arizona jumped
to a 10-0 lead on its first tv/o possessions. Rookie kicker Bill Gramatica
capped an 11 -play. 69-yard opening drive with his first NFL field goal, a 28-
yarder. On its ensuing possession, Arizona marched 80 yards in six plays,
a drive running back Thomas Jones completed with  a one-yard touchdown
plunge. Three second- and third-quarter Arizona turnovers—interception
(Jake Plummer), kickoff-return fumble (MarTay Jenkins), fumble (Jones)—
quickly turned a 10-3 Cardinal lead into a 24-10 deficit when the Broncos
capitalized to score 13 points. Wide receivers David Boston (Arizona) and
Rod Smith (Denver) shined. Boston caught eight passes for 145 yards, his
sixth career 100-yard outing. Smith set a Bronco single-game record with
14 receptions (162 yards, two touchdowns). Rookie Arnold Jackson
returned three punts 37 yards, including a 29-yarder, Arizona's longest in
25 games. Plummer passed the 11,000-yard mark in career passing
yardage with his first completion, a 26-yarder to Boston on the Cards’ first
play from scrimmage. The 103-degree heat was the warmest regular-sea
son kickoff temperature in Cardinal history.
Series Notes
The clubs have played just six times during the regular season with the
Cardinal stiil searching for their first victory ... the first contest ended in a
17-17 tie in 1973, the second a 7-0 Bronco win in 1977, the third a 37-0

The Cardinals suffered their most one-sided home-field loss in 21 Sun
Devil Stadium outings (41-14 vs. Tennessee, Oct. 26, 1997), a 29-3 set
back in Green Bay’s first Arizona appearance since 1990. The Packers
dominated the contest throughout, beginning with 80- and 85-yard touch
down drives on their second (Ahman Green 19-yard touchdown run) and
third (Bill Schroeder 55-yard touchdown reception from quarterback Brett
Favre) possessions, continuing with five Packer record-tying Ryan
Longwell field goals, and ending with a stifling defensive effort that held
the Cardinals to 209 total yards while intercepting Arizona quarterback
Jake Plummer four times. Green Bay scored on seven of its 11 posses
sions. The Packers also enjoyed a 36:28-23:32 time-of-possession
advantage that relegated Arizona to just five second-half possessions,
including only one in the third quarter. Longwell’s five three-pointers
equaled Chris Jacke’s single-game Packer record. Arizona's only points
came on kicker Cary Blanchard’s 31-yard second-quarter field goal, his
sixth consecutive three-pointer as a Cardinal, The Cardinals never seri
ously threatened after Longwell closed Green Bay’s first-half scoring with
his first field goal with 2:06 to play before intermission, extending the
Packers' lead to 17-3.

The Cardinals scored touchdowns on their first three second-half posses
sions to turn a 9-3 halftime deficit into a 24-9 advantage, Arizona's largest
lead in 42 games (17-0 and 28-0 at Washington, Nov. 22, 1998), then
withstood a withering Kansas City comeback in the game's final 4:39 to
post a 24-16 victory. The Cards took command with  a smothering third-
quarter ball-control offensive performance, running 24 of the period’s 27
plays and possessing the ball for 13:50 en route to two touchdowns, a 24-
yard Michael Pittman run and a 23-yard David Boston reception. The lat
ter, Boston's first 2001 touchdown, capped a 16-play, 95-yard drive,
Arizona’s second scoring march of 95 yards or more in as many weeks.
Free safety Kwamie Lassiter set the table for the third touchdown, a 13-
yard Thomas Jones rush, with an interception for the third consecutive
game. Unexpected dramatics ensued. Following an exchange of punts,
the Chiefs covered 75 yards in two plays on a 41 -yard run (Priest Holmes)
and 34-yard touchdown reception (Derrick Alexander), slicing Arizona’s
lead to 24-16. Scott Player’s punt to Kansas City’s one-yard line with 1:06
to play pinned the Chiefs, but four pass completions later, K.C. was sitting
fourth-and-one on the Cards’ two-yard line with two seconds left.
Cornerback Corey Chavous thwarted Kansas City’s comeback with an
end zone interception. Two lost second-quarter fumbles negated early
Arizona scoring opportunities, the first by MarTay Jenkins at Kansas City’s
36-yard line following his 42-yard kickoff return, the second by fullback
Joel Makovicka at the Chiefs’ five-yard line after a 25-yard reception that
Kansas City recovered in its end zone. Card quarterback Jake Plummer
avoided interception for a second consecutive week for the third time in his
career while completing 16 of 25 passes for 228 yards, Boston posted his
eighth career 100-yard receiving effort with 131 yards on seven catches.

The Chiefs hold a 5-2-1 advantage in the series... after the two teams
played to a 6-6 tie in 1970 in the first meeting, Kansas City won the next

A
42-yard run by running back Michael Pittman highlighted the first scoring
drive that running back Thomas Jones capped with  a five-yard touchdown
run. Completions of 21, 15, and 11 yards to David Boston, MarTay
Jenkins, and Pittman, respectively, propelled the Cards to their second
touchdown, a one-yard Pittman plunge. Gramatica's first two field goals
followed. Two Oakland touchdowns sandwiched around Gramatica's third
field goal put the Raiders in position to begin the frenetic finish by regain
ing the lead at 24-23 on a 24-yard field goal with 1:52 to play. The Cards
responded with a 50-yard touchdown pass to Boston at 1:18 followed by
a two-point conversion draw by Plummer. Oakland quickly drove 78 yards
to tie the game on a two-yard reception by wide receiver Jerry Rice. In
overtime, both teams exchanged punts, but the Raiders muffed their
return. LeVar Woods recovered the fumble at the Raiders’ 25-yard line.
Gramatica booted his 36-yard game-winner three plays later. Arizona’s

return (third quarter). Rookie Arnold Jackson contributed a 55-yard punt
return, Arizona’s longest in 136 games.

Eagle Brian Mitchell equalled Ihe NFL record for career
kickoff/punt returns for touchdowns (12, Eric Metcalf) when he raced 94
yards with the opening kickoff. Late in the first half, Philadelphia quarter
back Donovan McNabb found wide receiver James Thrash with a 54-yard
touchdown. In between, the Eagles tallied their third touchdown on a
seven-play, 35-yard, short-field drive that McNabb and Thrash also
capped with an eight-yard scoring connection. The Cardinal offense, fail
ing to score more than one touchdown for the third time in four weeks,
answered with only one touchdown, a two-yard second-quarter pass from
quarterback Jake Plummer to tight end Tywan Mitchell that completed a
five-play, 80-yard drive highlighted by David Boston's 52-yard reception to
the Eagle two-yard line. Mitchell's touchdown grab two plays later was his
career first. The two teams played a scoreless second half. Boston caught
eight passes for 138 yards, his third consecutive 100-yard outing and the
ninth of his career. Arizona opened with its seventh different starling
defensive line in as many games when rookie end Andy Bowers, appear
ing in his first NFL contest, replaced the injured Thomas Burke. Each team
punted 10 times. Arizona was penalized just once for nine yards. Both
Card kickers (Gramatica-shoulder, Player-ankle) were hurt in the contest.
Free safety Kwamie Lassiter and guard Pete Kendall ran their streaks of
consecutive games to 85 and 80, respectively.

The Cardinals' first regular-season appearance in St. Louts since depart
ing for Arizona in 1988 was their second workmanlike victory in as many
weeks, fueled by a 17-point second quarter, Arizona’s initial first-half
points of the season. The triumph improved the Cardinals' record to 2-2
for the first time since 1991 and propelled them info a share of first place
in the NFC East Division. The Cards claimed the game's momentum by
scoring on their three second-quarter possessions—22-yard Joe Nedney
field goal, 13-yard Frank Sanders touchdown reception from quarterback
Jake Plummer, and four-yard Adrian Murrell touchdown run. The latter
marked the third consecutive game Murrell posted  a rushing touchdown,
a Cardinal first since Ronald Moore accomplished the feat in 1994, a span
of 59 games. The Arizona defense limited the Rams to 264 total yards and
just 15 pass completions without benefit of a turnover, providing the
Cardinals their first road victory in artificial turf with a defensive turnover
since the 1989 season opener at Detroit, a span of 147 contests. Arizona’s
17-7 lead shrank to 17-10 on the final play of the first half when Rams'
kicker Jeff Wilkins launched a 57-yard field goal, the longest three-pointer
in Rams’ history, the longest by a Cardinal opponent, and the 12th longest
in NFL annals. Following a sooreless third quarter. St. Louis tied the game
at 17-17 on rookie running back Robert Holcombe’s second rushing
touchdown, a four-yarder with 9:52 to play. But Arizona marched to
Nedney’s 29-yard game-winning field goal on its ensuing possession, a
10-play, 75-yard drive aided by a 43-yard pass interference call to the
Rams' 10-yard line. The Cards’ defense then stopped St. Louis three-and-
out and turned the ball over to the Arizona offense, which ate the game’s
final 3:11 with eight plays and two first downs on four consecutive Murrell
rushes, a seven-yard third-down Plummer-to-Sanders conversion pass,
and three Plummer kneel-downs.

Although approxi
mately 1.300 seats were lost during the renovation,
the project eliminated sight-line problems that had
caused obstructed views from lower-row seats.

The bowl (south) end was connected seven

years ago by Arizona State’s six-story
Intercollegiate Athletic Complex building and an
extension of loge-level seats. A state-of-the-art
video replay scoreboard and locker rooms in the
north end also were added. The color video replay
system, situated in the southwest corner, offers

fans instant replays of game action. A comple
mentary matrix board for messages and statistical
iiiformation sits in the southeast corner.

In 1989. $11.5 million was spent to construct a
three-story, 60.000 square-foot building atop the
upper deck on the west side containing two 30-
suite levels and topped by a modern press box and
eight additional private suites. Served by four
industrial-sized elevators—one for the media and

three for the public—the addition offers working
space for 200 sportswriters. broadcast booths,
booth space for statistical crews, coaches, public
address personnel, security, scoreboard opera
tions, and a rooftop camera deck in addition to
suite seating for over 900 fans.

The playing field was named Frank Kush Field
in 1996 to honor the legendary former Arizona
State University head coach who also served as
head coach of the NFL Indianapolis Colts from
1982-84.

Super Bowl XXX required a number of
improvements, including a new sound system,
four new light poles at each corner of the stadium,
new light fi xtures to existing light standards on the
east and west sides, and a resodded playing field.

Sun Devil Stadium proved a most hospitable
host to the Cardinals in the team’s inaugural season
in Arizona in 1988 when seven of the Cards’ eight
regular-season home games broke the club’s previ
ous single-game attendance record. The season total
of 472,937 fans also easily eclipsed the Cardinal
franchise’s single-sea.son home attendance mark.

In 1994. the Cards again broke their single
season attendance mark when 497.330 fans, or an
average of 62.166 patrons per game, spun the Sun
Devil Stadium turnstiles.

The largest crowd in Cardinal history—
73.025—witne.ssed the Cards' September 19. 1993
battle against the eventual Super Bowl champion
Dallas Cowboys at Sun Devil Stadium.

The 10 largest crowds to watch Cardinal home
games all have been played at Sun Devil Stadium
since the team's 1988 arrival in Arizona.□
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Rising from a former cotton field in southTempe is the Cardinals’ training facility and
corporate headquarters.

Covering 14.7 acres of land, the Cardinals’

home since September of 1990 is a 94,000 square-

foot state-of-the-art facility .sporting desert building
materials, and three and one-half acres of

Southwestern (Sonoran) desert landscaping that

leaves no doubt where the team proudly calls home.

Possessing many characteristics that distinguish
it as both a football facility and an Arizona land

mark, the showcase complex has won numerous

architectural and landscape awards. In the spring of

1996. it also served as a location for the filming of

the movie “Jerry Maguire" starring Tom Cruise.

The facility incorporates local materials such

as copper, desert brick, and clay tile, complement

ed by desert landscaping which integrate into the

natural surroundings.

Environmentally sensitive, it utilizes passive

solar energy to light offices and corridors while

employing ina.sonry and shadow to eliminate heat.

The interior joins many important concepts.

Specificity of design is reflected in the workout
areas on the first level where a number of planned

activities can occur simultaneously. Facilities are

situated along a logical traffic pattern to accom

modate a progressive flow of activities.

The first lloor consists of player facilities that

include the training area, an auditorium, locker

room, hydrotherapy (15-player in-floor Jacuzzi

and cold plunge) and spa rooms, indoor/outdoor

weight-training room, offensive and defensive

meeting rooms, and film/videotape rooms. They
open to three playing fields (one lighted) on near-

ly five acres of land.

The second and third floors comprise the

administration and operations areas that include

the coaching staff’s offices. On the second and

third floors, natural lighting and breezeways com

bine with advanced communications technology

to create the most flexible office space possible.
The integration of current electronic and construc

tion technologies also makes the facility more
economical to operate and easier to maintain.

The main building is flanked by a two-story

attached building that includes a public area, the

ticket office, and the public relations department

that houses a media center featuring custom-

designed work carrels, private interview rooms,

televisions, and a reference library. Another two-

story building housing two handball courts com

pletes the complex.

Tifway 419 sod, the same hybrid used for golf

course putting greens and the Sun Devil Stadium

playing surface, covers seven and one-half acres

on the east side of the building and includes three

laser-leveled side-by-side practice fields.

Underneath lies a complex lateral piping, sub

drainage system constructed with drainage tiles
that accommodate as much as three inches of rain

water that can be drained from all three fields,

making them playable within three hours.

Furthermore, many details are invisible to the

naked eye. For example, the fields and team build

ing are set at the same angle as Sun Devil Stadium,

the Cards’ home field at Arizona State University,

allowing simulation of the position of the sun

under game conditions.Q

The Ariz.ona Cardinals make community activities a year-round commitment.
Second-year Community Relations Director

Luis Zendejas. the former NFL (Dallas and
Philadelphia) and Arizona State kicker, directs the
Cardinals’ statewide efforts.

For instance, the Cardinals responded to the
worst forest fires in state history during the past
off-season by coordinating with the Red Cross to
send players and cheerleaders to visit victims in the
mountains of northern Arizona.

The Cardinals annually trek 150 miles north ofPhoenix to the cool climate of Flagstaff,

Arizona, northern Arizona's largest city located at

one of America’s highest city elevations, and the
excellent facilities of Northern Arizona University

(N.A.U.) for the team’s preseason training camp.
While Phoenix temperatures range somewhere

between hot and hotter in late July and August, the
Cardinals benefit from Flagstaff’s 7.200-foot alti
tude that consistently produces daytime tempera
tures in the upper 70s and low 80s. (On average,
summer temperatures in Flagstaff reach 90 degrees
only three days per year.)

Flagstaff is situated in the Coconino National
Forest, the largest continuous stand of ponderosa
pines in the United States. It also serves as the coun
ty seat for Coconino County, the second largest
county in the nation with 12 million acres.
