ADELE HARRIS

Adele Harris, a 26-year Cardinals employee and the first

minority female executive in the National Football League

passed away on Friday, November 16, 2007 in Gilbert, AZ.

She was 65 years old.

Originally from Chicago, Harris was raised in St. Louis

and joined the Cardinals in 1971 as an assistant in the

public relations department. She left the club in 1974 to

pursue a college education, then returned in 1978 with a

degree in business management and served as the team's
Director of Community Relations from 1980 until her
retirement in 2001.

One of the crowning achievements of her career was her

work with the Arizona NFL Youth Education Town (YET)

Center, opened in South Phoenix in 1998. There are now 15
YET Centers in 12 cities: Atlanta, Detroit, Fort Lauderdale,

Honolulu, Houston (2), Jacksonville, Los Angeles, Miami,

New Orleans, Phoenix, San Diego (2) and Tampa (2). The

Center operates as an educational and recreational facility

the NFL has established in Super Bowl host cities to posi

tively enhance opportunities for at-risk children. Harris'
selfless work with the Arizona YET Center culminated with

the playing field being named in her honor.

"Adele was an integral part of the Cardinals organization for over a quarter of a century and was

so much more than simply an employee," said Cardinals owner Bill Bidwill. "She truly treated every

one - particularly our players - like they were her own family and if ever the term 'people person' fit
someone, it was Adele. We are all saddened by the news of her passing but know that her memory

lives on through the countless individuals whose lives she has enriched."

William V. Bidwill's association with the

Cardinals began as a child ball boy on Chicago's

South Side and continues today as owner.

A native of Chicago, Bill Bidwill presides over

the oldest continuously-operated professional
football franchise. Founded in 1898, the Cardinals

join the Chicago Bears as the only two remaining
charter members of the National Football League

(1920).
The Cardinals have remained in the Bidwill

family since Bill's father, Charles, a prominent
Chicago sports figure and member of the Pro

Football Hall of Fame, purchased the team in
1932, Charles ran the club until his death in the

Cardinals' NFL championship year of 1947. Charles'

wife, Violet, then guided the franchise's fortunes

for the next 15 years, followed jointly by sons

Bill and Charles, Jr. (Stormy). Bill became sole
owner in 1972.

Named a Cardinal vice president during his

undergraduate days at Georgetown University, Bill

Bidwill returned to Chicago from the Navy in 1956

to begin assisting family interests that included
football. When the Cardinals moved to St. Louis

in 1960, Bidwill returned to the organization on
a full-time basis.

The 77-year-old Bidwill remains involved in all

areas of the Cardinals' day-to-day operation. He

operates the organization in south Tempe, Arizona

from its award-winning training facility the team
has called home since construction was completed

in September, 1990. In August of 2006, the team

opened the state-of-the-art University of Phoenix

Stadium, which gave the 100+ year old franchise
its first true home.

Arizona hosted its second Super Bowl when the

game was played at University of Phoenix Stadium

in February of 2008. Bidwill was also credited with

his leading role in bringing Super Bowl XXX to

Arizona on January of 1996.

An active supporter of various civic and charitable

organizations and endeavors, Bidwill directed the

formation of Cardinals Charities, the team's organiza

tion dedicated to supporting worthy Arizona causes,

shortly after the Cardinals arrived in the state.
Bidwill is co-chair of the Board of Trustees for the

Bert Bell/Pete Rozelle Player Benefit Plan. In August
of 2007 he was named to the Board of Trustees for

the Pro Football Hall of Fame, the governing body

of the Canton-based organization.

Bidwill and his wife, Nancy, are the parents of

five children and have nine grandchildren.

In his first year as coordinator, the Steelers
rushing attack improved from 31st to 2nd and
the overall offense ranked 16th behind rookie

QB Ben Roethlisberger. His second year ended
with an NFL title after the Steelers offense

averaged 26.8 points per game in the playoffs.

Pittsburgh's 2006 offense ranked 7th overall

(9th passing and 10th rushing).
Whisenhunt took over as Pittsburgh's offen

sive coordinator in 2004 when Mike Mularkey
became head coach of the Buffalo Bills. That was

the same year the team drafted Roethlisberger
and the rookie QB went on to set an NFL record
with wins in his first 13 career starts en route
to Offensive Rookie of the Year honors. The next

season he became the youngest QB in NFL his

tory to win a Super Bowl and finished third in

the league in passer rating (98.6).
Whisenhunt joined the Steelers in January

of 2001 as tight ends coach when Mularkey

was elevated from that position to offensive
coordinator. He previously coached at the pro

level with the New York Jets (tight ends, 2000),
Cleveland Browns (special teams, 1999) and

Baltimore Ravens (tight ends, 1997-98). He
began his coaching career in the collegiate ranks
with Vanderbilt for two seasons (1995-96).

Playing Career:
Whisenhunt was drafted in the 12th round

of the 1985 NFL Draft by Atlanta out of Georgia

Tech. He went on to play nine NFL seasons with

the Falcons (1985-88), Redskins (1989-90),

and Jets (1991-93). In 74 career games (37

starts), he caught 62 passes for 601 yards and
six touchdowns.

After going to Georgia Tech as a walk-on,

he finished his college playing career ranked

second on the Yellow Jackets' receiving yard

age list (1,264 yards) and fourth in career

receptions (82). He was a consensus All-ACC
and honorable mention All-America selection

as a senior in 1984 when he averaged 19.1

yards-per-catch.

LINKS TO SUCCESS

Few places are so singularly known for one thing as Ken Whisenhunt's
hometown of Augusta, GA is with the sport of golf.

Growing up in Augusta and not liking golf would be like living in
Nashville and not liking country music or Philadelphia and not liking
cheesesteaks.

"Golf is such an important part of the city's culture," says Whisenhunt,
who was born in Atlanta but raised in the city that is home to the
Augusta National Golf Club and the Masters.

Like many Augusta residents, Whisenhunt worked the tournament as
a teenager, "I worked on the scoreboard. It was one of those with the
panels that you would have to pull down, push in the square and then
push it back up and in. You always got excited when you put up those
birdies and wait for the crowd to react." HV

An avid golfer, he's also had the opportunity to play the course on
several occasions and last April attended the Masters for the first time in WL i
15 years. Two weeks later, he had the chance to play the course and shot
an even par 72. That round included an eagle on the par 4 11th hole, the
first of the three holes that make up the course's famed "Amen Corner."

After concluding his nine-year NFL Playing career in 1993, Whisenhunt took a year off and played a lot
of golf. In fact, that year he played in the 1994 U.S. Mid-Amateur at Hazeltine. Says Whisenhunt, "I shot
a big number the first day, a better number the second, and I didn't make it to match play."

Not Long after that, he left the links and embarked upon his coaching career, a profession that doesn't
provide much time or opportunity for golf.

His career-best score is a 65 and he has made two holes in one over the years. (That doesn't include
another tee shot on a par three that found the bottom of the cup but since it came after his first ball
went out of play, he recorded a three on the hole).

In comparing golf and football, Whisenhunt says, "The one thing that's very similar is consistency.
If you have a consistent swing and other aspects of your golf game, you're going to score well. And in
football a lot of your success is tied to your approach. If you know what you want to do and consistently
prepare and execute, you'll have success."

THROWN INTO THE FIRE

No matter what challenges lay ahead for Ken Whisenhunt I K
in his career as an NFL head coach, none could be as daunt-

ing as what he faced in his collegiate playing debut.
On November 8,1980, Whisenhunt was a true freshman, M

walk-on wide receiver/defensive back on a 1-7 Georgia I
Tech team that hosted undefeated and #1 ranked Notre *

Dame. "I don't know how many Division I-A teams there V

were in the country," Georgia Tech head coach Bill Curry ■
later said, "But if there were 110, we were #110." 1

On the game's second drive, Yellow Jackets starting T

OB Mike Kelley was forced from the game. Unbeknownst |J
to Whisenhunt, the back-up QB was also not available, **

leaving Georgia Tech with very few options at QB. The one V

Curry went with was the 18-year-old from Augusta (listed ■ (

in the game program as a 6-3, 190-pound receiver) who ”
had played some high school QB but had never taken a

college snap at any position.
With 5:16 to play in the first quarter of a scoreless game, Whisenhunt was not only forced to take

over against the nation's #1 team but after an Irish punt, his first college snap would come from his
own 5-yard line.

After Tech ran three times and failed to produce  a first down on his first series, senior guard Ben
Utt gave Whisenhunt a small piece of advice; "You're going to have to speak up in the huddle, we can't

hear you."
Whisenhunt also remembers his first pass clearly. "It was a little roll-out to the left and I let it go," he

said. "It was a beautiful spiral. The only problem was it landed five rows deep in the bleachers."
Whisenhunt eventually settled down, though he didn't get the chance to put up gaudy passing num

bers. He completed three of his five pass attempts for 29 yards, the bulk of which came on a 23-yarder
to fellow freshman Jeff Keisler that set up a Georgia Tech field goal in the second quarter.

Hampering his statistical performance may have been the fact that he played through a stress fracture
in his leg that went unnoticed until after the game.

Notre Dame kicked a game-tying field goal with a little over four minutes to play denied Tech the upset

win but they did hold on for the surprising 3-3 tie.

Whisenhunt's leg injury kept him from playing any more that season and while he did see a little
time at QB the following year, he eventually migrated full-time to the tight end/H-back position that he
played for nine years in the NFL.

Still, the lessons from that 3-3 tie against the nation's #1 team stay with Whisenhunt to this day.

"It taught me from a team perspective that if you play together, you can compete with anyone," he
said. "From a personal perspective, it taught me to never give up on what you believe and if you surround

yourself with the right people, you can succeed."

Pittsburgh's offense finished the 2006

season with the 10th best rushing attack in the

NFL, helping to give the Steelers the 7th ranked

total offense in the league, Parker finished the

season with the second and third top rushing

performances of the year in the NFL with 223

rushing yards (32 att., TD) against Cleveland

(12/7) and 213 yards (22 att., 2 TDs) vs. New

Orleans (11/12).

Under Grimm's guidance in 2005, the Super

Bowl champion Steelers averaged nearly 140

yards rushing per game during the regular season

to rank fifth in the NFL while also grinding out

181 rushing yards in their Super Bowl XL victory
over the Seattle Seahawks.

While in Pittsburgh, Grimm molded a formi

dable and tough offensive front anchored by All-

Pro guard Alan Faneca, who earned his sixth trip
to the Pro Bowl and his fifth consecutive start

in 2007, and center Jeff Flartings, who made his

second Pro Bowl appearance in 2006 and devel

oped into one of the best centers in the NFL in

just six seasons.

A native of Scottdale, PA, Grimm began his

NFL coaching career as Washington's tight ends

coach (1992-96) before moving to coach the

Redskins offensive line for four seasons (1997-

2000). He is credited with the development of

Washington tackles Jon Jansen and five-time Pro

Bowler Chris Samuels, who each earned starting

spots as rookies on the Redskins' offensive line.

Grimm started 11 seasons at guard for the

Redskins (1981-91) and helped lead the team

to four Super Bowl appearances and three vic
tories. He was voted to four consecutive Pro

Bowls (1983-86), was a first-team selection

to the 1980s all-decade team, and an origi

nal member of Washington's renowned "Hogs"

offensive line. During his playing days with the
Redskins, Grimm was a teammate of Whisenhunt

(1989-90) and quarterbacks coach Jeff Rutledge

(1990-91).

He was among the 17 finalists for induction
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2008, the
17 finalists for induction into the hall in 2007

and the 10 finalists in 2006.

An All-American center at Pitt who helped his

team to a 22-2 record over his junior and senior

seasons, Grimm was selected by the Redskins in

the third round (69th overall) of the 1981 NFL

Draft. His younger brother, Donn, was a starting
linebacker on Notre Dame's 1988 national cham

pionship team and signed with the Cardinals as

a rookie free agent in 1991.

As a prep, Grimm punted, played quarterback

and linebacker at Southmoreland High School

while earning nine varsity letters and starring
on the basketball team.

Grimm was inducted into the Western

Pennsylvania Sports Hall of Fame. He has four

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In 2005, Dallas finished the year as one of

only two NFL teams (St. Louis) with a pair of
receivers who each had over 500 receptions and

7,500 receiving yards for their careers in veterans

Keyshawn Johnson and Terry Glenn. Glenn tied for

the league lead in yards-per-catch with an average

of 18.3 yards and recorded the first 1,000-yard
receiving season for the Cowboys since 1999 with
his 1,136 yards and eight touchdowns. Johnson led

the team in receptions with 71 and was second in
touchdowns with six. Dallas was the only NFL team

in 2005 to produce three players who each had at

least 62 receptions as tight end Jason Witten (66
receptions) joined Glenn (62) and Johnson (71).

In Haley's first year in Dallas (2004), Johnson
finished the season with 70 catches for a team-high
981 yards and tied for the team lead with six touch

down catches. Prior to a season-ending foot injury,

Glenn was averaging 16.7 yards-per-catch on 24

receptions (400 yards) with a pair of scores. A pair
of rookies - Patrick Crayton and Terrance Copper -

were the biggest recipients of Haley's teaching as
both surfaced as productive late season additions.

Haley joined the Cowboys staff after three years
as the wide receivers coach with the Chicago Bears

(2001-03). Despite working with three different
starting quarterbacks with the Bears in 2003, three

of Haley's receivers topped the 40-catch mark for

the season, with Marty Booker leading the club

with 52 receptions and 715 receiving yards. Dez
White was second on the team with 49 receptions

for 583 yards and David Terrell recorded a career-

high 43 catches for 361 yards.

In 2002, Haley oversaw the continued growth

of Booker as he made huge strides following an
outstanding 2001 season. Booker capped his 2002

campaign by becoming the first Bears Pro Bowl

selection at wide receiver since 1971 and only the
fourth receiver in franchise history to earn the
recognition. Booker became just the second Bears
receiver to record back-to-back 1,000-yard seasons

with a career-best 1,189 yards and a team-leading

six touchdowns while just missing his second con

secutive season of 100-or-more catches (97). His
two-year total of 197 receptions in 2001-02 was
tops in the NFC.

In Haley's first season with the Bears, Booker

became the first receiver in team history to catch
100 passes in a season and the eighth receiver in

Bears history to surpass 1,000 receiving yards in
a season with 1,071. He also posted a career-best

and team-high eight touchdown catches.

Haley joined the Bears after spending six

seasons with the New York Jets (1995-2000). In
1999-2000 he mentored the Jets wide receivers.

In his first season with the group, Haley helped
guide Keyshawn Johnson to his second consecu

tive Pro Bowl appearance. Johnson finished the

season with 89 receptions, 1,170 receiving yards

and eight touchdowns, the second most catches

in a season in club history. Prior to taking over
wide receiver duties, Haley worked as an assistant

to offensive coordinator Charlie Weis (1997-98)
and helped the Jets to two 1,000-yard receivers in
1998 and Johnson's first Pro Bowl. Haley began his
career with the Jets as an assistant in the scouting

department in 1995, where he scouted regionally
for the team and assisted in player evaluations.

Haley attended the University of Florida and

the University of Miami before earning a bachelor's
degree in communications from the University of
North Florida in 1991.

The son of Dick Haley, the former Director

of Player Personnel for the Pittsburgh Steelers

(1971-90), New York Jets (1991-2002), and Miami

Dophins (current). Todd was a former ballboy for the
Super Bowl Championship Pittsburgh Steelers teams
of the 1970s.

A Clancy Pendergast defense has a few traits
and among them is using different looks to get
to the quarterback. They have been very suc
cessful since Pendergast took over.

In the four years since he took over as defen
sive coordinator in 2004, the team has collected
149 sacks. That is the fourth most in team his-

toiy over a four-year span since sacks became an
official statistic in 1982.

Sacks in a Four-Year Span

allowed (272) and 4th in third-down efficiency (34.2%).
Wilson, a Pro Bowl alternate and 16-game starter in
2005, led the team with a career-high 112 tackles and
eight sacks. The eight sacks were the most in the NFL by
a defensive back since sacks became an official statistic
in 1982. Wilson also became the first defensive back in

Cardinals history to lead the team in sacks. Outside line
backer Karlos Dansby finished third on the team with 103
tackles and collected four sacks and three interceptions,
becoming one of only six NFL players in 2005 to collect
more than three sacks and three interceptions.

In 2004, Pendergast's defense improved its overall
rank from 26th at the end of '03 to 12th. His unit was

particularly tough in the red zone where its 45.0 TO
percentage ranked second-best in the NFL (up from 60.7
in '03). Other key categories of defensive improve
ment were in third down defense (fourth in '04 and
32nd in '03); total sacks were up from 20 to 38; total
touchdowns allowed dropped from 55 to 35; and total
takeaways improved from 23 to 30. Overall, the Cards
plus-minus improved from minus-13 in 2003 to plus-1 in
'04 and the team allowed 130 fewer total points (452 to
322) which moved them from last in the NFL in 2003 to
12th in the league. Passing yards per game dropped from
224.4 in '03 to 189.8 in '04 (29th in '03 to 9th in '04)
and first downs allowed dropped from 326 in '03 to 282
in '04. The defense didn't allow a touchdown in three

Prior to joining the Cardinals as defensive coordina
tor, Pendergast spent a year in Cleveland as lineback
ers coach. That came after spending seven seasons
on the staff in Dallas, first as a defensive assistant/
quality control/linebackers (1996-99), then extended
additional responsibilities to coach nickel defense
packages (2000) and overall secondary (2001-02).
Dallas fielded the youngest starting defensive back-
field in the NFL in 2002 with two rookies (first-round

player (Tony Dixon) and a third-year veteran (Mario
Edwards). Williams, the eighth-overall selection, and
Ross, a third-rounder and 75th overall, tied for the
team lead with five interceptions. Pendergast's prize
pupil, Williams, achieved numerous all-rookie honors.
In both 2000 and 2001, the Cowboys finished 3rd in
the NFL in pass defense. In 2001, Pendergast's first year
overseeing the secondary, Dallas finished the season as
the NFL's 3rd pass defense for the second consecutive
season. Despite starting five different lineups and eight
different players in the secondary, Pendergast's man
agement of the Dallas nickel package in 2000 helped
the unit finish third in pass defense.

During his first four seasons with the Cowboys
(1996-99), Pendergast focused primarily on the lineback
ers and helped mold a unit which was part of a defense
that improved from 24th in 1997 to 12th in 1998. During
that period, Fred Strickland recorded a career-best 153
tackles (1996), Dexter Coakley set a club rookie record
with 136 tackles (1997), Strickland, Coakley, and Randall
Godfrey finished 2-3-4 on the club in tackles (1998), and
Coakley earned his first Pro Bowl selection and led the
club with four interceptions (1999).

Pendergast earned his bachelor's degree from the
University of Arizona in Tucson in 1990, then worked
with wide receivers and as an advance scout as a gradu
ate assistant at Mississippi State (1991) and a defensive
assistant at Southern California (1992). He spent the next
two seasons (1993-94) at the University of Oklahoma as
a graduate assistant advance scout and coaching the
tight ends, then was named the tight ends coach at
Alabama-Birmingham in 1995 before joining the Oilers as
a defensive assistant and quality control coach.

GOODELL VISITS THE CARDINALS

In his first couple of years as the
Commissioner of the National Football

League, Roger Goodell has made it a point

of emphasis to travel and visit as many
franchises as he can. In October of 2007,

Goodell spent time visiting the Valley of

the Sun and the Cardinals organization.

The Commissioner's visit began when

he got an up-close look at the Cardinals

and University of Phoenix Stadium, the

host of Super Bowl XLII, when they
hosted the Carolina Panthers. Before the

game, Goddell spent time speaking to
fans as he toured the activities outside

the stadium.

The following day, Goodell met with the Cardinal players as well as the entire front office

staff. In the meetings, the Commissioner addressed a few of the many issues that the league is

exploring, including keeping games on broadcast television long-term, revising the preseason

format, setting a rookie salary cap, the possibility of playing a Super Bowl in another country

and making improvements to the draft and Pro Bowl.

Goodell's main point in meetings with Cardinals players and personnel was personal conduct

and how it not only applies to players, but to all NFL employees.
"All of us are fortunate to be in the National Football League, myself included," Goodell said.

"There is a responsibility that comes with it."

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In his 15th year as an NFL assistant, Maurice
Carthon begins his second season with the

Cardinals after being appointed to coach running
backs on 1/29/07. An eight-year NFL veteran as
a running back, Carthon joined the Cardinals after

spending two seasons as the offensive coordinator

for the Cleveland Browns after previously coaching
for four other NFL teams.

Carthon helped tutor running back Edgerrin

James to his second consecutive 1,000-yard rush
ing season in Arizona with 1,222 yards in 2007,

the fifth-highest total in franchise history. With
his second consecutive 1,000-yard season, James

became only the second back in team history to
accomplish that feat while also being selected as

Prior to his two years with the Cowboys,
Carthon served as the Detroit Lions offensive

coordinator in 2002 after originally joining the
team as the running backs coach in 2001.

the three-time Pro Bowler Martin. Carthon began

working with Martin in 1995, a season which saw
the unheralded third-round draft choice set single-

season rushing records with 1,487 yards and 14
touchdowns on 368 carries becoming the only

rookie selected to play in the Pro Bowl, while also

garnering Rookie-of-the-Year honors.

A veteran of eight NFL seasons as a player,

Carthon began his career in 1985 when he signed
with the New York Giants as a free agent. He played
the next seven seasons with the team and was a

member of the Giants 1986 and 1990 Super Bowl

championship teams as a blocking fullback. He fin

ished his NFL playing career with the Indianapolis
Colts in 1992. Carthon never missed a game due to

injury during his career, and he finished his playing
days with 950 rushing yards and two touchdowns

in 300 attempts and caught 90 passes for 745

yards and two touchdowns.
Prior to signing with the Giants, Carthon began

his professional playing career as an eighth-round

draft pick of the USFL's New Jersey Generals in
1983. He played for the Generals for three sea

sons (1983-85) and totaled 2,102 yards rushing
and helped pave the way for Herschel Walker, the

league's top rusher. In 1984, Carthon started all 18

games and finished the season with a career-high
1,042 rushing yards and 11 touchdowns.

Carthon twice earned All-Southland Conference

honors while starring at Arkansas State University

trucks to University of Phoenix Stadium in mid-January. The National Football League entrusted
installation of the sod to Chandler-based Evergreen Turf, a proud partner of the Arizona Cardinals.

A number of other local companies donated both manpower and materials required in transporting

the field to Moon Valley High. Turf Equipment Source was responsible for tilling the top soil while All
Sports Turf Aeration was handling field aeration. The field received a laser grading from Turf Equipment
Source with additions of soil from Pioneer Landscaping Materials. Target Specialty Products provided the

necessary fertilizers and Hunter Industries through Horizon Irrigation is providing needed sprinkler head
replacements. Simpson Norton assisted with turf equipment needed to prepare the field for the instal
lation of the sod.

In all, approximately 75,000 square feet of sod was transported from University of Phoenix Stadium
to Moon Valley High School.

508,829.

The Cardinals sellout streak at University

Phoenix Stadium continued, selling out all

10 games in 2007 (including preseason). ̂

Entering the 2008 season, the team has now sold out all 20 games played at the new stadium. Arizona

averaged 64,580 fans per game in 2007, with the highest attended game coming when the team

hosted the Pittsburgh Steelers, drawing 64,844 fans.

NFL paid attendance for all 2007 games was 22,256,502, an increase of 56,790 over the previous
record total of 22,199,712 in 2006.

The 2007 NFL regular-season total paid attendance of 17,345,205 and the average of 67,755 per
game were both all-time records as well.

A total of 4,119,278 tickets were sold for 65 preseason games for an average of 63,374. Twelve
postseason games produced a sale of 792,019, including 71,101 for Super Bowl XLII.

Veteran college football coach George Belu shifted
career gears in 2001 when he joined the Cardinals
scouting staff after closing out his coaching career at
Ohio State University.

Belu, now in his eighth season with the Cardinals,
scouts the midwest and eastern part of the country. A
38-year coaching veteran, Belu broke into the football
profession in 1965 and was the offensive coordinator at
five schools and offensive line coach at six universities.

His coaching highlights include an 11-0 season and
Tangerine Bowl appearance at Miami (OH) in 1973, a
Big Eight Conference title and two bowl appearances
at Colorado, an Orange Bowl trip at Louisiana State,
an Atlantic Coast Conference (A.C.C.) championship at
North Carolina State, an Aloha Bowl appearance at Wake
Forest, and a bowl game at Ohio State.

ARIZONA AND DAYLIGHT SAVING TIME

Every year people across the country turn their docks ahead in the spring and back in the fall,
except in Arizona.

Although Arizona stays on standard time throughout the year, never changing their docks forward
or setting them back, the time change, or lack thereof, does affect the Cardinals' local kickoff times

during the season.

In 2008, daylight saving time was observed on the second Sunday in March (March 9) and ends on
the first Sunday in November (November 2). When daylight saving time is in effect, Arizona is three
hours behind the east coast making a 4 p.m. kickoff in New York a 1 p.m. kickoff in Arizona.

However, when daylight saving time ends, Arizona is only two hours behind the east coast, making
a 4 p.m. kickoff in New York a 2 p.m. kickoff in Arizona.

In 1967 the Uniform Time Act was instituted, putting the entire country on daylight saving time.
After one year, states could opt out if they wanted and Arizona went back to standard time and stayed
there. Residents and lawmakers of Arizona knew there was an abundance of sunshine and did not see
the need to move their clocks ahead in order to save any. The only other state that does not observe
Daylight Saving Time is Hawaii.

CARDINALS IN THE COMMUNITY

In 2004, Boldin established his foundation, "Q81" which is dedicated to expanding the

educational and life opportunities for underprivileged children in both Arizona and his home

state of Florida. Money raised through the foundation helps provide technology and materials
for schools in low-income areas, college scholarships for high school graduates, and food and

clothing for children. The goal is to provide athletes, parents, and coaches a spiritual outlet

through sports and to develop within each athlete strong values and attitudes.

Throughout the past couple of years, Boldin and his foundation have worked closely with

West Valley Child Crisis Center in Glendale to provide temporary homes to children who are
abused or are at risk for abuse, while also working with Glendale's Independence High School

to provide opportunities for the student athletes that they normally wouldn't have.
Boldin's involvement with Independence H.S. first started in duly of 2005 when he offered

two free football camps at the school, using his Cardinal teammates as guest instructors. He

then "adopted" the entire football team and made surprise visits to their practices and their

games throughout the season. In 2005, Boldin donated game tickets for the entire team. Later
in the year the football team received $10,000—$5,000 from Boldin personally and the other
$5,000 from the NFL Youth Football Fund with Boldin's assistance.

This past April, Boldin held his fourth annual "Q Fest" in his hometown of Pahokee, Florida
where residents were able watch a celebrity basketball game, get autographs, and take part

in a fun day at the park. Boldin, along with Cardinals teammates and other stars from around

the NFL, joined together in Florida to help raise money for the foundation and the community
of Pahokee.

The Cardinals 2004 Walter Payton "Man of

the Year" and his foundation, along with the

University of Phoenix, created a scholarship

program to help graduating students attend
college. Each year, six full-tuition scholarships
are offered to help high school graduates and

single parents in Florida and Arizona achieve

the goal of higher education.
After the destruction of Hurricane Katrina in

2005, Boldin, along with several teammates,
visited hurricane refugees that were displaced

to Phoenix. He helped serve food and drinks
to the Louisiana residents while also donating

money to the Hurricane Relief Disaster Fund.

Each year, Boldin and his foundation host free youth football camps in Arizona and Florida
at various high schools to benefit 400 children in grades 3-12 by teaching them about the fun
damentals of football while also focusing on education. Boldin also donates t-shirts and duffel

bags at each camp in addition to providing autographs for all of the campers.

Entering 2007, Darnell Dockett had collected a total of 6.0 sacks in his career and had never accu

mulated a multi-sack game in his first three seasons. In his fourth year, Dockett collected 9.0 sacks and
accumulated three multi-sack performances. His 9.0 sacks led all NFL interior linemen and led him to his
Pro Bowl selection in 2007.

It was a breakout year for the fourth-year pro. Below is a breakdown of Dockett's sack totals from his

first three years in the NFL compared to his performance in 2007.

Dockett led all Cardinals defensive linemen with 75 tackles, 22 more than his previous single season
high of 53 established in 2006. He has also recorded three tackles-for-loss, two forced fumbles, two

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AN UNCLE’S INSPIRATION

Faced with unspeakable tragedy at an early age, Darnell Dockett remembers a time when he
thought he was more likely to end up in prison or dead than in the NFL. He credits his uncle,
Kevin, as the one individual responsible for turning his life around.

At the age of 13, Darnell arrived home to find the body of his mother, Cheryl Hambrick, who
had been killed by a gunshot to the head. Shortly thereafter, Darnell moved from Decatur, GA
to Maryland to be with his father, Darnell Sr., who was dying of pancreatic cancer.

Only a few months after moving in with his father, Darnell Sr. passed away and Darnell became
an orphan. That's when Kevin Dockett, his father's brother, took him into his Burtonsville, MD
home and probably saved his life. Additional challenges would follow but he credits his uncle
with providing a foundation and instilling a sense of perspective that enabled him to meet and
move past each of them.

Tattooed on Darnell's right forearm

is a poem of gratitude to his uncle:

For believing in me
when no one else would.

When the odds were against me,

beside me you stood.

For being my friend,

brother, confidant and father.

Because of you I know
blood is thicker than water.

Words can't express my gratitude,

nor any amount of money.

From the bottom of my heart,

thank you and I love you

Fitzgerald recorded 100 receptions in 2007 despite playing in only 15 games and playing through
injuries in many others. It was the second time he has collected 100+ receptions in a season
(103—2005). It also marks only the fifth 100 reception season in franchise history. Fitzgerald's 100
receptions in 2007 are the fifth-most in team history and his 1,409 receiving yards tie him for fourth
place all-time, tying his own 2005 total.

Fitzgerald now joins Boldin as the only receivers in franchise history with two 100-reception
seasons. The fifth-year pro averaged 93.9 yards per game in 2007, the second highest total in the
NFL, behind only Indianapolis's Reggie Wayne, who averaged 94.4 yards.

Fitzgerald finished the season as the NFC's leader in both receptions and receiving yards in 2007.

RoLle made a huge splash on defense for the Cardinals in 2007, becoming a dangerous playmaker
once he got the ball in his hands. The third-year pro intercepted three passes, returning two for
touchdowns in week 11 in Cincinnati. He also returned the third pick for a touchdown but the score

was negated by an erroneous personal foul penalty called on the run back. As it stands, Rolle merely
earned a share of the NFL's all-time record for INT touchdowns in a game. He became the 24th player

in NFL history to accomplish the feat and the fifth Cardinal to do so.

NFL DONATES $1 MILLION TO ARIZONA YOUTH EDUCATION"
TOWN AS PART OF SUPER BOWL LEGACY PROGRAM

The National Football League donated $1 million to the Arizona NFL Youth Education Town (YET) to
fund expansion and support community outreach efforts.

For the past 15 years, the NFL has constructed YET Centers in Super Bowl host cities, aimed at posi
tively impacting youth in at-risk neighborhoods. The NFL has donated close to $20 million toward YET
Centers since the program began in 1993 as a legacy of Super Bowl XXVII. YET Centers are state-of-the-art
facilities offering tutoring, mentoring, career training, computer education, and access to recreational
activities.

The
school serves 1,000 students from kindergarten through 12th grade.

Joined by Phoenix government officials, Arizona Super Bowl XLII Host Committee Chairman Michael
Kennedy, Arizona Cardinals Owner Bill Bidwill, Arizona Cardinals President Michael Bidwill, Pro Football
Hall of Famer and former San Francisco 49ers quarterback Steve Young, and children who attend the YET
Academy, NFL Commissioner Roger Goodell announced the $1 million donation at a press conference on
January 31, 2008.

This year, funds donated by the NFL will be used to support expansion of the YET Center campus in
Phoenix and to support outreach efforts to reach underprivileged  families in the community.

WARNER REACHES THE TOP FIVE

Warner's path to 3,000 passing yards in 2007 was undoubtably unlike any of the other quarterbacks
who are on the franchise's career list. Not too many QBs start the season as a backup, start only 11 games

and play almost all of those 11 games with a torn ligament in their non-throwing arm.
That is the way Kurt Warner did it though. In week

16 vs. Atlanta, his 10th start of the season, Warner

reached 3,000 passing yards on the season, something
only 13 other QBs had done in Cardinals history.

Warner finished the season with 3,417 passing

yards, the fifth highest total in franchise history
despite the fact that he started in only 11 games
in 2007.

He not only matched that figure in 2006, but nearly went the
length of the field on each.

The second of those two TDs came at Minnesota on 11/26 when
he scooped up a fourth quarter fumble by Chester Taylor and raced 99
yards for a TD. Wilson also had a franchise record 99-yard INT return
for a TD off Michael Vick in Arizona's game at Atlanta on 10/1/06.

According to the Elias Sports Bureau, Wilson is the first player
in NFL history to record two touchdowns of 99+ yards in the same
season without the benefit of a kickoff return TD.

Wilson became just the fifth player since the 1970 NFL merger to
record two 99+ yard scores of any kind in the same season. The four
others all scored on kickoff returns.

The Cardinals followed a heart-breaking loss in the closing moments at San
Francisco in week one with an equally dramatic last-second victory in the home
opener vs. Seattle. After the Seahawks erased a 17-0 first half deficit to take a
20-17 lead with 9:52 left, Arizona tied it on the ensuing possession with a 52-yard
Neil Rackers FG. The Seahawks then seemed well on their way to a game-winning

FG tiy after advancing to the AZ 36 with 1:55 left but QB Matt Hasselbeck and
RB Shaun Alexander collided in the backfield and LB Gerald Hayes knocked the

ball loose. DT Darnell Dockett ultimately recovered at the SEA 46 with 1:48 to go.
Four straight Edgerrin James runs moved the ball to the 24 and Rackers nailed the
42-yard game winner with 0:01 left on the clock to give Ken Whisenhunt his first
victory as head coach.

Arizona dominated much of the first half. On Seattle's 2nd drive of the game,

Sean Morey blocked a Seahawks punt and that led to a 28-yard Rackers FG. After
a Seattle 3-n-out, Matt Leinart capped the next drive with a 30-yard TD to TE
Leonard Pope on 3rd-n-l early in the 2nd. Later in the quarter, James scored on
a 17-yard run to put the Cards up 17-0 with 5:43 to play in the first half. The
Seahawks offense crossed midfield for the first time on the next drive (their 6th of

the game) and capped it when Hasselbeck found WR Nate Burleson with a 24-yard
TD pass. Arizona scrambled for a 53-yard FG tiy but Rackers 53-yarder hit the left
upright as the half ended.
On the opening drive of the 2nd half, LB Lofa Tatupu halted Arizona when

he INT'd Leinart and returned it 16 yards to the SEA 48. That set-up a 16-yard
Alexander TD run that trimmed the AZ lead to 17-14. Josh Brown then kicked

28-yard FGs on the next two possessions to put Seattle ahead for the first time. On
the next AZ drive, a 35-yard catch-n-run by Anquan Boldin took it to the 25 but a
holding penalty then backed them up. Rackers saved the scoring chance with his
game-tying 52-yarder. With 1:55 left, Seattle was at the AZ36 and close to Brown
EG range when the game-changing fumble took place.
James’ 128 rushing yards were his most with the Cardinals. Leinart finished

1-yard shy of a 300-yard passing day.

SCORING SUMMARY

The Cardinals opened the 2007 season with a Monday night match at San
Erancisco and were seconds away from victory before a late Niners rally sent
them home 0-1.

In the first half, each team had a FG and converted a turnover into a TD to

make it 10-10 at intermission. On Arizona's first offensive play of the game,
QB Matt Leinart was INT'd by Walt Harris, who returned it to the AZ 6. Two
snaps later, Frank Gore ran up the middle and scored on a 6-yard run. Early
in the second, the Cardinals got on the board when Neil Packers' 35-yard FG
ended a 13-play, 53-yard drive. On the next drive, LB Karlos Dansby blitzed
up the middle and sacked Alex Smith, forcing a fumble that DE Antonio Smith
recovered at the SF 36. That set-up a 7-yard Edgerrin James TD run that made
it 10-7. James led a Cardinals ground attack that was very productive and he
opened his second Cards season by rushing 26 times for 92 yards. Meanwhile
the AZ defense again did an outstanding job containing SF back Frank Gore,
limiting the Pro Bowl RB to 55 yards on 18 carries. They also held talented TE
Vernon Davis to 2 catches for 4 yards. After the James TD, the Niners responded
with a long drive that reached the AZ 16 before settling for a 33-yard Joe
Nedney FG that tied it at the half.
A 30-yard Nedney FG on SF's opening drive of the second half gave the

Niners a 13-10 lead they took midway through the fourth. Arizona then went
ahead when Leinart connected with WR Anquan Boldin on a 5-yard TD pass
to cap a 58-yard drive. One of the key plays came on 3rd-n-3 from the SF30
when Leinart scrambled 20 yards for the first down. Nursing the lead, the
Cards were forced to punt it back to SF, who took over at its own 14 with 2:58
left and needing a TD to win. Smith quickly completed passes to get SF near
midfield. Facing a 4th-n-l at the AZ45 with 1:43 left, Smith eluded the Cards
rush and ran 25 yards for a 1st down. Three plays later on 3rd-n-13 at the 23,
Smith lofted it down the middle to Arnaz Battle who caught it at the 1 before
fumbling into the end zone.

In a week 4 match-up rife with subplots, the Cardinals scored 21 second half points against
the NFL's 112 ranked defense to upset the previously unbeaten Steeiers and move to 2-2. The
Arizona sideline featured many with ties to Western PA and the Steeiers, most notably head
coach Ken Whisenhunt and top assistant Russ Grimm who were once Steeter assistants, Playing
without Pro Bowl WR Anquan Boldin, the Cardinals relied on lany Fitzgerald (10-120 receiving)
and a QB rotation of Matt Leinart & Kurt Warner. Defensively, they limited league-leading RB
Willie Parker to 37 yards on 19 carries while baiting his 100-yard game streak at 4. They also
picked off Ben Roethlisberger twice and forced punts on 7 of Pittsburgh's 9 other drives,
from the outset, it was clear it would be a hard-hitting affair and points would be hard

to come by. Pittsburgh notched the game's first score late in the opening quarter when
Roethlisberger hit WR Santonio Holmes with a 43-yard TO pass on a 3rd-n-26 play. None of the
next 7 Steeler drives, however, produced points and ended in punts (6) and an INT (1). While
Leinart QB'd the first 3 drives, Warner entered with 4:56 to go in the 2nd quarter to run the
no-huddle as he had the week before in Baltimore. On the 2nd play of the series he hit Larry
Fitzgerald with a 20-yard pass to the PIT37 but the WR fumbled at the end of the play and S
Troy Polamalu returned the recovery to midfield. The A2 defense answered and OT Darnell Dockett

recorded the 2nd of his 2.5 sacks on the day to force a punt. Warner & Co. ran the 2:00 offense

well enough to yield a FG try but Neil Packers’ 52-yarder was wide left as the half expired.
On Arizona's opening drive of the 3rd quarter, Warner led a 9-play, 70-yard drive on which

he was 6-7 passing for 45 yards (4-28 to Fitzgerald) and Gpped it with a 6-yard pass to WR
Jerheme Urban, who saw extended action in Boldin's absence. With the game tied at 7 late in
the 3rd, the Cards gave Pittsburgh a golden opportunity when Warner mishandled a shotgun
snap and the Steeiers recovered at the AZ4. After stopping Parker on the first two downs, S
Adrian Wilson halted the threat by stepping in front of TE Heath Hiller in the endzone and

recording the INT. The game was still tied early in the 4th when rookie Steve Breaston fielded
a Steeiers punt at the A227 and took it 73 yards for Arizona’s first punt return TD since 1993.
Leading 14-7, the Cards D forced another Pittsburgh punt and when the offense took over at
its own 18 with 11:33 left it was with Leinart back at QB, On his first snap he hit Fitzgerald on
a 38-yard pass to the PIT44 and despite leaving for 1 play after a violent but unpenalized hit,
engineered a long (13-82,7:19) drive that ended with a 2-yard Edgerrin James run that made
it 21-7. James was 7-20 on the drive and Leinart was 3-4-56 passing but his biggest play may
have been with his legs. Facing a 4tb-n-l at Wie PIT24, the Cards passed on a FG tiy that could
have made it a 10-point game and Leinart picked up the 1st down on a sneak. Roethlisberger
then made it a one score game on the next drive when he hit Holmes with a 7-yard TO pass
with 1:54 but Fitzgerald recovered the ensuing onside kick and that, along with a Ralph Brown
INT 89 second later sealed the win.

In a wild week 3 contest at Baltimore, the Cardinals battled back from a 17-point 4th
quarter deficit to tie the game late. However, the Ravens escaped with the win thanks to a
46-yard FG as time expired on a drive that was significantly aided by a suspect personal foul
call. Each team utilized its back-up QB and each executed when needed, Kurt Warner initially
replaced Cards starter Matt Leinart for a series in the 2nd quarter to run a pre-planned, no
huddle package better suited for the veteran. Warner returned late in the third when AZ went
to the set exclusively and engineered the comeback.

Early on, the AZ offense had trouble finding a rhythm but the defense kept things close.
Each of Baltimore's first 2 drives went deep into Cards territory and while lengthy (14 plays
and 7&f yards per), each ended with a Matt Stover FG. Warner entered the game for the
first time midway thru the 2nd quarter and quickly moved the ball with passes to Anquan
Boldin and Lany Fitzgerald to set-up a 48-yarii Neil Packers FG that made it 6-3. The Ravens
answered on the next drive with a 13-yard scoring pass from Steve McNair to Derrick Mason
just after the 2:00 warning. A 3-n-out forced a Cards punt that Yamon Figurs returned 75
yards for a score that made it 20-3, While Leinart put AZ in position for a 47-yard FG tiy with
:23 left, Rackers' try sailed about a foot right.

Early in the 3rd, DT Darnell Dockett forced a McNair fumble and Bertrand Berry recovered at
the Raven 35, leading to a Rackers FG. AZ then recovered a surprise onside kick and Warner
re-entered the game. The next play saw him hit Fitzgerald for 27 yards to the Raven 27 but
the WR fombled at Uie end of the play and CB Corey Ivy recovered, A Stover FG (43) made it
23-6 late in the 3rd. Warner responded by completing 6-6 passes for 72 yards and hit Boldin
with a 5-yard TD pass. Kyle Boiler then entered the game in relief of McNair but the AZ 0
forced a 3-n-out. Warner then struck again with a 2-play scoring drive - a 22-yard pass to
Fitzgerald and a 32-yard TD to Boldin that made it a 3-point game. After forcing a punt, AZ
took over at its own 13 with 5:33 left and Warner led a drive that ended with Rackers' game-
tying 41-yarder. With 0:47 left, TE Todd Heap caught a 12-yard pass at the Ravens 46 before
being leveled on a dean hit by SS Adrian Wilson that back judge Bob Wagoner inexplicably
penalized, moving the ball to the AZ 39 and setting up Stoveris game-winner.

In addition to Warner's outstanding performance, Boldin set a career-high with 14 catches
(2nd-most in team history) for 181 yards and 2 TDs for his 20th career 100-yard day.

The Car(jinals fell to 3-3 and dropped their first home game of the year with a

25-10 loss to the Panthers. However, they stayed in a first-place tie atop the NFC
West with Seattle, who lost at home to the Saints. It was a battle of the battered

as both teams began the week by placing their starting quarterbacks on I.R. -
Arizona's Matt Leinart (collarbone) and Carolina's Jake Delhomme (elbow). The
Panthers were further hampered when #2 man David Carr (back) was unable to
go and in a game-time decision turned to 43-year-old Vinny Testaverde, who had
joined the team midweek. Arizona was soon in a similar position when starter
Kurt Warner injured his left (non-throwing) elbow midway through the opening
quarter on a sack by Julius Peppers. The Cards turned to their own recent signee,
Tim Rattay, who bad just joined the team on Tuesday.

Carolina's John Kasay kicked FGs of 33 and 43 yards on consecutive doves
at the end of the first quarter and start of the second to give the Panthers a
6-0 lead. On the next possession, the Cards answered by moving 80 yards in
12 plays and capped it with Edgerrin James' longest TD run as a Cardinal (23
yards). James was 7-43 rushing on the drive while Rattay was 4-4 for 28 passing.
Neither team was able to record a first down on the next 5 combined possessions
and the half ended with Arizona leading 7-6.

Kasay's 24-yard FG on Carolina's 2nd possession of the 2nd half put the
Panther ahead 9-7 but Arizona again responded on the next series. WR Larry
Fitzgerald - playing for the 3rd straight game without fellow all-pro Anquan
Boldin (hip) - outleapt a Carolina defender to come down with a 36-yard
completion from Rattay and that was key in setting up a 50-yard Neil Rackers FG
that gave Arizona a 1-point lead. Kasay's miss on  a 45-yard attempt early in the
4th allowed the Cards to hold onto that lead further into the final quarter. With

5:52 to play, Carolina took over at its own 10 but a 25-yard pass interference
penalty on 1st down moved it to the 35 and on the next snap, Testaverde hooked
up with Steve Smith on a 65-yard TD that gave Carolina a 15-10 lead after the
2-point try failed. On the very next play from scrimmage, Rattay's pass attempt
went off the hands of TE Leonard Pope and was INT'd by CB Ken Lucas at the A2
36. That led quickly to a 45-yard Kasay FG which made it 18-10. With 3:26 to
go and the Cards needing a TD and 2-point conversion to tie, the offense had
advanced to midfield. Rattay seemed to have WR Jerheme Urban open down the
middle but the receiver hobbled the pass and Deke Cooper corralled the loose
ball for an INI On the next snap, DeAngelo Williams raced 75 yards off left tackle
to the 14 and shortly thereafter he scored from 13 yards out to put Carolina up
25-10 and put the game out of reach.

SCORING SUMMARY

The Cardinals moved to 3-2 and recorded their first road win of '07 thanks to a 3-point victory

at St. Louis that put them in a first place tie in the NFC West. The Cardinals again employed
the 2-OB rotation of Matt Leinart and Kurt Warner before Leinart suffered a fractured collarbone
late in the 1st half and Warner went the rest of the way against his former team. Playing a 2nd

straight week without Pro Bowl WR Anquan Boldin, fellow all-pro Larry Fitzgerald recorded his 2nd
consecutive 100-yard game (9-136) and had a pivotal TO late in the 4th.

Winless and minus several starters, the Rams gave the Cardinals everything they could handle.
Back-up Gus Frerotte started at QB and ran a no-huddle set that produced a FG and TD on the first
two St. Louis drives while Arizona’s Neil Rackers hit a 50-yard FG in between. Warner entered the
game midway thru the 2nd quarter and ran the Cards no-huddle package that netted the team's
first TD when G Reggie Wells scored his first career TD by falling on an Edgerrin James fumble in
the end zone. On the 2nd play of the next Arizona drive, Leinart suffered the collarbone injury
on a sack by LB Will Witherspoon. Jeff Wilkins then hit a 35-yard FG with 1:17 left in the first
half to put the Rams up 13-10 but Warner followed with a drive puncbiated by several bold calls.
With 0:36 left and facing a 4th-n-6 at the SL 41, the Cards went for it and Warner hit Fitzgerald
for 6. Two plays later the two connected on a 34-yarder to the one and used their final timeout
with 0:14 left. When James was stopped for no gain on the next play, time expired before the
Cards could get a snap off but the Rams were flagged for intentionally kicking the ball and on the
untimed down, Warner dove up and over for the TD putting Arizona up 17-13 at the half.

The Rams reclaimed the lead on the opening drive of the 2nd half when Frerotte hit Tony Holt
with an 11-yard TD pass. St. Louis' next drive ended when a pass glanced off Holt's hands to
Cards CB Rod Hood. The INT set the Cards up at the Rams 14 but two plays later Fakhir Brown
recorded his second INT of the game when he picked off a Warner pass in the end zone. The Cards
tied it with a 32-yard Rackers FG on their next drive, then took a 27-20 lead early in the 4th
when Hood snatched a Frerotte pass and returned it 68 vards for his first career TD. A 31-yard
Wilkins FG made it 27-23 midway thru the 4th and the Rams soon got the ball back after a Cards
3-n-out. However, SS Adrian Wilson killed the threat with an amazingly athletic play on a 34-yard
Frerotte pass attempt that he broke up with his left hand, batting it to himself for an INT that
he returned to the Rams 39. That drive ended with Warner's perfect pass on 3rd-n-goal from the 7
that Fitzgerald caught for his first TO of the season. The Rams added a TD and 2-point conversion
on the next drive but Fitzgerald recovered the on-side kick to seal the win.

The Cardinals dug themselves an early hole at DC but battled back in thrilling fash
ion. They scored 13 fourth quarter points to pull within two but were unsuccessful on
both a 2-point try with 0:21 left that would have tied it and a 55-yard FG in the closing
seconds that would have won it. Instead the team fell to 3-4 and out of first place.
Q8 Kurt Warner turned in a gutsy performance for the Cards. Starting a week after

tearing a ligament in his left elbow, he played the entire game with a heavily braced
arm and was instrumental in leading Arizona's comeback. He also showed tremendous
resiliency in battling back from a pair of INTs that led to Washington’s 2 first-half TDs.
On the Cards 2nd drive, FS Sean Taylor returned a Warner INT 48 yards to the AZ25
setting up a 2-yard Clinton Portis run, Midway through the 2nd quarter, MLB London
Fletcher picked Warner off at the AZ27 and returned it for a TO. Late in the 1st half,
the Cards went for it on 4th-n-2 at the WASH48 but came up short, turning it over on
downs. The Arizona D then came up with one of its many huge plays on the next snap.
OE Bertrand Berry sniffed out a screen and batted Jason Campbell's pass into the arms
of LB Calvin Pace who returned his first career INT 14 yards to the WASH23 with 1:46
to play. The Cards ultimately faced a 4th-n-goal at the 2 vrith 0:06 left when Warner
hit WR Anquan Boldin for a TD that made it 14-6 after the PAT was blocked. After
missing the previous 3 contests with a hip injury, Boldin finished with a game-high
8 catches and 2 receiving IDs.

Redskin Rock Cartright returned the opening kickoff of the 2nd half 71 yards to the
AZ21 but a Pace sack on 3rd down backed the 'Skins up and kicker Shaun Suisham
missed from 41. The Redskins didn't miss on their next drive, moving 59 yards in 11
plays and took a 21-6 lead on Portis' 1-yard TD run. Arizona then narrowed it to 21-13
early in the 4th thanks to a 10-yard Warner-to-Boldin connection. The 12-play, 72-yard
drive was aided by a pair of Redskin personal fouls (S LaRon Landry & Fletcher).
Arizona's next drive reached the WASH5 thanks to completions of 22 and 43 yards
to TE Leonard Pope and WR Larry Fitzgerald, respectively. However, DE Andre Carter's
sack of Warner forced a fumble that DE Phillip Daniels recovered at the WASH13 to kill
the drive midway thru the 4th. Arizona's D kept the comeback hope alive by forcing
3-n-outs on the next two Washington drives and overall did not allow a first down in
the entire 4th quarter. With 2:37 left, the Cards took over at their own 29. A 22-yard
pass to WR Jerheme Urban was followed 2 plays later by a 29-yard catch-n-run to the
WASH2 by RB J.J, Arrington. After 2 runs failed to reach the end zone, back-up QB Tim
Rattay was inserted for a 3rd-n-goal play from the 1 with 0:26 left. On a play action
pass, he found Pope for a TD. On the tying 2-point try, Boldin took a direct snap in
shot-gun and tried a pass to Fitzgerald that was short. The Cards had life when Urban
recovered the on-side kick at the AZ41 with 0:20 left and one timeout. Consecutive

catches of 15 and 7 yards by WR Biyant Johnson set-up a game-winning F6 tiy but
Neil Packers' 55-yarder with 0:02 left was just wide.

SCORING SUMMARY

The Cardinals returned from the bye week with a road game at Tampa against the

4-4 Bucs. A win would have upped Arizona's record to 4-4 at the season's midway
mark but the Tampa defense proved to be too formidable a foe. After notching a FG on

their opening drive of the game, Arizona failed to record another first down the rest

of the half. The 3rd quarter was also ail Tampa as the Bucs held a 13:13 to 1:47 edge
in time of possession and took a 17-3 lead into the final stanza.

33. The play did set up a 47-yard Neil Packers FG that gave AZ its only lead of the day

at 3-0, Tampa responded on the next series vrith  a 10-play, 77-yard drive. The score

came when WR Joey Galloway wrestled the ball from FS Terrence Holt for a 37-yard

TD from Jeff Garda. On the first play of the 2nd quarter, the Cards were backed up to

their own 3 after a Tampa punt when Warner was INT'd by FS Tanard Jackson setting

the Bucs up at the AZ17.

The Cardinals won their 2nd straight game and upped tiieir record to 5-5 thanks to a hard-
fought road win at Cincinnati. The Bengals led in almost every statistical category but for the
2nd week in a row, Arizona forced 5 takeaways and that 5-0 plus/minus edge was the difference.
Nickel CB Antrel Rolle, who entered the game with  2 career picks, recorded 3 of Arizona’s 4 INTs off
Carson Palmer (a career-worst) and returned a pair for TDs b/ing the NFL record. He also went the
distance on his 3rd pick but a suspect penalty on the return wiped out the score.

On their first drive of the game, the Bengals capitalized on a short field when Palmer hit WR
T,J, Houshmandzadeh with a 19-yard TO pass. Arizona's next series ended when Neil Packers was
wide left on a 54-yard F6 try.

After two road games sandwiched around the bye, the Cards played a home game
for the first time in nearly a month when they hosted the Lions. While Arizona looked
to snap a 3-game losing streak, Detroit entered at 6-2 and riding the momentum of 3
straight victories. Thanks to an all-around solid performance from the offense, special
teams and especially the defense, the Cards earned a 10-point win that upped their
mark to 4-5 {3-1 at home). LearJing the way was LB Karlos Dansby, who returned
from a 2-week injury hiatus (knee) to record 2 INTs and a forced fumble. Arizona
also held Detroit to minus-18 rushing yards (8 attempts), the lowest total in the
NFL's modern era (post-1947). Offensively, WR Larry Fitzgerald and TE Leonard Pope
each caught a pair of TDs.

The Cardinals had a chance to move to 6-5 and avenge a week 1 loss to the Niners but
instead San Fran snapped its 8-game losing skid in a back-ard-forth overtime thriller. In a
game of big plays, each side seemed to have made the game-winning one at different times.
In the end it was the 49ers who came up with the biggest and ultimately decisive one with
a sack and fumble recovery in the end zone in OT. Kurt Warner played admirably for the Cards
and finished with 484 passing yards while Larry Fitzgerald hauled in 9 passes for 156 yards
and 2 IDs. Penalties (10), turnovers (4) and other miscues proved costly for the Cards,

AZ took the game's opening drive 92 yards and capped it with a 28-yard Warner TO pass
to Fitzgerald. Later in the first, CB Walt Harris INfd a Warner pass at the AZ32 which led to
a 2-yard TO pass from Trent Dilfer to TE Vernon Davis, Michael Lewis' 51-yard punt return to
the AZ 19 setting up a 19-yard Joe Nedney FG. On the next snap, Anquan Boldin caught a
9-yard pass before fumbling and SF safety Mark Roman returned it 43 yards to the AZ6. Two
plays later, Frank Gore ran 11 yards to put SF up 17-7, On the next AZ drive, Marcel Shipp
scored on a 1-yard run to cut the 49er lead to 3.

In 1913, O'Brien reorga

nized the Cardinals. By 1917

they were able to buy new
uniforms and hire a coach,

Marshall Smith. That year

they lost only two games

and were champions of the

Chicago Football League.

The war in Europe and a

flu epidemic in the United

States forced the team to suspend operations

again in 1918. Following Armistice Day that offi

cially ended World War I in November of 1918,

O'Brien organized the Cardinals for a third time.

From that day forward, the Cardinals have been a

permanent part of the professional football land

scape in America.

The Cardinals were

founded in 1898 and in 1920

became a charter member

of the National Football

League, then known as
the American Professional

Football Association, The

club holds the distinction

of being the United States'

oldest professional football
franchise still in existence.

The Early Days
The team boasts a color

ful history. Fans have known
the club as the Arizona

Cardinals, Phoenix Cardinals,

St. Louis Cardinals, Chicago

Cardinals, Racine Cardinals,

the Normals, and the Morgan
Athletic Club.

The franchise began as

a neighborhood group that

gathered to play football in

a predominantly Irish area of

Chicago's South Side, play

ing under the name Morgan

Athletic Club. The team later was acquired by Chris

O'Brien, a painting and decorating contractor, and

soon its playing site changed to nearby Normal

Field, prompting the new name Normals.

In 1901, the team gained longstanding iden

tification when O'Brien bought used jerseys

from the nearby University of Chicago. The jer-

Early owner Chris O'Brien organized
the Cardinals for a third time following
World War I.

The colorful history of the Cardinals, a charter member of the National Football League and
the oldest continuously run professional football franchise in the nation, began humbly in
1898 as a neighborhood group that gathered to play football as the Morgan Athletic Club in
Chicago's South Side.



CLUB HISTORY

The Cardinals and Chicago Bears are the only
two of the 11 charter members of the NFL still

in existence. The Bears were originally based in

Decatur, It and known as the Decatur Staleys

(after their sponsor, the Staley Starch Company).

The team moved to Chicago in 1921 and was

known as the Chicago Staleys for a year before

becoming the Chicago Bears in 1922.

Post World War I
Shortly after the Cardinals joined the American

Professional Football League in 1920 for the $100

franchise fee, O'Brien lured great halfback John

"Paddy" Driscoll to the Cardinals for $3,000 a

year, a sum considered outlandish at the time.

But Driscoll was an authentic superstar, a superior

runner, blocker, punter, and possibly the finest

drop kicker in the history of football. He would
coach the team from 1921-22.

One of Driscoll's young running backs was

Ralph Horween, a former star at Harvard, who

played under the assumed name of B. McMahon. A

Cardinal from 1921-22, Horween scored two rush

ing touchdowns during his three-year career in

the days of leather helmets without face masks,

numberless sweater jerseys, and $40 paychecks.

Horween would gain further acclaim many years

later. In 1996, the retired lawyer who was born in

Chicago on August 3, 1896, became the National

Football League's first centenarian. He died in
1997.

It was

called Card-Pitt. Co-coached by the Cardinals'

Phil Handler and the Steelers' Walt Kiesling, a

former Cardinal guard, the team split its home

games between Comiskey Park and Forbes Field in

Pittsburgh, failing to win an outing in 10 tries.

Success finally returned following the war. In

1945, the arrival of University of Missouri quarter

back Paul Christman trumpeted the team's conver
sion to the "T" formation. Fullback Pat Harder and

halfback Elmer Angsman were added in 1946.

In 1922, a team from Racine, Wisconsin joined

the NFL, prompting the Cardinals to change their

name to the Chicago Cardinals. The same year
the Cardinals also moved into their new home

in Comiskey Park, which they would share with

baseball's White Sox for 37 years.

Under new Head Coach Norman Barry, the
Cardinals outdistanced a field of 20 teams to win

their first NFL championship in 1925 by virtue of

the league's best record (the NFL did not begin

postseason play until 1933).

A Chicago physician, Dr. David Jones, purchased

the team in 1929. In his first year of ownership,

he coaxed legendary running back Ernie Nevers

out of retirement to become player-coach. Still in

his prime, the 26-year-old Nevers scored an NFL-

record 40 points on six touchdowns and four extra

points in an historic 40-6 victory over the cross

town Chicago Bears on Thanksgiving Day, 1929.

After guiding the Cardinals to a 16-14-3

combined record in three seasons, the legendary

Nevers retired as both coach and player in 1932.

Nevers' departure also marked the arrival of

THE 1947 CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM
Texas in '46. Another great end, Bill Dewell, had

returned from military service for the '45 season.

The staple of Conzelman's ensemble was a relic
from the late '30s, versatile Marshall "Biggie"

Goldberg, an intuitive defensive back who was

the first real free safety in pro football and the
"dean" of the "Million-Dollar Backfield." Also a

running back, Goldberg, a two-time all-America

at Pittsburgh, had enjoyed many productive days

offensively, too, but they were mostly behind him
when Conzelman began his second reign as the
Cards' head man in '46.

Chicago started quickly in 1947 by winning its
first three outings, a run that included a 31-7

trouncing of the hated cross-town rival Bears. In
week four, the Cardinals headed to Los Angeles on

a trip heavy with fate. They incurred their first
loss of the season, 27-7 to the Rams, but lost

something far more precious than a game.
Rookie punter Jeff Burkett suffered an appen

dicitis attack and missed the game as well as the

team plane back to Chicago. He spent several

days recuperating after an appendectomy before
boarding a United Airlines DC-6 bound for home.
He never made it. The plane crashed in Bryce

Canyon, Utah, killing the young star who was the

NFL's leading punter at the time of the tragedy.

Under the pall of the loss of Burkett, the
Cardinals climbed to 7-3 but were in the throes of

a two-game losing streak heading to Philadelphia
on December 7 for a critical game against the

Eagles. Trailing 7-3 at the half, Chicago exploded
for six second-half touchdowns, including two

In the flush of post-World War II, the 1947
Cardinals stormed to the Western Division title

and took the NFL championship.
But the title season was bittersweet for the

Cardinals' organization. In April, the death of

Bidwill, the club's leader since taking over as

owner in 1933 who helped shepherd the NFL

through "The Great Depression," deprived the
owner of witnessing the club's first NFL crown in

22 years.
But he still earned credit for fitting the final

crucial piece into place to complete the Cardinals'
famed "Million-Dollar Backfield." It was Bidwill's

unprecedented signing of University of Georgia

all-America running back Charley Trippi, for the
then-unheard of sum of $100,000, that finally put

the Cardinals over the top.

To appreciate the accomplishment of the 1947

squad, consider the following:
Just two seasons earlier in 1945, the Cardinals

as a team were outscored for the entire season

by Philadelphia's premier running back, Steve
Van Buren, 110-98. But the following year, the

third-winningest coach in Cardinals' history, the

omni-talented Jimmy Conzelman, led Chicago out
of the wilderness to a 6-5 mark, the club's first

winning season since 1935.

Several key Cardinals were already in place

for the championship run. In 1945, the orga
nization drafted Christman, a talented passer

from Missouri, before adding churning Wisconsin

fullback Harder, Angsman of Notre Dame, and

brilliant end/defensive back Mai Kutner from

The 1947 Cardinals won the NFL Championship with  a 10-3 overall record. They defeated the
Philadelphia Eagles 28-21 at Chicago's Comiskey Park in the NFL's 15th title contest.
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by Trippi, and held the powerful Van Buren

to just 44 yards rushing to grab a crucial
45-21 road win.

The victory deadlocked the Cards with the

Bears, who, ironically and poetically, stood

as the only remaining obstacle between the
Cardinals and their first Western Division

crown. A showdown loomed for the regular-
season finale the following Sunday at hos

tile Wrigley Field on Chicago's North Side.
If the '47 Cardinals' miracle season

could be summarized in a single moment,

the opening play of that division decider

unquestionably would receive the vote. It
was the creation of mastermind Conzelman,

a pass play designed to give the Cardinals

an advantage at the outset. In a best-

case scenario, the strategy would isolate
Bears' left-side linebacker Mike Holovak

one-on-one with Boris "Babe" Dimancheff,

a blistering speedster who was Trippi's

replacement. Conzelman eagerly looked for
ward to rehearsing the play all week before

the big game, but nature did not cooperate.

Dimancheff's wife was expecting, and he

missed the entire week of practice to be at

her side. He did not rejoin the team until

the day before the game.

The biggest play of the season for the
soon-to-be-champion Cardinals never had a

single dry run.

The stunning game-opening play worked to

perfection anyway. Dimancheff ran a flare pat
tern, turned outside the end, then raced down

the center of the field. He outdistanced Holovak,

caught Christman's perfect pass, and galloped

into the end zone despite stumbling over the

baseball pitcher's mound.

The Cardinals also intercepted four passes by
legendary Bear quarterback Sid Luckman, con

verting two into touchdowns en route to a 30-21

win. Victories over the Bears were especially

sweet. A sore spot with the Cardinals was their
inescapable status as Chicago's "other" team.

The Western Division crown now in hand, the

Cardinals prepared to play host to the league
championship game a fortnight later against

Eastern Division powerhouse Philadelphia.
The NFL's 15th championship game opened

with a surprise controversy and was studded with
more big-play touchdowns on the ground than

any NFL title game or Super Bowl since.

On December 28, 1947, a grim, frozen Comiskey
Park gave little indication of the approaching
heat of the day's upcoming war. Even the prelimi

naries generated sparks. Pre-kickoff controversy
raged when it was discovered the Eagles, in

Marshall Goldberg sealed the 1947 championship
game victory with a fourth quarter interception,

attempts to get better gripping on the concrete

like playing surface, had sharpened and filed

their cleats. A succession of penalties for the

blatant rules infraction opened the game, infu

riating Philadelphia Head Coach Earle "Greasy"
Neale.

The Cardinals quietly had slipped into tennis
shoes for the frigid affair.

The game was defined by Chicago's quick-open

ers, producing three devastating back-breaking
long scoring runs from scrimmage—two 70-yard-

ers by Angsman and a 44-yarder by Trippi.

In the third period, Trippi circled under a high
Joe Muha punt, taking it on his own 25-yard line.

Spectacularly side-stepping three Eagle pursuers,
Trippi pranced 75 yards for a touchdown, getting

hit three times along the way.

Angsman's thrilling fourth-quarter duplication

of his second-period 70-yard touchdown strike

enabled him to break the NFL championship game
record for rushing yards with 159.

But Philadelphia fought evenly throughout with
one-eyed quarterback Tommy Thompson setting two
playoff records on 27-of-44 passing for 297 yards.

The Cardinals' 28-21 victory, however, wasn't
secured until Goldberg's late-game interception.

On to St. Louis In 1984, an offensively explosive St. Louis

teann narrowly missed the playoffs—and the
NFC Eastern Division title—with a 9-7 record.

However, the Cardinals stumbled to a 5-11 mark

in 1985, prompting Hanifan's dismissal and the

hiring of long-time Dallas Cowboy assistant

Gene Stallings as the team's new head coach.

Following her husband's passing in April of
1947, Violet Bidwill assumed control of the

franchise for the next 15 years, a span that
included a second consecutive Western Division

championship and appearance in the 1948 NFL

championship game, a 7-0 loss at Philadelphia,
and the transfer of the team from Chicago to
St. Louis in 1960.

Upon Mrs. Bidwill's death in January of 1962,
team control moved to sons Charles W. Bidwill,

Jr. and William V. Bidwill. In 1972, the lat

ter and his family gained sole ownership with

William becoming managing general partner. On

July 1, 1976, incorporation of the company was

accomplished with Bidwill continuing as chief
executive officer.

After 14 years in the city, the Cardinals

brought their first division title to St. Louis

in 1974. The Big Red captured the NFC Eastern

Division flag under Head Coach Don Coryell and

advanced to the playoffs with a 10-4 regular-
season record.

The Cardinals lost to the Minnesota Vikings,

30-14, in their first playoff appearance since
1948.

Arizona
After 28 years in St. Louis, the Cardinals relo

cated to Arizona in the spring of 1988 and made

Sun Devil Stadium on the campus of Arizona

State University their new home.

Their first season in the Valley of the Sun

began optimistically when the team raced to
a 7-4 record and a share of the NFC Eastern

Division lead. But untimely injuries struck and

a five-game losing streak ensued to finish the

year, dashing hopes of the club's first postsea
son berth since 1982.

The Cardinals' new home provided club sin

gle-game (67,139 vs. Dallas in the Arizona

inaugural game) and single-season (472,937)

attendance records (since broken) in the team's
first autumn in Arizona.

On March 17, 1994, Bidwill announced his

intention to change the name of the team
to the Arizona Cardinals and it was adopted

unanimously by vote of NFL owners the follow

ing week.
All the Cardinals' franchise attendance

records have been established since moving

to the desert. The record-setting inaugural

season attendance total was eclipsed in 1994

Again in 1975, Coryell provided St. Louis a

division crown but another playoff loss, this

time to the Rams in Los Angeles, 35-23, ended

the Cards' postseason dream in their first

outing.

The Cardinals next appeared in the playoffs
in 1982 when Head Coach Jim Hanifan's club

lost a first-round game at Green Bay, 41-16.

Jim Hart and Ottis Anderson are two of the all-time greats in Cardinals history. Hart holds the franchise
career record with 34,639 passing yards, 209 TDs, 5,096 pass attempts and 2,590 completions. Anderson is
the franchise leader in rushing yards with 7,999, 46 rushing TDs, 1,859 attempts and 34 100-yard games.

On
October 2, the Cards defeated the 49ers 31-14

before a record crowd of 103,467 in Mexico

City's Estadio Azteca, the largest crowd ever to

see an NFL regular season game.
The 2006 season marked the team's first at

University of Phoenix Stadium, recognized by

BusinessWeek as one of the 10 most impressive
sports facilities in the world. Since then, the
world-class venue has attracted record crowds

for the franchise and all 20 home games (four

preseason and 16 regular season) sold out long

before the first two seasons began. On February

3, 2008, the stadium hosted Super Bowl XLII
between the New York Giants and the New

England Patriots in the most watched sporting
event in television history.

10

didate, and we couldn't think of

anyone better," team president
Michael Bidwill said. "He was a

fan favorite, an organizational
favorite."

Williams finished his career

with a four-year stint with the

Rams, including a Super Bowl

appearance. With 55 career

interceptions, he is expected to
be in the Hall of Fame discussion

when he becomes eligible after
the 2009 season.

Making the playoffs in 1998

was Williams' highlight as a Cardinal, he said. More

than that, though, was his growth experience dur

ing his decade in the desert.
Williams could have left as a free agent after

five years, but chose to remain in Arizona instead

of going to Jacksonville. Both he and the team

were ready to part when the Cards traded Williams

to the Rams for a second- and a fourth-round pick

on draft day, 2001.

"(At the end) it was time for a change, but my

time in Arizona, I enjoyed it there," Williams said.

"We may not have won all the games we wanted,

but I met good people and always believed - and
still believe - the Cardinals will be a team to

reckon with."

There is some irony in Williams' date to enter

the Ring of Honor. While doing it on "Monday Night

At the end of Aeneas Williams'

first training camp with the then-
Phoenix Cardinals, the rookie cor-
nerback talked to defensive backs

coach Jim Johnson, wondering if
he had made the team.

Johnson, now the defensive

coordinator for the Philadelphia

Eagles, gave Williams the news

that was obvious to everyone but

Williams himself - not only had
the cornerback made the team, he
was a starter.

Williams held that spot for 10

seasons, 46 interceptions and six Pro Bowl appear
ances.

Now, the Cardinals plan to immortalize his name.
This season, Williams will become the 13th

person put into the team's Ring of Honor. The induc

tion ceremony will come Nov. 10, during halftime

of the "Monday Night Football" game against San
Francisco.

Williams, who said he was "surprised" by the

gesture, was informed of the team's intentions in

early May.

"Anytime an NFL organization decides to put your
name somewhere in front of the public's eyes, it is

truly surprising and truly a blessing," Williams said

by phone from his home in St. Louis.

NFL POLICY FOR RETRACTABLE ROOFS
The National Football League's Policy for

Retractable Domed Stadiums was developed by the
NFL Competition Committee.

The policy dictates that the home team will decide

the status of the roof (open or closed) 90 minutes
before kickoff. If the game begins with the roof open,

it will be closed only if 1) hazardous conditions
develop or are anticipated; or 2) it begins to rain.

The roof will not be closed for rain any time after

the five-minute mark of the fourth quarter (including
overtime). The roof can be closed at any time to
address hazardous situations and if the roof is

closed, it will not be re-opened.

Below is the excerpt from the 2008 Policy Manual
for Member Clubs, Vol. II detailing the league's policy
for retractable roofs. At present. University of Phoenix
Stadium, Reliant Stadium in Houston and Lucas Oil

Stadium in Indianapolis are the only three venues in
the NFL with retractable roofs.

3) If, subsequent to the home club's decision to

have the roof in the open position for the

game, a hazardous condition (lightning,
severe winds, etc.) develops or is anticipated
that threatens the welfare of participants

and/or spectators, as determined by the
Referee after receiving input from the

Stadium Manager and the highest-ranking
League official working at the game, the roof

shall be closed immediately. If it begins to
rain at any time after the club's decision to

have the roof in the open position for the

game, the roof shall be closed immediately,
by signal of the Referee to the Stadium
Manager.

IN-GAME PROCEDURES
4) If a game starts with the roof open, it shall

be closed at any time due to the develop
ment or anticipation of a hazardous condi

tion that threatens the welfare of partici
pants and/or spectators. The game Referee,

in consultation with the highest-ranking
League official working at the game, after

receiving input from the Stadium Manager,
will decide if the roof should be closed. If

the roof is closed pursuant to the above, it
must remain closed for the duration of the

game. Play may continue while the roof is
being closed, subject to the Referee sus
pending play pursuant to the procedures for
emergency situations.

5) If a game starts with the roof open, it shall

be closed at any time up to the last five

minutes of the fourth period if it begins to
rain. The decision to close the roof will be

made by the Referee, who will signal to the
Stadium Manager or otherwise communicate

to him or her to begin closing the roof. Play
will continue while the roof is closing.

6) If the fourth period ends with the roof in the
open position, no change will be made prior
to or during an overtime period, unless the
roof is closed pursuant to the procedures for
hazardous conditions as set forth in No. 4
above.

GENERAL POLICY
One and one-half hours prior to kickoff, the

home team will have the authority to determine if

the roof should be open or closed for the game. The
home club may choose to open the roof for some
games and not for others. In the event a game is
started with the roof in the open position and it is
closed pursuant to the procedures set forth below,
or if the game starts with the roof in the closed
position, the roof must thereafter remain in the

closed position for the duration of the game.

PRE-GAME PROCEDURES
1) In the week prior to a game and on game day,

to preserve and protect the field, the League's
tarp rule will be in effect, if the roof is open.

2) No later than one and one-half hours prior to
kickoff, the home club is required to notify the
Referee or the highest-ranking League official
working at the game whether the roof shall be
open or closed. The opening or closing of the roof
as designated by the home club should be com
pleted no later than the time that the teams take
the field for pre-game warm-ups. All overhead

lighting must be on prior to team warm-ups and
must remain on for the duration of the game.

Possessing many characteristics that dis

tinguish it as both a football facility and an

Arizona landmark, the showcase complex has

won numerous architectural and landscape

awards. In the spring of 1996, it also served

as a location for the filming of "Jerry Maguire"

starring Tom Cruise.

The facility incorporates local materials such

as copper, desert brick, and clay tile, comple

mented by desert landscaping which integrate

into the natural surroundings.

Environmentally sensitive, it utilizes passive

solar energy to light offices and corridors while

employing masonry and shadow to eliminate heat.

The interior joins many important concepts.

Specificity of design is reflected in the work
out areas on the first level where a number of

planned activities can occur simultaneously.

Facilities are situated along

a logical traffic pattern to

accommodate a progressive
flow of activities.

The first floor consists of

player facilities that include

the training area, an audi

torium, locker room, hydro

therapy (15-player in-floor

jacuzzi and cold plunge) and

spa rooms, indoor/outdoor

weight-training room, offen

sive and defensive meeting

rooms, and film/videotape

rooms. They open to three

playing fields - one of which is lighted - on nearly
five acres of land.

The second and third floors comprise the

administration and operations areas that include

the coaching staff's offices. On the second and

third floors, natural lighting and breezeways com

bine with advanced communications technology

to create the most flexible office space possible.

The main building is flanked by a two-story

attached building that includes a public area, the

ticket office, and the media relations department.

Tifway 419 sod, the same hybrid used for

golf course putting greens and the University of

Phoenix Stadium playing surface, covers seven and

one-half acres on the east side of the building and

includes three laser-leveled side-by-side practice

fields. Underneath lies a complex lateral piping,

sub-drainage system constructed with drainage
tiles that accommodate as much as three inches

of rain water that can be drained from all three

fields, making them playable within three hours.

The Cardinals' training facility in south Tempe has housed the franchise's day-to-day operations
since 1990.

The Cardinals annually trek
150 miles north of Phoenix to

the cool climate of Flagstaff,
Arizona, Northern Arizona's

largest city located at one of
America's highest city eleva
tions, The excellent facilities

of Northern Arizona University
(N.A.U.) provide the team's pre
season training camp home.

While Phoenix temperatures range somewhere
between hot and hotter in late July and August, the
Cardinals benefit from Flagstaff's 7,200-foot altitude
that consistently produces daytime temperatures
in the upper 70s and low 80s. On average, summer
temperatures in Flagstaff reach 90 degrees only
three days per year.

Flagstaff is situated in the Coconino National
Forest, the largest continuous stand of ponderosa
pines in the world. It also serves as the county

The picturesque N.A.U.

campus arguably provides the National Football
League's most scenic training-camp venue. The
Cardinals' three practice fields literally were carved
from pine trees with the San Francisco Peaks, the
highest points in Arizona at 12,633 feet, serving as
an unrivaled backdrop and a photographer's delight.

N.A.U.'s 15,000-seat Walkup Skydome also
offers the Cardinals flexibility if the occasional
summertime afternoon showers interfere with

practice schedules.
