Ozzie Newsome’s induclion into the Hall of Fame salutes one of

the NFL’s greatest playing careers and embellishes his standing as
an outstanding contributor to the game. Ozzie’s transition from his
playing career to his front office duties was handled with grace and

professionalism. His outstanding track record over the
last four seasons in Baltimore comes as no sur-

1  prise to those who know him best.

|L One of the first decisions Art Modell made when he moved his fran-
B chise to Baltimore was to invite Ozzie Newsome to join him to become
^  the vice president of player personnel. “I’ve known Ozzie for over 20
years,” Modell said. “1 knew him as great player,  a Hall of Fame-type ath-

L  lete. He had tremendous abilities as an athlete, but he worked hard to be

I  the best.”

When Newsome retired following the 1990 season, his 13th with the
Cleveland Browns, Modell invited him to join the front office. Newsome
has already gained induction into three other halls of fame - the National

Football Foundation’s College Hall of Fame (1994), the NCAA Hall of
Fame (1994) and at his beloved University of Alabama (1995).
Placed prominently on the wall of Newsome’s office is a sideline

portrait of “Bear” Bryant. “Coach helped me grow up. He pushed me
farther than I thought I could go, both on and off the field,”
Newsome said.

Newsome’s pro career is the best of any tight end in NFL history.
His 662 receptions (for 7,980 yards) are not only the most ever
caught by a tight end, but the most in Browns’ history, Ozzie

j ended s

career as the fourth leading NFL receiver of all-time.
He earned three Pro Bowls (1981, 1984-85) and was a
four-time winner of the Cleveland Touchdown Club’s

Offensive Player of the Year award (1978, 1981, 1983
and 1984). His consecutive game reception streak of
150 is the second longest in NFL history.

Newsome, who was named to the All-NFL team of the
1980’s (2nd team), consistently received All-AFC and
All-NFL honors throughout his career. Ozzie, 43, was
a  1978 number one draft choice, along with Clay
Matthews, and the two are among an elite group of
Browns to play in three decades. The others are Gene
Hickerson (1958-60, 62-73), Dick Schafrath (1959-71)
and Don Cockroft (1968-80).

Winner of the 1990 Byron “Whizzer” White Award as
the NFL’s top community volunteer, Newsome is
widely known for his willingness to help those in need.
Ozzie, his wife, Gloria, and their son, Michael Ryan,
live in Gockeysville, MD.

Art Modell’s franchise made news last January when Brian Billick, the former successful Vikings
offensive coordinator, became the second head coach in Baltimore Ravens’ history. The ‘99 season

holds great expectations for improvement of the team under Billick’s direction. “He’s an impressive
and intelligent man, who has prepared himself to be an NFL head coach,” said Modell. “Everything
we heard about Brian told us to wait for him. Everyone we talked to gave him ‘two thumbs up.’”

“With the addition of Brian and his staff, we’re confident we can become an annual playoff contender

again,” Modell explained.

At the age of 35, Modell bought the Cleveland Browns for what was then (March, 1961) an unheard of
sum of $4 million. In his 35 years of Browns’ ownership, his teams played 20 playoff games, including
winning the NFL Championship in 1964, plus appearances in three other NFL title contests and three
AFC Championship games. Just a few weeks prior to announcing the move to Baltimore, Modell was
once again one of the 60 finalists for the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

Art Modell is the person who brought the NFL back to Baltimore. It was not an easy move to make
for the proud Modell. “I didn’t get into this business to go bankrupt. I’m in it to win, and I couldn’t
continue to make the best effort to win in Cleveland with the Stadium situation we had. This is a game

1 love - my family loves - and we had to find a way to stay competitive.”

Modell did not leave the fans of Cleveland empty handed. He left the name “Browns”, the team col
ors and the great Browns’ history. “It was important that the fans got to keep Jim Brown, Otto
Graham, Leroy Kelly, Brian Sipe and the rest of that great history. That didn’t happen in Baltimore
with the Colts, in Brooklyn with the Dodgers, nor in other cities that have lost sports teams. It is great
for the fans of the Browns and the NFL that those familiar orange helmets are back at a new
Cleveland stadium.”

The welcome to the Modell family by the fans of Baltimore has been overwhelming. “They instant
ly made us feel a part of their community, and they certainly responded to the team with their ticket
commitments,” Modell added. “For anyone who questioned whether Baltimore is a good NFL area,
these fans answered in the two years we played at Memorial Stadium.”

Art and his wife Pat (see inclusion) are the parents of John and David. John, who coordinated the
installation and use of the innovative scoreboards at PSINet Stadium, is a composer/producer and
president of Modular Entertainment, a music and multimedia production company. John also coordi
nates the Ravens’ home game entertainment and schedule as the Vice President of Special Projects.
He and his wife Tracy, an artist, live in Los Angeles with their son Dylan Scot (3/21/92) and daugh
ter Isabella Sophia (4/28/98).

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Soon after being appointed president and chief operating officer, David Model! addressed Ravens’
associates with the following: “Our number one goal is to win. This oversimplification cannot be re
stated often or loudly enough as it will shape every decision and action this organization takes.”

One of David’s organizational goals is to make the Ravens the best sports entertainment company in
the country - on and off the field. “Our franchise’s mission statement reads: ‘We will set the standard
for excellence in competition, excellence in business practices and excellence in customer satisfac
tion,”’ the younger Modell explained. “Everybody in this organization should strive to meet that stan
dard. We’re working hard, and we’ll keep getting after it.”

“Just as Brian (Billick) and the team must pay attention to detail, so must all of our associates,” said
David, “You have to have a vision, but set realistic goals. You have to communicate effectively inter
nally, as well as externally, and hold everyone accountable. This organization will continue to
embody my father’s philosophy of being first-class in every way.”

The past year has been a busy one for David. He spearheaded the search to hire the Ravens’ new head
coach, Brian Billick. “1 asked David and Ozzie Newsome (vice president of personnel) to find the best
candidate, and they did the most thorough head coaching research I’ve seen,” Art Modell said.

David was a key player in the innovative agreement with PSINet that set a new standard in the mar
riage of professional sports and a commercial entity. He coordinated the opening of PSINet Stadium
in 1998, which included a three-day football festival in downtown Baltimore that attracted over
100,000 fans.

Since he arrived in Baltimore in 1996, David has been extremely active in the Baltimore communi
ty, From leading the effort to find the team name, colors and logos, to helping a number of important
local groups raise money to better the area, Modell hit Baltimore running.

“Community involvement was a hallmark of Art ModelTs franchise in Cleveland, and we’re trying
to do the same here. My father and mother (Pat) set the example. They not only recognize where they
can help, they get things done. I’m fortunate to be able to follow their lead,” David said.

Along with his family, the Ravens are the priority in David’s life. “I love to go to work with these
great associates at the Ravens. I love this organization, and that bond will grow as we share future
victories. It’s great to be part of something like this,” David added.

When the team arrived in Baltimore in 1996, David coordinated a fan vote through The Baltimore
Sun to select the team nickname - the Ravens. Working with staff, NFL Properties and Baltimore area
focus groups, he directed the process to select the team colors and unifonn design. “It was a collab
orative effort. The fans got involved, my family, obviously Art, plus many members of the organiza
tion.” Last Spring, David once again involved the fans in the vote for the new Ravens’ logo.

No person in the Ravens’ organization has more hands-on experience in as many different areas of
the company as 38-year-old David Modell. Starting in Cleveland Stadium and game-day operations
when he was 14, David has had experience in every phase of the team except playing and coaching.
He worked in the team’s ticket office, public relations department and started the marketing division
in 1985.

As the Ravens’ president and chief operating officer, he runs the club’s daily operations and is
involved in every aspect of the team from helping to hire Brian Billick, to negotiating player con
tracts, to writing guidelines for game-day help, and coordinating the grand opening of PSINet
Stadium. David also serves on the NFL’s Stadium and Expansion Committees.

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David made his mark with the franchise and in league circles with the work he did marketing the

Browns. The younger Modell started a marketing department in 1985 and developed a series of pro

grams that enhanced the team’s image and provided needed revenues. Other teams have copied some

of David’s innovations, including team television productions (weekly shows and preseason games

produced by the team rather than selling those rights) and an elaborate training camp magazine that
is distributed to fans. The team’s original television ventures were both produced and sold by Modell.

“At a time when most teams were wondering whether they should have a marketing department,

David had ours up and running and setting a pace that a number of franchises have since followed.

I’m very proud of his production and creativity,” Art Modell said.

Modell is an active member of five Baltimore boai'ds of directors: the United Way of Central

Maryland, the Port Discovery Children’s Museum, Father Martin’s Ashley, the University of

Maryland Medical System’s Shock Trauma and the Maryland Public Television Foundation. David
is also the chairman of the Ravens Foundation for Families.

In Cleveland, Modell was President of the Diabetes Association of Greater Cleveland, and he head

ed its development fundraising. He was a member of the Board of Trustees for the Cleveland Urban

League and the Convention and Visitors’ Bureau. Modell also worked with the Lake County Boy
Scouts Association and served on the Visiting Committee of the Athletic Department at Case Western
Reserve University.

As a 14-year old student, David worked Browns’ games as a member of the grounds crew. In the next
few years, he spent time as a front office aide and training camp intern. After graduating from the

The Gunnery School (Washington, CT) and attending Wittenberg University, Modell joined the
Browns in a full-time capacity in the team’s ticket office (1981-82). He then worked two years as the
front office manager for the Fernwood Inn, a resort in the Pocono Mountains (1982-84) before return

ing to Cleveland in October of 1984.

Modell’s wife Olwen, an attorney, serves on the board of the Ravens Foundation for Families and

Baltimore’s House of Ruth (homes for abused women). In Cleveland, she was a member of Youth

Visions (formerly Big Brothers and Big Sisters) and Starting Point (child care referral). Olwen and

David are parents of daughters Breslin Ebright (2/5/90), and Collier Honora (10/6/93), and sons
Arthur Edward (1 1/23/91) and David Orrick Jr. (9/25/96). The Modells live in Owings Mills.

John Modell, who was named Vice President of Special Projects last February, spearheads the Ravens'

mission to provide the best in-stadium game entertainment in professional sports. Modell, 39, is the
eldest son of Art and Pat Modell and is president of Modular Entertainment, a music and multi-media

production company is Los Angeles.

John was involved in the design and realization of the new SMARTVISION video boards at PSINet

Stadium. The two high-resolution video screens are made up of over nine million LED's and measure
100' X 24' each - the largest in any sports venue. Incorporating graphics, scoring information and cut-

ting-edge video into a multi-functional format, these screens were the first of their kind in the world.

'"We've tapped into some of the finest talent from the video and fdm industry to create the bold visu
al look of the content seen on the SMARTVISION boards," said Modell. "Along with a great sound

system, we provide premium in-stadium entertainment - that's what our fans deserve and have come
to expect."

Also working to bring other kinds of entertainment to PSINet Stadium, John played a key role in
securing the HFStival, a day-long concert last May featuring top modern rock acts. The concert was
a sellout with over 75,000 tickets purchased in just 88 minutes, the most tickets ever sold by
TicketMaster in that short of time.

Modell majored in music composition at the California Institute of the Arts (Cal Arts). Prior to that,
John attended high school at University School in Cleveland, where he lettered at defensive tackle.

John, a composer and producer, is the author of the Ravens' Fight Song (see below). He and his wife,

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Ozzie Newsome’s induction into the Pro Football Hall of Fame with the Class of 1999 caps a bril
liant playing career. His contributions to the game continue; the transition between a legendary play
ing career to front office administrator has been remarkable if viewed by an outsider. However, those
familiar with his work ethic, regard for others and his intelligence for the game, can comprehend
what he has accomplished. After the ceremonies in Canton are over in August, it is in the draft room
and weaving through the intricacies of the NFL’s salary cap where Ozzie will keep getting attention.

One of the first things An Modell did when he moved his franchise to Baltimore was invite Ozzie
Newsome to join him to become the vice president of player personnel. “I’ve known Ozzie for over
20 years,” Modell said. “I knew him as a great player, a Hall of Fame-type athlete. He had tremen
dous abilities as an athlete, but he worked hard to be the best.”

When Newsome retired following the 1990 season, his 13th with the Cleveland Browns, Modell
invited him to join the front office as a special assignment scout. Two years later, “the Wizard” was
promoted to assistant to the head coach/offense-pro personnel. “I had to find out what direction my
career would go,” Newsome said. “Art gave me the opportunity to work with the coaches, and 1
enjoyed that. At the same time, I increased my experience with the personnel department and decid
ed that’s where 1 wanted my career to head.”

In 1994, Newsome was named the team’s director of pro personnel. While he continued to help on
the field, Newsome provided detailed studies on other NFL players and recommended players the
team should try to acquire. “I’ve seen some former players who can’t make the transition to the front
office. That’s not been the case with Ozzie. He attacks his job the same way he became a great play
er - by working harder than those around him and learning everything he needs to know to be suc
cessful,” Modell added.

“Drafts are exciting,” Newsome explained. “They remind me of getting ready for a big game, like
the Steelers or a playoff game. We feel pretty good about the players we acquired over the last four
drafts and through free agency.” The first draft choice under Newsome’s direction was Pro Bowl left
tackle Jonathan Ogden, who headed a strong Ravens’ group that included Pro Bowl middle line
backer Ray Lewis, cornerback DeRon Jenkins and return specialist/receiver Jermaine Lewis, who
made his first Pro Bowl last season. In his second draft, Newsome picked linebackers Peter Boulware
and Jamie Sharper, along with safety Kim Herring  - and all three started all or parts of their rookie
seasons. Boulware was a consensus choice for the NFL’s 1997 Rookie of the Year.

In 1998, Newsome coordinated the selections of cornerback Duane Starks and receiver Patrick

Johnson with the team’s first two picks. Starks tied for the NFL’s interception lead among rookies
(equalling Charles Woodson’s five thefts) and started eight games. Johnson showed flashes of his
great speed, returning a kickoff a team-record 97 yards for a touchdown against the Vikings last
December.
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Following last season, the Ravens had six players selected to play in the Pro Bowl. Only the Super
Bowl Champion Denver Broncos had more players chosen. The Pro Bowl players included Jonathan
Ogden, Ray Lewis, Bennie Thompson, Michael McCrary, Jermaine Lewis and Peter Boulware. Four
of them were Newsome’s draft choices and McCrary was signed from Seattle as an unrestricted free

z
agent in 1997

This past draft saw Ozzie select Arizona CB Chris McAlister with the 10th pick in the first round.
When the draft was over, the Ravens found themselves with a total of four college players, four NFL
veterans and an extra first round pick in the 2000 NFL Draft. The Ravens did just about everything:
standing pat, trading for a pick (Atlanta’s first-round choice in 2000), trading for established veterans
(QBs Scott Mitchell and Tony Banks, plus OL Everett Lindsay and TE Lovett Purnell) and using their
final choice on a potential blue-chipper (S Anthony Poindexter, who was expected to be a first-round
pick before an injury in his senior season at Virginia ended his collegiate career).

“I’ve received some credit for the players we’ve picked during our four years in Baltimore, but it is
a collective effort. Phil (Savage, director of college scouting) and our scouts, James (Harris, director
of pro personnel) and John (Wooten, assistant director of pro personnel) all have a voice and con¬
tribute in a significant way.

Newsome has already gained induction into three other halls of fame - the National Football
Foundation’s College Hall of Fame (1994), the NCAA Hall of Fame (1994) and his beloved
University of Alabama (1995). Placed prominently on the wall of Newsome’s office is a sideline por
trait of Paul “Bear” Bryant. “Coach helped me grow up. He pushed me further than I thought I could
go, both on and off the field,” Newsome said.

Newsome’s pro career is the best of any tight end in NFL history. His 662 receptions (for 7,980 yards)
are not only the most ever caught by a tight end, but the most in Browns’ history. Ozzie ended his
career as the fourth leading NFL receiver of all-time. He earned three Pro Bowls (1981, 1984-85) and
was a four-time winner of the Cleveland Touchdown Club’s Offensive Player of the Year award
(1978, 1981, 1983 and 1984). His consecutive game reception streak of 150 is the second longest in
NFL history.

Newsome, who was named to the All-NFL team of the 1980’s (2nd team), consistently received All-
AFC and All-NFL honors throughout his career. Ozzie. 43, was a 1978 number one draft choice, along
with Clay Matthews, and the two are among an elite group of Browns to play in three decades. The
others are Gene Hickerson (1958-60, 62-73), Dick Schafrath (1959-71) and Don Cockroft (1968-80).

Winner of the 1990 Byron “Whizzer” White Award as the NFL’s top community volunteer, Newsome
is widely known for his willingness to help those in need. Ozzie, who still works out every day, his
wife, Gloria, and their son, Michael Ryan, live in Cockeysville.

Aside from Ozzie s production on the field, the qualities that make a player
so special are dependability and availability, and Ozzie Newsome was always
there when the bell rang."

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Brian Billick became the second head coach in Baltimore Ravens’ history last January when he
accepted a six-year contract from owner Art Modell. Billick, the highly successful offensive coordi
nator for the Minnesota Vikings the last five years, directed a Vikings’ attack that set a variety of NFL
and team records.

"When we began our search, we couldn’t talk with Brian because his team was in the playoffs,”
Modell said. “Instead, we talked with 28 people who had some direct association with Brian,”

“Everything we heard about Coach Billick told us to wait for him," explained David Modell, the
Ravens’ president. The younger Modell and Ozzie Newsome, the Ravens’ vice president of person
nel, helped Art during the head-coaching search. “We talked with everybody from the person who
introduced Brian to his wife Kim, to Dennis Green, to Tony Dungy, to Bill Walsh. All of these peo
ple painted a picture of a person and a coach ready to take the next step up in the NFL.”

Billick believes he’s ready for his new challenge: 'Tve prepared to be an NFL head coach, and I’m
ready. I looked at the Baltimore situation and decided this would be the best for me. I like the own
ership, Mr. Modell’s history of winning and his commitment to win again. He’s an icon in the league.
I like the young talent on this team. I think Ozzie and his staff do a great job with personnel. Plus, 1
liked what 1 saw at the stadium when the Vikings played here last December. That facility is the best,
and, despite the Ravens being out of the playoff hunt, the crowd was very supportive and into the
game. You couldn’t help but notice that."

"1 was very fortunate,” Billick added. “Usually there is one ‘hot’ coordinator and one job available. 1
had other opportunities, but 1 picked here.”

Billick, 45, was the architect of a Minnesota offense that last season shattered the NFL record for most

points scored in a season (556), breaking the old mark (541) set by the 1983 Washington Redskins.
The ’98 Vikings scored 53 of 56 times they were inside the 20. In their two playoff games, the Vikings
scored 41 points against the Arizona Cardinals and 27 against Atlanta in the NFC Championship
game. Minnesota tied for the NFL lead with 41 touchdown passes, shattering a team mark, and scored
over 100 points in each quarter for the first time in team history. Minnesota ranked second in the NFL
(behind San Francisco) with a team-record 6,262 total net yards and first in the league with 4,328
yards passing. QB Randall Cunningham, who signed with the Vikings on April II, 1997, played in
five games that season, and entered the ’98 season as a backup to Brad Johnson (now a Redskin). But
a broken leg suffered Sept. 13 sidelined Johnson, and Cunningham emerged as one of the league’s
great comeback stories. He led the NFL with a 106.0 QB rating and set a Vikings’ record with 34 TD
passes. Cunningham’s favorite target was rookie WR Randy Moss, who burst onto the NFL scene with
17 TD receptions to earn Pro Bowl and All-Pro accolades. C Jeff Christy (first team), T Todd Steussie
(second team) and WR Cris Carter (second team) also made the Pro Bowl. Christy and Steussie also
earned second-team All Pro honors.

Over his five full seasons. Billick guided the Vikings into the top five in the NFL in yards per game,
passing yards per game, completions and third down conversions. Under Billick’s guidance, the
Vikings recorded their top three offensive seasons (1998, 1995 and 1994), and five of the top 10 offen
sive seasons in team history. Most importantly, the Vikings advanced to the playoffs all but one sea
son (1995) during Billick’s tenure. Minnesota played postseason games in 1993-94 and 1996-98.

"He’s not an overnight success.” said Vikings’ head coach Dennis Green. "We were a consistent team
for a long time. We’ve been in the top five or six in offense for a long time. We’ve dealt with a lot of
different quarterbacks and injuries. We’ve had to break in new coaches to our system. He’s been very
consi.stent over a long haul." Billick joined the Vikings in 1992 as tight ends coach. "When he came
here, Brian was the only guy with a computer, and now all the coaches use them," said Green.

Billick
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Brian was named offensive coordinator three games into the 1993 season, and Minnesota’s produc

tion increased dramatically; the Vikings went from 264.8 yards per game over the first six weeks of
the season to a 323.3-yard average over the final 10 games. During a three-game winning streak that
propelled the Vikings into the playoffs, the offense averaged over 21 points and 351 yards per game.
In Billick’s first full season as offensive coordinator in 1994, the Vikings finished second in the NFL

in passing yards (4,324) - now the third-most in team annals. Minnesota won the NFC Central
Division title, but lost to the Bears in the first round of the playoffs.

In 1995, the Vikings failed to qualify for the postseason, but the offense scored a then-team record
412 points and gained 5,938 yards. WR Cris Carter set a Vikings’ record with 17 TD receptions
(recently tied by Randy Moss). QB 'Warren Moon set a then-team mark with 33 TD passes (most
recently .snapped by Randall Cunningham’s 34). The 1996 Minnesota team qualified for a Wild Card
berth with a 9-7 mark, as Cris Carter grabbed 96 passes and Jake Reed placed second in the NFL

with 1,320 receiving yards. Brad Johnson established himself as one of the game’s top quarterbacks
he finished third in the NFL with an 89.4 QB rating. Johnson threw 17 TD passes in only eight

starts. The Vikings once again made the playoffs in 1997, qualifying as a Wild Card with a 9-7
record. The Vikings lost starting quarterback Brad Johnson and center Jeff Christy in the middle of
the season. Johnson finished fourth in the NFC with an 84.5 QB rating and threw 20 TD passes

despite missing three games. RB Robert Smith set team records for rushing yards in a season (1,266),
100-yard games (six) and finished third on the team with 37 receptions. Minnesota’s rushing attack
finished second in the NFC with 2,041 rushing yards. They defeated the Giants 23-22 in the Wild

Card round, before dropping a 38-22 game at San Francisco in the Divisional Playoffs.

Prior to his appointment with the Vikings, Brian was a Stanford assistant from 1989-91 under Green.
He helped in the development of wide receivers Ed McCaffrey, Chris Walsh and tight ends Ryan
Wetnight and Jim Price. All four went on to NFL careers. Prior to Stanford, Billick spent three sea
sons as offensive coordinator at Utah State (1986-88). Brian helped develop QB Brent Snyder, who

set school passing marks with 2,887 yards in 1987 and 3,218 yards in 1988. When he arrived at Utah
State, the team was ranked 107th out of 108 NCAA Division 1-A teams offensively. In his final two
seasons as coordinator, the Aggies ranked in the top 10 in total offense.

Brian coached receivers, light ends and quarterbacks at San Diego State from 1981-85 and held the
added responsibility as recruiting coordinator. Aztec QB Todd Santos set all-time NCAA passing
records during Billick’s tenure. Brian also coached current Ravens’ WR Webster Slaughter and TE
Rob Await (the NFL’s rookie of the year in 1987). "San Diego State gave me a great chance to learn
from a good offensive mind like Doug Scovil, to learn what it meant to coach, to be a professional,"
Billick said. "Doug wasn’t particularly interested in doing a lot of administrative things, so 1
absorbed a lot of those and continued to learn what an organization needs to do to function.”

Brian began his coaching career as an assistant at the University of the Redlands in 1977, while help
ing coach a local high school team at the same time. He spent the following year (1978) as a gradu
ate assistant at Brigham Young University. At BYU. he worked with tight ends and the offensive line.
Following that season, Brian was assistant director of public relations for the San Francisco 49ers in
1979-80. Two years earlier (1977), Billick had been drafted by the 49ers in the 11th round, was
released and had a brief stint with the Dallas Cowboys. Brian earned All-Western Athletic
Conference honors and honorable mention All-America in 1976 as a tight end at Brigham Young
University. In 1976, he caught 20 passes for 338 yards and a touchdown. Brian played linebacker at
Air Force as a freshman before transferring to BYU.

Since arriving in Baltimore, Billick has made an abundance of appearances to help the community,
including presentations for the United Way, the Baltimore Teachers’ Association and the Maryland
Coaches’Association. Billick was born in Fairborne, OH on Feb. 28, 1954, but grew up in Redlands,
CA. He is the fourth of five children. Billick earned three letters in both football and basketball at

Redlands High School. He was a Helms Scholar-Athlete as a senior. Brian earned a B.A. in com
munications from BYU, where he also pursued a master’s in communication. He and his wife Kim
(who used to work as an assistant to Tex Shramm of the Dallas Cowboys) have two daughters:
Aubree (3/5/84) and Keegan (6/26/89).

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Matt Cavanaugh joins the Ravens as offensive coordinator after serving in the same capacity with the
Chicago Bears the last two seasons (1997-98). A 14-year NFL veteran quarterback, Matt is in his seventh h
season coaching, his third as coordinator. I

Cavanaugh, 42, spent the 1996 season as quarterbacks coach of the San Francisco 49ers after coaching the
quarterbacks for the Arizona Cardinals for two seasons. He initiated his coaching career in 1993 as tight
ends coach at the University of Pittsburgh.

Matt played for 14 NFL seasons after being selected in the second round of the 1978 draft by the New
England Patriots. He spent five seasons with the Patriots before being traded to San Francisco in 1983,
where he backed up Joe Montana. In 1986, Matt was traded to the Philadelphia Eagles, where he played
four seasons. He played for the Giants in 1990 and ’91, where he earned his second Super Bowl ring. In
112 career games, Cavanaugh completed 305 of 579 passes for 4,332 yards, 28 TDs and 30 INTs.

Marvin Lewis is in his fourth year with the Ravens as defensive coordinator. The Ravens’ young
defense has steadily improved during Marvin’s tenure. Last season, the defense permitted 20 or fewer
points in nine games and 17 or less in eight games, Lewis was the only coach retained from last year’s
staff by new head coach Brian Billick.

Marvin has helped mold defensive stars LB Ray Lewis (a Pro Bowl choice last season), LB Peter
Boulware (a Pro Bowl “need” player and first alternate), DE Michael McCrary (a Pro Bowl starter
who set a team and personal mark with 14.5 QB sacks last season) and CB Duane Starks (Baltimore’s
first round choice in the 1998 draft).

The steady improvement has seen the Ravens improve in points-allowed-per-game in each of
Marvin’s three seasons as coordinator. Last year, they ranked 16th in the NFL by allowing an average
of 20.9 points per game. In 1997, Baltimore ranked 18th (21.6) and in 1996, the Ravens were 29th
(27.6).

Lewis spent four seasons with the Pittsburgh Steelers (1992-95) coaching some of the best line
backers in the NFL, including Pro Bowlers Kevin Greene, Chad Brown, Levon Kirkland and Greg
Lloyd. From 1993-95, the Steelers’ defense ranked among the top three in the NFL each season. Of
Pittsburgh’s 97 sacks in two seasons (’94-95), the linebackers made 63.5, including 37.5 of a team
record 55 sacks in ’94.

Lewis, 41, is in his 19th year in coaching. He began his career coaching linebackers at his alma mater,
Idaho State (1981-84). The Bengals finished 12-1 in Marvin’s first season and won the NCAA

Jim Colletto is in his 33rd year of coaching, and was named Brian Billick’s offensive line coach last
February. He comes to the Ravens from Notre Dame, where he spent the last two seasons as offen
sive coordinator.

Jeff Friday takes charge of the Ravens’ weight room and conditioning program after spending the last
three seasons as the Minnesota Vikings’ assistant strength and conditioning coach.

"Jeff knows the system we want to use," said Ravens’ head coach Brian Billick./"If you look at the
Vikings’ teams in recent years, you see that they were in outstanding condition, they were strong, and
they were relatively healthy late in the season."

Friday joined the Vikings as assistant strength coach in 1996 after four years in the same capacity at
Northwestern University. While with the Wildcats, Jeff worked primarily with the men’s and women’s
basketball teams, although he helped develop the football squad that won the Big Ten title in 1995.

Russ Purnell, a 14-year NFL veteran, joined Brian Billick’s staff late last January as special teams’
coach. The Ravens’ special teams includes AFC Pro Bowl Special Teamer Bennie Thompson and
Jermaine Lewis, who ranks fifth in NFL history with a 12.2-yard punt return average.

The Ravens returned two punts for touchdowns and two kickoffs for touchdowns in 1998, and fin
ished in the NFL’s top five in five different special teams’ categories: punt return average (5th-12.6);
kickoff return average (4th-24.6); net punting average (4th-38.3); punt return average allowed (4th-
7.1) and net punting average allowed (lst-33.6). The Ravens’ average drive start after kickoffs led the
NFL (30.7-yard line).

Phil Savage is in his fourth season as director of college scouting and ninth year with Art Modell’s
franchise. Phil’s promotion from the scouting ranks came with the team’s move to Baltimore. Savage
manages the team’s college scouting department and, with his staff, coordinates the evaluation of hun
dreds of college prospects across the country.

The 1999 NFL draft saw Savage and the scouting department solidify an already improved secondary.

For the second year in a row, the Ravens selected  a cornerback, Chris McAlister of Arizona, with the
10th pick of the first round. After a flurry of pre-draft and draft day trades, the team made three more
selections: OL Edwin Mulitalo of Arizona, WR Brandon Stokley of SW Louisiana and SS Anthony

Poindexter of Virginia.

Under the direction of Vice President of Player Personnel Ozzie Newsome, Savage and his staff held

highly successful drafts in "96, ’97 and ‘98. Four players the team has drafted since moving to
Baltimore earned trips to last year’s Pro Bowl: T Jonathan Ogden (Dla ’96, UCLA), LB Ray Lewis
(DIb ’96, Miami), WR/KR Jermaine Lewis (D5 ‘96) and 1997 Defensive Rookie of the Year, LB
Peter Boulware (D1 ‘97, Florida State). 1998 first round pick, Duane Starks tied for the NFL rookie

interception lead (5) with the Raiders’ Charles Woodson.

Phil joined Cleveland in '91. after a month-long stint as tight ends/running backs’ coach for the San
Antonio Riders of the World League. His first three years with the Browns’ coaching staff were spent
as an assistant to former defensive coordinator Nick Saban (now head coach at Michigan State). The

following year, Phil took on added duties in the personnel area when he began scouting college play
ers, while continuing to break down coaching film and compiling scouting reports on upcoming oppo¬
nents.

Savage, 34, launched his coaching career at the age of 21, when he served as a graduate assistant at
Alabama under Bill Curry in 1987. From 1988-89, he coordinated the projects of other Alabama grad

uate assistants, plus coached the tight ends. In 1990, Savage followed Alabama offensive coordinator
Homer Smith to UCLA, where he coached tight ends, analyzed opponent game video and helped with
administrative duties for the Bruins’ offense.

Savage played football and baseball at the University of the South (Sewanee, TN) and earned a B.A.

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James Harris, named to the post of director of pro personnel in February of ’97, is assigned the role
of securing football talent from the pro ranks. Veterans added this past offseason through trades were
QB’s Scott Mitchell and Tony Banks, OL Everett Lindsay and TE Lovett Purnell. Free agent sign
ings include RT Harry Swayne, WR Billy Davis, WR Webster Slaughter, RB/RS Eric Metcalf, FB
Chuck Evans, RB/KR Steve Broussard and TE’s Greg DeLong and Aaron Pierce. During his first
two seasons with the Ravens, James brought DE Michael McCrary (1998 Pro Bowl), DT Tony
Siragusa, CB Rod Woodson and RB Errict Rhett to Baltimore.

Harris spent his previous four years with the New York Jets (1993-96) as the assistant general man
ager and, prior to that stint, gained six years of scouting experience with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers
(1987-92). At the Jets, Harris specialized in the free agent recruiting process and brought players like
Neil O’Donnell, Jumbo Elliott, David Williams, Jeff Graham, Frank Reich, Matt Brock and Erik
Howard to New York. His responsibilities included evaluating college and pro talent, free agent and
draft preparation, scouting combines and player signings.

A former pro quarterback, James played for three NFL teams: Buffalo Bills (1969-71), L.A. Rams
(1972-76) and San Diego Chargers (1977-81). He was drafted in the eighth round by the Buffalo
Bills (1969) out of Grambling.

During his 12-year career in the NFL as a quarterback, James passed for 8,136 yards and 45 touch
downs. He led the NFL with an 89.8 pass rating in 1976 and was named MVP of the 1975 Pro Bowl,
rallying the NFC to a 14-13 victory with two touchdown passes. His best day came against Miami in
1976 with 17 completions in 29 attempts for 436 yards and two touchdowns.

Harris was coached by college football’s winningest coach, Grambling’s Eddie Robinson, The
Tigers won back-to-back SWAC titles in 1967 and 1968. James was named MVP of the 1967 Orange
Blossom Classic. He earned a bachelor’s degree in education and was subsequently nominated as a
distinguished alumni for his contributions to American society during his NFL career. Harris was
inducted into the SWAC Hal! of Fame and the Grambling Athletic Hall of Fame. Last June, James
was inducted into the Louisiana Sports Hall of Fame. Nicknamed “Shack,” James attended Carroll
(Monroe, LA) High School. He and his wife, Vicki, live in Owings Mills.

He was drafted in the eighth round by Buffalo, and

then went on to beat out five other QBs. “It used to be, if there were 10 great black quar

terbacks coming out of high school, six would be switched (to another position), two

weren’t good enough and the two others would play in option offenses,” said Harris. “They

didn't getfour years of making decisions in a pro-style offense. They hadn't developed their

skills because the systems they were in didn't call on those skills. But the colleges are devel

oping more prospects now. Now, there are guys ready to play. I’m excited about the possi

bility of that.”

He has
assisted Ozzie Newsome, James Harris and Phil Savage in grading NFL and college talent during that
time. Wooten began his career as a guard for the Cleveland Browns, moved into scouting, and even
tually became one of the top personnel executives in the league. Sandwiched in between NFL careers
was a four-year stint as a players’ agent (1970-74) for athletes of three major league sports.

Prior to joining the Ravens, Wooten served six seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles (1992-97) in var
ious capacities, including dii ector of college scouting and director of pro personnel. While the Birds’
director of college scouting, Wooten’s 1995-96 drafts produced a trio of NFL All-Rookie Team selec
tions—CB Bobby Taylor, TE Jason Dunn and FS Brian Dawkins. In ‘91, Wooten, with the support of
Art Modell, created the NFL player programs.

John spent 17 years with the Dallas Cowboys (1975-91), in various capacities, and is widely credited
with helping to rebuild the Cowboys into Super Bowl winners through key drafts and trades. During
his tenure, Wooten drafted QB Troy Aikman, C Mark Stepnoski, FB Daryl Johnson and T Erik
Williams. Then-head coach Jimmy Johnson credited Wooten for orchestrating trades that enabled
Dallas to draft DT Russell Maryland and RB Emmitt Smith.

Wooten’s stint with the Cowboys followed 10 years in the NFL as a player (1959-68). He was draft
ed by Cleveland in the fifth round and played nine seasons with the Browns as a starting guard. John
was named to the Browns’ All-Time Team by Cleveland fans in 1979. He was a member of An

Modell’s star-studded 1964 World Champion team.

At Colorado, Wooten was named to the all-century team after an All-American career. He lettered in
football and basketball at Carlsbad (NM) H.S.

John and his wife, Beverly, reside in Owings Mills, MD. They have two daughters: Gina and Lynette,
and one son, John David.

One of the key front office personnel for the Ravens, Kevin Byrne has been an integral part of the
Modell organization for the last 18 years. Kevin was one of the important Cleveland Browns’ employ
ees Ravens’ owner Art Modell invited to join his franchise in Baltimore. “Kevin has earned respect
around the league and among the reporters who cover the NFL. Keeping him with the franchise was
important.” Modell said.

Originally from Cleveland, Byrne currently directs the Ravens’ public relations, marketing, sales,
ticketing and broadcasting departments. He has negotiated a number of the team’s preseason televi
sion and radio contracts through the years.

Byrne coordinated with David Modell to start the team’s television productions in Cleveland. The
Browns were the first NFL team to produce their own preseason games and weekly TV shows. When
they left Cleveland, the team was producing five weekly TV shows, including “Browns’ Insider”,
which was nominated for a local “Emmy” for “best sports programming” three of five years (1990-
94). Byrne wrote most of the Browns’ television shows over a six-year span.

In 1977, his first year in the NFL, Byrne was named the league’s youngest public relations director
at that time for the St. Louis Cardinals. Two years later, he became the Director of Public Affairs for
Trans World Airline (1979-80).

Prior to the NFL, from 1974-77, Byrne was sports information director at his alma mater, Marquette
University. He worked with A1 McGuire and the Warriors’ 1977 NCAA basketball champions.
Byrne’s first job after graduation was Sports Information Director at the University of Missouri-St.
Louis.

As he earned his degree in journalism from Marquette University (1971), Byrne was selected to Alpha

According to The Baltimore Sun, a record-
breaking 33,748 callers telephoned their vote
to Sundial, a popular feature of the local
newspaper where readers can interact with the
medium and express opinions by telephone.

/  ing of the team and closed at 10 a.rn. on the day

of the event—a mere two hours before team

7  officials gathered with local 'VIPs and fans at the
Amphitheater at Harborplace to announce the

results.

W “The name tested very well with the people of
r  Baltimore in all of the studies we conducted and those

polls done before we came here, “ David Model), assis-.'
tant to the president, explained. “It gives us a strong nick^

name that is not common to teams at any level, and it gives us
one that means something historically to this community.”

The raven is a large (22-27 inches long), powerful bird known for its sleek black feathers that look
almost purple in certain lighting. It’s been described in various encyclopedias as a “strong, soaring '
flier able to perform acrobatics,” and a “bird that is mentioned in myths and legends as magical” and
a “soaring bird that can be taught to speak.”

The three finalists in The Sun poll included the Ravens, Americans and Marauders. The tally
Ravens—22,463; Americans—5,635 and Marauders—5,650. The previous Sundial record of 14,249
calls was set in 1993, over a three-day period, when readers were asked to name a potential expan
sion NFL team and chose the name Ravens.

Pittsburgh 20, Baltimore 13
(68,847) at Camden Yards

The Ravens lost their 1998 opener, 20-13, to the defending AFC Central champion Pittsburgh Steelers. The loss dampened the

opening of Baltimore's new NFL stadium, witnessed by 68,847 fans. Missed opportunities haunted the Ravens in the loss,
including three missed field goals, an errant snap on a punt that led to a Pittsburgh touchdown and dropped passes. Kordell
Stewart (14 of 27 for 173 yards, one TD, two INTs) led Pittsburgh on a 12-play, 51-yard opening drive capped by Norm

'  Johnson’s 27-yard field goal. Matt Stover booted a 41-yard three-pointer to knot the game, 3-3, a score that held until halftime
'  after a scoreless second quarter. Two interceptions (by Duane Starks and Ralph Staten) netted nothing for the Ravens, as Stover

missed two 42-yard attempts. The Ravens opened the second half by driving to the Steelers’ 27-yard line, but Stover’s third
miss kept the score tied at three. Johnson’s 49-yard field goal gave Pittsburgh a 6-3 lead, and then an errant snap on a Kyle
Richardson punt gave Pittsburgh a first-and-goal at Baltimore’s five-yard line. Three plays later, Kordell Stewart dove over the
goal line for a 13-3 Pittsburgh cushion late in the third quarter. Stewart threw a 20-yard TD pass to Charles Johnson for a 20-
3 lead, but the Ravens scored 10 unanswered points (a 25-yard field goal and a 64-yard TD from Eric Zeier to Jermaine Lewis)

to close the gap to 20-13 with 2;41 remaining. With no timeouts remaining, Baltimore forced a Pittsburgh punt, and Josh Miller
boomed a 68-yarder that was downed at the Ravens’ four with 27 seconds remaining. The game ended on a Floyd Turner 45-

i  yard reception on Pittsburgh’s 36-yard line. Starting QB Jim Harbaugh (four of seven for 33 yards) left the game midway
1  through the second quarter with a hyperextension of his right ring finger. Eric Zeier threw for 240 yards, while completing 16

of 27 attempts. The Ravens permitted only one QB sack. Michael Jackson led all receivers with six catches for 51 yards. Errict
!  Rhett led all rushers with 72 yards on 16 carries, while the Ravens held Jerome Bettis to 41 yards on 23 carries (1.8-yard avg.).

Big plays puncliialed the Ravens’ 31-24 win over Cincinnati in a nationally televised Sunday night special. The victory was the
Ravens’ first-ever in the new stadium and evened their record at 2-2. The game featured five touchdowns over 40 yards, four over 65
and the smashing debut of running back Priest Holmes. Holmes, making his first NFL start, rushed for 173 yards and two TDs against
the Bengals to win the AFC’s Offensive Player of the Week Award. His yardage total was three shy of the team record, and his two
rushing TDs tied a team mark. The Ravens jumped to a quick 14-0 lead in the first quarter behind Priest’s three and 15-yard TD runs.
Holmes gained 88 yards on the first two scoring drives. QB Eric Zeier (15 of 20 for 254 yards, one TD and no INTs for a 133.3 QB
rating) connected with Jermaine Lewis on a 73-yard TD pass to give the Ravens a 21 -0 second-quarter lead. It was Jermaine's longest
career reception. The Bengals clawed their way to 10 unanswered points, three on Doug Pelffey’s 48-yard field goal. Michael
Bankston recovered a Zeier fumble on the Ravens’ 34. and six plays later, Neil O'Donnell (13 of 19 for 100 yards) found Carl Pickens
in the back of the endzone on a one-yard TD pass to make the score 21-10 at the half The game tightened when Tremain Mack
returned the second-half kickoff 97 yards (tying the longest KOR ever against the Ravens), cutting the Ravens’ lead to 21-17. Two
series later.

411 net yards and allowed Cincinnati only 275 ytirds despite being without MLB Ray Lewis (elbow) and FS Kim Herring (shoulder).
Jermaine Lewis accounted for 236 combined yards, his fifth career game over 200 yards. Pickens (7-120,2 TD.s) became the Bengals’
all-time leader in receptions (419) and TD catches (54).

Baltimore’s next possession, Roosevelt Potts fumbled, setting up a Daimon Shelton two-yard rush and a 28-7 Jacksonville lead.
On the Ravens’ next possession, WR Alvis Whitted blocked a Kyle Richardson punt and returned the ball 24 yards for a score
and a 35-7 lead. Harbaugh then hit Floyd Turner on a five-yard TD pass to complete a 74-yard drive at the end of the first half
to make the score 42-13 (the two-point try failed). The scoring held until the fourth quarter, when Mike Hollis kicked a 33-yard
field goal, and Harbaugh threw his third TD of the game, a three-yarder to Patrick Johnson to make the final score 45-19. The
45 points scored by Jacksonville tied for the second-most ever allowed by the Ravens, and it set a Jaguars’ team record. The
42 first-half points scored by Jacksonville were seven shy of the NFL record of 49. Jim Harbaugh completed 27 of 34 passes,
a team record 79.4% of his passes, three TDs and one INT for a 113.6 QB rating. Brunell’s QB rating was 118.1. Jermaine
Lewis scored a TD against the Jaguars for the fourth straight game. Fred Taylor scored his second and third TDs against the
Ravens in the two games. LB Ray Lewis surpassed the career 400-tackle mark in only his third season. The Ravens fell to 0-
6 lifetime against the Jaguars.

The Ravens snapped a four-game losing streak by defeating the visiting Oakland Raiders, 13-10. Oakland entered the contest
with a Five-game winning streak. Baltimore’s defense limited Oakland to 10 points and scored the Ravens’ only touchdown on
an 18-yard interception for a score by Rod Woodson. The defense recorded five sacks, including four by DE Michael McCrary.

Woodson’s interception for a TD occurred with 3:08 left in the first quarter. It was his second TD of the season, the seventh of his
career, and his team-leading fifth interception of the season. QB Donald Hollas (who replaced Jeff George in the first quarter after
George suffered a groin injury) led Oakland on a 12-play, 80-yard drive that ended in a Greg Davis 23-yard field goal. The drive
featured a goal-line stand by Baltimore’s defense (Oakland had a finst-and-goal from the Baltimore three). Matt Stover countered
with a 30-yard field goal at the end of the first half to give the Ravens a 10-3 halftime lead.

The Raiders tied the game early in the fourth quarter when Hollas threw a five-yard touchdown to TE Rickey Dudley. Dudley
caught six passes for 105 yards and a TD. On the Ravens’ next possession, Jim Harbaugh (10 of 17 for 102 yards) marched the
offense 62 yards in eight plays but had to settle for Stover’s second 30-yard field goal for the winning score. Oakland’s final drive
of the game ended when Hollis’ “Hail Mary” pass into the endzone as time expired was intercepted by rookie CB Duane Starks,
who was making his first NFL start.

McCrary’s four QB sacks on the game set a Ravens’ team record and tied his single-game high (set in 1996 vs. Oakland).
McCrary ended the day with 12-1/2 QB sacks for the sea.son. The Ravens, behind the el’fort of RB Priest Holmes (27 carries
for 99 yards) gained more yards rushing (126) than passing (87) for the first time since 11/16/87 vs. Philadelphia (a 10-10 tie).
The win was the first-ever in November for the Ravens.

The Raiders were penalized 14 times for 98 yards, including two roughing the passer penalties. “Some of my best plays today
were the one I took to my jaw - that was a 15-yard penalty,” said a smiling Jim Harbaugh after the game. “The one 1 took to my
knee - that was another 15 yards. And my interception set up Woodson’s touchdown. Those were my three best plays of the day.”

The Ravens lost a sloppy 14-13 game at San Diego against the Chargers. The two teams combined for 30 penaltie,s, 14 by the Ravens.
The two starting quarterbacks, Jim Harbaugh and Craig Whelihan, were a combined 27 for 75 for 322 yards, and the two teams com
bined for only 97 rushing yards. Tlie loss dropped Baltimore’s record to 3-7, while the Chargers improved to 4-6. After a scoreless
first quarter that featured a combined 23 yards of offen.se. Malt Stover kicked a 42-yard field goal to give the Ravens a 3-0 lead early
in the second period. Whelihan, who completed 15 of 42 passes for 172 yards, threw a 47-yard TD pass to WR Charlie Jones to put
San Diego ahead, 7-3, at halftime.

Harbaugh, who finished 12 of 33 for 150 yards, found Jermaine Lewis down the far sideline for a 58-yard tliird-qiiarter TD and a 10-
7 Ravens’ lead. The TD was Jemiaine’s eighth score of the season, his sixth over 50 yards (including two punt returns), his sixth TD
reception of the season. Late in the third quarter, John Caniey kicked an apparent game-tying field goal, but the Ravens were called
for an unsportsmanlike conduct penalty when Jamie Sharper was flagged for a “leverage” penalty. The rarely called penalty gave San
Diego a first down from the Ravens’ 13-yard line. The Ravens’ defense forced the Chargers to attempt another field goal four plays
later, but Michael McCrary was flagged for the same “leverage” penalty to set up first and goal. RB Terrell Fletcher, filling in for an
injured Natrone Means (fractured foot), scored from three yards out on the next play, giving the Chargers a 14-10 lead early in the
fourth quarter.

With just over six minutes left in the game, Jemiaine Lewis fielded a Darren Bennett punt at the 10, and raced upfield with only
Bennett to beat, but the Australian-born punter was called for a tripping penalty, negating a 90-yard touchdown on the return. Seven
plays later, Stover kicked his second field goal to close the gap to 14-13, San Diego. The Ravens were unable to get into field goal
position on their final drive as Harbaugh’s final two pa.s,ses fell incomplete.

The Ravens lost their third straight game, 24-3, at Chicago, snapping the Bears' six-game losing streak. Three of the Ravens’ start
ing offensive linemen (Jonathan Ogden, Orlando Brown and Wally Williams) could not play due to injuries. The Ravens rushed
for a franchise-low 22 yards and managed just 176 net yards. The Bears rolled-up 189 rushing yards, including 163 by first-year
running back James Allen. Allen set up two Chicago touchdowns in the second quarter with runs of 57 and 54 yards. Baltimore's
first drive of the game saw a Jim Harbaugh pass intended for Michael Jackson tipped into the air and intercepted by DE John
Thierry, setting up a Jeff Jaeger 20-yard field goal. The Ravens then drove to Chicago's 27, but Matt Stover's 45-yard field goal
attempt was blocked by James Williams. On (Thicago's next possession, Allen scampered 57 yards to the Ravens' one. and then
scored on the next play to put Chicago on top. 10-3. Midway through the second quarter. Allen again broke free, racing 54 yards
to set-up a Steve Stenstrom to Curtis Conway 16-yard TD pass. The 17-0 lead was increased just before the half when FB

The Ravens concluded their 1998 season with a 19-10 win over the visiting Detroit Lions to finish 6-10. Priest Holmes rushed
for 132 yards on 28 carries and became the Ravens’ first rusher to gain over 1,000 yards In a season. Holmes, who started 13
games, finished the year with 1,008 yards on 233 rushes and seven touchdowns. His 132 rushing yards marked his fourth 100-
yard game (all victories) and set a Ravens’ single-season 100-yard game record. The Ravens’ defense set the tone early when
Detroit left tackle Ray Roberts was called for holding Michael McCrary in the endzone, resulting in a team safety. On Detroit’s
next possession, rookie DL Lional Dalton forced a Barry Sanders fumble at the Lions’ one, which Tony Siragusa recovered at
Detroit’s two. Three plays later, Holmes scored from one-yard out for a 9-0 Ravens' lead. Early in the second quarter. QB Jim
Harbaugh (17 of 27 for 141 yards and one TD) connected with FB Roosevelt Potts on an 11-yard pass play and a 16-0 Ravens’
lead. That touchdown culminated a 97-yard, 13-play drive. The Lions’ Jason Hanson kicked a 39-yard field goal with 36 sec
onds left in the first half to make the score 16-3 at intermission. After a scoreless third quarter. Lions' QB Frank Reich (18 of
29 for 195 yards and one TD) found FB Cory Schlesinger on an eight-yard pass play to make the score 16-10. Midway through
the final quarter, Matt Stover kicked a 30-yard field goal to complete the scoring. The Ravens limited RB Barry Sanders to 41
yards rushing on 19 carries and a fumble. Detroit WR Herman Moore caught 10 passes for 120 yards. The victory evened the
Ravens’ home record at 4-4 and was the final game for coach Ted Marchibroda and his staff.

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Note: The following chronology outlines historical highlights of the AAFC and NFL teams based in
Baltimore and reflects history^ while those teams were in Baltimore only.

December 28, 1946 Baltimore was awarded the bankrupt Miami Seahawks franchise of the All-
America Football Conference. The team was renamed Colts via a fan contest. Boh Rodenberg heads

September 7, 1947 The Colts won their first-ever AAFC game over the Brooklyn Dodgers, 16-7, in
front of 27,418 fans at Baltimore Stadium with Cecil Isbell as head coach. The Colts finish 2-11-1,
drawing just under 200,000 fans.

April 28,1948 The Colts reorganized, with over 200 stockholders. Jake Embry was named president
and Walt Driskill was named general manager.

December 12, 1948 The Colts lose their first-ever playoff game, 28-17. against visiting Buffalo in a
game marked by near riots after both teams finished tied for the Eastern Division title with 7-7 marks.
Attendance totaled 244,502.

February 24, 1949 Walt Driskill was named president and general manager, with Robert C. Embry
becoming vice-chairman of the board.

Fall, 1949 Isbell fired after four games and Driskill was named head coach. Colts finished 1-11.

December 8, 1949 AAFC and NFL reached merger agreement. The Colts entered the NFL for 1950
season.

December 18, 1949 Abraham Watner was named Colts’ president.

December 19, 1950 Under head coach Clem Crowe, the Colts finished 1-11 in their first NFL season
with a 15-14 loss to the New York Yanks at Yankee Stadium. The Yanks will later become the
Baltimore Colts.

January 18, 1951 Watner withdrew the franchise due to financial distress and received S50.000 for
his players by the NFL.

1951 and 1952 No Colts team existed.

December 3, 1952 Commissioner Bert Bell challenged Baltimore to sell 15,000 tickets in six weeks
to re-enter NFL. The ticket drive reached its quota in four weeks, three days.

January, 1953 Carroll Rosenbloom headed an ownership group and Baltimore was awarded the
-Qallas Texan franchise. Don Kellett was named president and Keith Molesworth head coach.

Marthas, 1953 Baltimore and Cleveland put together one of the largest trades in sports’ history, with
the BrmVns trading 10 players to the Colts for five players.

Namath “guarantees” a New York victory.

April 3, 1970 Don Shula resigned to become head coach of the Miami Dolphins and was succeeded
by Don McCafferty. In January, Don Klosterman was named general manager.

September 20,1970 The Colts beat San Diego, 16-14, to win first AFC game in the newly realigned
NFL.

December 13, 1970 The Colts clinched their first AFC Eastern Division title with a 20-14 win at
Buffalo.

December 26, 1970 The Colts beat Cincinnati, 17-0, in divisional playoff game.

January 3,1971 The Colts beat the Oakland Raiders, 27-17, to win the AFC championship.

January 17, 1971 Jim O’Brien kicked a 32-yard field goal with five seconds to play as the Colts won
Super Bowl V over Dallas, 16-13, in the first-ever AFC-NFC Super Bowl.

January 2, 1972 Miami beat Baltimore, 21-0 in the AFC title game. The Colts had defeated
Cleveland. 20-3, in the AFC playoffs to advance to the conference championship.

July 26, 1972 Robert Irsay acquired the Colts from CaiToll Rosenbloom in exchange for the Los
Angeles Rams. Joe Thomas was named general manager.

July 29, 1972 Gino Marchetti was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame.

October 16,1972 John Sandusky replaced Don McCafferty as head coach after the fifth game of the''
season.

Billick, the highly successful offensive coor
dinator for Minnesota, directed a Vikings’ attack that set a variety of NFL and team records, includ
ing the league’s all-time scoring mark of 556 points in 1998.

January 26,1999 PSINet Inc., the first and largest independent commercial Internet Service Provider
(ISP), announced an innovative partnership with the Ravens to develop a global Internet-based net
work for the Ravens that will significantly enhance outreach between fans and the team, as ..well as
establish a new business model for sports marketing. Under the 20-year agreement, the NFL’s new
downtown stadium at Camden Yards was named PSINet Stadium.

January 30,1999 Ravens’ Vice President of Player Personnel Ozzie Newsome was selected to go into
Pro Football’s Hall of Fame, along with Lawrence Taylor, Eric Dickerson, Tom Mack and Billy Shaw.
Newsome is the NFL’s all-time leading light end in pass receptions.

February 4, 1999 Art Modell, Owner and Chief Executive Officer of the Baltimore Ravens/ naihed
David Modell as the Ravens’ President and Chief Operating Officer and John Mddell )as Vice
President of Special Projects. , | ; ;

March 16,1999 The Ravens traded for Lions’ QB Scott Mitchell for a third-round draft pick in 1999 ,
and a fifth-round pick in 2000.

April 17,1999 The Ravens selected Arizona CB Chris McAlister with their first round pick, and trad
ed their second-round choice for Atlanta’s first-round choice in 2000. Baltimore also acquired .yeter- '
ans QB Tony Banks, OL Everett Lindsay and TE Lovett Purnell in trades involving ‘99 picks.

The “technician" in front of the live-feed monitor cues up the live play by pressing the “make play”
button on his console as the ball is snapped. The monitor can accommodate six replay angles of a sin¬
gle play.

The “replay assistant” is positioned in front of the touch-screen monitor. This person decides which
replays will be relayed to the field monitor for review by the referee after a coach’s challenge is
issued, and whether an official’s time-out will be called for a play review in the final two minutes of
each half and overtime.

The “video operator.” at the instruction of the replay assistant, will tap the touch-sefeen monitor
(similar to a bank’s automatic teller machine that prompts commands by the tapping .of its screen) to
transfer one of the replays to the booth’s third monitor that is positioned between him and the replay
assistant. The video on this monitor is what the referee on the field will see. /

/
The “communicator” is the replay booth’s “eyes to the field.” While the technician, replhy as^stant
and video operator are doing their jobs, the communicator, stationed in back df the other three,/is ,
watching the field. He will advise the replay assistant - who is busy viewing the monitor/— .that/'
“they’re in the huddle,” “they’re on the line” and “the ball is snapped” so thej replay(assisfant/wilj
know that the next play has started, negating the possibility of a replay. He 4ill alsc report tp thp
replay assistant if an official ruling (e.g, holding, illegal procedure, etc.) has been maqe on (he field

If needed, the communicator will also explain a referee’s ruling to the TV truck and to the teams' pub
lic relations directors in the press box for dissemination to the media.

A “buzzer system" will be utilized to signal the call for a replay. Before the final two minutes, the
head coach will buzz the referee and replay booth that he challenges a play and wants a review.
Within the final two minutes, the booth will buzz the referee, calling for a replay. The head coaches
will wear a belt pack containing a buzzer. When pressed, the buzzer will simultaneously signal the
referee, umpire and replay booth that a replay is being requested.

There will be three replay monitors at field level in open-air stadiums. Two will be positioned at
opposite 20-yard lines near the sideline wall. A third will be in a runway, for use if there is inclement
weather. Two monitors will be used in domed stadiums. As the referee approaches the monitor, his

first replay will await him. His 90 seconds for a decision begins when he puts on the headphones that
put him in contact with the replay booth.

COACHES CHALLENGE

Outside the final two minutes of each half, each team will be permitted two challenges per game that
will initiate referee reviews. Each challenge will cost a team a time-out. If a challenge is upheld, the
time-out will be restored, but the challenge will not. No challenges will be recognized from a team
that has exhausted its time-outs.

FINAL TWO MINUTES OF EACH HALF

After the two-minute warning of each half, and throughout any overtime period, any referee review
will be initiated by the replay assistant in the replay booth in the press box. He can initiate as many
review requests as he thinks necessary, no matter how many time-outs the teams may have. No time
out will be charged for a review initiated from the replay booth.

REFEREE REVIEW

All replay reviews will be conducted by the referee on a field-level monitor after consultation with
the other covering officials on the play. A decision will be reversed only when the referee has indis
putable visual evidence that the call should be changed. The referee cannot initiate a replay in any
instance.

TIME LIMIT

Reviews will be a maximum of 90 seconds, timed from when the referee puts on the head phones to
the replay booth.

REVIEWABLE PLAYS

The instant replay system will cover a variety of plays in three main areas - 1) sideline, goal line, end
zone, and end-line plays; 2) passing plays; and 3) other detectable infractions, such as a runner ruled
down not by defensive contact, and the number of players on the field.
