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THE MANAGEMENT

BRIGHT SCHRAMM BRANDT

The Dallas Cowboys long have been noted for their front office sta-
bility. President and General Manager Tex Schramm, Vice President for
Personnel Development Gil Brandt and Coach Tom Landry have directed
the Cowboys since the club’s birth in 1960.

Last year the Cowboys began a new era of ownership when a group
headed by Dallas businessman H. R. “Bum" Bright acquired the club
from fcunder Clint Murchison, Jr. Bright serves as general partner of
the limited partnership that oversees the Cowboys.

A Dallas native, Bright is senior partner of Bright and Company, a
Dallas-based oil and gas production firm. He has extensive holdings
in the banking industry and serves as chairman of the board of directors
cf Children's Medical Center in Dallas. He is a past chairman of the
board of regents of Texas A&M University, his alma mater,

Schramm, managing partner of the ownership group, directs the
day-to-day operation of the Cowboys. A journalism graduate of the
University of Texas, Schramm joined the Los Angeles Rams as pub-
licity director in 1947 after two years as a sports writer and sports
editor at the Austin American-Statesman. In a 10-year career with the
Rams he rose from publicity director, to assistant to the president, to
general manager.

Schramm left the Rams in 1957 to join CBS as assistant director
of sports. He put together the first network telecast of the Olympics,
but, following those Winter Games of 1960 in Squaw Valley, Calif.,
Schramm returned to pro football upon being hired by Clint Murchison
to run the new Dallas NFL franchise.

In the spring of 1977 Schramm received an honorary degree
(Doctor of Humane Letters) from California Lutheran College. After
the Cowboys won the Super Bowl that season Schramm was named
NFL Executive of the Year by the Sporting News, and in 1978 he re-
tﬁeived the Bert Bell Award for outstanding executive leadership in the

FL.

Brandt directs the Cowboys’ scouting operation and supervises
the signing of all players. A Milwaukee native and graduate of the
University of Wisconsin, Brandt was a baby photographer and part-
time scout for the Rams under Schramm when his flair for discovering
talent led to his being hired by the Cowboys.

CENTER

AT THE VALLEY RANCH

The Dallas Cowboys and Triland International announced plans on
March 27, 1984 for the development of Cowboys Center, the most imag-
inative real estate project ever undertaken by a sports team.

Scheduled to open in October 1986, Cowboys Center will include the
club’s headquarters and training facility, Cowboys ShowPlace, a hotel-
conference center, a country club, sports medicine clinic, retail and
restaurant pavilion, ice arena and office park.

Cowboys Center will be located on 200 acres in Valley Ranch, a
2,500-acre, master-planned commercial and residential community in
northwest Dallas County. Cowboys Center is a joint venture between
Triland International of Dallas and the Dallas Cowboys Football Club.
Triland Development, an affiliate of Triland International and developer
of Valley Ranch, is the managing partner of the venture. Triland Devel-
opment is responsible for the design, development and marketing of the
project.

Here's a breakdown of the components of Cowboys Center:

COWBOYS HEADQUARTERS:

The Cowboys moved into their new headquarters upoen returning
from training camp this year. The complex includes two grass football
fields, locker and training room facilities, meeting rooms, weight training
areas, running trails, racquetball and basketball courts and a film lab. All
coaching, scouting and administrative offices are located in the 80,000-
square foot building, along with a ticket office, travel agency, retail
merchandise outlet, Cowboys Cheerleaders rehearsal studio, offices for
the Cowboys Weekly, a press room with a research library plus a variety
of lounge areas.

COWBOYS SHOWPLACE:

Cowboys ShowPlace will offer an experience of sight, sound and touch
celebrating the history of the team. There will be a variety of displays
and other innovative gadgetry that will make the ShowPlace a must for
all football fans.

HOTEL-CONFERENCE CENTER:

A 300-room hotel and executive conference center will provide state-
of-the-art meeting and conference facilities.
COUNTRY CLUB:

Extensive golf facilities will highlight the country club, which also will
include swimming, tennis, racquetball and running trails.
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SPORTS MEDICINE CLINIC:
Cowboys Center offers a natural tie-in to the burgeoning sports medi-

cine field. The sports medicine clinic will focus on the prevention, diag-
nosis, treatment and rehabilitation of athletic injuries.

RETAIL-RESTAURANT PAVILION:

Indoor and outdoor dining, specialty shops and a pedestrian bridge
connecting this area to Cowboys headquarters will highlight the retail
and restaurant area. The dining and shopping opportunities will add to
the “city-within-a-city” concept.

ICE ARENA:

With more and more northerners moving to the Dallas area every

year, the lack of ice skating facilities has become ever more pronounced.

The ice arena will help fill the void, adding further to the wide range of
experiences offered by Cowboys Center.

OFFICE PARK:

More than 90 acres of prime office sites will have access to the hotel
and conference center, country club and retail-restaurant pavilion within
Cowboys Center. Valley Ranch's residential area will give employers a
potentital work force of 25,000.
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The longest-running show in professional sports — “Tom Landry Pre-
sents the Dallas Cowboys' — entered its 26th season in 1985.

Landry has been known to point out that he never has received a
promotion during those 26 years, but it is an arrangement that has
worked out well for all concerned.

The first 25 years gave Landry and the Cowboys a combined record
of 243 victories, 141 losses and six ties. Those numbers placed the 61-
year-old native Texan second only to George Halas among the National
Football League's all-time winningest coaches.

Along the way, Landry has led the Cowboys to a record 19 consecu-
tive winning seasons, the longest such active streak in pro sports and the
third longest ever behind the New York Yankees' 39 straight from 1926
through 1964 and the Montreal Canadiens' 32 in a row (1952-83).

The Cowboys have made 17 trips to the NFL playoffs, including a
league-record nine straight from 1975 through 1983. They've won 12
division championships and five NFC titles for a record five Super Bowl
appearances.

Landry's team won world championships with victories over Miami in
Super Bowl VI and Denver in Super Bowl XII.
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The Cowboys haven't had a season in which they lost more games
than they won since 1964, when the record was 5-8-1.

On Feb. 5 of that year, Landry had signed a 10-year contract, estab-
lishing himself as a master of good timing.

He also is recognized as an innovator. He introduced the '‘flex”
defense and the multiple offense in the 1960s, revived and restructured
the shotgun offense (or “spread’” in Dallas terminology) in the 1970s
and is in the forefront of ‘'situation substitutions’ on both offense and
defense in the 1980s.

For Landry, a bomber pilot in World War II, the most important
quality a coach must possess is leadership.

“Leadership is a matter of having people look at you and gain con-
fidence,”’ he says. “'If you're in control, they're in control."

Thomas Wade Landry was born in Mission, Texas, on Sept. 11,
1924. He was an All-Regional fullback at Mission High School before
enrolling at the University of Texas. Following one semester he joined
the Air Corps and flew 30 B-17 missions with the Eighth Air Force in
World War 1.

In November 1945 he was discharged as a first lieutenant and
returned to Texas where he became a star fullback and defensive back,
earning All-Southwest Conference honors as a junior and co-captaining
the Longhorns as a senior. With Landry's help Texas beat Alabama in
the 1948 Sugar Bowl and Georgia in the 1949 Orange Bowl.

Landry played for the New York Yankees of the All-America Con-
ference in 1949 before joining the NFL's New York Giants the next year.
He was a mainstay in the Giants’ defensive secondary through 1955,
the last two years as a player-coach. He earned All-Pro honors in 1954.

Following his retirement as a player in 1955, Tom served as the
Giants' defensive coach through 1959. Giants Head Coach Jim Lee
Howell called him *the best defensive coach in the business.”

Coach Landry and wife Alicia, whom he met at Texas, have three
children — Tom Jr., an attorney and oilman, Kitty and Lisa. Kitty and
her husband, former Texas quarterback Eddie Phillips, have two children.

Landry is an inspirational leader to many because of his principles
and achievements. Tom devotes much of his spare time to the Fellow-
ship of Christian Athletes and serves on the Board of Trustees of the
National FCA.

In March 1984 Mission High School dedicated Tom Landry Stadium
in honor of its native son. Tom also was named national chairman of
the NFL Alumni Asscciation's 1984 Youth of America Week, and he
received the 1984 American Exemplar Medal from the Freedom Foun-
dation.

Coach Landry was a national 1983 Horatio Alger Award winner for
his inspirational rise to prominence. In 1981 the NFL Alumni Associa-
tion presented him with its highest honor, the Order of the Leather
Helmet, for distinguished service to football.

In 1980 California Lutheran College, home of the Cowboys’' annual
training camp, established the Landry Medal, awarded annually to a
person who has distinguished himself in his profession and serves as
an inspiration to American youth.

Landry earned a degree in business at Texas and one in industrial
engineering from the University of Houston. He holds honorary degrees
from California Lutheran College (Doctor of Humane Letters), John
Brown University (Doctor of Humanities), Southwest Baptist College
(Doctor of Laws) and Indiana Central University (Doctor of Laws). In
1978 he was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

THE COACHING STAFF

Jim Myers
Assistant Head Coach ¢ Offensive Line

Jim Myers, the dean of the Cowboys' assistant
coaching staff, has fielded quality offensive lines
consistently for two decades. Myers has developed
All-Pro and Pro Bowl players Ralph Neely, John
Niland, Rayfield Wright, Blaine Nye, Herbert Scott
and Pat Donovan.

In his 24th year with the Cowboys, Myers
specializes in converting college defensive linemen into top NFL offensive
linemen, including Nye, Donovan, John Fitzgerald, Kurt Petersen and Glen
Titensor.

Myers joined the Cocwboys in 1962. He was head coach at lowa
State in 1957 and head coach and athletic director at Texas A&M
from 1958-61. In 1977 Tom Landry turned over some of his duties to
his long-time aide, naming Jim to the newly created post of assistant
head coach.

A native of Madiscn, W. Va. (11/12/21), Myers was an outstanding
lineman at the University of Tennessee in 1941-42 and at Duke in the
Marine Corps V-12 program in 1943.

Prior to becoming head coach at lowa State, Myers served as an
assistant at Wofford College, Vanderbilt and UCLA. In 1978 he received
the Distinguished American Award from the East Tennessee Chapter of
the National Fcctball Foundation and Hall of Fame. In 1985 he was
named a Dallas Father of the Year.

Jim serves on the board of directors of the Dallas chapters of the
Boys Clubs of America and the Fellowship of Christian Athletes. He
also serves on the Dallas Father of the Year Council and is a former
director of the Lovers Lane Methodist Church in Dallas.

Jim and wife Carclyn have three daughters — Susan, Kathy and
Carol — and eight grandchildren.




Neill Armstrong
Research and Development

Neill Armstrong studies and evaluates all play-
ers and teams in the NFL. His reports provide the
basis for the formulation of the Cowboys' game
plans. Neill joined the Cowboys in 1982. He took
over the R&D position from Ermal Allen, who held
it for 14 years until his retirement in 1984.

Armstrong compiled a 30-34 record in four sea-
sons (1978-81) as head ccach of the Chicago Bears before coming to
Dallas. Before joining the Bears he was an assistant coach with the Min-
nesota Vikings for nine years, seven as defensive coordinator.

Armstrong led Edmonton to the Canadian Football League playoffs
three times during a six-year reign as head coach from 1964-69. Neill
began his professional coaching career with the Houston Oilers in
1962-63 following seven years (1955-61) as an assistant at his alma
mater, Oklahoma State.

A native of Tishomingo, Okla. (3/9/26), Armstrong was an All-
America receiver at Oklahoma State (thcn Oklahoma A&M) from 1943-
46. He was the Philadelphia Eagles' No. 1 draft choice in 1947. He
played on two NFL championship teams in five seasons (1947-51) with
the Eagles. He was a two-time all-star in three years with the CFL's
Winnipeg Blue Bombers (1951, '53-54).

Neill and wife Jane have three children — Neill Jr., David and Gail
— and four grandchildren.

Running Backs

Following eight years of coaching in college
and the pros, Al Lavan became the Cowboys' run-
ning backs coach in 1980. Under Lavan the Cow-
boys' running game has remained one of the most
feared in the NFL. Tony Dorsett, Ron Springs,
Timmy Newsome and James Jones all matured
under Lavan's tutelage.

Lavan coached running backs at Stanford in 1979 after two years
at Georgia Tech handling receivers and running backs. He directed
defensive backs and special teams for the Falcons in 1975 and '76.

Lavan began his coaching career in 1972 as receivers coach at
his alma mater, Colorado State. He moved to Louisville to coach de-
fensive backs in 1973 before being named receivers coach at lowa
State in 1974. The next season he returned to the Falcons as a coach.

A native of Pierce, Fla. (9/13/46), Lavan was a defensive back
and place kicker at Colorado State and was drafted in the eighth round
by Philadelphia in 1968. He played defensive back for the Eagles in
1968, then for Atlanta in 1969 and '70.

Al and wife Bessie have three children — Travis, Douglas and
Maeleeke.
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Alan Lowry

Special Teams

Alan Lowry was named Cowboys special teams
coach in 1982 after five seasons as defensive
backfield coach of his alma mater, the University
of Texas.

Lowry is one of the few football players in
Southwest Conference history to earn All-Confer-
ence honors both as an offensive and defensive
star. He was a defensive back at Texas in 1970 and '71 when the
Longhorns won a national and two conference championships. Lowry
was All-SWC in 1971.

In 1972 Lcwry was switched to quarterback and earned confer-
ence honors again in leading Texas to a 10-1 season, including a come-
from-behind victery over Alabama in the Cotton Bowl.

After receiving his degree in physical education, Lowry served as
an assistant coach at Virginia Tech in 1974. He joined the Wyoming
staff under Fred Akers in 1975, but resigned that post in the summer
of 1976.

Lowry worked for the Cowboys’' scouting department in the fall
of 1972 before joining Akers’ staff at Texas in December 1976.

Lowry is a native of Irving, Texas (11/21/50), home of Texas
Stadium. Alan and wife Donna live in Dallas with daughter Marta Jean.

Dick Nolan

Receivers

Veteran NFL coach Dick Nolan returned to
the Cowboys in 1982 as receivers coach. Dick was
a player-coach for the Cowboys in 1962 and the
team’s defensive coach from 1963-67.

Nolan left the Cowboys to become head coach
of the San Francisco 49ers from 1968-75. His
teams won the NFC West championship in 1970,
'71 and '72. He was NFC coach of the year in 1970.

Nolan joined New Orleans as linebackers coach in 1977 and was
head coach of the Saints from 1978-80. Dick was the defensive coor-
dinator cf the Oilers in 1981 before returning to Dallas.

Nolan and Tom Landry were defensive back teammates with the
New York Giants in 1954 and '55 when Tom was a player-coach. Nolan
also played under Landry in 1956, '57 and '59 when Tom was New
York's defensive coach. Nolan played for the Chicago Cardinals in 1958
before returning to the Giants for the next three seasons.

Born in Pittsburgh, Pa. (3/26/32), and raised in White Plains,
N.Y., Nolan was a two-way star football player at the University of
Maryland from 1951-53. He played offensive and defensive halfback
on Maryland's 1953 national championship team.

Dick and wife Ann have six children — Richard Jr., Nancy, Michael,
Kelly, Lisa and Jimmy — and two grandchildren.

Defensive Backfield

Gene Stallings has become noted for his ability
to take free agents and low-round draft choices
and develop them into a top-notch defensive back-
field.

Stallings joined the Cowboys in 1972 following
seven years (1965-72) as head coach of his alma
mater, Texas A&M. He has presided over the devel-
opment of four All-Pros — Cliff Harris, Charlie Waters, Everson Walls
and Michael Downs. Harris, Walls and Downs all were free agents.
Waters, a third-round draft choice, was a converted college quarterback
and receiver.

Stallings was an All-Southwest Conference receiver at A&M under
Paul “Bear’ Bryant and a tri-captain on Bryant's undefeated 1956
team. Stallings served one year as a student-assistant coach before mov-
ing with Bryant to Alabama as an assistant. He remained there until
returning to A&M as head coach in 1965.

Stallings helps direct the Stautner-Stallings Football Camp for Boys
each June at Texas Stadium.

Gene was elected to the Texas A&M Hall of Fame in 1982. He
received a 1982 national Boys Clubs Alumni of the Year Award and a
1983 Dallas Father of the Year Award.

Gene, a native of Paris, Texas (3/2/35), and wife Ruth Ann have
five children — Anna Lee, Laurie, John Mark, Jacklyn and Martha Kate.
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Ernie Stautner
Defensive Coordinator ® Defensive Line

Under the direction of Pro Football Hall of
Famer Ernie Stautner, the Cowboys consistently
field excellent defenses and All-Pro defensive line-
men like Bob Lilly, George Andrie, Harvey Martin,
Randy White, Ed Jones and John Dutton.

The Cowboys' famed ‘‘Doomsday Defense’
began to emerge shortly after Stautner’'s arrival
as defensive line coach in 1966. Ernie also helped fashion ‘“Doomsday
II," which carried Dallas to its second Super Bowl title in 1977.

Stautner was an All-Pro defensive end and tackle with the Pittsburgh
Steelers where he played for 15 years (1950-64) despite being rela-
tively small at 6-0, 235 pounds. A veteran of nine Pro Bowls, he was
elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 1969, his first year of
eligibility. In 1982 he was voted to the Steelers’ 50th anniversary team.

Ernie was born in Cham, Bavaria (4/20/27), but grew up in
Albany, N.Y. Following a World War 1l Marine Corps hitch (1943-46), he
enrolled at Boston College and developed into a two-way star lineman.

Ernie and Gene Stallings direct the annual Stautner-Stallings Foot-
ball Camp for Boys every June at Texas Stadium.

Ernie has three children — Joe, Terri and Carol.




Jerry Tubbs

Linebackers

The only original Cowboys player still with
the club is Jerry Tubbs, who came to Dallas in the
1960 expansion draft from the San Francisco 49ers.

Jerry was the Cowboys' first starting middle
linebacker and one of four in club history. As a
coach he developed his successors at the critical
middle spot, Lee Roy Jordan, Bob Breunig and Eu-
gene Lockhart. Tubbs, Jordan and Breunig all played in the Pro Bowl.

Tubbs played fer the Cowboys for eight seasons (1961-67), serving
as player-coach the last two. He was the Cowboys' first All-Pro and
Pro Bowl linebacker (1962) and was known as one of the most aggres-
sive players in the game.

Jerry has ccached four Pro Bowl linebackers in Dallas — Jordan,
Breunig, Chuck Howley and Thomas Henderscn.

Born in Breckenridge, Texas (1/23/35), Jerry was an All-America
center-linebacker for Bud Wilkinson's unbeaten Oklahoma teams from
1954-56. Tubbs was the Walter Camp Award winner in 1956 as the
nation’s outstanding player.

Earlier this year Sooners lllustrated ma=azine ranked Tubbs No. 4
on the list of the 10 all-time greatest Oklahoma fcotball players.

Tubbs was drafted in the first round by the Chicago Cardinals in
1957 and also played for the 49ers before coming to Dallas.

Jerry and wife Marlene have two children — Alan and Kayla.

Bob Ward

Conditioning

Dr. Bob Ward has Cowboys players enthusias-
tically participating in his innovative conditioning
programs, which include weightlifting, aerobic con-
ditioning, flexibility training and nutrition.

Working with computers and emphasizing fu-
turistic concepts, Ward directs the Cowboys' vol-

) untary offseason conditioning program, using bio-
mechanics to devise individual programs for each player. He also sup-
plies each player with a training program during the season.

Ward was track coach for 11 years at Fullerton College in California
before joining the Cowboys in 1975.

A graduate of Whitworth College in Spokane, Wash., Ward received
his master's degree in physical education from the University of Wash-
ington and his doctorate from Indiana University.

Bob has trained extensively in the martial arts and taught Cowboys
players various martial arts techniques that can be used in football.
He is a member of Delta Force, a U.S. Army think-tank.

Cowboys winning their 20th league opener in the past 21 seasons. The
club holds the NFL record of 17 straight opening-game victories from
1965-81.

Cowboys extending their NFL record of consecutive winning seasons to
20. The team's 19 straight winning seasons is the longest active streak
in pro sports and third longest ever behind the New York Yankees’ 39
straight winning seasons from 1926-64 and the Montreal Canadiens’
32 in a row from 1952-83.

Cowboys returning to the playoffs for the 10th time in the past 11 years
and 18th time in the past 20 years. Their NFL record of nine con-
secutive playoff appearances was interrupted in 1984.

Cowboys improving their all-time Texas Stadium record of 90-23 (80
percent), including playoff games (1971-84).

Cowboys improving their NFC-best 35-14 (71.4 percent) record against
the AFC in games against AFC Central foes Pittsburgh, Cincinnati,
Cleveland and Houston.

Tom Landry, the second winningest coach in NFL history, improving his
career record of 243-141-6 (including playoffs) and staying ahead of
Miami’s Don Shula, whose career mark is 242-94-6. Landry and Shula
trail only George Halas (325) in NFL victories.

Tony Dorsett becoming the sixth player in NFL history to rush for 10,000
career yards. Dorsett, the NFL's sixth all-time leading rusher, entered
the 1985 season with 9,525 yards. He has rushed for 1,000 yards in
seven of his eight NFL seasons. He has scored 69 touchdowns and
needs seven more to tie Bob Hayes' club career record of 76.

Everson Walls becoming the first player to lead the NFL in intercep-
tions three times.

He has 773
points. Pat Leahy is No. 20 with 780. Don Hutson is No. 19 with 823.

PRO: Albritton, who played safety, linebacker
and cornerback for the Washington Huskies, made
the Cowboys roster as a free agent strong safety in
1984. In fact, he was one of six '84 Dallas defen-
sive backs who weren’t drafted out of college. Albritton appeared in all
16 games on the special teams and as a valuable contributor to the
club's 4-0 defense. '‘He's big and strong," says Tom Landry, “‘and
there's a possibility he might become a linebacker. He has the size and
he could put on some weight.”” GAMES/STARTS: 1984 (16/0).

COLLEGE: Vince was named honorable mention All-West Coast and
second team All-Pac 10 while at Washington. Playing strong safety his
senior year, he led the Husky secondary in tackling, and played in the
Japan Bowl after the 1983 season.

PERSONAL: A native of Oakland, Calif.,, Vince Denader Albritton at-
tended McClymonds High School, where he concentrated mostly on base-
ball. He led the football team to the Oakland Athletic League title in his
senior year when he intercepted a league-leading and school-record eight
passes earning him All-OAL honors.

i PRO: After spending his first three years in the
NFL as a running back and kick returner, Gary Allen
will be used at wide receiver in 1985. “If he didn't
have the good hands, he wouldn't have been able

to catch all those punts,” says Dick Nolan. ““He can definitely catch the

ball and he's got the athletic skills to be a very good receiver.” Gary

emerged as the steady performer the Cowboys were looking for in a

return man in 1984. In only a year and a half with the team he has be-

come the second leading punt returner in team history with a 9.5 average
per return behind only Bob Hayes' 11.1 career average. As the only

Cowboy to return punts last year Gary tied a team record with his 54

returns. He also led the team in kickoff returns with a 20.2 average.

In '83 against Kansas City (11/20) he returned a punt 68 yards for a

touchdown. It marked the first return of a non-blocked punt for a TD by

the Cowboys since 1975 (Golden Richards) and the club’s longest punt
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return since 1974 (98 yards by Dennis Morgan). A sixth-round draft
choice by Houston in 1982, Allen was released on the final cut in 1983
by the Oilers. Dallas signed Allen (9/29/83) to replace running back
Chuck McSwain, who was lost for the season with an injured finger. He
became the No. 1 punt returner with six games remaining in 1983. As a
rookie with the Oilers in '82, Allen shared kickoff return duties and
backed up the running back position. Against the Giants (12/5) he
caught two passes for 35 yards, including a 23-yard reception for a
touchdown.

COLLEGE: Allen finished his career as the only University of Hawaii
rusher to gain more than 3,000 career yards (3,451 and 19 TDs on 647
carries).

As a senior he
had five 100-yard rushing games, including 189 yards against San Diego
State.

Earlier in the seascn, Baldinger started crucial
games against St. Louis and Washington at guard for the injured Kurt
Petersen. “‘Brian is a big asset to us because he can play tackle, guard
or center,” Tom Landry says. “‘He’s got size and speed and he's a good,
tough competitor.” GAMES/STARTS: 1982 (4/0), 1983 (16/0), 1984
(16/4). Total — 36/4.

COLLEGE: Baldinger was an All-Coastal Conference tight end at Nas-
sau Community College on Long lIsland before transferring to Duke,
where he switched to guard.

PRO: Since arriving at training camp two years
ago Bill Bates has taken full advantage of every op-
portunity. As a rookie free agent in 1983, Bill made
an immediate impact with his fierce style and
earned a spot on the team. When he was given the chance on special
teams he reaped every special teams award available. In his only start
at strong safety last year vs. Indianapolis (10/28), Bill had a team-
high seven tackles, an interception, a sack, recovered a fumble, and
knocked down a pass. With the club emphasizing the “4-0" in last
year's final two games, Bill saw more playing time in his linebacker
spot on the special pass defense, including a start at outside line-
backer in place of Anthony Dickerson vs. Washington (12/9). He led
the team in tackles with 10 in the season finale against Miami (12/17).

Last year Clinkscale finished third on the team in tackles
and interceptions and tied for the club lead in fumbles recovered. He
earned the Oak Farms MVP award in a victory over Chicago (9/30) after
recording a QB trap, an interception and eight tackles. In 1983 Dextor
led the team in fumbles recovered, finished fifth in tackles and scored
a crucial touchdown in a victory over the Giants (9/18).

That total also led the team and was
second among NFC tight ends to Philadelphia’s John Spagnola, who had

PRO: In 1984 Anthony Dickerson didn't post the
big numbers he had the year before, but he con-
tinued to make the big piay when the opportunity
arose. Due to the increased use of the 4-0 defense,
Anthony saw less playing time last year. When he had the chance he con-
tinued a reputation that had started the year before. Against Indianapolis
(10/28), he recovered a fumble on the eight-yard line to prevent a Colts
tcuchdown. In the last two minutes vs. Green Bay (9/23), Dickerson inter-
cepted a pass to set up a Cowboys TD. In 1983, his first season as _the
starting right linebacker, he turned in an cutstanding year including
several big plays. He led the club in solo tackles, finished second in
total tackles and quarterback sacks, knocked down six passes, recov-
ered three fumbles and forced two others. His biggest play came against
New Orleans (9/25) when he sacked Ken Stabler in the end zone for a
safety with 1:58 remaining to give Dallas a 21-20 victory. Dickerson's
pressure cn Scott Brunner caused Dextor Clinkscale's interception for
the decisive touchdown in a victory over the Giants (9/18). Against
the Raiders (10/23) Anthony had 11 tackles, two QB traps, two forced
fumbles and a fumble recovery. Despite a shoulder injury which plagued
Anthony throughout preseason, he began '84 as the starting right
linebacker. During his first three years Dickerson played regularly on
passing downs because of his ability to cover running backs. A top
special teams ccntributor, Dickerson was named the Cowboys’ special
teams captain in '81. “'He surely has the big play qualities you look for
in a linebacker,” Tom Landry says. ““He has great speed and is as quick
as a cat.” It's been an unlikely ascent for Dickerson, whose football ca-
reer appeared finished in 1979. He left SMU after his junior year in '77
and signed with Calgary of the Canadian Football League. The Stamped-
ers released him after 10 games in '78. Dickerson moved to L.os Angeles
and worked as a handyman at the Burbank Airport. Then he returned

PRO: His place in NFL history already is as-
sured, but Tony Dorsett gives no indication his
show is ready to close. The Cowboys’ all-time lead-
ing rusher and the sixth-leading rusher in NFL his-
tory, Dorsett began the 1985 season expecting to join yet another elite
group of NFL performers, those who have rushed for 10,000 yards. Tony
entered the season just 475 yards shy of becoming the sixth NFL rusher
to gain 10,000 yards. He has scored 69 touchdowns, seven short of Bob
Hayes' club record of 76. Last year Dorsett became the 15th NFL player
to surpass 12,000 combined net yards gained. Amazingly durable, he
has rushed for 1,000 yards in seven of eight NFL seasons and in 13 of
the 14 years he has played running back, dating to his junior year of high
school. Tony is the only NFL runner to gain 1,000 yards in each of his
first five seasons. That streak was broken in 1982 by the players' strike,
although counting his 266 playoff yards Dorsett's season total was 1,011
yards. In 1982 Dorsett captured his first NFC rushing title and estab-
lished an unbreakable NFL record by racing 99 yards from scrimmage
for a touchdown at Minnesota (1/3/83). He has led the team in rushing
every year he's been with the club, eight in a row. He owns the Cowboys'
top five season rushing performances, top eight single-game rushing ef-
forts and the five longest runs from scrimmage, all 75 yards or longer.
He's the NFL's second all-time leading playoff rusher with 1,325 yards in
16 games, trailing only Franco Harris’ 1,556 in 19 games. He also owns
team records for most career 100-yard games (41, Cowboys are 39-2 in
these, 26-0 at Texas Stadium), most 100-yard games in a season (9),
most consecutive 100-yard games (4), most rushing attempts in a career
and season, most career rushing touchdowns and most yards gained in a
playoff game (160 vs. Rams in 1980). He is also the Cowboys’ fourth
all-time leading receiver. A team captain in 1981, '82 and '84, Dorsett
was voted to the Pro Bowl in 1978, '81, '82 and ’83. In '81 he also
earned consensus All-Pro honors and was named NFC player of the year
by UPI, the Washington Touchdown Club and the Kansas City Committee
of 101. The second player selected in the '77 draft following a trade with
Seattle, Dorsett won consensus rookie of the year honors in helping
Dallas win Super Bowl XIl. GAMES/STARTS: 1977 (14/4), 1978 (16/15),
1979 (14/14), 1980 (15/15), 1981 (16/16), 1982 (9/9), 1983 (16/16),
1984 (16/16). Total — 116/105.

COLLEGE: Dorsett crowned a brilliant collegiate career by winning the
1976 Heisman Trophy as the nation’s outstanding player. Dorsett rushed
for an NCAA career-record 6,082 yards and 58 TDs and led Pitt to the
1976 national championship with'a 12-0 record. He broke or tied 14
NCAA records, was a four-time All-America and the first player in NCAA
history with four 1,000-yard seasons and three 1,500-yard seasons.

Dorsett is a member of the National Easter Seals Sports Council, served
as 1980 chairman of the American Heart Association's Jump-Rope-a-

portaticn seat belt program and the Dallas Civic Opera. In a 1979 Gallup
Youth Survey of American teenagers' favorite sports personalities, Tony
finished second to Roger Staubach.

The unheralded free agent from Rice started every game at free safety
for the third straight year and led the secondary in tackles for the
fourth year in a row. For the third time in four years Downs led the
entire team in tackles, and for good measure was the Cowboys’ top
pass interceptor with seven. He also had 3% quarterback traps, knocked
dcwn 13 passes, forced three fumbles and recovered two. Against New
Orleans, as the Cowboys fought back from a 27-6 fourth-quarter deficit
to win in overtime, Downs made nine tackles, intercepted two passes,
batted down a pass, recovered a fumble and recovered a blocked punt.

Dutton’s absence from the
NFC Championship Game in San Francisco because of a bruised thigh
was considered a major blow to Dallas. Injuries hampered Dutton in
1982. He underwent surgery on his damaged thigh following that season
and rebounded in '83 with a fine performance. The Cowboys obtained
Dutton from Baltimore on the Oct. 9, 1979 trading deadline to help plug
holes left by the retirements of Ed Jones and Jethro Pugh. Dallas gave up
first and second-round draft choices to acquire the three-time Pro Bowl
selection. A right end at Baltimore, Dutton played left end in '79 and was
moved to tackle in 1980 when Too Tall returned from boxing. John
scored his first NFL touchdown in '80, intercepting a Scott Brunner pass
vs. the Giants (10/5) and returning it 38 yards. Chosen by the Colts in
the first round of the '74 draft, the fifth pick overall (Too Tall was first),
Dutton was a consensus all-rookie selection. In '75 he led the Colts in
QB traps with a career-high 17, was selected to the Pro Bowl for the first
of three straight years and was named to the AP and UPI All-NFC teams.
The following season Dutton reached All-Pro status, leading his club in
QB traps again and being named All-Pro by AP and All-AFC by UPI. He
was named to the Pro Bowl and UPI's All-AFC team again in '77. GAMES/

PRO: Ron Fellows won the starting right corner-
back position last year after Dennis Thurman
opened the spot by moving back to safety. A re-
ceiver in college, Fellows had been a regular on
passing downs at right corner since the 11th game of his rookie year of
1981 and had become recognized as one of the top “extra" defensive
backs in the league. “Ron Fellows is a very talented player,”” Tom Landry
says. ‘'He has great speed and good coverage ability. If he ends up mak-
ing the play consistently, he can step up with the best of the corner-
backs." In 1983 Fellows made three of the year's biggest plays. His first
career interception came late in the season-opener at Washington (9/5)
to set up the winning touchdown in a dramatic comeback victory. Against
New Orleans (9/25) he returned a blocked field goal 62 yards for a
fourth-quarter touchdown to help Dallas rally to a 21-20 triumph, his first
NFL TD and the Cowboys’ first return of a FG attempt for a score in 19
years. The following week at Minnesota (10/2) he intercepted two
passes, including one for a 58-yard go-ahead touchdown in the third
quarter, and returned four kickoffs for 109 yards, including a 53-yarder,
the Cowboys’ longest since 1979. His total return yardage for the game
was 188 yards.

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the 1976 draft. He went on to become the second leading receiver in
Dolphin history, catching 266 passes for 4,510 yards, second only to Nat
Moore. In 1979, he had the best game of his career with 10 catches for
180 yards against Green Bay (10/28). Duriel's best season came in 1981
when he caught 53 passes for 911 yards. Harris is best remembered for
his role in the “*hook and lateral’” play in the 1981 playoff game against
San Diego when he caught a pass from Don Strock and lateraled it to
Tony Nathan, who ran 25 yards for a touchdown. A starter in Miami
from 1978-82, Duriel was named the team's outstanding receiver from
1980-82. He was the NFL's best kickoff return man in 1976, leading the
league with a 32.9 average. After eight seasons with Miami, Duriel was
traded on 3/27/84 to the Browns for a fourth-round draft pick in 1985.
He caught Bob Griese's last pass. While with the Dolphins Duriel played
in two games against the Cowbcys, catchinz 10 passes for 196 yards,
including a six-catch, 165-yard day at Texas Stadium in 1981. GAMES/
STARTS: 1976 (12/2-Miami), 1977 (14/4-Miami), 1978 (16/15-Miami),

PRO: Unheralded Mike Hegman has given the
Cowboys solid outside linebacking for the past five
years. Last season was his best, including career -
highs of three interceptions and 314 quarterback
traps. He received game balls from the coaching staff following vic-
tories over the Eagles and Colts. Hegman, who started every game of the
past three seasons, became the starting left, or strongside, linebacker in
November 1979 when Themas Henderson was released with four games
left in the season. A specialist in stopping the run, Hegman won the
starting job outright in 1980. He recovered a fumble in the end zone for
a TD at Philadelphia (10/19) and had two interceptions against Seattle
(11/27) that year. But Mike suffered a dislocated elbow in the playoff
opener and missed the final two playoff games. Bad luck struck again in
the 1981 season opener at Washington (9/6) when Hegman broke a bone
in his right forearm and missed the next five games after having played
in 77 straight. In '83 Mike returned a fumble nine vards for a touch-
down to put Dallas ahead of the Raiders in the fourth quarter (10/23).
“Mike's the kind of player who doesn't make many mistakes and he's got
great football instincts,” says linebackers coach Jerry Tubbs. The best
evidence of those instincts came in Super Bowl XIIl when Hegman
swiped the ball from Pittsburgh’s Terry Bradshaw and raced 37 yards for
a second-quarter touchdown. GAMES/STARTS: 1976 (14/0), 1977 (14/

Despite missing five games due
to injury in 1984, Hill caught 58 passes — two short
of his career high — and led the team in receiving yardage for the sev-
enth straight season with 864 yards. Projected over a 16-game schedule,
Tony would have caught 84 passes for over 1,200 yards. Only injuries
and the players’ strike have kept Tony from consecutive 1,000-yard
receiving seasons. In '83 Tony missed four games due to an injured
foot. Last year he injured his shoulder in the season opener against the
Rams and was out for the next five games. Upon his return, he caught a
career-high nine passes for 134 yards against Washington (10/14). He
went on to five 100-yard games in '84, a career high.

Hill set a
club playoff record with nine recepticns in the 1983 NFC Wild Card loss
to the Rams (12/26). He has made three especially memorable catches.

The Cow-
boys posted a 6-4 record in Hogeboom's 10 starts, including three of
the year's biggest victories, over the Los Angeles Rams, Chicago and
St. Louis. Gary's debut was brilliant. In his first regular-season start,
he completed a club-record 33 passes in 47 attempts for 343 yards
and a touchdown in rallying the Cowboys to a 20-13 victory over the
Rams on the road before a Monday night television audience. Ham-
pered thereafter by his own lack of experience plus an injury-depleted re-
ceiving corps and offensive line, Hogeboom did not match his opening-
night performance. Gary did not see action in the last four games of
the year as White regained his starting job. “Gary had his first test at
being the starter and leader,"” Landry says. ‘‘He performed pretty well,
but he still has to learn quite a bit about what he can do in the passing
game. He didn't produce the touchdowns and big plays we need to have,
although | think he will in time.

boom, the first scoring reception of Jones' career. In 1981 Jones aver-
aged a team-leading 5.3 yards per carry in his role as Tony Dorsett's
backup.

PRO: Perhaps the key man in the Cowboys' go-
for-broke, attacking secondary is Dennis Thurman, a
former 11th-round draft choice who was supposed
to be too small and not quite fast enough to make it
in the NFL. By the summer of '85, Tom Landry thought so much of
Thurman's contributions he brought him to training camp 10 days ahead
of the rest of the veterans to work with the rookie defensive backs. After
starting at cornerback for three seasons, Dennis was listed behind All-

Pro Michael Downs at free safety on the 1984 depth chart. But, with the
Cowboys using six and seven defensive backs much of the time, Thur-
man saw just about as much action as he ever had. “There is so much
situation substitution now,” says Landry, “‘and that's where Dennis is
very important. He's very knowledgeable, he's smart, he directs our
third-down defenses and he does a great job at it. He's been willing to
do whatever he can to help the team win and you can't say enough
about the job he does.” With it all, Thurman is a big-play man in the
secondary. He ranks No. 5 on the Cowboys’ all-time list of interceptors
and is the third-leading pass interceptor in NFL playoff history. He inter-
cepted three passes, includinz one for a touchdown, in a playoff victory
over Green Bay in January of '83, and has scored a team-record three
tcuchdowns on interceptions during the regular season. He led the
team in interceptions in 1983 and tied Charlie Waters for that honor in
'80. Thurman has served as the Cowboys' special teams captain and
defensive captain and never missed a game in his first seven years as
a prc.

Walls was an All-Rookie choice in 1981, a consensus
All-Pro in 1982, an Associated Press All-Pro in 1983 and an AI-NFC
selection by UPI in '84. The NFL Alumni Association named Everson the
1982 NFL defensive back of the year. Walls is the only player ever to
lead the league in interceptions in each of his first two seasons and only
the second player to lead the NFL two years in a row, Philadelphia’s Bill
Bradley being the first in 1971-72. Walls is one of just eight men who
have led the NFL in interceptions twice.

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times. ‘‘He's Superman,’’ teammate Dennis Thurman says. “That's what
we call him. There isn't a play he can't make.” Since becoming a DB as
a high school senior in Dallas, Walls has intercepted 59 passes in nine
seasons. “Cubby,” as he's known, became the starting left cornerback
in the fifth game of the 1981 season. He finished with a team-record and
league-leading 11 interceptions, breaking Mel Renfro’s club mark and
becoming the first rookie since Detroit's Lem Barney in 1967 to lead the
NFL. He stole two more passes and recovered a fumble in the NFC
Championship Game (1/10/82). He also became only the sixth free
agent rookie to be voted to the Pro Bowl. Last year Everson was the
youngest player named to the Cowboys' 25th anniversary all-time team.
He had two interceptions and six passes defensed vs. Green Bay (9/23)
in '84, earning him Sports lllustrated's defensive player of the week
honors. Walls has also led the club in passes defensed the last four
years with 101 (37 in ’81, 17 in '82, 24 in '83, 23 in '84). Because of
his obvious talent on pass defense, Cubby’'s supericr tackling ability is
often overlocoked. He was second in solo tackles in each of his first two
years and fifth the last two years.

Danny had a very dif-
ficult year in 1984, He was our No. 1 man for four years and it's pretty
tough on a guy when somebody else takes his place. He had a tough
mental situation to overccme and | think he performed well. He came
back stronz in the end. He still wasn’t where he wanted to be, but at
least he gained the confidence of the team and everybody felt he could
win for them.” Winning is what White always has done best. After post-
ing a 32-4 record as a starter at Arizona State, Danny didn’t miss a beat
when he got his chance after Roger Staubach's retirement. Through

quarterback. Danny owns cr shares 10 club passing records. After being
drafted in the third round by Dallas in 1974 (as part of a trade with Hous-
ton that also produced Ed Jones for Tody Smith and Billy Parks), White
signed with Memphis of the now-defunct World Football League and
spent two seasons there before joining the Cowboys in 1976. Danny
also is the Cowboys’ all-time leading punter, and is a risk-takinz type who
has run for first downs 15 times in 19 attempts from punt formation.

PRD: Much to the dismay of opposing coaches
and linemen, All-Pro Randy White appears to be im-
proving with age. Randy is coming off his best two
years since he became a starting defensive tackle
in 1977. Last year Randy led the Cowboys for the second straight year
with 1214 sacks and was second on the team with 108 tackles. He
also earned two coaches’' game balls and was named defensive MVP by
the media in the club’s last five victories. In 1983 he also led the team
in quarterback traps with 1214, earned three coaches' game balls and
was the defensive MVP in six of the team’s 12 wins. His 1214 sacks and
108 tackles in '84 were his highest totals since 1978. Randy has been
named All-Pro a club record seven straight years, breaking the record
he held with Hall of Famer Bob Lilly. “Randy is the premier defensive
tackle in the business,” says Tom Landry. “He's got such great intensity
and competitiveness. We've never had a player and |'ve never seen a
player, other than probably Ernie Stautner, who could match Randy's
intensity from game to game. When Randy White lines up on you, he
doesn't care whether you're All-Pro or whether you're a rookie. You're
going to get the same treatment. That makes him unique in this game.”
Randy has started 76 straight games, the longest streak among active
Cowboys players. He's missed one game in his career. The Cowboys’
strongest player (he has bench-pressed 501 pounds), the one dubbed
“Manster”” (half man, half monster) by former teammate Charlie Waters,
White immediately became one of the NFL's top defensive players in
1977 upon taking over the starting right tackle position following two
seasons as a backup middle linebacker. Despite being consistently
dcuble-teamed, Randy has been named All-Pro for the past seven
seasons (1978-84) and to the Pro Bowl the past eight (1977-84). In
'77 Randy capped his first season as a starter by earning the co-MVP
award for Super Bowl XIl with Harvey Martin. In '78 White succeeded
Martin as the Seagram’s Seven Crowns of Sport defensive lineman of
the year and also was voted NFC defensive player of the year by UPI
and the Kansas City Committee of 101. In '81 Randy was named

Association chose White defensive lineman of the year. “Randy is a
unique combination of extreme quickness, speed and strength,” says
Bob Lilly, who played the same right tackle position as White. Randy tied
Martin for the club lead in QB traps in '78 with a career-high 16. That
same year against Philadelphia (12/10) Randy tied a team record with
four sacks. Randy had his first career interception in the 1981 Cham-
pionship Game at San Francisco (1/10/82). GAMES/STARTS: 1975

KEVIN BROOKS . Defensive End ° Michigan

Kevin Brooks began his career at Michigan as a 6-4, 215-pound line-
backer before maturing into a defensive lineman with a rare combination
of size and speed.

"He’s a big, tall guy who's an excellent athlete,” Coach Tom Landry
says. “He has good speed and movement and he’s very active. With
those qualities, he's got great possibilities. He should be able to help us
in situations right away. But he’s extremely important to the future of
the Cowboys."”
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With three of four defensive line starters past the age of 30, the
Cowboys were in need of young talent in the front four. In Brooks, they
believe they acquired a player with Pro Bowl potential.

‘““When you can get a defensive lineman who has a chance to be a
dominating player, you've got to take him,” says Player Personnel
Director Gil Brandt. ‘‘Kevin Brooks has great size and speed. He's a good
athlete and a good person. He was a leader on his team. He has the
potential to be a dominating player.”

After spending his freshman year at outside linebacker, Brooks was
switched to defensive tackle and became a three-year starter at that
position.

Brocks started the first four games of 1982 before a knee injury
versus Indiana sidelined him for four games. He returned to start against
UCLA in the Rose Bowl and was Michigan's second leading tackler in
the game with 10 stops. In '83 Brooks started every game at tackle and
finished with 48 tackles, seventh best on the club. He had six stops for
losses, including three quarterback traps.

Last season Breooks was Michigan's fourth-leading tackler with 69
stops. He led the Wolverines with 13 tackles for losses and six quar-
terback sacks.

A native of Detroit, Brooks was an All-America, All-State and team
MVP in his senior year at MacKenzie High School. He was a member of
the MNational Honor Society and received his school’'s scholar-athlete
award. He studied pre-law at Michigan and graduated with a liberal arts
degree. He left Michigan despite having another year of football
eligibility.

JESSE PENN e Linebacker . Virginia Tech
Ht: 6-2 ° Wt: 217 ° Born: 9/6/62 e D-2

Jesse Penn is an exceptional athlete who roamed the Virginia Tech
defense from the line of scrimmage to the secondary making sacks,
tackles and interceptions. A two-year starter at standup defensive end,
or “‘drop end' in Virginia Tech terminology, Penn excelled at pass cov-
erage, finishing his career with eight interceptions, a school record for
linemen.

An exciting performer who often came up with big plays, Penn was
praised by his coaches for his nearly flawless technique. He started
every game his last two seasons.

““We feel he can be a real top player for us,”” Tom Landry says. ‘'He
doesn’t play like a standup defensive end. He plays like an outside line-
backer. He can play the run pretty well and he's an excellent pass-
coverer. (Linebackers coach) Jerry Tubbs had him ranked as the number
one outside linebacker in the draft. | watched him on film and he can
do everything a linebacker has to do. He's very fluid. He moves like a
linebacker should move."

In 1984 Penn finished second on his team in interceptions with five
and in pass breakups with eight. He recovered two fumbles, had five
tackles for losses and two QB traps, and finished fifth in tackles with
65, including 35 solo stops. Penn capped his senior year with outstand-
ing performances in the Independence Bowl against Air Force and in the
Blue-Gray All-Star game.

As a junior Penn intercepted three passes, broke up nine others, had
three sacks, three tackles for losses and finished fourth on the team in
tackles with 70, including 39 solos.

Penn was raised in Martinsville, Va., where he starred in football and
track at Martinsville High. He majored in communications at Virginia
Tech.

CRAWFORD KER ° Guard ° Florida
Ht: 6-3 ° Wt: 293 ° Born: 5/5/62 ° D-3

The trend today is toward mammoth offensive linemen and Craw-
ford Ker certainly fits the mold at 293 pounds. A Western Arizona Junior
College All-America, Ker transferred to Florida and started 13 games at
tackle, earning second-team All-Southeastern Conference and honorable
mention All-America honcrs from Associated Press in 1984,

‘*He’s a tough, competitive player,” Tom Landry says. ‘‘Size is a big
thing now in football. He's a big, powerful guy. We'll try him at guard
because we feel with a guy this big, he’'ll be better at pass protecting on
the inside than against the fast ends on the outside.”

Ker holds the Florida bench press record of 515 pounds. He also has
leg pressed 1,090 pounds.

‘‘He’s the type of guy who can immediately make you more effective
on short-yardage and goal-line plays because he's extremely strong and
powerful,” Gil Brandt says. “He's also got tremendous speed for a guy
that size.”

Ker was a walk-on at Western Arizona JC, earned a scholarship, then
became a JC All-America. At Florida in 1983 he was named the offensive
player of the week versus Mississippi State by the coaching staff. He
started last year at strong tackle opposite Lomas Brown, who was
selected in this year's draft by Detroit with the sixth pick of the first
round. Ker capped his college career with appearances in the East-West
and Blue-Gray All-Star games.

Ker, whose father is from Scotland and was a guard at Buckingham
Palace, moved from Philadelphia to Florida with his parents prior to his
senior year of high school. He earned All-Conference foctball honors at
Dunedin, Fla., High. He majored in physical education at Florida.

ROBERT LAVETTE ¢ Running Back e  Georgia Tech
Ht: 5-11 L Wt: 199 @ Born: 9/8/63 L D-4

Robert Lavette finished his career as Georgia Tech’s all-time leading
rusher, receiver and scorer. In setting 19 school records in four sea-
sons, Lavette rushed for 4,066 yards, No. 17 on the NCAA's all-time list.

Lavette caught 114 career passes for 862 yards and scored 46
touchdowns for 276 points. He had 18 100-yard games and accounted for
5,393 total yards, an average of 125.5 per game.

""He’s the type of back you are looking for today in that he's a very
good runner, he can catch the ball and he can block,” Gil Brandt says.
"And he always seems to make the big play. He's a big-play performer
and that's important.”

As a sophomore in 1982 Lavette rushed for a career-high 203 yards
on 38 carries against No. 1-ranked Georgia, outgaining Heisman Trophy
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winner Herschel Walker by 40 yards. Last year Lavette finished ninth
nationally in rushing with a 108.1 yards-per-game average.

At Cartersville, Ga., High School, Lavette gained 5,870 career yards
and earned Georgia Class AA back of the year honors as a senior. He set
nine career records, seven season marks and three single-game records.
He studied management at Georgia Tech.

HERSCHEL WALKER . Running Back . Georgia
Ht: 6-1 ° Wt: 224 ° Born: 3/3/62 L D-5A

With their extra fifth-round draft choice, obtained from Houston last
year in the Butch Johnson-for-Mike Renfro trade, the Cowboys selected
former Heisman Trophy winner Herschel Walker.

Although currently playing for the USFL's New Jersey Generals, the
Cowboys hold the NFL right to sign Walker for four years, plus a right
of first refusal thereafter.

One of college football's all-time great runners, Walker set 10 NCAA
records, 15 Southeastern Conference records and 30 University of
Georgia marks in three seasons before joining the Generals in 1983. He
has rushed for more than 1,000 yards in each of his three USFL seasons.

In 33 games at Georgia, Walker rushed for 5,259 yards, gaining an
average of 159.4 yards a game. He averaged 5.3 yards-per-carry, scored
52 touchdowns, had 266 runs for first downs and 162 runs of more than
10 yards each. He was a three-time All-America and the 1982 winner
of the Heisman Trophy as the nation's outstanding college football
player.

In 1980 Walker rushed for 1,616 yards to break Tony Dorsett's
NCAA freshman rushing record of 1,568. Herschel set the NCAA sopho-
more rushing mark of 1,891 yards. His 5,259 yards from 1980-82 is the
NCAA reccrd for rushing yards in three seasons. Walker had four 200-
yard games in 1980 and 11 100-yard games in 1981.

A native of Wrightsville, Ga., Walker was named PARADE magazine’s
national high school back of the year after rushing for 3,167 yards and
45 touchdowns as a senior at Johnson County High in 1979. He rushed
for 6,137 yards and 86 touchdowns in his high school career.

Walker also excelled in track as a sprinter in high school and college.
He majored in criminology at Georgia.

MATT DARWIN ° Center-Guard ° Texas A&M
Ht: 6-4 e Wt: 265 . Born: 3/11/63 . D-5B

Matt Darwin was a versatile offensive lineman for Texas A&M, playing
center, guard and tackle for the Aggies during his career. He was a fresh-
man All-America selection in 1981 at tackle. He then moved to center,
but also saw action at guard.

Darwin was A&M'’s top offensive lineman last year. His coaches said
Darwin's opponents did not sack the quarterback or gain a tackle for a
loss all season.

Cowboys offensive line coach Jim Myers coached Matt's father, Bill
Darwin, in 1958 and '59 when Myers was head coach at A&M. A tackle,
Bill Darwin also played under Bear Bryant at A&M in 1957.

Darwin starred at tight end for Houston's Klein High School. He is
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active in the Fellowship of Christian Athletes and has worked exten-
sively with children. Matt served as a counselor in the Texas A&M All-
Sports Camp each summer on campus.

KURT PLOEGER e Defensive Tackle ¢ Gustavus Adolphus
Ht: 6-5 L Wt: 259 e Born: 12/1/62 L D-6A

Kurt Ploeger (PLEW-ger) was a dominant player on the small col-
lege level. A hurdler on the track team at Gustavus Adclphus before
deciding to concentrate on football, Floeger was a two-time small college
All-America.

In 1983 Ploeger had six sacks and five blocked passes en route to
earning NAIA Division Il All-America honors. Last season he led Gustavus
Adolphus, located in St. Peter, Minn., in tackles with 113 (45 sclos),
had 11 sacks and blocked four passes. He was named to Kodak's Little
All-America team and to Pizza Hut's NCAA Division Ill All-America squad.
He was also a two-time unanimous All-MIAC (Minnesota Intercollegiate
Athletic Conference) selection.

Ploeger graduated from LeSuer, Minn., High School and majored in
business at Gustavus Adolphus.

MATT MORAN . Guard . Stanford
Ht: 6-4 ° Wt: 266 ° Born: 5/14/62 ° D-6B

A two-time All-Pac 10 honorable mention choice, Matt Moran fin-
ished his colleze career with 35 consecutive starts, the final 33 at left
guard. He started 43 of a possible 44 games in his career. Moran played
left tackle his freshman year. He was selected to play in the 1984 Biue-
Gray All-Star game.

A native of Fullerton, Calif., Moran was a star lineman at Servite
High School. An economics major, Moran worked at the Los Angeles
Rams training camp during summer months in college.

KARL POWE . Wide Receiver . Alabama State
Ht: 6-2 @ Wt: 175 ° Born: 1/17/62 ° D-7A

Karl Powe (POE) chose to run track rather than participate in spring
football practice and spent mcst of his career at Alabama State as a
reserve wide receiver. Nevertheless, this gifted athlete turned in more
than his share of big plays.

In three seasons Powe caught 40 passes for 817 yards and six
touchdowns. He averaged an impressive 20.5 yards per catch. Powe led
Alabama State in receiving in 1982 with 16 receptions for 319 yards and
two touchdcwns. He had a 61-yard touchdown catch and a 53-yard
reception that season.

In '83 he caught eight passes for 184 yards, including TD receptions
of 62 yards and 48 yards. Last year he caught 16 balls for 314 yards
and two tcuchdowns. He also led the Scuthwestern Athletic Conference
in kickoff returns with 11 for 300 yards, a 27.3 yard average, with a long
gain of 45 yards. He was the fastest player on the Alabama State team.

Powe attended Blount High Schocl in his native Mobile, Ala. Karl
majored in criminal justice at Alabama State.
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JIM HERRMANN e Defensive End e  Brigham Young
Ht: 6-5 L] Wt: 256 ® Born: 10/20/62 ° D-7B

Jim Herrmann grew from a 195-pound freshman into a 255-pound
senior co-captain who helped lead BYU to its first national championship.
Herrman was voted a first-team All-Western Athletic Conference and
honorable mention All-America defensive end.

The Hartland, Wisc., native may have come to BYU as a 195-pounder,
but he brought other impressive credentials — size 155, triple E feet and
a grandfather, John Smith, who was a Grantland Rice All-America line-
man for the University of Pennsylvania in 1927.

A pass-rushing specialist who was a two-year starter at defensive end,
Herrman set a school record in 1983 with 16 quarterback sacks. In 1984
BYU coaches selected Herrman as the defensive lineman of the game
three times. He capped his career with appearances in the East-West
Shrine and Japan Bowl All-Star games.

Born in Milwaukee, Wisc., Herrman played football, basketball, base-
ball and track at Arrowhead High in Hartland. He studied business at
BYU.

LEON GONZALEZ e Wide Receiver e Bethune-Cookman
Ht: 5-10 L] Wt: 162 L] Born: 9/21/63 ° D-8

Despite his diminutive stature, Leon ‘'Speedy' Gonzalez posted im-
pressive numbers the past two seasons, catching 99 passes for 1,659
yards and 15 touchdowns. He earned All-Mideastern Athletic Conference
honors both years. Speedy caught 43 passes for 718 yards and six
touchdcwns as a junior. Last year he led the MEAC in receiving with 56
receptions for 941 yards and nine TDs. He also caught a career-long
80-yard touchdown pass. Gonzalez attended Ribault High School in
Jacksonville, Fla.

SCOTT STRASBURGER o Linebacker ° Nebraska
Ht: 6-1 L] Wt: 220 L] Born: 2/14/63 L] D-9

Scott Strasburger excelled both on the field and in the classroom at
Nebraska. He was a two-time Academic All-America and also won a
National Football Hall of Fame scholarship for post-graduate studies in
medicine. He started for two years at standup defensive end, earning
consensus All-Big Eight honors in 1984. He is projected by the Cowboys
as an outside linebacker.

Strasburger turned down an academic scholarship to Dartmouth
College in order to walk on at Nebraska in 1981. He set a Nebraska
record for linemen with seven pass breakups last year. He tied for the
club lead in tackles for losses with 12 and led the team in yardage lost
with 66. In 1982 he clinched a 28-24 win over Oklahoma, and the Big
Eight title, by intercepting a pass and returning it 22 yards to the OU
one in the final 30 seconds. He had 15 sacks in three seasons.

A graduate of Holdrege, Neb., High School, Scott spent the summer
prior to his senior year at Nebraska interning in the Radiology Depart-
ment at the University of Pennsylvania.
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JOE JONES . Tight End ° Virginia Tech
Ht: 6-3 L] Wwt: 250 ® Born: 6/26/62 ° D-10

Joe Jones broke into the starting lineup at Virginia Tech last year
and established himself as an NFL prospect, leading Tech in receiving
with 39 catches for 452 yards and one touchdown. He further impressed
NFL scouts with a strong showing in the Senior Bowl.

Jones lettered his first three seasons at Tech, serving primarily as a
backup tight end and special teams standout. He caught three passes
for 40 yards in 1982, his only receptions prior to his senior year. Jones
was a teammate of the Cowboys' second-round draft choice, Jesse Penn.

A physical education major, Jones was a top football, basketball and
track performer at Forest Hill High in Windber, Pa.

NEAL DELLOCONO ° Linebacker ° UCLA
Ht: 6-1 L] Wwt: 219 L] Born: 6/1/63 L] D-11

Neal Dellocono was a three-year starter at outside linebacker, senior
co-captain and one cf UCLA's most honored players. He earned third-
team All-America honors in 1984, fellewing up an outstanding iunicr year
in which he received All-Pac 10, All-Pacific Coast and honorable mention
All-America accolades.

Among Dellocono's statistics last year were a team-leading nine
quarterback traps and three fumbles caused. Neal started the final 35
games of his career. He received UCLA's defensive rookie of the year
award following a fine freshman year in 1981.

Dellocono earned high school All-America acclaim at Catholic High
in Baton Rcuge, La., where he played running back, wide receiver and
defensive back. In one game he rushed for 215 yards and four TDs. He
alsaéet;ered in track, baseball and basketball. He majored in kinesiology
at LA.

KARL JORDAN ° Linebacker ° Vanderbilt
Ht: 6-1 L] Wt: 241 ° Born: 1/12/63 L] D-12

A starter at five different positions during his Vanderbilt career, Karl
Jordan is projected as a middle linebacker prospect by the Cowboys.
Jordan earned second-team AIlI-SEC honors at defensive tackle last year
after leading Vanderbilt in quarterback traps with 414 and tackles for
losses with 10 for 50 yards. He shared AP's SEC lineman of the week
honors after helping Vanderbilt beat Alabama 30-21 last year.

CHRIS ARENDT, a 6-5, 250-pound defensive end from Duke, was signed
as a free agent in 1984. Arendt developed a nerve disorder in his left
elbow in training camp and spent the entire season on injured re-
serve. A native of Gettysburg, Pa. (5/31/61), Chris starred in foot-
ball, basketball and track at New Oxford (Pa.) High School where
he held the school shot put record and was named one of the top 40
football players in the state. Arendt was selected to the preseason
All-ACC team for both his junior and senior seasons. He was orig-
inally signed out of college by the Denver Broncos in 1983, After be-
ing released by Denver in training camp, he was signed by the USFL
Jacksonville Bulls and released before the season began.

TODD FOWLER, the Cowboys first-round choice in the 1984 supplemental
draft of USFL players, joined the club after two seasons with the
Houston Gamblers. A native of Van, Texas (6/9/62), Fowler was a
second-team all-state tight end selection at Van High School where
he was coached by his father. After leading his team to the state
championship his senior year, Todd was named to the All-East Texas
All-Decade Team as a strong safety. He spent two years at Hender-
son County Junior College in Athens, Texas playing strong safety and
tight end. In his two years at Stephen F. Austin, he caught 48 passes
for 469 yards. The 6-3, 218-pounder was moved to running back with
the Gamblers where he set a USFL single-game rushing mark with
208 yards vs. Denver in 1984,

RON JENKINS, a 6-0, 183-pound wide receiver from Colorado State, was
signed by Dallas as a free agent in 1984. He spent the entire '84
season on injured reserve after a bout with meningitis in training
camp. A native of Denver, Colo. (2/28/61), Jenkins starred in foot-
ball and track at Rancho Cotate High School in Rohnert Park, Calif.
He attended Santa Rosa (Calif.) Junior College, competing in both
track and football before enrolling in Colorado State. He caught 27
passes for 371 yards and two touchdowns his senior year, including
a six-catch, 95-yard, 1-touchdown performance vs. Utah.

ED MARTIN, the Cowboys’ seventh-round pick in 1984, signed with Dallas
after a one-year stint with the L.A. Express of the USFL. The 6-3,
225-pound linebacker was a division 1-AA All-America and a two-
time All-Missouri Valley pick at Indiana State. A defensive end for
the Sycamores, Martin was second on the team with 105 tackles in
'83 and led the team as a junior in '82 with 121. In '83 he was run-
nerup MVC defensive player of the year to Southern lllinois defensive
back Terry Taylor, a first-round pick in '84 by Seattle. A native of
Atlanta, Georgia (5/29/62) “Poncho” Martin attended Roosevelt
(Gecrgia) High School for two years before moving to Evanston Town-
ship (lll.) High School were he was an All-America his senior year.
He was also a standout basketball player in high school.
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MALCOLM MOORE, a 6-4, 200-pound wide receiver from Southern Cali-
fornia, was drafted by Dallas in the second round of the 1984 sup-
plemental draft of USFL players. After leaving USC, Moore played for
the L.A. Express in 1984. He caught 37 passes for 598 yards and two
touchdowns for the Trojans, including a 10-catch, 159-yard season in
1983. A native of Los Angeles (6/24/61), Moore was an All-America
at San Fernando (Calif.) High School. His brecthers Manfred (fullback)
and Kenney (safety) also played at USC. Manfred was also a fullback
with San Francisco, Tampa Bay and the Raiders.

DAVID PONDER, who was released on the final cut of 1984 preseason, re-
signed with the Cowboys for the 1985 season. The 6-3, 248-pound
defensive tackle started his final two years at Florida State. After
going through the '82 season as the starting nose guard, Ponder was
switched to tackle his senior season. He finished the '83 campaign
with five quarterback sacks, second to Alphonso Carreker, who was
Green Bay's 1984 first-round pick. A native of Dade City, Fla. (6/
27/62), Ponder earned all-state football honors at Cairo High School.

JOHN PUZAR, a 6-6, 255-pound center from Long Beach State, was
signed by Dallas after beinz waived by Seattle before the "84 season.
An eighth-round pick by the Seahawks, Puzar was an honorable men-
tion All-America and All-Pacific Coast Athletic Association selection in
'BZ. A three-year starter fcr the 49ers, he anchored the line that al-
lowed Todd Dillon to lead the nation in total offense in 1982. A
native of Cupertino, Calif. (6/27/62), Puzar lettered in football and
basketball at Cupertino High School. He attended DeAnza College in
Cupertino for a year before transferring to Long Beach State.

MIKE REVELL, who was drafted by Dallas in the eighth round in 1984 and
released in training ramp, re-signed with the Cowboys in 1985. The
5-11, 199-pound running back led Bethune-Cookman in rushing in
'83 with 414 yards and a 5.5 yard average. Nicknamed ‘‘Sweetback,”
Revell had his best game of his senicr year against North Carolina
A&T, rushine for 135 yards on 12 carries. A native of Brooksville,
Fla. (1/23/62), Revell starred in basketball and track and was an
all-state football pick at Hernando High School.
