SILVERDOME PRESS BOX
The working area for writers, broadoasters and overhead photographers is located
on the Club Level between the south and west corners of the stadium. The facility
can accommodate over 150 media representatives in the upper press area and
contains 15 booths in the lower area for radio, television, photographers, public
address and scoreboard operations.

CREDENTIALS
All applications must be made through Bill Keenist, the Lions’ Director of Public
Relations. Credentials are available to working members of the media only. Ad
vance notification of requests is appreciated. Season credentials will be issued
to appropriate outlets. Since no Press Will Call window is available due to
the need for a parking pass to gain press lot access, most credentials and
parking passes are mailed. Please allow AT LEAST three days for mail delivery.
Credentials can be left at a local hotel for pickup on game day. That hotel is
the Northfield Hilton, which is located eight miles south of the Silverdome off
1-75 at the Crooks Road exit. The Northfield Hilton front desk is used as a creden
tial pickup point when requests are made too late to guarantee mail delivery.

PARKING
A parking pass is required to enter the press parking area, located on the
southwest side of the Silverdome. Enter Gate 1 from Opdyke Road and proceed
to the press parking area adjacent to the Press Box. Press parking is not
automatically issued to every credentialed member of the media covering the
game because of an insufficient number of parking passes and spaces.

SERVICES
Statistical information is distributed before, during and after the game. Spotters
and statisticians are available to radio and TV crews upon advance request. Food
and beverages for the working media are available in the Press Lounge. Your
game credential entitles you to the buffet meal that is served prior to the game.
The Lions’ Public Relations staff is here to help. If you need assistance,
don’t hesitate to ask any of the PR persons shown below.

Undoubtedly the Detroit Lions’ biggest fan,
owner William Clay Ford’s passion for his foot
ball team can be traced to his childhood, when
his father, Edsel Ford, took him to the to the
University of Detroit Stadium to see the first
Lions’ team play in their maiden season in the
Motor City in 1934. Bill Ford to his friends and
business associates, he became a club director
in 1956 and was asked by then-Lions’ President
Edwin J. (Andy) Anderson to become Lions’
President in 1961.

In November of 1963 Mr. Ford purchased the
team outright for $4.5 million. He officially took
over the club Jan. 10, 1964, with Mr. Anderson

as General Manager and J. Russell (Russ) Thomas as Director of Player Personnel.
Mr. Thomas succeeded Mr. Anderson as Vice-President and General Manager prior
to the 1967 season.
The 1988 season will mark Mr. Ford’s 25th as sole owner of the Lions. During his

ownership, Mr. Ford has provided the team with stability, integrity and honest lead
ership — characteristics that seem atypical in today's modern era of sports, where
ownership changes and franchise movements have become annual occurrences.
The 24 seasons the Lions have played under Bill Ford’s ownership have had their

high moments. The 1969 through ’75 teams all finished in second place in the NFC
Central Division, with a high-water win-loss mark of 10-4 in ’70. The ’80 and ’81 teams
also finished in second place, and the 1983 club captured the NFC Central Division
championship. A win in playoff competition has eluded Ford’s Lions, however, and
just ten seasons have been .500 or better. “We want a year-in, year-out contending
team, one that has the capability of going to the Super Bowl every season,” says
Mr, Ford. “It has been a long wait for all of us to see the Lions return as one of
pro football’s best teams, and there must continue to be the common goal throughout
the organization that a winning football team is all that matters.”
Of course Mr. Ford’s other passion in life is the automobile industry, he being a

grandson of inventor and auto pioneer Henry Ford, founder of the Ford Motor Company.
He is Vice-Chairman of the Board of Ford Motor Company, and Chairman of the

Finance Committee, the Executive Committee and the Design Committee.
Mr. Ford also is one of four members of the company’s Office of the Chief Executive

who share in the responsibilities for general management of the auto company. He
has been a member of the Ford Board of Directors since 1948.
Automobile design long has been a source of great pride to Mr. Ford. On his way

to his present vice chairmanship of the company, he gained special satisfaction as
the executive in charge of the design, development and subsequent introduction of
the Continental Mark II, the successor to the classic Lincoln Continental that had been
developed and introduced by his father Edsel in 1939.
The youngest of Edsel Ford’s four children, William Clay Ford was born March 14,

1925. He graduated from Yale with a Bachelor of Science degree in economics following
a tour of duty with the U.S. Naval Air Corps. He then joined Ford’s sales and advertising
staff and later served on the industrial relations staff where he was a member of the
committee that negotiated the historic 1949 contract with the UAW-CIO.
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He enrolled at Yale following his military discharge and eventually captained both
the tennis and soccer teams at the Ivy League School. He was a nationally-ranked
tennis player until two Achilles tendon surgeries regulated him to the sidelines. Mr.
Ford’s athletic participation today includes some tennis, although he prefers golf, a
game in which he became nearly a scratch performer.
A major change in Lions’ history occurred

under Mr. Ford’s guidance when he moved the
team in 1975 from the downtown-located Tiger
Stadium to metropolitan Pontiac and the spar
kling, 80,000-plus seat Pontiac Silverdome. In
’80, the Lions’ Silverdome paid attendance of
634,204 fans was the highest single-season
(eight games) paid attendance figure in NFL
history, a record that still stands. He then led
the spirited effort that brought Super Bowl XVI
to the Silverdome in January of 1982. It was
an event that united many factions throughout
the state of Michigan.

Mr. Ford also is the Chairman of the Board
of the Edison Institute, which operates Green
field Village and the Henry Ford Museum in
Dearborn; is a trustee of the Eisenhower Medical
Center; and serves as a director or a trustee
for the Boys’ Club of America, the National
Tennis Hall of Fame, the Automotive Hall of
Fame, the United Foundation of Detroit, and the Economic Club of Detroit.

Included among his more recent appointments have been his naming as a trustee
for the Michigan Heart Association and to the Ronald Reagan Presidential Foundation.
He received an honorary doctor of science degree from the Art Center College of
Design in Pasadena, Calif., in 1981.
He is married to the former Martha Firestone of Akron, Ohio, and they are the parents

Martha, Sheila and Elizabeth — and a son, Bill Jr., who serves

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RUSS THOMAS
Executive Vice President
and General Manager

One of the most respected and dedicated
executives in the National Football League, the
Lions’ Russ Thomas enters his 42nd year of
service with the Detroit Lions. Easily one of the
most qualified general managers in the National
Football League, Thomas has literally ‘‘done it
all” for the Lions.
Russ has been a player, an assistant coach,

a scout, the director of player personnel and
he even served as a broadcaster for the Lions
when he teamed with the legendary Van Patrick
on the Lions’ telecasts during the early 1960s.
With that resume, it’s easy to see why there’s

no one better prepared or more experienced than Russ to lead the Lions.
Always looking for ways to improve his team and organization, Thomas’ leadership

was never more evident than it was during the past year.
For starters, when Thomas hired former Chicago Bears’ General Manager Jerry

Vainisi in March of 1987, he laid the groundwork for a much-needed change in the
Lions’ player personnel department. Since 1978, the Lions’ head coach had been in
charge of all player procurement, including the college draft. Thomas felt the demands
of coaching were far too great to add the additional responsibilities of player personnel
So after the 1987 season, Vainisi was promoted to Vice-President  for Player Personnel

and most experts agree the 1988 draft — under the new alignment put in place by
Thomas — was one of the Lions’ best in recent memory.
Thomas also instituted a unique off-season program involving everyone in the Lions’

organization from secretaries to assistant coaches to quarterbacks.
Realizing the external pressures and demands of our society, Thomas established

this unprecedented “continuing education” program in order to help Lions’ employees
and players. ’

With the aid of team physician, Dr. Keith Burch and professionals from Flenry Ford
Hospital, the weekly seminars covered a wide range a contemporary issues such as;
stress management, family counseling, power of the mind, performance enhancement
alcohol and drug abuse, AIDS, proper diet, and relaxation techniques.
The program was hailed throughout the NFL and other teams are considering

implementing similar programs.

Russ Thomas first came to the Detroit Lions 42 years ago as a heralded player
out of Ohio State University. Flis long affiliation with the Lions began with the 1946
NFL draft as the Buckeyes’ two-way tackle was tabbed early in the selections that
year by Detroit. He became an instant pro success by being named All-Pro his rookie
season before advancing to the stature of team captain in 1949. His playing career
however, ended that season when a knee injury forced Russ into a premature retirement’
The injury eventually led to new challenges for Russ off the field. He left the Lions

for two years, 1950-51, to work for Coach Joe Bach at St. Bonaventure University
Once football season ended each year. Thomas returned to Detroit to work in private
business. It was during one of those off-seasons that Russ was contacted by Lions’
Coach Buddy Parker to rejoin the club as an assistant coach. Russ did so in 1952
and he has remained with the Lions ever since.

While hired in ’52 primarily as an assistant coach, Russ also joined the Lions as
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the club’s primary college scout and also as the person in the organization responsible
for scouting each week’s pro opponent. Thus, long before the advent of film exchanges
and computers, it was Thomas’ scouting reports that helped bring Detroit NFL titles
in 1952, ’53 and ’57.
For his efforts, Russ was promoted up the front office ladder, taking over as director

of player personnel following William Clay Ford’s outright purchase of the club in
early 1964. In addition to utilizing Russ’ talents at recognizing college talent and heading
up the team’s college draft each year, Russ also became the club’s chief contract
negotiator, a task he turned over this past off-season to the Lions’ new vice-president
for finance. Chuck Schmidt, who also has served as the Lions’ as controller for nine
years.
Thomas’ rise to the top of Lions’ management hit high gear in 1967 when he was

named Vice President and General Manager, handling the day-to-day operations of
the organization. Fie was appointed Executive Vice President and General Manager
in 1972. Among his many off-the-field contributions was playing a key role in the
approval and construction of the Pontiac Silverdome. Russ led the effort to bring Super
Bowl XVI (1982) to the Lions’ home, the first and only time the NFL’s championship
game as been ventured to a northern climate.
Tve always found Russ to be courteous, resourceful and honest in all of his dealings,

not only with his peers, but with everyone he comes in contact with," says George
Young, the general manager of the Super Bowl XXI Champion New York Giants. “He’s
also been very willing to assist those who have sought his highly-regarded opinions
and outstanding experience. He truly is a respected leader in our profession."
A native of Griffithsville, W. Va., Russ was such an outstanding schoolboy football

prospect as a lineman that he was wooed to Charleston, W. Va., to play high school
football. While in high school he also excelled as the state champion in the discus
and the shot put, setting state records in both events. Considered the most sought-
after schoolboy athlete in West Virginia, Thomas was honored for his athletic and
professional accomplishments in 1983 when he was voted into the West Virginia State
Flail of Fame.
He was recruited to Ohio State by legendary Paul Brown, and he played one season

for Coach Brown before Paul moved on the old All-American Football Conference
and started the Cleveland Browns. Russ was All-Big Ten and All-America in football
at OSU and was a key member of the Buckeyes’ 1944 national championship team.
As a collegian, he lettered three years in football, twice in track and once in wrestling.
Today, Russ and his wife Dorothy live in Birmingham, a suburb located north of

Detroit. They are the parents of two grown sons, John and Jim, and they have one
granddaughter.

DARRYL ROGERS
Head Coach and

Director of Football Operations

The transition appears to be complete.
It’s taken some time, but from all indications

Darryl Rogers finally has “his” football team in
place. And that’s why the Detroit Lions’ head
coach and his staff share in the cautious op
timism that surround the 1988 Lions.
“We have undergone a lot of changes in the

past few years,” Rogers said. “And I feel the
majority of the changes we’ve made have been
positive ones.
“We made a quarterback (Chuck Long) our

No. 1 draft pick in 1986 and lived up to our
commitment last season by allowing him to take every offensive snap.
“We have become a much younger football team by building through the draft,”

Rogers continued. “When you allow your young players the time to develop there
are going to be some growing pains and that was evident in 1987. But the end result
should be much more positive. I feel we will start to see our patience pay off in 1988.”
The evolution of the Lions since Rogers became head coach on Feb. 6, 1985 has

been nothing short of remarkable. Only three players — fullback James Jones, and
cornerbacks Bobby Watkins and Bruce McNorton — are projected to start in 1988
at the same positions they finished the 1984 season.

Further exemplifying the overhaul that has taken place can be found in this statistic:
Of the 45 players on the final 1984 roster — the year before Rogers took over —
34 are no longer with the Lions.

While rebuilding the Lions, Rogers has not ignored the common denominator of
recent NFL championship teams — that being defense wins championships. The first
six draft picks in 1987 were defensive players, including all-rookie standouts LB Dennis
Gibson and NT Jerry Ball. And this past spring the Lions used their first two picks
to select two of the premier collegiate defensive football players in safety Bennie Blades
and linebacker Chris Spielman.
“When you look at championship-caliber football teams, more often than not you

will see two characteristics — a strong defense and excellent leadership from the
quarterback position,” Rogers said. “We feel Chuck Long is going to be a fine NFL
quarterback for us for years to come. Fie is just going to get better and better. And
don’t forget we have Eric Hippie back with us (after missing all of 1987 with an injury).
Eric is a proven NFL quarterback and we can win with him.
“And defense, of course, is cruciai,” Rogers continued. “That’s why we’ve placed

such a heavy emphasis on defense the past two drafts.
“I’m optimistic. Our coaching staff is optimistic and our players are optimistic,” Rogers

continued. “No one is really giving us much of a shot this season and that’s fine with
us. But we know we can be a very competitive football team. We are anxious to find
out just how good we can be.”

Rogers’ tenure with the Lions can be likened to the proverbial roller coaster ride.
In his first season (1985) he revitalized and enthused a veteran Lions’ club and guided
It to a 7-9 record. In fact, the Lions were in playoff competition until the next-to-
last weekend of the ’85 season. Despite an onslaught of injuries (13 starters missed

V  ..
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a total of 91 games that season), Rogers and his coaching staff patchworked Detroit
through a campaign that included unprecedented back-to-back home victories over
the Super Bowl XIX participants (49ers and Dolphins) and wins over two other 1985
playoff-bound teams (Jets and Cowboys).

His sophomore season (1986) saw marked improvement throughout the team, despite
its 5-11 record. In four of the Lions’ losses that season, the Lions’ offense scored
more points than the opposition’s offense, but the difference in those games came
via turnovers and special teams mistakes with the Lions yielding an interception return
for a TD (in a 14-10 loss at LA. Rams), a fumble return for a TD (13-7 loss at Chicago),
a punt return for a TD (24-21 loss at Cleveland), and a blocked punt that resulted
in a TD and a punt return for a TD (44-40 loss to Green Bay).
As frustrating as 1986 may have been, 1987 had to be the ultimate acid test. As

Rogers has stated, last season “was like three seasons in one, a really strange situation.
“Last year was difficult for everyone associated with our football team,’’ Rogers said.

“We went through so many different phases — the preseason, the strike, the replacement
games, the return of the regular players. It was very difficult, with such a young team,
and especially a young quarterback, to sustain any continuity.
“But I am optimistic and confident we all learned from last year’s experience and

we will be much better for it.’’
The Lions did finish the 1987 season with two wins in their final three games, marking

the first time since the championship season of 1983 the Lions won a game in the
month of December.

The 1988 season will represent the 24th consecutive year Rogers has been a team’s
grid boss. In 20 years as a college head coach, his teams compiled a combined 129-
84-7 win-loss record starting in 1965 when he became the first-ever head coach at
Hayward State College in Hayward, California.

Following just one year at Hayward, he was named head coach at his alma mater,
Fresno State, in 1966, then moved to San Jose State in 1973. The head coaching
trail later took him to Michigan State in 1976 and to Arizona State in 1980.

Rogers’ coaching talents hit the national spotlight most prominently during his final
two college coaching stops. Following a 4-6-1 first year at Michigan State, the Spartans
jumped to 7-3-1 in 1977 despite a sanction-saddled situation, and Rogers was named
the Big Ten Coach-of-the-Year.

Even better things came in '78 when MSU finished 8-3 and earned a Big Ten co
title with Michigan. The Spartans also defeated the Wolverines in Ann Arbor, 24-15,
to become the first team other than Michigan or Ohio State to win a Big Ten crown
in 11 years.
Along the way, Rogers’ teams began rewriting offensive record books. The '78 Spartans

averaged 523 yards per game and 41 points per contest, startling the previously ground-
oriented conference. Both figures were MSU and Big Ten marks at the time. Rogers
offensive style was a harbinger of things to come in the Big Ten as many conference
teams since have switched to more wide-open, pass oriented offenses.
The 1978 season brought the Spartans a No. 12 national ranking and Rogers was

named national Coach-of-the-Year by The Sporting News.
He jumped from the frying pan into the fire in 1980 when he agreed to assume

the reins of the controversy-marred Arizona State program that soon became probation
sentenced.

Undaunted by the factionalism that surrounded the dismissal of popular, long-time
head coach Frank Kush, Rogers immediately took the Sun Devils to consecutive 7-
4, 9-2 and 10-2 records with decidedly different teams. His 1981 club produced 35.8
points and 498.7 yards per game and the team’s total yardage output of 5,486 yards
led the nation while also setting a new Pac-10 Conference standard.

Darryls 82 Sun Devil team then turned to defense to win ten games with the nation’s
stingiest unit — allowing just 228,9 yards per game. It was the first time a Pac-10
team had led the nation in defense.

Rogers, vvho turned 53 on May 28, is a native Californian from Los Angeles who
grew up in Long Beach, where he attended Jordan High School before enrolling at
Fresno State. An all-league receiver in high school and junior college, Darryl played
at Fresno State while participating in a work-scholarship program, holding down awdrcnous© lOD.

His cdlege roommate was current Nevada-Las Vegas basketball coach Jerry Tar-
- ̂  college pass receiver in the nation as a junior

with 33 receptions. During summers while in college Darryl worked in the recreation
department in Long Beach and once gave a seven-year old named Billie Jean Moffitt
(King) a tennis lesson. Following college he served two years in the U.S. Marine Corps
before having a brief stint with the Los Angeles Rams during training camp in 1959
An avid golfer with about a six handicap, Rogers hit the big time this past June

when he won the prestigious Crosby Open. Rogers and his partner, Lovic Brooks
had a net score of 32 under par for the three-round tournament to win the $100 (MO
charity test prize Rogers will donate his $50,000 share to a yet-to-b^determined charity.
He holds a bachelors and master’s degrees in physical education from Fresno State
He and his wife Marsha have three daughters — Jamie, Keely and Stacy.

BOB BAKER
Offensive Coordinator
4th Year with Lions
6th Year in the NFL

A 23-year veteran of professional and collegiate coaching, Bob Baker joined the
Lions with Darryl Rogers prior to the 1985 season as offensive coordinator and tutor
of the team’s quarterbacks.

Before coming to Detroit, Baker spent two seasons (1983-84) as quarterback coach
of the Los Angeles Rams, going to the Rams from Rogers' coaching staff at Arizona
State. Both Rams’ teams earned playoff berths during Baker’s stint in Los Angeles.
The ’84 team won 10 games, including nine under untested quarterback Jeff Kemp,
who developed greatly under Baker.
Baker also coached professionally in the Canadian Football League, serving three

years as the head coach of the Canadian Football League’s Calgary Stampeders (1974-

buring his tenure at Arizona State (1980-82), the Sun Devils led the NCAA in total
offensive yards in ’81 with 5,486 yards.
A 1951 graduate of Ball State (Ind.), Baker coached at four different Indiana high

schools — Muncie, Royerton, Ft. Wayne Southside and Anderson Madison Heights —
before becoming a college assistant coach.

Defensive Coordinator/Secondary
4th Year with Lions
13th Year in the NFL

Now in his fourth season with the Lions, Wayne Fontes begins the 1988 season
with added responsibilities in addition to his duties as defensive coordinator. He also
takes over as secondary coach in a realignment of the defensive staff. continued
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Following a nine-year tenure with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers that saw him rise
through the Bucs' coaching staff to become the No. 1 assistant on John McKay’s
staff, Fontes left the Bucs to become the Lions’ defensive coordinator in the spring
of 1985.

The Lions’ defense made great strides under Fontes and his new 3-4 defensive
alignment during the 1985 ’86 seasons, but injuries to several key performers last year
set back the progress of the defense.
A former AFL defensive back with the New York Jets, Fontes advanced from secondary

coach to defensive coordinator to assistant head coach of the Buccaneers during his
years at Tampa. Fie was first named the team’s defensive coordinator in 1982 when
Tom Bass left the club tor a similar position in San Diego. Linder Fontes that year,
the Bucs led the NFC in defense.

The Canton, Ohio native was a two-sport star (football and baseball) at Michigan
State, where he earned All-Big 10 honors at defensive back. He was selected to play
in the North-South and Senior Bowl All-Star games in 1962 before being drafted by
the Jets, where he started in the defensive backfield in 1963-64, but had his playing
career cut short by a broken leg. Entering 1988, Fontes still held the Jets’ record
for the longest interception return, and 83-yarder against Houston (12-15-63).

His first coaching job was directing the freshman team at Michigan State in 1965
while he was working on his master’s degree in administration. He coached at Visitation
High School in Bay City, Mich., in 1966-67, winning the Michigan Class B state
championship in ’67 with a team that went 10-0, before serving as defensive backfield
coach at three universities — Dayton (’68), Iowa (1969-71), and Southern California
(1972-75). It was at the latter stop Fontes began  a 13-year association with McKay,
moving on to the expansion Bucs with McKay in ’76.

Fontes, whose brother Len is the defensive backfield coach of the New York Giants,
lives with his wife Evelyn in Rochester Hills, Mich., and they have three children —
Mike, Scott and Kim. Fontes, 48, was born Feb. 2,1940.

CARL BATTERSHELL
Special Teams
4th Year with Lions
4th Year in the NFL

The architect of one of the league’s top special teams’ units, Carl Battershell enters
his fourth season of pro football in 1988.

In an unofficial ranking of NFL special teams, the Lions had the second-best unit
in the league in ’87 behind the New Orleans Saints. The rankings rated each phase
of a particular team’s kicking game (punt coverage, net and gross punting, punts had
blocked, ratio of inside 20/touchback punts, punt returns, opponent’s gross and net
punting, blocked punts, kickoff returns, kickoff coverage, PAT percentage, field goal
percentage, field goal defense percentage, special team TDs, and TDs given up by
the special teams). The 1987 Lions’ special teams unit easily was one of the most
improved in the NFL. Linder the same ranking system in the 1986, the Lions’ teams
were ranked 24th in the league.
Also in 1986, Detroit’s special teams gave up three touchdowns (two punt returns

ai^d one blocked punt), while in ’87 the Lions’ special teams did not allow an opponent’s
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Battershell attended Bowling Green State University, where he was an All-Mid-
American Conference offensive tackle. The 39-year-old Battershell (11-5-48) coached
offensive linemen and special teams during a collegiate coaching career that included
stops at Bowling Green (1973-76), Syracuse (1977-79), West Virginia (1980-82), and
Arizona State (with Darryl Rogers, 1983-84).

LEW CARPENTER
Receivers
2nd Year with Lions
25th Year in the NFL

Lew Carpenter begins his 25th year of coaching in the NFL and his second with
the Lions as receivers coach. The 56-year-old Carpenter is a former (’53) eighth-round
draft choice of the Lions at running back and he spent three seasons with the team
(1953-55). He led Detroit in rushing in '54 and ’55, gaining 476 yards in ’54 and 543
in ’55. The first time he touched the ball in a pro game as a Lions’ rookie. Carpenter
returned a punt 73 yards for a touchdown.
He was traded to the Cleveland Browns and later to the Green Bay Packers, where

he culminated his career on two World Championship teams under Vince Lombardi
{’61 and ’62). Carpenter played five positions as  a pro — split end, flanker, tight end,
fullback and halfback.
He began his coaching career with Minnesota in 1965, and also has worked for

Atlanta, Washington, St. Louis, Houston and Green Bay. As the Packers’ receivers
coach from 1975-85, Carpenter developed three Pro Bowl receivers, all in the same
year (’83) — James Lofton, John Jefferson and Paul Coffman — a feat that has never
been duplicated in the NFL.

In 1980, five Packers caught 40 or more passes and in ’83 four players caught 50
or more passes.

His coaching expertise was evident in his first season as a Lions’ tutor. Wide receiver
Pete Mandley, who never had even started a game prior to 1987 had an exceptional
campaign during the strike-shortened season. Mandley’s seven TD receptions were
the most by Lion since 1968 and his team-leading 58 was the sixth-highest in club
history. A native of West Memphis, Ark., Carpenter and his wife Ann have four daugh
ters — Cheryl, Cathy, Lisa and Rebecca. Lew makes his home in Lake Orion, Mich.
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BILL MUIR
Offensive Line
4th Year with Lions
11th Year in the NFL

One of the strong points for the Lions entering for the 1988 season is the offensive
line, which has been molded by line coach Bill Muir into one of the league’s top units.
Last year the Lions’ line yielded only 17 sacks during the 12 regular-squad games.

Muir, a native of Pittsburgh, became the offensive line coach of the Lions in ’85
following a football career that dates back 18 years to the Continental Football League
and Includes nine years of coaching as an assistant at five different colleges.
The 45-year-old Muir (10-25^2) spent three seasons (1982-84) with New England

as the offensive line coach prior to joining the Lions. During Muir’s first two seasons
with New England, the Patriots’ offense had the best team rushing total (3,592 yards)
In the NFL. In each of his three seasons at New England, he had at least one offensive
lineman make the Pro Bowl. Prior to that, he was with Tampa Bay for four years
(1978-81), first as a scout, and the last three years as Director of Pro Personnel.

Before entering the NFL, Muir was an assistant coach at Susquehanna (1965), Delaware
Valley (1966-67), Rhode Island (197CF71), Idaho State (1972-73) and at Southern
Methodist (197^77). He also coached in the Continental Football League with the
Criando Panthers (1968-69) as offensive coordinator and in the World Football League
with the Houston-Shreveport franchise (1974-75), in the same capacity.

Muir played three years (as a tackle) at Susquehanna, a small Pennsylvania college,
making all-conference his final two seasons. He and his wife Barbara and their two
children, Keelan and Brady, live in Rochester Hills, Mich.

DICK MODZELEWSKI
Defensive Line
1st Year with Lions
21st Year in the NFL

Cne of the NFL’s most highly-respected defensive coaches, Dick Modzelewski became
Detroit’s new defensive line coach after Rex Norris resigned to accept a similar coaching
position at the University of Florida.

Modzelewski, 57, will enter his 21st season as an NFL assistant after spending the
past four seasons as defensive coordinator of the Green Bay Packers (1984-87).
He began his pro coaching career with the Cleveland Browns (1968) before moving

to the New York Giants (1978) and then to the Cincinnati Bengals (1979-83). While
In Cincinnati, his defensive line helped lead the Bengals to Super Bowl XVI In the
Pontiac Silverdome against the San Francisco 49ers in 1982, and the Bengals achieved
a No. 1 ranking in the NFL defensively in 1983.
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Modzelewski moved to Green Bay with Forrest Gregg in '84 as defensive coordinator,
where he took over the NFL’s worst — 28th ranked  — defense. Fie led the Packers
to a 16th-place ranking in '84, followed by 12th-place finishes in '85 and '86, and a
14th-place defensive finish last season.
The West Natrona, Pa., native had established an impressive background as a player

before he became an NFL assistant. As a player, Modzelewski starred at the University
of Maryland where he was named the Gotland Trophy winner as the nation’s premier
college lineman in his senior season (1952). Originally a second-round NFL draft choice
with Washington, his pro playing career spanned 14 season. Fie played for the Redskins
(1953-54), Pittsburgh (1955), Giants (‘56-63) and Cleveland (1964-66). He played on
the 1956 Giants’ and '64 Browns NFL championship teams and was named to the
Pro Bowl in 1964.

Modzelewski and his wife Dorothy, have four children — Mark, Laurie, Terrie and
Amie — and live in Rochester Hills.

MIKE MURPHY
Inside Linebackers
4th Year with Lions
4th Year in the NFL

The final assistant hired in 1985 on Darryl Rogers’ all-new assistant coaching staff,
Mike Murphy came to the Lions following a seven-year stint coaching defenses in
the Canadian Football League and the United States Football League. Murphy had
spent the previous two seasons (1983-84) as the defensive line coach of the Chicago
Blitz. Prior to that, he was for five seasons the defensive coordinator of fhe Saskatchewan
Roughriders.

Last year he molded rookie and eighth-round draft pick Dennis Gibson into one
of the NFL’s top rookie defenders. Gibson became the first rookie in team history
to lead the Lions in tackles and the first linebacker to turn that trick since the 1983
season. Murphy also in 1987 coached the teams’ defensive MVP (Jimmy Williams)
and a Pro Bowi alternate (Michael Gofer).
He began his coaching career, which has spanned 20 years, at the high schooi

level in the ’60s in Boulder, Colo., then in Denver, and later in Woonsocket, S.D.
Murphy, who wili turn 44 on September 25, attended coliege in South Dakota, at

Huron Coliege, where he played guard and linebacker for four years. He moved into
coiiegiate coaching as an assistant in 1974at Idaho State, where he advanced to defensive
coordinator by 1976. The foilowing year, he became the iinebacker coach at Western
liiinois (’87).
A native of Manhattan, N.Y., Murphy graduate from Greenwich (Conn.) High. He

hoids a master’s degree in educationai administration from the University of Vermont.
Mike and he and his wife Robin have two children  — Sam and Sarah — and they
reside in Rochester Hiils.
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VIC RAPP
Running Backs
2nd Year with Lions
6th Year in the NFL

Beginning his 22nd professional coaching season and his second with the Lions
is Vic Rapp, who handles the running backs for Head Coach Darryl Rogers.
Rapp joined the Lions after spending two years in  a similar capacity on the staff

of Leeman Bennett with the Tampa Bay (1985-86) Buccaneers. He also has coached
in the NFL for the Rams (1984) and Oilers (1983).
From 1977-82, Rapp was the head coach of the British Columbia Lions of the Canadian

Football League, compiling a win-loss record of 55^2-4. He twice led the BC Lions
into the Western Conference championship game and his teams qualified for the playoffs
in three of his six seasons there.

A graduate of Missouri, he entered college coaching at Arizona (’65-66) in ’65 following
nine years as a high school coach. Rapp returned to his alma mater in 1967, and
remained there as an assistant until joining Edmonton of the CFL in ’72 as offensive
coordinator.

Shaw previously coached
the defensive backs during his first three seasons, and his knowledge of the passing
game will help the Lions at the outside linebacking area.

In 1985 and 1986 under Shaw, Detroit ranked fifth and fourth respectively in the
NFL in pass defense.
An honorable mention All-America defensive back at New Mexico, Shaw attended

college following a service hitch in the U.S. Air Force.
His collegiate coaching career has included stops as an assistant at San Diego City

A former two-way halfback for the Lions from 1949-52, Don Doll is in his 13th season
of non-playing service with Detroit. He has been with the Lions on a continuous basis
since 1978, and in addition to his duties as tight end coach, Doll is the coaching
staff’s liaison with the club in administration and office matters and he also handles
the majority of training camp administrative duties.
The native of Southern California still holds the team record for the most interceptions

in a game with four against the Chicago Cardinals in 1949. He also shares (with Jack
Christansen) the Lions' record for most interceptions in a season with 12 in 1950.

Doll, 62, played his college ball at Southern California (1944, 1946-48) and was the
Pacific Coast’s most valuable player his senior year. He began a four-year playing
career with the Lions in ’49, seeing most of his action on defense and earning three
trips to the Pro Bowl. He also played professionally for Washington (’53) and Los
Angeles (’54).

After his playing days, Doll coached collegiately at Washington (’55), Contra Costa
Junior College (’56), Southern California (’57-58) and Notre Dame (’59-62). His first
professional coaching job was with the Lions (1963-64), and he then coached with
the Los Angeles Rams (’65), Washington (’66-70), Green Bay (’71-73), Baltimore (’74)

Fie was
named the 1984 Professional Athletic Trainer of the Year," as selected by the National
Athletic Trainers Association (NATA).

In June of ’87, he had the most prestigious honor of being the keynote speaker
for the NATA convention in Columbus, Ohio. It marked the first time in NATA history
that a professional trainer was selected to deliver the keynote speech, which was
presented to an audience of nearly 5,000.
Along with his assistant Joe Recknagel, Falb oversees all rehabilitation programs,

off-season conditioning work, and of course, the treatment of players’ injuries.

Prior to his job with San
Diego, he had a 25-year association with the Rams that began in 1953 after three
years as a high school football and baseball coach in the Los Angeles City School
system. Trump serves the Lions as area scout in California and at western U.S. colleges.

Dierking, whose first name is Clarence, came to the Lions in June of ’78 to scout
the central and southwest colleges, including all colleges in Texas. A native Texan
from Brenham, his background includes several years as an area scout for BLESTC.

ENTERING THIS SEASON: Coming off his best year as  a pro in 1987, Jim Arnold
is firmly entrenched as the Lions’ punter entering the '88 campaign.

1987; Games: Played 11, Started 0.
When you consider Jim Arnold did not even begin the 1987 regular season with the
Detroit Lions (or any NFL team for that matter), only then can you appreciate the
magnitude of his '87 accomplishments. Arnold lost his punting job to veteran Russell
Erxieben in a tight, 1987 training camp battle. But when Erxleben suffered a season
ending injury in the opening game of the '87 campaign, Arnold seized the opportunity
and began a Fairy Tale season that ended with a visit to the Pro Bowl . . .The trip
to the Pro Bowl was the first for the sixth-year punter.  . .Arnold ended the season
by setting an NFL record with a 39,6 net punting average and was second to Atlanta’s
Rick Donnelly (44.0) in gross punting average with a 43.6 mark. . .His 39.6 net average
broke Miami’s Reggie Roby’s record of 38.1 set in 1984. . .With his selection to the
1988 Pro Bowl, Arnold became the first Lion named since Doug English and William
Gay were chosen in 1983. . .He also established a new Pro Bowl gross punting average
record with a 49.6 effort. . . "When you look for outstanding individual performances
from last season, the most outstanding may have been that of Jim Arnold. I don't
think there's any question that he had a superb season and certainly earned his trip
to the Pro Bowl. Setting a Pro Bowl record certainly proved that he was the best
punter in the NFL Iasi season. Jim’s NFL record for best net punting average in a
season not only is a tribute to him, but also a tribute to (special teams coach) Carl
Battershell and every member of the punt coverage unit," said Lions' Head Coach
Darryl Rogers. . .Arnold ended the year with 18 of his 46 season punts (39.1%) traveling
50 yards or more, and 17 of his punts (37.0%) were downed inside the 20-yard line. . . Only
four of his punts (8.7%) resulted in touchbacks. . .A consensus All-NFL honoree in
’87 (Associated Press, Newspaper Enterprise Association and Professional Football
Writers Association), Arnold also was named to The Sporting News'and Football News’
All-Pro teams, and the United Press International and Pro Football Weekly All-NFC
squads. . .And as if the awards ended there, he was also chosen as Pro Football Weekly’s
winner of the “Golden Toe” Award, given each season to the league’s top punter
place-kicker, . .He also was named Detroit’s MVP on special teams by the Lions’
Quarterback Club. . .Arnold averaged 46 yards or more per punt in five games, with
a career-best 52.7 yard average (on three punts) against the Rams. . .He also averaged
48.3 yards (fifth highest single-game average of his career) on six punts against the
Bears including his final four punts of 54, 50, 60 and 52 yards.

CAREER: Games; Played 66, Started 0.
After five NFL seasons, Arnold has averaged 42.3 yards per punt (366 punts for 15,474
yards), with only three blocked kicks. . .Prior to coming to Detroit as a free agent
in 1986, he spent three seasons (1983-85) with the Kansas City Chiefs, who drafted
him in the fifth round of the ’83 draft. . .He showed no signs of a sophomore jinx
in 1984 when he led the NFL in punting (44.9 average—also fourth best in Chiefs’

or
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history) edging Reggie Roby and Rohn Stark (both 44.7) for the title...As a rookie
he was somewhat inconsistent and averaged just 39.9, although he placed 21 punts
inside the 20-yard line.. .His ’85 average with the Chiefs was 41.2—20th in theNFI His
second, third and fourth-best performances have come against the Raiders (51.0 avg.
on eight punts) in an '84 game, 48.8 on eight punts in the second Lions'-Bears' game
of ‘86 and 48.4 yards per kick on seven punts against Denver in an ’83 game.

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: A consensus first-team All-America during his senior year
at Vanderbilt, Arnold led the nation in punting with a 45.8 yard average and an outstanding
net average of 42.1... In one game versus North Carolina as a senior, Arnold set the
Vanderbilt single game punting mark with an average ot 53.1 yards per punt...Jim’s
degree is in sociology.. .He attended Dalton (Ga.) High School, where he participated
in five sports...A bachelor, his full name is James Edward Arnold...Had off-season
reconstructive surgery on his lower jaw to correct severe overbite and crossbite.. .Lost
27 pounds prior to mini-camp because of it.

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: A former defensive captain at Oregon, Baack led the
Ducks in sacks as a senior (’83) with six and was second in tackles-for-losses with
eight. . .He was voted second-team All-Pac 10 as a senior defensive end and later
played in the Blue-Gray All-Star game. . .Baack holds a degree in psychology from
Oregon where he met his wife Jeanette, who was a three-year letterwinner in
gymnastics. . .He and his wife reside in Rochester.  . .A three-sport letterman at Grant
Union High School in John Day, Ore., Baack also earned all-state track honors in
the discus. . .Born in Ames, Iowa, his full name is Steven William Baack.

Springs High...He is the cousin of San Francisco 49er Guy Mclntrye...A popular
member of the Lions, Brown is often asked to speak to community and youth groups
in the Detroit area...During the off-season he appeared in the nationally-syndicated
TV show “Win, Lose or Draw,” along with other Detroit-area radio and television
celebrities.. .The charity-sponsored event was shown only in the Detroit area... And
yes, his team was victorious.. .He and his wife Dolores have three daughters, Ashley,
Antoinette and Adrienne.. .His full name is Lomas Brown, Jr.

basketball at Dearborn (Mich.) St. Alphonsus High School...His full name is Paul
Martin Butcher.

ENTERING THIS SEASON: One of the main goals for Jeff Chadwick in 1988 will
be fo sfay injury-free. When healthy, Chadwick has proven to be an above-average
NFL receiver, with the potential to enter the elite class of the NFL... He'll begin training
camp as the starter at split end.

1987: Games: Played 8, Started 8.
There was much concern over Chadwick’s status prior to last season after an Achilles
tendon injury sustained during Week 15 of the '86 season kept him in a cast for nine
weeks...It didn’t stop him from making it to training camp where he re-established
himself as a quality wide-out.. .Chadwick finished the year as the third-leading receiver
on the squad with 30 receptions for 416 yards (13.9 average), despite missing the
f inal fou r games of the season with a broken wrist suffered against Kansas City... Showed
no effects of the '87 work-stoppage by catching seven passes for 81 yards against
Green Bay in his first post-strike game...Had another seven-reception (94 yards)
performance three weeks later against the eventual Super Bowl Champion Washington
Redskins.. .Five of those seven catches vs. Washington produced first downs.. .After
his injury vs. the Chiefs (he had five receptions in the K.C. game for 50 yards), Chadwick
was placed on injured reserve for the remainder of the season... "He has been a good
receiver for us when he's healthy," said Detroit Head Coach Darryl Rogers. "Unfor
tunately, he hasn't always been healthy. Two seasons ago, Jeff had an outstanding
year as far as yards receiving yards, (995 yards), average per catch and touchdown
receptions, but he missed the last two games of that season with an injury and was
hurt in 1987. He has been somewhat injury-prone during his career and actually never
has survived an entire season without being injured. If he can stay healthy, Jeff
be a better-than-average receiver in this ieague. He has deceptive speed and has shown
a knack for getting the ball in the end zone."

CAREER: Games: Played 62, Started 35.
Chadwick, who needs only 15 catches to reach the 200 career reception plateau, has
3,046 receiving yards after five seasons (16.5 average) along with 14 touchdowns.. .The
Achilles injury dampened a career-best season for him in ’86 when Chadwick set personal
marks in season receiving yards (995), receptions (53) and touchdowns (5)... He finished
five yards shy of becoming the first Lion to join the 1,000-yard receiving club since
Freddie Scott (1,022) turned the trick in ’82...Has had five career 100-yard receiving
games, including: 1986 games of 139 yards at Philadelphia, 121 against the Packers
(Week 13), 106 versus the Bucs (Week 3). and 100 against the Bengals (Week 9);
and he had a 112-yard day at Green Bay in '85...He was voted to two All-Rookie
teams in ’83, and he was the only non-drafted rookie to make the Lions’ roster that
season...Chadwick also has one rushing attempt during his career — a 12-yard TD
run on a reserve handoff from Billy Sims af San Diego (’84).

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: A free agent steal for the Lions in ’83, most teams shied
away from Chadwick after he was clocked at 4.75 in the 40-yard dash as a college
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junior.. .His one-time roommate and then Lions’ rookie tight end Rob Rubick insisted
to team officials that Chadwick was faster than his junior time indicated.. .Convinced,
Lions’ officials visited Chadwick during his senior year and timed him under 4.5
seconds...He set Grand Valley records for receptions (42), yards (894) and TDs (13)
during his senioryear (’82) and also had career marks in yards (1,512) and TD receptions
(19)...Many of those records were previously held by Rubick.. .Along with Rubick
and linebacker Paul Butcher, Chadwick is the third Detroit player to come out of the
Great Lakes Conference, an NAIA/NCAA Division II league in Michigan.. .He joins
quarterback Eric Hippie as co-chairman of the Lions’ chapter of the “65 Roses Club,”
a fund-raising wing of the Cystic Fibrosis Foundation.  ..Was selected as the ’86 Lion
of the Year by the Michigan March of Dimes...He and his wife Karen are the proud
parents of Jeffrey James Chadwick, who was born Dec. 30 of last year...His full
name is Jeffrey Allan Chadwick.

Dorney, the offensive co-captain along with FB James Jones, started five games last
season but finished the year on injured reserve.. .A couple of the nagging problems —
elbow and knee injuries — caused him to miss six games.  . .Perhaps his best game
of the season came against Kansas City, when Dorney, who started at right guard,
and the rest of the offensive line did not allow  a sack...Two weeks later (Week 14)
he aggravated a knee and missed the entire second half against Tampa Bay (second
meeting).. .Dorney was placed on injured reserve Dec. 17.

CAREER: Games: Played 111, Started 110.
The No. 1 pick of the Lions in the ’79 draft, Dorney was the first offensive lineman
selected... He was named to the Pro Football Writers’ All-Rookie team that season... His
unfortunate battle with injuries began his second year when he missed seven games
with a serious knee injury, which required surgery, but incredibly, Dorney still returned
to action in the final three games... In ’81 he was named All-NFC first team offensive
tackle by United Press International following an outstanding year...

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“team player” agreed to switch positions (from tackle to guard) because of injuries
to other members of the Lions’ offensive line, it probably cost him that Pro Bowl
invitation.. .Dorney played the final eight weeks of that '85 season with a broken big
toe, and following the season was named for the second time to UPl’s All-NFC first
team (as a tackle)...He has endured eight orthopedic operations since entering the
NFI The only game he didn’t start was the Week 13 contest his second season
when he was coming back from knee surgery.. .For the third time in his career (1986),
Dorney suffered another knee injury —“severe degenerative arthritis,” to be exact—
and initial reports believed the injury would end his career — but as before, he proved
everyone wrong by returning after the minimum four weeks on injured reserve.. .His
exemplary performance was rewarded by his teammates, who named Dorney the Lions’
Offensive Most Valuable Player (an award he shared with FB James Jones).. .He also
received the prestigious Ed Block Memorial Courage Award, presently annually to
each of the 28 NFL clubs by the East Side Athletic Club of Baltimore.. .Dorney also
was honored by the Miller Brewing Company as the Lions’ 1986 Miller Lite Offensive
Lineman of the Year.

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: Picked by many as the nation’s best collegiate offensive
lineman his senior year (’78), Dorney also was considered to be the No. 1 overall
pick of the entire draft by the Washington Post (he was selected by the Lions with
the first round's 10th pick)...Helped Penn State to a No. 1 ranking as a senior until
the Nittany Lions lost to Alabama in the Sugar Bowl...An All-America as a junior,
Dorney was named to ten different first-team All-America teams his senior year...In
addition, he was honored as an Academic All-America and finished college with a
3.3 grade point average and a degree in business administration.. .Began his collegiate
career as a blocking tight end and started the 1975 Sugar Bowl as a freshman at
that position...As a sophomore, he started 12 games at center before switching to
tackle.. .A two-sport (football and basketball) All-America at Emmaus (Pa.)

Same play, same
result!.. .Incredibly, lightning did strike twice when Galloway came up to force another
Riggs’sweep and after the collision Galloway broke the same arm in the same place.. .An
intense hitter who excels at run support, Galloway posted 66 total tackles (57 solos)
in ’86.. .He also had four interceptions (58 return yards) and recovered one fumble.

Detroit’s second-round selection of the '85 draft, Glover saw limited action his rookie
year, playing the fewest amount of minutes (43) of any Lion who appeared in ten
or more games.. .A knee injury in Week 11 of that season ended his rookie year...

that year...Also started at center in both the Hula and Senior Bowls following his
senior year.. .His roommate at the Senior Bowl was Detroit No. 1 '85 draft pick Lomas
Brown.. .An All-State honoree at Largo (Md.) High School, Glover also earned letters
in basketball, wrestling and track and field.. .A recreation major, his full name is Kevin
Bernard Glover.

ENTERING THIS SEASON: James Griffin had a banner season as the Lions’ starting
strong safety in '87, but the Lions could not pass up the opportunity to select Bennie
Blades as their first choice in this year's draft.  . .Griffin has played both safety positions
for the Lions, so his versatility is a plus.

1987; Games: Played 12, Started 12.
When Detroit acquired Griffin as a free agent two years ago, the Lions basically took
out an insurance policy for the defensive backfield.. .Well, that policy really paid big
dividends last season... He had his best season as a professional in ’87 when he registered
the NFL’s second-highest number of interceptions with six (behind Washington’s Barry
Wilburn, who had nine), and finished with a career-high 56 total tackles (39 solos).. .His
six thefts were the most by a Lion since Bobby Watkins had the same number in
’84, and Jimmy Allen had nine in ’81.. .His importance to the team was evident after
regular FS Devon Mitchell suffered a severe knee injury in the preseason finale at

Head Coach Darryl Rogers. “David has the experience and durability to help us, and
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he has proven over the past 12 seasons to be an outstanding blocker which has to
be a plus for our running game. He hasn’t gotten many chances to catch the ball
over the past few years, but we think he can still be a threat as a receiver, too.”.. .Hill
rejoins the Lions ranked sixth on the all-time Detroit pass receiving list with 245 pass
receptions and in the top ten among Lions in receiving yards with 3,054.

CAREER: Games: Played 176, Started 149.
1987: Games: Played 12, Started 12.
1983-87 (with Rams): Hill was traded to the Rams by the Lions in '83 for a fourth-
round draft choice (’84) and his role with the Rams became more of a blocking spe
cialist — more often than not for Pro Bowler Eric Dickerson — over his last three
years with the team...He missed only one regular-season start for the Rams over
five seasons...He concluded his Los Angeles career with 113 receptions for 1,158
yards and five TDs.. .His best season with the Rams came in '84 when he grabbed
31 receptions for 300 yards and one score.. .Hill had five catches in a game on two
occasions (Cincinnati and Green Bay) in '84.
1976-82 (with Lions): Detroit’s second-round pick from Texas A&l in ’76, Hill played
in 100 games for the Lions over seven years...He became of the NFL’s finest tight

ERIC HIPPLE (D-4 in ’80)

ENTERING THIS SEASON and 1987; The Lions welcome the return of veteran
quarterback Eric Hippie, who missed all of last season with an injury.. .Hippie heads
into training camp as the backup, but Lions’ coach Darryl Rogers indicates the job
could be Hippie’s if he beats incumbent Chuck Long out..."One of the guys that
we planned to have as a backup or possibly the starter in 1987 was Eric Hippie,"
Rogers said, "but Eric dislocated his thumb and missed the entire season. He never
even got healthy enough late in the season to help us. But he is healthy now and
that’s a plus this season. Eric has had some success in the NEL and we can definitely
win if the situation arises where Hippie is our quarterback.".  ..The injury, which required
surgery, occurred during an ’87 training camp practice and Hippie was placed on
injured reserve after the Lions’ roster had been trimmed to 45 (on 9-8-87)...Hippie
had spent the entire off-season rehabilitating from elbow surgery and was in top shape
when the thumb injury happened.. .Games: Played 0, Started 0.

CAREER: Games: Played 96, Started 56.
The fourth all-time leader in career passing yardage (10,458) in Detroit history, Hippie
needs 1,428 yards to surpass Gary Danielson and move into third place.. .He is also
one of only four Lions’ signal-callers to pass for more than 10,000 yards.. .After spending
most of his rookie season (’80) as the holder to placekicker Eddie Murray, Hippie
was named Detroit’s offensive MVP the following year (’81) after leading the Lions
to six wins in their last ten games.. .He paced all NFL quarterbacks that season with
seven rushing TDs...ln his first pro start (also in ’81). Hippie passed for a career-
high 336 yards and four TDs, in addition to rushing for two scores as the Lions romped
to a 48-17 win over the Chicago Bears in front of  a capacity Silverdome crowd and
a Monday Night Television audience.. .His first TD pass (in that victory) was a two-
yarder to Rick Kane, while his fourth (and final) scoring strike of the evening covered
94 yards to Leonard Thompson, which still ranks as the third longest in Detroit
history...His up-and-down career saw him replaced as the Lions’ starter after four
games of the '82 season only to recaptured the job in ’83 and lead the squad to the
NFC Central Division title (Detroit’s first since the 1957 NFL Championship)... He missed
the post-'83 season playoff game against the 49ers due to a knee injury, but he did
connect on 22-of-38 passes for 298 yards and one TD in an ‘82 playoff loss to the
Redskins...Injuries and a fall from favor limited Hippie to just one start in ’84. but
he bounced back the next year to start 15-of-16 games.  ..He responded in 1985 with
career highs in completions (223), attempts (406), passing yards (2,952), touchdowns
(17) and interceptions (18).. .Hippie racked up impressive stats in the first 10 games
of ’86 before a persistent elbow injury forced him to the sideline for the remainder
of the season...The mishap reduced his role to holder on placements for the final
six games...He concluded the season as the NFC’s third-rated passer, behind
Minnesota’s Tommy Kramer and San Francisco’s Joe Montana, and his 63% completion
percentage topped the entire league.. .Despite suffering a broken nose in the VYeek
3 game against Tampa Bay, Hippie established the Lions’ single-game mark with 31
pass completions, and one week later upped that figure to 33 at Cleveland.. .In a

Week 6 win at Green Bay, Hippie was a sizzling 15-of-19 from the field for a career-
best 79% completion percentage.

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: A four-year starter at Utah State, Hippie led the Aggies
to two Pacific Coast Athletic Association championships (78 and 79).. .The Downey,
Calif., native was the nation’s sixth-best passer and tops in the PCAA with 1,924 yards
passing as a senior (’79), and concluded his career with 6,073 yards on 459-of-850
passing and 34 TDs...Hippie is the father of two children, Erica and Jeffrey...He
makes his off-season home in Dana Point, Calif....Spent a good deal of this past
off-season in Michigan, working out daily at the Silverdome.  . .His full name is Eric
Ellsworth Hippie.

GARRY JAMES

ENTERING THIS SEASON: The injury bug has hampered the productivity of Garry
James during his brief NFL career.. .When healthy, he gives the Lions a quality running
back.. .With a healthy “JAMES GANG" backfield of James and fullback James Jones,
Detroit has one of the best tandems in the league...'7f we’re going to be a good
football team, Garry James has to produce," said Detroit Coach Darryl Rogers. "He
has to play more than he has the past two years. If we can keep Garry James healthy
for the majority of the season, then I feel we can look at our running back position
as one of strength.”.. .For the first time since joining the Lions, James made Michigan
his off-season home and spent the winter and spring months working out with his
teammates and coaches at the Silverdome.

1987: Games: Piayed 8, Started 7.
James’ second season began on the sidelines, after he sustained a rib injury during
the preseason.. .The setback caused him to miss the season-opener at Minnesota
and forced him to come off the bench against the Raiders in Week 2...He carried
the ball four times for 21 yards (5.3 average).. .After the NFL work stoppage, James
had a solid game versus Green Bay with a personal best seven receptions for 91
yards.. .Two weeks later against Dallas he scored two rushing TDs for the first time
in his career...The final TD proved to be the game-winner.  ..An injured shoulder
suffered during the first half of the contest with the Redskins forced him to miss much
of the game, and as a result, the next three contests.  ..James returned to the starting
lineup against Tampa Bay (Week 14) and led the biggest team rushing effort of the
year with 18 carries for 67 yards.. .The next week, he totalled 152 yards from scrimmage
(94 rushing yards on 17 attempts (5.5 average), and 58 yards receiving on three
receptions) against the Vikings.. .His 16-yard TD in the fourth quarter pulled Detroit
to within three points, 17-14, which turned out to be the final score...In the season
finale at Atlanta, James missed most of the game with an eye injury and muscle
spasms.. .His seasonal numbers were down from his rookie year.. .James rushed for
270 yards on 82 attempts (3.3 average) and four touchdowns.  . .His four rushing TDs
led the Lions.. .He also caught 16 receptions for 215 yards (13.4 average).

CAREER: Games: Played 24, Started 22.
An All-Rookie selection by DPI and Pro Football Weekly, James in 1986 turned in
the most rushing yards by a Detroit running back since Billy Sims had 1,303 in '80.. .The
second-round (’86) draft pick out of LSU ended the year with 688 yards on 161 carries
(4.3 average) and three TDs, despite being hampered by a deep stomach pull early
in the season.. .Among rookie runners, James trailed only NFL Rookie of the Year
Rueben Mayes in yards gained (Mayes had 1,353).. .In the Lions' 21-14 win at Green
Bay (first meeting), James romped for 140 yards, including a 41-yard TD run...His
second best effort of the year — 84 yards — came at Pittsburgh, where he also ran
60 yards for a touchdown.. .The play became the longest Detroit TD run since Sims
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went 48 yards for a score against Denver in ’81.. .A fine receiver out of the backfield,
James also grabbed 34 receptions for 219 yards.

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: James was a part of the famed “Dalton-James Gang”
at LSU (which also featured present New Orleans tailback Dalton Hilliard), and despite
sharing most of the rushing load with Hilliard, he finished his collegiate career as
the Tigers' fourth-leading career rusher with 2,217 yards — one of only five LSU backs
to ever rush for over 2,000 in his career.. .The duo accounted for more career rushing
and receiving yards (8,394 total) than any backfield tandem in Southeastern Conference
history.. .James concluded his career with 3,211 total yards...As a senior, he led
the Tigers with 50 receptions for 414 yards and was second in the SEC among receivers
with an average of 4.5 catches per game...James also gained 21.1 yards per kickoff
return during his career (27 for 569 yards)...He rushed for a career-high 166 yards
against Tulane in '82... He was also named MVP in the East-West Shrine game following
his senior season...A highly-touted prospect out of West Jefferson High in Gretna,
La., James was a first-team All-Quad A member as  a senior and his squad’s MVP
after rushing for 1,510 yards and scoring 24 touchdowns.  . .During the off-season, he
married the former Raina Bliey of New Orleans...

Lee, who went from a 12th-round draft choice to a starting wide receiver at the end
of the season.. .He heads into the '88 campaign as the team’s top kickoff return man
and a reserve wide receiver.. ."Gary probably came on stronger than anyone ever
expected as a rookie last season," commented Lions' Head Coach Darryl Rogers.
“He was a starter at the end of the season (due to Injuries) and did a very adequate
job for us. He was the best we've had (at returning kickoffs) in the three seasons
I've been here.".. .Heading into training camp, Lee is second on the depth chart behind
Pete Mandley at wide receiver.

ENTERING THIS SEASON: With the desire to prove that last season was not a fluke,
Pete Mandley will look to pick up where he left off in '87...After much acclaim as
an outstanding punt returner, Mandley established himself as one of the premier receivers
in the league...He was Detroit’s most productive weapon last year..."There's no
question our best receiver last season was Pete Mandley," said Lions' Head Coach
Darryl Rogers. "Pete should continue to develop and get even better this season. Pete
really has come a long way for us. If he continues to make progress like he did
last season, he can be an excellent receiver in the National Football League. He gives
us speed and the ability to make something happen after he catches the ball. He
also got us into the end zone (seven TDs) a lot last season."

1987; Games: Played 12, Started 12.
Making the first pro start of his career, Mandley equalled his total number of receptions
from the previous season (seven) against the Vikings in the '87 season opener...He
gained 79 yards on the day and scored his first TD as a receiver (five yards from
Chuck Long).. .Clearly becoming a favorite target of Long, he finished with another
seven-reception (110 yards) effort against the Raiders in Week 2...After the strike,
Mandley continued his career season with a six-catch, 77-yard performance versus
Green Bay...In that game, he had two TD catches for the first time in his career
.. .Mandley finished with a career-high eight receptions for 97 yards in the Lions win
over the Cowboys, but perhaps his biggest play was a 61-yard punt return on the
Lions’ first possession in the third quarter which led to a Garry James two-yard TD
run...The beat continued the next week against the Redskins as he averaged 10.0
yards-per-catch (seven for 70 yards), including a 30-yarder which set up Karl Bernard’s
first career TD.. .He averaged four receptions-per-game in the last four contests (vs.
Rams, Buccaneers, Vikings and Falcons) and he earned a spot as a Pro Bowl alternate
and the vote of his teammates as the Lions’ MVP on offense.. .Mandley’s 58 catches
(720 yards, 12.4 average) placed him fifth among NFC leaders last year (third among
receivers) and it was the sixth-highest season total in team history.. .His seven TD
receptions were the most by a Lion since 1968...He also returned 23 punts for 250
yards (for a 10.9 average — fifth in the NFC)...He had a 73-yard punt return for
a TD against Minnesota (Week 15) called back because of a penalty.. .That would
have given him a punt return TD in each of the last three seasons.. .Mandley gained
three yards on his first NFL carry in the season-ending win over Atlanta.

A second-round draft choice out of Northern Arizona in 1984, Mandley’s debut got
off to a rocky start after he suffered a preseason toe injury.. .He missed several weeks
of training camp and as a result, it put him behind for much of the ’84 season.. .Although
he registered just three pass receptions as a rookie, he did lead the squad in kickoff
returns with 22 for a 17.7 average.. .Gained more playing time under the new coaching
staff the following year (’85)...

ENTERING TFIIS SEASON: One of the NFL’s most accurate kickers, Eddie Murray
hopes to pick up in 1988 where he left off last season.  ..He finished the ’87 campaign
by hitting eight of his last 10 field goals and 11 of his last 14...

With each successful field goal or extra point he makes, Murray adds to his Lions’
all-time scoring record, 765 points...He is also Detroit’s all-time leader in PATs (249)
and field goals (172).. .Murray’s .729 field goal accuracy marks places him ninth on
the all-time NFL. FG percentage chart.. .A seventh-round pick in the ’80 draft, Murray
also owns the Detroit record of consecutive FGs made with 12 (achieved through
the final six games of ’85).. .Has hit on 75.5% of his field goal attempts (120-of-159)
over the last six seasons, including 84.5% (60-of-71) in the Silverdome.. .He has twice
tied Glenn Presnell’s Detroit record 54-yard field goal, at Cincinnati (12-11-83) and
in the ’83 playoffs vs. San Francisco (12-31-83).  ..Murray had a banner rookie season
(’80) when he led the NFL in scoring (116 points) and became the first and only
rookie to be named the Pro Bowl’s MVP after his four field goals iced a 21-7 NFC
victory...His first pro kickoff (againsf the Rams on 9-7-80) was returned 98 yards
for a TD by Drew Hill...In '81, Murray and Dallas’ Rafael Septien led the league in
scoring with 121 points, and Murray set a Lions’ mark with 46 PATs...Has scored
12 points in playoff games, including 11 against San Francisco on New Year’s Eve,
1983, although his 43-yard FG attempt sailed wide right with 0:05 left in that 24-23
loss to the 49ers.

ENTERING THIS SEASON: If Mark Nichols is able to return to the level he performed
in 1985, the Lions’ wide receiver situation could be one of the team’s strengths.. .Injuries
have hurt this area over the past two seasons, and as a result Detroit selected three
receivers in the '88 draft (Penn State’s Ray Roundtree in third round, Stanford’s Jeff
James in the seventh and UCLA’s Paco Craig in the 10th)...‘Th/s is going to be
a pivotal year for Mark Nichols," said Lions’ Head Coach Darryl Rogers. “If Mark can
stay healthy and play like he did for us in 1985, he’ll be a plus lor our football team."

1987: Games: Played 12, Started 1.
After successful recovery from a knee injury that erased the final two games of '85
and all of '86, Nichols caught his first regular-season pass at the Raiders (a five-yarder)
in Week 2...It was his first reception since the 14th game of the '85 season...He
ended the season with seven catches for 87 yards (12.4 average), with a season-high
two pass receptions on two occasions (Week 6 vs. Green Bay and Week 10 at Chi
cago)... In that contest against the Bears, Nichols had a season-high 25 receiving
yards.

CAREER: Games: Played 76, Started 36.
Detroit’s first selection in the '81 draft, Nichols was the 16th player chosen overall.. .A
fractured shoulder blade and inconsistent play limited him to just 10 catches his rookie
year.. .During the strike-shortened '82 season, Nichols had only eight catches... In
that '82 season, Nichols again found himself on injured reserve with a foot fracture,.. His
first pro TD reception came in the Lions’ dramatic 27-24 win over the Cowboys (11-
15-81) on a six-yard pass from Eric Hippie.. .His career-high for receptions in a game
is five and he has done that three times — vs. Tampa Bay (9-4-83), Minnesota (9-
25-83) and Minnesota (10-21-84).. .The most receiving yards he has registered in a
contest is 117 yards (the second Minnesota game)...His longest catch came on a
77-yard pass from Gary Danielson (9-16-84) against Tampa Bay.. .Nichols best season
to date came during the '85 season when he registered career highs in receptions
(36) and touchdowns (four), despite an extremely slow start... His knee problems (which
eventually led to surgery) started when he suffered strained ligaments at Minnesota
(11-3-85).. .Nichols currently has 124 receptions for 2,235 yards and nine TDs...He
also has carried the ball nine times for 108 yards (12.0 average).

COLLEGE and PERSONAL: The third all-time leading receiver in San Jose State history
(1,217 yards on 48 catches and 16 touchdowns), Nichols played for then-Spartan coach
Jack Elway, who now heads up the program at Stanford and is the father of Denver
QB John Elway.. .He also set school records for single-season receiving yardage (773)
and TD catches (11) in '79 after transferring from Bakersfield (Calif.) Junior College... He
averaged an outstanding 26.7 yards-per-catch that year...During his final season at
Bakersfield, Nichols averaged an incredible 38 yards-per-reception... He also lettered
on the track team...A product of Bakersfield, Nichols played football, basketball and

ENTERING THIS SEASON: Excellent all-around player who turned in several clutch
performances for the Lions last season... “Butch Woolfolk was somewhat of a pleasant
surprise for us,” said Lions’ Head Coach Darryi Rogers. “We knew he could catch
the football, but he ran the ball much better than we had anticipated. Butch Is the
type of player we will have to count on in third down situations, coming out of the
backfield, which he does well. ”

Woolfolk became a Lion after he first signed as a free agent with the Browns following
his training camp release by Houston...He was claimed on waivers (by the Lions)
from the Browns on Sept 8.. .Used extensively as  a key receiver on passing situations
and the kickoff return teams.. .Grabbed a season-high five receptions (for 39 yards)
against the Bears in Week 11... Woolfolk’s best rushing day was 59 yards on five carries

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OTHER LIONS WITH PRO EXPERIENCE

WIDE RECEIVERS and TIGHT ENDS: Raynard Brown (5-9, 185, WR, South Carolina)
was selected by the Lions in the lOth-round of the 1987 NFL draft, but was placed
on injured reserve prior to the ’87 season-opener and released two weeks later. He
was resigned by the club in October of ’87. Brown spent his first three years with
the Gamecocks as a running back before he was shifted to wingback as a senior.
As a senior (’86), he caught 28 passes for 289 yards and two TDs, and added a 21.1
kickoff return average on 27 runbacks. Brown was clocked under 4.3 in the 40 on
a grass field during the Lions’ 1987 mini-camp.. .Darryl Grymes (6-2, 182, WR, Central
State) signed as a free agent by Detroit prior to the ’87 training camp, but was waived
during preseason. He rejoined the club for the NFL strike games and caught nine
passes for 140 yards (15.6 avg.) and two touchdowns. Grymes had a training camp
tryout with New England in ’86 after an injury-filled collegiate career at Ohio’s Central
State University.. .Mark Schmidt (6-1, 190, WR, Buffalo State) spent three seasons
at Buffalo State after transferring from Temple as a freshman...Angelo Stafford (6-
6, 213, WR, Alabama) played in 29 games for the Crimson Tide, lettering as a junior
(’86) and a senior (’87). He concluded his career with 19 receptions for 263 yards
(13.8 avg.) and five TDs.. .Mark Wheeler (6-2, 212, TE, Kentucky) caught two passes
for 17 yards (8.5 avg.) in three strike games with the Lions last year. A four-year letterman
at Kentucky, Wheeler had 47 career receptions for 735 yards and two TDs with the
Wildcats. The political science major earned Academic All-SEC honors as a senior.

OFFENSIVE LINEMEN: Milt Carthens (6-5, 265, LT, Michigan), a two-year letterman
at Michigan (at tight end), initially tried out as a tackle for the Lions’ replacement
team last season, but did not earn a spot on the club’s replacement roster. The former
Wolverine had previous tryouts with the USFL’s Michigan Panthers (’84) and CFL’s
British Columbia Lions (’85)...Jeff Holinka (6-3, 285, RG, Maryland) was a two-year
starter at the University of Maryland who previously signed with the New York Giants
as a free agent in 1986.. .A former teammate of Holinka’s with the Terrapins, Bill Hughes
(6-5, 285, C, Maryland) started two years at center and as a senior (’87), he was named
Maryland’s outstanding offensive lineman.. .Rick Johnson (6-6, 255, RT, Grand Valley
State) joined the Lions as a rookie free agent during the strike games (he saw action
in one contest). He played college ball with current Lion WR Jeff Chadwick for one
season at Grand Valley State, where he lettered four years.

QUARTERBACKS and RUNNING BACKS: Doug Beaty (6-1, 222, FB, Appalachian
State) rushed for 620 yards on 136 attempts (4.6 avg.) and five touchdowns during
his senior season (’87) at Appalachian State, and caught a team-high 28 receptions
for 291 yards. He gained a career-best 168 yards against Liberty University.. .L.C.
Bulger (5-10, 204, FB, Wayne State) is a former standout at Detroit’s Cooley High
School. He became the first offensive back at Wayne State ever to rush for over 1,000
yards in a season when he finished with 1,104 on 241 attempts and eight touchdowns
in '87. Bulger, an All-Great Lakes Intercollegiate Athletic Conference first-team member
(’87), finished his career as the second all-time leading rusher is Tartar history with
2,415 yards.. .Lee Saltz (6-1, 195, QB, Temple) spent the entire ’87 season on injured
reserve after joining the Lions last year as a free agent. The New Jersey native was
a four-year letterman (1983-86) and three-year starter for the Owls. He ended his career
as Temple’s all-time leader in passing yards (5,171), total offense (5,407) and career
passing attempts (655). Saltz’s final two collegiate seasons were his finest when he
passed for 1,875 yards and 13 TDs as a junior and followed with 1,729 passing yards
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and 12 TDs with a 57.6 completion percentage as a senior.  ..Cleve Wester (5-8, 188,
RB, Concordia (Neb.)) was Detroit’s leading rusher during the strike games of ’8/!
He rushed for 113 yards on 33 attempts (3.4 avg.), with a season-high 50 yards in
the Lions’ 19-16 win at Green Bay. Wester had previously signed with the Jacksonville
Bulls of the USFL (’86) before the league’s demise and participated with Toronto of
the CFL prior to joining the Lions. The four-time All-Conference  selection set Concordia
records in rushing, TDs, and punt returns, and in one game (’86) rushed for a
high 245 yards.

SPECIALISTS: George Benyola (5-10, 185, PK, Louisiana Tech) scored 12 points for
fhe Giants last year during the replacement games, connecting on 3-5 field goals and
all three PAT attempts. Previously signed as a free agent by New England, the former
Louisiana Tech placekicker (’84-85) was released by the Patriots in August of ’86... Mark
Brasco (5-10, 175, PK, Pittsburgh) was a highly-touted high school kicker at Jeannette
(Pa.) High School. He made 11-of-31 field goals and 35-of-35 PATs over his collegiate
career, and in ’84 tied a Pitt record with a 52-yard fieid goal against West Virginia... Stacy
Gore (6-0, 170, R Arkansas State) averaged 39.4 yards on 175 punts during his
with the Indians. His longest punt was 57 yards. Gore also lettered four seasons as
a pitcher on the ASU baseball team and his career ERA was 2.89...Greg Johnson
(6-2, 185, R Bowling Green) was a two-time All-MAC (’85-86) choice for the Falcons
and in 1986, he led the league in punting average with a 41.3 mark. His efforts also
helped Bowling Green lead the MAC in net punting with a 36.2 yard average. The
three-year ietterwinner, who booted a 78-yarder as a freshman, averaged 41.5 yards-
per-kick over his career.

DEFENSIVE LINEMEN: Bob Beemer (6-5, 231, DE, Toledo) saw action in two
replacement games at right defensive end for the Lions, recording one solo tackle...,
Another of Detroit’s ’87 replacement players, Charles Benson (6-1, 267, .DE, Baylor)
started three games at left defensive end. Signed as a free agent in the ’87 off-season
by the club, Benson was waived during the preseason. Upon his return, Benson
performed well, recording 13 total tackles (12 solos), one sack (for a seven-yard loss),
one inferception (two-yard return), one fumble recovery and one blocked RAT. He
was originally selected in the third round of the ’83 NFL draft by Miami and spent
two seasons with the Dolphins (’83-84). Benson had seven tackles (six unassisted)
and a nine-yard quarterback sack in ’84 for Miami. In ’85, he was signed as a free
agent by Indianapolis and played in one game, but was released late in ’86 training
camp. An All-American honoree as a senior, Benson earned three All-Southwest
Conference nominations at Baylor.. .Jerome Davis (6-1, 260, NT, Ball State) registered
eight tackles (seven solos) during his three replacement games at starting nose tackle
for Detroit. A four-year letterman at Ball State, Davis transferred to the Cardinals from
Illinois Valley Community College, where he earned All-League, All-Region and MVP
honors for his ’82 squad.. .George McDuffie (6-6, 270, DE, Findlay) had nine tackles
(eight solos) in three replacement games. He started two games at left defensive end.
McDuffie was signed as a free agent by the Dallas Cowboys in ’86 and spent the
season on injured reserve before he was released during the ’87 training camp. He
lettered in three sports at Findlay (football, wrestling and track) where he set several
school wrestling records.

LINEBACKERS: Carl Bostic (6-2, 231, OLB, Michigan) was a excellent special teams
player for the Wolverines, and the two-year Ietterwinner (’86-87) had 32 total tackles
and two quarterback sacks over his career. He was  a Class A All-State, All-Area and
All-South Central Conference player at Ypsilanti High School, where he was selected
team MVP at outside linebacker during the ’81 and ’82 seasons.. .Carl Carr (6-3, 230,

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OLB, North Carolina) returns for his second stint with the Lions after starting three
replacement games for the club in ’87. He accumulated 17 total tackles, two sacks
(for 19 yards) and recovered one fumble. Carr was  a lOth-round draft pick of the
Jets in '86, but was released during training camp that season. He also gained a free
agent tryout with Green Bay during the ’87 training camp but was later released. The
four-year letterman from North Carolina led his squad as a senior in total tackles
with 112, and against Navy that season, he racked up an amazing 27 tackles and
one interception. He also set an ACC record with  a 96-yard fumble return for a TD
in ’85 against Duke. A studio art major, Carr was also a sprinter on the North Carolina
track team.. .Michael Johnson (6-2, 220, OLB, Texas Tech) was a versatile three-year
starter who played all three linebacker positions over his career. He compiled 393
total tackles (202 unassisted) along with seven fumble recoveries, three interceptions
and 29-tackles-for-losses. As a senior (’87), he earned first-team AII-SWC honors after
leading the Red Raiders with a career-high 154 tackles (87 solos), one sack and eight
tackles for 33 yards in losses. Johnson, who also had two interceptions in ’87, also
registered a season-high 27 tackles against Baylor.  . .Rick Spielman (6-0, 230, ILB,
Southern Illinois) is the older brother of Lions’ second-round draft choice Chris Spielman.
He had a free agent tryout with the San Diego Chargers during the ’87 training camp.
In his senior season (’86), Spielman had 70 total tackles and two quarterback sacks.

DEFENSIVE BACKS: Willie Bryant (6-0, 195, CB, Louisiana State) finished his senior
season with 31 tackles and one interception despite suffering a broken leg after the
seventh game of the year. He registered 87 tackles and three interceptions over his
four years with the Tigers. A three-year letterman at Choctawatchee High in Ft. Walton
Beach, Fla., Bryant also lettered in basketball and track.. .Victor Peppers (5-8, 185,
CB, Tennessee) accumulated 115 total tackles and six interceptions over his career
with the Volunteers. He was a dual-sport (track) athlete at Tennessee. Peppers has
exceptional speed and athletic ability, and in high school he played both wide receiver
and defensive back.. .Marvin Spence (5-11, 180, CB, Notre Dame), a three-year starter
for the Fighting Irish, totalled 29 tackles and three interceptions as a senior (’87). A
marketing major at Notre Dame, Spence was named to Adidas/Scfto/asf/c Coach Prep
All-America team as a senior at Chester High School in Pennsylvania, where he also
lettered three year in track (sprinter and long and triple jumper).. .Kevin Walker (5-
11, 180, CB, East Carolina) was a former sixth-round (’86) draft pick of Tampa Bay,
who was released during the ’87 preseason but returned to the team as a replacement
player following the ’87 strike. During the three replacement games, he had 16 total
tackles and two interceptions, one of which he returned for a 30-yard TD. Walker
led the nation with nine interceptions for East Carolina (1981-85) as a senior, and
his 18 career interceptions is second on the all-time ECU charts.. .John Warren (5-
10, 180, CB, Virginia Union) was signed as a free agent with the Dallas Cowboys
in ’87 after playing with the Los Angeles Express (’85) and Arizona Outlaws (’86) of
the USFL. He started eight games for the Express as a rookie in ’85. The two-time
CIAA All-Conference pick averaged 30 tackles-a-season at Virginia Union, and concluded
his career with 13 interceptions.

Since the 1952 season, Detroit Lions’ players have voted for the Lions' Most
Valuable Player. From that initial MVP vote until 1966, only one Lions’ player
was honored per season. Since 1967, Offensive and Defensive MVPs have been
honored, and since 1981 the Lions also have voted for a Special Teams’ MVP.
For the 1987 season, the Offensive MVP was receiver Pete Mandley, who led
the club in receiving with 58 catches. On defense, linebacker Jimmy Williams
was selected for the second time in the last three seasons after posting his
best season as a pro. For the second straight year, the Special Teams’ MVP
was linebacker Paul Butcher.

BENNIE BLADES

With their highest draft position since 1980, the Detroit Lions believe their No. 1
selection in this year’s NFL draft has the capabilities of becoming one of the outstanding
players in the league, and defensive back Bennie Blades welcomes the challenge.

“I am every excited about playing in Motown,” Blades exclaimed. “I've always dreamed
about going somewhere and making an impact. Now it's time for me to live up to
my goals, dreams and expectations.”
Blades’ selection marked the first time since 1978 (when the Lions chose Notre

Dame’s Luther Bradley) that Detroit used its first round pick to select a defensive back.
Fie also becomes the third-highest defensive back ever selected in the NFL draft since
1956 when Gary Glick of Colorado A&M was the NFL’s top pick by the Pittsburgh
Steelers. LSD’s Jerry Stovall was the number two overall selection (St. Louis Cardinals)
in 1963 and Bill Stacy of Mississippi State was (like Blades) the #3 pick of the Chicago
Cardinals in the 1959 draft. Blades also was the highest defensive back chosen since
Kenny Easley was taken by Seattle (#4 overall) in 1981.
An outstanding product. Blades was a consensus All-American at the University

of Miami (Fla.) and the co-winner of the 1987 Jim Thorpe Award, given to the nation’s
premier defensive back, with Oklahoma’s Rickey Dixon (who was chosen by Cincinnati

the first round). FHe concluded his collegiate career as the school's all-time leader
in interceptions with 19, and his 305 yards in interception returns was another school
mark. Blades also holds the Miami record for interception returns for touchdowns
with two.

Described by his college coach, Jimmy Johnson, as “the best player at his position
that I have ever coached,” Blades was considered the leader of one of the finest collegiate
secondary units in America last season. Fie is a tough, aggressive hitter who easily
handles his opponents in one-on-one matchups, and he has the ability to play any
position in the secondary.
Blades was the third-leading tackier for last season’s national champions, finishing

the season with 124 total tackles (53 solos), and he paced the FHurricanes with five
interceptions for 61 yards in returns. His recovery of a fumble by Florida State quarterback
Danny McManus with 3;28 remaining set up the eventual game-winning 73-yard
touchdown receptions by teammate Michael Irvin, as Miami rallied from a 19-3 deficit
to a 26-25 win over the Seminoles.
He made a season-high 18 tackles in a 27-13 triumph over Virginia Tech and held

Heisman Trophy winner and All-American receiver Tim Brown to a pair of receptions
while recording seven tackles with an interception in a 24-0 blanking of Notre Dame.
As a junior. Blades earned All-America honors for the first time (The Sporting News,

UPl, and the Associated Press), and he was third in the voting for the Jim Thorpe
Award. He ranked third on the squad in tackles with 96 (59 solos) and his 10 interceptions
was tops among the nation’s defenders (128 yards).
During his sophomore season, Blades moved to free safety from cornerback in fall

drills and the adjustment was relatively easy for the Ft. Lauderdale product, as he
finished with 58 tackles (38 solos) and four interceptions.

Blades was a second-team All-State defensive back at Piper High in Ft. Lauderdale,
where he also played running back. He gained 1,068 yards on 204 carries and scored
11 touchdowns.

An extremely quick talent. Blades was recently timed at 4.38 in the 40-yard dash,
and in 1984 he was invited to participate in the Olympic Trials.
A business management major at Miami, Horatio Bennie Blades was born September

3,1966 and he has a three-year-old son, Horatio, Jr.

Coach Darryl Rogers’ Comments: “We feel that Bennie Blades is the caliber of football
player that this team needs right now. We think that he can play, and become the
impact player we are looking for. We hope that he is able to shore up our secondary
He could possibly play either safety position for us, but a lot depends upon the return
of Devon Mitchell. Bennie has played both safety positions, in addition to cornerback,
but at this time we do not have plans for him at cornerback. Anytime you draft a
number one player, you expect him to start and we anticipate Bennie to start at free-
or strong safety. We expect Bennie to contribute greatly to our program ’’

An intense competitor who loves to hit, Chris Spielman was regarded by many as
the best linebacker in the country last year. This second round choice plays the game
hard and has a lot of confidence in his ability.

“We feel Chris is an impact player,’’ said Lions’ Director of Player Personnel Joe
Bushofsky. “All he does is make great plays. He has great instincts and a great abilityto cover the football.”
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Spielman ranks third on the Ohio State all-time tackle list behind Marcus Marek
(572) and Tom Cousineau (569) with 546, and ironically, all three All-America linebackers
wore No. 36 for the Buckeyes.
He capped a fine senior season by winning the Lombardi Award, becoming only

the second linebacker to ever win the award. Spiel man’s style of play has been compared
to Hall of Famer Dick Butkus.
A two-time All-American and three-time All-Big Ten selection, Spielman led his squad

in tackles last season with 156 (third in the Big Ten). He also had four sacks and
ten tackles for 45-yards in losses, as well as causing three fumbles and making two
interceptions. Garnered a season-high 19 tackles in a 24-3 season-opening win over
West Virginia.
As a junior, Spielman made an incredible 205 total tackles (105 solos), as the Buckeyes

captured the Big Ten title. He was a finalist for both the Lombardi and Dick Butkus
Awards, and he was named MVP of the Kickoff Classic and Defensive Player of the
Game for his 11-tackle, two-interception performance in Ohio State’s 28-12 win over
Texas A&M in the Cotton Bowl.

Four different players started at tight end during the 12 non-strike games last

and Carter’s arrival in Detroit should lend more stability to that position.
I d compare Pat Carter with Mark Bavaro (N.Y, Giants) when he came out of college ”

said Lions' Director of Player Personnel Joe Bushofsky. “Pat is very nimble-footed
and can advance the ball because of his strength and quickness. We think he's one
of the finest blocking tight ends to come out of the draft in years. He’s a dominating
blocker and we feel he'll continue that way in the NFL"

Carter was a first-team All-American selection by The Sporting News last year after
finishing the season with 33 receptions (second on the FSU team) for 328 yards and
two touchdowns. He averaged 9.9 yards per catch last season. Carter’s best
of the year came against Auburn when he exploded for 79 yards and
seven receptions, as the Seminoles rolled 34-6.

In 1986 Carter earned first-team All-South Independent and honorable mention All-
America honors despite numerous injuries to the Seminole quarterbacks. He caught
18 passes for 183 yards, averaging 10.2 yards per catch.

An exceptional athlete, Ray Roundtree became the first wide receiver drafted by
the Lions when he was selected in the third round.
The versatile Roundtree averaged 20.5 yards per catch during his Penn State career,

hauling in 46 passes and scoring nine times. In addition, he also scored twice as
a rusher, gaining 128 yards on 10 carries during his four-year college career.

Last season he finished with 14 receptions for 347 yards (24.8 average) and five
touchdowns. In Penn State’s 35-21 win over Rutgers, Roundtree had an outstanding
day with 104 yards on four receptions, including  a 39-yard TD catch.
As a junior, Roundtree started in all 12 contests and his 16 receptions were the

fourth-highest on the team (296 yards, 2 TDs). He carried the ball once for a three-
yard gain in a 14-10 victory over Miami in the Fiesta Bowl as the Lions won the national
championship.

Roundtree, who had 15 receptions in 1985 (285 yards)—his first full season as a
wideout, led Penn State. He averaged 19.0 yards per catch and scored twice, with
both TDs coming against West Virginia.

Originally signed as a quarterback from South Aiken (S.C.) High, Roundtree switched
to the split end position during his freshman year. An All-South Carolina and Parade
All-American option quarterback, he accumulated 1,770 yards in total offense as a
senior.
A finance major at Penn State, Roundtree was born April 19, 1966.

Coach Darryl Rogers’ Comments: “Ray’s an excellent prospect, with outstanding speed,
good hands and he’s a bright young man. He doesn’t have the greatest statistics since
Penn State is not known as a passing team, but he is an excellent athlete who can
do something with the ball once he gets it.”

White spends countless hours studying game and
practice film in the hopes of perfecting his skill.
‘‘William is a great kid,” said Lions’ scout Dirk Dierking, “and he is very intelligent.

He proved over his four years as a starter at Ohio State that he has excellent instincts
for the ball and that he can play corner or safety. His 16 career pass interceptions
is outstanding.”

White, who excels in the bump-and-run defense, was a first-team All-Big Ten selection
this past year. He recorded 41 tackles (29 solos) and five interceptions for 85 yards
in returns. Three of his five thefts came against West Virginia when the Buckeyes
had six as a team in a 24-3 win. His performance in that game earned him Big Ten
Defensive Player of the Week honors.

The Lions’ fifth-round selection, LSU’s Eric Andolsek, impressed the Detroit scouts
with his tremendous size and blocking abilities.
“We were looking for people in the draft who love to play the game of football

and Eric is one of those type of people,’’ said John Trump, area scout for the Lions,
who scouted Andolsek. “He has wanted to play pro ball ever since he first put on
a uniform. He’s an extremely strong and intense player who has a defensive player’s
temperament.’’

Andolsek, a three-year starter for the Tigers, earned third-team All-American honors
(College & Pro Football Newsweekly) and All-Southeastern Conference accolades this
past season as a member of LSD’s powerful offensive line. LSD averaged over 440
yards per game in 1987.
A fine physical specimen, Andolsek had a super junior year enroute to picking up

In the seventh round, Detroit selected Jeff James, a very underrated receiver from
Stanford University. He is a talented receiver with outstanding running ability once
he catches the football. His 154 catches rank fourth on the school’s all-time list, and
the Cardinal coaching staff ranks him right up there with Tony Hill, Ken Margerum
and James Lofton, all of whom enjoyed tremendous success at Stanford.
James, an All-Pac 10 second-team pick last year, led the Cardinals in receiving with

42 receptions for 516 yards (12.3 average) and three touchdowns. He also averaged
23.9 yards on kickoff returns (10 returns). His best game of the season, yardage-wise,
came against San Diego State when he gained 154 yards. James hauled in a season-
high nine receptions versus San Jose State.
As a junior, he was second on the squad in receiving (third in the Pac-10) with

second pick of the ninth round (as a result of a Nov. '87 trade of TE Jimmie Giles
to Philadelphia).

Pro scouts feel that Irvin possesses the physical tools necessary to excel and he
made great strides in the strength department during an intense off-season weight
training program. He is a dominating drive blocker and a more than adequate pass
protector.

A true “late-bloomer," UCLA receiver Paco Craig may prove to be a lOth-round
steal by the Lions. After seeing limited playing time his first two years at UCLA. Craig
came into his own as a junior and senior and finished his college career as the 12th-
leading receiver in UCLA history with 61 receptions. As a senior, he shared the team’s
"Most Improved Player” Award.
He was second to UCLA teammate Willie Anderson in receiving last year with 29

catches for 520 yards and five TDs. His finest game in '87 came in a 31-23 Bruin
win over Arizona State when he caught five passes for 102 yards and two TDs.

In 1986. he had 17 catches for 287 yards and two TDs. His best game that year
was against Arizona when he had three receptions for 122 yards, including a 78-yard
scoring toss in a 32-25 UCLA win.

Craig prepped at Ramona High (Riverside, CA) where he rushed for 837 yards (6.6
yds.) and scored 13 TDs as a senior.

DANNY McCOIN

Another Cincinnati signai-caiier who Detroit scouts feei couid deveiop into a top-
fiight taient, Danny McCoin was the Lions’ finai seiection of the 1988 draft.

His skiiis have been compared to that of former Bearcat great Greg Cook, who
ied the nation in totai offense in 1966 and was the AFL Rookie of the Year for the
Bengais the foiiowing year.
McCoin, an outstanding iong-range passer with great fieid vision, is very elusive

with an excellent ability to avoid the rush. He was coached by Dave Currey, who
tutored the likes of Jim Plunkett, Steve Dils and Turk Schonert at Stanford and Todd
Dillon at Cal-Long Beach.
He broke Cook’s school record for passing yards by throwing for 6,801 over his

career. Last season, he connected on 59% of his attempts (158 of 268) for 2,013 yards
and 13 touchdowns, ranking 18th in the nation in passing efficiency with a 132.1 rating.
McCoin blistered Miami of Ohio for a career-high 399 yards on 27 of 36 passing,
as well as scoring the game-winning TD from three yards out with 1:57 left to give
the Bearcats a 31-26 win.
As a junior he finished as the 19th-ranked passer in the nation, with a 64.2 completion

percentage (237 of 369) for 2,831 yards. He threw 13 TDs and 11 interceptions that
season.

In 1985, McCoin completed 115 of 201 passes (57.2%) for 1,576 yards, 12 touchdowns
and only five interceptions, ranking 13th nationally in passing efficiency.
McCoin lettered in three sports (football, basketball and baseball) at Livingston (Tenn.)

Academy. In football, he passed for 2,180 yards and 23 TDs as a senior and 5,500
yards and 50 touchdowns over his career.

Majoring in education at Cincinnati, McCoin runs the forty in 5.02 seconds and
he was born August 31, 1964.

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INSTANT REPLAY APPROVED FOR 1988
For the third consecutive year, NFL clubs
have approved a limited system of Instant
Replay on a one-year basis.
The system basically stays the same as in

1987 with the exception that the Replay Offi
cial will now be assigned to a regular officiat
ing crew and will attend crew meetings the
day before each game. League office person
nel will no longer be used as Replay Officials.
In 1987, there were 490 plays closely review
ed (defined as a contacf to the field, but not
necessarily stoppage of play). There were 57
reversals in 210 games for an average of one
reversal in each four games. In 1986, there
were 374 plays closely reviewed resulting in
38 reversals in 224 games.

In 1986, the system was approved by a 23-
4-1 vote. In 1987, the vote was 21-7. In 1988,

replay was cleared by a 23-5 margin.
The NFL has discussed Instant Replay in

some degree or other since the early 1970s.
The League experimented in 1976 and 1978
using two basic frameworks—an independ
ent system using cameras, repiay machines,
and technicians separate from the network
covering the game, and a “no friils” approach
using existing teievision coverage.

In 1985, the NFL used the network feed of

nine nationally televised preseason games to
experiment with the basic system that later
was adopted for 1986 and 1987. A total of 28
plays were examined closely in 1985 (17 con
firmed cali, 4 were inconclusive, 1 was re

versed, and 6 had no replay shown).

plays to show or not to show.
What is the step-by-step procedure of

play review?

The Replay Official will view game action
and a play will be replayed immediately on
one of the two monitors, while the other moni
tor continues to record the live feed.

The Replay Official makes a determination
if further study of the piay is needed, it not,
there is no contact with the field and play con
tinues without interruption.

If the Replay Official believes an error may
have been made, the Umpire will be contacted
via a headset.

The Replay Official will watch replay(s) on
one or both monitors and complete his review
within a reasonable period after the play is
over.

The Replay Official will inform the Umpire of
his decision, and the Referee will make the

appropriate announcement on the wireless
microphone.

The limited Instant Replay system concen
trates on plays of possession or fouching
(e.g., fumbles, receptions, interceptions,
muffs) and most plays governed by the side
lines, goal lines, end lines, and line of scrim
mage (e.g., receiver or runner in or out of
bounds, forward or backward passes, break
ing the plane of the goal line).
However, the Instant Replay system will not

include the following fouls: clipping: en
croachment and offsides: grasp of facemask;
false start; defensive pass interference; offen
sive pass interference; offensive holding and
illegal use of hands; illegal batting or punching
ball; illegal block on free kick or scrimmage
kick; illegal crackback; illegal motion; iilegai
use of forearm or eibow; illegal use of hands
by defense; illegally kicking the bali; iilegaiiy
snapping the bai i ; intentionai grounding;
member of the punting team downtieid eariy;
iliegal formation; paipably unfair act; piling on;
roughing the passer; running into or roughing
the kicker; striking, kicking, or kneeing; un
necessary roughness; unsportsmanlike con
duct; and use of the helmet as a weapon.

What is the objective of this system?
The clubs feel that on certain plays the

telecast viewed by the general public
should be used to correct an indisputable
error. The system will be used to reverse
an on-field decision only when the Replay
Official has indisputable visual evidence
available to him that warrants the change.

Is the television network carrying the

game part of the review process?
No. Although the Replay Official will be

viewing the live network feed, there is no com
munication to teievision personnei as to what

DID YOU KNOW? DEPARTMENT
● The Lions’ final 1987 50-man roster revealed 18 players (36% of the roster)
who were not with the club at any time in 1986.

● Of those 18 new players, seven were acquired in the ’87 draft and the rest
were signed as free agents.

● Also, of those 18, four were starters at the close of the year: drafted rookies
JERRY BALL (NT), DENNIS GIBSON (ILB) and GARY LEE (WR), and free
agent safety RAPHEL CHERRY.

● EDDIE MURRAY successfully converted all 21 of his PAT attempts this season
(which gives him 21 straight after he had missed his last PAT attempt in
’86) and he converted eight of his last 10 field goal attempts this season.

● RICKY SMITH’S 34-yard interception return for a TD against the Falcons marked
the first time that a Lion had returned an interception for a TD since Nov.
21,1982, when RAY OLDHAM had a 35-yard scoring return at Chicago.

● EDDIE MURRAY'S 53-yard field goal against the Rams (12-16-87) was the
second longest in the NFL in 1987 (behind Nick Lowery’s 54-yard against
the Lions on Thanksgiving Day) and tied with Raul Allegre of the Giants.
Murray’s kick was also the second longest in Lions’ history.

● Murray also led the Lions in scoring for the eighth straight season, and he
continued to add to his career marks in points (765), PATs (249) and field
goals (172).

● CHUCK LONG was second in the NFC (behind Neil Lomax of St. Louis
with 463) in pass attempts and third in pass completions (behind San Francisco’s
Joe Montana with 266 and Lomax at 275).

● PETE MANDLEY placed fifth in the NFC in pass receptions (third among
wide receivers) with 58 catches and fifth in the conference in punt return
average (10.9).

● JAMES GRIFFIN’S six interceptions tied Minnesota’s Joey Browner for second-
best in the NFC behind Washington’s Barry Wilburn, who had nine interceptions
in ’87.

● In becoming the first Lion chosen for the Pro Bowl since ’83, JIM ARNOLD
set a Pro Bowl record with a punting average of 49.6, in addition to his 1987
NFL season record 39.6 net punting average.

● Rookie punt returner GARY LEE finished fourth in the NFC with a 22.5 kickoff
return average, which also placed him sixth in the NFL.

● Cornerback BRUCE McNORTON led the squad in minutes played with 370.9,
while PETE MANDLEY was tops among offensive players with 326.6.

June 30, 1934 — G. A. Richards purchases Portsmouth, Ohio, franchise and moves team
to Detroit.

Sept. 23, 1934 — Lions play first NFL game, beat New York Giants 9-0 at U of D Stadium

$165,000 and names “Bo” McMillan general manager and head coach.

— Anderson elected president of Lions.

— “Buddy” Parker succeeds McMillin as head coach.

— Lions defeat Los Angeles, 31-21, for NFL’s National Conference title.

— Lions win first Championship since 1935 on a 17-7 victory over the
Browns in Cleveland before 50,934.

Dec. 27, 1953 — Detroit wins second straight Championship on 17-16 decision over
Cleveland in Detroit before 54,577.

Aug. 12, 1957 — Parker resigns suddenly as head coach and assistant coach George
Wilson succeeds him the next day.

Dec. 28, 1957 — Detroit claims fourth Championship on 59-14 victory over Cleveland
before 55,263 in Detroit.

Jan. 11, 1967 —Schmidt named Lions’ head coach, succeeding Gilmer.

Dec. 26, 1970 — Lions edged by Dallas, 5-0, in first playoff game since 1957.

Oct. 24, 1971 — Chuck Hughes, wide receiver, dies on field during game after suffering a
heart attack.

— Schmidt resigns as head coach.

— Don McCafferty named Lions’ head coach.

— McCafferty dies of heart attack.
— Rick Forzano named head coach.

— Lions play first game in new home, Pontiac Silverdome.

— Forzano resigns as head coach.

— Tommy Hudspeth named interim head coach.

— Hudspeth signs three-year contract as head coach.
— Monte Clark named head coach and director of football operations.

— Lions choose Oklahoma’s Billy Sims first in the draft.

— Detroit qualifies for first playoff appearance in 12 seasons, but loses,
31-7, at Washington. The Redskins went on to win Super Bowl XVII.

Dec. 31, 1983 — A last-second field goal attempt fails as Detroit drops a 24-23 playoff
game at San Francisco.

Dec. 19, 1984 — Monte Clark and his coaching staff are released.

Feb. 6, 1985 — Darryl Rogers is named head coach after a successful 20-year college
coaching career.

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THE PONTIAC SILVERDOME

The Pontiac Silverdome has been “Home Sweet Home” for the Detroit Lions
since the last brick was put in place in 1975. During those 13 years the building
has earned a reputation as one of the finest sports facilities in the world. Not
even a freak, late-winter snowstorm on Mar. 4, 1985, which caused extensive
structural damage to the roof, could keep the Silverdome from maintaining its
enviable stature in the sports world. A new canvas and steel-girder reinforced
roof was added between March and June of 1985.

Since a 27-24 pre-season game victory over the Kansas City Chiefs on Aug.
23, 1975, the Lions have played 123 games in the Silverdome after moving from
their former home at Tiger Stadium (nee Briggs Stadium) in downtown Detroit.
The Lions have posted a 67-56-2 overall record in Pontiac, including a 52-44-
1 mark in regular-season games (a .541 winning percentage).

Though the Silverdome is the Lions’ home, the Cincinnati Bengals and the
San Francisco 49ers made NFL history in the building on Jan. 24, 1982, the 49ers
defeated the Bengals, 26-21, before a crowd of 81,270 in Super Bowl XVI—the
only Super Bowl ever played in a northern U.S. city.

The Silverdome was built at a cost of $55.7 million. It was occupied in just
23 months, on time and within budget, from its ground breaking on Sept. 19,
1973. During the roof’s reconstruction a year ago, the Teflon-coated fiber glass
panels (100 in all) that span the roof were complefely replaced, and several structural
modifications and safety improvements also were accomplished. The roof was
re-inflated by workmen on May 30, 1985.

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A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE DETROIT LIONS

Cautious optimism abounds in the Motor City where the Detroit Lions’ Head Coach
Darryl Rogers enters his fourth season at the helm of a youthful, but talented Lions’
squad. After three seasons of transition, the Lions are confident they can this year
become challengers for the NFC Central Division crown.
Only five starters remain from the Lions’ team Rogers inherited in 1985. The transition

has been slow, and sometimes painful, but positive results appear to be on the horizon.

Detroit welcomed the Lions in 1934, but it was not the area’s first look at professional
football.

In 1920, the Detroit Heralds were a charter member of the American Professional
Football Association, which was the original name of the present NFL. But the club
folded after two years. Then, the Detroit Panthers appeared in 1925. They also folded
after two seasons. In 1928, the Detroit Wolverines were formed, but they failed after
just one year.

In 1930, the then ten-year-old National Football League added a franchise from
Portsmouth, Ohio, called the Spartans. After four seasons, the team was purchased
for less than $8,000 by Detroit radio executive George A. Richards and moved to
the Motor City.

Playing in the University of Detroit Stadium before average crowds of 16,000 people,
the new Detroit Lions won the NFL Championship in their second year, 1935. Under
the leadership of Coach “Potsy” Clark and stars like Hall of Famer “Dutch" Clark,
Ernie Caddel, George Christensen, “Ace" Gutowsky, Glenn Presnell and “Ox” Emerson,
the early Lions established pro football in Detroit. For more than 50 years, they have
been an integral part of the Michigan sports scene.

In 1940, Chicagoan Fred Mandel bought the club. Lions’ stars of that era were Hall
of Famers Bill Dudley and Alex Wojciechowicz, John Green, “Whizzer” White, Frank
Sinkwich and “Camp" Wilson. The team was sold eight years later, to a group of
local businessmen under the leadership of Edwin J. Anderson. The Detroit syndicate
controlled the club until 1964 when William Clay Ford became sole owner for a price
of $4.5 million.
The Lions dominated the NFL in the 1950s with four division titles and three League

championships. Under Head Coach Buddy Parker, the team won back-to-back world
crowns in 1952 and 1953, defeating Cleveland in both title games. Stars of those glittering
teams were Hall of Famers Bobby Layne and Jack Christiansen, along with Doak
Walker, Les Bingaman, Cloyce Box, Leon Hart and Bob Hoernschemeyer. The Detroit-
Cleveland battles of the era were classic confrontations between to giants of the
blossoming NFL.
Since their last title in 1957 under the coaching of George Wilson, the Lions have

been looking in vain for the top spot. Such recent performers as Joe Schmidt, Yale
Lary and “Night Train” Lane have been elected to the Hall of Fame. Outstanding players
like Wayne Walker, Mike Lucci, Nick Pietrosante, Roger Brown, Terry Barr, Lem Barney,
Charlie Sanders, Dexter Bussey, Billy Sims and Doug English have taken their places
in the annals of pro football in Detroit.

In 1967, Schmidt began the first of six seasons as head coach of the Lions. His
1970 team made the post-season playoffs, but lost in the first round to Dallas by
the baseball-like score of 5-0.

Just prior to the ’75 season, the Lions moved into a new, domed stadium in Pontiac,

Michigan, a town of 85,000 people located 30 miles north of Detroit. The Silverdome
is the world’s largest air-supported domed structure and seats over 80,000 spectators
under a fiberglass roof.
Monte Clark took control of all football operations as head coach in f978. Under

Clark’s direction, the Lions narrowly missed playoff berths in both 1980 and 1981,
before finally qualifying in 1982 — the first time the Lions made the playoffs since
1970. Detroit captured the NFC Central Division crown in 1983, but stumbled in the
first round of the playoffs with a 24-23 loss to San Francisco. Clark was released
after the Lions fell to 4-11-1 in 1984.
