Known as Bill Ford to his

friends and business associ

ates, his relationship with

the Lions began during his

childhood when his father,

Edsel Ford, took him to the

University of Detroit
Stadium to see the first

Lions’ team play in their
maiden season in the Motor

City in 1934.
He became a club direc

tor in 1956 and was asked by

then-Lions’ President Edwin

J. (Andy) Anderson to

become the Lions’ president
in 1961.

In November 1963, Mr.

Ford purchased the team

outright for $4.5 million and

officially took over the club

on January 10,1964.
The 1998 season marked

Mr. Ford’s 35th year as the

sole owner of the club, and

after making additional gen
erous investments via free

agency and continued

shrewd development

through the draft, he believes the Lions

should contend for the NFL’s top prize.

"With the 1999 roster having taken

shape in the off-season, there is tangible

reason to feel that we should compete on

a very high level this season," Mr. Ford

said. "There is an attitude present that

points toward pulling all resources

together to not only return to the play

offs, but to carry that expectation several

steps further. One factor that has been

evident league-wide in recent years is

that a team can systematically improve

its record in a short period of time.

There’s no reason to believe that won’t

be the case this year in Detroit."

Of course, Mr. Ford’s other passion

in life is the automobile industry, he

being a grandson of inventor and auto

pioneer Henry Ford, founder of the Ford

Motor Company.

Although he retired from his post as

Ford Motor Company Vice Chairman in

March 1989, Mr. Ford remains a member

of the Board of Directors and serves on

its Finance Committee as well as on its

Organization Review and Nominating
Committee. He has been a board mem

ber since 1948 and was chairman of the

company's Design Committee since its

inception in 1957 until retirement in
1989.

The youngest of Edsel's four chil

dren, William Clay Ford was born

March 14,1925. Following a tour of

duty with the U.S. Naval Air Corp in

World War II, he enrolled at Yale, where

he captained both the tennis and soccer

teams at the Ivy League school. In fact,

he was a nationally ranked tennis player

until two Achilles tendon surgeries rele

gated him to the sidelines. (Mr. Ford’s

athletic participation today includes

some tennis, although he prefers golf, a

game in which he became nearly a

scratch performer.)

He graduated from Yale with a

Bachelor of Science degree in economics

and then joined Ford’s sales and adver

tising staff. He later serv^ed on the
industrial relations staff where he was a

member of the committee that negotiat

ed the historic 1949 contract with the

UAW-CIO.

Mr. Ford also is Chairman Emeritus

of the Board of Trustees of the Edison

Institute, which operates Greenfield

Village and the Henry Ford Museum in

Dearborn. He is an honorary life trustee

of the Eisenhower Medical Center, and

serves as a director for the Boys' Club of

America and the United Way of

Southeastern Michigan. He is also a

trustee for the Michigan Heart

Association and to the Ronald Reagan

Presidential Foundation. He received an

honorary doctor of science degree from

the Art Center College of Design in

Pasadena, California, in 1981.

Recently, Mr. Ford’s generosity was

again recognized as the outdoor courts

of the University of Michigan’s new ten

nis center, of which he was a benefactor,

were named in his honor. Also, a new

addition to Detroit's Henry Ford

Hospital (which bears the name of Mr.

Ford's grandfather) opened in 1996 -

The William Clay Ford Center for

Athletic Medicine, which is one of the

premier sports medicine treatment and

research institutions in the country.

He is married to the former Martha

Firestone of Akron, Ohio. They are the

parents of three daughters - Martha,
Sheila and Elizabeth - and a son,

William Clay Ford Jr., who serves as the

Lions' Vice Chairman, and was elected

as Ford Motor Company's Chairman of

the Board of Directors in January 1999.

With more than 35 years of owner

ship behind him, William Clay Ford

continues to provide the Detroit Lions

with firm support and unwavering sta

bility.

Ford's tenure as the Lions' top executive

heads into one of the most exciting eras

of the team’s storied lore. A new

domed stadium in downtown Detroit

and a state-of-the-art office and practice

facility in suburban Allen Park are on

the horizon, which has brought bur

geoning optimism to what the future

will bring.

In Ford's four years in his current

role, he has made an immediate and

far-reaching impact, as the organiza

tion took major steps forward on sev

eral fronts. In addition to the new sta

dium, plans will soon be in place for a

new, state-of-the-art practice facility

located in Allen Park, Michigan. Also

under Ford's guidance, the Lions have

launched a more aggressive marketing

campaign, began publishing a team

magazine and became one of the first

National Football League teams to

establish its own official Internet site.

Additionally, the team has instituted a

new ticket sales policy, including this

year's introduction of the largest

"Family Section" in the NFL (3,400

seats). The club also entered into a

lucrative partnership with Infinity

Broadcasting (now CBS Radio) for the

Liorrs' radio broadcast rights and start

ed production on weekly radio and

television shows that air throughout the

season.

Ford was one of only two

people from the state of Michigan on

the list.

(third-round). Ross also will
have three veterans at his dis

posal who sat out the 1998 sea

son with injuries - guard Juan

Roque, linebacker Matt Russell
and defensive tackle Travis

Kirschke.

Ross became the 18th head

coach in Lions' history on

January 13,1997 following five

years as the head coach of the

San Diego Chargers, where he

posted a regular-season record
of 47-33 (.588) and a 3-3 mark

in post-season play. Ross' 50
overall victories as the

Chargers head coach - an aver

age of 10 wins per year ~ ranks
third on the team's all-time list

behind Sid Gillman (87 wins in

11 seasons) and Don Coryell

(72 in nine seasons). His three

playoff wins tie him with

Coryell for the most in team

history.
Ross took the reins in San

Diego prior to the 1992 season.

The Chargers caught fire after
a slow start in '92 and became

one of the NFL's Cinderella

stories that year. Despite los

ing the first four games of the

season, Ross' squad won 11 of

the final 12 regular-season

games and claimed San

Diego's first AFC West title
since 1981. That season also

marked San Diego's first play

off appearance since 1982. The

Chargers continued their win

ning ways with a 17-0 playoff

victory over Kansas City before

bowing out of the playoffs with

a divisional playoff loss at

Miami the following week.

The Chargers' accomplish

ments in 1992 did not go unno

ticed, earning Ross a host of

post-season honors. He was
named NFL Coach of the Year

by United Press hiternational,

Pro Football Weekly, Football

News Digest, Maxwell Football

Club, Kansas City 101 Banquet
and the Pro Football Writers

Association.

Yet Ross' most successful

NFL campaign came in 1994

when he led the Chargers to

the only Super Bowl appear

ance in franchise history. Ross'

relentless coaching style drove

the team to playoff victories

over Miami (22-21) at Jack

Murphy Stadium and at

Pittsburgh in the AFC

Championship Game (17-13),

before dropping a 49-26 deci

sion to San Francisco in Super
Bowl XXIX.

Prior to taking his first NFL

head coaching position in 1992

with the Chargers, Ross was a

head coach in the college ranks

for 15 years, with four seasons

(1978-81) spent as an assistant

with the Kansas City Chiefs

mixed into that span as weU.

During those 15 years coaching

at The Citadel, Maryland and

Georgia Tech, Ross compiled a
record of 94-76-2 (.552).

Before revising the fortunes

of the Chargers, the 62-year-old

Richmond, Virginia native

turned around the Georgia

Tech program, carrying it into

the national spotlight. As only

the eighth ful -time head coach

in school history, he inlierited a

down-trodden program which

struggled through a 5-20 mark
before his arrival. The Yellow

Jackets won 18 of their next 20

games after Ross took over in
Atlanta and claimed a share of

the national championship in
1990 with an 11-0-1 mark. It

was the football program's

first-ever national champi-

In leading the Lions to a 9-7

finish in 1997, Bobby Ross
became the first Detroit head

coach since George Wilson in
1957 to lead the team to the

post-season in his first season

as head coach. And despite a

disappointing 5-11 mark in

1998, bold optimism exists that

the club will quickly re-estab

lish itself as one of the league's
elite teams, as was evidenced

with four playoff appearances
from 1993-97. In his first two

seasons as head coach, Ross'

work ethic and organization
have made an immediate and

profound impact on the Lions.

Detroit's entire approach as an

organization is that of moving

forward with one goal in mind

— a Super Bowl championship.
Still mindful of the success

that 1997 brought, Ross is

aware that significant progress

in the NFL can occur quickly.

And knowing that a solid core
of talent exists on his roster,

Ross spearheaded several off
season moves in 1999 aimed

not only at fortifying the depth
of the roster, but also to
enhance several areas that

needed upgrading. As in 1998,

a key to the off-season

involved the re-signing of vital

Lions' free agents, with this
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onship, and Ross was a consen
sus choice as national coach of

the year. He culminated his
career at Georgia Tech with a
31-26-1 record, including a 26-
6-1 record over his final 33

games. He finished his five-
year stint with an 8-5 record in
1991 and an 18-17 come-from-

behind victory over Stanford in
the Aloha Bowl.

In 1990, Ross directed

Georgia Tech to the United
Press International National

Championship as the nation's
only unbeaten team (11-0-1)
following a convincing 45-21
win over Nebraska in the
Florida Citrus Bowl. It was

Tech's first appearance in a
New Year's Day bowl game
since 1966. Ross also collected

one of the biggest wins of his
coaching career when Tech
knocked off then-top-ranked
Virginia, 41-38, in a nationally-
televised thriller. The Yellow

Jackets won their first Atlantic
Coast Conference title in school

history in 1990, and the school’s
first national and conference

championship of any kind
since 1952.

Ross previously spent five
successful seasons at the

University of Maryland (1982-
86) where his Terrapin teams

were known in particular for
their explosive offenses. During
his time at Maryland, the
Terrapins compiled a sparkling
39-19-1 mark (.607), with Ross
guiding Maryland to three ACC
titles and four bowl games.

Another of Ross' coaching
highlights came in Maryland's
thrilling 42-40 win over nation-
ally-ranked Miami (Fla.) in
1984. Making the greatest
comeback in Division I history,
Ross led the Terps from a 31-0
halftime deficit to a last-second
win over the Hurricanes in the

Orange Bowl. Ross' Maryland
teams produced a number of
outstanding talents, including
All-America quarterbacks
Boomer Esiason, Frank Reich

and Stan Gelbaugh, and former
Detroit Lions' All-Pro center
Kevin Glover.

After a tour of duty in the
U.S. Army as a First Lieutenant
(1960-62) and four seasons of

coaching at the prep level, Ross
started his collegiate coaching
career at VMI in 1965. He then

spent four seasons as an assis
tant at William & Mary (1967-
70), one year at Rice (1971), and
one year at Maryland (1972)
before beginning his head
coaching career at The Citadel
in 1973.

Ross spent five seasons at
The Citadel (1973-77) before
leaving to become an assistant
coach in the NFL under Marv

Levy with the Kansas City
Chiefs in 1978. He coached

special teams and defense in
1978-79 and offensive backs in

1980-81 with the Chiefs, before

returning to the collegiate
ranks as head coach at

Maryland in 1982.
Robert Joseph Ross was born

December 23,1936, in

Richmond, Virginia, and was a
three-sport letterman at
Virginia Military Institute in
football, basketball, and base

ball. He started at quarterback
and defensive back for two sea

sons and served as captain of
the team as a senior. Ross

graduated from the Lexington,
Virginia school in 1959 with a
Bachelor of Arts degree in
English and History.

Ross and his wife, Alice,
have five children - sons Chris,

Kevin, and Robbie and daugh
ters Mary and Teresa - and ten
grandchildren. All five of his
children are college graduates:
Chris (Air Force Academy - '84),
Mary (Maryland - '85), Teresa

In Detroit, Sullivan is blessed

with one of the league’s most

potent wide receiving tandems in
All-Pro Herman Moore and

Joltnnie Morton. Tlie duo has been

the most prolific pass-catching

combination in the league in 1997-

98, reeling in 335 passes in that
stretch. Moore and Morton led all

pass-catching couples in receptions
1997 (184), and ranked second inin
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tlnat category in 1998 with 151 com

bined receptions. Other highlights

during Sullivan’s two years with

the Lions include Moore tying
Oakland’s Tim Brown for the

league receiving title with 104

receptions in 1997, both receivers

topping the 1,000-yard plateau in

'97 (one of five tandems to do so)

and Morton recording his second

straight 1,000-yard season in ’98

with 69 catches for 1,028 yards.
Sullivan also made an immedi

ate impact upon joining the Lions

from a technical standpoint, help

ing all of the team’s receivers

become more adept at rurming pre

cise routes as well as preaching the

importance of blocking downfield

on both runs and pass plays. His

teaching schemes became evident

with the steady advancement of
Germane Crowell in 1998 as the

rookie second round pick finished

the season playing his best football.

He developed into a third deep

threat among the team's wide

receiver corps and finished the

campaign with 25 receptions for

464 yards and three touchdowns,

including scores of 68 and 53 yards.

While in San Diego, Sullivan

was instrumental in the develop

ment of Tony Martin into one of the

top receivers in the NFL. He fin
ished tied for the NFL lead with 14

TD catches in 1996 and posted his

second consecutive 1,000-yard sea
son en route to his first Pro Bowl

appearance. He ranked fourth in

the AFC with 1,171 receiving yards
and tied for fourth in the confer

ence with 85 catches. In 1995,

Martin, a former college quarter

back, set a Chargers' record with 90

catches. His 90 receptions ranked

second in the AFC that year and his

1,224 receiving yards ranked fourth
in the conference.

Sullivan coached the receivers at

Ohio State in 1991 after a seven-

year stint (1984-90) as the receivers

coach at Louisiana State University.

While at LSU, the Tigers won the

SEC in 1986 and 1988, and among

his pupils was two-time All-
American Wendell Davis, a first

round pick by the Chicago Bears in
1988.

Following the 1975 season, Sullivan
went to South Carolina where he

spent seven years (1976-82) tutor

ing the wide receivers.

Jim Zom made a sizable

1998, joining the Lions following
his initial pro coaching assign
ment in 1997, when he aided the
Seattle Seahawks' staff as an

offensive assistant. After playing
quarterback for 12 years profes
sionally, Zom entered the coach

term starting quarterback, Zom
has the opportunity to build
upon last year's output, when,
among other accomplishments,
Batch tied the NFL rookie record
(Cleveland’s Bemie Kosar in
1985) for most attempts without
throwing an interception (136).
Zorn also helped Batch to anoth
er streak of 107 consecutive

attempts without an interception
and Batch's passer rating of 83.3
ranks as the fourth-highest rook
ie mark in NFL history.

Zom still may be most well-
known to NFL fans for his nine

seasons as the Seahawks' signal
caller. During that span, he
became the club's all-time lead

ing passer with 20,122 yards,
(since surpassed by former Lion
Dave Krieg) while playing in 126
games. He passed for 3,000
yards in three consecutive years

In 1971, Sullivan started his col
lege coaching career as a graduate
assistant at Kansas State. He was

promoted to a full-time position

SUMMARY: Detroit lost a 38-19 decision to the Green Bay
Packers in the 1998 season opener. Green Bay jumped to
a 10-0 first quarter lead and never trailed. Two Jason
Hanson field goals were then sandwiched around a second
quarter four-yard Dorsey Levens TD plunge, leaving the
Packers with a 17-6 halttime lead. Herman Moore began
the second half scoring by reeling in a 25-yard touchdown
pass (two-point pass failed) from Scott Mitchell, but the
Packers then mounted a marathon 18-play, 85-yard TD
drive to increase their iead to 24-12. The Lions were
momentarily energized by a 101-yard kickoff return for
touchdown by Terry Fair (first such Lions' return since
Johnnie Morton on December 25,1994), but on the ensuing
kickoff. Green Bay's Roell Preston answered Fair's heroics
by racing 100 yards to bring the Packers' lead to 31-19. The
sequence marked only the fourth time in NFL history that
two consecutive kickoffs had been returned for touchdown

(first occasion since 1987). The second of Freeman's TD
grabs on the day, an 84-yard bomb leading up to the two-
minute warning in the fourth quarter, capped the day's scor
ing. In the game, Barry Sanders had both his NFL records
for consecutive 100-yard games (14) and 100-yard road
outings (10) snapped.

SUMMARY - The Lions fell to 0-2 on the year in heart-
wrenching fashion as Cincinnati CB Corey Sawyer
returned an interception 58 yards for a touchdown 2:06
into overtime to give the Bengals a 34-28 win. The loss
marked only the second time in the last eight years that
Detroit had lost its home opener. The Lions had dodged a
bullet moments prior to the game-winning interception
when Marc Spindler blocked Doug Pelfrey's 48-yard field
goal effort on the last play of regulation. Both teams
scored a touchdown in each quarter, with the Lions tying
the score last, as Barry Sanders recorded his third TD run
of the day with 1:52 remaining to knot the score at 28-28.
Two Neil O'Donnell-to-Darnay Scott touchdown passes
were sandwiched around a Tommy Vardell one-yard TD
plunge to initially give Cincinnati a 14-7 lead early in the
second quarter. Sanders, however, gave Detroit a 21-14
lead early in the third quarter with scoring runs of two and
67 yards - the latter was his NFL record 14th career
scoring run of more than 50 yards. After each team punt
ed, Bengals' RB Corey Dillon rambled 18 yards for a
score to tie the affair at 21 -21, and on the second play of
the fourth quarter, Cincinnati rookie WR Damon Gibson
returned a punt 65 yards for a touchdown, giving the
Bengals a 28-21 advantage.

Minnesota capitalized on a 44-yard David Palmer punt
return to begin their initial drive of the half at Detroit's 22-
yard line. Three plays later, Randall Cunningham hit rook
ie WR Randy Moss on a five-yard TD strike to give the
Vikings a 13-6 lead. Two additional Anderson field goals
gave Minnesota a 19-6 lead after three quarters, and an
11 -yard TD romp by Leroy Hoard early in the fourth quar
ter and another Anderson field goal ended the Vikings'
scoring run. Batch faced relentless pressure from the
Vikings throughout the day and was sacked five times,
with one of the sacks causing a fumble, which led to
Hoard's TD run on the next play from scrimmage.

Louis Cardinals, and a 2-3 mark since the Cardinals moved to Phoenix.

●  The teams met twice in 1993 with Detroit winning both contests. 26-20 in the Silverdome on September 26, and 21-14 in Phoenix on December 12.

●  In one of the NFL's ail-time amazing finishes, New Orleans kicker Tom Dempsey booted a 63-yard field goal as time expired to give the Saints a 19-17
victory in Tulane Stadium on November 8, 1970. Dempsey's mighty boot stood alone as the longest field goal in NFL history until Denver's Jason Elam
tied the record on October 25, 1998 vs. Jacksonville.

●  New Orleans leads the series 8-6-1, which dales back to a 20-20 tie on November 24, 1968 in Detroit.

●  The home team has generally had the upper hand in the series with Detroit compiling a 5-2-1 mark at home (2-0-1 at Tiger Stadium; 3-2 in the
Silverdome) while New Orleans has managed a 6-1 record at home (2-0 at Tulane Stadium; 4-1 in the Superdome).

●  Despite a 310-yard passing game from Detroit's Greg Landry (27-of-38 with two TD's), the Saints nipped the Lions, 17-16, in the Superdome in 1976.
Detroit RB Dexter Bussey led all rushers in the contest with 82 yards on only eight carries.

●  The Lions’ Richard Johnson tallied 248 yards receiving (second-most in team history) on eight receptions and earned NFC Player of the Week honors in
Detroit's 21-14 win over the Saints on December 3,1989.

SERIES NOTES: DETROIT vs. NEW YORK GIANTS

The Gianis were the opposition in the Lions’ first game in Detroit. The Lions won the game, 9-0, on September 23, 1934 at University of Detroit Stadium.
Detroit claimed its first NFL championship with a 26-7 win over the defending champion Giants on December 15,1935. The contest marked the only
time the two teams have met in post-season action.
The Lions hold a 18-17-1 lead in the series which dates back to a 19-6 New York victory at Detroit on November 5,1930, when the Lions were known as
the Portsmouth Spartans.

Detroit dominated the series initially, claiming eight ol the first 12 contests, but the Giants have won eight of the last 10 decisions.
Overall, the Giants have a 10-6-1 (4-1 in Giants Stadium) advantage at home while the Lions have fared better in Detroit, posting a 12-6 mark at home
(1-3 in the Silverdome).
Two of the last three outings between the two teams have gone to overtime, with the road team winning each. Detroit won a 28-15 decision on October
31, 1994 at Giants Stadium, while New York defeated the Lions, 26-20, at the Silverdome on October 19,1997.

●  The Lions completed their first undefeated home season since 1962 with a 34-20 win over the Jets, December 8,1991.
●  Detroit claimed a memorable 13-10 decision over the Jets at the Silverdome on December 21,1997 in a game in which the winner qualified for the play

offs and fhe loser did not. RB Barry Sanders' 184 yards rushing in the contest made him only the third player in NFL history to eclipse the 2,000-yard
mark in a season, and Lions' LB Reggie Brown suffered a career-ending neck injury in the fourth quarter with a national television audience looking on.
The noise was so boisterous at the sold-out Silverdome near the end of the game that players reported the turf actually moving beneath their feet.

●  Detroit leads the all-time series 5-3, which dates back to a 28-14 Detroit victory on November 26,1970 at Tiger Stadium. Detroit has played six of its
eight contests at home against the Jets with a record of 4-2 at home (1 -0 at Tiger Stadium, 3-2 at the Silverdome). The teams have split the two games
played in NewYork/New Jersey - the Jets won 31-10 at Shea Stadium on September 16,1979, and Detroit defeated the Jets, 18-7, at Giants Stadium
on December 10,1994.

●  In the first meeting between the two teams (November 26, 1970), the Lions defeated the Raiders, 28-14, on Thanksgiving Day. The win was the second
of five consecutive wins by the Lions that year, which propelled them to their first playoff berth since 1957.

●  Also in that contest, the Lions scored 14 fourth quarter points to rally for the win. Mel Farr rushed 21 times for 121 yards, to lead the way for Detroit, who came
back from a 14-0 deficit.

●  In the Monday Night meeting on December 10,1990, there were five former Heisman Trophy winners on the field - Barry Sanders and Andre Ware for
Detroit; and Marcus Allen, Tim Brown and Bo Jackson for the Raiders. Sanders finished the game with 176 yards on 25 carries, while Jackson led the
Raiders with 129 yards on 18 carries.

●  The Lions shut out the defending Super Bowl champion Oakland Raiders, 16-0, on September 27,1981. Detroit was the first team to shut out the
Raiders in 15 years as the Lions limited Oakland to only 131 yards in total offense. The Lions collected six sacks and Jimmy Allen intercepted his fourth
pass in as many games. Billy Sims earned his second consecutive 100-yard rushing game (133 yards) while Dexter Bussey passed Altie Taylor as (he
club's all-time leading rusher. Also in the game, Detroit OB Gary Danielson fractured his left wrist - an injury that would sideline him for 10 weeks.

SERIES NOTES: DETROIT vs. PinSBURGH

In the first meeting between the two teams, the Lions beat the Steelers, 40-7, behind a then-NFL-record 426 yards rushing. Ernie Caddell scored three
touchdowns in one of the more memorable games of the Lions' first season in Detroit,
The Lions won the first four meetings of the series and were 12-4-1 through the first 17 contests, although the Steelers have bounced back to claim seven of
the last nine meetings.
Detroifs 45-3 win over the Steelers on November 24,1983, stands as the Lions’ largest winning margin in the history of the team's Thanksgiving Day series
(second-largest in team annuls).
The Lions also defeated Pittsburgh (19-16 in overtime) in the second Thanksgiving matchup between the two teams, on November 26,1998. Jason
Hanson made his fourth field goal of the game (42-yarder) 2:52 into the extra period. The game marked the first Thanksgiving overtime contest since 1980,
and also was highlighted by a gutsy performance by Pittsburgh native, Charlie Batch, who completed 16-of-23 passes for 236 yards and a touchdown
despite leaving the game for a time with a strained neck.
In the 1952 meeting. Bob Hoemschmeyer ran for 107 yards and the Lions rolled up 321 yards rushing. The Detroit defense held Pittsburgh to -3 yards rush
ing in a 31-6 win in Pittsburgh.
Detroit passed for a then-club-record 375 yards (364 by Bobby Layne) in a 38-21 Lions' victory on September 9,1953.

The Oilers are one of only two teams that the Lions have never played outdoors (Seattle). All seven games have been played indoors, (five in the
Houston Astrodome and two in the Silverdome).

The Uons and Titans have hooked up seven times in the regular season with Tennessee holding a 4-3 lead. The Lions were 2-3 in Houston and 1 -1 in
the Pontiac Silverdome.
The teams first met on October 17, 1971 in Houston, with the Lions coming away with a 31-7 win.
The Titans have won four of the last six contests, but the Lions won the most recent game, a 24-17 victory at the Astrodome on December 10, 1995.

In that contest (December 10, 1995), QB Scott Mitchell set the Lions' all-time record for most touchdown passes in a season. Bobby Layne had previ
ously owned the record (26 in 1951).

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A Brief History of the Lions
Prior to the '75 season, the Lions moved into a new,

domed stadium in Pontiac, Michigan, a suburb locat
ed 30 miles north of Detroit. Tlte Silverdome is the

world's largest air-supported domed structure, seats

over 80,000 spectators under a fiberglass roof, and

boasts the largest capacity in the NFL (80,311).

Monte Clark took control of all football operations
as head coach in 1978. Under Clark's direction, the

Lions narrowly missed playoff berths in 1980-81,

before qualifying in 1982 — the Lions' first playoff

appearance since 1970. Detroit captured the NFC
Central Division crown in 1983, but stumbled in the

first round of the playoffs with a 24-23 loss at San
Francisco.

Darryl Rogers replaced Clark in 1985 but was

replaced on an interim basis by his defensive coordi

nator, Wayne Fontes, in November 1988, after

Rogers' teams had posted a combined 18-40 record.

Fontes officially was named the 17th head coach of
the Detroit Lions on December 22,1988.

The Lions "Restored the Roar" in 1991, winning a

franchise-record 12 regular season games. Riding a

tide of emotion after guard Mike Utley's paralyzing

neck injiuy late in the season, Detroit defeated Dallas,

38-6, in the Lions' first Silverdome playoff contest.

Tlte victory gave the Lions a berth in the NFC

Championship Game, where Detroit fell to the even

tual Super Bowl Champion Washington Redskins.
The Lions finished 10-6 in 1993 en route to captur

ing the NFC Central Division title, and earned a

wild-card playoff bid in 1994. The 1995 Lions fea

tured the NFL's top-rated offense and won their final

seven games to earn a third straight playoff berth.
Wide receiver Fterman Moore set an NFL record

with 123 catches, and he and Brett Perriman became

the first teammates to each total over 100 catches in

the same season, with the duo also setting an NFL

record for most combined receiving yards in a sea

son. Quarterback Scott Mitchell set team records for

passing yards (4,338), completions (346) and touch

down passes (32).

In 1996, running back Barry Sanders captured his

third NFL rushing title with a dramatic 175-yard out

burst on the final Monday night of the season in San

Francisco. The Lions, however, finished a disap

pointing 5-11 in '96, and following the season Fontes

was replaced as head coach by former San Diego

Chargers' head coach, Bobby Ross. Fontes, who was

head coach for more than eight full seasons, finished

his career as the team's all-time leader among head

coaches in both wins (67) and games coached (138).
Ross was named the 18th head coach in team histo

ry January 13,1997, and led the club back to the play

offs in his inaugural year at the helm with a 9-7

record. Also, Sanders continued his storybook career

by becoming only the third player in league history

to record 2,000 yards rushing in a single-season

(2,053) and reeled off an NFL record 14 consecutive

100-yard outings to finish the campaign.

Detroit welcomed the Lions in 1934, but it was not

the area's first look at professional football. In 1920,
the Detroit Heralds were a charter member of the

American Professional Football Association, which

was the original name of the present NFL, The

Heralds, however, folded after two years. The

Detroit Panthers appeared in 1925, but also folded
after two seasons. And in 1928, the Detroit

Wolverines were formed, but they failed after just

one year.

In 1930, the then-lO-year-old National Football

League added a franchise in Portsmouth, Ohio,

called the Spartans. After four seasons, the team was

purchased for $7,952.08 by a group headed by

Detroit radio executive George A. Richards, and

moved to the Motor City.

Playing in University of Detroit Stadium before

average crowds of 16,000 people, the new Detroit

Lions won the NFL Championship in only their sec

ond year (1935). Under the leadership of Coach

"Potsy" Clark and stars like Hall of Famer "Dutch"

Clark, Ernie Caddel, George Christensen, "Ace"

Gutowsky, Glenn Presnell and "Ox" Emerson, the

early Lions established pro football in Detroit.

In 1940, Chicagoan Fred Mandel bought the club.
Lions' stars of that era included Hall of Famers Bill

Dudley and Alex Wojciechowicz, John Green, Byron

"Whizzer" White, Frank Sinkwich and "Camp"

Wilson. The team was sold eight years later to a

group of local businessmen under the leadership of

Edwin J. Anderson. The Detroit syndicate controlled

the club until 1964, when William Clay Ford became

sole owner for a price of $4.5 million.
The Lions dominated the NFL in the 1950's with

four division titles and three league championships.

Under head coach Buddy Parker, the team won

back-to-back world crowns in 1952-53, defeating

Cleveland on both occasions. Stars of those power

ful teams were HaU of Famers Bobby Layne, Jack

Christiansen, Doak Walker and Lou Creekmur, as

well as Les Bingaman, Cloyce Box, Leon Hart and

Bob Hoemschemeyer. The Detroit-Cleveland battles
of the era were classic confrontations between two

giants of the blossoming NFL.
Since their last title in 1957 under the coaching of

George Wilson, the Lions have continued searching

for the league's top spot. Such performers as Joe

Schmidt, Yale Lary, Dick "Night Train" Lane, John

Henry Johnson and Lem Barney have been elected to

the Hall of Fame. And outstanding players such as

Wayne Walker, Mike Lucci, Nick Pietrosante, Roger

Brown, Terry Barr, Mel Farr, Charlie Sanders, Dexter

Bussey, BiUy Sims and Doug English have taken

their places in the annals of pro football in Detroit.

In 1967, Schmidt began the first of six seasors as
head coach of the Lions. His 1970 team made the

playoffs, (first post-season trip since '57) but lost in

the first rormd to Dallas by the baseball-like score of
5-0.

Richards had
purchased the team in 1934 and moved the Lions from
Portsmouth, Ohio, to the Motor City. The Lions were the
new kids in town and had taken a backseat to the baseball

Tigers, Despite the fact that the Lions had lost just one
game prior to the Thanksgiving Day game in 1934, the
largest crowd that season had been just 15,000.

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The Pontiac Silverdome
The Pontiac Silverdome has been the Detroit

Lions' home since 1975. During the past 24 years, the

building has hosted several premier events. A freak,
late-winter snowstorm on March 4,1985 caused

extensive structural damage to the roof, however, a

new canvas and steel-girder reinforced roof was
added between March and June of 1985.

The Silverdome has the largest seating capacity

(at 80,311) among NFL stadiums. The air-supported

and cable-restrained facility is the largest of its kind

in the world and is the first successful example of a

fiberglass fabric roof system.

Since a 27-24 preseason game victory over the

Kansas City Chiefs on Aug. 23,1975, the Lions have

played 237 games in the Silverdome after moving

from their former home at Tiger Stadium in down

town Detroit. The Dallas Cowboys defeated the

Lions, 36-10, in the first regular-season game in the

building on October 6,1975. Hie Lions have posted

a 133-102-2 overall record in Pontiac, including  a 104-

80-1 mark in regular season games (a .565 winning
percentage). On January 5,1992, the Lions defeated

the Dallas Cowboys, 38-6, in tlie first playoff game

held at the Silverdome. The victory capped an unde

feated home season for the Lions as they finished a

perfect 9-0 in games played in the Silverdome.

Though the Silverdome is tlie Lions' home, the

Cincinnati Bengals and the San Francisco 49ers made

NFL history in the building. On January 24,1982, the

49ers defeated the Bengals, 26-21, before a crowd of

81,270 in Super Bowl XYI - the first Super Bowl ever

played in a northern U.S. city.

During the summer of 1994, the Silverdome was

the site of the first World Cup Soccer match ever

played in a domed stadium. New groimd was bro

ken as natural grass was brought into tlie Silverdome
for four soccer matches.

The Silverdome was built at a cost of $55.7 mil

lion. It was occupied in just 23 months, on time and

within budget, from its ground breaking on

September 19,1973. During the roofs reconstruction

in 1985, tlie Teflon-coated fiberglass panels that span

the roof (100 in all) were completely replaced, and

several structural modifications and safety improve

ments also were accomplished. The roof was re-

inflated by workmen on May 30,1985.

Players are available on
the field following morning and afternoon prac
tices, and a designated media area near the lock
er room also provides the media with interview
access to players following each practice session.

The working area for writers, broadcasters,
and photographers is located on the club level
between the south and west comers of the stadi

The Lions ask that occupants refrain from
cheering or otherwise distracting others who are
assigned to cover the game. Credentials may be
revoked by the club if it is deemed necessary to
preserve a professional press box atmosphere.

Pay telephones
are located near the entrance to the lower level of

the press box. Should you wish a private tele
phone installed at your seat, the Lions will be
pleased to assign you a seat location for you to
provide to Ameritech (517/771-3300 to order a
phone Une). You are advised to bring your own
telephone as the communications representatives
have few instruments available on game days.

PRESS BOX PROCEDURES
The Detroit Lions maintain a working press

box and — in accordance with the standards set

by the PRO FOOTBALL WRITERS OF AMERI
CA — cheering is not permitted in the press box.
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We ask your cooperation in maintaining a work

ing atmosphere at all times.
Those who need facsimile transmission

before, during or after the game should make

requests to the Lions' P.R. representatives seated

in Row 2 of the press box.

POST-GAME PROCEDURES

Locker room passes, which are required to

enter either locker room after the game, will be

distributed by Lions' representatives in the sec

ond half. At the two-minute warning in the
fourth quarter. Lions' representatives will escort
the media to the locker room areas.

Lions' head coach Bobby Ross' post-game

press conference will be broadcast on the public

address system in the press box. Sheets with

quotes from both head coaches and key players

from both teams will be distributed in the press

box as soon as possible following the game.

DIRECTIONS TO THE SILVERDOME

The offices of the Detroit Lions are located

near the south tunnel of the Pontiac Silverdome.

When driving to the Silverdome from Detroit

Metro Airport, follow signs to 1-94 East (to

Detroit) out of the airport. Proceed on 1-94 East
to 1-75 North. Take 1-75 North to M-59 West (to

Pontiac). Exit M-59 at Opdyke Road (it will be

the first exit). Turn left at the end of the ramp

(at the traffic light) onto Opdyke and proceed to
the Gate 1 entrance to the Silverdome (which is

on your left). Driving time from the airport will

be approximately 50 minutes depending on traf-
fic.

When driving to the Silverdome from

Oakland-Pontiac Airport, exit left out of the air
port onto M-59 East. Proceed on M-59 East

through Pontiac. Exit M-59 at Opdyke Road.

Turn left at the end of the ramp (at the traffic

light) onto Opdyke and proceed to the Gate 1

entrance to the Silverdome (which is on your

left). Driving time from the airport will be

approximately 20 minutes depending on traffic.
