Throughout his tenure as
owner, William Clay Ford has
guided the Detroit Lions orga
nization with a sense of bal

ance, integrity and honest
leadership. Never one to
seek the limelight, Mr. Ford
has not sought public acco
lades for his many contribu
tions to football, the automo
bile industry and his commu-

During his career with the company,
Mr. Ford gained special satisfaction and
acclaim as the executive in charge of the
design, development and subsequent
introduction of the Continental Mark II, the
successor to the classic Lincoln
Continental that had been developed and
introduced by his father Edsel ih 1939.

The youngest of Edsel’s four children,
William Clay Ford was born March 14,
1925. Following a tour of duty with the
U.S. Naval Air Corp in World War II, he
enrolled at Yale, where he captained both
the tennis and soccer teams at the Ivy
League school. In fact, he was a national
ly ranked tennis player until two Achilles
tendon surgeries relegated him to the
sidelines. (Mr. Ford’s athletic participation
today includes some tennis, although he
prefers golf, a game in which he became
nearly a scratch performer.)

Fie graduated from Yale with a
Bachelor of Science degree in economics
and then joined Ford’s sales and advertis
ing staff. He later served on the industrial
relations staff where he was a member of
the committee that negotiated the historic
1949 contract with the UAW-CIO.

Mr. Ford also is Chairman Emeritus of
the Board of Trustees of the Edison
Institute, which operates Greenfield
Village and the Henry Ford Museum in
Dearborn. He is an honorary life trustee
of the Eisenhower Medical Center, and
serves as a director for the Boys’ Club of
America and the United Way of
Southeastern Michigan. He is also a
trustee for the Michigan Heart Association
and to the Ronald Reagan Presidential
Foundation. He received an honorary
doctor of science degree from the Art
Center College of Design in Pasadena,
California, in 1981.

Recently, Mr. Ford's generosity was
again recognized as the outdoor courts of
the University of Michigan's new tennis
center, of which he was a benefactor,
were named in his honor. Also, a new
addition to Detroit’s Henry Ford Hospital
(which bears the name of Mr. Ford’s
grandfather) opened in 1996 —The
William Clay Ford Center for Athletic
Medicine, which is one of the premier
sports medicine treatment and research
institutions in the country.

He is married to the former Martha
Firestone of Akron, Ohio. They are the
parents of three daughters — Martha,
Sheila and Elizabeth — and a son, William
Clay Ford Jr., who serves as the Lions’
Vice Chairman, and was elected as Ford
Motor Company’s Chairman of the Board
of Directors in January 1999.

Known as Bill Ford to his

friends and business associ
ates, his relationship with the
Lions began during his child
hood when his father, Edsel
Ford, took him to the
University of Detroit Stadium
to see the first Lions’ team

play in their maiden season in
the Motor City in 1934.

He became a club director
in 1956 and was asked by
then-Lions’ President Edwin J.

William Clay Ford (Andy) Anderson to become
the Lions' president in 1961.

In November 1963, Mr.
Ford purchased the team out
right for $4.5 million and offi

cially took over the club on January 10,

CHAIRMAN AND PRESIDENT

In an age where ownership changes
and franchise moves in professional sports
have become alarmingly commonplace,
William Clay Ford continues to provide the
Detroit Lions organization, it's fans and the
community with unwavering stability and
sound leadership. As he enters his fourth
decade of ownership, Mr. Ford leads the
franchise not only into a new millenium, but,
in many respects, into a new era as well -
as the organiztion readies itself for a move
back to the city of Detroit with the anticipat
ed opening of the Lions' new stadium. Ford
Field, in summer of 2002. Another major
development for the club is the construction
of a state-of-the-art office and practice facili
ty in suburban Allen Park, also scheduled
for completion in 2002. Combined with
those future landmark projects, the team’s
on-field prospects are profoundly positive,
as the club returned to the post-season
once again in 1999, with sights on climbing
higher in the standings in 2000 an expected
reality.

The 1999 season marked Mr. Ford’s

36th year as the sole owner of the club.
After making additional generous invest
ments via free agency in the off-season,
shrewd maneuvering through the draft and
the continuing development of young play
ers already on the roster, he believes the
Lions should contend for the NFL's top
prize.

“I like where our program is at right
now, both with tangible enhancements
made since the end of last season and a
prevailing attitude that we indeed will win
on a very high level," Mr. Ford said.
“Players from other teams want to play for
the Lions and our coaches and personnel
department have put in place a roster that
has an awful lot of talent. We expect to
win with the cast that has been assem¬
bled.”

Of course, Mr. Ford’s other passion in
life is the automobile industry, he being a
grandson of inventor and auto pioneer
Henry Ford, founder of the Ford Motor
Company.

Although he retired from his post as
Ford Motor Company Vice-Chairman in
March 1989, Mr. Ford remains a member
of the Board of Directors and serves on its
Finance Committee as well as on its

Organization Review and Nominating
Committee. He has been a board member
since 1948 and was chairman of the com

pany’s Design Committee since its incep
tion in 1957 until retirement in 1989.

“Last season brought about many differ
ent emotions - the fast start was something
we couldn’t have been happier with,” Mr.
Ford said. “As the season progressed,
however, our early momentum was
dashed, and despite another playoff trip, it
was disappointing to see the team falter
down the stretch and encounter an early
exit from the playoffs. Given an entire off
season to reflect and diagnose, I believe
we’ve made the moves necessary and
have the right people in place to assure that
the 2000 season will indeed be a special
one.”

seats). The club also entered into a
lucrative partnership with Infinity
Broadcasting (now CBS Radio) for the
Lions’ radio broadcast rights and started
production on weekly radio and television
shows that air throughout the season.

While Ford has been pleased with
these business developments, he is even
more excited about anticipated on-field
success under Ross and his staff.

'There is profound reason fo be excit
ed with the team that Bobby and his staff
have assembled,” said Ford. “We made
nice progress a year ago in returning to
the playoffs, despite some long odds.
With a diversified and explosive offensive
attack and a defense featuring three Pro
Bowlers, there is an expectation that suc
cess in the post-season is on the hori
zon.”

William Clay Ford, Jr., 43, had been
Treasurer of the Lions since 1980.

Among his other roles within the NFL
structure in the past has been his inclu
sion on the NFL’s Finance Committee

and NFL Properties’ Committee.
In 1996, he was named to Newsweek

Magazine’s ‘The Century Club", a list of
too people fo watch as America headed
into the next Millennium. Ford was one of

only two people from the state of
Michigan on fhe lisf. And in March 2000,
Ford graced the cover of Fortune
Magazine, which deemed him a “breath
of fresh air for Detroit’ and lauded he and

Ford Motor Company for confinued
progress both economically and environ
mentally within the auto industry.

Prior to his current appointment at
Ford Motor Company, Ford had served
on the company's Board of Directors
(elected on January 14,1988) for 11
years. He assumed the position of
Chairman of the Finance Committee for

Ford Motor on January 1,1995, at which
time he also joined the Organization
Review and Nominating Committee. He
also is Chairman of the Environmental

and Public Policy Committee.
The Princeton University graduate

earned a Master’s degree in Management
as an Alfred P. Sloan Fellow at the

Massachusetts Institute of Technology.
Mr. Ford is Chairman of the Board of

Trustees of the Henry Ford Museum and
Greenfield Village, and a frustee of the
Henry Ford Health System, Detroit
Renaissance, and Conservation
International. He Is also a member of the
World Economic Forum’s Global Leaders
for Tomorrow and Vice Chairman of the

Greafer Downtown Partnership Board of
Directors (Detroit).

In addition to the new stadium,
plans are coming together for a new,
state-of-the-art practice facility located in
Allen Park, Michigan, also to be complet
ed for the 2002 season. Also under
Ford’s guidance, the Lions have
launched one of the industry’s most
aggressive marketing campaigns, which
currently centers on enhanced revenue
streams derived from Ford Field. Also
under Ford’s direction with the Lions

have begun publishing a team magazine
and continue to develop and augment
the club’s Internet site, which was one of
the first official team sites launched in

pro sports. Additionally, the team has
instituted a new ticket sales policy.

William Clay Ford, Jr. has left an
ineradicable stamp on the organization
since ascending to his current post of
Vice Chairman in February 1995. His
goals remain focused not only on outfit
ting a winner in the present, but shaping
the franchise to ensure prosperity well
into the 21 St century both on and off the
field. Ford also continues to be on the

forefront of influential and wide-ranging
issues league-wide, as evidenced by his
inclusion on both the NFL’s

Broadcasting Committee and NFL
International Committee, which oversees
the continued development of NFL
Europe League.

Additionally, Ford’s duties at Ford
Motor Company have taken a dramatic
turn recently as he assumed the post of
Chairman of the Board of Directors on
January 1,1999. His current role not
only entails a tremendous professional
commitment, but also constitutes
immense personal pride, with his elec
tion to the position once held by that of
his great-grandfather, and American
automotive pioneer, Henry Ford.

Ford played an instrumental role as
the Lions announced plans in August
1996 to build a new domed stadium in

downtown Detroit, which was officially
unveiled as Ford Field at the project’s
groundbreaking in November 1999. He
was also a vital cog in the search
process which concluded with the hiring
of Bobby Ross as head coach in
January 1997. William Clay Ford, Jr.
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Now in his 25th year with

the Lions, Schmidt has per
formed a variety of duties dur
ing his tenure, providing the
Detroit native with keen and

unique insight into the overall
operation of the organization.

Under Schmidt's direction

in 1990, the club established
Detroit Lions Charities, a non

profit organization assisting

To
date, Detroit Lions Charities
has donated over $1.45 million

to non-profit programs and
charities throughout the state
of Michigan, including a
record $225,628.76 through
133 grants in March 2000.

Schmidt also serves on the

Ross became the 19th head

coach in Lions' history on January

13,1997 following five years as the
head coach of the San Diego

Chargers, where he posted a regu
lar-season record of 47-33 (.588)

and a 3-3 mark in post-season

play. Ross' 50 overall victories as
the Chargers head coach - an aver

age of 10 wins per year — ranks
third on the team's all-time list

behind Sid Gillman (87 wins in 11

seasons) and Don Coryell (72 in
nine seasons). His three playoff

wins tie him with Coryell for the
most in team history.

Ross took the reins in San Diego

prior to the 1992 season. The
Chargers caught fire after a slow
start in '92 and became one of the

NFL's Cinderella stories that year.

Despite losing the first four games
of the season, Ross' squad won 11

of the final 12 regular-season

games and claimed San Diego's
first AFC West title since 1981.
That season also marked San

Diego's first playoff appearance
since 1982. The Chargers contin
ued their wiraiing ways with a 17-

0 playoff victory over Kansas City
before bowing out of the playoffs
with a divisional playoff loss at
Miami the following week.

The Chargers' accomplishments
in 1992 did not go unnoticed, earn

ing Ross a host of postseason hon
ors. He was named NFL Coach of

the Year by United Press
International, Pro Football Weekly,

Football News Digest, Maxwell
Football Club, Kansas City 101

Banquet and the Pro Football
Writers Association.

Yet Ross' most successful NFL

campaign came in 1994 when he
led the Chargers to the only Super

Bowl appearance in franchise his
tory. Ross' relentless coaching
style drove the team to playoff vic
tories over Miami (22-21) at Jack

Murphy Stadium and at
Pittsburgh in the AFC
Championship Game (17-13),
before dropping a 49-26 decision
to San Francisco in Super Bowl
XXIX.

In Bobby Ross' first three years
head coach of the Lions, he has

already left an indelible mark in
the franchise's storied history. By

leading Detroit to two postseason
appearances in his first three years
with the organization, he became
the first Lions' head coach since

Buddy Parker (1951-53) to accom

plish such a feat. And in guiding
the franchise to a 9-7 finish in 1997,
Ross became the first Detroit head

coach since George Wilson in 1957
to lead the team to the postseason
in his first season as head coach.

Ross' work ethic and organization

have made a profound impact on
the entire Lions' organization,
with everyone's shared goal cul

minating in nothing less than a
Super Bowl championship.

Unlike other NFL rivals who

often face revolving patterns of

personnel continuity, Ross pre
sides over a roster that has been

shaped for both the Lions' present
and future. Virtually all key cogs
on the club are either young, bud

ding players or solid veterans
locked into long-term deals. With
Ross and his staff leading the way,
it's no coincidence that Detroit

placed five members onto the
NFC's Pro Bowl roster following
both the 1997 and '99 campaigns, a

total topped by the club only once
since 1967. Blending this mix of

high-profile performers with vital
reserves and role players into a
team is the mission Ross cherishes,
however.

With Ross expecting QB Charlie

Batch back in the lineup near the

2000 regular season opener (knee
surgery 6/12/00), the team figures

to possess one of the league's most
high-octane passing games. Third-
year receiver Germane Crowell
exploded onto the scene a year ago
with a team-high 81 receptions for

1,338 yards, the third-liighest sea

sonal tally in team history.
Proficient veteran Johnnie Morton

exceeded the 1,000-yard barrier for
the third consecutive season in "99

and will once again be joined by
the club's all-time leading receiver,
Herman Moore, who missed a sig
nificant chunk of the '99 campaign

with two knee injuries. Ross also
is blessed with one of the league's

best pass-catching tight ends in
2000 Pro Bowl selection David
Sloan.

Defensively, Ross can count on
a veteran crew that returns almost

intact from last season's improved
unit. The Lions'defense held

opponents to less than 75 yards
rushing a club-record nine times
last year and became one of the
league's most proficient in creating
turnovers, with a +10

takeaway/giveaway ratio, tying
for the second-best mark in the

NFC. Other impressive defensive
marks Ross and his staff can build

on are the 32 takeaways recorded
in '99 (only 21 recorded in 1998)

and the 50 quarterback sacks col
lected, which ties for the second-

highest seasonal mark in team his-

Prior to taking his first NFL
head coaching position in 1992
with the Chargers, Ross was a
head coach in the college ranks for

15 years, with four seasons (1978-
81) spent as an assistant with the
Kansas City Chiefs mixed into that

span as well. During those 15
years coaching at The Citadel,
Maryland and Georgia Tech, Ross
compiled a record of 94-76-2 (.552).

Before revising the fortunes of
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the Chargers, the 63-year-old

Richmond, Virginia native played

a prominent role in forging the
Georgia Tech football program
into the national spotlight. As
only the eighth full-time head
coach in school history, Ross
helped orchestrat a dramatic turn

around following his arrival in

1987. Tile Yellow Jackets won only
five games combined in Ross' first

two years at Georgia Tech, but
improved to seven wins in 1989
and ascended in 1990 to a memo

rable 11-0-1 mark, which included

a share of the national champi

onship. It was the football pro
gram's first-ever national champi
onship, and Ross was a consensus
choice as national coach of the

year. He culminated liis career at

Georgia Tech with a 31-26-1

record, including a 26-6-1 record
over his final 33 games. He fin
ished his five-year stint at the
school with an 8-5 record in 1991
and an 18-17 come-from-behind

victory over Stanford in the '91
Aloha Bowl.

During the remarkable '90 cam

paign, Ross directed Georgia Tech
to the United Press International

National Championship as the
nation's only unbeaten team (11-0-

1) following a convincing 45-21
win over Nebraska in the Florida
Citrus Bowl. It was Tech's first

appearance in a New Year's Day
bowl game since 1966. Ross also

collected one of the biggest wins of
his coaching career when Tech

knocked off tlien-top-ranked

Virginia, 41-38, in a nationally-tele
vised thriller. The Yellow Jackets
also won their first Atlantic Coast

Conference title in school history
that year, and the school's first

national and conference champi
onship of any kind since 1952.

Ross previously spent five suc

cessful seasons at the University of
Maryland (1982-86) where his

Terrapin teams were known in par
ticular for their explosive offenses.

During his time at Maryland, the

Terrapins compiled a sparkling 39-

19-1 mark (.60^, with Ross guiding
Maryland to three ACC titles and

four bowl games.

Another of Ross' coaching high
lights came in Maryland's thrilling
42-40 win over nationally-ranked
Miami in 1984. Making the greatest
comeback in Division I history,
Ross led the Terps from a 31-0 half
time deficit to a last-second win

over the Hurricanes in the Orange
Bowl. Ross' Maryland teams pro
duced a number of outstanding tal
ents, including All-America quar
terbacks Boomer Esiason, Frank

Reich and Stan Gelbaugh, and for
mer Detroit Lions All-Pro center
Kevin Glover.

After a tour of duty in the U.S.
Army as a First Lieutenant (1960-

62) and four seasons of coaching at
the prep level, Ross started his col¬

legiate coaching career at VMI in

1965. He then spent four seasons

as an assistant at William & Mary
(1967-70), one year at Rice (1971),
and one year at Maryland (1972)
before beginning his head coach
ing career at The Citadel in 1973.

Ross spent five seasons at Tlie

Citadel (1973-77) before leaving to
become an assistant coach in the

NFL under Marv Levy with the
Kansas City Chiefs in 1978. He
coached special teams and defense
in 1978-79 and offensive backs in

1980-81 with the Chiefs, before

returning to the collegiate ranks as
head coach at Maryland in 1982.

Robert Joseph Ross was bom
December 23,1936, in Richmond,

Va., and was a three-sport letter-
man at Virginia Military Institute
in football, basketball, and base

ball. He started at quarterback and
defensive back for two seasons

and served as captain of the team
as a senior. Ross graduated from
the Lexington, Virginia school in
1959 with a Bachelor of Arts

degree in English and History.
Ross and his wife, Alice, have

five children - sons Chris, Kevin,

and Robbie and daughters Mary
and Teresa - and 13 grandchildren.

All five of his children are college
graduates: Chris (Air Force

Academy - '84), Mary (Maryland -
'85), Teresa (Loyola of Baltimore -

'87), Kevin (Naval Academy - '88)
and Robbie (Georgia Tech - '96).

During his playing days at
Alabama under legendary
coach Bear Bryant Croom was
an All-American center from

1972-74, helping lead the Tide
to three straight SEC
Championships and a national
title in 1973. Alabama com

piled a 32-4 record during
Croom's three years as a
starter. The 6-0,235-pound
center was named Kodak All-
American and first-team All-
SEC as a senior in 1974. He
also earned the Jacobs Award
as the best offensive lineman in

the conference. Croom began
his career at Alabama as a line
backer, then switched to tight
end and tackle before settling
at center.

Following his career at
Alabama, Croom signed with
the New Orleans Saints as a

free agent in 1975 and played
one season in the NFL.
Croom received his

Bachelor's degree in history
with a minor in biology from
Alabama in 1975 and earned a

Master's degree (also from
Alabama) in educational
administration two years later.

Sylvester Croom, Jr. was
born on September 25,1954, in
Tuscaloosa, Alabama. He

played linebacker and tight
end for the Tuscaloosa High
Black Bears. Sly and his wife,
Jeri, have a daughter, Jennifer.

Detroit was 6-2 in 1999 with a

healthy Charlie Batch running
the offense, and Moore,
Johnnie Morton and Germane
Crowell form perhaps the
NFL's most daunting pass
catching trio. Batch is on the
verge of entering into the elite
ranks among NFL quarter
backs, and Morton and
Crowell combined for 161

receptions for 2,467 yards and
12 touchdowns in '99. Their

161 combined receptions
ranked as the fourth-highest
tally for a receiving duo m the
NFL a year ago, and their 2,467
combined receiving yards was
second-highest among the six
NFL receiving tandems featur
ing each player eclipsing the
1,000-yard barrier. Adding
increased voltage to the Lions'
aerial attack is tight end David
Sloan, the squad's lone '99
offensive Pro Bowler. Sloan

took his game to a new level in
'99 to record the best receiving
numbers (47 catches for 591
yards) for a Lions' tight end m
20 years.

Prior to joining the Chargers
in 1992, "Sly" tutored the
Indianapolis Colts' running
backs in 1991. He held a simi

lar position with the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers for four sea
sons (1987-90), with that
assignment serving as his first
professional coaching experi
ence.

Sylvester Croom is in liis
fourth year in Detroit as the
Lions' offensive coordinator

after coaching running backs
with three NFL teams for the

previous 10 seasons. The
Tuscaloosa, Ala. native has

spent the last eight years
teamed with Bobby Ross, begin
ning with his role as rimning
backs coach from 1992-96 in San

Diego.
In 2000, Croom and his offen

sive staff will once again have a
full complement of weapons at
their disposal. Chiefly among
the enhancements from a year
ago will be the return of the
team's all-time leading receiver,
Herman Moore, to full strength
after two 1999 knee injuries, and
the arrival of 2000 free agent
signee, James Stewart, to rejuve
nate the team's rushing attack.
The retooling of the running
game also will include 2000
third round draft pick, Reuben
Droughns, and second-year
third-down threat Sedrick Irvin.

And ample running paths
should be cleared by Detroit's
bulked-up offensive line, with
1999 first round pick Aaron
Gibson expected back at full
strength (shoulder) at right tack
le and the team's top pick in
2000, Stockar McDougle, getting
a shot at the starting left guard
slot.

Before joining the pro ranks,
Croom spent 10 years (1977-86)
at his alma mater, the
University of Alabama, where
he coached linebackers. He
tutored both outside and
inside linebackers for the

Crimson Tide, guiding the out
side linebackers from 1977-81

and 1984-86, and leading the
inside linebackers in 1982-83.
While he was at Alabama, the
Tide won back-to-back nation

al championships in 1978-79,
with four of Croom's pupils
blossoming into first round
NFL draft choices - E.J. Junior
(1981), Mike Pitts (1983),
Cornelius Bennett (1987) and
Derrick Thomas (1989). Also
during Croom's tenure,
Alabama led the Southeastern
Conference in total defense in
two seasons (1979-80).

tions both up front and in the
secondary are high entering
2000. Besides the three return

ing Pro Bowlers, valuable '99
free agent signee James Jones,
sack specialist Tracy Scroggins
and linebackers Chris

Claiborne and Allen Aldridge
fortify the front seven while
former first round cornerbacks

Bryant Westbrook and Terry
Fair should return to top form
following injury-plagued '99
campaigns. Strong safety Ron
Rice is on the cusp of becoming
one of the elite safeties in the

league and unrestricted free
agent Kurt Schulz adds solid
leadership and ball-hawking
skills at free safety.

Peccatiello joined the
Bengals following his 13-year
stint (1981-93) with the
Redskins. In 1996, Cincinnati

led the NFL with 44 takeaways
in 1996, including a team-
record 34 interceptions. Also in
'96, the Bengals allowed only
102.7 rushing yards per game,
the lowest single-season total
for the Bengals since 1983.He
was Washington's defensive
coordinator from 1983-92 and
served as assistant head coach

in 1993. During his tenure as
defensive coordinator, the
Redskins played in four Super
Bowls and emerged victorious
in three of them (Super Bowls
XVII, XXII and XXVI). In eight
of Peccatiello's last ten seasons

in Washington, the Redskins
ranked in the NFL's top ten in
rushing defense.

Bengals. Prior to his stint with
the Bengals, Peccatiello spent 13
seasons with the Washington
Redskins where he played a
vital role in three Redskins'

Prior to Peccatiello's arrival
in 1997, Detroit's defense
ranked 20th in the NFL. He and

Danny Smith enters his sec
ond season tutoring tight ends
on Bobby Ross' Lions' staff.
Smith came to the Lions follow
ing four seasons with the
Philadelphia Eagles, where he
coached special teams in 1995-
96 and defensive backs in 1997-
98. Smith's relationship with
Ross can be traced to a five-
year span (1987-91) in which
Smith served on Ross' Georgia
Tech staff as running backs
coach.

In Smith's first season in
Detroit, he was instrumental in
the increased production seen
in the Lions' tight end corps.
Starter David Sloan enjoyed the
best season of his career, which
he capped off by being chosen
to the 2000 Pro Bowl. Sloan's
47 receptions for 591 yards and
four touchdowns also were the
best numbers put up by a
Lions' tight end in 20 years.

Smith's tenure in
Philadelphia was capped off on
a high-mark in 1998 when the
Eagles' defense, led by defen
sive coordinator Emmitt
Thomas, finished first the NFL
in pass defense, allowing only
170 yards per game through the
air. In Smith's first year as the
Eagles' defensive backs coach
(1997), the club finished with
the seventh-best pass defense in
the NFL, shaving off an average
of almost five yards per game
from the club's 1996 total.

NFL. He finished tied for the

1996 and posted his second
consecutive 1,000-yard season
en route to his first Pro Bowl

appearance. He ranked fourth
in the AFC with 1,171 receiving
yards and tied for fourth in the
conference with 85 catches. In

1995, Martin, a former college
quarterback, set a Chargers'
record with 90 catches. His 90

receptions ranked second in the
AFC that year and his 1,224
receiving yards ranked fourth
in the conference.

Sullivan coached the
receivers at Ohio State in 1991

after a seven-year stint (1984-
90) as the receivers coach at
Louisiana State University.
While at LSU, the Tigers won
the SEC in 1986 and 1988, and
among his pupils was two-time
All-American Wendell Davis, a
first round pick by the Chicago
Bears in 1988.

In 1971 Sullivan started his

college coaching career as a
;raduate assistant at Kansas
itate. He was promoted to a
full-time position before mov
ing on to Texas Tech in 1973
where he coached the Red

Raiders' freshmen and tight
ends. Following the 1975 sea
son, Sullivan went to South
Carolina where he spent seven
years (1976-82) tutoring the
wide receivers.

Jerry Sullivan, a 25-year
coaching veteran, continues in
his fourth year as the Lions'
wide receivers coach. Sullivan

spent 18 years coaching on the
collegiate level before joining
the Chargers in 1992, where he
served for five years.

In Detroit, Sullivan is blessed
with one of the league's most
potent wide receiving trios in
Herman Moore, Johnnie Morton
and Germane Crowell. Moore

and Morton comprised the most
prolific pass-catching combina
tion in the league in 1997-98,
reeling in 335 passes in that
stretch, and were joined in 1999
by Crowell, as he exploded onto
the scene with a team-high 81
catches for 1,338 yards and
seven touchdowns. Moore and

Morton led all pass-catching
couples in receptions in 1997
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helped develop Cory Sauter
into one of the Big Ten's top
quarterbacks. Led by Zorn and
Sauter, the Gophers sported the
Big Ten's second-ranked pass
ing offense in 1996.

Prior to his professional
playing career, Zorn estab
lished 10 school records in

three seasons (1973-75) at Cal
Poly Pomona.

Zorn and his wife, Joy, have
four children: Rachael, 20,
Sarah, 16, Danielle, 12, and
Isaac, 5.

Zom still may be most well-

known to NFL fans for his nine

seasons as the Seahawks' signal
caller. During that span, he

He passed for 3,000
yards in three consecutive years
(1978-80) and became only the
third player in NFL history to
throw for more than 10,000
yards in his first four seasons in
the league.

Zom also is one of s
als to be included in the

Seahawks' Ring of Honor,
which, before its implosion in
2000, reached around the upper
deck of the Kingdome.

Congressman Steve Largent as
the second inductee, being hon
ored in 1990.

After departing Seattle, Zorn
finished his playing career with
the Green Bay Packers (1985),
the Canadian Football League's
Wirmipeg Blue Bombers (1986)
and the Tampa Bay Buccaneers
(1987).

The Whittier, Calif., native
broke into coaching in 1989 at
Boise State, where he remained
for three seasons. Among his
duties at Boise State were coor

dinating the passing game, and
also coaching the quarterbacks,
kickers and wide receivers.
Zorn then moved to Utah State

for three years (1992-94) as
offensive coordinator. Under

his guidance, the Aggies aver
aged 442.1 total yards per game
in 1993 to rank 15th in the
nation. Utah State, who defeat
ed Ball State 42-33 in the '93 Las

Vegas Bowl, also finished 17th
in the country in 1994, passing
for 286.2 yards per game.

SUMMARY: Detroit used a big-play offense, a bend-but-don’t-
break defense and two long returns from their special teams to
hold off the Green Bay Packers, 23-15, in their 1999 home
opener. The game was the first Lions’ home opening sellout
since 1975, and it gave Detroit their first 2-0 start to a season
since 1993, Green Bay’s Ryan Longwell began the scoring
with a 45-yard field goal midway through the first quarter to
stake the Packers to a 3-0 lead. Detroit fought back with two
second quarter touchdown passes from QB Charlie Batch -
one a 45-yarder to Johnnie Morton on the first play of the quar
ter, and the other on a 74-yarder to TE David Sloan. The toss
to Sloan was the Lions’ longest TD reception to a tight end since
Jim Gibbons’ 82-yarder in 1964. The Packers’ snuck to within
14-6 at halftime as Longwell added a 24-yard field goal with :14
remaining in the half. After a scoreless third quarter, the Packers
recorded a safety on the first play of the fourth quarter when
long-snapper Allen Aldridge hiked the ball over John Jett’s
head from punt formation to trim Detroit’s lead to 14-8, After the
free kick. Green Bay drove 52 yards in five plays (Dorsey
Levens’ two-yard TD plunge) to take a 15-14 lead. On the
ensuing kickoff, however, Terry Fair raced 91 yards to the
Packers’ eight-yard line, setting up Batch’s one-yard scramble
three plays for the go-ahead score. The two-point conversion
failed, leaving the Lions with a 20-15 advantage. Detroit then
held the Packers on their next possession, and Jason Hanson
drilled a 48-yard field goal with 2:46 remaining for a 23-15 cush
ion, which held up in fhe waning moments of fhe contest.

SUMMARY: The Lions built a 25-7 halftime lead and held on
for a 28-20 victory over Seattle for the club’s first season open
ing road win since 1986. Detroit out-gained Seattle, 369-to-205,
in total yardage, with the Lions’ stingy defense yielding only 31
net rushing yards to the Seahawks. Detroit took advantage of a
Seahawks’ turnover for the game’s first score with Jason
Hanson booming a 51-yard field goal following Mark Carrier’s
force and recovery of a Sean Dawkins fumble. Detroit next
struck on the first play of the second quarter when Charlie
Batch hit Germane Crowell from 16 yards out to give the
Lions a 10-0 cushion. The lead jumped to 18-0 shortly there
after on a Batch-to-David Sloan five-yard TD connection (PAT
failed) and a Detroit safety (Seattle long-snapper snapped the
ball out of the endzone). Seconds later, the Seahawks got on
the board as Willie Williams returned an interception 40 yards
for a score, but the Lions countered with Crowell’s second TD
of the game (41 yards) to boost their halftime lead to 25-7. Two
Jon Kitna-to- Dawkins touchdown passes got the Seahawks to
within 25-20 (two-point conversion after the second score
failed) midway through the fourth quarter, but the Lions staged
an eight-play late-game drive (5:01 eclipsed), which ended with
Hanson nailing a 48-yard field goal with 2:10 remaining to give
Detroit a 28-20 lead. Detroit’s defense held Seattle on four con-
secufive plays to seal the victory.

SUMMARY: The Lions lost their second consecutive game, a
20-10 home decision to the San Diego Chargers. Detroit’s
offense struggled throughout, managing only 229 total yards,
with 73 of those yards coming on the club’s only touchdown
drive of the contest in the first quarter. The Chargers’ defense
sacked Lions’ QB Charlie Batch six times and turned two
second half Detroit turnovers into the deciding 10 points of the
game. Detroit took a 7-0 lead when Batch hit Germane
Crowell on a 41-yard TD bomb to cap the aforementioned
drive, but San Diego scored 20 of the next 23 points in the
game. The Chargers' John Carney (33 yards) and Detroit’s
Jason Hanson (23 yards) traded second quarter field goals
and San Diego RB Tremayne Stephens scored on a three-
yard plunge with 42 seconds remaining in the half to leave the
game deadlocked at 10-10 heading into intermission. The
only scoring in the second half came on Carney’s second field
goal of the game (24 yards) following a Batch interception (hit
while throwing) late in the third quarter and Darryll Lewis' 42-
yard return of a Cory Schlesinger fumble on fourth-and-one
midway through the fourth quarter.

SUMMARY: Detroit lost its first game of the 1999 season, a 31-
21 decision to the Kansas City Chiefs at Arrowhead Stadium.
Lions’ QB Charlie Batch was under heavy pressure throughout
the game (four sacks and numerous pressures) and the Chiefs,
who never trailed, ground out 155 rushing yards and featured an
efficient passing attack, completing 20-of-29 attempts for 235
yards on the day. The teams exchanged punts on the game's
first five series, but the Chiefs forged to a 7-0 lead late in the first
quarter on a 15-yard pass from Elvis Grbac-to-TE Tony
Gonzalez. Detroit pulled even for the only time in the game mid
way through the second quarter as rookie RB Sedrick Irvin
darted in from 16 yards out for his first career touchdown.
Moments later, however. Chiefs’ RB Rashaan Shehee scored
from six yards out and Pete Stoyanovich booted a 51-yard field
goal with :01 remaining in the second quarter to give Kansas
City a 17-7 halftime cushion. That lead bulged to 24-7 in the
third quarter when Grbac found a stretched-out Joe Horn from
25 yards out. Detroit answered on their next possession as
Batch hit TE Walter Rasby in the endzone from three yards out
to pull to within 24-13 (PAT failed). The teams traded touch
downs in the fourth quarter as Donnell Bennett pounded in
from seven yards out early in the quarter, and Ron Rivers
scored on a 31-yard screen play (two-point conversion was
good) to end the scoring.

Chicago continued its scoring binge midway
through the third quarter as Robinson caught a 36-yard scor
ing toss from McNown, and increased the lead to 28-3 on its
second possession of the fourth quarter as Robinson caught
his third TD of the game — a 42-yard sideline grab. Detroit
was momentarily sparked two drives later as Charlie Batch,
back in the lineup for backup Gus Frerotte who had started
his sixth straight game, plunged 12 yards into the endzone for
the score. Batch's second TD run of the season drew Detroit
to within 28-10, but an unsuccessful onside kick failed, and
the Bears ran out the remaining 3:25 in the game for the win.

The Buccaneers wrestled momentum back, howev
er, on a 68-yard screen pass to Warrick Dunn late in the sec
ond quarter, with rookie QB Shaun King finding Kevin McLeod
from three yards out on the next play to trim the Detroit lead to
10-7 at the half. Third quarter scoring began as Brad Culpepper
sacked Gus Frerotte (starting for the injured Charlie Batch) in
the endzone for a safety on the next play after Mark Carrier had
intercepted a pass at the Lions' two yard-line, leaving the Lions
with a slim one-point lead. Detroit answered by driving into field
goal territory on its next two drives, with 25 and 27-yard efforts
by Hanson increasing the Lions’ advantage to 16-9 early in the
fourth quarter. That would be the last of Detroit’s scoring, though,
as Tampa Bay next marched 65 yards in nine plays to tie the
contest at 16-16 on a one-yard Mike Alstott plunge. The game
winning score, a 22-yard screen pass to Alstott with 4:18 remain
ing, was set up by a John Lynch interception two plays earlier,
which he returned to the Lions' 24 yard-line.

The Spartans became the Detroit Lions in 1934 and that series kicked off with a 6-0 Lions victory over the Chicago Cardinals
on September 30. 1934.

●  In all, the Portsmouth Spartans were 2-2-2 vs. the Chicago Cardinals, Detroit registered a 19-9-3 mark against the Cardinals, a 5-4 record over the St.
Louis Cardinals, and have a 2-4 mark since the Cardinals moved to Phoenix.

●  The teams met twice in 1993 with Detroit winning both contests, 26-20 in the Silverdome on September 26, and 21-14 in Phoenix on December 12.

SERIES NOTES: DETROIT vs. INDIANAPOLIS

●  In the last meeting between the two teams, a 32-10 Detroit win at the Silverdome on November 23,1997, Jason Hanson became the only kicker in team
history to convert two field goals of more than 50 yards in the same game. Hanson booted 52 and 55-yarders in the contest.

●  Also in that same contest, Barry Sanders mshed for 216 yards on 24 carries, including an 80-yarder for a touchdown. It was Sanders’ fourth 200-yard

outing of his career and the first against an AFC opponent.
●  The 1997 game was only the Colts' second trip ever to the Silverdome, and the first since the club moved from Baltimore.

●  The fastest touchdown in Lions’ history was scored against the Patriots. Willie Ciay (who later joined the Patroits as a free agent) recovered a New

England fumble on the opening kickoff and returned it 15 yards for a touchdown only 11 seconds into the game on September 12,1993.
●  New England has made just two regular season visits to the Pontiac Silverdome, with each team winning once.
●  Detroit opened their series vs. the Patriots with a 34-7 victory September 26,1971 in Schaefer Stadium (now Foxboro Stadium). Steve Owens scored

two touchdowns for the Lions, including a 74-yard TD catch from Greg Landry. The Lions also scored a defensive touchdown as Mike Lucci returned an
interception 25 yards for a score.

●  In the 1993 matchup, the Lions edged New England, 19-16 in overtime. The win gave Detroit its first 2-0 start since 1985, and was clinched on Jason

●  in one of the NFL’s all-time amazing finishes, New Orleans kicker Tom Dempsey booted a 63-yard field goal as time expired to give the Saints a 19-17
victory in Tulane Stadium on November 8.1970. Dempsey's mighty boot stood alone as the longest field goal in NFL history until Denver's Jason Elam
tied the record on October 25,1998 vs. Jacksonville.

●  New Orleans leads the series 8-6-1, which dates back to a 20-20 tie on November 24,1968 in Detroit.

●  The home team has generally had the upper hand in the series with Detroit compiling a 5-2-1 mark at home (2-0-1 at Tiger Stadium; 3-2 in the
Silverdome) while New Orleans has managed a 6-1 record at home (2-0 al Tulane Stadium; 4-1 in the Superdome).

●  Despite a 310-yard passing game from Detroit’s Greg Landry (27-of-38 with two TD's), the Saints nipped the Lions. 17-16, in the Superdome in 1976.
Detroit RB Dexter Bussey led all rushers in the contest with 82 yards on only eight carries.

●  The Lions’ Richard Johnson tallied 248 yards receiving (second-most in team history) on eight receptions and earned NFC Player of the Week honors in
Detroit’s 21-14 win over the Saints on December 3, 1989.

SERIES NOTES: DETROIT vs. NEW YORK GIANTS

●  The Giants were the opposition in the Lions’ first game in Detroit. The Lions won the game. 9-0, on September 23,1934 at University of Detroit Stadium.
●  Detroit claimed its first NFL championship with  a 26-7 win over the defending champion Giants on December 15, 1935. The contest marked the only time

the two teams have met in post-season action.
●  The Lions hold an 18-17-1 (.514) lead in the series which dates back to a 19-6 New York victory at Detroit on November 5,1930, when the Lions were

known as the Portsmouth Spartans.
●  Detroit dominated the series initially, claiming eight of the first 12 contests, but the Giants have won eight of the last 10 decisions.
●  Overall, the Giants have a 11-6-1 (4-1 in Giants Stadium) advantage at home while the Lions have fared better in Detroit, posting a 12-6 mark at home

(1-4 in the Silverdome).
●  Two of the last three outings between the two teams have gone to overtime, with the road team winning each. Detroit won a 28-15 decision on October

31,1994 at Giants Stadium, while New York defeated the Lions, 26-20, at the Silverdome on October 19, 1997.

●  The Lions completed their first undefeated home season since 1962witha34-20 win over the Jets, Decembers, 1991.
●  Detroit claimed a memorable 13-10 decision over ttie Jets at the Silverdome on December 21.1997 in a game in which the winner qualified for the play

offs and the loser did not. RB Barry Sanders' 184 yards njshing in the contest made him only the third piayer in NFL history to edipse the 2,000-yard
mark in a season, and Lions’ LB Reggie Brown suffered a career-ending neck injury in the fourth quarter with a national television audience looking on.
The noise was so boisterous at the sold-out Silverdome near the end of the game that players reported the turf actually moving beneath their feet.

●  Detroit leads the all-time series 5-3, which dates back to a 28-14 Detroit victory on November 26,1970 at Tiger Stadium. Detroit has played six of its
eight contests at home against the Jets with a record of 4-2 at home (1-0 at Tiger Stadium, 3-2 at the Silverdome). The teams have split the two games
played in NewYork/New Jersey — the Jets won 31-10 at Shea Stadium on September 16,1979, and Detroit defeated the Jets. 18-7, at Giants Stadium
on December 10,1994.

●  In the first meeting between the two teams (November 26,1970), the Lions defeated the Raiders 28-14 on Thanksgiving Day, The win was the second of
five consecutive wins by the Lions that year, which propelled them to their first playoff berth since 1957. In that contest between the two clubs, the Lions
scored 14 fourth guarter points on the way to knocking off the Raiders. Mel Farr rushed 21 times for 121 yards, rallying Detroit from a 14-0 deficit.

●  In the Monday Night meeting on December 10.1990, there were live former Heisman Trophy winners on the field — Barry Sanders and Andre Ware for
Detroit; and Marcus Allen, Tim Brown and Bo Jackson for the Raiders, Sanders finished the game with 176 yards on 25 carries, while Jackson led the
Raiders with 129 yards on 18 carries.

●  The Uons shut out the defending Super Bowl champion Oakland Raiders, 16-0, on September 27, 1981. Detroit was the first team to shut out the
Raiders in 15 years as the Uons limited Oakland to only 131 yards in total offense. The Uons collected six sacks and Jimmy Allen intercepted his fourth
pass in as many games. Billy Sims earned his second consecutive 100-yard rushing game (133 yards) while Dexter Bussey passed Altie Taylor as the
dub's all-time leading rusher. Also in the game, Detroit QB Gary Danielson fractured his left wrist — an injury that would sideline him for 10 weeks.

●  The Lions’ last lie in a regular season game was against the Eagles (23-23) on November 4,1984 in the Silverdome.
●  The Lions claimed victories in the first four games of the series, with each being a shutout. The Lions also won seven of the first eight meetings.

●  The Eagles have gone the longest of any NFC team (except the 1994 expansion Carolina Panthers) to play in the Silverdome. The Eagles’ last trip to the
dome was on November 4, 1984.

●  In 24 regular season meetings, the Lions have scored more than 30 points only twice (35 points in both 1935 and 1965). Philadelphia, however, has also
been limited to only two 30-point outbursts — 45 points in 1948 and 44 points in 1979.

●  In Detroit’s last win over Philadelphia (November 6,1986), the Lions’ defense sacked Eagle QB Randall Cunningham 11 times to tie a club record in a
13-11 win. Seven Lion defenders recorded sacks, including four by Keith Ferguson and 2.5 by William Gay. A 72-yard scoring strike from Joe Ferguson-

to-Jeff Chadwick in the first quarter turned out to be the only touchdown of the game.

●  In the first meeting between the two teams, the Lions beat the Steelers, 40-7, behind a then-NFL-record 426 yards rushing. Ernie Caddell scored three

touchdowns in one of the more memorable games of the Lions’ first season in Detroit.
●  The Lions won the first four meetings of the series and were 124-1 through the first 17 contests, although the Steelers have bounced back to claim

seven of the last nine meetings.
●  Detroit’s 45-3 win over the Steelers on November 24, 1903, stands as the Lions’ largest winning margin in the history of the team’s Thanksgiving Day

series (second-largest in team annuls).
●  The Lions also defeated Pittsburgh (19-16 in overtime) in the second Thanksgiving matchup between the two teams, on November 26, 1998, Jason

Hanson made his fourth field goal of the game (42-yarder) 2:52 into the extra period. The game marked the first Thanksgiving overtime contest since
1980, and also was highlighted by a gutsy performance by Pittsburgh native, Charlie Batch, who completed 16-of-23 passes for 236 yards and a touch
down despite leaving the game for a time with a strained neck.

●  In the 1952 meeting. Bob Hoernschmeyer ran for 107 yards and the Lions rolled up 321 yards rushing. The Detroit defense held Pittsburgh to -3 yards
rushing in a 31-6 win in Pittsburgh.

●  Detroit passed for a then-club-record 375 yards (364 by Bobby Layne) in a 38-21 Lions’ victory on September 9,1953.

Detroit OB Gary Danielson matched Hall of Famer Dan Fouls every step of the way, completing 20-of-25 attempts for 269 yards, while
Fouls was 22-01-35 for 268 yards. The Chargers forged to a 24-7 halftime lead, but Detroit scored two third quarter touchdowns to narrow the gap to 24-
21.

●  Detroit head coach Bobby Ross was the Chargers’ head coach from 1992-96, including ieading the team to an appearance in Super Bowl XXIX vs. San

opening road win since 1986.
●  The Lions opened up a 20-0 lead and rolled to a 41-14 victory over the Seahawks in the first-ever meeting between the two teams on October 24, 1976.

Greg Landry threw three touchdown passes for the Lions, and current Detroit quarterbacks coach Jim Zorn was intercepted six times, including two that
were returned for touchdowns (Levi Johnson and Lem Barney).

●  The Lions game with the Seahawks on October 17.1993 (a 30-10 Lions' win) was Detroit’s 800th contest (including regular and post-season games)
since the Portsmouth Spartans moved to the Motor City in 1934.

●  Seattle is one of only two teams (the Oilers are the other) that the Lions have never played outdoors. Every game in the series has been played in either
the Silverdome or Seattle's Kingdome.

●  The Lions are 2-1 in the Silverdome vs. the Seahawks and 2-3 In the Kingdome.
●  After winning the inaugural meeting between the two clubs, the Lions dropped four consecutive outings to the Seahawks before winning the last three

games.

●  In the 1990 regular season finale in 1990 (December 30), Barry Sanders mshed for 23 yards on nine carries to claim the NFL rushing title with 1,304 yards.
●  The Seahawks defeated the Lions, 37-14, in the third and final game during the 1987 players' strike. In a game played predominantly by replacement

players, Seattle QB Jeff Kemp passed for 344 yards and four touchdowns, while Hall of Famer Steve Largent caught 15 passes for 261 yards (both indi
vidual Silverdome records) and three scores.

dated back to a 14-10 Lions win at Tiger Stadium October 3. 1965. The Redskins however rebounded when they defeated the Lions 27-13 January 8
2000 in a 1999 Wild Card contest at FedEx Field.  ^ ’

●  The Lions have never won a game in the Washington D.C. area, owning an overall record of 0-20 vs. the Redskins either at RFK Stadium (0-18) or at
FedEx Field (0-2). Of those 20 games, three were postseason losses (0-2 at RKF Stadium and 0-1 a! FedEx Field).

●  The last time the Lions defeated frie Redskins away from Michigan was October 13,1935.
●  The two teams have met twice in the playoffs, with the most recent game coming in the 1991 NFC Championship Game at RFK Stadium The Redskins

claimed a 41-10 win en route to winning Super Bowl XXVI two weeks later. The first post-season game between the two clubs was also played in RFK
Stadium, on January 8, 1983, with the Redskins coming away with a 31-7 win. Washington also went on to win the Super Bowl that year.

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HISTORY DETROIT LIONS

A Brief History of the Lions
Detroit welcomed the Lions in 1934, but it was not the

area’s first look at professional football. In 1920, the Detroit
Heralds were a charter member of the American

Professional Football Association, which was the original
name of the present NFL, but the club folded after two
years. The Detroit Panthers appeared in 1925, but also fold
ed after two seasons. In 1928, the Detroit Wolverines were

formed, but they failed after just one year.

In 1930, the then-10-year-old National Football League
added a franchise from Portsmouth, Ohio, called the

Spartans. After four seasons, the team was purchased for
$7,952.08 by a group headed by Detroit radio executive

George A. Richards and moved to the Motor City.
Playing in the University of Detroit Stadium before aver

age crowds of 16,000 people, the new Detroit Lions won the

NFL Championship in only their second year (1935). Under
the leadership of Coach “Potsy” Clark and stars like Hall of
Famer “Dutch” Clark, Ernie Caddel, George Christensen,
“Ace" Gutowsky, Glenn Presnell and “Ox” Emerson, the
early Lions established pro football in Detroit.

In 1940, Chicagoan Fred Mandel bought the club. Lions'
stars of that era included Hall of Famers Bill Dudley and
Alex Wojciechowicz, John Green, Byron “Whizzer” White,
Frank Sinkwich and “Camp” Wilson. The team was sold
eight years later to a group of local businessmen under the
leadership of Edwin J. Anderson. The Detroit syndicate con
trolled the club until 1964, when William Clay Ford became
sole owner for a price of $4.5 million.

The Lions dominated the NFL in the 1950s with four divi

sion titles and three league championships. Under head
coach Buddy Parker, the team won back-to-back world

crowns in 1952-53, defeating Cleveland on both occasions.
Stars of those powerful teams were Hall of Famers Bobby
Layne, Jack Christiansen, Doak Walker and Lou Creekmur,

as well as Les Bingaman, Cloyce Box, Leon Hart and Bob
Hoernschemeyer. The Detroit-Cleveland battles of the era

were classic confrontations between two giants of the blos
soming NFL.

Since their last title in 1957 under the coaching of
George Wilson, the Lions have continued searching for the
league’s top spot. Such performers as Joe Schmidt, Yale
Lary, Dick “Night Train” Lane, John Henry Johnson and Lem
Barney have been elected to the Hall of Fame. And out

standing players such as Wayne Walker, Mike Lucci, Nick
Pietrosante, Roger Brown, Terry Barr, Mel Farr, Charlie
Sanders, Dexter Bussey, Billy Sims and Doug English have
taken their places in the annals of pro football in Detroit.

In 1967, Schmidt began the first of six seasons as head
coach of the Lions. His 1970 team made the playoffs, (first
post-season trip since ‘57) but lost in the first round to Dallas
by the baseball-like score of 5-0.

Prior to the ‘75 season, the Lions moved into a new,

domed stadium in Pontiac, Michigan, a suburb located 30
miles north of Detroit. The Silverdome remains the world’s

largest air-supported domed structure and seats over 80,000
spectators under a fiberglass roof, and remains the largest

capacity in the NFL.
Monte Clark took control of all football operations as head

coach in 1978. Under Clark’s direction, the Lions narrowly
missed playoff berths in 1980-81, before qualifying in 1982
— the Lions’ first playoff appearance since 1970. Detroit cap
tured the NFC Central Division crown in 1983, but stumbled

in the first round of the playoffs with a 24-23 loss at San
Francisco.

Darryl Rogers replaced Clark in 1985 but was replaced
on an interim basis by his defensive coordinator, Wayne
Fontes, in November 1988, after Rogers’ teams had posted
a combined 18-40 record. Fontes officially was named the
17th head coach of the Detroit Lions on December 22,1988.

The Lions “Restored the Roar” in 1991, winning a fran
chise-record 12 regular season games. Riding a tide of emo
tion after guard Mike Utley’s paralyzing neck injury, Detroit
defeated Dallas, 38-6, in the Lions’ first Silverdome playoff
contest. The victory gave the Lions a berth in the NFC
Championship Game, where Detroit fell to the eventual
Super Bowl Champion Washington Redskins.

The Lions finished 10-6 in 1993 en route to capturing the
NFC Central Division title, and earned a wild-card playoff bid
in 1994. The 1995 Lions featured the NFL’s top-rated offense
and won their final seven games to earn a third straight play
off berth. Herman Moore set an NFL record with 123 catch

es, and he and Brett Perriman became the first teammates to
each total over 100 catches in the same season. The receiv

er tandem also set the NFL record for most receiving yards
in a season. Quarterback Scott Mitchell set team passing
records for yards (4,338), completions (346) and touchdowns
(32).

In 1996, running back Barry Sanders captured his third
NFL rushing title with a dramatic 175-yard outburst on the
final Monday night of the season in San Francisco. The
Lions, however, finished a disappointing 5-11 in ‘96, and fol
lowing the season Fontes was replaced as head coach by
former San Diego Chargers’ head coach, Bobby Ross.
Fontes, who was the head coach for more than eight full sea
sons, finished his career as the team’s all-time leader among
head coaches in both wins (67) and games coached (138).

Ross was named the 18th head coach in team history
January 13, 1997, and led the club back to the playoffs in his
inaugural year at the helm with a 9-7 record. That season,

Sanders continued his storybook career by becoming only
the third player in league history to record 2,000 yards rush
ing in a single-season (2,053) and he reeled off an NFL
record 14 consecutive 100-yard outings to finish the season.

The Lions closed out the 1990s reaching the playoffs for
sixth time in the ten-year span, which is a franchise record
for playoff appearances during a decade. Detroit’s playoff
berth marked the second time in Bobby Ross’ first three
years as head coach that he has led the Lions into the

postseason. The last Lions’ head coach to accomplish that
feat was Buddy Parker in 1952-53 during his second and
third seasons at the helm.

Lions’ Thanksgiving Day Series
Dating to 1934, the Detroit Lions have been a proud part of the American celebration of Thanksgiving. G.A, Richards, the

first orvner of the Detroit Lions, was behind the Lions’ inaugural Thanksgiving game in 1934. Richards had purchased the
team in 1934 and moved the Lions from Portsmouth, Ohio, to the Motor City. The Lions were the new kids in town and had
taken a backseat to the baseball Tigers. Despite the fact that the Lions had lost just one game prior to the Thanksgiving Day
game in 1934, the largest crowd that season had been just 15,000.

The opponent for the Lions' first Thanksgiving Day game — on November 29, 1934 — was the undefeated, defending
World Champion Chicago Bears of George Halas and the rising star of that era, fullback Bronco Nagurski. The game would
determine the champion of the Western Division. Richards had convinced the NBC Radio Network to carry the game coast-
to-coast (94 stations), and additionally, an estimated 26,000 tans jammed into University of Detroit Stadium while thousands of
disappointed fans were turned away.

The Bears won the inaugural game, 19-16, and a classic was born. Since 1934, the Lions have played 60 Thanksgiving Day
games with Detroit leading the series 31-27-2. A total of 3,273,341 fans have witnessed Detroit’s 60 Thanksgiving games, includ
ing 762,443 fans (76,244 average) in the 1990s.

Silverdome
undefeated home season for the Lions as they finished a per

fect 9-0 in games piayed in the Silverdome.

Though the Siiverdome is the Lions' home, the Cincinnati

Bengals and the San Francisco 49ers made NFL history in the

building. On January 24,1982, the 49ers defeated the Bengals,

26-21, before a crowd of 81,270 in Super Bowi XVI  — the first

Super Bowl ever played in a northern U.S. city.

During the summer of 1994, the Silverdome was the site of

the first tWorld Cup Soccer match ever played in  a domed stadi

um. New ground was broken as natural grass was brought into

the Siiverdome for four soccer matches.

The Silverdome was built at a cost of $55.7 million. It was

occupied in just 23 months, on time and within budget, from its

ground breaking on September 19,1973. During the roof’s

reconstruction in 1985, the Teflon-coated fiberglass panels that

span the roof (100 in all) were completely replaced, and several

structural modifications and safety improvements also were

accomplished. The roof was re-inflated by workmen on May 30,
1985.

The Pontiac Silverdome has been the Detroit Lions' home

since 1975. During the past 25 years, the building has hosted

several premier events. A freak, late-winter snowstorm on

March 4,1985 caused extensive structural damage to the roof,

however, a new canvas and steel-girder reinforced roof was

added between March and June of 1985.

The Silverdome has the largest seating capacity (at 80,311)

among NFL stadiums. The air-supported and cable-restrained

facility is the largest of its kind in the world and is the first suc

cessful example of a fiberglass fabric roof system.

Since a 27-24 preseason game victory over the Kansas City

Chiefs on Aug. 23,1975, the Lions have played 247 games in

the Silverdome after moving from their former home at Tiger

Stadium in downtown Detroit, The Dallas Cowboys defeated

the Lions, 36-10, in the first regular-season game in the build

ing on October 6,1975. The Lions have posted a 140-105-2

overall record in Pontiac, including a 110-82-1 mark in regular

season games (a .573 winning percentage). On January 5,

1992, the Lions defeated the Dallas Cowboys, 38-6, in the first

playoff game held at the Silverdome. The victory capped an

LIONS SILVERDOME PRESS BOX

The working area for writers, broadcasters, and photogra
phers is located on the club level between the south and west
corners of the stadium. The Lions ask that occupants refrain
from cheering or otherwise distracting others who are assigned
to cover the game. Credentials may be revoked by the club if it
is deemed necessary to preserve a professional press box
atmosphere.

The Lions provide complimentary telephones (credit card or
collect calls only) in the visitors’ area of the working press box.
Pay telephones are located near the entrance to the lower level
of the press box. Should you wish a private telephone installed
at your seat, the Lions will be pleased to assign you a seat loca
tion for you to provide to Ameritech (517-771-3300 to order a
phone line).

POST-GAME PROCEDURES

Locker room passes, which are required to enter either lock
er room after the game, will be distributed by Lions’ representa
tives in the second half. At the two-minute warning in the fourth
quarter. Lions’ representatives will escort the media to the lock
er room areas.

Lions’ head coach Bobby Ross’ post-game press confer
ence will be broadcast on the public address system in the
press box. Sheets with quotes from both head coaches and key
players from both teams will be distributed in the press box as
soon as possible following the game. The post-game press
conference area is located in the auxiliary locker room located
in the South tunnel across the hall from the Lions locker room.

FIELD PHOTOGRAPHERS

Field photographers should report directly to the Photo
Lounge, which is located in the south tunnel. Photographers
should sign-in with Lions field control personnel in the Photo
Lounge. Field control representatives will assign arm bands
and distribute flip cards to all photographers.

Reporters, TV producers and grips/runners are strictly pro
hibited from the field and tunnel until the final two minutes of

the game. At the two-minute warning, reporters and producers
are restricted to the area near the south endzone.

NO SMOKING POLICY

In accordance with Michigan law and Pontiac Silverdome
policy, smoking is prohibited in all areas of the press box,
including the upper and lower press areas and the press
lounge.

DIRECTIONS TO THE SILVERDOME
The offices of the Detroit Lions are located near the south

tunnel of the Pontiac Silverdome.

When driving to the Silverdome from Detroit Metro Airport,
follow signs to 1-94 East (to Detroit) out of the airport. Proceed
on 1-94 East to 1-75 North. Take 1-75 North to M-59 West (to
Pontiac). Exit M-59 at Opdyke Road (it will be the first exit).
Turn left at the end of the ramp (at the traffic light) onto Opdyke
and proceed to the Gate 1 entrance to the Silverdome (which is
on your left). Driving time from the airport will be approximately
50 minutes depending on traffic.

When driving to the Silverdome from Oakland-Pontiac
Airport, exit left out of the airport onto M-59 East. Proceed on
M-59 East through Pontiac. Exit M-59 at Opdyke Road. Turn
left at the end of the ramp (at the traffic lighf) onto Opdyke and
proceed to the Gate 1 entrance to the Silverdome (which is on
your left). Driving time from the airport will be approximately 20
minutes depending on traffic.

On November 16, 1999 a new era in Detroit Lions history began when the team officially launched fhe construcfion
of ifs new downtown Detroit stadium, Ford Field. The Lions’ new home will be a one-of-a-kind 65,000-seat facility that
will include a giant glass wall, revealing the Detroit skyline, and the old Hudson’s Warehouse, originally built in 1920.

The old Hudson’s Warehouse, a major cornerstone of Ford Field, will house all of fhe stadium luxury seats, press-
box, restaurants, food courfs, lounge areas, banquef facilities and retail and office space. The inclusion of the ware
house into the stadium project will make the sightlines of Ford Field among the best in the NFL.

Ford Field is scheduled to open In July 2002.

FORD FIELD TIMELINE:
August 20,1996: Lions announce plans to build new domed stadium in downtown Detroit.
November 5,1996: Voters in Wayne County overwhelmingly approve a referendum by the largest margin of victory
in NFL stadium election history (68-32 percent) which will allow the Detroit Lions to build a domed stadium in down
town Detroit adjacent to a new baseball park for the Detroit Tigers.
November 16,1999: Lions host groundbreaking ceremony “From the Ground Up” unveiling renderings and officially
naming the new stadium. Ford Field,
February 2000: Workers begin mounting 380 concrete caissons into the bedrock to provide stability to the structure
of the bowl.

April 17,2000: Demolition of a 250,000 square-foot portion of fhe old Hudson’s Warehouse begins. The razed area
will be the site of the glass wall located on the southwest corner of Ford Field.
April 24,2000: Lions award consfruction contracts. Partnership between Indianapolis, Ind.-based Huber Hunt &
Nichols and Detroit-owned Jenkins Construction is contracted to build the majority of Ford Field, including the playing
field, seating bowl and roof, and White/Olson, LLC is contracted to handle the reconstruction of the old Hudson’s
Warehouse.

June 22,2000: First loads of concrete are poured into the foundation at Ford Field.
July 2002: Ford Field scheduled to open.
