Over the last two decades, pro football
has moved into a place of prominence
among America’s sporting fans and Kan
sas City Chiefs owner Lamar Hunt has
played no small role in that success.
The current president of the AFC and

founder of the old American Football
League, Hunt has been a unique architect
in the development and excitement of the
game since he formed the AFL in 1960.
As the 1983 season opens, this quiet

Texan begins his 24th year in pro football
as the sole owner of the Kansas City
Chiefs. Long honored and respected by

his peers, Hunt was recently recognized by the NFL Alumni Associa
tion when he received its highest award—The Order of the Leather
Helmet—at the annual 1981 convention. Hunt, along with Dallas
Cowboys head coach Tom Landry, received the distinguished award
for dedication and service to pro football. One of the main forces in
the growth and development of pro football, Hunt accepted the award
by noting, “I’m honored because this award comes from the men who
built the game of football and made it possible.’’
Hunt’s initial venture into organized sports was as a player. He was

a reserve end at Southern Methodist University. Of his brief collegiate
playing career, Hunt once quipped: “Fortunately I didn’t drop any
passes because none were ever thrown at the end of the bench.’’

Indicative of his stature within the game is the fact that he was the
first AFL figure to be enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame.
That honor was bestowed on Hunt in 1972 when, at the enshrinement
ceremonies in Canton, Hunt’s good friend Bill Sullivan of the New
England Patriots described the Chiefs owner as the “architect,
designer and builder of an impossible dream.’’
That dream, to start a new pro football league, unfolded in the early

part of 1959, became a reality with eight new AFL franchises opening
the 1960 season and a new league truly was born. Later, of course,
came the merger with the NFL and the creation of the Super Bowl,
both events partially orchestrated by Hunt. Appropriately enough, it
was Hunt’s team, the Chiefs, who played in that first world cham
pionship game in January of 1967 against the Green Bay Packers and
then came back to win the Super Bowl in January of 1970 against the
Minnesota Vikings.
Hunt continues to be a prominent pro football leader and his ven

tures in Kansas City involve more than just the Chiefs. First there were
improvements the Chiefs funded during the construction of Arrow
head Stadium in 1972. Hunt then developed a multi-million-dollar,
Kansas City area recreation park. Worlds of Fun, and two years ago
opened a new theme park in the area. Oceans of Fun. He also owns
Hunt Midwest Enterprises, Inc., and Mid-America Enterprises, Inc.,
development and real estate companies in Kansas City.
A sportsman in the true sense of the word—and jogger and tennis

player. Hunt is also involved in several other sports ventures. He
organized and coordinated the formation and development of World
Championship Tennis and, through WCT, helped bring the sport fur
ther international prominence. He is involved with the North
American Soccer League and he is also one of the founding owners of
the Chicago Bulls of the NBA.

In addition to his numerous business commitments. Hunt is active
as a member of the board of directors of NFL Charities and is a
member of the Board of Trustees of the Pro Football Hall of Fame.
Hunt also is active in numerous civic functions and events in both
Dallas and in Kansas City.
Hunt and his wife, Norma, have four children, Lamar Jr., Sharron,

Clark and Daniel. The family resides in Dallas, Texas.

The Kansas City Chiefs begin their 21st
season in Mid-America and their 24th
season as a pro football franchise under
the leadership of Jack Steadman, the
president of the team. Determination and
dedication to rebuilding an NFL cham
pionship contender has been the number
one priority for the team’s chief executive
officer.

In 1975, under Steadman’s guidance,
the Chiefs revamped their football opera
tions in an effort to build a champion
once again in the highly competitive AFC
Western Division of the NFL. This re

organization included the development of a separate scouting and per
sonnel department under Les Miller and a new man in charge of the
football operations in general manager Jim Sehaaf. The reorganiza
tion and the patience to provide it time to work reached new heights
this winter when Steadman selected John Mackovic as the Chiefs new
head coach.

A recognized leader among pro football administrators, Steadman
has structured the Chiefs organization to meet the challenge brought
about by the growth of the business of pro football over the years.
As the Chiefs begin their 2Ist season in Kansas City and their 12th

season in magnificent Arrowhead Stadium, Steadman can look with
pride at the list of football and administrative accomplishments  the
organization has achieved since moving from Dallas for the beginning
of the 1963 season in the old American Football League.

It was Steadman who conceived the idea of Kansas City building the
dual Harry S. Truman Sports Complex, which houses the Chiefs in
78,000-seat Arrowhead and the baseball Royals in the 42,000 Royals
Stadium. Combined, this complex is recognized as the finest of its
kind in the world.

Steadman has been a constant innovator since entering pro football
and many of his ideas and developments have been duplicated
throughout the NFL. Some of these creative ideas include a ticket-by
telephone system for enhancing area-wide sales, a unique seat reloca
tion program for season ticket holders, a reserved parking plan for
Arrowhead and numerous other ticket and marketing programs.
Steadman was promoted from general manager to executive vice

president and general manager in 1966 and, in August of 1976, was
named president of the Chiefs in charge of all operations.

In addition to serving as president of the Chiefs, Steadman also is
president of Hunt Midwest Enterprises, Inc.; chairman of Mid-
America Enterprises, Inc., which owns Worlds of Fun and Oceans of
Fun, multi-million dollar family recreation theme parks in the Kansas
City area: and chairman of Great Midwest Corporation, a real estate,
limestone rock mining, and underground development firm in the
Kansas City International Trade Zone. He also serves on the board of
directors of Commerce Bank and is the chairman of the NFL front of
fice and coaches pension plan committee.

Actively involved within the community since arriving in Kansas Ci
ty, Steadman is a tireless worker and detailed organizer in many civic
and service projects. He is the immediate past chairman of the Heart
of America United Way, is president of the Starlight Theatre Associa
tion and is the first vice-chairman of the Chamber of Commerce of
Greater Kansas City. He serves on the board of directors of the Civic
Council of Greater Kansas City, is a member of the Kansas City Area
Economic Development Council and a member of the board of direc
tors of the American Royal Association. Steadman also serves as an
advisory trustee for Research Medical Center and this
selected as a trustee of Midwest Research Institute.

Jim Schaaf, the Chiefs 45-year-old
general manager, begins his 18th season
with the team in a career that has covered
virtually all areas of the club’s operation.
Schaaf joined the Chiefs in 1966 as direc
tor of public relations following five years
association with the Kansas City Athletics
baseball club. He was elevated to assistant
general manager in January, 1968, and to
vice president in July, 1974.
Schaaf was named to his present posi

tion in August of 1976. Following Lamar
Hunt’s elevation of Jack Steadman to

president, Steadman instituted a reorgani
zation of the club’s front office that resulted in Schaaf’s being named
vice president and general manager. In January, 1978, Steadman
delegated to Schaaf full responsibility in the areas of player personnel
and overall team operations. In that assignment, he works closely with
head coach John Mackovic and player personnel director Les Miller
and their staffs in the day-to-day responsibilty of player personnel and
football team areas of operation.
“Jim has all the qualities you look for in a general manager,’’ says

Steadman. “He is dedicated, aggressive, intelligent, thorough and
highly motivated to succeed. In the last couple years, we have shown
substantial progress in all team-related areas of operation. This has
been due in no small way to Jim’s dedication and leadership. He is
now being recognized as one of the most outstanding general
managers in pro football.”

Schaaf’s duties in the past included supervision of Chiefs day-to-
day operations and the promotion of special events. Schaaf held
several front office positions with the Athletics and was their director
of publicity and promotions when he Joined the Chiefs.

Schaaf was born May 22, 1938 in Erie Pennsylvania. He attended
Cathedral Preparatory School in Erie, then moved to Notre Dame,
where he earned a bachelor’s degree in economics. He played three
years of football for the Fighting Irish, two as  a starter, at guard from
1956-58. He and his wife, Julie, have two children, Jill Marie, 19, and
James, 15. The family lives in Overland Park.

Thus, the journey begins for 39-year-

old John Mackovic as the head coach of
the Kansas City Chiefs in 1983.
The quarterback coach for the Dallas

Cowboys the last two NFL seasons,
Mackovic was selected to be the Chiefs
new leader in February while coaching at
the AFC-NFC Pro Bowl and the journey
for success started soon after with the

careful selection of his coaching staff,
major involvement in the NFL draft and
developing the beginning stages of the
system he will employ in this inaugural
season.

At Dallas in 1981 and 1982, Mackovic was instrumental in develop
ing quarterback Danny White, who has earned two consecutive Pro
bowl berths, and the Cowboys highly regarded passing attack. At the
same time, he learned from one of the most knowledgable and
classiest coaches in the NFL, Tom Landry.
An offensive-oriented coach, Mackovic will engineer and coor

dinate the Chiefs offense, particularly the passing game and the
quarterbacks, the two areas he feels are the most significant in
building a consistent winner in the NFL.
“The key to pro football today is the passing game. Not that you

pass the ball more than you run it, or that you are overbalanced, but
the key is to have a successful passing game because everybody gets
behind sooner or later.”

Prior to joining Landry’s Dallas staff, Mackovic was the head
coach at Wake Forest University from 1978-80, turning around a sag
ging football program and guiding the Deacons to their first post
season bowl appearance in 30 years. Returning to his alma mater to
take over the head coaching duties, Mackovic pulled Wake Forest
from oblivion in the college football ranks during his three-year reign.

Inheriting a program in 1978 which had won just 13 games the
previous six years, his Deacons were 1-10 the first season. Then in
1979, he coached Wake Forest to an 8-3 record, a spot in the national
rankings for the first time in the school’s history and invitation to the
Tangerine Bowl. The bowl appearance marked the first post-season
game for the Deacons since 1949.

In 1980, Mackovic’s Wake Forest team compiled a 5-6 record, los
ing four of the games by a combined total of seven points. His three-
year career record with the Deacons was 14-20, but more important,
he earned the reputation for producing a wide-open, multiple offen
sive attack and for building successful foundations from sagging pro
grams.
An excellent speaker and motivator, Mackovic is a goal-oriented in

dividual who believes in setting a direction. “I pride myself in being
able to work with people. It’s not a matter, all the time, of proving
who’s right and who’s wrong, but how we best can put our product on
the field and do the very best job we can of not only winning football
games, but being the type of organization that would represent the city
of Kansas City as well as possible ... Leadership, for me, is not just on
the football field. There is a basic leadership I think throughout the
organization that I can provide. A lot of that has to deal with human
relations—how you treat one another, how you approach every task
that you do. Hopefully, that will spill over into our community,
because this is a great community.”
The foundations for Mackovic’s early success in coaching came

from 13 years of assistant coaching experience in the college and high
school ranks. Prior to being the head coach at Wake Forest, Mackovic
held assistant coaching positions at Purdue, Arizona, San Jose State

and Army. He was in charge of the offense at all four schools and
served as the assistant head coach at both Arizona and Purdue the five

seasons before taking over at Wake Forest.
Mackovic began his coaching career after receiving a B.A. degree in

Spanish from Wake Forest in 1965. He entered graduate school at
Miami of Ohio and served as a graduate assistant under Bo
Schembechler, earning a master's degree in secondary education from
Miami in 1966. He returned to his prep alma mater, Barberton High
School (Ohio), in 1966 as an assistant football coach in charge of the
offensive backfield. The following year he was commissioned in the
Army, reaching the ranks of first lieutenant and coaching West
Point’s freshman football squad before his March 1969 discharge.
That same year he began a two-year stint as offensive coordinator and
physical education instructor at San Jose State. He then returned to
West Point in 1971 and spent two years as Army’s offensive backfield
coach. In 1973, he joined Jim Young’s staff at Arizona as offensive
coordinator. He then followed Young to Purdue in 1977, again handl
ing the offense.

Mackovic enjoyed a successful career as a quarterback at Wake
Forest in 1962-64, becoming the school’s sixth-leading all-time passer
with 1,950 yards in those three seasons. As a senior in '64, he led the
ACC in total offense, was second team All-ACC, first-team All-ACC
Academic and was voted the Deacons most inspirational player. He
was a teammate and a roommate of the late Brian Piccolo during his
playing days at Wake Forest.
An avid golfer during the off-season, Mackovic becomes the third

youngest head coach in the NFL, next to Denver’s Dan Reeves and
Buffalo’s new head coach Kay Stephenson.

Mackovic and his wife, Arlene, have two children, Amy, 8 years,
and John Jr., 6 years. The family resides in Mission, Kansas.

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CHIEFS COACHING STAFF
BUD CARSON, Def. Coord. & Def. Backs

A defensive mastermind who was first
recognized for orchestrating the Pittsburgh
Steelers famous “Steel Curtain” defense in
the mid-70’s, Bud Carson will serve his first
season as the Chiefs defensive coordinator
and defensive backfield coach. For Carson it
will be his 12th season in the NFL. Nine of

those seasons have been playoff years with
three Super Bowl appearances.
One of six coaches on the Chiefs staff who

has had head coaching experience, Carson
was the head man at Georgia Tech for five

seasons (1967-71). While at Tech, Carson’s Yellow Jackets compiled a
27-27 record with one of the most difficult schedules in the nation
and, in his final two head coaching seasons, made appearances in the
Sun and Peach Bowls.

But, it was in the professional ranks where Carson began to make
his mark and reputation in the coaching field. He was hired by Chuck
Noil in 1972 to coach the defensive backfield, assumed the defensive
coordinator position midway through that season and began building
one of the most dominating defenses in the history of the league.
Through the next six seasons, while he was with the Steelers, Carson
shared in six playoff seasons and two Super Bowl victories (IX and X)
before moving on to the Los Angeles Rams. He served as George
Allen’s defensive backfield coach in 1978 and then became defensive
coordinator the following season, where he stayed through 1981. His
defense helped the Rams gain a berth in Super Bowl XIV in 1979. In
1982, Carson became the defensive coordinator for the Baltimore
Colts.

A native of Brackenridge, Pa., the 51-year-old Carson was an All-
Southern Conference defensive back at North Carolina for three
years. Full name: Leon H. “Bud” Carson. Wife; Linda. Children:
Dana (24). Cliff (23). Gary (22), Cathy (7).

WALT COREY, Defensive Line

One of two coaches to be retained from the

previous coaching staff, Walt Corey repre
sents a nostalgic Chiefs history to John
Mackovic’s coaching crew. Corey has served
as both a player and an assistant coach for
the Chiefs.

This season, he begins his tenth year as a
Chiefs assistant, returning to the defensive
line after handling the defensive backs for the
past two seasons under Marv Levy. Corey
spent two terms with the Chiefs as an assis
tant, first with Hank Stram as the defensive

line coach from 1971-74 and then as the defensive line and defensive
backfield coach for Levy from 1978-82.
The first appointee on Mackovic’s staff, Corey brings a wealth of

defensive knowledge, having coached all phases of the defense in the
professional ranks and having played as a linebacker in professional
football for the Dallas Texans and Chiefs from 1960 through 1966.
Corey was an outstanding football player at the University of

Miami before joining the original Dallas Texans in the first year of the
American Football League in 1960. He was a starting linebacker in the
Texans 1962 AFL championship game and played for the Chiefs in
Super Bowl 1 following the 1966 season.
He entered the collegiate coaching ranks in 1967 before Joining

Stram’s Chiefs coaching staff in 1971. In between his Chiefs coaching
stints, Corey was the linebacker coach for the Cleveland Browns from
1975-77. The 45-year-old Corey is a native of Latrobe, Pa., and at
tended high school at Derry (Pa.) H.S. Full name: Walter M. Corey.
Wife: Jane. Children: Carla (16), Mark (15).



DAN DANIEL, Inside Linebackers

A recent coaching protege of the Canadian
Football League, Clarence “Dan” Daniel
will work with the inside linebackers as a

member of the Chiefs coaching staff this
season.

He joins the Chiefs after a five-year
coaching reign in the CFL with the Edmon
ton Eskimos and the Calgary Stampeders,
both as defensive coordinator. He was
recognized in the CFL as one of the most in
novative defensive coaches in the league.
While at Edmonton (1978-81), Daniel’s

defense led the Eskimos to four consecutive Grey Cup titles and, last
season, as the defensive coordinator at Calgary, the Stampeders
jumped from fifth place in ’81 to second place and a playoff berth in
’82 with a devastating defense.

Daniel carries a wealth of experience as an assistant coach in the col
legiate ranks where he spent 16 years at five different institutions, star
ting with the University of Wyoming in 1962. He was the defensive
coordinator at MacAlester College (Minn.), Colorado State and the
University of Houston and an assistant coach at the U.S. Naval
Academy before heading for the two CFL coaching assignments.

Daniel also coached for seven years on the high school level follow
ing his graduation from Huron College in his native Huron, South
Dakota.
The 50-year-old Daniel attended Huron High School. Full name:

Clarence A. “Dan” Daniel. Wife: Wendy. Children: Carly (9),
Chelsey (1); four children from previous marriage: Dale (27), Denise
(26), Dirk (23), Darci (17).

DOUG GRABER, Def. Backs & Quality Control

Another Chiefs assistant coach who nas

collegiate head coaching experience, Doug
Graber will work with many phases of the
team’s defense in 1983. He will assist defen
sive coordinator Bud Carson with the defen

sive secondary and also will serve as the quali
ty control coach of the defense.
Graber joins the Chiefs staff after com

pleting a most successful campaign as the
Montana State Bobcats head coach in 1982.
Graber guided Montana State from seventh
place in the Big Sky Conference in 1981 to a

tie for the conference crown last season with a 6-5 overall mark and a
5-2 league record.
A football and golf star at Wayne State University, Graber earned a

master’s degree in education at Northern Michigan. His overall
coaching career started in his native Detroit at St. Francis Cabrini
High School.
Graber then entered the collegiate coaching ranks in 1969, taking

over the defensive coordinating at Michigan Tech. He developed the
league’s top defense all three years at Tech and moved on to Eastern
Michigan as the defensive coordinator from 1972-75. In 1976, Graber
was hired by Dave McClain at Ball State as the defensive backfield
coach and recruiting coordinator. He moved with McClain to Wiscon
sin in 1978 as the Badgers defensive backfield coach and spent four
years there developing one of the Big Ten’s top secondaries. He also
was the academic and recruiting coordinator at Wisconsin.
The 39-year-old Graber will spend much of his time evaluating the

Chiefs defensive tendencies throughout the season in addition to help
ing coach the defensive secondary. Graber attended St. Agatha High
School in Detroit. Full name: Douglas Gary Graber. Wife: Faye.
Children: Joe (8), J.J. (6).
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J.D. HELM, Off. Asst. & Quality Control

One of two assistant coaches from the

previous staff to be retained by Chiefs head
coach John Mackovic, J.D. Helm brings a
variety of coaching and personnel experience
to the coaching staff, In 1983, Helm will
serve as a general offensive assistant and
quality control coach for Mackovic.

After spending seven years on the Chiefs
player personnel staff both as a scout and as
the assistant director of player personnel,
Helm joined the Chiefs coaching staff in 1982
under Marv Levy. He coached the offensive

backs that season but, this year, under Mackovic, he will work more
closely with the head coach in evaluating the Chiefs offense and coor
dinating other team assignments.
Mackovic first became associated with Helm when they coached

against each other in the WAC, Helm as an assistant at BYU and
Mackovic as an assistant at Arizona.
A football and track standout at the University of Kansas, Helm

has coached on the high school, college and professional levels in ad
dition to owning a great wealth of experience in personnel scouting.
He began his coaching career at his alma mater, Kansas, as a graduate
assistant and then moved on to an assistant coaching and teaching
position at Shawnee Mission East High School in suburban Kansas Ci-
ty.
Helm moved into college coaching in 1968 at Brigham Young

University and, for seven seasons, was instrumental in helping develop
the Cougars wide open and nationally famous offensive attack. Dur
ing his stint with BYU, Helm coached all phases of the offense.
A native of Marceline (Mo.), the 42-year-old Helm attended El

Dorado Springs (Mo.) High School and was recognized as one of the
state’s outstanding football players. Full name: J.D. Helm. Wife:
Elizabeth. Children: Heather (13). Lisa (10), Erin (8), Adam (6).

C.T. HEWGLEY, Linemen, Strength & Cond.

A veteran of three military wars and carry
ing 14 years of experience in the collegiate
coaching ranks, C.T. Hewgley will serve a
dual role in his capacity as a Chiefs assistant
coach in his first assignment with profes
sional football.

Hewgley will coordinate the Chiefs
strength and conditioning program
throughout the year and, in addition, will
work with offensive line coach Rod
Humenuik and defensive line coach Walt
Corey. He assisted in organizing and direct

ing the final stages of construction for the Chiefs new weight and con
ditioning area in Arrowhead Stadium during this past off-season.
A combat veteran of World War II, Korea and Vietnam, Hewgley

did not begin his coaching career until the age of 43, following two
stints in the U.S. Army. He spent 17 years in the service, making it a
career until retiring in 1968 and then starting his coaching career.
A graduate of the University of Wyoming where he was an All-

America tackle in 1950, Hewgley began his coaching career as the
freshman coach and recruiting coordinator at Miami (Fla.) from
1968-70. He returned to his alma mater as the line coach from 1971-73
and then became the head coach at the University of Nebraska-Omaha
in 1974.

1962 AFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
DALLAS at HOUSTON
December 23, 1962

A contest that moved the infant American Football League into the
national consciousness proved to be the first of three AFL titles for
Hank Stram’s Texans/Chiefs.
Following second place finishes in each of the'league’s first two

seasons, the Texans ran away with the AFL West championship in
1962. Dallas finished 11-3. a full four games in front, and was matched
with the Houston Oilers, also 1 1-3. who had won the AFL title in 1960

and '61 over the Los Angeles, then San Diego Chargers.
The Texans, paced by a pair of touchdowns from Abner Haynes,

took a 17-0 halftime advantage. Haynes scored first on a 28-yard pass
from Len Dawson and then on a two-yard run after Tommy Brooker
had given Dallas a 3-0 first-quarter advantage with a 16-yard field goal.

But the momentum quickly shifted to the Oilers in the second half.
George Blanda, then a “young” 35-year-old, passed 15 yards to Willard
Dewvcall for a touchdown and kicked a 31-yard field goal before
Charley Tolar burst over from the one to tie the game at 17-17 in the
fourth quarter.
The two teams then went into the first sudden death overtime in AFL

annals. The Texans won the toss and Stram elected to kick off.
maintaining his defense could hold the Oilers long enough for Dawson
to get the ball in good field position. Herein came the famous “kick to
the clock” episode in which Texans captain Haynes inadvertantly
elected for his team to kick into the wind instead of having it as the
consolation for not receiving the football.

Neither club mounted a serious challenge in the early stages of
overtime, but as the fifth quarter was drawing to  a close. Dallas
defensive end Bill Hull intercepted a Blanda pass and returned to
midfield. Dawson then passed to Jack Spikes for 10 yards. Spikes, the
game’s most valuable player, ran for 19 and the Texans were in field
goal range. At the 2:54 mark of the sixth quarter, Brooker kicked a 25-
yard field goal to give the Texans a 20-17 victory and the American
Football League championship. The game lasted 77 minutes and 54
seconds and would be the longest in pro football history until the Chiefs
and Miami Dolphins played over 82 minutes nearly  a decade later in
1971 ,

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1966 AFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
KANSAS CITY at BUFFALO

January 1, 1967
With a berth in Super Bowl I as the prize, the Chiefs visited ancient

War Memorial Stadium for a New Year's Day clash with the defending
AFL champion Buffalo Bills.
The game, played in frigid, subzero temperatures, produced its first

break on the opening kickoff. Jerrel Wilson recovered a Bills fumble on
the Buffalo 31-yard line. Three plays later, Len Dawson passed 29
yards to Fred Arbanas for the first touchdown and  a 7-0 Kansas City
lead.

Buffalo, though, tied the game near the end of the opening period
when Jack Kemp hit Elbert Dubenion on a 69-yard pass play. Few
thought it would be the Bills final score of the day.
The Chiefs defense stiffened and Dawson led the offense to 10

second-quarter points, Otis Taylor caught a 29-yard touchdown pass
and Mike Mercer added a 32-yard field goal, aided by a 72-yard pass
interception by Johnny Robinson.
Mike Garrett then applied the coup de grace for the Chiefs by

scoring on runs of one and 18 yards. Kansas City won its second AFL
title in four years and awaited the Green Bay Packers in Super Bowl I,

SUPER BOWL I
KANSAS CITY vs GREEN BAY

January 15, 1967
Representing themselves and the American Football League in the

first championship match with the National Football League, the
Chiefs played well for one half before bowing to the supremacy of the
Green Bay Packers.

Vince Lombardi’s Packers, one of the great pro football teams of all
time, won Super Bowl 1 by a 35-10 score. But the Packers held a slim
14-10 advantage at the half before the game turned on one play in the
third quarter.

Green Bay opened the scoring when Bart Starr passed 37 yards to
Max McGee, McGee making a remarkable one-handed catch for the
touchdown. Len Dawson tied the game for the Chiefs when he passed to
Curtis McClinton for a second period touchdown. The Packers then
went back on top, 14-7, before Mike Mercer kicked  a 31-yard field goal
just before the half ended.
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The Chiefs momentum carried over into the third quarter as Kansas
City moved to a first down on its initial possession. But then the game's
key play, one that doomed the underdog Chiefs, unfolded when Willie
Wood intercepted a Dawson pass intended for Fred Arbanas at
midfield. Wood returned all the way to the Chiefs 5-yard line, where
Elijah Pitts ran for a third Green Bay touchdown and an
insurmountable 21-10 lead.

1969 AFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME
KANSAS CITY at OAKLAND

January 4, 1970
On the day the American Football League played the final game of

its 10-year history, the Kansas City Chiefs became the only three-time
.AFL champion. The Chiefs, through a curious playoff system, played
their Western Division rivals, the Oakland Raiders, for the league's last
title. Oakland, which had won the AFL West and held a pair of regular
season wins over the Chiefs, went down to a 17-7 defeat, the first of
several AFL/AFC title game defeats that have bedeviled the Raiders
during the past decade.
The contest, unlike other Raiders-Chiefs matchups, was marked by

turnovers. The two clubs managed one first-half touchdown apiece,
Oakland's on a three-yard run by Charlie Smith, Kansas City
responding with a one-yard plunge by Wendell Hayes after Lon
Dawson had hit on passes of 14 yards to Otis Taylor and 41 yards to
Frank Pitts.

In the third quarter, George Blanda twice missed field goal attempts
that would have moved Oakland in front. Midway through the period,
Kansas City mounted a drive from its own 2-yard line, the field position
a result of a fumble which luckily was recovered before it bounded into
the end zone. Dawson and Taylor pulled Kansas City out of the hole
with a 35-yard pass and run play. Robert Holmes added 23 more on a
flare pass in the left flat and then scored the go-ahead touchdown five
plays later.
At this point, the game became a defensive struggle. Led by defensive

charges from the entire front four of Aaron Brown, Buck Buchanan,
Curley Culp and Jerry Mays, the Chiefs continually harassed Raiders
quarterback Daryle Lamonica. But the turnovers which would plague
both teams were only beginning.

In the fourth quarter, turnovers gave Oakland the football three
times in Kansas City territory. Three times the Chiefs responded with
interceptions, one each by Jim Marsalis, Jim Kearney and Emmitt
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Thomas. Thomas’ steal was his second of the day and covered 62 yards
to the Oakland 18-yard line. Jan Stenerud's field goal provided a 17-7
lead and a return to the Super Bowl,

SUPER BOWL IV
KANSAS CITY vs MINNESOTA

January 11, 1970

Kansas City’s finest sports hour concluded at 5:20 in the afternoon of
Sunday, January 1 1, 1970, when the Chiefs defeated the Minnesota
Vikings, 23-7, for the world championship of pro football.
The Chiefs, who finished 1 1-3 on the season and defeated the New

’r'ork Jets and Oakland in the playoffs, dosed out their first decade as
the outstanding team in the American Football League which, with
Super Bowl iV, came to an end. Beginning in 1970, the two leagues
merged, with the AFL becoming the American Football Conference of
the NFL.

Minnesota, a prohibitive favorite, was 12-2 during the regular season
and at one point had won 12 games in succession.
The Chiefs took an early lead when Jan Stenerud kicked a 48-yard

first quarter field goal. Stenerud’s kick remains  a Super Bowl record.
He then followed with field goals of 32 and 25 yards for a 9-0 lead,
Kansas City received the first break in the game when the Vikings

Charlie West fumbled a kickoff and Remi Prudhomme recovered at the
Minnesota 19-yard line. After an eight-yard loss, Len Dawson handed
off to Wendell Hayes, who rambled for 13 yards up the middle on a
draw play. A 10-yard pass to Otis Taylor gave the Chiefs a first down at
the 4. Three plays later Mike Garrett burst off-tackle for five yards and
a touchdown. The Chiefs held a 16-0 halftime lead, stunning the
Vikings and a nationwide television audience.

Minnesota mounted a mild third-quarter comeback when Dave
Osborn scored from four yards out to cut the margin to 16-7. But any
hopes the Vikings had of getting closer were dashed by Otis Taylor,
who lived up to his big-play reputation repeatedly through that season.
Dawson hit Taylor on a short hitch pattern, but when Earsell

Mackbee missed the initial tackle, Taylor was loose down the right
sideline, highstepping his way to a 46-yard touchdown. After three
quarters, the Chiefs again held a 16-point lead.
As was so often the case in 1969, the defense came to the fore.

Minnesota had the ball three times in the final period and, as in the
Oakland game the previous week, the Chiefs snuffed out all three
chances with interceptions. Middle linebacker Willie Lanier picked off
a Joe Kapp pass to hail a rally at the Chiefs 34-yard line. Later on,
Johnny Robinson, playing with what turned out to be three broken ribs.
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grabbed another errant Kapp throw. In the game's closing minutes,
Emmitt Thomas intercepted his third pass of the playoffs. The Chiefs
then ran out the clock to capture the AFL's second con.secutive Super
Bowl triumph.
The American Football League’s 10-year history had come to an end

with the Kansas City Chiefs its most successful team. The 1970s would
usher in a new era for the Chiefs, an era that would produce noted
changes as the club sought to regain its position as world champion.

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MACK LEE HILL AWARD

Each year since 1966, the Chiefs
veteran players have selected a reci
pient for the Mack Lee Hill Award. It
is a tribute to the late Mack Lee Hill,
an outstanding running back who
played for the Chiefs in 1964 and
1965. He was described as a man who
played as much with his heart as he did
with his driving legs in the early days
of the American Football League.

In memory and tribute to Hill, the
award is presented annually to the
Chiefs rookie, who, as the inscription
on the trophy reads — “best ex
emplifies the spirit of the late Mack

Lee Hill ... the man with the giant heart and quiet way.” In selecting
the recipient, the chiefs veterans look for a first-year player who has
displayed the spirit and attitude of Mack Lee Hill.
The 1982 winner of the award was center Les Studdard. The Chiefs

10th round draft choice in 1981 who spent that entire season on in
jured reserve with an ankle injury, Studdard was switched from guard
to center during the '82 preseason. He started two games last season
for the injured Jack Rudnay and is the heir apparent to the starting
center job which Rudnay vacated by retiring at the end of the ’82
season. A native of El Paso, Texas, the 6-4, 260-pound Studdard was
an all-Southwest Conference guard at the University of Texas.

Many who played with and aga inst the 6-4, 225-pound Be ll fee l he

might have won equa lly lasting accla im a t severa l other positions than
outside linebacker, e ither on offense or de fense . As it was. Be ll did ex
ce l in a wide varie ty of ways in two decades of gridiron play.

He was first a ha lfback and then an a ll-sta te quarterback a t his
home town high school in She lby, N . C . He >vo5 a freshman quarter
back a t the University of Minnesota , but wound up as an A ll-A merica
tackle . And in Kansas C ity, he started as a de fensive end be fore mov
ing to linebacker. Be ll even snapped the ba ll on punts and kickoffs.

Be ll was built in the shape of an inverted pyramid with massive
shoulders tapering down to a 32-inch wa ist on his 225-pound frame .
A long with tha t fearsome appearance , he had the ability and strength
to withstand the punishment he had to lake . Toss a ll of tha t in with ex
ceptiona l agility and speed (4.5 in the 40) and you had a ll the a ttributes
of the perfect outside linebacker.

Coach Hank S tram recognized a ll of those abilities when Be ll first
Joined the Chie fs in 1963, but the Chie fs were blessed with exce llent
linebackers tha t year, so Be ll became the team’s le ft de fensive end.

“The most important question was not where Bobby could play, ”
S tram, who coached Be ll throughout his pro career, remembers. “He
could have he lped us a t a number of positions, even on offense . The
rea l question where we needed him most. ’’

In his rookie season. Be ll we ighed Just over 210, sma ll by modern-
day standards for a de fensive lineman. But he tackled the Job with
characteristic enthusiasm and de termina tion and soon became one of
the top pass-rushers in the A FL. In his second campa ign in 1965, he
won a ll-A FL honors as a de fensive end.

By Be ll’s third season in ’66, S tram fe ll he had enough de fensive
line strength to permit Be ll to make the permanent move to line
backer. There he deve loped into super-stardom, winning e ither a ll-
A FL or a ll-A F C designa tion the next e ight seasons. During tha t
period, he starred on two A FL championship teams, played in Super
Bowls I and IV and wfl5 named to the last six A FL A ll-S tar games and
the first three A F C-N F C Pro Bowl contests. Be ll was picked to the a ll-
time A FL team in 1969. He vvoi' inducted into the Kansas C ity Chie fs
Ha ll of F ame in 1979.

Be ll loved to handle the ba ll, and he did quite often, intercepting 26
passes in 12 years. He re turned them 479 yards, an average of 18.4
yards per re turn, and scored six times on interceptions.

Be ll, who opera tes his own barbecue restaurant in the Kansas C ity
area today, undoubtedly would have been an outstanding player on
the strength of his god-given ta lents a lone . But wha t made him stand
out from the crowd was his superior approach to the game , a will
ingness to play anywhere even when he woi injured and his grea t Joy a t
Just playing the game .

“A ttitude-wise , Bobby was a rookie a ll the years he played for us, ”
S tram summarizes. “I think if you had a teamful of Bobby Be lls,
you’d want to coach forever and you'd win forever. ’ ’

Now with his Pro Footba ll Ha ll of F ame induction, Bobby Be ll will
be , as he should in the pro footba ll world he represented so we ll,
remembered forever.
