COLLEGE; Won nine varsity letters — four in football, three in basketball
and two in baseball - at the University of Minnesota from 1946-1949. Went to
Minnesota after being in the Navy for a year. Played football and basketball at
Great Lakes Naval Training Center where his coaches included Paul Brown
(football) and Weeb Ewbank (basketball). At Minnesota he was named All-Big
Ten twice in football, as an end.
