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As committed as the Vikings are to bringing a Super Bowl championship to the fans and to the state, the franchise is
equally devoted to securing a long-term home for the team in Minnesota. The Vikings are one of the few NFL franchises
without a stadium solution but remain determined to collaborate with the State Legislature, the Governor and local leaders
to resolve this issue. With the team’s Metrodome lease set to expire in 2011 and costs increasing $50 million with each
year of delay, 2009 is the critical year to preserve the long-term viability of the Vikings in Minnesota.

Working with the Metropolitan Sports Facilities Commission (MSFC), the Vikings are moving forward on a public-private
partnership that will open a new, multi-purpose stadium on the current Metrodome site in 2012. The two sides will present
this stadium development plan to the 2009 Legislature for consideration. The joint proposal will include specific stadium
design and program elements, a finance plan and principles of agreement on how the new facility will be operated and gov
erned, all crucial topics for state leaders to analyze as they work to reach a stadium solution in 2009.

The economic development proposal will include three critical elements that go beyond hosting Vikings home games:
● A retractable-roof stadium that will give Minnesotans a state-of-the-art venue to be used year-round for high school

and amateur sports, trade shows, community and cultural events, as well as national and international happenings.
● A Winter Garden light rail train station that will serve as a connecting point for the future Central Corridor light rail

line and the existing Hiawatha line. This gathering place is integral to the Vikings vision of the overall development and
will host indoor/outdoor activities for transit riders, neighborhood residents, downtown workers and stadium attendees.

● A privately-financed redevelopment of the Downtown East area that will include office buildings, residences, shops
and restaurants. This exciting project will create jobs, boost the economy and bring a renewed energy to this area of
Minneapolis.

“The Metrodome site makes great sense for a new stadium because most of the necessary infrastructure is already in
place,” Vikings Owner/Chairman Zygi Wiif said. "However, while Minneapolis is the proposed location for this stadium, the
facility will be a statewide asset used for events that student-athletes and fans from across Minnesota will attend and ben¬
efit from.”

Madieu Williams and special teams standout Maurice
Hicks.

Bowl DT Pat Williams' contract was extended prior to the
start of the regular season. The team also secured record-
setting P Chris Kluwe with an in-season extension, extend
ed starting RG Anthony Herrera’s contract and benefited
from signing free-agent WR Bobby Wade after the initial
flurry of 2007 free agency, watching him set career-highs
and lead the team in receiving.

Spielman has climbed the ranks of NFL personnel
departments with Detroit, Chicago and Miami, ascending
to General Manager of the Dolphins for the 2004 season.
He began his NFL career as a scout with Detroit in 1990
and worked with the club in college scouting for five sea
sons before adding pro scouting duties in 1995 and '96. He

Game against Washington, losing out on the chance to
play in Super Bowl XXVI at the Metrodome. The Lions
drafted well during Splelman’s tenure, selecting the core
talent for the team and several players who earned regular
Pro Bowl accolades. The club drafted WR Herman Moore
in the 1st round of the 1991 draft and he went on to four
Pro Bowl berths while defensive linemen Robert Porcher

The team selected perennial Pro Bowl C Olin Kreutz in the
3rd round of the 1998 draft and followed with a 3rd-round

find in 1999 by taking WR Marty Booker. The team uncov
ered 4th-rounders WR Marcus Robinson (1997) LB
Rosevelt Colvin (1999) and LB Warrick Holdman (1999)
along with CB Jerry Azumah in the 5th round (1999). The
team traded a 7th-round pick in 1999 to arch rival Green
Bay for KR Glyn Milburn, who went on to the Pro Bowl that
season.

Spielman got his first taste of NFL personnel analysis
as a college scout with Detroit from 1990-94 and added pro
scouting responsibilities for his final two seasons (1995-96)
in the Motor City. The Lions enjoyed one of the finest
stretches in franchise history in the early 1990s, winning a
pair of NFC Central titles in 1991 and 1993 and the team
advanced to the playoffs in 1991, '93, ’94 and '95.

defense have all made back-to-back Pro Bowl trips in 2006
and 2007. The Vikings offense in 2007 set franchise
records by rushing for 2,634 yards (164.6 per game) with
rookie phenom Adrian Peterson leading with way with an
NFC-best 1,341 yards.

Defensively, the Williams tandem shut down the run
better than anyone in the NFL. The Vikings posted the #1
rush defense in the NFL in 2006 and 2007. Over the past
2 seasons, the Vikings have stifled opponents by allowing
67.9 yards per game, 2.9 yards per carry and 0.5 rushing
TDs per game over those 32 contests. Behind the rugged
DTs, the Vikings have an emerging trio of LBs who have a
knack for the big play and ball-hawking DBs. The 2007
Vikings tied a franchise record by scoring 6 TDs on inter
ception returns and 2 more on fumble returns. The Vikings'
13 defensive TDs (9 INTs, 4 FRs) since 2006 lead the NFL
and are 5 more than the runner-up Packers' 8. Pro Bowl S
Darren Sharper has snared 53 career interceptions to rank
among the all-time NFL leaders.

Peterson is joined in the backfieid by RB Chester
Taylor, who ran for 1,216 yards for the Vikings in 2006, and
newly-acquired free agent FB Thomas Tapeh from
Philadelphia. Peterson and Taylor set a Vikings record for
rushing yards by a tandem with 2,185 yards. In 2007, QB
Tarvaris Jackson posted an 8-4 record as a starter in his
1st season with the full-time job and rallied the team on a
5-game win streak in November and December to put the
team in playoff contention.

IDENTIFYING AND DEVELOPING TALENT

The Vikings have made the most of their drafts in the
past 2 seasons. The Vikings have drafted 11 players in
rounds 1-5 during the 2006 and 2007 drafts and have had
10 of those players crack the starting lineup. The lone play
er not to start, WR Aundrae Allison, set Vikings records
with a 28.7 average on kickoff returns in 2007 and notched
the longest play in team history with a 104-yard kickoff
return TD vs. Detroit. The 2007 draft class landed both
Peterson and 5th-round DE Brian Robison on the Ail-
Rookie team.

Acquiring players through free agency and the organi
zational commitment to improving the talent level allowed
Hutchinson to join the team in 2006 in a free agent group
that included Taylor, LB Ben Leber and K Ryan Longwell.

The Vikings coaching staff has a talent for developing
players and taking advantage of their skills. The team has
5 assistant coaches on staff who have played in the NFL
and overall have a staff with a wealth of experience on the
sideline.

PROVEN SUCCESS WITH PHILADELPHIA

Childress joined the Vikings following a seven-year stint
with the Philadelphia Eagles, including the final four sea
sons as offensive coordinator. During his tenure in
Philadelphia, the Eagles represented the NFC in Super
Bowl XXXIX, amassed a 70-42 (.625) record in the regular
season, won four straight NFC East titles from 2001-04
and advanced to the playoffs from 2000-04. During

Entering his 3rd season leading the Minnesota Vikings,
Head Coach Brad Childress has a team built on his princi
ples for winning football. The Vikings feature strong play
along both lines, a dynamic running game and an oppor
tunistic defense. A bevy of top-flight linemen have been
important to developing the identity of the Vikings and are
being complimented by emerging playmakers. The Vikings
had 7 players in 2007 rewarded with Pro Bowl berths, the
most since the 2000 season.

Since taking over the Vikings in 2006, Childress has
placed a premium on playing smart football, minimizing
mistakes and winning the line of scrimmage. With  4 Pro
Bowlers along the offensive and defensive lines,  a pair of
proven 1,000-yard runners in the backfieid and an aggres
sive defense with a nose for the ball, the Vikings enter
2008 with a strong nucleus of experienced talent. In the 3rd
season under Childress’ leadership the team has made
steady improvement and are poised to build on a solid
foundation. The offseason addition of 2007 NFL sack
leader and All-Pro DE Jared Allen via trade with Kansas

City and free agent starters WR Bernard Berrian and S
Madieu Williams fill positions with veteran playmakers.

The 2008 season marks Childress' 31st in coaching
and his 11th on an NFL sideline. During his previous 30
seasons at the collegiate and professional ranks Childress
has been a part of teams with .500 or better records 18
times and has a combined record of 219-174-8 including
playoffs and bowl action.

Record Book Redux
The 2007 Vikings set new team records in several cate
gories across the board- offense, defense and special
teams. The team continued to build on the solid founda
tion established since Brad Childress took over in 2006.

The sound fundamentals of rushing defense, a strong
running game and game-breaking special teams gave
some of the best performances in team history.

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The 2007 Vikings were represented by 7 players in the Pro Bowl, 3 of those players joined the team during Head
Coach Brad Childress’ tenure- G Steve Hutchinson, FB Tony Richardson and RB Adrian Peterson. The 7 honorees
were the most for the Vikings since the 2000 season.

Childress’ time as offensive coordinator (2002-05), the
Eagles were 43-21 in the regular season, the most wins in
the NFC over that span. Since joining the Eagles in 1999,
Childress' teams had a 13-1 mark against NFC North
teams including playoff wins over Chicago, Green Bay and
Minnesota.

The Eagles offense under Childress was able to excel
while adjusting to personnel transition and injuries. The
team ranked in the NFL’s top 10 in total offense twice in
those four seasons and assembled numerous individual

achievements. In the four seasons Childress guided the
offense, the team amassed 5,000+ yards each season,
averaging 333.8 yards per game in that span. The Eagles
offense from 2000-05 featured 7 players who have earned
14 berths in the Pro Bowl, highlighted by signal caller
Donovan McNabb who has been honored with 5 berths in

the all-star game. Joining McNabb in Hawaii over the span
were TE Chad Lewis (3 limes), T Tra Thomas (2). G
Jermane Mayberry (1), T Jon Runyan (1), WR Terrell
Owens (1) and RB Brian Westbrook (1).

Childress worked with McNabb since his rookie season

in 1999 when he signed on as the Eagles QB coach.
McNabb has emerged as one of the top QBs in the NFL
during the past seven seasons and established an NFL
record in 2004 as the 1st QB to throw for 30+ TDs and less

than 10 interceptions. The Eagles offense set franchise
records in several areas in the 2004 run to Super Bowl
XXXIX, including team passer rating (96.4), completion

percentage (61.4%) and gross passing yardage (4,208). In
2000 McNabb was runner-up in the Associated Press MVP
voting.

The Eagles improvement during Childress’ tenure was
remarkable as the team went 5-11 in the Andy Reid staff’s
first season in 1999. A year later the 2000 Eagles won the
first playoff game in eight seasons for the franchise. The
2001 team that won the NFC East was the first division title

for the Eagles since 1988 and the 2004 team that won 13
regular season games en route to the NFC title set the
franchise record for wins.

COLLEGIATE PROGRAM BUILDING

Before joining Reid’s Eagles staff in January 1999,
Childress tutored the University of Wisconsin as offensive
coordinator, quarterbacks and running backs coach from
1991-98. During his tenure in Madison the Badgers played
in five bowl games, highlighted by Rose Bowl wins over
UCLA in 1994 and 1998. The 1993 squad set a school
record and ranked 4th in Big Ten history by averaging
455.2 yards per game. Childress guided Badgers RB Ron
Dayne through his junior season and helped him become
the first collegiate player to rush for over 7,000 career
yards and go on to win the Heisman Trophy. White tutoring
the UW offense, Childress guided some of the top per
formers in school history. Ron Dayne (lst-7,125 yards),
Brent Moss (4th-3,428 yards) and Terrell Fletcher (5th-
3,414) all rank among the career rushing leaders while QB
Darrell Bevell left as the top passer in school history (7,686
yards) and Mike Samuel ranks 4th (4,989 yards). Three of
the top five receivers in UW annals were under Childress’
instruction as Chris Chambers (3rd-2,004 yards), Tony
Simmons (4th-1,991 yards) and Lee DeRamus (5th-1,974
yards) all made their mark on the Big Ten during their
careers.

The Badgers climbed out of the cellar of the Big Ten
prior to Childress arriving on campus. The 1990 club strug
gled through a 1-10 season before Childress came aboard
in 1991 and helped the team to a 59-32-4 mark over the
next eight seasons and a 4-1 mark in bowl games. The
1993 team tied for the Big Ten title at 10-1-1 and went to
the Rose Bowl, the first conference championship and
Rose Bowl appearance since 1963. The 1998 squad,
Childress’ last with the Badgers, topped UCLA 38-31 in the
Rose Bowl. Along with Dayne. Childress oversaw UW
standouts Brent Moss as he won the 1993 Big Ten MVP
and conference Offensive Player of the Year. Dayne took
home the 1996 Big Ten Rookie of the Year hardware.

Prior to joining the Wisconsin staff, Childress was wide
receivers coach at Utah in 1990 and offensive coordinator

at Northern Arizona from 1986-89. The coaching staff at
NAU included future NFL head coaches Andy Reid, Bill
Callahan and Marty Mornhinweg. Reid. Childress and
Mornhinweg were later reunited with the Eagles.

Childress’ first taste of NFL coaching came as quarter
backs/quality control coach of the 1985 Indianapolis Colts.
His coaching career began at Illinois from 1978-84 where

Darrell Bevell has been key to the Vikings offensive
improvement from 2006 to 2007 and the squad stands
poised in 2008 to continue building on the foundation that
has established the Vikings as the NFL’s dominant rushing
team.

Bachs to the Front
The Vikings are fortunate to have an offensive attack
that features a pair of RBs capable of carrying the load.
Between Chester Taylor and Adrian Peterson, the team
has been able to establish the top ground game in the
NFL and shatter records along the way.

The 2007 Vikings featured a dynamic backfield that set
a team record with 2,634 rushing yards and set a team
record with a 5.33 yard-per-carry average. The Vikings
scored 22 rushing TDs, an improvement of 10 over the
2006 club, and tied a team record with 8 games on the
season featuring a 100-yard rushing performance.

Rookie sensation Adrian Peterson joined veteran
Chester Taylor to give the Vikings an unrivaled 1-2 punch
in the backfield and the tandem combined for a team-

record 2,185 yards. Peterson burst onto the NFL scene in
2007 and left his name etched throughout the NFL’s and
the Vikings’ record books. Peterson ran away with the
2007 Associated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year and

became only the 4th Vikings player and 2nd Vikings RB to
win the award. In his 5th NFL game Peterson broke the
Vikings single-game rushing record with 224 yards rushing
at Chicago and 3 games later he set a new NFL record with
296 yards on the ground against San Diego. Peterson
ended the season with 1,341 yards to finish 2nd in the NFL
rushing race and post the 2nd-best single-season rushing
mark in Vikings history. Peterson and Taylor became the
1st Vikings RB duo to rush for consecutive 1,000-yard sea
sons in Vikings history.

Peterson was the only offensive rookie in 2007 to earn
Pro Bowl honors and was joined on the NFC squad by FB
Tony Richardson, C Matt Birk and G Steve Hutchinson,
who both repeated their trips from 2006. The trip was Birk's
6th of his career, Hutchinson made his 5th consecutive

appearance in the game and Richardson earned a trip to
Hawaii for the 3rd time in his career.

The Vikings development of QB Tarvaris Jackson con
tinued in 2007 as the 2nd-year pro went 8-4 in his 12
starts, guiding the Vikings to all 8 of their wins on the sea
son. As a team the Vikings reduced turnovers dramatical
ly, throwing only 14 interceptions, tied for the 2nd-fewest in
a 16-game season in Vikings history. Jackson battled
injuries early in the season but started all 5 games in the
club’s 5-game win streak in November and December.

The 2006 Vikings were led on the ground by free agent
acquisition RB Taylor, who set a franchise record with 303
rushing attempts and the 4th-highest total in team history
with 1,216 rushing yards. The offense went through transi
tion throughout the season with 4 different starting groups
in the offensive line and only 3 players starting all 16
games across the front. Of the 3 players who did start
every game, 2 of them earned Pro Bowl berths- Birk
Hutchinson.

The Vikings produced a 100-yard rusher in 5 games
during the 2006 season with Taylor notching 4 and Artose
Pinner broke the century mark once. The 5 games break
ing the 100-yard plateau in 2006 was equal to the amount
of 100-yard rushing performances in the previous  2 sea
sons combined for the Vikings. Minnesota was 5-0 in
games with a 100-yard rusher.

When Brad Childress began building his Minnesota
Vikings coaching staff he had certain qualities in mind for
the men who would lead the team into the future. Childress

wanted coaches who were good teachers, hard workers

and dedicated to the task. Childress had seen all of those

qualities years earlier in a gritty QB who led his 1993
Wisconsin Badger squad to the school’s 1st Big Ten title
and Rose Bowl in 31 years. Over a decade later, the coach
and QB were reunited with the Vikings.

Bevell spent 6 seasons working with NFC North rivals
Green Bay. spending the last 3 seasons as the Packers’
QBs coach. During his tenure with Green Bay the team
went 57-39 in regular-season play and won 3 straight
North titles from 2002-04, the first 3 titles in the newly-
realigned division. The Packers advanced to the playoffs 4
straight seasons from 2001-04. From 2003-05 Green Bay
legend Brett Favre led the NFL with 1,026 completions. —
ranked 2nd with 82 TD passes and ranked 4th in the NFL
over that span with 11,330 yards. From 2002-04 the
Packers had a 41-game streak with a TD pass, all thrown
by Favre, the 2nd-longest such streak in NFL history trail
ing 49 games held by Johnny Unitas’ Colts from 1956-60.

In 2005, Green Bay led the NFL in completions (383)
and attempts (626) and set a new team record in both cat
egories. Favre extended his NFL record for QBs by start
ing his 221st consecutive game in the 2005 finale. Despite
the Packers offense being decimated by injury, Favre still
completed 61.3% of his passes on the season, his 5th
straight season over 60%.

The 2004 Packers set a team record with 4,449 net
passing yards, breaking an 11 -year old franchise record en
route to ranking 3rd in the NFL in total offense. After setting
a team record for rushing yards the season before, the
Packers became the 1st NFL team since the 1988-89 San

Francisco 49ers to set team marks in rushing and passing
in back-to-back seasons. The Packers offense also set a

new team record by allowing only 14 sacks on the season
with Favre being caught a mere 12 times. The Packers sig
nal-caller threw for 4,088 yards, his 4th career 4,000-yard
season and 1 st since 1999. His 61.4% completion rate was
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tied for the 2nd-best in his career.

Bevel! stepped into the Packers’ QB coaching role in
2003 with solid results. Favre set a career-high with a
65.4% completion rate, led the NFL with 32 TD passes and
earned his 8th career berth in the Pro Bowl. The Packers
offense was balanced as the team set a new franchise

record with 2.558 net yards rushing. Bevell’s debut in the
NFL came in 2000 as an offensive assistant with the team.

Along with Favre, Bevell worked with future NFC
Champion QB Matt Hasselbeck before his trade from
Green Bay to Seattle.

In his 12th season on a collegiate or professional side
line, Bevell got his first taste of coaching at Westmar
University in Lemars, lA in 1996 where he worked as pass
ing game coordinator and QBs coach. He moved on to
Iowa State in 1997 as a graduate assistant and then the
University of Connecticut for 2 seasons in 1998 and '99 as
WRs coach. The '98 UConn Huskies posted the most suc
cessful season in school history with a 10-3 record, a
school-record 461 points, the Atlantic-10 Conference North
Division title and advanced to the Division l-AA playoff
quarterfinals.

As a collegiate player Bevell studied under Childress as
the duo helped turn the dormant University of Wisconsin
program into a national power. A 4-year starter for the
Badgers, Bevell helped guide the team to a 10-1-1 mark as
a sophomore in 1993. The squad claimed a share of the
Big Ten championship for the 1st time since 1962 and won
the Rose Bowl over UCLA. Between his sophomore and
junior seasons, Bevell helped UW go 18-4-2. He left
Madison as the school’s all-time leading passer with 19

team records and a pair of Big Ten marks. His 67.8% com
pletion mark set in 1993 still stands as the conference
record while he was a 61.4% passer for his career.

A native of Yuma, AZ, Bevell was a standout at
Chaparral High in Scottsdale where he played under his
father, James. After redshirting in 1989 as a freshman at
Northern Arizona, where Childress was on the coaching
staff, Bevell went on a 2-year Mormon mission in
Cleveland in 1990-91. It was at Northern Arizona where
Bevell first studied under Childress when he was  a mem

ber of the Lumberjacks staff.
Bevell and his wife, Tammy, have 3 daughters- Kylie,

Morgan and Hailey.

The 2008 season marks Paul Ferraro's 3rd season as
the Vikings Special Teams Coordinator, his 4th season of
NFL coaching and his 27th season coaching overall. The
2007 Vikings special teams were some of the most suc
cessful in team history and the core of the units return for
the 2008 season. The 2007 special teams set team

records for kickoff return average, the longest kickoff return
in team history, the most punts landed inside the 20, the
most 50+ yard punts and the team converted a pair of
onside kicks. The Vikings special teams coverage units
were led by LB Heath Farwell, who led the team in special
teams tackles for the 2nd straight season and was voted by
his teammates as the Special Teams MVP and was recog
nized as a Pro Bowl alternate. Farwell set a Vikings record
with 7 special teams tackles in a win at NY Giants
(11/25/07).

The Vikings kickoff return unit was keyed by the devel
opment of a pair of rookies and set a team record with an
average return of 24.8 yards. Rookie 5th-round pick
Aundrae Allison set a Vikings record with a 28.7 average
on kickoff returns, posted the longest play in Vikings histo
ry when he returned a kickoff 104 yards vs. Detroit
(12/2/07) and led the NFC in kickoff return average. Allison
came to the Vikings and was developed as a return man
despite not being a factor in the return game during his col
legiate career. The Vikings return game allowed 3 different
players (Allison-3, Adrian Peterson-2 and Troy Williamson-
1) to post 6 kickoff returns of 50+ yards.

Punter Chris Kluwe set team records with 34 punts
landed inside the 20 and 29 punts of 50+ yards on the sea
son. Kicker Ryan Longwell booted a game-winning 55-yard
FG at Chicago (10/14/07), the 2nd-longest FG in Vikings
history. Longwell converted a pair of onside kicks that were
recovered by Farwell, including the Ist-ever by the Vikings
in the 1st quarter of a game vs. Philadelphia (10/28/07).
Longwell has converted 3 onside kicks in his 7 attempts in
2 seasons with the Vikings. In his 2 seasons as a Viking
and working with Ferraro, Longwell has not missed  a FG

In his 1st season with the Vikings in 2006 Ferraro gen

erated 4 takeaways with his special team units, had punt
returner Mewelde Moore tie a franchise record with his 2nd

career punt return TD and Longwell make all 21 of his FG
attempts under 46 yards. The Vikings successfully execut
ed a fake FG for a TD when Longwell hit TE Richard
Owens with a 16-yard TD pass, becoming the 1st Vikings
kicker to throw a TD pass in team history. Kluwe matched
a team record by landing 28 punts inside the 20 for the
season. Moore ranked 4th in the NFC for the 2006 season

with a 10.1 average. Moore returned a punt for a TD for the
2nd time in his career with a 71-yarder vs. New England
(10/30) on Monday Night Football.

In 2005 the #5-seeded Panthers notched a pair of
upset road wins en route to the NFC Championship game,
topping the NY Giants and #2-seeded Chicago Bears on
their home fields. During the playoff run the Panthers spe
cial teams were stellar as Pro Bowl WR Steve Smith

returned a punt for a TD in the Championship game and
the punt coverage team held opponents to a 2.2-yard
return average. John Kasay was 6-of-6 in FGs and P
Jason Baker landed 7 of his 16 punts inside the 20. During
the regular season Baker led the NFC and ranked 3rd in
the NFL in net punting average at 38.9 and landed a
career-best 20 punts Inside the 20 in his debut season with
the Panthers. Kasay's 121 points were the 3rd-most in his
career and his 26 FGs made was tied for the 3rd-best in his

14 NFL seasons. Smith, coming back from a season-end
ing injury in 2004, was fearless on punt returns and ranked
3rd in the NFC with a 10.6-yard average. Both the kickoff
and punt coverage units were solid, raking 5th in the NFL
in punt return average allowed at 6.5 yards and 11th in the
NFL with a 21.3 kickoff return average allowed.

Ferraro’s stint with Carolina was the 1st for him in the

NFL after 23 seasons at the collegiate level. Previous to
coming to the Panthers he was defensive coordinator at
Rutgers from 2001-04. The 2004 Scarlet Knights led the
Big East in sacks, takeaways and 3rd-down defense,

Ferraro spent the 1999 and 2000 seasons coaching
defensive backs with Georgia Tech, coaching a pair of DBs
to All-Atlantic Coast Conference 2nd-team honors as

Travares Tillman was recognized in 1999 and Jeremy
Muyres in 2000. Tillman went on to be a 2nd-round draft
choice in 2000 by the Buffalo Bills. The Yellow Jackets
went to the Gator Bowl in 1999 to face Miami and the

Peach Bowl in 2000 playing LSU. Ferraro served on the

staff of future Vikings defensive coordinator George
O’Leary at Tech.

His coaching travels have taken Ferraro from his begin
nings at Massachusetts as a graduate assistant in 1982 to
stops at Syracuse (1983), Villanova (1984-86) and
Dartmouth (1987). In 1988 Ferraro was named assistant
head coach/assistant athletic director at Catholic

University before moving to Maine in 1989 where he
helped the Black Bears win the Yankee Conference title
and advance to the NCAA Division l-AA playoffs. Following
a stint at Ohio University as LBs coach in 1990 he became
defensive coordinator at Bowling Green in 1991.

During his tenure at BGSU, the team climbed to the top
of the Mid-America Conference where the team went

undefeated in league play in 1991 and ’92 en route to win
ning the Raisin Bowl over Fresno State and the Las Vegas
Bowl over Nevada respectively. The Falcon defense under
Ferraro was stingy, allowing only 16.3 points per game in
from 1991-94 and posted 3 shutouts in 1994. During his
tenure, 12 BGSU players earned Ist-Team All-MAC honors
and LB Vince Palko was named the MAC Defensive Player
of the Year in 1993 and '94. Ferraro spent 8 seasons at the
school (1991-98) before advancing to Georgia Tech.

As a collegian, Ferraro played SS at Springfield
College, earning All-New England honors as a senior. A
native of Ridgewood, NJ, Ferraro (4/30/59) earned his
bachelor’s degree in 1982 a master's from Syracuse in
1986. Ferraro was teammates at Springfield with NY
Giants defensive coordinator Steve Spagnuolo.

A PART OF THE MINNESOTA LANDSCAPE SINCE 1961
The following excerpt explains the early stages of the Vikings franchise as chronicled in the Minnesota Vikings 1961

Press, Radio, TV Guide.

Club History
Twin Cities football enthusiasts began their quest for professional football some 12 years ago, and it was on January

28, 1960, that their efforts were culminated with the announcement - from Miami, Florida, where the National Football '
League owners were in session- that Minnesota was being granted a franchise for
1961.

At the same meeting, Dallas was accepted to start play in 1960.
The franchise was granted just ten days after E. William Boyer, president oi

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, had made an official presentation to the lea,
on behalf of statewide Minnesota interests.

Besides Boyer in the founding group were: Max Winter, promoter and resU
ranteur, H.P. Skoglund, president of North American Life and Casualty Compar
Ole Haugsrud, Duluth businessman, and the Northwest Publications, Inc., pu;
Ushers of the St. Paul Dispatch and Pioneer Press, through its president, Bernar
H. Ridden Jr.

They decided to start with an original outlay of one million dollars, of which the
Minneapolis sources would put up $600,000; St. Paul $300,000 and Duluth, rep
resenting the rest of the state, $100,000.

Upon acquiring a franchise, the group hired Joe Thomas, former scout with
the Los Angeles Rams, to scout the country in preparation for the 1961 draft
meeting, and went on a nationwide search to find  a general manager. This
ended with the selection of Bert E. Rose, who was at the time the public rela
tions director for the Rams.

Entering his 2nd season with the Minnesota Vikings,
Leslie Frazier was named Assistant Head

Coach/Defensive Coordinator for the 2008 campaign. His
role will expand to include additional administrative tasks
along with leading the Vikings defense.

Combining a proven track record of winning as a play
er and a coach, Frazier joined the Vikings in 2007, mere
days after winning Super Bowl XLI with the Indianapolis
Colts. The Super Bowl title was the 2nd for Frazier, his 1st
coming as a starting CB with the 1985 Chicago Bears in
Super Bowl XX. Frazier enters his 10th season as an NFL
coach in 2008 and has another 11 years of collegiate
coaching experience. In his 9 seasons as an NFL coach,
Frazier has suffered a losing season only once- his 1st
season with Philadelphia in 1999.

In his debut season with the Vikings the team main
tained its dominance against the run, posting the #1 rush
defense in the NFL and allowed a mere 3.1 yards per carry.
The anchors of the Vikings defense- DTs Kevin Williams
and Pat Williams were joined by S Darren Sharper as Pro
Bowl honorees in 2007, the most defensive Vikings to earn
trips to Hawaii since 1992.

Frazier’s defense was opportunistic, scoring on 6 inter
ception returns to tie a Vikings record and added  a pair of
TDs on fumble recoveries. The Vikings' 6 scores by inter
ception return ranks tied for 5th-most in a season in NFL
history. The team scored on 3 interceptions in a key road
game against the NY Giants to set a team record against
the eventual Super Bowl XLI I champions. The Vikings tied
for 3rd in the NFL in 2007 by allowing only 7 rushing TDs
and were 5th in the NFC in total offensive points allowed,
an average of 17.8 points per game.

The Vikings defense responded to new faces and new
positions with impressive performances in 2007. The team
was led in tackles by MLB E.J. Henderson’s career-high
155 tackles in his 1st season playing MLB since 2004.
Henderson added a career-best 4.5 sacks and led the

team with a career-best 14 tackles for loss while earning
Pro Bowl alternate honors and garnered All-Pro votes. The
Vikings LBs entered 2007 with only SLB Ben Leber playing
his same position from the previous year. One of the most
impressive individual performances came from 2nd-year
WLB Chad Greenway, who missed his 2006 rookie season

with a knee injury but came back in 2007 to rank 2nd on
the team with 130 tackles, led the NFL with 4 fumble recov
eries and had a pair of interceptions, including scoring his
1st career TD.

The 2007 Vikings rush defense was the envy of the
NFL, allowing 74.1 yards per game on the ground. The
Vikings allowed 1 opponent back to break the 100-yard
mark and held some of the NFL's best runners in check,
including limiting 2007 NFL rushing king LaDainian
Tomlinson to 40 yards. The Vikings limited Chiefs star
Larry Johnson to 42 yards and Eagles 1,300-yard man
Brian Westbrook to 46 yards.

Frazier came to Minnesota after coaching DBs with
Indianapolis and serving as Special Assistant to Head
Coach Tony Dungy for 2 seasons. The 2006 Colts defense
clamped down on opponents throughout the playoff run
that brought the franchise its 1st Super Bowl title since
1970. The team notched 7 interceptions, 8 sacks and took
away 6 fumbles. The Indy defense allowed only 2 second-
half TDs in the 4 post-season games and held the Bears
out of the end zone for the final 3 quarters of Super Bowl
XLI en route to the win.

In his 1st season with Indianapolis in 2005, Frazier
helped S Bob Sanders earn a berth in the Pro Bowl in his
1st season as a full-time starter and became the 1st Colts

DB to play in the game since 1971. The Colts ranked 11th
in the NFL in total defense for the season after ranking
29th overall in 2004 and improved in yards allowed per
game from 370.6 per game to 307.1.

Prior to his tenure with Indianapolis, Frazier served as
defensive coordinator with Cincinnati in 2003 and ’04

where he helped the Bengals go .500 in consecutive sea
sons for the 1st time in 12 seasons. Frazier's NFL coach

ing debut came from 1999-2002 with Philadelphia where
he worked with the Eagles DBs while Vikings’ Head Coach
Brad Childress worked on the offensive side of the ball.

While with the Eagles, Frazier helped CB Troy Vincent
earn 4 Pro Bowl berths, S Brian Dawkins went to the game
3 times and Bobby Taylor appear in the all-star game once.
The trio all earned Pro Bowl recognition in 2002. Frazier
was part of an impressive program-building project in
Philadelphia that saw the team improve from a 5-11 record
in 1999 to 11-5 in 2000, 11-5 in 2001 and 12-4 in 2002. The
team won advanced to the playoffs in each of the final 3
seasons Frazier was with the Eagles, including winning the
NFC East in 2001 and ’02 and advancing to the NFC
Championship game in both seasons.

Frazier had spent 11 seasons coaching at the collegiate
level before returning to the NFL. In 1997 and ’98 he
worked with the DBs at Illinois on Ron Turner's staff, who
Frazier would face 10 seasons later in the Super Bowl. The
staff was part of an impressive rebuilding project with the
mini, going 0-11 in 1997 before winning a bowl game in
1999.

Turnovers to TDs
The Vikings defense showed the flair for the big play in
2007 and tied a team record for most defensive TDs in

a season and most interception-return TDs in a season.
The opportunistic Vikings also continued to establish
their dominance against opposing runners, ranking #1
in the NFL in rushing defense for the 2nd straight year.

Building programs was not unusual for Frazier before
going to Illinois and the Eagles. He started the Trinity
College football program from the ground up as the school
started a football team with Frazier as head coach in 1988.

Frazier turned the team into a winner, claiming Northern
Illinois Intercollegiate Conference titles twice. The school,
now known as Trinity International University, named the
football field in Frazier’s honor in 1997 in honor of his

impact on the campus.

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business administration and was active in Fellowship of
Christian Athletes throughout his playing career.

As a player, Frazier was part of the legendary Chicago
Bears defense that keyed the Super Bowl XX win over
New England. He was a starter at CB on the 1985 Super
Bowl team and played for the Bears from 1981-86. He led
Chicago in interceptions in 1983, '84 and '85 but his career
was cut short by a severe knee injury suffered in the Super
Bowl. During his career he had 20 interceptions in 65
games and returned a pair for TDs. Frazier was an All-
America DB and standout baseball player at Alcorn State
University. In 2007, Frazier was inducted into the SWAC
Hall of Fame.

Frazier (4/3/59) was born in Columbus, MS and attend
ed Columbus High School. He and wife Gale have 3 chil
dren- Kieron, Chantel and Corey. He holds a degree in

final 7 games of 2006.

Bieniemy spent the past 3 seasons (2003-05) as RBs
coach at UCLA and was also the Bruins' recruiting coordi
nator in 2005. In 2005, the Bruins finished with  a 10-2
record, a #16 ranking in The Associated Press poll, and
also earned a 50-38 Sun Bowl victory over Northwestern.
Bieniemy tutored RB Maurice Drew for 3 seasons, who
was drafted in the 2nd round of the 2006 NFL Draft by the
Jacksonville Jaguars. In 2005, Drew rushed for 914 yards
and 13 TDs and was selected to virtually every All-America
1st-Team as an all-purpose player/kick returner. In 2004,
Drew became just the 10th Bruin to rush for 1,000 yards in
a season (1,007) and set a single-game school record with
322 yards and 5 TDs at Washington. As a freshman in
2003, Drew earned 3rd-team Freshman All-America hon
ors as a KR/RB after rushing for almost 600 yards and
returning 2 kickoffs for TDs. Bieniemy also coached Chris
Markey to 561 yards rushing in 2005, and in 2004, Manuel
White had his most productive season as a Bruin, rushing
for over 750 yards and catching 20 passes. White went on
to be drafted in the 4th round of the 2005 NFL Draft by the
Washington Redskins.

Prior to joining the UCLA staff, Bieniemy began his col
legiate coaching career by working 2 seasons (2001-02) at
his alma mater, Colorado, as RBs coach. In 2002, the
Buffaloes ranked 9th in team rushing in the NCAA with
232.8 yards per game on the ground. Chris Brown ranked
3rd in the nation with a 153.4 yards per game average, and
the Colorado TBs and FBs combined for over 3,000 yards
rushing to lead the nation. Bieniemy made an immediate
impact at Colorado in his first season in 2001 as the Buffs
ranked 8th in the nation in rushing, averaging 228.5 yards
per game. The TBs and FBs combined for 2,620 yards, the
most yards out of all the RB positions in college football in
2001. Bieniemy had returned to Colorado in order to com
plete his degree in sociology. He also served as an assis
tant at Thomas Jefferson High in Denver in the fall of 2000
before his return to Colorado.

Bieniemy played 9 seasons in the NFL (1991-99) and
was a 2nd-round pick of the San Diego Chargers in the
1991 NFL Draft. He played 4 seasons in San Diego (1991-
94) and was a member of the Chargers' 1994 AFC
Championship team that played San Francisco in Super
Bowl XXIX, Bieniemy went on to play 4 seasons with
Cincinnati (1995-98) and one season with the Philadelphia
Eagles in 1999, Vikings’ head coach Brad Childress was
in his first season with the Eagles as QB coach in '99,

Eric Bieniemy enters his 3rd season with the Vikings in
2008 as running backs coach after spending 5 successful
seasons coaching the same position in the collegiate
ranks. Bieniemy played 9 seasons in the NFL as a RB with
3 teams before he began his coaching career.

The 2007 Vikings featured the top-ranked rushing
offense in the NFL and set a team record with 2,634 rush

ing yards as a team. Minnesota also set a team record
with a 5.33 yard per carry average, scored 22 rushing TDs,
and tied a team record with 8 games on the season fea
turing
The Vikings posted the top 2 team rushing performances
in the league in '07 with a team-record 378 yards on the
ground vs. San Diego and 311 yards at Chicago.

Rookie Adrian Peterson joined veteran Chester Taylor
as the tandem combined for a team-record 2,185 yards.
Peterson made an immediate impact and set numerous
NFL and team records in his first season in the league. He
became only the 4th Vikings player and the 2nd Vikings RB
to win the Associated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year

and earned a starting nod in the Pro Bowl. In his 5th NFL
game Peterson broke the Vikings single-game rushing
record with 224 yards rushing at Chicago and 3 games
later he set a new NFL record with 296 yards on the ground
against San Diego. Peterson ended the season with 1,341
yards to finish 2nd in the NFL rushing race and post the
2nd-best single-season rushing mark in Vikings history.
Peterson and Taylor became the 1st Vikings RB duo to
rush for consecutive 1,000-yard seasons in Vikings history.
FB Tony Richardson helped pave the way for Peterson and
Taylor's record-setting season on his way to being the 1st
Vikings FB to earn Pro Bowl honors since Bill Brown in
1968.

In 2006, Bieniemy helped guide free agent pickup
Taylor to the 4th-best single-season rushing mark by a
Viking with 1,216 yards and recorded the longest play from
scrimmage in team history with a 95-yard TD gallop at
Seattle. The Vikings RBs posted 5 games over the centu
ry mark on the season with Taylor accounting for  4 and
Pinner adding another. Taylor became a full-time starter for
the 1st time in his career with the Vikings and responded
to the workload with a battering style. Bieniemy prepared
Artose Pinner for his lone start of the season in place of
Taylor and he responded against his old Lions teammates
with a career-high 125 yards and tied a Vikings record with
3 rushing TDs in the game. Bieniemy honed Jeff Dugan to
step into the starting job at FB after veteran Tony
Richardson was sidelined by injury. Dugan had not started
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Bieniemy's name continues to be prominent through
out Colorado's record books as he remains the school’s all-

time leader in rushing yards (3,940), all-purpose yards
(4,351), touchdowns (42), and scoring (254 points). He
was the nation’s 2nd-leading rusher in 1990 with 1,628
yards, along with 17 IDs, and he finished 3rd that year in
the Heisman Trophy balloting behind BYU’s Ty Detmer (the
winner) and Notre Dame’s Raghib Ismail. Bieniemy
earned unanimous All-America honors in 1990 and was a

two-time All-Big Eight selection in 1988 and 1990, earning
the conference’s offensive player of the year award in ’90.
He was part of Colorado’s national championship team in
1991 that defeated Notre Dame in the Orange Bowl. As a
junior, he was named to CD’s prestigious 25-member “All-
Century Football Team," the only active member selected
to the team honoring the first 100 years of Buffalo football.

Bieniemy was born in New Orleans, LA (8/15/69) and
earned 2nd-team All-America honors from USA Today at
Bishop Amat High School in LaPuente, CA as a senior

when he rushed for 2,002 yards and 30 TDs,
Bieniemy and wife, Mia, have sons, Eric III and Elijah.

Karl Dunbar enters his third season with the Vikings in
2008 after having a dramatic impact in each of his first two
years. During his 2006 Vikings’ debut, Dunbar tightened
the team’s defensive line into one of the best against the
run in NFL history and followed it up last season with a sec
ond consecutive #1 ranking in terms of rushing defense.

In 2007, the Vikings held opponents to 1,185 yards on
the ground, or an average of 74.1 yards per game, mark
ing the 2nd straight year and the 4th time in team history
the team finished with the best rushing defense in the
league. The Vikings’ tough interior was anchored by DTs
Kevin Williams and Pat Williams, who both earned Pro
Bowl honors for the 2nd consecutive season. Kevin
Williams notched his 4th career interception, setting a
team record for the most career INTs by a defensive line
man. On the edge, DEs Ray Edwards and Kenechi Udeze
tied for the team lead with 5.0 sacks, while 2007 4th-round
draft choice DE Brian Robison finished right behind them

with 4.5 sacks and earned All-Rookie team honors.
The outstanding 2007 performance came on the heels

of a record-setting 2006 season, as Dunbar helped the
team rank #1 in the NFL in rushing defense for only the
third time in team history. That season, the Vikings defense
allowed just 985 rushing yards, or 61.6 yards per game.
That total set a team record and ranked 2nd in the NFL
since the 1970 merger behind only the Baltimore Ravens’
970 yards allowed in 2000. Minnesota posted the two best
marks in franchise history for rushing yards allowed in a
game with -3 at Detroit (12/10) and 7 at Miami (11/19),
breaking the record of 12 yards allowed vs. San Francisco
on 12/14/69. The Williams tandem earned Pro Bowl hon
ors, which was the first time since 1970 (DTs Gary Larsen
and Alan Page) that the team sent a pair of defensive tack
les to the all-star game. The Vikings 2006 front set the
table for the team to rank #8 in the NFL in total defense,
the first time in the top 10 since 1994.

For Dunbar, 2008 will be his 11th season on a colle
giate or professional sideline. His current stint in the NFL is
his second after he worked as a defensive line coach for
the Chicago Bears in 2004. Dunbar has the experience
gained in five seasons as an NFL defensive lineman along
with his coaching credentials. An 8th-round draft choice by
the Pittsburgh Steelers’ and legendary head coach Chuck
Noll in 1990, Dunbar went on to play with New Orleans
(1992-93) and Arizona (1994-95). He also spent a season
each with Orlando and Rhein in the World League.

As the assistant head coach/defensive line in 2005 for
his alma mater, LSU, Dunbar was reunited with head
coach Les Miles, whom he worked under at Oklahoma
State in 2002-03. The Tigers won the SEC West in 2005
and upset Miami in the Peach Bowl to end the season.
Dunbar's linemen, highlighted by DTs Kyle Williams and
Claude Wroten, were among the most decorated in the
SEC that year. Williams and Wroten were each honored as
Ist-team All-SEC choices by Associated Press, while
Williams added 2nd-team All-America recognition from AP.
Wroten was also selected to the Ist-team All-SEC by
league coaches while Williams was a 2nd-team All-SEC
pick. Closing out the honors was freshman DE Tyson
Jackson, who was an SEC All-Freshmen Team honoree.
Dunbar’s linemen paved the way for the Tigers defense to

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matic program revival, finishing 8-5 and 9-4 respectively in
2002 and 2003. The squad played in the Houston and
Cotton Bowls, marking the first back-to-back bowl games
by OSU since 1987-88.

rank #5 in the nation in total defense at 276.8 yards per
game and 7th in the country in rushing defense at 94.8
yards per game. The defense also allowed only 15.2 points
per game, which ranked 8th in the nation, and led the SEC
with 39 team sacks.

The 2005 season was Dunbar’s second tour of duty at
LSU, as he had previously worked with the Tigers' strength
and conditioning program in 2000-01. He returned to the
Tigers in 2000 under head coach Nick Saban and helped
kick-start the team to an 8-4 finish and a win in the Peach

At that time he tutored Vikings'All-Pro DT
Kevin Williams during his senior season and helped him
become the first OSU defensive lineman to be a Ist-round

draft pick (9th in 2003) since Leslie O’Neal (8th in 1986) 17
years earlier. Another of Dunbar’s pupils, DE Antonio
Smith, was selected In the 5th round of the 2004 draft.

running game showed as Taylor took advantage of his first
full-time starting role in the NFL to run for 1,216 yards, the
4th-highest single-season total in NFL history. The 2006
Vikings posted 5 games with a 100-yard rusher, which
matched the total of the 2004 and 2005 Vikings teams
combined.

1st Rose Bowl title for the Badgers in school history and
started a remarkable streak of success as the Badgers
won or tied for the Big Ten crown 3 times from 1993-99.
During Hueber's tenure, UW posted a 112-57-4 record,
including an 8-3 bowl mark.

Entering his 3rd season with the Vikings' coaching staff
in 2008, Jimmie Johnson brings a blend of expertise as an
NFL player and a coach that has proved to be a valuable
asset during his opening 2 years with the team. As a play-
ar, Johnson was committed to the art of blocking, helping
Dave the way for 1,000-yard rushers in 8 of his 10 seasons.
Now as a coach, he continues to stress the importance of
the skill to his current TEs unit, which in 2008 will include
10-year veteran Jim Kleinsasser and 2nd-year Viking
Visanthe Shiancoe.

Last season, Kleinsasser and Shiancoe played a criti
cal role in the Vikings’ #1-ranked rushing attack. Averaging
164.6 rushing yards per game, the team gained 2,634
yards on 494 carries. The running back duo of 1st-round
draft choice Adrian Peterson and Chester Taylor combined
for 2,185 of those yards, the most in team history by a tan
dem. Peterson, who finished 1st in the NFC and second in
the NFL with 1,341 rushing yards, set the NFL record for
the most rushing yards in a single game when he gained
296 vs. San Diego (11/4), a game in which the Vikings set
a new team record with 378 yards on the ground.

Not only did Kleinsasser and Shiancoe assist in the
Vikings rushing attack, but the duo also contributed in the
passing game. In Shiancoe’s 1st season with the Vikings,
he finished with career highs in every category as he
hauled in 27 receptions for 323 yards and 1 TD. He caught
the longest pass by a Vikings’ TE in team history, a 79-
yarder on a reverse by WR Sidney Rice. Kleinsasser, who
was recognized for his unselfish blocking with a spot on the
USA Today's Ail-Joe Team, added four catches for 43 yards
and a TD. He now ranks fifth in Vikings’ annals for career
catches by a TD with 158 while blocking for four of the top
five single-season rushing totals in team history.

In 2006, Johnson's TE corps helped newly-acquired
Taylor run for 1.214 yards in his first shot as a full-time
starter. Taylor's total ranked as the 4th-highest single-sea
son mark in Vikings' history. Jermaine Wiggins tied for sec
ond on the team with 46 receptions while Kleinsasser
added 7 catches for 47 yards.

During his 10 NFL seasons as a tight end, Johnson
spent time with Washington, Detroit, Kansas City and
Philadelphia. Originally selected in the 12th round of the
1989 NFL Draft by the Washington Redskins, he was a
long-shot rookie who not only made the final squad, but
also went on to play in all 16 games that year. While with
the Redskins, Johnson played under the legendary Joe
Gibbs and was part of teams that went 34-14 in regular
season action and 4-1 in the playoffs. He was a member of
the 1991 Redskins team that reached the pinnacle of the
NFL, winning Super Bowl XXVI over Buffalo in the stadium

he now calls home - the Metrodome. His best season sta

tistically was 1990, when he caught 15 passes for 218
yards and a pair of TDs. That year he averaged 14.5 yards
per catch, which trailed only Gary Clark’s team-leading
14.8 average, and caught his first NFL touchdown on a 4-
yard pass from Stan Humphries in a 41-38 overtime win at
Detroit (11/4/90). In 1991, Johnson caught 3 passes in the
opening 6 games, including 2 for TDs from Mark Rypien in
the 1st and 2nd games of the year vs. Detroit (9/1/91) and
at Dallas (10/6/91) on Monday Night Football. A neck injury
suffered at Chicago (10/6/91), however, placed Johnson on
injured reserve for the rest of the Redskins championship
season.

Following his three seasons with Washington, Johnson
joined the Lions in 1992 as a Plan B free agent and went
on to start 10 of the 22 games he played from 1992-93
under head coach Wayne Fontes. After his release by
Detroit in November 1993, Johnson joined Kansas City
and head coach Marty Schottenheimer for the 1994 sea
son. That year the Chiefs played against the Vikings in the
preseason game held in Tokyo and went on to ride Hall of
Famers Joe Montana and Marcus Allen to a 9-7 record and

a berth in the playoffs. Johnson played in 7 games and
started 1 that season.

In 1995, Johnson moved on to Philadelphia where he
enjoyed his most productive seasons as part of the two-
tight end power running game employed by the Eagles.
Johnson blocked for Ricky Watters as he earned Pro Bowl
berths in 1995 and '96 while breaking the 1,000-yard mark
each season from 1995-97. In 1996, Watters set the
Eagles team record for attempts with 353, the 2nd-most
yards in team history with 1,411, and the 2nd-most rushing
TDs with 13. The Eagles took NFC east runner-up honors
in 1995 and '96 while advancing to the playoffs both sea
sons under Ray Rhodes. During that time, Johnson started
18 of the 51 games he played and had a career best 18.1-
yard receiving average in 1996, when he caught 7 passes
for 127 yards. His final NFL touchdown came from QB
Bobby Hoying vs. Cincinnati (11/30/97).

As a player, Johnson was durable, seeing action in all
16 games in six of his 10 seasons. He finished his career
with 61 catches for 723 yards and five touchdowns while
playing in five postseason games. He also blocked for
1,000 yards rushers in eight of his 10 NFL seasons, help
ing Earnest Byner break the 1,000-yard mark and earn Pro
Bowl honors in 1990 and 1991. Barry Sanders repeated
the feats in Detroit in 1992 and '93, and in Philadelphia,
Johnson helped Watters get over the 1,000-yard plateau in
1995, '96 and '97. Johnson finished his career clearing the
way for Deuce Staley in 1998, who gained 1,000+ yards in
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college career, Johnson finished with 16 TDs and 1,229
receiving yards on 73 catches.

A native of Augusta, GA. Johnson (10/6/66) attended
T.W. Josey High School, He and his family reside in
Shakopee.

coaching, beginning his career as the running backs coach
at South Carolina State in 2001, where he helped the

2005. Johnson had an immediate impact in both positions.
In 2005 at TSU, Johnson helped develop sophomore RB

receiving TD. Wilson became the first TSU player to break
the 1,000-yard mark since 1998 and was the lone sopho
more on offense to earn 1st-Team honors after making a
dramatic improvement over his freshman season when he
finished with 16 rushing yards. At Shaw, Johnson helped
resurrect the Bears football program that had been discon
tinued since 1978. The team went 7-3 in both 2002 and

2003 and rejoined the Central Intercollegiate Athletic
Conference in ‘03.

Johnson attended Howard University, where he earned
his bachelor’s degree in consumer studies. As a senior he

times with a pair of NFC West titles. During his time with
the 49ers, the team totaled the 2nd-highest rushing total in
the NFL, averaging 135.5 yards per game over the 7-year
span. San Francisco’s offensive line cleared the way for
five 2,000-yard rushing seasons, with 2,544 in 1998 (fran
chise record), 2,095 in 1999, 2,244 in 2000, 2,244 in 2002,
and 2,279 in 2003. Four offensive linemen played in the
Pro Bowl during Morris’ time working with the line, includ
ing G Kevin Gogan (1998), G Ray Brown (2002), C Jeremy
Newberry (2002-03). and G Ron Stone (2003). The 49ers
had 1,000-yard rushing backs in 6 of Morris’ 7 seasons
with the team, including Garrison Hearst’s franchise-record
1,570 yards in 1998.

Morris also has familiarity with the state of Minnesota
from his 4 seasons at the University of Minnesota (1979-
82) as offensive line coach under Joe Salem. He spent a
season at Northern Arizona (1978) before joining the
Gophers’ staff. Morris began his coaching career at
Southern California as a graduate assistant from 1976-77.
He graduated from USC following his playing days in 1976.

During his college playing and coaching career, Morris
was associated with 5 Rose Bowl teams and 2 national

championships. Morris was born in Cleveland, OH, and is
married to wife. Kathy.

University of Wisconsin from 2002-05. During the 2005
season, Murphy helped Wisconsin rank at or near the top
of the Big Ten in several special teams categories, includ
ing punting and kicking. Sophomore P Kenneth DeBauche
finished 1st in the Big Ten and 7th among Division l-A play
ers with a 44.8 yards-per-punt average, which stands as a
University of Wisconsin single-season record. DeBauche’s
performance earned him a spot on the 2005 1st-team All-
Big Ten roster, the 2005 Sports Illustrated All-American 2nd
team and the 2005 CoilegeFootballNews.com Sophomore
Al]-American 2nd team. With DeBauche’s leg and the punt-
ing unit’s outstanding coverage, the Badgers ranked 1st In
the conference and 12 in the nation with a 39.3 net punting
average. The team also averaged 41.5 yards per kickoff,
which was good enough for 4th place in the Big Ten, and K
Taylor Mehihaff finished 2nd in scoring among conference
kickers, tallying 98 points on the season.

While his kicking and punting crews put up impressive
statistics, Murphy’s return units also led the Big Ten in punt
and kickoff return categories, averaging 14.7 yards and
20.0 yards respectively during their 10-3 season in 2005.
Returner Brandon Williams, who tied a Badgers’ record
with two punt returns for TDs, finished 2nd in the confer
ence with a 14.6 yards-per-punt return average and ranked
2nd in kickoff returns, averaging 28.0 yards per attempt. As
a result of his standout season, Williams was named to the
2005 Associated Press All-America 2nd team as an all-pur
pose player and the 2005 Rivals.com All-America 2nd
team as a punt returner. He also earned honorable mention
honors on the 2005 Sports Illustrated All-America team and
the 2005 CollegeFootbatlNews.com All-America team.
Williams currently ranks 2nd in school history for career
kickoff return yards (2,349) and holds the University of
Wisconsin team records for career punt return average and
kickoff return average.

Murphy, now in his 17th year on the sideline, stepped
into the coaching role for the first time in 1992 when he
coached the defensive line at Benedictine University (IL).
He then became an assistant recruiting coordinator and
academic liaison for Wisconsin from 1993-94. As a gradu
ate assistant, Murphy helped the Badgers’ offensive and
defensive lines from 1994-96 and the defensive backs at

Baylor University in 1997. The following year he acted as
the defensive coordinator/recruiting coordinator for the
University of San Diego. After one season he returned to
his alma mater, Lehigh University to coach the defensive
line and serve as the strength and conditioning coordinator,
and before his final position with Wisconsin, Murphy was
an administrative assistant for the Badgers from 2000-02.

Throughout his college coaching career, Murphy helped
lead his squads to 8 bowl games (’94 Rose Bowl, ’95 Hall
of Fame Bowl, '96 Copper Bowl, '00 Sun Bowl, '02 Alamo
Bowl, '03 Music City Bowl, ’05 Outback Bowl, ’06 Capital
One Bowl), six of which his teams won. He coached six Big
Ten Players of the Week and was a part of two Pontiac
Game-Changing Plays of the Week and one Master
Coaches Survey-Special Teams Play of the Year. Prior to
DeBauche and Williams, Murphy coached special teams
stars Jim Leonhard, who holds the Big Ten career record
for punt return yardage with 1,347 yards and NFL long
snapper Matt Katula.

Murphy graduated with a bachelor of arts in interna
tional relations in 1992 from Lehigh, where he also was a

Murphy and Ferraro have the benefit of a nucleus that
blends veterans like K Ryan Longwell, who currently ranks
26th in league history in scoring and 24th all-time with 270
FGs, with young, emerging stars like KR Aundrae Allison,
who led the NFC and finished 3rd in the league in kickoff
return average as a rookie last year and 2-time Vikings
Special Teams MVP Heath Farwell- one if the top coverage
men in the NFL.

In 2007, the Vikings ranked near the top in several NFL
categories, including kickoff return average, kickoff cover
age. and punts inside the 20. The team finished 4th in the
league with an average of 24.8 yards per kickoff return as
they returned 59 kicks for 1,461 yards. KR Aundrae Allison
led the NFC and finished 3rd in the NFL in kickoff return

average, returning 20 kickoffs for 574 yards (28.7 avg.),
including a team record 104-yard return for a TD against
Detroit that ranks as not only the longest kickoff return but
also as the longest play in team history. Allison became the
only player in team history to have 3 kickoff returns of 60+
yards in the same season.

The 2007 squad allowed opponents an average start
ing field position just beyond the 26-yard line (26.2), which
ranked 6th in the league. LB Heath Farwell led the team
with 32 special teams tackles and was named the special
teams MVP for a 2nd straight season. He also recovered 2
onside kicks in '07, setting a team record for the most
onside recoveries in a single season and tying a team
record for the most in a career. Farwell has found his niche

as a special teams standout since he came into the league
as an undrafted rookie free agent in 2005, collecting 70
stops in only 39 games played.

Vikings P Chris Kluwe left opponents inside their own
20-yard line 34 times in 2007, which ranked 3rd in the NFL
and set a Vikings’ single-season record. In the season
opener against Atlanta, Kluwe tied a team record as he
pinned the Falcons inside the 20-yard line on each of his
five punts. He also broke a single game team record at
Detroit when he punted four times for 230 yards,  a gross
average of 57.5 yards per punt, and broke his previous sin
gle-season shared record with Mitch Berger of punts over
50 yards (22) as he finished the year with 29 kicks of 50+
yards.

In Murphy’s NFL debut season, the 2006 Vikings spe
cial teams generated four takeaways, saw PR Mewelde
Moore tie a franchise record with his second career punt
return touchdown and had newly acquired Longwell make
all 21 of his field goal attempts under 46 yards. The Vikings
successfully executed a fake FG for a TD when Longwell
hit TE Richard Owens with a 16-yard pass, becoming the
first Vikings kicker to throw a touchdown pass in team his
tory. Vikings 2nd-year P Chris Kluwe matched a team
record by landing 28 punts inside the 20 for the season.
Moore moved into the top spot in Vikings history for career
punt return average at 10.5 yards and ranked 4th in the
NFC for the 2006 season with a 10.1 average. Moore
returned a punt for a TD for the second time in his career
with a 71-yarder vs. New England (10/30/06) on Monday
Night Football.

Murphy jumped to the NFL after serving as the special
teams coordinator/outside linebackers coach for the
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four-year letter-winner as a defensive lineman. He went on
to earn his master’s in education administration from the

University of Wisconsin in 1997. Murphy and his wife,
Maggie, have a son, Eamon, and a daughter, Flynn.

The most experienced member of the Vikings defen
sive staff, Fred Pagac enters his 3rd season with the team
and his 31 st season of coaching in 2008. In 2007 each of
the Vikings’ starting LBs posted career-best numbers
under Pagac’s tutelage.

The Vikings ranked as the #1 rush defense in the NFL
for the 2nd straight season and allowed a mere 3.1 yards
per carry. Minnesota allowed 74.1 yards per game on the
ground and allowed only 1 opponent to break the 100-yard
mark.

winner, which is given to KC's top rookie. Johnson became
the 1st rookie LB in Chiefs history to start all 16 games
since LB Dino Hackett accomplished the feat in 1986. The
Chiefs defense finished 7th in the NFL against the run in
’05, and 6th in the NFL with 31 takeaways,

in 2004, 3rd-year LB Scott Fujita led the Chiefs for the
2nd consecutive season in tackles with 112. Kawika
Mitchell bounced back from an early-season ankle injury to
start 12 games and finished 2nd on the team with 85 tack
les. The Chiefs defense finished 12th in the NFL against
the run.

In 2002, Pagac helped the Raiders defense to a #11
overall NFL ranking and a #3 ranking against the run as
Oakland won the AFC and faced Tampa Bay in Super Bowl
XXXVII. Pagac tutored LB Napoleon Harris as he was
named to Pro Football Weekly’s All-Rookie team and fin
ished 3rd on the team in tackles. In 2001, MLB and former
Viking Greg Biekert led the Raiders with 108 tackles and
tied a career high with 3.0 sacks.

From 1978-2000, Pagac coached at his alma mater,
Ohio State, and worked with 10 Buckeyes defensive per
formers who earned All-America honors, including Vikings
CB Antoine Winfield. Winfield was a 2-time All-America
pick and won the Jim Thorpe Award as the nation's top
defensive back in 1998. Pagac also tutored future Pro Bowl
LBs Chris Spielman and Pepper Johnson, as well as LB
Mike Vrabel, CB Shawn Springs, LB Na’ill Diggs, S Mike
Doss, and CB Nate Clements. Andy Katzenmoyer won All-
America accolades in 1997 and won the Butkus Award as
the nation’s top LB. During Pagac’s 23 years on the Ohio
State coaching staff, the Buckeyes played in 20 bowl
games. As a player and coach, Pagac was part of 6 Rose
Bowls with the Buckeyes.

Pagac was assistant head coach to John Cooper in
2000 in his final season at OSU. From 1996-99, Pagac
served as defensive coordinator. In 1998, the Buckeyes led
the nation in rushing defense, ranked 2nd in pass defense,
and were 4th overall. Pagac was among 5 finalists for the
Frank Broyles Award as the NCAA’s top assistant in ‘98.

In '97, Ohio State allowed 170 points to rank 2nd in the
nation in scoring defense. That season the Buckeyes also
ranked 2nd in the nation in pass defense. In 1996, Ohio
State was 1st in the country in pass defense and ranked
2nd in scoring defense, allowing just 131 points, which was
the fewest surrendered by Ohio State since 1979.

Prior to being named defensive coordinator in 1996,
Pagac tutored Ohio State’s LBs for 14 seasons (1982-95).
He began his coaching career as a graduate assistant
under the legendary Woody Hayes in 1978 before joining
the staff on a full-time basis under Earle Bruce in 1982.
Pagac coached on the Buckeyes staff with Vikings QB

MLB E.J. Henderson led the team with a career-high
155 tackles in his 1st season playing MLB since 2004. He
added a career-best 4.5 sacks and led the team with a
career-high 14 tackles for loss while earning Pro Bowl
alternate honors. The linebacking corps entered 2007 with
only SLB Ben Leber playing his same position from the
previous year. Leber tied for the team lead with 5.0 sacks,
matching his career-best mark set as a rookie with San
Diego in 2002, and posted a career-high 88 tackles. WLB
Chad Greenway, who missed his 2006 rookie season with
a knee injury, came back in 2007 to rank 2nd on the team
with 130 tackles, led the NFL with 4 fumble recoveries and
had a pair of interceptions, including scoring his 1st career
TD.

The 2006 Vikings finished #8 in NFL total defense and
#1 against the run for only the 3rd time in team history. The
team had not cracked the top 10 in total defense since
1994 but the Vikings defense became a calling card as the
team set a franchise record and posted the 2nd-lowest
rushing yards allowed by an NFL team since the 1970
merger at 985 yards, an average of 61.6 per game. The
Vikings LBs played a key role in the defensive dynamic by
accounting for 9.5 sacks, 6 INTs and 2 TDs. Henderson led
the team in tackles with 142 and posted career-highs with
3.0 sacks and 2 INTs under Pagac’s watch, including a 45-
yard TD on his 1st career INT. Leber made his impact on
the team felt in his 1 st season with the team with 3.0 sacks,
an INT and scored a TD on a fumble recovery.

Pagac coached LBs for the Kansas City Chiefs for 2
seasons (2004-05) and with the Oakland Raiders for 3 sea
sons (2001-03) before coming to the Vikings. Prior to
entering the professional ranks, Pagac spent 23 years on
the coaching staff at Ohio State, where he aided in the
development of several top players.

Under Pagac’s direction in 2005, Chiefs 3rd-year LB
Kawika Mitchell led the team with a career-high 135 tack
les and 14 passes defensed as he started all 16 games at
MLB for the 1st time in his career. Pagac also tutored rook
ie LB Derrick Johnson, who finished 3rd on the team with
110 tackles and added 2.0 sacks and 9 passes defensed
on his way to being named the club’s Mack Lee Hill Award
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Galaxy and currently works as a graduate assistant at Ohio
State.

coach Kevin Rogers from 1977-78.
Pagac entered the NFL as a TE with Chicago in 1974

as a rookie free agent, where he was honored with the
club’s prestigious Brian Piccolo Award. Pagac also played
13 games for Tampa Bay in their 1976 inaugural season.

Pagac was a 3-year starter at TE for Ohio State from
1971 -73. He was part of Buckeyes teams that compiled an
impressive 25-6-2 record over his playing career, including
a 19-3 mark in the Big Ten. During his senior season in 73,
the Buckeyes posted a 10-0-1 record and finished 2nd in
the final AP poll.

Pagac (4/26/52) was born in Richeyviile, PA. He and
his wife, Bernie, have a daughter, Jennifer, and  a son,
Fred, Jr., who played LB at Ohio State, with the Frankfurt

51 TDs. During Rogers’ tenure, the Hokies amassed  a 39-
14 record, won the ACC title in 2004 and played in the first
ACC Championship Game in 2005 after winning the ACC
Coastal Division. The team also advanced to bowl games
in each of his four seasons.

Prior to his successful stint at Virginia Tech, Rogers
spent the 1999-2001 seasons at Notre Dame as the offen
sive coordinator/QBs coach on Bob Davie’s staff. He

played a part in the 2000 Irish squad that finished 9-3 and
was invited to the Fiesta Bowl in the school's debut in a

Bowl Championship Series game. Rogers worked with QB
Jarious Jackson in his finai season and helped the senior
signal-caller leave with the single-season passing yardage
record in 1999 and set school marks for attempts and com
pletions. Jackson ended his career as the 4th-ranked quar
terback in school history and was selected in the 7th round
of the 2000 NFL Draft, the first Irish QB drafted since Rick
Mirer in 1993.

Rogers’ longest tenure came with Syracuse University,
where he coached from 1991-1998 and helped the Orange
to a combined 68-26-1 record and six bowl appearances.
He joined the team as quarterbacks coach on Pasqualoni’s
staff, was named assistant head coach in 1995, serving as
the recruiting coordinator from 1995-97 before being pro
moted to offensive coordinator in 1997. During Rogers’
time with Syracuse, the team tied for the 1996 Big East title
and won the crown outright in 1997 and ’98, becoming the
first team in conference history to win three straight cham
pionships. It was also during that time that Rogers first
became acquainted with Vikings' head coach Brad
Childress, as the Philadelphia Eagles began evaluating
Rogers’ star pupil, Donovan McNabb, before the 1999 NFL
Draft. McNabb excelled under Rogers’ tutelage, leaving
Syracuse with the majority of the school's passing records
and earning three straight Big East Offensive Player of the
Year awards from 1996-98 before being drafted #2 overall
by the Eagles. Individually, McNabb was one of the most
decorated players in team history, but other Orange play
ers benefited from Rogers’ teaching as well. From 1992-
98, Syracuse quarterbacks were prominent in league play
as McNabb was a Ist-Team All-Big East choice in each of
his four seasons (1995-98), Kevin Mason earned Ist-Team
acclaim in 1994 and Marvin Graves was a 2nd-Team

choice in 1992 when he ranked 2nd in the nation in pass
ing. Graves held the school records that McNabb would
soon break as both still stand among the top quarterbacks
in school history. Rogers also helped groom future NFL
stars Marvin Harrison, Qadry Ismail and Rob Konrad.

Rogers’ spent 1983-90 on the staff at Navy, where he

started in the NFL, including the much-improved 3rd-year
QB Tarvaris Jackson, as well as 15-year veteran Gus
Frerotte and 6-year vet Brooks Bollinger,

in 2007, Rogers watched Jackson, the former 2006
2nd-round draft choice, finish the season with 1,911 pass
ing yards and nine touchdowns on 171-of-294 passing. He
also rushed 54 times for 260 yards and 3 TDs. Jackson
went 8-4 as a starter, including 7-3 in his final 10 starts with
wins over the 2006 NFC Champion Chicago Bears (twice)
as well as the Super Bowl XLII champion NY Giants and
2007 playoff-bound San Diego Chargers. After returning
from a concussion that forced him to miss Week 10,

Jackson completed 120-of-174 passes (69.0%) for 1,311
yards and 7 TDs in the final 7 games. He averaged 187.3
passing yards per game while rushing for two touchdowns
and two 2-point conversions during that span. Jackson
played his career-best game against Detroit, when he con
nected on 18-of-24 passes for 204 yards and two TDs. It
was the 1st time he had thrown 2 TDs in a game, and his
110.4 QB rating was a career high.

The year prior. Rogers prepared Jackson as the rookie
took over the starting duties for the final 2 games of the
season. Jackson’s athleticism produced a 5.1 yards-per-
carry average and a rushing TD along with 3 passes of 30+
yards in his 47 completions, including a 50-yarder.

For Rogers, the 2008 season will mark his 34th year in
the coaching profession, 28 of which have been at the col
legiate level. He has coached an impressive list of players
such as Donovan McNabb, Marvin Harrison and Napolean
McCallum, and has been fortunate to coach alongside
some of the legends of the game, sharing the sideline with
the likes of Woody Hayes, Paul Pasqualoni and Frank
Beamer.

Before joining Minnesota, Rogers spent the 2002-05
seasons at Virginia Tech, where he guided back-to-back
Hokies QBs to impressive performances. Rogers helped
QB Bryan Randall etch his name throughout the school
record book as he became the all-time leader in passing
yards, touchdowns and total offense. Randall ended his
career in 2004 with Atlantic Coast Conference Player of the
Year and Offensive Player of the Year honors. In 2005,
Rogers guided QB Marcus Vick in his debut as a starter on
to Ist-Team All-ACC honors. Vick led the ACC in pass effi
ciency, while the Hokies led the conference in scoring
offense at 33.8 points per game, including a league-high
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spent seven seasons working with the offense and future
NFL standout Napolean McCallum. From 1980-82, he
coached RBs at his alma mater, William & Mary. Rogers
got his start in coaching at Virginia Beach's Bayside High
(1974-76) before serving as a graduate assistant at Ohio
State under the legendary Woody Hayes in 1977-78,
where he also coached with Vikings LB coach Fred Pagac.

A 1974 graduate from the College of William & Mary,
where he also played LB, Rogers went on to receive his
master’s degree from Ohio State in 1978. Rogers and his
wife, Betty, have three children - Kevin, Megan and Ryan.
Kevin is a former Villanova QB and works as a pro scout
for the Super Bowl XL! Champion Indianapolis Colts, Ryan
earned his degree from Notre Dame and is in grad school
at Syrcacuse's Newhouse School of Communications.
Megan is a former Notre Dame soccer player and current
ly the Coordinator of Labor Operations at the NFL office.

For Vikings wide receivers coach George Stewart, the
2008 season marks his second campaign with Minnesota
and his 20th year on an NFL sideline. Having previously
coached in Pittsburgh, Tampa Bay, San Francisco and
Atlanta, Stewart has a proven track record of working with
top-notch collegiate and NFL talent. This season he has
the opportunity to teach another big-time piaymaker, WR
Bernard Berrian, whom the Vikings signed during the 2008
offseason. A five-year NFL veteran who spent his first four
seasons with the NFC North rival Chicago Bears, Berrian
brings to Minnesota a 14.6 yards-per-catch career average
and a much-needed ability to stretch the field. He joins fel
low veterans and locker room leaders Bobby Wade and
Robert Ferguson, giving Stewart a receiving corps that
blends experience with emerging 2nd-year players Sidney
Rice and Aundrae Allison.

In his 2007 Vikings debut, Stewart had the challenge of
coaching a unit that included 4 fresh faces in Allison,
Ferguson, Rice and Wade. Nonetheless, each of the new
players found success under Stewart’s tutelage. While
Wade set career-highs with 54 receptions and 647 receiv
ing yards, Ferguson finished with his 2nd-best season,
pulling in 32 catches for 391 yards, and Rice led the team
with 4 receiving TDs. Rice, who ranked 3rd on the team
with 31 catches for 396 yards, was 2nd among NFL rook
ies with 4 TDs.

Throughout Stewart’s coaching career, he has been for
tunate to learn from some of the game’s all-time greats,
beginning both his playing and early coaching careers
under college legend Lou Holtz. Stewart went on to work in
the NFL side-by-side with Chuck Noll, Sam Wyche, George
Seifert and Dan Reeves, all men who ted teams to the NFL
pinnacle and a berth in the Super Bowl. Over the years,
Stewart has also been a part of several successful pro
grams, highlighted by six playoff appearances in the past
12 seasons and a pair of NFC Championship games with
San Francisco in 1997 and Atlanta in 2004, Recently,
Stewart helped win two NFC Division titles in the past six
seasons - 2002 with San Francisco and 2004 with Atlanta.

During Stewart’s tenure in Atlanta, the team won the
NFC South title in 2004 and advanced to the NFC

Championship game against Philadelphia. Stewart’s wide
receivers with the Falcons included Jenkins, Lelie and
Roddy White. Jenkins started every game, ranked 2nd in
catches and turned in a career-best 7-touchdown season

in 2006 on 39 receptions, becoming one of only two wide
receivers in the NFL in 2006 that had 7+ touchdowns on

under 40 receptions.
Prior to joining Atlanta, Stewart was an integral part of

the San Francisco 49ers' success from 1996-2002, as the
team advanced to the playoffs five times in those seven
seasons. In 1997, the 49ers won the NFC West with  a 13-

3 mark and eventually lost to Green Bay in the NFC
Championship game. During that time, Stewart tutored the
49ers wide receiving corps and helped elevate each of
Terrell Owens, J.J. Stokes and Tai Streets performances,
with Owens making Pro Bowl appearances in three straight
seasons from 2000-02 as well as earning consensus All-
Pro honors in each of those years. In the three seasons
Stewart worked with Owens, the wide receiver had 17
games over the 100-yard receiving mark and five games
with 150+ yards. Before working with Stewart, Owens'
career-highs for season receptions was 67, a mark he
shattered with 97, 93 and 100 respectively in 2000, ’01 and
’02. Owens set his career-high in receiving yards with
1,451 in 2000 and touchdowns with 16 in 2001. He broke

a 50-year-old NFL record when he caught 20 passes for
283 yards against the Bears in 2000 en route to his career-
best day. The 49ers wide receivers also helped the devel
opment of QB Jeff Garcia during that time span as well, as
he also earned three Pro Bowl berths.

Stewart's first taste of NFL coaching came with the
Pittsburgh Steelers from 1989-91, as he served as the spe
cial teams coach on Chuck Noll's staff. In his debut season

in 1989, Stewart helped Rod Woodson earn a Pro Bowl
berth as a kickoff return man. Following his three seasons
with Pittsburgh, Stewart went on to spend four years work
ing with the special teams unit in Tampa Bay, where he
helped K Mike Husted earn All-Rookie honors in 1993.

Before making the move to the NFL, Stewart spent sev
eral years in the college ranks, making his final stop as the
Notre Dame linebackers coach from 1986-88. Under

Holtz’s tutelage, the Irish steadily improved from the
coach’s opening season in '86 to become national champi
ons in 1988, a year in which the team finished 12-0 and
defeated West Virginia in the Fiesta Bowl. The stingy Irish
defense allowed opponents to score over 20 points only
twice during the season. Stewart’s unit, which included
Arnold Ale and Andre Jones highlighted by consensus All-
America choice Frank Stams played a prominent role in the
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defensive success.

Stewart and Holtz first worked together in 1983, when
Stewart got his start in coaching as an Arkansas graduate
assistant, working with the Razorbacks’ tight ends. When
Holtz moved from Arkansas to Minnesota as the Golden

Gophers head coach in 1984, Stewart accompanied him
as the offensive line coach, his first exposure to the state
where he would return in 2007. In two shorts seasons,

Holtz and his staff quickly turned the Gophers program
around, finishing 7-5 in 1985 and winning the
Independence Bowl over Clemson, the first bowl victory for
the Gophers since the 1962 Rose Bowl.

Stewart was a standout player as an offensive guard for
the Razorbacks from 1977-80 and helped the squad share
the 1979 Southwest Conference title. The team played in
four straight bowl games during Stewart’s playing tenure
as Arkansas returned to national prominence under Holtz.
Stewart was an AII-SWC honoree as a junior in 1979,
served as a team captain in 1980 and earned a spot on the
Arkansas Team of the Decade for the 1970s. He signed
with the Kansas City Chiefs in 1981 but spent the season
on injured reserve.

Stewart has a bachelor’s degree in education from

Arkansas and is a native of Little Rock, AR, where he grad
uated from Parkview High School in 1977.

Joe Woods enters his 3rd season coaching the Vikings
DBs in 2008 and brings a backfield deep on experience
and talent to the field.

Along with returning starters Darren Sharper, Antoine
Winfield and Cedric Griffin, the squad added veteran S
Madieu Williams to the mix. The Vikings have become
crafty at scoring on defense since Woods’ arrival in 2006.
The Vikings lead the NFL with 13 defensive TDs in the past
2 seasons (2006-07). In 2007, all 4 regular starters in the
Vikings secondary scored TDs, 3 by INT return and once
on a fumble recovery.

In 2007, Woods led a defensive backfield that included
featured Sharper earning his 4th career Pro Bowl trip. The
Vikings adjusted due to injury and pressed rookie Marcus
McCauley into duty as a nickel back and 9-game starter.
The rock of the unit, Winfeld, built on his reputation as the
best tackling CB in the NFL and scored on an INT-return in
the season opener vs. Atlanta. Against the NY Giants, the
Vikings set a team record as they returned 3 INTs for TDs,
including a 93-yard return by Dwight Smith that ranks as
the 4th-longest INT return in Vikings’ history. The Vikings
defense finished the year with 15 INTs and now has 36
picks since the 2006 season opener, a total that ranks tied
for 6th in the NFL during that span.

The Vikings ended the 2006 season ranked #8 in the
NFL in total defense and finished #1 against the run for the
3rd time in team history. The Vikings DBs had 3 players tie
for the team lead with 4 interceptions each- Dwight Smith,
Darren Sharper and Winfield. The trio also ranked 2nd, 4th
and 5th on the team in tackles respectively.

The 2006 Vikings DBs scored on a pair of interception
returns and didn't skip a beat when roster moves shuffled
the lineup. Woods helped develop a trio of rookies- CB
Cedric Griffin, S Greg Blue and CB Charles Gordon- who
started a combined 10 games. Griffin earnd NFC Defesive

Player of the Week for his performance at Detroit
(12/10/06), becoming the 5th Vikings CB to earn the award
and only the 2nd since 1992.

In Tampa, Woods coached with 2006 Vikings defensive
coordinator and current Pittsburgh Steelers head coach
Mike Tomlin as well as former Vikings’ coach Monte Kiffin,
the Buccaneers’ defensive coordinator, as Tampa fielded
top 5 defenses in each of Woods’ 2 seasons.

In 2005, Tampa Bay led the NFL in total defense, allow
ing 277.8 yards per game while CB Ronde Barber and LB
Derrick Brooks earned Pro Bowl berths for the 2nd con
secutive season. Barber set a Tampa Bay single-season
record for most tackles by a CB with 120 and he led the
team with 7 interceptions, which was tied for 7th in the
NFC. Brooks finished 2nd on the team with 174 tackles
and added 3.0 sacks. DE Simeon Rice finished 3rd in the
NFL with 14.0 sacks.

In 2004, Woods was part of a defensive staff that
helped the Buccaneers finish 5th in the NFL in total
defense (284.5 ypg) and 1st in pass defense (123.3 ypg).
Barber and Brooks each earned Pro Bowl berths. Rice’s
12.0 sacks led the team and tied him for 5th in the NFL.

Prior to joining the Buccaneers, Woods was the defen
sive backs coach at Western Michigan for three seasons
(2001-03). In 2002, the Broncos’ secondary posted 14
interceptions and helped lead a defense that ranked 2nd in
the MAC in pass defense (179.5 ypg). Woods’ unit helped
Western Michigan lead the MAC in pass defense and fin
ish 17th in the country in 2001. Under Woods’ tutelage, CB
Ronald Rogers earned Ist-team All-MAC honors in 2001.

Before coaching at Western Michigan, Woods spent 3
seasons on the staff at Hofstra University. During his time
with the Pride, the team made a pair of trips to the NCAA
Division 1-AA playoffs and advanced to the quarterfinals in
consecutive seasons (1999-2000).
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Woods spent a season at Kent State University (1997)

as defensive backs coach prior to joining the staff at

Hofstra. He also coached the secondary at Grand Valley

State (1994-97), ILBs at Northwestern State University in

the spring of 1994, and was a graduate assistant at

Eastern Michigan (1993-94). Woods entered coaching in

1992 as the secondary coach at Muskingum College.

After helping the Vikings defense record the NFL’s best
rush defense for a 2nd consecutive season, Brendan Daly
returns in 2008 for his 3rd NFL season.

In 2007, the Vikings defense finished the season 1st in
the NFL in rushing yards allowed, giving up an average of
74.1 rushing yards per game. For the 2nd consecutive sea
son, the DT duo of Kevin Williams and Pat Williams earned
Pro Bowl recognition. In addition to its dominance against
the run, the Vikings defensive line put up points against the
opponents' passing games as Kevin Williams tied a Vikings
franchise record with his 4th defensive return for a TD,
after returning 2 interceptions for scores in 2007.

Chad O’Shea returns to the Vikings for the 2008 sea
son. his 3rd season with the club. O’Shea will continue to
assist offensive coordinator Darrell Bevell and work with

Vikings WRs coach George Stewart.
The 2007 Vikings offense emerged as the NFL’s top

rushing offense, going for 164.6 yards rushing per game.
The Vikings offense tied the high-powered 1998 Vikings
with 19 50+ yard plays in 2007, 6 of which were passes
including a 69 yard pass from rookie WR Sidney Rice to TE
Visanthe Shiancoe.

The 2008 season marks Martin Straight’s 3rd with the
Vikings and 11th in the NFL as he continues to assist in the
development of the Vikings strength and conditioning pro
gram. Straight joined Vikings strength and conditioning
coach Tom Kanavy in 2006 when the new staff revamped
the Vikings facilities and program.

Prior to joining the Vikings, Straight was the head
strength and conditioning coach for the Berlin Thunder in
NFL Europe from 2004-05. During that time, the Thunder
accumulated a 16-4 combined regular season record and
made consecutive World Bowl appearances. In 2005,
Berlin posted a 7-3 record and played In World Bowl XII!.

In 2003, Straight held the same
position with the Scottish Claymores of NFL Europe.

From 1997-2002, Straight served as an assistant
strength and conditioning coach for the Arizona Cardinals.
The 1998 season saw the Cardinals make their first post
season appearance since the strike-shortened season in
1982, playing at the Metrodome against the Vikings in an
NFC Divisional Playoff game.

Streight’s NFL coaching career began in 1995-96,
when he was a part-time strength and conditioning coach
with Kanavy and the Philadelphia Eagles. During that time,
Streight was also an assistant strength and conditioning
coach and health fitness instructor at Princeton University.

Streight and Kanavy first worked together at Penn State
in 1994, when Streight served as a strength and condition
ing intern for the Nittany Lions. That year, Penn State fin
ished as Big Ten champions in only the team’s second year
of league play and became the first team in Big Ten histo
ry to post a 12-0 record.

As an undergrad, Streight attended Indiana University
(PA), earning his bachelor’s degree in physical education
and sport science. He also competed in track and field at
Indiana, throwing the discus and shot put.

Streight was born in Trenton, NJ (6/20/69) and attend
ed McCorristin Catholic High School in Trenton.

Indy and Minny Cnnnections Run Deep
The Vikings will host the Indianapolis Colts in the 2008 home opener on 9/14/08. The game will mark the 1st time

the Colts have visited Minnesota since the 1997 season finale, a 39-28 Vikings win. The Colts have only been to the
Metrodome 3 previous times and the Vikings are 3-0 in those visits during the 1982, 1988 and 1997 seasons. There is
not a Vikings player on the roster that was on the squad for the 1997 season finale at the Metrodome.

The connections between the franchises stretch back to the earliest days of the clubs. The 1961 expansion Vikings
played Weeb Ewbanks Baltimore Colts twice, falling 34-33 in Baltimore on 10/1/61 but the upstart Vikings claimed a
28-20 win at Met Stadium on 11/12/61.

The Colts hold a 14-7-1 all-time series advantage between the teams and the Vikings have never beat the Colts on
the road- going 0-10. The Vikings and Baltimore Colts squared off twice a year as members of the NFL Western
Conference for the opening 6 seasons of Vikings history- 1961-66 with Baltimore holding a 10-2 advantage in those
early years, in 1967 the Vikings and Colts tied 20-20 at Met Stadium during Bud Grants’s 1 st season as Vikings coach.
A year later, in 1968, the Vikings traveled to Baltimore for the 1st playoff game in team history in the NFL Western
Conference Championship Game, a 24-14 Colts win en route to their meeting with the NY Jets in Super Bowl 111. After
the loss in the playoffs the Vikings won 5 straight in the series.

The Vikings have strong coaching connections to the Colts. Head Coach Brad Childress had his NFL coaching
debut with the Colts in 1985 as a member of Rod Dowhower’s staff. Colts Head Coach Tony Dungy served as the
Vikings defensive coordinator from 1992-95. his final stop before becoming a Head Coach in 1996 with Tampa Bay.
Childress hired Vikings defensive coordinator Leslie Frazier from the Colts days after they won Super Bowl XLI over
Chicago, putting Frazier in elite company as a Super Bowl winner as a player in Super Bowl XX with Chicago and as
a coach. Frazier and Childress had worked together with the Eagles and remained close. Frazier now occupies the
office Dungy did as a Vikings coordinator. In 2007, Frazier’s defense tied a Vikings record originally set by the 1992
Dungy-led Vikings defense with 6 TDs off interception returns.

Childress matched wits with Dungy’s Tampa Bay defenses frequently when he was offensive coordinator of the
Eagles, meeting the Bucs in the playoffs 3 straight seasons from 2000-02. Childress and Colts defensive line guru John
Teertinck served on the University of Illinois staff together in the early 1980s. Colts offensive coordinator Tom Moore is
a native of Owatonna, MN, went to high school in Rochester, MN, and coached at the U of M and with the Vikings from
1989-93. Moore entered the coaching profession in the early 1960s at his alma mater, Iowa, under Head Coach Jerry
Burns, who later coached on the Vikings staff from 1968-85 as an assistant and from 1986-91 as the Head Coach.
Dungy has deeper ties to the state of Minnesota, having played QB for the Golden Gophers from 1973-76 and played
his freshman year on the basketball team. Dungy left the U as the career-leader in passing for the Gophers. Vikings
QB coach Kevin Rogers’ son, Kevin, is a pro scout on the Indianapolis staff. Colts DBs coach Alan Williams is a William
& Mary alum and was on the Tribe staff during Vikings Pro Bowler Darren Sharper’s collegiate career.

After establishing himself as one of the top players in

team history during his 14 seasons (1977-90) at linebacker

for the Minnesota Vikings, Scott Studwell enters his 17th

year in the team’s Player Personnel department.

Michael Bennett (1st, ’01), Bryant McKinnie (1st, ’02),

Kevin Williams (1st, ’03) and Adrian Peterson (1st. ‘07). In

2004 Kevin Williams, in just his second season, was select
ed to the Pro Bowl and named Ist-Team All-Pro. The

Vikings 2007 draft class was highlighted by RB Adrian

Peterson being named the NFL Offensive Rookie of the

Year along with a starters spot in the Pro Bowl and MVP

honors in the game.

A member of the Vikings’ 25th and 40th Anniversary All-
Time Teams, Studwell holds team records for tackles in a

career (1,981), season (230 in ‘81) and game (24 vs.

Detroit in ‘85), as well as solo tackles in a career (1,308).

No other player in Vikings history has over 1,500 career

tackles. According to team media guides Studwell has

more tackles with one organization than any other player in

NFL history. In addition, Studwell is one of only five

Minnesota players to participate in over 200 games during

his career. He also played in 12 playoffs contests, including

NFC Championship Games following the ‘77 and ‘87 sea
sons. In ‘87 and '88 Studwell was voted to the Pro Bowl. In

‘89 he was named 2nd-team All-NFC by United Press

International. He also was Minnesota’s recipient of the Ed

Block Memorial Courage Award in ‘87. After earning the

starting MLB job in ‘80, Studwell led the Vikings in tackles

the next 6 seasons. He also was the team’s leading tackier
in ‘88 and ‘89. Studwell, who tied for the team lead in fum

bles recovered three times (‘82, ‘86, ‘88), finished his NFL

career with 15 fumble recoveries and 11 interceptions.

Drafted by Minnesota in the 9th round from Illinois in

'77, Studwell finished his collegiate career as the school’s

second all-time tackier (342) behind Dick Butkus (374). In

‘76 Studwell recorded 177 tackles to surpass Illinois’ sea

son record, formerly held by Butkus. As a senior Studwell

recorded 23 tackles against Purdue to tie the school’s sin

gle-game record,

in ‘90 Studwell was named to Illinois’ All-Century Team,

joining Butkus and Ray Nitschke as the linebackers on that
squad. Studwell earned 2nd-team All-America and 1st-

team All-Big Ten honors in ‘76, and 2nd-team All-
Conference mention in ‘75. Studwell also was the team’s

co-captain and co-MVP in ‘76, when he played in the Hula

Bowl, East-West Shrine Game and Japan Bowl.

A native of Evansville, IN (8/27/54), John Scott Studwell

starred at Evansville High School.

FIRST DIVISIONTITLE - On Dec. 15,1968 the

Vikings defeated the Philadelphia Eagles. 24-
17, at Franklin Field then retired to the dressing

room to listen to the Chicago-Green Bay game
on the radio, Minnesota needed the Bears to

lose to clinch the Vikings’ 1st Division title.

Chicago tried to rally from a 28-10 4th quarter

deficit but eventually fell 28-17.

FIRST PLAYOFF GAME - On Dec. 22, 1968,

in the first playoff game in franchise history, the
Colts defeated the Vikings, 24-14, in the

Western Conference Championship Game at
Baltimore's Memorial Stadium. Minnesota trailed

21-0 in the 4th quarter but a late rally fell short.

SECOND DIVISIONTITLE - On Nov. 27,1969,

the Vikings shut out Detroit, 27-0, at Tiger
Stadium to clinch the franchise’s 2nd division

title. The victory over the Lions was the 10th of a

12-game win streak, the longest in the NFL in 35

years. Minnesota finished the season with the
NFLs best record (12-2) of '69.

FIRST PLAYOFF WIN - On Dec. 27, 1969, in

the first NFL playoff game in Minnesota, the

Vikings came from behind to defeat the LA
Rams, 23-20, in the Western Conference

Championship Game. Minnesota overcame
deficits of 17-7 at halftime and 20-14 in the 4th

quarter for the franchise’s 1st postseason win.

FIRST NFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - The

Vikings defeated the Browns, 27-7, in the NFL

Championship Game on Jan. 4,1970, at Metro

politan Stadium. Minnesota became the 1st
modern NFL expansion team to win an NFL

Championship Game. The Vikings dominated

the game, leading 27-0 at one point.

FIRST SUPER BOWL - On Jan. 11,1970, the

Vikings lost to Kansas City, 23-7, in Super Bowl
IV at Tulane Stadium in New Orleans. Not only

was the game the 1st Super Bowl in franchise

history, but it was the 1st Super Bowl played by
a modern expansion team.

THIRD DIVISIONTITLE - On Dec. 5.1970, the

Vikings defeated the Bears. 16-13, at

Metropolitan Stadium to clinch their 3rd straight
division title. Minnesota hosted San Francisco in

a divisional playoff game but lost, 17-14. For the

2nd consecutive season, the Vikings had the

league’s best record with a 12-2 mark.

FOURTH DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 11,1971,

the Vikings defeated the Lions, 29-10, at

Metropolitan Stadium to clinch their 4th straight
division title. Minnesota finished the year with an

Tarkenton. In his NFL debut Tarkenton came off

the bench to complete 17-of-23 passes for 250

yards and 4 touchdowns.

FIRST PRO BOWLERS - On Jan. 14, 1962,

R8 Hugh McElhenny and WR Jerry Reichow

became the first Vikings to compete in the Pro

Bowl. They were part of the Western Conference
All-Stars who beat the Eastern Conference

squad, 31-30, at the Los Angeles Coliseum.

FIRST ALL-PRO - In 1963 RB Tommy Mason,
who was the team's first ever draft choice, was

the first Vikings player to earn All-Pro recogni

tion. He was a consensus pick after rushing for

763 yards and 7 touchdowns on 166 carries (4.6

avg.).

FINKS HIRED - In September, 1964, Jim Finks

was named the team’s second general manag

er, succeeding Bert Rose, who resigned in June,

1964. Finks previously had served as general

manager for Calgary of the Canadian Football

League for 7 years.

FIRST WINNING SEASON - Minnesota won

its final 3 regular-season games in 1964 to

achieve the first winning season in team history

with an 8-5-1 record. The Vikings tied for 2nd in
the NFL Western Conference behind Baltimore.

MET EXPANDED - A new grandstand was con

structed on the east side of Metropolitan Stadium

that increased capacity trom 41,200 to 47,200.

The new seats were formally dedicated on Aug.

20,1965, when Minnesota played Philadelphia in

a preseason game.

NFL RE-ALIGNED - On Dec. 2, 1966,

Minnesota, Chicago, Detroit and Green Bay

were chosen to make up the newly-formed
Central Division of the Western Conference of

the NFL.

VAN BROCKLIN RESIGNS - After compiling a

29-51-4 record while leading the Vikings in their

first six years of existence. Head Coach Norm

Van Brocklin resigned in February, 1967. His
best season was 1964, when he led the team to

a tie for 2nd place in the NFL Western
Conference with an 8-5-1 record.

TARKENTON TRADED - On March 7, 1967,
QB Fran Tarkenton is traded to the NY Giants for

a 1st and 2nd-round choice in 1967, a Ist-round
choice in ‘68 and a 2nd-round choice in ‘69. With

the picks Minnesota selected Clinton Jones and

Bob Grim in ‘67, Ron Vary in ‘68 and Ed White in

FRANCHISE FOUNDED- Minnesota was

granted an NFL franchise at the league owners’

meetings in Miami on Jan. 28, 1960.

ROSE NAMED GENERAL MANAGER - In

late summer, 1960, former Los Angeles Rams
Public Relations Director Bert Rose was named

the team's first General Manager.

TEAM NICKNAMED - In one of his first moves

with the team. Bert Rose recommended the

nickname ‘'Vikings" to the Board of Directors.
The name was selected because it represented

both an aggressive person with the will to win
and the Nordic tradition in the northern Midwest.

RBs Hugh McElhenny and Tommy

Mason earned trips to the Pro Bowl in

the Vikings early years.

FIRST HEAD COACH - Norm Van Brocklin

was selected as the first head coach in franchise

history. He retired as a player in 1960 after 12
seasons in the NFL as a Hall of Fame QB.

FIRST COLLEGE DRAFT - On Dec. 27,1960,

RB Tommy Mason ol Tulane was taken with the
1 St overall choice and the first-ever draft pick uti

lized by the Vikings. Also selected that year were
QB Fran Tarkenton (3rd round) and DB Ed

Sharockman (5th round).

EXPANSION DRAFT - Following the 1960

season, the Vikings were allowed to select 3

players from the roster of each team after each
team was allowed to protect 30 of their 38 play

ers. Dallas was exempt from this process.

Among the players selected were OL Grady

Alderman (Detroit) and RB Hugh McElhenny

(San Francisco),

ASSIGNED CONFERENCE - On April 12,

1961, the NFL assigned the Vikings to the
Western Conference, Minnesota joined

FIRST GAME - In the first game in franchise

history, the Vikings played the Dallas Cowboys

in a preseason game in Sioux Falls, SD, on Aug.

Quarterback Fran Tarkenton was named the

NFLs Most Valuable Player for 1975 after lead

ing the Vikings to the league’s best record (12-

2). He led the NFC and finished 2nd in the NFL

in passing with a 91.7 rating. He completed 273-
of-425 passes for 2,994 yards and 25 touch

downs with 13 interceptions.

HAUGSRUD DIES - Ole Haugsrud passed

away in March, 1976. He was one of the prime

forces in the drive to bring an NFL franchise to

Minnesota. Haugsrud sat on the Board of

Directors for 16 years of the team’s existence.

He was replaced on the team’s Board of

Directors by his widow Margaret Haugsrud.

EIGHTH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings
clinched their 4th consecutive NFC Central

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The Vikings played their home games for 21 seasons (1961-81) at Metropolitan Stadium. The team has played its
games for the last 26 seasons (1982-2007) at the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome. Funded initially through the
sale of 30-year bonds, the Metrodome’s debt was retired 14 years ahead of schedule.

The Vikings have called two stadiums “home” in their 48-year history. Metropolitan Stadium in Bloomington,
Minnesota, and the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome in Minneapolis. Minnesota. On September 10, 1961, the Vikings
played their first-ever home game, a 21 -17 preseason loss to the LA Rams at Metropolitan Stadium. Over 21 seasons the
Vikings compiled a 97-59-4 record, including playoffs, at Met Stadium and possessed one of the most dominant home field
advantages in professional football. December 20, 1981, marked the last game ever played at the Met, a 10-6 loss to the
Kansas City Chiefs. Capacity of the Met was 48,446 in the stadium’s final year.

The Vikings moved indoors in 1982 to the Metrodome in downtown Minneapolis. Seating capacity for the Metrodome
is 64,121. It also features two Sony Jumbotron replay screens, 115 private suites owned and operated by the Vikings. In
25 seasons at the Metrodome the Vikings have a 137-76 record, which includes a 6-4 mark in NFL playoff action. The 2008
season marks the Vikings’ 27th campaign playing their home games in the Metrodome, 6 seasons longer than the Vikings
played at Metropolitan Stadium. Construction of the Metrodome was financed through a successful partnership of public
and private interests. Funded initially through the sale of 30-year bonds, the facility’s debt was retired 14 years ahead of
schedule. The Minnesota Vikings were largely responsible for the tenant-generated portion of the funding that retired that
debt. The Metrodome has been host to many marquee sporting events, including Super Bowl XXVI, the 1987 and 1991
World Series, the 1985 Major League Baseball All-Star Game, the 1992 NCAA Final Four basketball tournament and the
1998 NFC Championship Game. The Metrodome hosted an NCAA Men’s Basketball Regional in 2000, 2003, and 2005
and the 2001 NCAA Men’s Final Four.

HOW THE VIKINGS GOT THQR NAME
From the 1961 Minnesota Vikings Radio, TV and Press Guide—
When Bert Rose was selected as General Manager, one of the first steps he took was to recommend to the Board of

Directors that the club be nicknamed the “Vikings."
A nickname should serve a dual purpose, he said. First, it

should represent an aggressive person or animal imbued with the
will to win. Secondly, if possible, it is desirable to have it connote
the region that the particular team represents.

The “Vikings” scores well on both points. Certainly, the Nordic
Vikings were a fearless race. Following many years of victories in
the British Isles and France, under Erik the Red. they sailed in open
boats across the North Atlantic seeking new peoples to conquer.
Their entire history is punctuated with the aggressive desire and
will to win.

While Minnesota is populated by the descendants of settlers
from many nations, the area has a rich Nordic lore, perhaps due to
the mythology of Paul Bunyan and his Blue Ox, perhaps due to the
preponderance of the “sons” and “sens” in the phone book. The
Vikings, too, were Nordics; hence the name represents in a large
part the solid stock of people who call Minnesota their home.
