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The Vikings 10-year quest to build a publicly-owned
and operated stadium for the State of Minnesota, the
team and Vikings fans culminated with the passage of
stadium legislation in the Minnesota House and Senate
on May 10, 2012. The bill was signed into law by Governor
Mark Dayton on May 14 and given final local approval by the
13-member Minneapolis City Council on May 25. The stadium
bill finalizes a partnership between the Vikings, the State of
Minnesota and the City of Minneapolis to build a $975 million
fixed-roof stadium on the existing Metrodome site.

Within the deal, the Vikings have guaranteed to privately
cover $477 million, or 49% of the upfront capital costs, as
well as $13 million annually for operating expenses/capital
improvement funding during the 30-year lease. Over the life
of the facility, the Vikings/private contribution will cover
54% of the project’s entire costs.

Over the next four years, the Vikings will work collaboratively
with the newly-created five-member Stadium Authority to
ensure this signature facility is unique to Minnesota and
works well for the State, the team and Vikings fans. With
an expected groundbreaking in the summer of 2013, the
stadium will take nearly three years to construct and will
open in time for the 2016 NFL season.

A top priority for the Vikings and the NFL, the passage of
the stadium bill secures the team in Minnesota and gives
Vikings fans a premier venue to watch their team moving
forward. Construction of the facility will put thousands of
Minnesotans back to work, including 7,500 construction
workers during the three-year build, and the multi-purpose
facility will host national and international events, including
NCAA basketball, a Super Bowl and concerts, as well as high
school and amateur sports and other community events.
The stadium will also provide Minnesota with a first-class
sports and entertainment destination and will serve as a
catalyst to redeveloping the Downtown East neighborhood
of Minneapolis.

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BENEFITS TO THE STATE OF MINNESOTA

According to a study by Convention, Sports & Leisure,
the State of Minnesota will collect nearly $26 million
annually from Vikings-related sales and player income
taxes upon stadium opening. This does not account
for non-Vikings events and annual inflationary
increases.

The construction alone will support 7,500 full and part-
time construction jobs with nearly 4.3 million work
hours and nearly $300 million in wages during the
three-year building period.

Over 90% of the laborand subcontract value is estimated
to go back to Minnesotans.

The stadium will have the ability to host large-scale
events - NCAA Final Fours, a Super Bowl, Major
League Soccer, Big Ten Football Championships,
college bowl games, conventions, etc.

Goals for women, minority-owned and small-business
participation will be included in the project.

The Stadium Authority will make best efforts to ensure
the stadium receives Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) certification.

Resolution of the stadium issue has secured the Vikings
for the next generation of fans.

BENEFITS TO THE CITY OF MINNEAPOLIS

The City of Minneapolis is securing a billion-dollar
development package for a $150 million up-front
capital contribution.

The Vikings will pay $13 million of the estimated
$20.5 million in annual operating expenses/capital
improvement funding for the publicly-owned facility.

The stadium will be available for community use
throughout the vyear, including high school and
amateur sports.

Stadium legislation included workforce agreements that
will put Minneapolis residents back to work.

The new facility will draw one million-plus event
attendees to the City each year.

PROPOSAL ENSURES A “PEOPLE’S STADIUM”

* The Group will manage the following project aspects:
-Project program and project budget development.
-Selection of an architect and other consultants.

-Site development, including parking and infrastructure.

-Transportation improvements.

-Guaranteed Maximum Price process, including selection
of contractor and negotiation of CMP agreement.

PROPOSED OPERATIONS

* The Authority and the team will approve a third-party opera-
tor to manage the stadium and parking facilities in accor-
dance with the requirements of the Authority, including an
operating plan and operating budget.

* The team and stadium manager will maximize the use of the
facility by attracting events that create economic, fiscal
and social benefits to the State and local communities, in-
cluding NCAA competitions, college bowl games, concerts,
civic, community and not-for-profit events. The Authority
will actively seek events consistent with historic opera-
tions of the Metrodome.

* The stadium will also be available for high school and ama-
teur sports and other community events.

* The Vikings will pay all game-day expenses (estimated at
$3.0 million) and $8.5 million in annual operating expens-
es/rent, totaling $11.5 million per year.

David Mandelbaum has served as General Partner of Interstate Properties since 1968, a trustee of Vornado Realty since 1979
and Director of Alexander’s, Inc. since 1995. Mandelbaum has been a member of the law firm Mandelbaum & Mandelbaum, P.A.
since 1967 and holds a law degree from Harvard. He earned his undergraduate degree at Princeton University. Mandelbaum and
wife, Karen, have been married for more than 40 years. The couple has four sons, Richard, Michael, Jeffrey and Jonathan and
resides in Livingston, NJ.
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Rick Spielman was named General Manager of the Vikings
on January 3, 2012 and embarked on one of the most important
off-season periods in franchise history. Spielman will be in his
22nd season as an NFL executive in 2012 and takes over full
personnel and roster responsibility for the team, building off
his track record over the past 6 seasons with the team.

Spielman assumed the Vikings' Vice President of Player
Personnel role on May 30, 2006 and directed scouting, free
agency and draft preparations for the club before taking on his
new role for 2012. The Vikings held the #3 choice entering the
2012 Draft before executing a pair of trades on the first day of
the draft, selecting USC T Ryan Kalil at #4 and Notre Dame S
Harrison Smith at #29. Kalil is the Vikings highest pick since
Chris Doleman (#4) in 1985 and the club had a pair of 1st-round-
ers for only the 7th time in team history. Since Spielman joined
the Vikings, the club has had 5 first-round draft picks- Adrian
Peterson in 2007, Percy Harvin in 2008 and Christian Ponder
in 2011 along with the pair of selections in 2012. Peterson and
Harvin were each named Offensive Rookie of the Year and
Ponder, only the 3rd QB drafted in the 1st round in Vikings his-
tory, started the final 10 games of his rookie campaign to tie a
Vikings record held by Fran Tarkenton. The 2011 Vikings had 5
rookies start during the season, led by Ponder’s 10, 2nd-round
TE Kyle Rudolph’s 8 and 6th-round S Mistral Raymond’s 5.
Fourth-round DT Christian Ballard and 5th-round CB Brandon
Burton also earned starts during the year.

Spielman has climbed the ranks of NFL personnel depart-
ments with Detroit, Chicago and Miami, ascending to General
Manager of the Dolphins for the 2004 season. Spielman’s
tenure with all 3 franchises has been highlighted by drafting
impact players throughout the seven rounds and making key
trades and free agency acquisitions. Spielman’s teams have
won 5 divisional titles and advanced to the playoffs 8 times.

From 2007-10, the Vikings drafted 3 players (Peterson,
Sidney Rice, Harvin), signed 1 as a free agent (Brett Favre) and
acquired 1in trade (Jared Allen) who have gone on to earn Pro
Bowl honors. Since Spielman began directing the Vikings drafts
and personnel the club has drafted a pair of NFL Offensive
Rookies of the Year in the 1st round- Adrian Peterson in 2007
and Percy Harvin in 2009.

In 2008 the Vikings engineered a pre-draft trade to land
Allen from Kansas City, who has earned All-Pro and Pro Bowl|
honors in 2008 and 2008. The club signed Favre as a free agent
entering 2009 and the veteran QB directed one of the most
exciting seasons in team history and set career-bests in several
offensive categories. The 2009 Vikings boasted an NFL-best 10
players who earned Pro Bowl honors.

The Vikings ability to identify talent throughout the draft
was evidenced in 2009 when all 5 players selected went on
to start a game during their rookie season, from All-Rookie
honorees Phil Loadholt and Harvin on to 7th-round S Jamarca
Sanford.

He began his NFL career as a scout with Detroit in 1990
and worked with the club in college scouting for 5 seasons
before adding pro scouting duties in 1335 and '96. He moved
to Director of Pro Personnel for the Bears from 1397-39 before
joining the Dolphins in 2000 as Vice President of Player
Personnel. He was promoted in 2002 to Senior Vice President-

Football Operations/Player Personnel and eventually General
Manager in 2004. Spielman left the Dolphins during the 2005
off-season and worked with ESPN as an NFL analyst before
joining the Vikings. While with Miami for 5 seasons, the team
had a winning record 4 times, won the AFC East in 2000 and
went to the playoffs in 2000 and 2001 but missed the playoffs
in 2002 and 2003 despite 9-7 and 10-6 records respectively. The
team drafted its top WR, Chris Chambers, in 2001 and traded
for RB Ricky Williams in 2002. Williams posted the top two
single-season rushing marks in Miami history with 1,853 yards
in 2002 and 1,372 in 2003.

During his 3 seasons with Chicago the team amassed some
of the talent that has propelled the team to the top of the NFC
North and found gems late in the draft. The 2000 draft class
featured the core of the Bears defense in future years with
perennial Pro Bowler and NFL Defensive Player of the Year LB
Brian Urlacher selected in the 1st round and Pro Bowl S Mike
Brown, the Bears all-time leader in defensive TDs, drafted in
the 2nd round. The team selected perennial Pro Bowl C Olin
Kreutz in the 3rd round of the 1998 draft.

Spielman got his first taste of NFL personnel analysis as a
college scout with Detroit from 1990-94 and added pro scouting
responsibilities for his final 2 seasons (1995-96) in the Motor
City. The Lions enjoyed one of the finest stretches in franchise
history in the early 1990s, winning a pair of NFC Central titles
in 1991 and 1993 and the team advanced to the playoffs in 1991,
'93, '94 and '95. The trio of consecutive post-season berths
was a first for the team. The 1991 team set a franchise record
with a 12-4 regular season mark, hosted and won a playoff
game for the first time since 1957 and advanced to the NFC
Championship Game against Washington, losing out on the
chance to play in Super Bowl XXVI at the Metrodome. The
Lions drafted well during Spielman’s tenure, selecting the core
talent for the team and several players who earned regular Pro
Bowl accolades. The club drafted WR Herman Moore in the 1st
round of the 1991 draft and he went on to four Pro Bowl berths
while defensive linemen Robert Porcher and Luther Elliss were
1st-round picks in 1992 and 1995 respectively and each earned
multiple trips to Hawaii. The team drafted Lions career scoring
leader K Jason Hanson in 1992 (2nd round), who has earned a
reputation as one of the top kickers of his era.

Following Spielman’s playing career at Southern Illinois
from 1983-86 he was invited to training camp with the San
Diego Chargers (1987) and Lions (1988). As a collegiate player,
Spielman was a 1st-Team All-Gateway Conference honoree as a
junior and part of the 1983 NCAA Division I-AA national cham-
pionship team as a redshirt freshman. His younger brother,
Chris, was a Pro Bowl! LB and a 2nd-round pick of the Lions
in 1988. He played 11 NFL seasons with Detroit (1988-95) and
Buffalo (1996-98).

Spielman has a bachelor’s degree from Southern Illinois and
amaster’s from Ohio State. He and his wife, Michele, have been
active with children’s charities. The couple has adopted six chil-
dren, Juan, Luis, Ronnie, J.D., Omie and Whitney.
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Lester Bagley brings more than two decades of public affairs
and communications experience to his role as the Vikings Vice
President of Public Affairs and Stadium Development. Currently
in his 8th year as a vice president, Bagley oversees the team'’s
public relations, public affairs, community relations and chari-
table giving initiatives.

This past spring, Bagley led the organization to its biggest
victory off the field when he helped secure financing for a new
publicly-owned and operated stadium for the State of Minnesota
and the Vikings. In an extremely difficult political environment
and economy, Bagley led the public discussion and advocacy
effort on behalf of the Vikings. With Bagley's guidance, a coali-
tion of elected officials, Vikings fans and business, labor and
community leaders organized to advance the stadium issue
at the Minnesota Capitol, and on May 10, 2012, the House and
Senate passed legislation to construct a $975 million multi-pur-
pose stadium in Minneapolis. Just days later on May 14, Governor
Mark Dayton signed the bill into law.

A top priority for the Vikings and the NFL, the passage of the
stadium bill secures the team in Minnesota and gives Vikings fans
a premier venue to watch their team moving forward. The multi-
purpose facility will also host national and international events,
including NCAA basketball, a Super Bowl and concerts, as well
as high school and amateur sports and other community events.
The stadium will provide Minnesota with a first-class sports and
entertainment destination and will serve as a catalyst to rede-
velop the Downtown East neighborhood of Minneapolis. For his
significant role, Bagley was honored alongside Governor Dayton
and stadium bill authors Senator Julie Rosen and Representative
Morrie Lanning with the “Public Policy Achievement (Sports)”
award as part of Minnesota’s Leaders in Public Policy 2012.

With the stadium bill behind him, Bagley has turned his atten-
tion to the design and construction of the new facility. Over the
next four years, the Vikings will work closely with the newly-cre-
ated five-member Stadium Authority to ensure that a world-class

The Minneapolis firm specialized in
issues management, public relations and public affairs. From
1993-99, Bagley served as associate director and helped lead the
Minnesota Business Partnership, the public policy organization
comprised off the chief executive officers of 100 of Minnesota’s
largest companies. He also spent five years working in public
affairs and public relations in Washington D.C.

A native of Barron, WI, Bagley began college at the University
of Minnesota before graduating from the University of California
at Los Angeles (UCLA) with a bachelor's degree in political sci-
ence.

In his 12th season with the Vikings, Steve LaCroix serves
as the team’s Vice President of Sales and Marketing & Chief
Marketing Officer. LaCroix oversees all aspects of Vikings-
generated revenues, including corporate sales, sponsorships,
media sales, ticket sales, suite sales and hospitality. He also
leads the team’s radio and television programming, web site,
digital and social media initiatives, merchandise and e-com-
merce operations, community and special events, marketing
partnerships, advertising, branding, promotions, fan relations
and game day activities.

With the passage of stadium legislation in 2012, LaCroix will
begin his newest challenge of also directing all sales, marketing
and revenue-generating initiatives for the new stadium set to
open in 2016 on the current site of Mall of America Field at the
Metrodome. Until kickoff at the new stadium in fall of 2016,
LaCroix and his staff will pursue naming rights, building partner-
ships and brand integration opportunities for the facility while
also overseeing multiple new offerings related to season tickets,
premium seating, club seats and suites located in the stadium.
LaCroix and the Vikings will explore all avenues to ensure the
new stadium is the premier fan experience for Vikings fans.

LaCroix has been involved in some historic moments for the
Vikings organization over the years, including playing a major
role in the franchise's 50th season in 2010. The 50th season
campaign was highlighted with a weekend celebration event
attended by 46 of the top 50 figures in team history followed
by a Monday Night Football matchup against the Chicago Bears,
the Vikings first outdoor home game in 29 years due to the
unexpected collapse of the Metrodome roof.

In his Minnesota tenure, LaCroix has led a variety of addition-
al new initiatives. The team has introduced a new, more modern
design of the Vikings traditional uniforms. The club has brought
radio and television broadcast rights in-house and started year-
round weekly television and radio programming. The Vikings
have had multiple full re-designs of vikings.com, opened Vikings
Locker Room official retail stores across the Twin Cities and

constructed two club seating offerings (Touchdown Club and
Legends Club) that created the first premium seat offered at Mall
of America Field. Fans have been treated to the introduction of
Viktor the Viking, the official team mascot, and the Skol Line
drum line. Several new fans events, including Inside the Vikings,
State of the Vikings and Vikings Fan Forums further connect the
club with its fan base. Under LaCroix, the Vikings have continued
their sellout streak at Mall of America Field, which dates back
t0 1998 and now consists of 144 consecutive sold-out games.

Also included in LaCroix’s accomplishments is the launch
of the Vikings Entertainment Network (VEN) in 2009. LaCroix
helped take VEN to the next level with a first-class produc-
tion studio that was unveiled during the 2010 season. Sports
Authority Studios at Winter Park plays host to weekly TV and
radio shows throughout the year and is the home for Vikings-
exclusive content creation for vikings.com.

LaCroix has served on the NFL Club Business Working Group
comprised of eight club executives to help shape strategies for
implementing league and club initiatives. LaCroix has also served
for several years on the Steering Committee of the National
Sports Forum, the sports industry’s leading annual conference.

LaCroix’s charitable involvement includes serving as
Treasurer of the Vikings Children’s Fund, which has raised and
distributed nearly $10 million since 1978. LaCroix also serves on
the Local Advisory Board of Clear Channel, as well as the Board
of Directors, Executive Committees and Marketing Committee
Chairs of Hunger Related Events/Taste of the NFL, a national
hunger relief organization, and Summit Academy OIC, a Twin
Cities non-profit vocational and educational training center.

Prior to joining the Vikings, LaCroix worked as the Director
of Sponsorship Sales for Pacers Sports and Entertainment
in Indianapolis, IN, from 1999-00. His main responsibili-
ties included overseeing the corporate sales efforts for the
National Basketball Association’s Indiana Pacers, the WNBA's
Indiana Fever and other sports and entertainment events held
at Conseco Fieldhouse, for which he negotiated the naming
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rights deal. Conseco Fieldhouse (recently renamed Bankers Life
Fieldhouse) is widely considered one of the premier venues in
the NBA and elevated the Pacers into the top third of the league
in local revenue, despite being the NBA's fifth-smallest market.

Poppen, who joined the Vikings in 1399, is responsible
for all financial aspects of the team, including business planning,
budgeting, day-to-day financial and administrative operations,
human resources, information technology, facilities, and new
stadium project financing.

Over the last several years, Poppen played a leadership role in
the Vikings attempts to pass new stadium legislation, an exhaus-
tive effort that culminated with Governor Mark Dayton signing
the stadium bill into law on May 14, 2012. Moving forward, Poppen
will lead the Vikings financing efforts for the new publicly-owned
and operated stadium to be built in Downtown East Minneapolis.
As part of the Vikings stadium team, he will work closely with the
newly-formed Stadium Authority on the design and construction
of the facility and will focus largely on the team’s $477 million
private commitment to the project.

A native of Watertown, SD, Poppen spent eight years before
joining the Vikings as a Certified Public Accountant in the busi-
ness assurance group of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP in Kansas
City. In 2006, Poppen participated in the NFL-Stanford Program
for Managers at the Stanford Graduate School of Business, a
program developed by the NFL to promote growth of leaders
within the League. Poppen helped engineer the dramatic renova-
tions to Winter Park during the 2006 off-season that featured
a total remake of the locker room and equipment facilities and
an upgrade of the athletic training areas. In 2008, he joined the
NFL's Green Committee to enhance environmental awareness

among clubs. Poppen has been key in the Vikings Planet Purple
initiatives to operate the franchise in a more Earth-friendly way.

Poppen received his bachelor's degree in accounting from
Evangel University in Springfield, MO, in 1991. An active member
of his community, Poppen served on the board of Minnesota Teen
Challenge, a faith-based drug and alcohol rehabilitation program
for Minnesota adults and teens, from 2002-2012. Poppen sits
on the Executive Committee of the Minneapolis Downtown
Council board, an organization promoting business development
in downtown Minneapolis, and he holds a position with the
Minnesota State Fair Foundation board of directors, including
serving as the chair of the Audit Committee. The State Fair
Foundation was created to preserve and improve the historic
Minnesota State Fair buildings and grounds and support State
Fair educational, scientific and agricultural programs. Poppen also
served on the Entertainment Subcommittee of the Downtown
2025 working group of Minneapolis civic and business leaders
focused on a progressive future for downtown. Since the public
rollout of the Downtown 2025 Plan, Poppen has been given a role
on the group’s Implementation Committee.

Poppen and his wife, Christy, who holds a bachelor’s degree
in elementary education from Evangel, have four children -
Natalie, Andrew, Nathan and Avery. The Poppen family resides
in Chanhassen.

In the history of the Vikings franchise, a pair of schools have led the way in producing the
most players to suit up for the team. Since the inception of the team, 29 University of Minnesota
Colden Gophers have played for the Vikings, trailed closely by USC with 27. With a pair of USC
rookies on the 2012 roster, the Trojans could close the gap and match the Gophers. Some of the
Vikings early stalwarts were products of the UofM, including future Hall of Famer Carl Eller, who
was taken in the 1964 Draft with the #6 overall choice by the Vikings. The 1964 draft class also
yielded another building block of the great Vikings teams that excelled under Bud Grant, who
earned his place in Gophers legend as a 3-sport star. The Vikings selected Bloomington, MN
product Milt Sunde in the 20th round of the 1964 draft, the final player taken by the team (#271)
that season. Sunde beat the odds from a 20th-round pick to become a key component of the
Vikings lines. He went on to play in 146 games for the Vikings from 1964-74.

Not only have Minnesota, USC and Ohio State produced the most Vikings players, but they
have also been among the best of the best on the field. Of the 13 players in the Vikings Ring of
Honor, 5 have come from those schools- Eller (Minnesota) and Ron Yary (USC) join Jim Marshall

(0SU), Korey Stringer (OSU) and Cris Carter (OSU).

Doug Kingsriter is one of the
29 former Golden Gophers who
have played for the Vikings.
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Kevin Warren has an extensive background in athletics and
unique perspective in both law and business, which have been
instrumental to the Wilf family ownership group for the entire
8 seasons of their stewardship of the Minnesota Vikings.

In 2012, Warren enters his 14th season in the NFL and
his 8th season with the Vikings. Warren is the Vikings’ Vice
President of Legal Affairs & Chief Administrative Officer with
responsibility for various day-to-day business, operational and
administrative issues, legal affairs, strategic planning, human
resources, special projects, while also serving as a member of
the Vikings’ internal stadium development deal team. Warren
is the highest-ranking African-American executive working on
the business side for a team in the NFL.

Prior to joining the Vikings, during 2003-05, Warren worked
with the international law firm of Greenberg Traurig, which
included working with the Wilf ownership group during their
acquisition of the Vikings. Warren spent 2001-03 with the
Detroit Lions as Senior Vice President of Business Operations
& General Counsel. While working with the Lions, he was
recognized by Crain's Detroit Business on their “40 Under
40" list, recognizing the top 40 Detroit business leaders
under the age of 40. Prior to joining the Vikings' NFC North
rivals in Detroit, Warren worked from 1997-2001 with the St.
Louis Rams, including the Rams’ Super Bowl XXXIV World
Championship victory over the Tennessee Titans. During his
tenure with St. Louis, Warren served as Vice President of
Football Administration in 2001 after working as Vice President
of Player Programs & Football Legal Counsel from 1997-2000.

Following his graduation from Notre Dame law school,
Warren's first exposure to sports law came when he worked
with current Southeastern Conference Commissioner Mike
Slive and sports attorney Mike Glazier at a law firm special-
izing in representing universities charged with NCAA viola-
tions. Warren also later worked as a sports and entertainment
attorney/agent, representing various professional athletes,
entertainers and broadcasters as the founder of Kevin Warren
and Associates.

Warren's involvement in athletics helped pave the way
for his future career. As a freshman on the University of
Pennsylvania basketball team, Warren was a member of the
Quakers’ vy League championship team in 1982. A native of
Tempe, AZ, Warren enrolled at Grand Canyon University in
Phoenix, where he earned his undergraduate degree. While at

Grand Canyon, he excelled both in the classroom and on the
basketball court. Warren scored 1,118 points during his career at
Grand Canyon and earned GTE/CoSida Academic All-America
as a senior along with NAIA Academic All-America honors as
both a junior and senior. In March 2012, Warren was inducted
into the Grand Canyon University Athletics Hall of Fame, the
16th individual and only the 5th basketball player to earn the
prestigious honor in the University's 63-year history.

Warren earned his bachelor's degree in business admin-
istration from Grand Canyon University in 1986, his mas-
ter's degree in business administration from Arizona State
University in 1988, and his Juris Doctorate degree from the
University of Notre Dame School of Law in 1990. Warren is
licensed with the State Bar of Kansas, Michigan and Minnesota
(House Counsel-Rule 10).

Several members of Warren's family have helped fuel his
life-long passion for sports, including his father, the late Dr.
Morrison Warren, Sr., who played professional football for the
Brooklyn Dodgers in 1948 during the era of the All-American
Football Conference, before the league was merged with the
NFL. The senior Warren would go on to be the first African-
American President of a major college bowl game when he
was named President of the 1982 Fiesta Bowl. Warren's oldest
brother, Morrison, Jr., was one of the first African-American
scholarship athletes at Stanford, playing football for the
Cardinal in the early 1960s, before a severe knee injury cut short
his promising athletic career.

An active member of the Twin Cities community, Warren
served on the United Way Board of Directors from 2007-10, has
served on the Page Education Foundation Board of Directors
since 2006, the University of Minnesota’s Medical Foundation
Board of Directors since 2010, and recently became a member
of the Benilde-St. Margaret High School Board of Directors
in the spring of 2012. Warren was recognized by Twin Cities
Business Journal in 2006 as a Minority Business Leader, and he
is a life member of the Fiesta Bowl Board of Directors. In the
summer of 2012, Warren also became a member of the Notre
Dame Law School Advisory Council.

Warren and his wife, Greta, who holds a bachelor's degree
from Kansas State University, have a daughter, Peri, and a son,
Powers. The Warren family resides in Chanhassen, MN.
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Leslie Frazier begins his 2nd full season as Head Coach of
the Vikings in 2012 with a core of young talent in place and a
team motivated for success. With the unique perspective of a
Super Bowl winner as a player and coach, Frazier has a proven
track record of success. His 1st title came as a starting CB with
the 1985 Chicago Bears in Super Bowl XX. Frazier marks his 14th
season as an NFL coach in 2012 and has another 11 years of col-
legiate coaching experience. In his 13 seasons as an NFL coach,
Frazier has coached on 7 playoff teams and been a part of 6
division championships.

Entering 2012, the Vikings have added talent and improved
the depth on the roster. The club selected T Matt Kalil with the
#4 pick in the Draft and traded up to select S Harrison Smith
at #29, giving the club a rare pair of 1st-rounders and took CB
Josh Robinson with their 3rd-round choice. Kalil is the Vikings
highest draft pick since Hall of Famer Chris Doleman at #4 in
1985 and the 2nd-highest offensive lineman drafted in team
history behind Hall of Famer Ron Yary at #1 in 1968. Smith is
only the 3rd DB selected in the 1st round in Vikings history. Key
free agent pickups TE John Carlson and WR Jerome Simpson
give the club more offensive firepower while DBs Chris Carr and
Zack Bowman improve backfield competition.

Since taking over as Head Coach for the final 6 games of the
2011 season Frazier has had to contend with injuries to marquee
players and a QB position that was in flux before 1st-rounder
Christian Ponder took control of the job. The Vikings of 2011
flashed the talent that is in place on the roster but struggled
with inconsistency and injuries during a 3-13 campaign. Individ-
ually, DE Jared Allen came close to NFL history with a 22.0-sack
season, breaking the Vikings record and coming within reach of
the NFL's single-season mark. Allen was recognized with an As-
sociated Press 1st-Team All-Pro nod and a starter’s job in the
Pro Bowl. He was joined at the Pro Bowl by LB Chad Greenway,
who marked the 3rd of the past 4 Vikings’ 1st-round draft picks
to earn Pro Bowl honors. Offensively, Percy Harvin showed his
dynamic playmaking ability as he set Vikings records for rush-
ing by a WR, returned his Vikings-record 4th career kickoff for
a TD and set career-highs for receiving. Rookie TE Kyle Rudolph
earned All-Rookie with his 3 TDs in the 2nd half of the season
and gave a glimpse into the future with his receiving skill.

Frazier notched a 3-3 record on an interim basis, including
winning his opening contest at Washington and an upset win
over eventual NFC East champion Philadelphia on the road. His
steady and consistent personality and coaching style helped
the Vikings prepare weekly under unprecedented circumstances
in a harrowing three-week span. The team endured the collapse
of the roof on their home stadium, forcing the club to play con-
secutive “home” games at Detroit’s Ford Field against the NY
Giants and at TCF Bank Stadium on the campus of the Universi-
ty of Minnesota against the Chicago Bears. Following the chaot-
ic two weeks, the team experienced a two-day weather delay of
a Sunday Night Football game at Philadelphia to Tuesday night,
turning a routine road trip into a three-night extended stay.

The Vikings 2010 defense ended the season ranked #8 in
the NFL, the 3rd straight season the Vikings ranked in the top

10 in total defense for the first time since 1992-94. The Vikings
defense scored touchdowns on turnovers in the final 2 games
of the season on a fumble return and interception return. Allen
led the team with 11.0 sacks and anchored a defensive line that
allowed only 10 rushing TDs. Allen also tied a team record with
a pair of interceptions by a defensive lineman in a season. Of-
fensively, the Vikings were stifled by injuries and started 3 QBs
and centers during the season. The running game continued to
excel as Pro Bowler Adrian Peterson notched 1,298 yards and 12
TDs. Peterson’s 1,298 yards rank as the 5th-best total in team
history and gives him 4 of the top 5 yardage totals in Vikings
history in his 4 seasons. Peterson’s 12 rushing TDs ranked tied
for 4th in the NFL and he tied the Vikings career rushing TDs
record with 52 in only 4 seasons. The team was forced through
injuries to turn to rookie QB Joe Webb to start the final 2 games
of the season, winning his debut at Philadelphia.

Frazier's defense led the NFL in 2009 with 48.0 sacks and
the team ranks 5th in the NFL with 162.0 sacks from 2007-10.
The Vikings defense ranked #6 in the NFL in 2009, the 2nd
straight season ranked #6 in total defense. The mark was the
1st time since 1993-94 the team ranked in the NFL's top 10 in
consecutive seasons.

As Defensive Coordinator, Frazier has also helped his players
achieve at a high level and has had 4 players earn 5 NFC Defen-
sive Player of the Week honors in the past 4 seasons. Frazier
has also had 6 players (Allen, E.). Henderson, Darren Sharper,
Kevin Williams, Pat Williams and Antoine Winfield) earn a total
of 13 Pro Bowl berths.

The 2009 Vikings used a dynamic front line to continue their
tradition of stopping the run and put pressure on opposing QBs.
The unit ranked #2 in the NFL against the run after leading
the league for the previous 3 seasons. The Vikings tied for the

FOUNDATION FOR THE FUTURE

The Vikings featured some strong individual performances
during 2011 that give promise for a bright future. Jared Allen
broke the Vikings single-season sack mark and nearly broke
the NFL record with 22.0 and was a consensus All-Pro. Rookie
OB Christian Ponder took over starting duties for the final
10 games and flashed ability with his arm and legs. Adrian
Peterson was held just shy of a 5th straight 1,000-yard rush-
ing season in only 12 games played. Percy Harvin ranked 6th
in the NFL with 87 receptions and scored his 4th career KO
return TD and LB Chad Greenway led the team in tackles
for the 4th straight season en route to his 1st career Pro
Bowl berth.

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NFL lead by allowing only 5 rushing TDs. The NFL-best 48 sacks
posted by the Vikings was the 5th-most in team history and
Allen led the way with 14.5. Allen and DT Kevin Williams were
both recognized as Associated Press 1st Team All-Pros and were
named to the Pro Bowl along with Winfield.

Frazier's 2008 defensive unit ranked #6 overall in the NFL
and #1 in the league against the run, making the Vikings the
1st squad since the 1970 AFL/NFL merger to lead the league
in rushing defense for 3 straight seasons. The Vikings #6 rank
in total defense was the highest since the 1994 season. Of the
teams ranked in the top 6 in the NFL, the other 5 had ranked
in the NFL's top 10 in 2007 while the Vikings were #20 in 2007,
making a 14-position improvement in 2008. The 2008 Vikings
defense featured 4 players earning Pro Bowl berths, including 3
defensive linemen with Allen, DTs Kevin Williams and Pat Wil-
liams and rounded out with 10th-year CB Winfield earning his
1st Pro Bowl honors. The Vikings dominant line showed prowess
as pass rushers as well as against the run. Allen tied for 5th in
the NFL with 14.5 sacks and the team total of 45 ranked 4th in
the NFL. The Vikings ranked 3rd in the NFL in 2008 by allowing
only a 33.5% conversion rate on 3rd down and were 5th in the
NFL by allowing 15.8 offensive points per game.

The 2008 Vikings had to overcome the season-ending injury
to emerging star E.J. Henderson at MLB in the 4th game and
did not have the services of priority free agent signee Madieu
Williams at FS until the 9th game of the year as he recovered
from preseason injury. The club lost its top nickel back, Charles
Gordon, for the 2nd half of the season and 3-time Pro Bowl DT
anchor Pat Williams was sidelined the final 2 regular season
games and Wild Card playoffs with a shoulder injury. The depth
of the roster and the preparation of the coaching staff kept the
team on track despite those setbacks.

In his debut season with the Vikings in 2007, the team
maintained its dominance against the run, posting the #1 rush
defense in the NFL and allowed a mere 3.1 yards per carry. The
anchors of the Vikings defense, DTs Kevin Williams and Pat Wil-
liams, were joined by Sharper as Pro Bowl honorees, the most
defensive Vikings to earn trips to Hawaii since 1992.

Frazier's defense was opportunistic, scoring on 6 intercep-
tion returns to tie a Vikings record and added a pair of TDs on
fumble recoveries. The Vikings' 6 scores by interception return
ranks tied for 5th-most in a season in NFL history. The team
scored on 3 interceptions in a key road game against the NY Gi-
ants to set a team record against the eventual Super Bow! XLII
champions. The Vikings tied for 3rd in the NFL in 2007 by allow-
ing only 7 rushing TDs and were 5th in the NFC in total offensive
points allowed, an average of 17.8 points per game.

The Vikings defense responded to new faces and new po-
sitions with impressive performances in 2007. The team was
led in tackles by Henderson's career-high 155 tackles in his 1st
season playing MLB since 2004. Henderson added a career-best
4.5 sacks and led the team with a career-best 14 tackles for loss
while earning Pro Bowl alternate honors and garnering All-Pro
votes. The Vikings LBs entered 2007 with only SLB Ben Leber
playing his same position from the previous year. One of the
most impressive individual performances came from 2nd-year
WLB Greenway, who missed his 2006 rookie season with a knee
injury but came back in 2007 to rank 2nd on the team with 130
tackles, lead the NFL with 4 fumble recoveries and have a pair
of interceptions, including scoring his 1st career TD.

The 2007 Vikings rush defense was the envy of the NFL, al-
lowing 74.1 yards per game on the ground and allowed only 1
opponent RB to break the 100-yard mark.

Frazier came to Minnesota after coaching DBs with India-
napolis and serving as Special Assistant to Head Coach Tony
Dungy for 2 seasons. The 2006 Colts defense clamped down on
opponents throughout the playoff run that brought the fran-
chise its 1st Super Bowl title since 1970. The team notched 7 in-

terceptions, 8 sacks and took away 6 fumbles. The Indy defense
allowed only 2 second-half TDs in the 4 post-season games and
held the Bears out of the end zone for the final 3 quarters of
Super Bowl XLI en route to the win.

In his 1st season with Indianapolis in 2005, Frazier helped
S Bob Sanders earn a berth in the Pro Bowl in his 1st season as
a full-time starter and became the 1st Colts DB to play in the
game since 1971. The Colts ranked 11th in the NFL in total de-
fense after ranking 29th overall in 2004 and improved in yards
allowed per game from 370.6 per game to 307.1.

Prior to his tenure with Indianapolis, Frazier served as de-
fensive coordinator with Cincinnati in 2003 and '04 where he
helped the Bengals go .500 in consecutive seasons for the 1st
time in 12 seasons. Frazier’s NFL coaching debut came from
1999-2002 with Philadelphia where he worked with the Eagles
DBs. Frazier helped CB Troy Vincent earn 4 Pro Bowl berths,
S Brian Dawkins went to the game 3 times and Bobby Taylor
appear in the all-star game once. The trio all earned Pro Bowl|
recognition in 2002. Frazier was part of an impressive program-
building project in Philadelphia that saw the team improve
from a 5-11 record in 13999 to 11-5 in 2000, 11-5 in 2001 and 12-4
in 2002. The team advanced to the playoffs in each of Frazier's
final 3 seasons with the Eagles, including winning the NFC East
in 2001 and '02 and advancing to the NFC Championship game
in both seasons.

Frazier had spent 11 seasons coaching at the collegiate level
before returning to the NFL. In 1997 and '8 he worked with the
DBs at lllinois on Ron Turner's staff, who Frazier would face 10
seasons later in the Super Bowl. The staff was part of an im-
pressive rebuilding project with the Illini.

Building programs was not unusual for Frazier before going
to Illinois and the Eagles. He started the Trinity College football
program from the ground up as the school started a football
team with Frazier as head coach in 1988. Frazier turned the
team into a winner, claiming Northern Illinois Intercollegiate
Conference titles twice. The school, now known as Trinity Inter-
national University, named the football field in Frazier’s honor
in 1997 in tribute to his impact on the campus.

As a player, Frazier was part of the legendary Chicago Bears
defense that keyed the Super Bowl XX win over New England.
He was a starter at CB on the 1985 Super Bowl team and played
for the Bears from 1981-86. He led Chicago in interceptions in
1983, '84 and '85 but his career was cut short by a severe knee
injury suffered in the Super Bowl. During his career he had 20
INTs in 65 games and returned a pair for TDs. Frazier was an All-
America DB and baseball standout at Alcorn State University. In
2007, Frazier was inducted into the SWAC Hall of Fame.

Frazier was born (4/3/59) in Columbus, MS and attended
Columbus High. Frazier and wife, Gale, have 3 children- Kieron,
Chantel and Corey, who plays DB at Rice. He holds a degree in
business administration and was active in Fellowship of Chris-
tian Athletes throughout his playing career. Frazier works close-
ly with All-Pro Dad, an organization that stresses fathers taking
an active role and putting family first. Frazier took part in the
NFL-USO tour to visit troops in the Middle East,

2007-Present  Minnesota Vikings

Frazier joined the Vikings in 2007 as the defensive coordina-
tor. He led a defense that ranked in the top-10 in the NFL for
three straight years (‘08-10). Frazier took over as interim head
coach for the final six games of 2010 and led the team to a
3-3 record. He was officially named the franchise’s 8th head
coach on January 3, 2011. In his 1st season at the helm, Jared
Allen led the NFL and set a team record with 22.0 sacks while
Adrian Peterson was stopped just shy of another 1,000 yard
rushing season and rookie QB Christian Ponder took the reins.

2005-06 Indianapolis Colts

Serving as a Special Assistant to Head Coach Tony Dungy and
coaching DBs, Frazier helped lead the Colts to the franchise’s
first Super Bowl title since 1970 with a win in Super Bowl XLI
following the 2006 regular season. The team forced 13 turn-
overs in the 2006 postseason and allowed only 2 second-half
TDs during their Super Bowl run. He coached S Bob Sanders
to a Pro Bowl berth in 2005 in his first season as a full-time
starter.

2003-04 Cincinnati Bengals

In his first opportunity as an NFL Defensive Coordinator, Frazier
helped the Bengals go .500 in consecutive seasons for the first
time in 12 years, coming off a 2-14 campaign in 2002.

1999-2002 Philadelphia Eagles

Frazier's NFL coaching debut came with the Phildadelphia
Eagles where he worked with the DBs. In four years with the
Eagles, he coached CB Troy Vincent, S Brian Dawkins and CB
Bobby Taylor to a total of 8 Pro Bowl berths, including all three
earning a berth in 2002. The team advanced to the postseason
in his final three years on staff and made two appearances in
the NFC Championship Game.

1997-98  University of lllinois

As a part of Ron Turner’s staff at lllinois, Frazier coached the
defensive backs for two seasons. He was a part of a rebuilding
process that included taking a team that was 0-11in 1997 to put
the pieces in place for the squad to win a bowl game following
the 1999 campaign. Frazier would go on to face off against
Turner in Super Bowl XLI while Turner was the Offensive
Coordinator for the Chicago Bears and Frazier was with the
Indianapolis Colts.

1988-96 Trinity College

Frazier began his coaching career at Trinity College, building the
program from the ground up as the school started its football
team in 1988. Trinity won two conference titles in his nine
seasons as head coach. The school named the football field for
him in 1997 in tribute to his impact on campus.
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Bill Musgrave enters his 2nd season as Offensive Coordina-
tor of the Vikings in 2012 and 20th NFL campaign overall as
both a player and coach.

The 2011 Vikings offense tallied 75 rushes of 10+ yards,
keeping defenses off balance through creative personnel
packages. WR Percy Harvin's role in the offense was greatly
enhanced as the 3rd-year player set a career-high with 87 re-
ceptions, the 6th-most in the NFL for the season and 4th-most
among WRs. Harvin set a Vikings record with 52 carries for 345
yards and 2 TDs on the ground, ranking among the NFL's all-
time leaders for rushing by a WR.

The Vikings moved 1st-round draft pick Christian Ponder
into the starting lineup for the final 10 games of the 2011 sea-
son and he immediately found a connection with fellow rookie
TE Kyle Rudolph, who tied for 2nd on the club in TD catches
and earned a spot on the Pro Football Weekly All-Rookie team.
Ponder showed promise for the future by leading the NFL in red
zone passing with a 114.3 passer rating and ranked among NFL
leaders in 3rd-down accuracy. The Vikings turned to RB Toby
Gerhart while Adrian Peterson recovered from injuries late in
the season and the bruising back responded with his 1st career
100-yard day at Washington and rumbled for the Vikings lon-
gest run of the season with a 67-yarder in the game. The Vikings
ground attack ranked #2 in yards per attempt in the NFL and
#4 in the NFL in total yards rushing per game.

A former NFL signal-caller himself, Musgrave was a backup
to Joe Montana and Steve Young in San Francisco from 1991-
94, working under coaches Mike Holmgren, Mike Shanahan
and Gary Kubiak. Musgrave was a member of the 49ers club
that won Super Bowl XXIX over San Diego following the 1994
season. He played from 1995-96 with Denver where he backed
up John Elway when Shanahan took over the reins as Broncos
head coach. Musgrave was originally drafted in the 4th round
by Dallas in 1991.

During Musgrave’s coaching tenure with Atlanta from
2006-10, he helped mold the Falcons offense, highlighted by an
impressive 2010 season, leading the way for a 13-3 regular sea-
son mark. QB Matt Ryan had a career-best 28 TDs, 91.0 passer
rating, 3,705 yards and helped WR Roddy White lead the NFL
with 115 catches and rank 2nd in the NFL with 1,389 yards. Ryan
earned a Pro Bowl berth in 2010 and headed a group of 4 other
Falcons offensive skill position players who were recognized as
Pro Bowlers- White, RB Michael Turner, FB Ovie Mughelli and
TE Tony Gonzalez.

Prior to coaching in Atlanta, Musgrave worked with the
Redskins QBs in 2005 and tutored veteran Mark Brunell to a
career-best 23 TD passes, helping Washington earn a playoff
berth and road victory over NFC South Champion Tampa Bay.
Musgrave worked with Jacksonville in 2003-04, serving as of-
fensive coordinator as Fred Taylor broke the franchise rushing
record with 1,572 yards on the ground in 2003 and followed in
2004 with 1,224 yards.

During the 1999 and 2000 campaigns, Musgrave worked
with the QBs in Carolina and also served as offensive coordina-

tor in 2000 under George Seifert. In 1999, Panthers QB Steve
Beuerlein had a career-year, throwing for 36 TDs and 4,436 yards
to finish with a passer rating of 94.6 and a Pro Bowl nod. The
1999 Carolina offense ranked 2nd in the NFL in passing and 4th
in scoring. Musgrave’s first NFL coaching experience came at
Oakland in 1997 when Al Davis hired him to coach the Raider
0Bs. Oakland starter Jeff George led the AFC that season with
29 TDs. The next season in Philadelphia in 1998, Musgrave
served as offensive coordinator for the final 10 games of the
season.

A 4-year starter at QB for Oregon from 1987-90, Musgrave
was a 3-year team captain for the Ducks and led the team to
consecutive bowl bids in 1989 and 1990. He established 15
school passing records and posted a 25-10 record as a starter.
His 60 TD passes and 8,000+ passing yards made him the 2nd
Pac-10 player behind John Elway to eclipse those numbers. Af-
ter throwing for 382 yards and earning Anaheim Freedom Bowl
MVP in 1990, Musgrave was selected to play in 3 post-season
all-star games- the Japan Bowl, Hula Bowl and East-West
Shrine Game in Palo Alto, CA. He was awarded the Joe Roth Me-
morial Outstanding Player Award after leading the West Squad
to victory in the Japan Bowl. Musgrave was elected to the Uni-
versity of Oregon'’s Athletics Hall of Fame in 2000.

A native of Grand Junction, CO, Musgrave was named Colo-
rado High School Athlete of the Year for 1985-86 as well as be-
ing the recipient of the Denver Post’s Gold Helmet Award as the
prep football player of the year. He was inducted into the state
of Colorado Sports Hall of Fame in 1995. Musgrave and wife,
Neely, have 4 children.

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Mike Priefer begins his 2nd year with the Vikings organiza-
tion as the Special Teams Coordinator. The 11-year NFL coaching
veteran has held the same title with the Denver Broncos and
Kansas City Chiefs in years past.

Priefer’s special teams units are known for creating big-
play opportunities. Since entering the League, Priefer has seen
his units account for 13 scores (6 KOR, 4 PR, 1 blocked punt, 1
botched FG and 1 safety). He has also seen his squads block 15
kicks (7 punts, 6 FGs, 2 PATs) since 2002.

Since joining the NFL, Priefer has helped David Tyree (ST)
and Chris Hanson (P) earn Pro Bowl nods. Priefer went to the
playoffs with the Giants in 2005 (NFC East Champions) and in
2006 with Kansas City (Wild Card).

Priefer could not have asked for a better start to the 201
season, his 1st in Minnesota. Percy Harvin took the opening
kickoff, Week 1at San Diego, 103 yards for a TD, the 1st opening
kickoff returned for a TD in Vikings history. Harvin later made
NFL history in Week 12 at Atlanta when he returned a kickoff
104 yards before being stopped at the 3-yard line. It was the
longest non-scoring play in League history. Harvin now owns 5
of the 11 longest KO returns in Vikings history in 3 short seasons
of play. The Vikings set a team record in 2011 with a 26.9 aver-
age on KORs, good for 2nd in the NFL. The special teams unit
also tied for 1st in the League with 4 kick returns of 50+ yards,
returns made by 3 different players- Harvin, Marcus Sherels
and Lorenzo Booker. Leading the way for the Vikings on special
teams coverage was Eric Frampton, who led the team with 22
tackles and was voted Special Teams MVP by his teammates.
Priefer played a big part in the development of 2nd-year player
Everson Griffen, who finished 2nd on the team with 18 stops.
Punter Chris Kluwe had a solid 2011 season, posting a 45.7 yard
gross average and a 38.0 yard net average. Of his 77 punts in
2011, only 3 were touchbacks. Ryan Longwell made 2 FGs (11
total) of 50+ yards, extending his lead for the most career 50+
FGs in Vikings history.

During the 2010 season Priefer had 3 players rank in the Top
10 in each of their respective categories. Eddie Royal was 6th
in the NFL with an 11.9 punt return average. Rookie Eric Decker
was 10th in KOR average at 25.3 per return. Kicker Matt Prater
was tied for 6th in TBs with 20.

In his 1st year as the Broncos’ special teams coordinator in
2009, Priefer led a unit that placed 3rd in the league in average
opponent drive start after kickoffs (22.9-yard line) and featured
2 AFC Special Teams Player of the Month winners (K Matt Prater
and WR Eddie Royal).

Royal in 2009 became only the 11th player in NFL history to
have both a kickoff and punt return for a TD in the same game
(at San Diego, 10/19/09) while placing 7th in the league in punt
return average (11.2 yds.). Prater finished the year making 19 of
his final 20 FG attempts and tied for the 3rd-most FGs for a
season in club history (30).

Before joining the Broncos, Priefer coordinated Kansas
City's special teams from 2006-08 following stints as an assis-
tant special teams coach with the New York Giants (2003-05)
and Jacksonville Jaguars (2002). His coaching career began at his

alma mater, the U.S. Naval Academy, as a graduate assistant in
1994, and he owns 18 years of coaching experience at the pro-
fessional and collegiate levels.

During his 3 seasons as the Chiefs’ special teams coach
from 2006-08, Priefer helped punter Dustin Colquitt register
the 3rd-best net punting average (39.2 yds.) and the 6th-best
gross average (44.8 yds.) in the NFL for that period. Colquitt's
net averages for each of his 3 seasons under Priefer rank as the
top-3 single-season performances in Chiefs history.

Kansas City also placed 5th in the AFC in opponent PR av-
erage (8.2 yds.) in Priefer’s 3 seasons and blocked a total of 4
kicks (3 punts, 1FG) during that period.

In 2008, Colquitt ranked 7th in the NFL in net average (39.2
yds.) under Priefer’s guidance with the Chiefs, who also scored
aTDthatyearon a botched opponent fake FG attempt. Priefer’s
kickoff coverage unit was one of the league’s best a year earlier
with Kansas City finishing the 2007 season 5th in the NFL in op-
ponent average drive start after kickoffs (26.1-yd. line).

During Priefer’s 1st year with the Chiefs in 2006, Colquitt set
a franchise season record with a 39.3-yard net average that led
the NFL. Priefer’s special teams also tied for the NFL lead with
2 blocked punts, including 1returned fora TD, and accounted for
1PR TD (Dante Hall, 60 yds.).

As assistant special teams coach for the Giants from 2003-
05, Priefer coached a unit that had the 6th-best KOR average
(22.9 yds.) in the NFL while tying for 3rd in the league with 3
KOR TDs and adding 1 PR TD during that period. The Giants
blocked 7 kicks (3 punts, 3 FGs and 1 PAT) with Priefer on staff,
and the coach worked with David Tyree during the 2005 season
when the WR earned Pro Bowl honors for his play on special
teams coverage units.

The Giants’ special teams in 2005 placed 2nd in the NFL
in the comprehensive rankings compiled by Rick Gosselin of
The Dallas Morning News. Priefer worked with a unit that year
that included a Pro Bowler (Tyree) and the league’s top-scoring
kicker (Jay Feely - 148 pts.) while ranking 4th in the league in
average starting position after kickoffs (30.7-yard line).

In 2003, Priefer helped the Giants tie for 2nd in the NFL with
4 blocked kicks (2 punts, 1FG, 1PAT) during that campaign.

Priefer entered the NFL coaching ranks with the Jaguars in
2002 as their assistant special teams coach. That season, punt-
er Chris Hanson earned the 1st Pro Bowl selection of his career
after leading the AFC in both gross (44.2 yds.) and net (37.6 yds.)
average. Jacksonville also posted 1 PR TD (Bobby Shaw, 69 yds.)
and 2 blocked kicks (1 punt, 1FG).

From 1994-2001, Priefer coached special teams at the col-
legiate level, working for Navy (1994-96), Youngstown State
(1997-98), Virginia Military Institute (1999) and Northern Illinois
(2000-01).

Priefer’s instruction at Northern Illinois helped WR Justin
McCareins earn MAC Special Teams Player of the Year honors.
In addition to assisting the Huskies’ special teams, Priefer
coached DTs during his 2 seasons at NIU.

He spent a season at VMIin 1999, coaching its special teams
and inside LBs, after a 2-year stint at Youngstown State under
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Head Coach Jim Tressel. He worked with the special teams, tack-
les and tight ends at Youngstown State and was part of its Divi-
sion I-AA National Championship squad in 1997.

Priefer began his coaching career as a graduate assistant
at Navy in 1994, instructing its special teams that season be-
fore coaching its LBs and defensive line from 1995-96. He also
coached special teams and served as defensive coordinator for
Navy's junior varsity team from 1995-96.

A QB and WR on Navy’s junior varsity and lightweight
teams from 1985-88, Priefer flew helicopters as a Naval offi-
cer for 6 years (1989-94) after his graduation. His work included
tours of duty on the USS America in the Persian Gulf and the
Mediterranean Sea.

Priefer owns a bachelor’s degree from Navy and received a
master’s degree from the University of Maryland in 1997. His
father, Chuck, was a long-time coach who worked in the NFL
(Detroit, Green Bay and San Diego) for 17 seasons and coached
at the collegiate level for 12 years.

A strong background teaching defensive play and a winning
pedigree give Alan Williams a foundation for taking the Vikings
defense back to the top of its game as he assumes the Defen-
sive Coordinator duties for Minnesota in 2012. In Williams' pre-
vious 11 NFL seasons, he was part of 10 straight playoff teams,
7 Division champions and advanced to Super Bow!l XLI and XLIV.

Williams enters his 12th season of NFL coaching in 2012 and
is reunited with a former colleague as his new boss. Williams
and Leslie Frazier served on the Indianapolis staff in 2005-06,
working with the defensive backs. The duo reached the pinnacle
following the 2006 season when the Colts won Super Bowl! XLI
over Chicago. Williams got his first taste of NFL coaching in
2001 with Tampa Bay as part of Tony Dungy's staff, who he fol-
lowed to Indianapolis the following season.

In Williams' decade working with the Colts DBs, the club
ranked in the top 6 in NFL passing defense 5 times and finished
out of the top 15 only once. During Williams’ tenure with In-
dianapolis he coached a pair of players, Antoine Bethea (2007,
’09) and Bob Sanders (2005, '07), who each twice earned Pro
Bowl honors. Sanders became the 1st Colts player to earn AP
Defensive Player of the Year honors in 2007. In 2009 Colts CB
Jacob Lacey earned All-Rookie honors after starting 9 games
and grabbing 3 INTs, including a TD return.

The Colts’ playoff success was in part due in part to the
defense snaring interceptions at record rate. In the 9 straight
Colts playoff appearances from 2002-10 the team snared 18
INTs, 2nd in the NFL over that span to only New England’s 22.
In regular season play in the same 9 seasons the Colts grabbed
140 INTs and scored 14 times on INT returns. From 2002-10 the
Colts allowed the fewest TD passes in the NFL (159), the fewest
pass completions of 25+ yards (159) and the 3rd-fewest passing
yards (29,993), an average of 208 yards per game and 1.1 passing
TDs per game in that span. From 2002-10 the Colts allowed 20+
TD passes only 2 times and had 10+ INTs each year.

The 2008 Colts set an NFL mark by allowing only 6 TD pass-
es, the lowest number allowed in a 16-game season. The 2007
Colts ranked #3 in NFL total defense and #2 in passing defense

Priefer was born in Cleveland and moved frequently as a
coach’s son, graduating from high school in Green Bay. He is
married to Debbie, and the couple has four children: Samantha,
Michael Jr., Wilson and Katie.

defense, allowing 228 offensive points (14.3 points per game)
and yielded 279.7 yards per game. During the Colts 2006 run to
the Super Bowl XLI title the defense played at a high level. In
the 4 postseason games the Indy defense snared 7 INTs and
allowed only 2 second-half TDs in the playoffs, including hold-
ing Chicago out of the end zone for the final 3 quarters of the
Super Bowl. The Colts DBs sealed the title when Kelvin Hayden
returned an INT 56 yards early in the 4th quarter to break open
a22-17 game and provide the final margin in the 29-17 Colts win.

Williams got his break as an NFL coach in 2001 with Tampa
Bay under head coach Tony Dungy where he joined a defensive
staff that included Monte Kiffin and Mike Tomlin along with
John Lynch, Ronde Barber and Donnie Abraham in the backfield.
The Bucs went 9-7 and advanced to the NFC Wild Card playoffs.

Williams grew to pursue football as a career during 9 sea-
sons as a player and coach at William & Mary. He was a stand-
out RB from 1988-91, ending his career with over 2,500 yards of
total offense and set a school record with 4 TDs in playoff ac-
tion against Massachusetts. After graduation from the College
in 1992 he coached prep football and track at Norview High in
his home town of Norfolk, VA from 1992-95 before returning to
his alma mater. From 1996-2000, the opening 2 seasons as RBs
coach and the final 3 as DBs coach from 1998-2000.

Williams and wife, Lisa, have 3 sons- Christian, Solomon
and Nathan.

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Returning to Minnesota for his 2nd coaching stint with the
club, Brendan Daly takes over the defensive line duties for Vi-
kings. Daly got his 1st NFL experience as an assistant with the
defensive line from 2006-08 before moving to St. Louis as the
Rams line coach.

During his tenure with St. Louis, Daly helped former 1st-
round pick Chris Long fulfill his potential with a career-best
13.0-sack performance in 2011, ending the season ranked 7th in
the NFL and ranked 4th among fellow DEs. Long was named
a Pro Bowl alternate for 2011 and keyed a Rams defense that
notched 82 sacks in 2010-11, the 6th-most in the NFL in that
2-season span. Long’s 13.0-sack season in 2011 marked the 2nd
straight season a Rams DE notched double-digit sacks, joining
James Hall's 10.5 in 2010. Long’s breakout 2011 came after he
had 17.5 career sacks in his opening 3 seasons with the Rams.

The 2010 Rams notched 43 sacks as a team, the 7th-most
in the NFL for the season. The defensive line got production
and leadership from Hall’s 10.5 sacks and added 11-year NFL vet
Fred Robbins at DT where he garnered a career-best 6.0 sacks.
Long’s 8.5 sacks in 2011 was his career-best at the time after
notching 9.0 sacks in his opening 2 seasons in 2008-09.

Daly started his NFL career on the Vikings staff from
2006-08 where he helped the Vikings defensive line build on
their reputation as a run-stuffing juggernaut. The Vikings line
featured DTs Pat Williams and Kevin Williams each making
Pro Bowl appearances in each of the 3 seasons and Jared Allen
earned a spot in the Pro Bowl in his 1st season with the team

Jeff Davidson returns for his 2nd season as the Vikings of-
fensive line coach in 2012 and leads a unit that adds the #4
overall pick in the 2012 Draft, T Matt Kalil, to a revamped front
that will have a pair of new starters at LG and RG. Davidson
coached Kalil's older brother, Ryan, to Pro Bowl honors with the
Carolina Panthers

Davidson's reputation as an instructor and technician were
solidified in 2011 when he dealt with a shuffled line due to injury
throughout the season but still led the unit to block for the #4
rushing offense in the NFL, a 6-spot jump from the 2010 Vi-
kings. In his first season on the Vikings staff, Davidson inherit-
ed an offensive line that had limited time to work together due
to the unusual circumstances of the 2011 offseason lockout.

Only LT Charlie Johnson and RT Phil Loadholt opened all
16 games during the 2011 season up front for the Vikings and
Johnson joined the club during training camp, stepping in as the
starter. The interior of the line was hampered by injuries that
saw 4 different starting combinations between the center and
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after being acquired in a trade with Kansas City in 2008.

Daly worked in the college ranks as the defensive line coach
at Villanova in 2005 and TEs coach at lllinois State in 2004.
From 2001-03 Daly was on the staff at Oklahoma State when
Vikings All-Pro Kevin Williams played for the Cowboys and
helped the squad earn bowl berths twice. Daly got his coaching
start at Ridgewood High in New Port Richey, FL in 1397 before
moving on to Drake in 1998 coaching TEs, at Villanova in 1399
and as a graduate assistant at Maryland in 2000.

A TE at Drake as a player, Daly earned his bachelor’s degree
in history from the Des Moines school. Daly and wife, Keely,
have a son, Liam and daughters Ciara and Avelin.

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guards. Center John Sullivan enjoyed a career year under David-
son’s tutelage and was recognized with a vote in Associated
Press All-Pro balloting. The Vikings ground game ranked #4 in
the NFL, grinding out 144.9 yards per game, the 3rd time in the
past 4 seasons he has engineered a top-4 NFL rushing offense.

In 2011, Davidson’s linemen paved the way to tie a Vikings
record with 3 players breaking the 100-yard rushing mark dur-
ing the season- Adrian Peterson, Toby Gerhart and Joe Webb.
RB Peterson was stopped just short of his 5th straight 1,000-
yard season when sidelined by a season-ending injury. Peterson
ended the season with 970 yards in his 12 games played and
notched 12 rushing TDs. Gerhart made the most of his opportu-
nities in relief of Peterson, rushing for 531 yards on the season
and had a career-best 109 yards on the ground at Washington,
including 105 in the 2nd half of the game. Over the final 5 weeks
of the season, Gerhart ranked 10th in the NFL in rushing.

In his previous 6 seasons of coaching before joining the
Vikings, Davidson’s teams have had 4 performances of 1,000+

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yards on the ground. Davidson has a background as a versatile
lineman who was a full-time starter at LT and LG for Denver in
1991 and 1992 respectively, winning the AFC West title in 1991
and advancing to the AFC Championship game. Davidson’s
been a part of winning programs throughout his career, claiming
5 Division titles as a coach with New England and Carolina, and
helping New England take home the Lombardi Trophy in Super
Bowls XXXVI, XXXVIIl and XXXIX.

During his 4 seasons in Carolina the team claimed the 2008
NFC South title with a 12-4 mark and established the Panthers
ground game as one of the NFL's best. The Panthers were led on
the ground by DeAngelo Williams and Jonathan Stewart, who
powered their way into the record books in 2009 by both break-
ing the 1,000-yard mark, Stewart going for 1,133 and Williams
posting 1,117. In 2008, Williams ran for a franchise-record 1,515
yards and 18 rushing TDs. Stewart set a franchise record with
206 yards rushing against the NY Giants in 2009 and Williams
post 186 yards against Tampa Bay in 2008 for the 2nd-best
mark in team history. The Panthers struggled for consistency
at QB in 2009 and 2010, starting 4 different QBs over the 2-year
span.

Davidson had a pair of offensive linemen earn Pro Bowl hon-
ors- Ryan Kalil at C in 2009 and Jordan Gross at T in 2008. Wil-
liams earned Pro Bowl trips in 2008 and 2009 and was joined by
WR Steve Smith in 2008.

Prior to taking on the role of offensive coordinator, David-
son honed his skills as a position coach with Cleveland and New
England. He coached the Browns offensive line in 2005-06 and
oversaw a unit that paved the way for Reuben Droughns to rush
for 1,232 yards, breaking a 20-year streak without a Browns
1,000-yard rusher. The shuffled offensive line also protected
rookie QB Charlie Frye as he took over under center for veteran
Trent Dilfer. During the 2006 season, Davidson was named the
Browns offensive coordinator early in the season and his game
plans helped TE Kellen Winslow and WR Braylon Edwards reel

Bill Belichick took over the team in 2000. Tutoring the Patriots
TEs in 1997 he saw Ben Coates lead the team with 66 catches
and earn a Pro Bowl berth.

Davidson played his final NFL season for New Orleans
in 1994 after beginning his career as a 5th-round draft pick by
Denver in 1990. In 1991 and 1992 he was a 16-game starter for
the Broncos as LT and LG respectively, helping the team ad-
vance to the AFC title game in 1991 while protecting Hall of
Famer John Elway’s blind side. Davidson was part of the 1990
Broncos draft That included 7th-round TE Shannon Sharpe.
Davidson was an All-Big Ten honoree as a senior at Ohio
State when he served as a team captain. Davidson was a team-
mate with Chris Spielman, brother of Vikings General Manager
Rick Spielman. A member of a strong football family, David-
son’s father was an All-America and team captain at OSU and
his brother was a LB for the Buckeyes. Jeff and wife, Judi, have
sons, Nick and A.J. Nick was a Minnesota All-State honoree as
a senior in 2011 at Eden Prairie High School and signed a letter
of intent at Stanford in 2012 while A.J. is a sophomore at EPHS.

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4 Ryan Ficken enters his 6th season with the Vikings offense In 2007 and 2008, the Vikings RBs were able to showcase

in 2012 and will continue to assist veteran WRs coach George
Stewart after starting his Vikings career assiting the RBs.

In 2011, Percy Harvin set career highs in receptions with 87,
receiving yards with 967, and tied a career high with 6 receiv-
ing touchdowns. His 87 receptions was also ranked 6th in the
NFL. First year wide receiver Devin Aromashodu also made 2011
a season to remember, setting career highs in receptions with
26 and receiving yards with 468.

Second-year receiver Percy Harvin improved on his rookie
season in 2010. At just 21 years old, he became the youngest
player in franchise history to lead the team in receiving with 871
yards on 71 catches and 5 TDs.

In 2008, WRs Sidney Rice and Harvin had breakout seasons
for the Vikings. Both players were honored as Pro Bowlers and
Harvin became the 2nd Viking in 3 seasons to be named NFL
Offensive Rookie of the Year. Rice developed as a playmaker
and became only the 3rd Vikings’ WR to post a 1,300-yard re-
ceiving season. Harvin tied for the NFL lead among rookies in
receptions and yards and ranked 2nd in team history with 60
catches as a rookie.

their skills and combine the talents of Adrian Peterson and
Chester Taylor. In 2008, Peterson led the NFL with 1,760 yards
rushing and Taylor led all NFL RBs with 25 catches on 3rd down.
Peterson became the 1st Vikings RB to lead the NFL in rushing
and Taylor’s 45 catches were a career high.

The 2007 Vikings offense ranked #1 in the NFL in rushing
offense. Peterson had a legendary rookie year, including break-
ing the NFL's single game rushing record after going for 296
yards against San Diego on 11/4/07 and earning NFL Offensive
Rookie of the Year. Peterson finished with 1,341 yards, 12 TDs
and was named the Pro Bowl MVP.

Ficken served as an offensive graduate assistant with UCLA
in 2006. He worked extensively with Jim Colletto and the offen-
sive line. Ficken broke down opponents’ game film, gave oppo-
nent reports to the offensive staff and coached the defensive
scout team.

Prior to his work with the offense, Ficken was a graduate
assistant in the football operations department where he acted
as the NFL scout liaison and tracked opponents’ personnel dur-
ing games. He was as an assistant to the recruiting coordina-
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tor, playing a big part in the 2006 recruiting class that ranked in
the top 10 nationally. From 2004-2005, Ficken was a volunteer
coach at UCLA, focusing primarily on the defense and the sec-
ondary.

Ficken earned his bachelor’s in business administration
from ASU. He was a member of the Sun Devils football team
for 2 seasons and received the Scholar-Athlete Award and was
a member of Gamma Beta Phi, the National Scholastic Honor
Society.

Ficken is currently finishing graduate school to obtain a
masters in comparative education at UCLA.

Jeff Imamura returns to the Vikings in 2012 for his 7th sea-
son on the coaching staff. His primary duties include working
directly with Defensive Coordinator Alan Williams on day-to-
day defensive operations and activities and generating compre-
hensive scouting reports on opponents.

2011 marked another season of solid linebacker play for the
Vikings. Chad Greenway set a career high in tackles, recording
174 over the course of the season and being selected to his 1st
Pro Bowl. He also finished his 4th consecutive season leading
the team in tackles, which ties him for second in Vikings history,
trailing only Scott Studwell who led for 6 consecutive seasons.
E.J. Henderson also had a big season, finishing 2nd on the team
in tackles with 130 and 2nd on the team with 16 TFL.

The Vikings LBs were the most consistent unit for the de-
fense in 2010 with Greenway leading the team in tackles for a
3rd-straight season and ranking 1st in the NFC and 4th in the
NFL in total tackles. The defense finished in the NFL's top 10 in
total defense (8th) for the 3rd year in a row and ranked in the
top 10 against the run (9th) and the pass (10th).

In 2009, the Vikings LBs played at a high level and were a
key part of the #6 ranking in total defense the club posted for
the 2nd-straight year. The Vikings had not been in the NFL's top
10 for total defense in consecutive seasons since 1993-94. The
LB unit had to overcome Henderson'’s season-ending injury, but
were able to prepare rookie 5th-round draft pick Jasper Brinkley
to start the final 4 regular season games and both playoff con-
tests. Greenway led the team in tackles and joined Ben Leber
in making plays against the run and pass. The duo combined
for 4 INTs and 3.5 sacks during the regular season and playoffs.

The 2008 Vikings made dramatic strides from 2007 despite
having to overcome the loss of key starters to injury, challeng-
ing the coaching staff to prepare backups to take on bigger
roles. The Vikings defense ranked #6 in the NFL for total de-
fense, the highest finish since 1994 for the team and a 14-posi-
tion jump from the previous year. A key part of the 2008 Vikings
defense taking a step forward was the emergence of Greenway
as a total defender. In his 2nd year as a starter, Greenway led the
team with 150 tackles and notched 5.5 sacks.

The 2007 Vikings LBs thrived in the NFL's #1 rushing de-
fense as Henderson led the team with 155 total tackles and 4.5
sacks, while Greenway and Leber finished directly behind Hen-
derson in total tackles with 130 and 88, respectively. Overall, the
Vikings linebackers finished with 373 tackles, 9.5 sacks, 3 INTs,
6 FFsand 7 FRs.

The 2006 Vikings finished #8 in total defense and #1
against the run for only the 3rd time in team history. The team
had not cracked the top 10 in total defense since 1994 but the
Vikings defenders became a calling card as the team set a fran-

chise record and posted the 2nd-lowest rushing yards allowed
by an NFL team since the 1970 merger at 985 yards, an average
of 61.6 per game.

Before joining the Vikings, Imamura coached OLBs at Sagi-
naw Valley (MI) State University in 2003. He helped build the
Cardinals’ defense into a national leader as the unit ranked 7th
in the country in scoring, 12th in turnover margin and 22nd in
the country in passing. The Cardinals’ OLBs accounted for over
60 percent of the team’s sacks on the season. SVSU won the
Great Lakes Conference regular season title with an 11-0 record,
finished the regular season ranked #1 in the nation and ad-
vanced to the NCAA Division Il quarterfinals.

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Veteran coach Craig Johnson will continue mentor the Vi-
kings QBs in 2012 and brings 21 seasons of experience working
with veteran and rookie QBs and elevating their performances.
Johnson enters his 13th season on an NFL sideline in 2012 and
has coached QBs for 21 seasons.

During his tenure as QBs coach with the Titans from 2000-
10, he was able to guide Steve McNair, Vince Young and Kerry
Collins all to Pro Bowl seasons. In 2012, Johnson will continue
to work with both Vikings 2011 first-round pick Christian Ponder
and third-year quarterback Joe Webb after both showed prom-
ise during the 2011 season.

In Johnson’s first season as quarterbacks coach in 2011, he
worked with rookie Christian Ponder as he threw for 1,853 yards
and 13 TDs in 11 games. Ponder also finished the season with 8
TDs and only 1interception in the red zone, giving him a league
leading 114.3 passer rating. Second-year quarterback Joe Webb
also saw time under center. When Ponder went down in Week
14 at Detroit, Webb threw for 2 touchdowns as the Vikings al-
most overcame a 21-point deficit but fell short in the closing
moments. Filling in for Ponder against Washington in Week
16, Webb threw for 84 yards and 2 TDs, posting a perfect 158.3
passer rating as the Vikings went on to win 33-26.

Johnson was able to work with McNair as he earned NFL
Co-MVP in 2003 and Young as he claimed 2006 NFL Offensive
Rookie of the Year honors. In 2008, Collins was pressed into ac-
tion after an injury in the season opener and responded with
one of his career-best seasons, leading the team to a 12-3 mark
as the starter and returning to the Pro Bowl. McNair earned Pro
Bowl honors in 2000, '03 and '05 and was recognized as Co-MVP
of the League, the 1st QB in franchise history to earn the award
and the 2nd player in club history. Keeping backup QBs well-
prepared was hallmark to the Titans success and Johnson was
able to insert Billy Volek into the starting lineup in 2004 for 7
games where he posted an 18-10 TD-INT ratio and completed
61.1% of his passes with an 871 passer rating.

During his tenure with Tennessee the team won 3 AFC
South titles and made the playoffs 5 times overall with 3 dif-
ferent starting QBs leading the team to the playoffs over those
5 seasons. In 2010 Johnson was promoted to Assistant Head
Coach/RBs after a late-preseason staff shuffle. Perennial Pro
Bowler Chris Johnson ran for 1,364 yards and led the team with
44 catches while backup 2nd-year man Javon Ringer averaged
4.7 yards per carry in a limited role.

Before he joined the Titans staff, Johnson honed his skills
as a collegiate QBs and RBs coach from 1983-99, working at
Maryland (1997-99), Northwestern (1992-96), Virginia Military
Institute (1989-91), Rutgers (1986-88) and Army (1985). John-
son was a graduate assistant in 1983 (Wyoming) and 1984 (Ar-
kansas).

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Entering his 7th season with the Vikings' coaching staff in
2012, Johnson brings a blend of NFL expertise as both a player
and as a coach which has proved to be a valuable asset. During
his decade in the NFL as a player, Johnson was committed to
the art of blocking, helping pave the way for 1,000-yard rushers
in 8 of his 10 seasons.

In 2012, Johnson will continue to mold Kyle Rudolph, who
had a strong debut season in the NFL as a consensus All-Rookie
pick. Joining Rudolph is veteran free agent John Carlson, who
enjoyed record-setting seasons with Seattle from 2008-11.
The pass-catching duo will help 2nd-year QB Christian Ponder
develop within the Vikings offense and provide a threat in the
passing game and continue the club’s strong running presence.

Rudolph’s role in the offense will expand in 2012 following
the retirement of 13-year stalwart Jim Kleinsasser and the de-
parture of veteran pass-catcher Visanthe Shiancoe.

The Vikings TEs hauled in 13 TD passes in 2009, just 6 fewer
TD passes than the Vikings WRs combined for during the sea-
son. The unit played a big part in blocking for Adrian Peterson
as he ran for 1,383 yards and set a new Vikings record with 18
rushing TDs.

In 2008, Johnson saw Shiancoe develop as a top-tier NFL
TE. Shiancoe led the NFC and tied for 3rd among TEs in the NFL
with 7 TD receptions. The 7 scores came up just 1 shy of the Vi-
kings single-season record for TEs held by Joe Senser (8 in 1981).

In 2007, Kleinsasser and Shiancoe assisted the Vikings
record-setting rushing attack and contributed in the passing
game.

In 2006, Johnson's TE corps helped newly-acquired Taylor
run for 1,214 yards in his 1st season as a full-time starter and TE
Jermaine Wiggins tied for 2nd on the team with 46 receptions.

During his 10 NFL seasons as a tight end, Johnson spent
time with Washington, Detroit, Kansas City and Philadelphia.
Originally selected in the 12th round of the 1989 NFL Draft by
the Washington Redskins, he was a long-shot rookie who not
only made the final squad, but also went on to play in all 16
games that year. While with the Redskins, Johnson played un-
der the legendary Joe Gibbs and was part of teams that went
34-14 in regular season action and 4-1in the playoffs. He was a
member of the 1991 Redskins team that reached the pinnacle of
the NFL, winning Super Bowl XXVI over Buffalo in the stadium
he now calls home - the Metrodome. His best season statisti-
cally was 1990, when he caught 15 passes for 218 yards and a
pair of TDs. That year he averaged 14.5 yards per catch, which
trailed only Gary Clark’s team-leading 14.8 average, and caught
his 1st NFL TD on a 4-yard pass from Stan Humphries in a 41-38
OT win at Detroit (11/4/90). In 1991, Johnson caught 3 passes
in the opening 6 games, including 2 for TDs from Mark Rypien
in the 1st and 2nd games of the year vs. Detroit (3/1/91) and at
Dallas (10/6/91) on Monday Night Football. A neck injury suf-
fered at Chicago (10/6/91), however, placed Johnson on injured
reserve for the rest of the Redskins championship season.

Following his 3 seasons with Washington, Johnson joined
the Lions in 1992 as a Plan B free agent and went on to start
10 of the 22 games he played from 1992-93 under head coach
Wayne Fontes. After his release by Detroit in November 1393,
Johnson joined Kansas City and head coach Marty Schotten-
heimer for the 1994 season. That year the Chiefs played against
the Vikings in the preseason game held in Tokyo and went on
to ride Hall of Famers Joe Montana and Marcus Allen to a 9-7
record and a berth in the playoffs. Johnson played in 7 games

and started 1that season.

In 1995, Johnson moved on to Philadelphia where he enjoyed
his most productive seasons as part of the 2-TE power running
game employed by the Eagles. Johnson blocked for Ricky Wat-
ters as he earned Pro Bowl berths in 1995 and '36 while breaking
the 1,000-yard mark each season from 1995-97. In 1996, Watters
set the Eagles team record for attempts with 353, the 2nd-most
yards in team history with 1,411, and the 2nd-most rushing TDs
with 13. The Eagles took NFC east runner-up honors in 1995 and
’96 while advancing to the playoffs both seasons under Ray
Rhodes. During that time, Johnson started 18 of the 51 games
he played and had a career best 18.1-yard receiving average in
1996, when he caught 7 passes for 127 yards. His final NFL TD
came from QB Bobby Hoying vs. Cincinnati (11/30/97).

As a player, Johnson was durable, seeing action in all 16
games in 6 of his 10 seasons. He finished his career with 61
catches for 723 yards and 5 TDs while playing in 5 postseason
games. He also blocked for 1,000 yards rushers in 8 of his 10 NFL
seasons, helping Earnest Byner break the 1,000-yard mark and
earn Pro Bowl honors in 1990 and 1991. Barry Sanders repeated
the feats in Detroit in 1992 and '93, and in Philadelphia, Johnson
helped Watters get over the 1,000-yard plateau in 1995, '96 and
'97. Johnson finished his career clearing the way for Deuce Staley
in 1998, who gained 1,000+ yards in only his 2nd NFL season.

After his playing days were over, Johnson entered coach-
ing, beginning his career as the running backs coach at South
Carolina State in 2001. He was offensive coordinator at Shaw
University in 2002 before becoming offensive coordinator/QBs
coach at Texas Southern in 2004-05.

Johnson attended Howard, where he earned his bachelor’s
degree in consumer studies. As a senior he was an All-Mid-

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In his 35th season of coaching and 12th teaching at the NFL
level in 2012, Fred Pagac will work to return the Vikings defense
to the level it had attained earlier in his career with the club.
Pagac spent the 2011 season as Defensive Coordinator of the
Vikings, the 1st time in his NFL coaching he held the position.

Pagac led the Vikings’ linebackers for 5 seasons (2006-10),
a tenure when the Vikings defense ranked in the top 10 of the
NFL in total defense 4 times and 3 straight from 2008-10. The
201 Vikings featured some impressive individual performances
on defense, but were unable to achieve team success. Jared Al-
len broke the Vikings single-season sack record and came with-
in grasp of the NFL record with a 22.0-sack assault on opposing
offenses. Allen was honored as a 1st-Team Associated Press
All-Pro and earned his 4th Pro Bowl berth. Chad Greenway set a
new career-high with 174 tackles to lead the team in tackles for
the 4th straight season and shattered his previous career-high
of 150 tackles. Greenway was selected to his 1st Pro Bowl fol-
lowing the season. The 2011 Vikings tied for the NFL lead with
50.0 team sacks and recovered 15 opponent fumbles, also tied
for best in the NFL.

The 2011 Vikings secondary was hampered by injuries and
inexperience throughout the season but the defense did get
starting performances from rookie S Mistral Raymond and fel-
low rookie DT Christian Ballard. In his 1st season as a full-time
starter, DE Brian Robison held down the LDE spot opposite
Allen and responded with 8.0 sacks, 3 forced fumbles and 2
fumble recoveries.

Pagac welcomed back MLB and defensive captain E.J. Hen-
derson for the start of the 2010 season after his signal caller
was sidelined late in the 2009 season with a broken femur.
Henderson flourished under the direction of Pagac and high-
lighted his remarkable comeback with a berth to the 2010 Pro
Bowl. Henderson became the first player under Pagac’s tutelage
to earn Pro Bowl honors and he was the 1st Vikings LB to be
honored since Ed McDaniel in 1998.

Henderson snared 3 INTs which tied him for most among
NFL LBs along with the Vikings team lead, tying safety Husain
Abdullah. While Henderson earned a trip to the Pro Bowl, Gre-
enway was leading the LB corps in tackles for the 3rd straight
season. Greenway finished the season ranked 1st in the NFC in
tackles and 4th in the NFL with 142 (according to league stats).
Greenway led the team in tackles for loss with 10 while Hender-
son was 4th with 7.

Highlighted by a late-season upset win at Philadelphia,
Pagac unleashed a blitz-heavy attack against the Eagles that
rattled MVP-candidate QB Michael Vick and coralled the shifty
QB for 6 sacks, snared an INT and returned a Vick fumble for
a TD by CB Antoine Winfield, who was named NFC Defensive
Player of the Week for the game.

The Vikings defensive unit finished the season ranked 8th
in the NFL in total yards allowed per game (312.6) and 1st downs
allowed per game (17.25). Known as a run-stuffing defense, the
Vikings' unit ranked Sth best in the NFL in rushing yards al-
lowed per game (102.1) and rushing yards per attempt (3.9). The
defense finished the season 10th in the league in passing yards
allowed per game (210.4).

During Pagac’s coaching career he has built a reputation
for helping players achieve at their highest levels and develop
young talent within the defensive system. The 2009 LB unit
was equally strong against the run and pass, helping the Vi-

kings rank #6 in the NFL in total defense and #2 against the
run after leading the NFL in run defense the previous 3 seasons.
The #6 mark was a repeat of the 2008 defensive ranking and
was the st time since 1993-94.

Pagac’s crew in 2009 had to deal with adversity along
with prosperity. Greenway led the team in tackles for the 2nd
straight season and hauled in a career-best 3 INTs to raise his
stature as one of the NFL's emerging defensive players. Fel-
low OLB Ben Leber led the Vikings with 9 passes defensed and
added 2.5 sacks. Henderson was lost for the final 4 games of
the regular season and the playoffs to a broken leg and rookie
Sth-round draft pick Jasper Brinkley was pressed into duty.

The rapid development Brinkley showed helped keep the
defense on track, highlighted by the dominant performances in
the NFC Divisional Playoff vs. Dallas and the NFC Championship
game at New Orleans. The Vikings defense faced the #1(Saints)
and #2 (Cowboys) offenses in the NFL during the playoffs and
held the teams in check, limiting the teams a 3rd-down conver-
sion rate of 24% (6-o0f-25) and allowed 248 and 257 total net
yards to teams who averaged 399.4 and 403.8 respectively.

The 2008 Vikings LBs overcame adversity to solidify a de-
fensive unit that finished the season ranked #6 in the NFL in
total defense and #1 in rushing defense for the 3rd straight
season, becoming the 1st team since the 1970 AFL-NFL merger
to lead the League in rush defense 3 straight seasons. The unit
had to overcome the loss Henderson to a season-ending injury
in the 4th game. Greenway led the team in tackles with 150 and
emerged as a blitz threat, notching 5.5 sacks, the 4th-most by a
Vikings LB in team history.

When Henderson was lost for the season Pagac had to pre-
pare undrafted 2nd-year man David Herron to step into the void
as the team searched for a replacement, which was former Vi-
kings starter Napoleon Harris. When Harris picked up a fumble
and went 27 yards for a TD it marked the 4th score a Vikings LB
has produced in the 3 seasons Pagac has coached the position.

In 2007 Henderson led the team with a career-high 155 tack-
les in his 1st season playing MLB since 2004. He added a career-
best 4.5 sacks and led the team with a career-high 14 tackles
for loss while earning Pro Bowl alternate honors. Greenway, who
missed his 2006 rookie season with a knee injury, came back in
2007 to rank 2nd on the team with 130 tackles, lead the NFL
with 4 fumble recoveries and have a pair of interceptions, in-
cluding scoring his 1st career TD.

The 2006 Vikings finished #8 in NFL total defense and #1
against the run for only the 3rd time in team history. The team
had not cracked the top 10 in total defense since 1994 but the
Vikings defense became a calling card as the team set a fran-
chise record and posted the 2nd-lowest rushing yards allowed
by an NFL team since the 1970 merger at 985 yards, an average
of 61.6 per game. The Vikings LBs played a key role in the de-
fensive dynamic by accounting for 9.5 sacks, 6 INTs and 2 TDs.
Henderson led the team in tackles with 142 and posted with 3.0
sacks and 2 INTs under Pagac’s watch, including a 45-yard TD
on his 1st career INT. Leber made his impact on the team felt in
his 1st season with the team with 3.0 sacks, an INT and scored
aTD on a fumble recovery.

Pagac coached LBs for the Kansas City Chiefs for 2 seasons
(2004-05) and with the Oakland Raiders for 3 seasons (2001-
03) before coming to the Vikings. Prior to entering the profes-
sional ranks, Pagac spent 23 years on the coaching staff at
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Ohio State, where he aided in the development of several top
players.

Under Pagac’s direction in 2005, Chiefs 3rd-year LB Kawika
Mitchell led the team with a career-high 135 tackles and 14
passes defensed as he started all 16 games at MLB for the 1st
time in his career. Pagac also tutored rookie LB Derrick Johnson,
who finished 3rd on the team with 110 tackles and added 2.0
sacks and 9 passes defensed on his way to being named the
club’s Mack Lee Hill Award winner, which is given to KC's top
rookie. Johnson became the 1st rookie LB in Chiefs history to
start all 16 games since LB Dino Hackett accomplished the feat
in 1986. The Chiefs defense finished 7th in the NFL against the
run in ‘05, and 6th in the NFL with 31 takeaways.

In 2004, 3rd-year LB Scott Fujita led the Chiefs for the 2nd
consecutive season in tackles with 112. Kawika Mitchell bounced
back from an early-season ankle injury to start 12 games and
finished 2nd on the team with 85 tackles. The Chiefs defense
finished 12th in the NFL against the run.

In 2002, Pagac helped the Raiders defense to a #11 overall
NFL ranking and a #3 ranking against the run as Oakland won
the AFC and faced Tampa Bay in Super Bowl XXXVII. Pagac tu-
tored Napoleon Harris as he was named to Pro Football Week-
ly’s All-Rookie team and finished 3rd on the team in tackles. In
2001, MLB and former Viking Greg Biekert led the Raiders with
108 tackles and tied a career high with 3.0 sacks.

From 1978-2000, Pagac coached at his alma mater, Ohio
State, and worked with 10 Buckeyes defensive performers
who earned All-America honors, including Vikings CB Antoine

Winfield. Winfield was a 2-time All-America pick and won the g
Jim Thorpe Award as the nation’s top defensive back in 1998. L

ing defense, ranked 2nd in pass defense, and were 4th overall.
Pagac was among 5 finalists for the Frank Broyles Award as the
NCAA's top assistant in ‘98.

In '97, Ohio State allowed 170 points to rank 2nd in the na-
tion in scoring defense. That season the Buckeyes also ranked
2nd in the nation in pass defense. In 1996, Ohio State was 1st in
the country in pass defense and ranked 2nd in scoring defense,
allowing just 131 points, which was the fewest surrendered by
Ohio State since 1979.

Prior to being named defensive coordinator in 1996, Pagac
tutored Ohio State's LBs for 14 seasons (1982-95). He began
his coaching career as a graduate assistant under the legend-
ary Woody Hayes in 1978 before joining the staff on a full-time
basis under Earle Bruce in 1982.

Pagac entered the NFL as a TE with Chicago in 1974 as a
rookie free agent, where he was honored with the club’s pres-
tigious Brian Piccolo Award. Pagac also played 13 games for
Tampa Bay in their 1976 inaugural season.

Pagac was a 3-year starter at TE for Ohio State from 1971-73.
He was part of Buckeyes teams that compiled an impressive 25-
6-2 record over his playing career, including a 19-3 mark in the
Big Ten. During his senior season in '73, the Buckeyes posted a
10-0-1record and finished 2nd in the final AP poll.

Pagac was born in Richeyville, PA. He and his wife, Bernie,
have a daughter, Jennifer, and a son, Fred, Jr., who played LB at
Ohio State and with the Frankfurt Galaxy.

Twin Cities football enthusiasts began their quest for professional football some 12 years

ago, and it was on January 28, 1960, that their efforts were culminated with the announce-
ment - from Miami, Florida, where the National Football League owners were in session- that
Minnesota was being granted a franchise for 1961. At the same meeting, Dallas was accepted
to start play in 1960.

The franchise was granted just ten days after E. William Boyer, president of the
Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, had made an official presentation to the league on
behalf of statewide Minnesota interests.

Besides Boyer in the founding group were: Max Winter, promoter and restauranteur,

H.P. Skoglund, president of North American Life and Casualty Company; Ole Haugsrud,
Duluth businessman, and the Northwest Publications, Inc., publishers of the St. Paul
Dispatch and Pioneer Press, through its president, Bernard H. Ridder. Jr.

They decided to start with an original outlay of one million dollars, of which the
Minneapolis sources would put up $600,000; St. Paul $300,000 and Duluth, representing
the rest of the state, $100,000.

Upon acquiring a franchise, the group hired Joe Thomas, former scout with the Los Angeles Rams, to scout the country in
preparation for the 1961 draft meeting, and went on a nationwide search to find a general manager. This ended with the selec-
tion of Bert E. Rose, who was at the time the public relations director for the Rams. From September, 1960, when Rose reported,
until July, 1961, such details as hiring a coaching and front-office staff, contracting for radio and television, establishing a ticket
operation, drafting, selecting and signing players, and many more, have - or will be- accomplished in order to put the Vikings on
the field in 1961.

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Diron Reynolds returns in 2012 for his 4th season working
with the Vikings defensive line and will continue to build on the
progress made the past few seasons. This year he will coach
alongside new defensive line coach Brendan Daly, who joined
the team after spending 3 years as the St. Louis Rams defensive
line coach.

2011 was a record-setting year for the Vikings defensive
front. All-Pro Jared Allen amassed 22.0 sacks, a new Vikings sin-
gle season record and just a half-sack shy of tying the NFL record
of 22.5. Brian Robison fared well in his first season as a starter
on the defensive line, tallying 8.0 sacks and 3 forced fumbles. In
all, the Vikings totaled 50.0 sacks in 2011, tied for the most in
the NFL and the 3rd most in Vikings history. The Vikings ranked
11th in rushing yards allowed in 2011 and had 119 negative plays,
tied for 2nd best in the NFL in 2011. The defense got its hands
on the football often in 2011, recovering 15 fumbles, good for the
most in the NFL.

Over the past few seasons the strength of the Vikings de-
fense has been stopping the run, 2010 was no different as they
held opponents to 102.2 rushing yards per game, ranking Sth in
the NFL. The Vikings finished 8th in total defense, the 3rd year
in a row that they finished in the NFL's top 10 after finishing 6th
in both 2008 and 2009. It marked the first time since 1992-34
that the Vikings ranked in the NFLs top 10 in total defense for
three-straight seasons.

In 2009, the Vikings led the NFL with 48.0 sacks and had
breakout performances by several players. Along with perennial
All-Pro performers Jared Allen and Kevin Williams, the team got
a career-best performance from DE Ray Edwards and DT Jimmy
Kennedy excelled in his role providing depth to the interior line.
Edwards had a career-high 8.5 sacks in the regular season and
tied a Vikings playoff record with 3.0 sacks vs. Dallas in the
NFC Divisional Playoff win. The Vikings defense set a new team
playoff record with 6.0 sacks against the Cowboys. Kennedy
matched his career-high with 3.0 sacks in the regular season
and added another in the playoffs.

Prior to joining the Vikings, Reynolds was the defensive line
coach for the Miami Dolphins during the 2007 season. While
with Miami, Reynolds’ line created a pass rush that helped the
Dolphins rank 4th in the league in passing yards allowed. Dol-
phin’s DE Jason Taylor recorded his 6th double-digit sack season
(11.0) and 6th trip to the Pro Bowl. Reynolds took part in the 1st
regular season NFL game played away from North America when
the Dolphins took on the Giants in London on 10/28/07.

Reynolds spent 5 seasons (2002-2006) working as a defen-
sive quality control coach for the Indianapolis Colts under cur-
rent Vikings head coach Leslie Frazier (2005-2006) and former
Vikings assistant Tony Dungy. During his time in Indy the team
compiled a 60-20 record (.750), posting double-digit wins every
season, and captured the AFC South crown 4 out of his 5 sea-
sons. The Colts tallied the most wins in franchise history with 14
in 2005. They also went 7-4 in the post-season during Reynolds’
tenure, capturing the Lombardi Trophy by defeating the Chicago
Bears in Super Bowl! XLI for the team’s 1st title since 1970. The
Colts defense twice ranked 2nd in the NFL in passing yards al-
lowed (2002 and 2006) and recorded the 4th-best sack total in
the NFL in 2004.

Before moving to the NFL, Reynolds spent 5 seasons work-
ing in the collegiate ranks. He spent the 2001 season tutoring
DTs at Indiana University following a 4-year stint with his alma

mater Wake Forest (1997-2000).

In 2001, the Hoosiers saw significant improvement on the
defensive side of the ball. The 2001 team improved by 2 wins
and cut the number of games allowing 30+ points by more than
half, from 9 in 2000 to just 4 in 2001.

Reynolds got his 1st taste of coaching on a major stage when
he joined his alma mater as a graduate assistant for the 1997
and 1998 seasons. In 1997, the Demon Deacons set a school
record for rushing yards allowed per game with just 96.1 while
also holding opponents to only 23.0 points per game. After be-
ing hired on full-time as the OLB coach for the Deacons in 1999,
Reynolds helped Wake Forest produce one of the top defenses
in the nation and the best in school history since the 1976 sea-
son. The Deacons defense finished the year ranked in the top 35
nationally in every statistical category and earned their 1st bowl
berth since 1992, defeating Arizona State in the Aloha Bowl.

Before returning to Wake Forest, Reynolds spent 2 years
coaching football, basketball, and track at Brooklyn-Cayce High
School in South Carolina.

As a collegian, Reynolds played LB and was a key contribu-
tor on special teams for Wake Forest from 1990-1993. Reynolds
was a member of the Deacons’ 1992 campaign as they advanced,
and won, their 1st bowl game (Independence Bowl) since the
1979 season and finished the season ranked in both the AP and
Coaches Top 25 polls for the 1st time since 1979.

Reynolds grew up in Aiken, S.C., and earned his bachelor’s
degree in communications from Wake Forest along with a Mas-
ter’s in liberal studies. His brother Jamal played DE for the Green
Bay Packers, where he was a 1st-round draft pick, and brother
Rashad played LB at Rice University. His father, William, was
a DE at the South Carolina State. He resides with his family in
Eden Prairie.

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Returning for his 2nd season coaching Vikings RBs, James
Saxon helped build depth in the unit in 2011. A former NFL RB
himself, Saxon joined the Vikings in 2011 after spending time
with the Buffalo Bills, Kansas City Chiefs and most recently the
Miami Dolphins. Saxon has guided RBs to 8 Pro Bowls during his
12 seasons coaching the position and has had a RB break the
1,000-yard mark 6 times.

The Vikings running game continued to be one of the best
in the NFL in 2011, as the team rushed for 2,318 yards, good for
4thin the League. Leading the team in rushing for a 5th-consec-
utive season was running back Adrian Peterson with 970 yards.
Peterson set a team record for most rushing touchdowns in a
career with 64, passing Chuck Foreman (52). He also scored at
least 1 rushing touchdown in 6 straight games in 2011, a streak
that is tied for second longest in team history. When Peterson
was forced out of play by injuries, second-year running back Toby
Gerhart filled in admirably, rushing for a career-high 531 yards
and a touchdown on the season. He tied a franchise record when
he recorded 2 receiving touchdowns in Week 15 vs. New Orleans.
The following week in Washington, Gerhart ran for his 1st career
100-yard game, going for 109 on the day, including 105 in the 2nd
half of the game and a career-long 67-yard jaunt.

While in Miami for the 3 seasons prior to joining the Vikings,
Saxon tutored Pro Bowlers Ronnie Brown and Ricky Williams. In
2008, the Dolphins had the NFL's 4th ranked rushing attack with
139.4 yards per game. Williams and Brown added a wrinkle into
the Dolphins offensive game plan by using the Wildcat forma-
tion as a change-of-pace. Williams posted 1,121 yard rushing to
lead the team in 2009.

In Kansas City, Saxon found tremendous success with 3 of
the franchises top backs. During Saxon’s 7 years in KC he helped
3 players (Priest Holmes, Tony Richardson and Larry Johnson) to

7 total Pro Bowls. Holmes and Johnson combined to break the
1,000-yard mark 5 times during his tenure. Holmes and Johnson
are ranked #1and #2 in Chiefs career yardage at 6,070 and 6,015
yards respectively and the duo have the top 4 single-season
rushing yardage totals in franchise history- led by Johnson's
team-record 1,789 yards in 2006. Holmes holds the team mark
for single-season TDs with 27 in 2003 and career TDs with 83 (76
rushing, 7 receiving). His 27 TDs set an NFL record at the time,
which has since been topped. Holmes played his entire career,
2001-07, under Saxon with the Chiefs. Johnson set the franchise
record for 100-yard rushing days with 30, edging Holmes’ 24.

Saxon entered the NFL in 2000 and was a running backs
coach with the Buffalo Bills. Saxon spent time with Menlo Col-
lege (1999) and Rutgers University (1997-98) before making the
leap to the NFL.

Saxon entered the NFL in 1988 as a 6th round draft choice
by the Kansas City Chiefs. Saxon would suit up for the Chiefs
(1988-91), Miami Dolphins (1992-94) and the Philadelphia Eagles
(1995) during his 8-year playing career. The South Carolina na-
tive played in 111 career games and rushed for 533 yards with 5
touchdowns on 145 attempts. Saxon added 69 receptions for 515
yards during his career.

Saxon began his collegiate career at American River Junior
College in California (1984-85). He would go on to spend the final
two seasons at San Jose State (1986-87) where he compiled 609
rushing yards adding 9 TDs on 118 carries. He also collected 78
receptions for 732 yards and 4 TDs. While with the Spartans for 2
seasons Saxon also managed to throw 4 TD passes.

He attended Battery Creek High School in Burton, South Car-
olina. Saxon is married to his wife Shannon and their son, Devin,
played football at Harvard.

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Ryan Silverfield returns for his 5th season with the Vikings
and will continue to work with the offensive line in 2012.

In 201, Silverfield moved over to the offensive side of the
ball with the Vikings coaching staff to assist Jeff Davidson with
the offensive line after starting his NFL career on defense. He
assisted the offensive line in helping the Vikings offense rush
for 2,318 yards over the course of the season, ranking 4th in the
NFL. The offensive line also helped WR Percy Harvin set the Vi-
kings all-time record for rushing yards in a season with 345 and
career rushing yards with 587. The line was hampered by injuries
throughout the season with only OTs Phil Loadholt and Charlie
Johnson starting all 16 games up front.

Silverfield spent his first three seasons with the Vikings
working with the defensive linemen. During his 3 seasons with
the Vikings defensive front the unit set the stage for top-10 de-
fensive rankings each season from 2008-10 and landed 3 play-
ers- DE Jared Allen, DT Kevin Williams and DT Pat Williams- as
regulars on All-Pro and Pro Bowl squads. The 2009 unit led the
NFL with 48.0 sacks.

Prior to joining the Vikings, Silverfield spent 2 seasons at
the University of Central Florida where he worked under former
Vikings defensive coordinator George O'Leary. In Silverfield's
2nd season at UCF in 2007, the Knights closed the regular sea-
son with a 7-game winning streak en route to winning the Con-
ference USA crown, the 1st conference championship in school
history.

In 2005, Silverfield served as the quarterbacks coach at
Jacksonville University. Before working on the JU Dolphins staff
and at the age of 23, he was the head coach at Memorial Day
H.S. in Savannah, GA. That opportunity followed 4 seasons as
an assistant coach at his alma mater, Hampden-Sydney College

in Virginia, where he began as an offensive assistant in 2000.
At the age of 20, he became the DL coach, making him one of
the younger position coaches in all of college football. He held
that position for 2 seasons before moving to TEs and H-backs
in 2003, a season in which the Tigers went 9-1 and had the
#1-ranked scoring offense in the country, averaging over 47.0
points per game.

Silverfield's coaching career began as an assistant at The
Bolles School in Jacksonville in 1999. During his playing days, Sil-
verfield helped Bolles win 2 state championships and earn the
title of the #1-ranked high school team in the country by USA
Today. As a senior, Silverfield was a 1st-Team All-First Coast se-
lection after leading his team to the Florida Class 3A state title.

Silverfield graduated Cum Laude with a bachelor’s degree in
economics from Hampden-Sydney. He and wife, Mariana, reside
in Shakopee.

The Vikings running back group has a pair of players who were Heisman Trophy runners-up. Toby Gerhart from Stanford, finished
2nd to Alabama RB Mark Ingram in the 2009 Heisman voting in the closest vote in the history of the award. In 2004, Adrian Peterson
was runner-up to USC QB Matt Leinart. Peterson became the highest finisher by a freshman in the history of the award.

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When Mike Singletary and Leslie Frazier were rookie de-
fenders for the Chicago Bears in 1981 neither could have thought
their paths would eventually lead to working together on the
coaching staff of the Minnesota Vikings 30 years later. But,
fate and football are funny that way. The young Bears became
roommates and friends in the early 1980s and are reunited now
coaching an old Central Division rival. Singletary returns in 2012
to share Vikings LB coaching duties with LBs coach Fred Pagac.

During his 1st season with the Vikings in 2011, Singletary
oversaw a unit that was led by Chad Greenway as the 6th-year
pro had a career season. Greenway earned his 1st Pro Bowl berth
and set a career-high with 174 tackles. Greenway notched his
career-best with 22 tackles in a game vs. Oakland, the 2nd-
most single-game tackles in Vikings history.

Singletary prepared Erin Henderson to start at OLB along-
side his older brother, E.J., in 2011 as the younger Henderson
entered his 1st season as a regular starter.

Singletary understands the role Frazier is in better than
most as both men started their head coaching careers on a dif-
ficult interim basis. Singletary replaced former boss Mike Nolan
after7 games during the 2008 season and led the 49ers to a 5-2
finish in the final 7 games of the season after going 0-2 to start
his tenure. He was named 48ers Head Coach moving forward
and led the club to an 8-8 mark in 2008, the best record since
2002. Singletary led the team for the opening 15 games of 2010
before ownership relieved him of his duties.

The 2010 49ers showcased a tough defense, ranking #13 in
total defense, #6 against the run and were #7 in the NFL at
forcing opposing offenses to go 3-and-out. The club dropped 4
games in the opening half of the season by a combined 11 points
and rallied to a 5-5 mark in Singletary’s final 10 games on the
job, including a win over Denver in the NFLs International Series
game played in London.

Singletary got his first taste of NFL coaching working with
the inside LBs for Baltimore in 2003-04 before going with No-
lan to serve as Assistant Head Coach/LBs coach for the 43ers
in 2005. From 2006-08, Singletary served as Assistant Head
Coach/Defense.

During his tenure in Baltimore, Singletary worked with fu-
ture Hall of Famer Ray Lewis as he earned NFL Defensive Player
of the Year honors in 2003. The duo shared that bond as Single-
tary had been Defensive Player of the Year in 1985 and 1988.
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Singletary’s focus on defense helped the Ravens rank #3
and #6 in total defense during his two seasons respectively.
When he went to San Francisco with head coach Mike Nolan,
the squad’s defensive talent was depleted and ranked #32 in
the NFL in total defense for the 2005 season. In the next 5 sea-
sons the 49ers would climb to back-to-back #6 finishes against
the run in 2009 and "0, ranking #15 and #713 in total defense
respectively.

Singletary helped 49ers rookie LB Patrick Willis earn AP De-
fensive Rookie of the Year honors in 2007 and earn Pro Bowl
honors in his opening 3 seasons, 2007-09.

Singletary’s legend as a player is well chronicled over his 12-
year career with the Bears. His 10 consecutive Pro Bowls stands
as a franchise record and he earned 1st-Team All-Pro honors 8
times. He ranked #1 or #2 on the team in tackles in each of his
final 11 seasons with the team and was inducted into the Pro
Football Hall of Fame in 1998, 3 years after he earned College
Football Hall of Fame honors. During his career with Chicago,
Singletary was part of 6 NFC Central Division title teams and
made the playoffs 7 times, including playing in 3 NFC Champi-
onship games. From 1984-88 the Bears won 5 straight Division
crowns, won Super Bowl XX, played in 3 NFC title games and
amassed a 62-17 regular season record, winning an average of
12 games per season.

Sports and religion
have been the foundation of Singletary’s life and have led him
through the toughest of times. Singletary and wife, Kim, have
seven children.

The 2012 Vikings return starting QB Christian Ponder after
he stepped into the starting job for the final 10 games of his

Operations. He coordinated all aspects of the Quakers’ day-to-
day operations of the football team.

Before stepping off the field and into the administration
of the team, Stefanski was a standout defensive back at Penn.

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Entering his 6th season on the Vikings staff, George Stewart
oversees a talented group of WRs in 2012 highlighted by play-
maker Percy Harvin. Stewart enters his 25th season in the NFL
and has earned the reputation as a teacher and mentor to some
of the top WRs in the game.

Over the years, Stewart has been a part of successful pro-
grams, highlighted by 8 playoff appearances in the past 15
seasons and 3 NFC Championship games with San Francisco in
1997, Atlanta in 2004 and Minnesota in 2009. Recently, Stewart
helped win 4 Division titles in the past 10 seasons - consecutive

with San Francisco.

During his Vikings tenure, Stewart has coached Harvin to
2009 Rookie of the Year honors and Sidney Rice to a Pro Bowl
berth in 2009. The 2011 season saw Harvin's production in-
crease even more, as he set career-highs in receptions with 87
and receiving yards with 967. He also tied his career-high for re-
ceiving TDs with 6. His 87 receptions ranked 6th in the NFL. Har-
vin also set team-records for most rushing yards in a season by
a WR with 345 and most career rushing yards by a WR with 587.
In his first season with the Vikings, Devin Aromashodu showed

for 466 yards and 3 TDs.

The 2010 Vikings were hobbled by injuries throughout the
season that especially hurt the passing game. Rice was lim-
ited to 6 games in 2010 and Harvin saw time in 14 while the
team started 3 different players at QB. Harvin’s productivity
increased in his 2nd pro season, leading the team with 71 recep-
tions for 868 yards and added 18 rushes, including a TD. Harvin
scored by kickoff return, reception and rush, only the 5th player
in Vikings history to accomplish the feat in a season.

The 2008 Vikings became only the 2nd team in NFL history
to have 6 players catch 40+ passes in a season. Rice enjoyed
a breakout season and Harvin established himself as multi-
talented offensive threat. Rice blossomed into a game-changer
in his 3rd season and left his mark on the record book. He tied
an NFL playoff record and set a new Vikings post-season mark
with 3 TD catches in the NFC Divisional game vs. Dallas. Rice’s
1,312 yards ranked 2nd in the NFC in 2009 and he became only
the 4th Vikings WR in team history to eclipse the 1,300-yard
mark. Rice’s 201 yards vs. Detroit ranks as the 4th-best single-
game mark in Vikings history and his 2 catches of 50+ yards vs.
Baltimore tied for the 2nd-best Vikings mark.

Stewart was able to get Harvin acclimated to the pro game
and spurred him to NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year and Diet
Pepsi Rookie of the Year. Harvin tied for the NFL rookie lead in
receptions and yards. Harvin excelled on offense and special
teams, earning a Pro Bowl berth as a return man and setting
a new Vikings record with 2,081 total net yards. His 60 catches
ranked 2nd only to Randy Moss’ 1998 debut season when he
had 69 receptions in Vikings history for rookie catches.

In 2008, the Vikings WRs contributed to much of the suc-
cess of an improved passing attack. Led by priority free agent
signing Bernard Berrian, the Vikings led the NFL with 13 TDs
through the air of 20+ yards. Berrian had a career year, setting
highs in yards with 964 and TDs with 7. Berrian was on the re-
ceiving end of 2 of the 3 longest receptions in Vikings' history
with an 86-yard TD reception vs. Detroit (10/12/08) and a 99-
yard TD catch vs. Chicago (11/30/08). The 99-yard strike tied an
NFL mark for the longest reception in history and set a Vikings
record as the longest play from scrimmage.

Throughout Stewart’s coaching career, he has been fortu-
nate to learn from some of the game’s all-time greats, begin-
ning both his playing and early coaching careers under college
legend Lou Holtz. Stewart went on to work in the NFL side-
by-side with Chuck Noll, Sam Wyche, George Seifert and Dan
Reeves, all men who led teams to the Super Bowl.

During Stewart's tenure in Atlanta, the team won the NFC
South title in 2004 and advanced to the NFC Championship
game against Philadelphia.

Prior to joining Atlanta, Stewart was an integral part of
the San Francisco 49ers’ success from 1996-2002, as the team
advanced to the playoffs 5 times in those 7 seasons. In 1997,
the 49ers won the NFC West with a 13-3 mark and eventually
lost to Green Bay in the NFC Championship game. During that
time, Stewart tutored the 49ers WRs and helped elevate each
of Terrell Owens, |.J. Stokes and Tai Streets performances, with
Owens making Pro Bowls and All-Pro in 3 straight seasons from
2000-02. Owens had 17 games over the 100-yard receiving mark

and 5 games with 150+ yards. Before working with Stewart,
Owens’ career-highs for season receptions was 67, a mark he
shattered with 97, 93 and 100 respectively in 2000, '01 and '02.
Owens set his career-high in receiving yards with 1,451 in 2000
and TDs with 16 in 2001. He broke a 50-year-old NFL record
when he caught 20 passes for 283 yards against the Bears in
2000 en route to his career-best day.

Stewart’s 1st taste of NFL coaching came in Pittsburgh from
1983-91, where he coached special teams on Noll’s staff. In his
debut season in 1989, he helped Rod Woodson to a Pro Bowl as
a return man. Following Pittsburgh, Stewart went on to spend
4 years coaching Tampa Bay special teams, where he helped K
Mike Husted earn All-Rookie honors in 1993.

Before making the move to the NFL, Stewart spent several
years in the college ranks, making his final stop as the Notre
Dame LBs coach from 1986-88. Under Holtz's tutelage, the Irish
steadily improved from the coach’s opening season in ‘86 to be-
come national champions in 1988, a year in which the team fin-
ished 12-0 and defeated West Virginia in the Fiesta Bowl. The
stingy Irish defense allowed opponents to score over 20 points
only twice during the season. Stewart’s unit, which included Ar-
nold Ale and Andre Jones highlighted by consensus All-America
choice Frank Stams.

Stewart and Holtz began working together in 1983, when
Stewart got his start in coaching as an Arkansas graduate as-
sistant, working with the Razorbacks’ TEs. When Holtz moved
from Arkansas to Minnesota as the Golden Gophers head coach
in 1984, Stewart accompanied him as the offensive line coach,
his 1st exposure to the state where he would return in 2007. In
2 short seasons, Holtz and his staff quickly turned the Gophers
program around, finishing 7-5 in 1985 and winning the Indepen-
dence Bowl over Clemson, the 1st bowl victory for the Gophers
since the 1962 Rose Bowl.

Stewart was a standout guard for the Razorbacks from
1977-80 and helped the squad share the 1979 Southwest Con-
ference title. The team played in 4 straight bowl games dur-
ing Stewart’s playing tenure as Arkansas returned to national
prominence under Holtz. Stewart was an All-SWC honoree as
a junior in 1979, served as a team captain in 1980 and earned
a spot on the Arkansas Team of the Decade for the 1970s. He
signed with the Kansas City Chiefs in 1981 but spent the season
on injured reserve.

Stewart has a bachelor’s degree in education from Arkan-
sas and is a native of Little Rock, AR, where he graduated from
Parkview High School in 1977.

THE EVOLVING SYMBOL OF THE NFL

The NFL shield, one of the most recognizable symbols in the sports world, underwent a stylistic upgrade during the 2008
offseason. The new font and design changes pay homage to the history of the League and the logo while turning an eye forward
on the future. As the NFL enters its 91st season in 2010 the new shield symbolizes the progress of the league over those decades
and the excellence that has laid the foundation for the modern NFL.

Adjustments to the logo include 8 stars representing the 8 Divisions in the NFL and the design of the football reflects the
design of the football atop the Vince Lombardi Trophy. The blue color is darker and bolder than past shields and the shape has

been refined over past versions.
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Chris White enters his 4th season with the Vikings after
spending 16 years coaching at the collegiate level. He will con-
tinue to assist special teams coordinator Mike Priefer in 2012.

The 2011 season consisted of many special teams highlights
for the Vikings. Percy Harvin started the season with a 103-yard
kick return TD on the opening kickoff in Week 1 at San Diego.
That return was one of four that the Vikings took for 50+ yards,
which ranked 1st in the NFL. Harvin now owns 5 of the 11 longest
KO returns in Vikings history after just 3 seasons of play. The
Vikings special teams unit set a team record with a 26.9 yard
kickoff return average, a number good for 2nd in the League in
2011. Punter Chris Kluwe posted a 45.7 yard gross average and
38.0yard net average. Of his 77 punts in 2011, only 3 were touch-
backs. Kicker Ryan Longwell made 2 field goals of 50+ yards,
extending his lead for the most field goals made from 50+ yards
in Vikings history (11). Longwell also nailed a game-winning 31-
yard FG at Carolina, his 10th as a Viking which is a team record.

The Vikings 2010 special teams units had several stand-
outs. Kicker Ryan Longwell led the NFL in field goal percentage
(94.4%), converting on 17-0f-18 FG attempts. It was the high-
est mark of his career and the 2nd-consecutive season that he
finished with a percentage over 0. Punter Chris Kluwe ranked
10th in the NFL in net punting and earned Special Teams MVP
as voted by his teammates. Percy Harvin returned his 3rd kick-
off return for a TD in 2010, extending his own team mark for
career KO return TDs and matching David Palmer for career
combined special teams return TDs with 3- Palmer scored twice
via punt return and once on a KO.

After joining the Vikings in 2009, White helped oversee a
special teams unit that sent a pair of members to the Pro Bowl|
and made an impact on the Vikings record book along the way.
The Vikings special teams were instrumental in the team win-
ning a 2nd consecutive NFC North title and winning 12 games in
the regular season, tied for the 2nd-best total in Vikings history.

The 2009 special teams were represented at the Pro Bowl by
cover man Heath Farwell and Harvin. That tandem led the unit
all season and were joined by savvy vets and emerging play-
makers to give the Vikings a strong foundation for the future.
Longwell enjoyed one of his best seasons, scoring a career-high
132 points and hitting 26-0f-28 FGs. Harvin set a Vikings record
by returning a pair of kickoff returns for TDs during the season,
including a 101-yarder that tied the 2nd-longest in Vikings his-
tory. The coverage units were led by Farwell and 1st-year LB
Kenny Onatolu, a former CFL star.

White joined the Vikings after a 9-year stint at Syracuse
University where, at different times throughout his tenure,
he coached WRs, TEs, was the special teams’ coordinator and
the recruiting coordinator. White's 9 seasons at Syracuse were
highlighted by a 2001 Insight Bowl victory, a share of the Big
East championship in 2004, and a combined 7 units that ranked
in the nation’s top 20 while working as the school’s special
teams coordinator from 2000-2003.

White served as the Orange’s WRs coach as well as their
recruiting coordinator, a post he moved to prior to the 2005
season. White worked to bring in young talent and rebuild
Syracuse’s program. His efforts showed as 5 different under-
classmen WRs caught TD passes for the Orange in 2008, with
sophomore WR Donte Davis leading the team in catches and
yards, and tied for the lead in TD receptions. Prior to moving on
to the WRs coach/recruiting coordinator position, White spent
the 2004 season coaching the team’s TEs to go along with his

duties as recruiting coordinator. While he guided former New
York Jets TE Joe Kowalewski, the 2004 Orange went on to cap-
ture a share of the Big East crown and a victory in Champs
Sports Bowl.

White spent his opening 3 years at Syracuse working with
the TEs and as the special teams’ coordinator. From the start
of the 2000 season until he left his post as special teams coor-
dinator in 2003, only 7 teams in the country blocked more kicks
than the Orange (22), 5 coming from future NY Giants Super
Bowl hero David Tyree. Syracuse also scored 8 TDs on special
teams during the same time frame. In 2000, the team ranked
13th and 14th in kickoff return yardage and kickoff return yard-
age allowed, respectively. The following season the Orange had
their best overall finish since 1992, complete with a victory in
the Insight Bowl, aided by the 18th ranked punt return unit in
the nation. In 2002, White led the nation’s top punt coverage
unit, while his punter ranked 7th in yardage and his punt re-
turners ranked 20th in return yards. The 2003 campaign ended
with both his kicker and punter being named to the All-Big East
2nd team.

In 1999, White served a dual-role as Cal Poly-San Luis
Obispo’s defensive and special teams’ coordinators, where he
helped a number of his players into the school’s record books.
White spent the 3 seasons prior to Cal Poly with UNLV as the
LBs coach and special teams’ coordinator. The lone head coach-
ing job of White's career came as a 3-year stint with Bishop
Manogue High School from 1994-1936, where he was named the
Northern Nevada Coach of the Yearin 1996.

White’s 1st full-time role in coaching came as the assistant
QBs coach for the College of the Holy Cross (Mass.) from 1993-
1994. In his 2 years at that post both of the Crusaders starters
ended their respective seasons with QB efficiency ratings over
100.0. White paid his dues working for 5 seasons as a graduate
assistant at Syracuse and Arkansas State.

In his 1st stint at Syracuse, White worked with former Vi-
kings QB coach, Kevin Rogers, and Paul Pasqualoni. The team
was 27-8 record in the three years and won the 1990 Aloha Bowl
and 1991 Hall of Fame Bowl.

As a collegian, White was a 4-year starter at QB for Colby
College and was named a captain his senior year. The Mules won
consecutive CBB championships in his final 3 seasons.

White grew up in Haverhill, MA and graduated from Philips
Exeter Academy in 1986. He majored in government while at
Colby College. He and his wife, Angel, reside in the Minneapolis
area with their daughters, Payton and Riley.

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Joe Woods enters his 7th season with the Vikings and will
continue to work with a defensive back group that looks to im-
press in 2012.

The 2011 season tested the depth of the Vikings secondary,
as injuries contributed to 11 different defensive backs starting
throughout the year as Woods was forced with shuffling the
lineup frequently. Third-year safety Jamarca Sanford finished
with 2 INTs in a Week 5 win vs. Arizona, which tied him for 2nd
in the NFL for most in a game by a safety in 2011. Sanford led
Vikings DBs and finished 3rd on the team with 118 total tack-
les. Veteran CB Cedric Griffin finished the season with 3 forced
fumbles, tying him for 2nd most in the NFL and also bringing
his career total to 14, which trails only Joey Browner (18) for
most career forced fumbles by a Vikings DB. When veteran CB
Antoine Winfield was put on injured reserve, 1st-year CB and
return man Marcus Sherels, veteran free agent Benny Sapp and
3rd-year man Asher Allen were pressed into duty. Rookie safety
Mistral Raymond filled in admirably when regular starter Hu-
sain Abdullah was lost, nabbing his 1st interception in a win at
Washington in Week 16 and recording 36 tackles and 1 fumble
recovery in the final 7 games.

Leading the charge in 2010 for Woods' DBs was 3-time Pro
Bowler Winfield. The 12-year veteran was selected to his 3rd
consecutive Pro Bowl after setting the Vikings record for tackles
by a cornerback with 110, which was good for 3rd on the team
behind linebackers Chad Greenway and E.J. Henderson. The
Vikings DBs accounted for 9 interceptions, 2 fumble recover-
ies and 2 forced fumbles. The Vikings defense also limited big
plays, allowing just 49 plays of 20+ yards which was 4th best
in the NFL.

The Vikings toughness in the back end has been a contribut-
ing factor in the team building a reputation as one of the most
opportunistic defenses in the NFL. The Vikings ranked #6 in
total defense in 2009, the 2nd straight year achieving the mark.
The back-to-back top 10 defensive rankings were the 1st time by
a Vikings defense since 1993-94. The defense played a key part
in the Vikings back-to-back NFC North titles and winning the
most games (22) in the NFC over the 2008-09 seasons.

In 2009, the Vikings DBs had their depth tested when Win-
field was sidelined by injury for 6 games and starting SS Tyrell
Johnson missed a game. Sapp and Karl Paymah filled in for
Winfield and the team went 4-2 without the emotional leader
of the backfield. A pair of rookies, Allen and Sanford, started
games at nickel back and in place of Johnson respectively and
showed their talents for the future. In a breakout season, Griffin
led the team with 4 INTs.

Winfield was honored in 2008 with his 1st Pro Bowl berth
as a 10-year veteran, joining Darren Sharper in the backfield as
recent Vikings to be named to the NFC all-star team. Winfield's
career year in 2008 highlighted a group that produced INTs by
7 different players.

The 2008 DBs had to battle injuries and overcome adversity
in helping the Vikings rank #6 in the NFL in total defense, the
highest finish since 1994. Despite the personnel shuffling, the
Vikings DBs helped the total defense jump from #20 in 2007 to
46 in 2008. Each of the 6 top Vikings DBs intercepted passes in
2008 and showed their value in run support.

In 2007, all 4 regular starters in the Vikings secondary scored
TDs, 3 by INT return and 1 on a fumble recovery. Woods led a
defensive backfield that featured Sharper earning his 4th ca-

reer Pro Bowl trip. The rock of the unit, Winfield, built on his
reputation as the best tackling CB in the NFL and scored on an
INT-return in the season opener vs. Atlanta. Against the NY Gi-
ants, the Vikings set a team record as they returned 3 INTs for
TDs, including a 93-yard return by Dwight Smith that ranks as
the 4th-longest INT return in Vikings’ history.

The Vikings ended the 2006 season ranked #8 in the NFL
in total defense. The Vikings DBs had 3 players tie for the team
lead with 4 INTs each- Smith, Sharper and Winfield. The trio
also ranked 2nd, 4th and 5th on the team in tackles.

In 2006, Woods helped develop a trio of rookies- Griffin, S
Greg Blue and CB Charles Gordon- who started a combined 10
games. Griffin earned NFC Defensive Player of the Week for his
performance at Detroit (12/10/06), becoming the 5th Vikings CB
to earn the award and only the 2nd since 1992.

In Tampa, Woods coached with 2006 Vikings defensive
coordinator and current Pittsburgh Steelers head coach Mike
Tomlin, fielding top-5 defenses in each of Woods’ 2 seasons.

In 2005, Tampa Bay led the NFL in total defense, allowing
277.8 yards per game while CB Ronde Barber and LB Derrick
Brooks earned Pro Bowl berths for the 2nd consecutive season.
Barber set a Tampa Bay single-season record for most tackles
by a CB with 120 and he led the team with 7 INTs. In 2004,
Woods was part of a defensive staff that helped the Bucs finish
Sthin the NFL in total defense and 1st in pass defense.

Prior to joining the Buccaneers, Woods was the DBs coach at
Western Michigan for 3 seasons (2001-03) and spent 3 seasons
(1998-2000) on the staff at Hofstra where the team made a pair
of trips to the 1-AA playoff quarterfinals.

Woods spent a season at Kent State University (1997) as
DBs coach prior to joining the staff at Hofstra. He also coached
the DBs at Grand Valley State (1994-97), ILBs at Northwestern
State University in the spring of 1994, and was a graduate as-
sistant at Eastern Michigan (1993-94). Woods entered coaching
in 1992 at Muskingum College.

Woods was a 4-year letterman at safety and a captain as a
senior at lllinois State. He earned 1st-team All-Gateway honors
in 1991 and earned a degree in criminal justice in 1992.

Woods was born in North Vandergrift, PA. He and his wife,
Ellen, have daughters, Brianna and Danari and son, Geno.

Kanavy joined the Vikings' staff in 2006 and among his
first responsibilities was to transform the Vikings strength and
conditioning facilities. The willingness of ownership to provide
the tools to succeed has continued to allow for the addition of
the best in strength and conditioning equipment, ranging from
weight training stations and cardiovascular equipment, to the
latest in kettlebell training, rope training and body composition
measurement methodologies.

Kanavy oversees the planning and implementation of
all aspects of the Vikings' program, which is tailored to each
individual player in order to prevent injury and to improve the
speed, strength, power stamina, and flexibility of each player.
A unigue combination of free weights, machines and metabolic
and resisted conditioning is used to address the training needs
of the Vikings veteran players as well as the development of
the young players on the roster. Kanavy has also enlisted the
services of Carrie Peterson, a registered dietician from the
University of Minnesota faculty, to optimize team nutrition.

Kanavy came to Minnesota from the Philadelphia Eagles
where he helped in the dramatic turnaround of the franchise
while serving as assistant strength and conditioning coach.

Kanavy received a bachelor's degree in exercise and sport
science from Penn State University in 1993 and earned his
master's in sport management from Temple University in 1996.

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A key part of the Vikings for 36 seasons in different
capacities, Scott Studwell enters the 2012 season as Director
of College Scouting for the 10th season. Studwell is in his 4th
decade with the team and is one of the most enduring figures
in Vikings history.

Studwell enters his 21st year in the team’s Player Personnel
department. He retired from his 14-year playing career after
the 1990 season (1977-1990) and spent a year as the Vikings
Assistant to the President/Player Relations in 1991 before
being named the Player Personnel Coordinator from 1992-2001.
Studwell was named to his current post as Director of College
Scouting in April 2002. His responsibilities include overseeing
all college scouting efforts and preparation for the annual
NFL Draft.

Studwell has been a part of successful drafts that have
included Pro Bowlers or Pro Bowl alternates Robert Smith (1st
round, '93), Todd Steussie (1st, '94), Randy Moss (1st, '98), Matt
Birk (6th, '98), Daunte Culpepper (Ist, '99), Michael Bennett
(1st, '01), Bryant McKinnie (1st, '02), Kevin Williams (1st, '03),
Chad Greenway (1st, ‘06), Adrian Peterson (1st, ‘07), Sidney Rice
(2nd, ‘07) and Percy Harvin (1st, ‘09). The Vikings have drafted
the NFL's Offensive Rookie of the Year in 2007 (Peterson) and
2009 (Harvin) with their 1st-round selections.

Studwell’s place in team history was immortalized in 2009
when he was inducted into the Vikings Ring of Honor. A mem-
ber of the Vikings’ 25th, 40th and 50th Anniversary All-Time
Teams, Studwell holds team records for tackles in a career
(1,981), season (230 in ‘81) and game (24 vs. Detroit in ‘85), as
well as solo tackles in a career (1,308). No other player in Vikings
history has over 1,500 career tackles. According to team media
guides Studwell has more tackles with one organization than
any other player in NFL history. In addition, Studwell is one of
only five Minnesota players to participate in over 200 games
during his career. He also played in 12 playoffs contests, includ-
ing NFC Championship Games following the ‘77 and ‘87 sea-

of Illinois, Scott Studwell has called the franchise home.

sons. In ‘87 and ‘88 Studwell was voted to the Pro Bowl. In ‘89
he was named 2nd-team All-NFC by United Press International.
He also was Minnesota's recipient of the Ed Block Memorial
Courage Award in ‘87. After earning the starting MLB job in
‘80, Studwell led the Vikings in tackles the next 6 seasons. He
also was the team’s leading tackler in ‘88 and ‘89. Studwell,
who tied for the team lead in fumbles recovered three times
(‘82, ‘86, ‘88), finished his NFL career with 15 FRs and 11 INTs.

Drafted by Minnesota in the 9th round from lllinois in 77,
Studwell finished his collegiate career as the school’s second
all-time tackler (342) behind Dick Butkus (374). In ‘76 Studwell
recorded 177 tackles to surpass lllinois’ season record, for-
merly held by Butkus. As a senior Studwell recorded 23 tackles
against Purdue to tie the school’s single-game record.

In ‘90 Studwell was named to lllinois’ All-Century Team,
joining Butkus and Ray Nitschke as the linebackers on that
squad. Studwell earned 2nd-team All-America and 1st-team
All-Big Ten honors in ‘76, and 2nd-team All-Conference men-
tion in ‘75. Studwell also was the team’s co-captain and co-
MVP in ‘76, when he played in the Hula Bowl, East-West Shrine
Game and Japan Bowl.

Jerry Reichow has seen the growth and development of the
Minnesota Vikings with a front row seat since the team first
took the field as a raw expansion outfit.

A standout player on the debut Vikings team in 1961,
Reichow has worked over four decades with the team in a
variety of personnel roles.

Reichow’s eye for talent has played a key role in the success
of the franchise and he has worked with all seven head coaches
in Vikings history.

Reichow began in the Vikings front office in 1966 as Director
of Player Personnel. He moved on to be Director of Football
Operations in 1975 and Assistant General Manager, National
Scouting in 1992. Reichow was a key contributor to the Vikings
draft process throughout his career and the team developed a
reputation for finding talent hidden in late rounds of the draft.

Originally joining the team in 1961 in a trade from
Washington, Reichow played 1961-64 for the Vikings. He led
the team in receiving in 1961 and ‘62, joined Hugh McElhenny in
‘61as the first 2 Pro Bowlers in team history and his 11 TD catch-
es '61stood as the team record until Cris Carter broke it in 1995.

Reichow entered the NFL as a 4th-round pick in 1956 by
Detroit, helping the Lions to the 1957 NFL title. Reichow was

the Kansas City Chiefs. His coaching career started in 1968 with
the San Francisco 49ers defensive line.

As a standout DE for the Cleveland Browns from 1957-67,
Wiggin never missed a game, playing in 146 straight. He earned
Pro Bowl starts in 1965 and ‘67 and was named to the Browns
all-time team. In 2008 he was inducted as a Cleveland Browns
Legend, honoring the top players in franchise history. A 2-time
All-America at Stanford, Wiggin was inducted to the College
Football Hall of Fame in 2005.

Zamberletti has earned the respect and trust of countless
players and staff during his tenure with the Vikings. In his
time with the team Zamberletti has been a friend, brother,
father figure and mentor to countless players, coaches and
co-workers. When the team held Fred Zamberletti Day on
December 20, 1998 before kickoff of the Vikings-Jacksonville
Jaguars game, over 100 Vikings alumni turned out to celebrate
with him. To the media he’s known as “Trainer for Life.” Former
head coach Bud Grant acknowledged him as the “Cornerstone
of the Vikings” and former General Manager Mike Lynn referred
to Fred as “Mr. Viking.” The players with respect and admira-
tion refer to him as “The Man.” To his friends and compatriots
he is known as “The Voice of Reason.” Zamberletti was the
Head Trainer from 1961-98, Coordinator of Medical Services
from 1999-2001 and currently Senior Consultant.

A successful entrepreneur and a man of deep religious

beliefs, the 78-year-old Zamberletti was a 1st Lieutenant in the
U.S. Infantry. Following his graduation from the University of
lowa he served as chief physical therapist at Hibbing General
Hospital in 1959 and head athletic trainer at the University of
Toledo in 1960 before joining the Vikings at the team’s incep-
tion in 1961.

Grant won 4 Grey Cup titles as coach of the team he played with from 1953-56, setting
a record with 5 INTs in a 1953 game against Saskatchewan. During Grant’s days with
Winnipeg he coached future Vikings WR Leo Lewis’ father, Leo, a star RB who earned a
spot in the CFL Hall of Fame. Before the younger Lewis found a home with the Vikings,
he also played in the CFL. During Grant's playing days with Winnipeg, the head coach of
the club was Allie Sherman, who went on to be head coach of the NY Giants. The Vikings

passing game got a boost during the 1994-96 seasons from a former CFL star when QB Warren Moon came to the team in a trade
with the Houston Oilers. Moon went to the Pro Bowl in 1994 and ‘95. Vikings ironman Jim Marshall began his pro career in the CFL
in 1959. The Vikings went to Super Bowl IV behind the gritty leadership of QB Joe Kapp, a former British Columbia Lions QB that
would go down in football history as the only QB to lead his teams to a Super Bowl, Grey Cup and Rose Bowl. Moon and Grant
have earned induction into both the Pro Football Hall of Fame and the Canadian Football Hall of Fame.

The Vikings face a tough 2012 slate of games and have a few wrinkles involved in those game that feature unique twists in the
history of the club. The Vikings will face Jacksonville in the season opener for the 1st time in franchise history and the Vikings will
open at home for the 1st time since 2007. The game will mark only the 6th time the team has opened the season at home since
the 2000 opener. The game will mark only the 5th time in team history facing Jacksonville with the Vikings holding a 3-1all-time
series advantage over the Jaguars. The Vikings will face an alumni player as Jacksonville’s head coach as former TE Mike Mularkey
takes over the reins of the Jags for the 2012 season. Mularkey played for the Vikings from 1983-88 and began his coaching career
at St. Paul’s Concordia College in 1993 before landing an NFL coaching position with Tampa Bay.

The Vikings will travel to Indianapolis for the 2nd game of the season and contest will mark the 1st regular season game the
club has played at Lucas QOil Stadium. The Vikings last road game at Indy was on 11/8/04 at the RCA Dome. Minnesota has not
won a road game in 10 attempts against the Colts franchise, either in Baltimore or Indianapolis, where the Colts have called
home since 1984. The Vikings last played the Colts in Baltimore in the 1st playoff game in team history, the Western Conference
Championship game at Memorial Stadium on 12/22/68. The Colts won 24-14 to advance to Super Bowl Il while the Vikings had
to wait another season for their 1st Super Bowl berth. The Vikings and Colts were regular rivals in the early days when both were
members of the Western Conference of the NFL along with Chicago, Detroit, Green Bay, Los Angeles and San Francisco. The
Vikings and Colts faced off twice a season from 1961-66.

The Vikings will play Tampa Bay on a rare Thursday night game, televised on NFL Network on 10/25/12. The Vikings last game on
NFL Network was a Thursday night affair on 12/21/06 at Green Bay. The Vikings and Bucs have never played on a Thursday night
but have met in 5 other prime time games, including a 9/5/81 Saturday night game at Tampa Stadium.

The Vikings will wrap up the regular season by hosting Green Bay, marking only the 5th time in team history playing the Packers
in the regular season finale.

VIKINGS ORIGINAL STARTING LINEUP

The Vikings take the field for the 52nd season in franchise history in 2012 and have seen the NFL change dramatically over
the years. The players who started the upset win over Chicago in the 1961 opener were a mix of future stars and aging veterans
who were embarking on a new adventure with the NFL's fledgling franchise. The team started veteran signal-caller George Shaw
instead of rookie phenom Fran Tarkenton, a footnote in history to Tarkenton's Hall of Fame career. Tarkenton came off the bench
late in the 1st quarter to spearhead the Vikings to a win over the same Bears club that posted a dominating 30-7 win only two

weeks prior in a preseason game played in Cedar Rapids, IA.

Tarkenton thew 4 TDs passes and hit on 17-of-23 for 250 yards. The Vikings opened the scoring in the game with a Mike Mercer
FG. Tarkenton connected with Bob Schnelker on the 1st TD pass of his career on a 14-yard toss. Tarkenton went on to throw TDs
to Jerry Reichow from 29 yards, Hugh McElhenny from a yard out and ran for a 3-yard TD himself on a QB keeper. He rounded out
the day with a 2-yard TD pass to Dave Middleton and the upstart Vikings notched a 37-13 win.

The founding group
consisted of Max Winter, E. William Boyer, H.P Skoglund,
Ole Haugsrud and Bernard H. Ridder, Jr.

ROSE NAMED GENERAL MANAGER - In August 1960,
former Los Angeles Rams Public Relations Director Bert
Rose was named the team's first General Manager.

TEAM NICKNAMED - In one of his first moves with the
team, Bert Rose recommended the nickname “Vikings”
to the Board of Directors. The name was selected because
it represented both an aggressive person with the will to
win and the Nordic tradition in the northern Midwest.

FIRST COLLEGE DRAFT - On Dec. 27, 1960, RB Tommy
Mason of Tulane was taken with the 1st overall choice
and the first-ever draft pick utilized by the Vikings. Also
selected that year were QB Fran Tarkenton (3rd round)
and DB Ed Sharockman (5th round).

Norm Van Brocklin (center) was named the
Vikings first head coach prior to the 1961
inaugural season.

FIRST HEAD COACH - Norm Van Brocklin was selected as
the first head coach in franchise history on Jan. 18, 1961
He retired as a player in 1960 after 12 seasons in the NFL
as a Hall of Fame QB who led Philadelphia to the NFL
title in his final season on the field in 1960. Known as
“The Dutchman” his tenacious style was infamous as a
player and coach.

EXPANSION DRAFT - Following the 1960 season, the
Vikings were allowed to select 3 players from the roster
of each team after each team was allowed to protect 30
of their 38 players. Dallas, a 1960 expansion team, was
exempt from this process. Among the future Vikings stal-
warts selected in the Jan. 26, 1961 Expansion Draft were
OL Grady Alderman (Detroit) and RB Hugh McElhenny
(San Francisco).

ASSIGNED CONFERENCE - On April 12, 1961, the NFL
assigned the Vikings to the Western Conference.
Minnesota joined Baltimore, Chicago, Detroit, Green Bay,
Los Angeles and San Francisco in the conference.

TRAINING CAMP OPENS IN BEMID]I - The fledgling
Vikings opened their debut training camp on the campus
of Bemidji State University on July 7, 1961.

FIRST GAME - In the first game in franchise history, the
Vikings played the Dallas Cowboys in a preseason game
in Sioux Falls, SD, on Aug. 5, 1961. The Cowboys defeated
the Vikings, 38-13.

FIRST HOME GAME - The Minnesota Vikings played the
Los Angeles Rams in preseason action at Metropolitan
Stadium in Bloomington, MN, on Sept. 10, 1961, the
team's first game in the Twin Cities. The Rams defeated
the Vikings, 21-17.

FIRST REGULAR-SEASON GAME - In a stunning upset,
the Vikings defeated the Chicago Bears, 37-13, at
Metropolitan Stadium in the Vikings’ first NFL regular-
season game on Sept. 17, 1961. Kicker Mike Mercer scored
the first points in team history with a 12-yard field goal.
Bob Schnelker scored the team's first touchdown on

a 14-yard pass from Fran Tarkenton. In his NFL debut
Tarkenton came off the bench to complete 17-of-23
passes for 250 yards and 4 touchdowns.

FIRST PRO BOWLERS - On Jan. 14, 1962, RB Hugh
McElhenny and WR Jerry Reichow became the first
Vikings to compete in the Pro Bowl. They were part of
the Western Conference All-Stars who beat the Eastern
Conference squad, 31-30, at the Los Angeles Coliseum.

FIRST ALL-PRO - In 1963 RB Tommy Mason, who was
the team's first ever draft choice, was the first Vikings
player to earn All-Pro recognition. He was a consensus
pick after rushing for 763 yards and 7 touchdowns on 166
carries (4.6 avg.).

FINKS HIRED - On Sept. 11, 1964, Jim Finks was named
the team’s second general manager, succeeding Bert
Rose, who resigned in June, 1964. Finks previously had
served as general manager for Calgary of the Canadian
Football League for 7 years.

FIRST WINNING SEASON - Minnesota won its final 3
regular-season games in 1964 to achieve the first win-
ning season in team history with an 8-5-1 record. The
Vikings tied for 2nd in the NFL Western Conference
behind Baltimore.

MET EXPANDED - A new grandstand was constructed
on the east side of Metropolitan Stadium that increased
capacity from 41,200 to 47,200. The new seats were for-
mally dedicated on Aug. 20, 1965, when Minnesota played
Philadelphia in a preseason game.

NFL RE-ALIGNED - On Dec. 2, 1966, Minnesota, Chicago,
Detroit and Green Bay were chosen to make up the
newly-formed Central Division of the Western Conference
of the NFL.

VAN BROCKLIN RESIGNS - After compiling a 29-51-4
record while leading the Vikings in their first six years
of existence, Head Coach Norm Van Brocklin resigned on
Feb. 11, 1967. His best season was 1964, when he led the
team to a tie for 2nd place in the NFL Western Conference
with an 8-5-1 record.

TARKENTON TRADED - On March 7, 1967, 0B Fran
Tarkenton is traded to the NY Giants for a st and
2nd-round choice in 1967, a Ist-round choice in ‘68 and
a 2nd-round choice in ‘69. With the picks Minnesota
selected Clinton Jones and Bob Grim in ‘67, Ron Yary in
'68 and Ed White in '69.

GRANT NAMED HEAD COACH - Bud Grant was named
the 2nd head coach in Vikings history on March 10, 1967.
He came to Minnesota after leading the Winnipeg Blue
Bombers to 4 Grey Cup titles in 10 years as head coach.

FIRST DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 15, 1968 the Vikings
defeated the Philadelphia Eagles, 24-17, at Franklin Field
then retired to the dressing room to listen to the Chicago-
Green Bay game on the radio. Minnesota needed the
Bears to lose to clinch the Vikings' 1st Division title.
Chicago tried to rally from a 28-10 4th quarter deficit but
eventually fell 28-17.

FIRST PLAYOFF GAME - On Dec. 22, 1968, in the first
playoff game in franchise history, the Colts defeated the
Vikings, 24-14, in the Western Conference Championship
Game at Baltimore’s Memorial Stadium. Minnesota
trailed 21-0 in the 4th quarter but a late rally fell short.

SECOND DIVISION TITLE - On Nov. 27, 1969, the Vikings
shut out Detroit, 27-0, at Tiger Stadium to clinch the
franchise’s 2nd division title. The victory over the Lions
was the 10th of a 12-game win streak, the longest in the
NFL in 35 years. Minnesota finished the season with the
NFL's best record (12-2) of '69.

FIRST PLAYOFF WIN - On Dec. 27, 1963, in the first NFL
playoff game in Minnesota, the Vikings came from behind
to defeat the LA Rams, 23-20, in the Western Conference
Championship Game. Minnesota overcame deficits of
17-7 at halftime and 20-14 in the 4th quarter for the
franchise’s 1st postseason win.

FIRST NFL CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - The Vikings defeat-
ed the Browns, 27-7, in the NFL Championship Game on
Jan. 4,1970, at Metropolitan Stadium. Minnesota became
the 1st modern NFL expansion team to win an NFL
Championship Game. The Vikings dominated the game,
leading 27-0 at one point.

FIRST SUPER BOWL - On Jan. 11,1970, the Vikings lost to
Kansas City, 23-7, in Super Bowl IV at Tulane Stadium in
New Orleans. Not only was the game the 1st Super Bowl
in franchise history, but it was the 1st Super Bowl played
by a modern expansion team.

AFL-NFL MERGER LEADS TO RE-ALIGNMENT - In
January 1970 the modern NFL was divided into the
American Conference (AFC) and National Conference
(NFC) with an Eastern, Central and Western Division in
each Conference. Minnesota is assisgned to the NFC
Central with foes Chicago, Detroit and Green Bay.

THIRD DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 5, 1970, the Vikings
defeated the Bears, 16-13, at Metropolitan Stadium to
clinch their 3rd straight division title. Minnesota hosted
San Francisco in a divisional playoff game but lost, 17-14.
For the 2nd consecutive season, the Vikings had the
league’s best record with a 12-2 mark.

FOURTH DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 11, 1971, the Vikings
defeated the Lions, 23-10, at Metropolitan Stadium to

Bud Grant and Chuck Foreman, who were both named to the 50 Greatest Vikings list, spent
seven years together from 1973-1979. In that time the Vikings won six division champion-

ships and appeared in three Super Bowls.
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clinch their 4th-straight division title. Minnesota finished
the year with an 11-3 mark, which tied Dallas for the
league’s best record in ‘71. The Vikings lost to the even-
tual Super Bowl champion Cowboys, 20-12, in a divisional
playoff game at Metropolitan Stadium.

PAGE NAMED NFL'S MVP - In 1971 Alan Page became
the first defensive player to be named the Most Valuable
Player of the National Football League by the Associated
Press. Page headed a Vikings defense that held oppo-
nents to fewer than 10 points a game to lead the league in
scoring defense for the 3rd consecutive year.

VIKINGS RE-ACQUIRE TARKENTON - In 1972 the Vikings
traded Norm Snead, Bob Grim, Vince Clements and a
1st-round choice in 72 and ‘73 to the NY Giants for
Fran Tarkenton.

BOYER DIES - In 1973 E. William Boyer passed away.
He was one of the prime forces in the drive to bring an
NFL franchise to Minnesota. Boyer was president of the
Vikings from 1960-64 and sat on the Board of Directors
for the first 12 years of the team'’s existence. He was
replaced on the team’s Board of Directors by his son-in-
law Jack Steele.

FIFTH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings began the '73 season
with 9 straight victories and clinched the NFC Central
championship before they even lost a game. Minnesota
clinched the division crown by defeating Detroit, 28-7,
at Metropolitan Stadium on Nov. 11, 1973. The Vikings
finished with a 12-2 mark, which tied for the best record
in the league that year.

SECOND SUPER BOWL - On Jan. 13, 1974, the Vikings
played in the 2nd Super Bowl in franchise history against
the Miami Dolphins at Rice Stadium in Houston, TX. The
Dolphins prevailed, 24-7. Minnesota earned the trip to
Super Bowl VIII by defeating Dallas, 27-10, in the NFC
Championship game

FINKS RESIGNS - After the 1373 season, Executive Vice
President and General Manager Jim Finks resigned. Under
Finks, who was hired in 1964, the Vikings won 5 division
titles and appeared in 2 Super Bowls. He also hired Bud
Grant as head coach in '67.

SIXTH DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 1, 1974, the Vikings
clinched the NFC Central crown by defeating the Saints,
29-9, at Metropolitan Stadium, while the Packers lost,
36-14, at Philadelphia. Minnesota tied for the best record
in the NFC with a 10-4 mark.

THIRD SUPER BOWL - The Vikings played in their 2nd
straight Super Bowl, losing to the Pittsburgh Steelers,
16-6, at Tulane Stadium in New Orleans on Jan. 12, 1975.
Minnesota earned a trip to Super Bowl IX by defeating
the Los Angeles Rams, 14-10, at Metropolitan Stadium
on Dec. 28, 1974.

FRONT OFFICE CHANGES - In the spring of
1975, Max Winter, one of the team's founders
and its president since 1965, took over active man-
agement of the franchise. In addition, Mike
Lynn, who was hired as an assistant to the
president on Aug. 15, 1974, was named the team's gen-
eral manager.

SEVENTH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings clinched their 3rd
straight NFC Central title and their 7th division champion-
ship in 8 years on Thanksgiving Day Nov. 27, 1975, when
the Lions lost to the Rams, 20-0. Minnesota won 10 con-
secutive games to start the season and finished the year
with the best record (12-2) in the NFL. The Vikings were
upset, 17-14, in the divisional playoffs at Metropolitan
Stadium on Dec. 28, 1975, when the Dallas Cowboys
scored on a last minute 50-yard touchdown pass.

TARKENTON NAMED LEAGUE MVP - Quarterback Fran
Tarkenton was named the NFL's Most Valuable Player for
1975 after leading the Vikings to the league’s best record
(12-2). He led the NFC and finished 2nd in the NFL in pass-
ing with a 91.7 rating. He completed 273-0f-425 passes for

2,994 yards and 25 TDs with 13 INTs.

HAUGSRUD DIES - Ole Haugsrud passed away in March,
1976. He was one of the prime forces in the drive to bring
an NFL franchise to Minnesota. Haugsrud sat on the
Board of Directors for 16 years of the team’s existence.
He was replaced on the team's Board of Directors by his
widow Margaret Haugsrud.

EIGHTH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings clinched their
4th consecutive NFC Central championship and their
8th division title in 9 years by defeating the Packers,
17-10, at Milwaukee County Stadium on Nov. 21, 1976.
Minnesota finished the season with the best record in
the NFC at 11-2-1.

FOURTH SUPER BOWL - The Vikings played in their 3rd
Super Bowl in 4 years against the Oakland Raiders at the
Rose Bowl in Pasadena, CA, on Jan. 9, 1977. Minnesota
lost, 32-14. The Vikings earned a trip to Super Bowl XI
by defeating the Rams, 24-13, at Metropolitan Stadium
on Dec. 26, 1976, in what ended up being the last Vikings
playoff game at the Met.

KAPLAN NAMED TO BOARD - In 1377 team attorney
Sheldon Kaplan was named to the Vikings Board of
Directors. He replaced Bernard H. Ridder, r., who was one
of the team’s 5 founders.

NINTH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings clinched the NFC
Central crown on the season’s final weekend by defeating
the Lions, 30-21, in Detroit on Dec. 17, 1977. Minnesota
wrapped up its 5th straight NFC Central title and its Sth
division crown in 10 seasons.

FOURTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - On Jan. 1, 1978
the Vikings played Dallas in their 4th NFC Championship
Game in 5 years at Texas Stadium. Minnesota lost 23-6 to
the Super Bowl champs.

CHANGES ON BOARD - John Skoglund and Vikings
General Manager Mike Lynn were named to the team’s
Board of Directors replacing Margaret Haugsrud and H.P.
Skoglund, who was one of the team’s founders. Haugsrud
joined the board in 1976, replacing her husband Ole, who
passed away.

10TH DIVISION TITLE - Despite losing in the regular-
season finale to the Raiders, 27-20, on Dec. 17, 1978, at
Oakland-Alameda County Coliseum, the Vikings captured
the NFC Central title when the Packers, who played at the
same time as Minnesota, lost to the Rams, 31-14, at the
LA Coliseum. It was the Vikings’ 6th straight NFC Central
crown and their 10th division championship in 11 years

METRODOME GROUND BREAKING - In December, 1379,
ground was broken for construction of the Hubert H.
Humphrey Metrodome in downtown Minneapolis. The
stadium, which will house both the Vikings and Twins,
was scheduled to open in April, 1982.

11TH DIVISION TITLE - Minnesota clinched its 7th NFC
Central title in 8 years by defeating the Browns, 28-23,
at Met Stadium on Dec. 14, 1980. It also was the Vikings'
th division title in 13 seasons. Minnesota lost to the NFC
Champion Eagles, 31-16, at Veterans Stadium on Jan. 3,
1981in the divisional playoffs.

WINTER PARK OPENS - On May 15, 1981, the Vikings
moved into a new facility in Eden Prairie that houses
the team's offices, locker room and practice fields. The
complex was named “Winter Park” after Max Winter,
one of the Vikings founders who served as the team's
president from 1965-87.

FAREWELL MET - On Dec. 20, 1981, the Vikings
hosted the Chiefs in Minnesota's final game at
Metropolitan Stadium. The Vikings lost, 10-6. The
final points at the stadium were scored on a 33-yard
field goal by Minnesota kicker Rick Danmeier. The
last Vikings touchdown at Met Stadium was scored
on a b6-yard run by Ted Brown against Green Bay on
Nov. 29, 1381.
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METRODOME OPENS - The Vikings played their 1st
game at the Metrodome in a preseason matchup against
Seattle on Aug. 21,1982. Minnesota prevailed, 7-3. The 1st
touchdown in the new facility was scored by Joe Senser
on an 11-yard pass from Tommy Kramer. The 1st regular-
season game in the Metrodome was the 1982 opener on
September 12, when the Vikings defeated Tampa Bay,
17-10. Rickey Young scored the 1st regular-season touch-
down in the facility on a 3-yard run in the 2nd quarter.

12TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - In a strike-shortened
9-game 1982 season, the Vikings won 3-of-their-last-4
regular-season games to earn a post-season berth.

FIRST DOME PLAYOFF GAME - On Jan. 9, 1983, the
Vikings defeated Atlanta, 30-24, in a Ist-round game
that was the 1st playoff matchup in the Metrodome.
Minnesota lost to the eventual Super Bowl Champion
Redskins, 21-7, in the NFC semi-finals at RFK Stadium
on Jan. 15,1983,

GRANT RETIRES - On Jan. 27, 1984, Bud Grant retired
as Head Coach of the Vikings. In 17 seasons Crant led
Minnesota to 12 playoff appearances, 11 division titles
and 4 Super Bowls. His career regular-season record was
151-87-5 (.632).

STECKEL HIRED - Les Steckel, who was an offensive
assistant with the Vikings for 5 seasons, was named
the 3rd head coach in franchise history on Jan. 29, 1984.
Steckel, who came to the Vikings in 1979 after working as
an assistant with the 49ers, was the youngest head coach
in the NFL in ‘84 at age 38.

GRANT RETURNS - On Dec. 18, 1984, Bud Grant was
re-hired as head coach. He replaced Les Steckel who
guided the team in 1984 after Grant retired following
the 1983 season.

GRANT RE-RETIRES - On Jan. 6, 1986 following the 1985
season, Bud Crant retired as head coach of the Vikings.
He originally retired after the 1983 season but returmned
in '85. At the time of his retirement he was the 6th win-
ningest coach in NFL history with 168 career wins, includ-
ing playoffs. In 18 seasons he led the team to a 158-96-5
regular-season record.

BURNS HIRED - Longtime Vikings assistant coach Jerry
Burns was named the 4th head coach in team history on
Jan. 7,1986. He served as the Vikings offensive coordina-
tor from 1968-85, when the team won 11 division titles
and played in 4 Super Bowls.

TARKENTON ENSHRINED - On Aug. 2, 1986, Fran
Tarkenton became the 1st player who spent the major-
ity of his career with the Vikings to be inducted into the
Pro Football Hall of Fame. He retired following the 1978
season with then NFL career records for passing yards
(47,003), completions (3,686) and touchdown passes
(342). He led the team to 6 NFC Central titles, 4 NFC
Championship Games and 3 Super Bowls.

13TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - Despite a strike replace-
ment unit that saddled the Vikings with 3 losses, the
team made the playoffs as a wild-card entrant with an 8-7
record in 1987. It was the team's 1st postseason appear-
ance under Jerry Burns, who was in his 2nd season as the
Vikings head coach.

FIFTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - The Vikings played
the Redskins in the NFC Championship Game on Jan. 17,
1988, at RFK Stadium. Trailing 17-10, the Vikings drove to
the Redskins' 6-yard line with a little over a minute left
in the game but failed to get the ball into the end zone.
Minnesota upset New Orleans, 44-10, at the Superdome
and San Francisco, 36-24, at Candlestick Park in the first
2 rounds of the playoffs to earn a trip to the conference
title game,
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BOARD ADDS MEMBERS - Four people were added to the
Vikings Board of Directors in 1988. Joining Max Winter,
John Skoglund, Jack Steele, Sheldon Kaplan and Mike
Lynn were Wheelock Whitney, Jaye Dyer, Iwin Jacobs
and Carl Pohlad.

PAGE ENSHRINED - On July 30, 1988, Alan Page became
the 2nd player who spent the majority of his career with
the Vikings to be inducted into the Pro Football Hall of
Fame. Drafted by Minnesota in the 1st round in 1367,
Page made the Pro Bowl 9 times. In 1971 he became the
1st defensive player to be named the NFL's Most Valuable
Player by Associated Press. Page played on teams that
won 10 NFC Central titles and played in 4 Super Bowls.

14TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - The Vikings won 6-of-
their-last-7 games in 1988 to earn a wild-card berth into
the playoffs. Minnesota finished with an 11-5 record then
defeated the Rams, 28-17, on December 26 in a first-
round playoff game at the Metrodome. The Vikings fell
the following week to eventual Super Bowl winner San
Francisco at Candlestick Park.

REMAINING FOUNDER LEAVES BOARD - In 1389, Max
Winter, the last of the original 5 Vikings' founders on the
team's Board of Directors, left the board. He also served
as the team'’s president from 1965-87. He was replaced on
the board by Gerald Schwalbach.

WALKER ACQUIRED - On Oct. 12, 1989, the Vikings
acquired Herschel Walker from Dallas for Issiac Holt,
David Howard, Darrin Nelson, Jesse Solomon, Alex
Stewart, a Tst-round choice in 1992, conditional 1st-round
choices in 1930 and ‘91, conditional 2nd-round choices in
1990, ‘91 and ‘92, and a conditional 3rd-round choice in
1992. The final result of the trade gave the Vikings Walker,
a3rd (Mike Jones), Sth (Reggie Thornton) and 10th-round
choice (Pat Newman) in 1990 and a 3rd-round choice in
1991 (jake Reed), while Dallas received all 5 players, a 1st,
2nd and 6th-round choice in 1990, a 1st and 2nd-round
choice in 1991and a 1st, 2nd and 3rd-round choice in 1992

12TH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings captured their 12th
division title since 1968 by defeating the Cincinnati
Bengals, 29-21, at the Metrodome in a Monday night
game on Christmas Day in 1989. It also was Minnesota's
15th postseason appearance in the past 22 years. The
Vikings finished the season with a 10-6 record but lost to
eventual Super Bowl Champion San Francisco, 41-13, at
Candlestick Park in the divisional playoffs on Jan. 6, 1990.

HEADRICK NAMED TEAM PRESIDENT - On Jan. 1, 1991, Roger
Headrick became president and CEO of the Vikings. He replaced
Mike Lynn as the person in charge of day-to-day operations of
the club. In addition Headrick and Philip Maas replaced Jack
Steele and Sheldon Kaplan on the board of directors.

BURNS RETIRES - On Dec. 3, 1991, Jerry Burns announced
his retirement effective at the end of the ‘91 season. In 6
seasons as Head Coach of the Vikings, Burns compiled a
career record of 52-43 (.547). He also led Minnesota to 3
playoff appearances, including a division title and an NFC
Championship Game.

CHANGES ON BOARD - On Dec. 16, 1991,
the team’s ownership structure was reorganized. Irwin
Jacobs and Carl Pohlad sold their shares to a group
consisting of Vikings President/CEQ Roger Headrick, John
Skoglund, Jaye Dyer, Philip Maas, Mike Lynn, Wheelock
Whitney, James Binger, Bud Grossman, Elizabeth
MacMillan and Carol Sperry.

GREEN NAMED HEAD COACH - On Jan. 10, 1992, Dennis
Green was named the 5th Head Coach in team history.
He came to Minnesota after turning around a struggling
Stanford University football program as head coach there
from 1989-91

13TH DIVISION TITLE - On Dec. 20, 1992 the Vikings
defeated the Steelers, 6-3, at Three Rivers Stadium
to eam the franchise’s 13th division title. It also was
Minnesota’s 16th playoff season since 1968. Dennis Green
also posted the most victories (1) and the 1st division

title by a 1st-year head coach in team history. The Vikings
lost to the defending Super Bowl champion Redskins,
24-7, in a Ist-round playoff game at the Metrodome
onJan. 2,1993.

17TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - In 1993, for the first
time since 1974, the Vikings won their final 3 regular-
season games to earn a Wild-Card playoff berth. It
was the team’s 17th postseason appearance since 1968.
Minnesota lost to the Giants, 17-10, in Giants Stadium in
afirst-round playoff game on Jan. 9, 1994.

MOON ACQUIRED - On April 14, 1994 the Vikings traded
a 4th-round draft choice in 1994 and a 3rd-round draft
choice in 1995 to the Houston Oilers for quarterback
Warren Moon, who has thrown for more yardage and
touchdowns as a professional than any other player.
He set team season records for passing yards (4,264)
in '94 and for completions (377) and touchdown passes
(33)in '95.

GRANT ENSHRINED - On July 30, 1994, Bud Grant was
inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. He coached
the Vikings from 1967-83 then again in '85. During his
tenure Minnesota made the playoffs 12 times, won 11
division titles and played in 4 Super Bowls. Grant was the
first person to be elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame
and the Canadian Football League Hall of Fame.

14TH DIVISION TITLE - On the final day of the 1994
regular season, the Vikings defeated the 49ers, 21-14, in
a Monday night game to earn their 2nd NFC Central title
in 3 seasons and their 3rd straight playoff berth. It also
was Minnesota’s 14th division title and 18th postseason
appearance since 1968. Dennis Green became only the
7th NFL coach to lead his team to the playoffs in his
first 3 seasons.

FINKS ENSHRINED - Former Vikings General Manager
Jim Finks was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame
on July 25, 1995. During his decade with Minnesota, the
team won 5 division titles and appeared in 2 Super Bowls.
Finks passed away on May 8, 1994, and was inducted
posthumously, represented by his family.

WINTER PASSES AWAY - Max Winter, who served as
the owner and President of the Vikings from 1965-87,
passed away on July 26, 1996. He was one of the prime
forces bringing an NFL franchise to Minnesota and was a
big factor in the building of the Metrodome and attracting
Super Bowl XXVI to the Twin Cities.

19TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - On Dec. 15, 1996,
the Vikings defeated the Buccaneers, 21-10, in the
Metrodome. After a Washington loss to Arizona later
that day, Minnesota was guaranteed a playoff berth
for the 13th time since 1968 and the 4th in 5 seasons
under Dennis Green. The Vikings lost, 40-15, to the Dallas
Cowboys in a first-round game at Texas Stadium on
Dec. 28, 1996.

20TH PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - On Dec. 21, 1997, the
Vikings beat the Colts in the regular season finale to
reach the playoffs for the 20th time in team history and
the Sth time in 6 seasons under Dennis Green. The Vikings
went on the road and came back from 16 points down to
defeat the NV Giants 23-22 at the Meadowlands on Dec.
27,1997. It was the biggest comeback win in team playoff
history and the 5th biggest postseason comeback in NFL
history. The following week the Vikings lost, 38-22, to
the San Francisco 49ers at 3Com Park in the Divisional
Playoffs on Jan. 3, 1998.

KRAUSE ENSHRINED - On August 1, 1998, Paul Krause
was inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Krause
played free safety with the Vikings from 1968-79 and the
Redskins from 1964-67. He holds the NFL record for career
interceptions with 81. Krause was selected to 8 Pro Bowls.

BOARD AGREES TO SELL - On July 3, 1998, The
Minnesota Vikings 10 owners voted unanimously to
accept the bid of Texas businessman B.). “Red” McCombs
to purchase the Vikings.
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NFL APPROVES McCOMBS - On July 28, 1398, the NFL
owners unanimously approved Red McCombs' purchase
of the Vikings, finalizing the change of ownership from
the 10 previous owners to sole ownership by McCombs.

GREEN CONTRACT EXTENDED - Head Coach Dennis
Green received a 3-year contract extension on September
5, the day before the 1998 opener vs. Tampa Bay.

VIKINGS 15 WINS BEST IN TEAM HISTORY -The Vlkings
won their 15th NFC Central Division title in 1998 and
became only the 3rd team in NFL history to go 15-1
through the regular season with their 26-16 win at
Tennessee in the regular season finale. The Vikings also
established a new NFL scoring record with 556 points,
breaking the mark of 541 set by the 1983 Redskins.

SIXTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - The Vikings hosted
Atlanta in the 6th NFC Championship game in franchise
history with a berth in Super Bowl XXXIII on the line.
The teams played to a 27-27 deadlock during regulation,
forcing the game into overtime where the Falcons claimed
a 30-27 win. It was the first NFC Championship game
played in the Metrodome.

22ND PLAYOFF APPEARANCE - The Vikings turned their
1999 season around, winning eight of the final 10 games
to finish 10-6 and host a Ist-round playoff game vs.
Dallas. Robert Smith set a team post-season record with
140 rushing yards in the 27-10 win over the Cowboys. The
Vikings fell 43-37 to eventual Super Bowl XXXIV cham-
pion St. Louis in the Divisional Round at the TWA Dome.

CARTER NAMED MAN OF THE YEAR - Cris Carter was
honored as the first recipient of the Walter Payton NFL
Man of the Year Award for civic involvement, charity work
and displaying high character on January 29, 2000, in a
ceremony during Super Bowl week in Atlanta. The award
was re-named after Payton, a Hall of Fame running back
who died in 1999.

SMITH BREAKS TEAM RUSHING RECORD - Robert Smith
surpassed Chuck Foreman's 20-year-old career rushing
record in the team’s 28-16 win at Chicago (10/15/00).
Smith ended his career with 6,818 yards. He also estab-
lished a new team record with 1,521 rushing yards on
the season and holds the team record with 29 career
100-yard games.

40th ANNIVERSARY TEAM ANNOUNCED - The Vikings
celebrated their 40th season of NFL football in 2000,
highlighted by a luncheon on November 30 to intro-
duce the Vikings 40th Anniversary Team. That night
the Vikings topped Detroit 24-17 and Cris Carter caught
his 1,000th pass on a 4-yard TD from Daunte Culpepper.
Carter was only the 2nd player in NFL history to record
1,000 career receptions.

16TH DIVISION TITLE - The Vikings overcame every crit-
ic's expectations in 2000 to post an 11-5 regular-season
record, win the franchise's 16th NFC Central title and
made the 23rd playoff appearance in team history, ending
in the 7th NFC Championship game at Giants Stadium.

YARY ENSHRINED - On August 4, 2001, Ron Yary was
enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Yary played 14
seasons with Minnesota and played in 4 Super Bowls and
7 Pro Bowls during his career.

TICE REPLACES GREEN - On January 4, 2002, Mike Tice
replaced Dennis Green on the sideline for the Vikings.
Tice coached the 2001 regular season finale at Baltimore.
Green assembled a 97-62 regular season record at the
helm of the Vikings. Green led the team to 4 NFC Central
Division titles and twice played in the NFC Championship
game. Green’s teams made the playoffs in 8 of his
10 seasons.

TICE NAMED HEAD COACH - On January 10, 2002 Mike
Tice was named the 6th Head Coach in Vikings history.
Tice is the 3rd of the 6 Vikings Head Coaches to be pro-
moted from within the team’s coaching ranks but is the
1st Head Coach to have played for the Vikings.



NFL RE-ALIGNS - The 2002 season marked the re-
alignment of the NFL as the League expanded to 32
teams when the Houston Texans joined as an expansion
franchise. The NFL re-aligned into 8 divisions of 4 teams
each. The Vikings moved into the newly-formed NFC
North after years in the NFC Central.

VIKINGS LEAD NFL IN RUSHING - The 2002 Vikings led
the NFL in rushing for the first time in team history with
2,507 yards for the season, an average of 156.7 yards
per game. The team also established an NFL mark by
becoming the 1st team to make a successful 2-point
conversion to win a game when Daunte Culpepper scored
on a 2-point run with :05 remaining in the game to give
the Vikings a 32-31 win at New Orleans on December 15,
2002. Culpepper proved to be a dangerous runner himself
in 2002, setting team records for attempts (106), yards
(609) and rushing TDs (10) by a 0B.

VIKINGS OFFENSE RANKS #1 - The 2003 Vikings became
the 1st squad in franchise history to finish the season with
the #1 ranked offense in the NFL, averaging 393.4 yards
per game and scoring an average of 26.0 points per game.

ELLER ENSHRINED - On August 8, 2004, Carl Eller was
enshrined in the Pro Football Hall of Fame. Eller, the
Vikings career sacks leader, was a member of the vaunted
Purple People Eaters defense.

WILF FAMILY TAKES OWNERSHIP - An investment
group led by brothers Zygmunt and Mark Wilf were
unanimously approved as the new owners of the Vikings
by their fellow NFL owners on May 25, 2005. The Wilfs,
owners of a real estate development company in New
Jersey, took ownership in mid-June from former owner
Red McCombs, who had owned the club since 1998.
Joining the Wilfs ownership group is cousin Leonard
Wilf, Reggie Fowler, David Mandelbaum and Alan Landis.

CHILDRESS TAKES THE HELM - The Vikings named
Brad Childress the 7th head coach in the history of the
franchise on January 6, 2006. Childress comes to the
Vikings after seven seasons with the Philadelphia Eagles,
spending the 2002-05 seasons as offensive coordinator.

VIKINGS UNVEIL NEW UNIFORMS - The franchise made
the most dramatic change to its uniforms in the history of
the team during the 2006 offseason. The team unveiled
the new uniforms before an enthusiastic crowd at Mall of
America on April 27, 2006.

VIKINGS SEND 4 LINEMEN TO PRO BOWL - The 2006
Vikings strong play along the defensive and offensive
lines was recognized league-wide as C Matt Birk, G Steve
Hutchinson, DT Kevin Williams and DT Pat Williams all
earned Pro Bowl honors.

ROOKIE RUNS TO RECORDS - In only his 5th NFL game,
rookie RB Adrian Peterson broke the team record for
rushing yards in a game with 224 at Chicago (10/14/07).
Three weeks later he topped that by setting the NFL
single-game rushing record with 296 yards vs. San Diego
(11/4/07). He went on to lead the NFC in rushing with
1,341 yards, was named All-Pro, NFL Offensive Rookie
of the Year, started in the Pro Bowl and took home
game MVP honors.

SOLID 7 EARN PRO BOWL TRIPS - The Vikings sent 7
players to Hawaii for the Pro Bowl, the most to earn the
honor since the 2000 season. The team was represented
by C Matt Birk, G Steve Hutchinson, S Darren Sharper, FB
Tony Richardson, DT Kevin Williams, DT Pat Williams and
RB Adrian Peterson.

BLOCKBUSTER TRADE LANDS ALLEN - The Vikings
struck a deal with Kansas City to trade 2007 NFL sack
leader DE Jared Allen to the club for the Vikings 1st-round
(#17) pick in the 2008 Draft, a pair of 3rd-round picks
in 2008 and a swap of 6th-round choices. Allen was
introduced to a boisterous crowd of fans at the Winter
Park facility as part of the Vikings Draft Party days
after the trade.

VIKINGS CLAIM FIRST NFC NORTH TITLE - The Vikings
rattle off 9 wins in their last 12 games to capture their 1st
division title since 2000 and the team's 1st NFC North
Championship since the NFC Central was realigned in
2002. The Vikings hosted a playoff game for the st
time since 2000.

PETERSON LEADS NFL IN RUSHING - Second-year
RB Adrian Peterson set a team record with 1,760 yards
rushing to become the 1st-ever Viking to lead the NFL in
rushing. Peterson broke the 100-yard barrier 10 times.
during the season and became just the Sth player in
NFL history to rush for more than 3,000 yards in his 1st
2 seasons (3,101).

RUSHING DEFENSE DYNASTY - The Vikings become
the first defense since the 1970 merger to rank No. 1
in the NFL against the run for 3 straight years from
2006-08. Minnesota gave up just 76.9 yards per game
to lead the league.

ZIMMERMAN ENSHRINED - T Gary Zimmerman was
inducted in the Pro Football Hall of Fame on Aug. 2, 2008.
Zimmerman played from 1986-92 with the Vikings after 2
seasons in the USFL. He earned 4 Pro Bowls as a Viking
and started all 108 games he played for the club.

VIKINGS LOSE FOUNDING FATHER - One of the Vikings
original stockholders and most-adamant supporters, Don
McNeely passed away in March of 2009. In addition to
his role in helping build the Vikings tradition, McNeely
was revered as one of Minnesota’s great philanthropists.
McNeely was an ardent supporter of the arts and also
donated large gifts to the Minnesota State Fair, St.
John's University, the Warner Nature Center and the
Como Conservatory.

McDANIEL ENSHRINED - G Randall McDaniel was
inducted in the Pro Football Hall of Fame on August 8,
2009. McDaniel started 12 consecutive Pro Bowls (1983-
2000), started 202 consecutive games and missed only
2 games his entire career after being a 1st-round pick by
the Vikings in 1988.

FAVRE SIGNS WITH VIKINGS - A long-time nemesis,
Brett Favre signed with the Vikings on August 18, 2009.
Favre went on to have the best statistical season of his
career, throwing for 4,202 yards, 33 TDs and 7 INTs with
a 107.2 passer rating, while also setting the NFL record
for consecutive games started, a mark formerly held by
Vikings legend Jim Marshall.

BACK-TO-BACK DIVISION TITLES - The Vikings finished
the regular season with a 12-4 mark to capture its 2nd
consecutive NFC North title. It marked the first time
Minnesota achieved the feat since 1977-78.

HARVIN NAMED ROOKIE OF THE YEAR - Rookie WR/KR
Percy Harvin burst on the scene and earned Associated
Press Offensive Rookie of the Year and was also named
Pro Football Weekly/PFWA Offensive Rookie of the Year
and Pepsi NFL Rookie of the Year. Harvin set team records
with 2,081 all-purpose yards and 2 TDs on kick returns,
while sharing the NFL rookie lead with 60 receptions for
790 yards. He earned a Pro Bowl berth as a return man.

NFL-BEST 10 VIKINGS EARN PRO BOWL BERTHS - The
Vikings led the NFL and tied a team record with 10 players.
earning Pro Bowl honors. The unit featured 4 players who
made their 1st Pro Bowl- Heath Farwell, Bryant McKinnie,
Sidney Rice and Percy Harvin. They were joined by Brett
Favre, Steve Hutchinson, Adrian Peterson, Jared Allen,
Kevin Wiliams and Antoine Winfield.

EIGHTH NFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME - The Vikings trav-
eled to New Orleans in the 8th NFC Championship game
in franchise history for a chance to play in Super Bowl
XLIV in South Florida. The teams played to a 28-28 tie in
regulation, forcing the game into OT where the Saints hit
a40-yard FG in the extra period to claim a 31-28 victory.

RANDLE ENSHRINED - DT John Randle was inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame on August 7, 2010
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following a 14-year career, including 11 years as a Vikings
(1990-2000). He was named to NFL Team of the Decade
for the 1990s and led or tied for the team lead in sacks 9
times in his 11 Vikings seasons

FRAZIER REPLACES CHILDRESS AFTER 10 GAMES-
Defensive Coordinator/Asst. Head Coach Leslie Frazier
took over coaching the team after 10 games in 2010
when Head Coach Brad Childress was replaced. Frazier
won his 1st game as Interim Head Coach on 11/28/10
at Washington.

ROOF COLLAPSE CAUSES CHAOTIC END TO 2010- Heavy
snows and inclement weather caused the Metrodome
roof to collapse in the early morning hours of December
12, 2010, forcing the final 2 home games of the 2010 sea-
son to be moved from the facility. The Vikings played host
to the NY Giants in Detroit at Ford Field on 12/13 and the
club’s final home game was played at the University of
Minnesota’s TCF Bank Stadium, a Monday Night Football
contest against Chicago on 12/20. The team also had a
road game against Philadelphia postponed due to weath-
er from Sunday night, 12/26, to Tuesday night, 12/28.

50 GREATEST VIKINGS CAPS S50TH SEASON
CELEBRATION- Vikings legends reunited for a celebra-
tion of the storied history of the Vikings' franchise
during a weekend of activities leading up to the Monday
Night Football game versus Chicago on December 20,
2010. The team unveiled the 50 greatest Vikings and
they were introduced to fans at halftime of the snowy
game at TCF Bank Stadium. The snowy atmosphere was
fitting and marked the first outdoor home game for the
Vikings since the 1381 Met Stadium finale on 12/20/81,
30 years to the day.

FRAZIER NAMED HEAD COACH- After serving as Interim
Head Coach for the final 6 games of the 2010 season,
Leslie Frazier was named the Head Coach on Monday,
January 3, 2011, the day after the 2010 regular season
finale. Frazier posted a 3-3 record in the interim role and
directed the club during some trying times as the team
lost its home field due to a weather-related collapse of
the Metrodome.

WILLIAMS NAMED NFL'S MAN OF THE YEAR- Vikings S
Madieu Williams was recognized as only the 2nd Viking to
win the prestigious Walter Payton Man of the Year award,
presented at Super Bowl XLV. Williams received the honor
via satellite while visiting troops in the Middle East.

ALLEN BREAKS TEAM SACK RECORD- DE Jared Allen
had one of the best seasons for a pass rusher in NFL
history in 2011. Recording 22.0 sacks, Allen broke Chris
Doleman's team record of 21.0 sacks in a season and fell
just .5 sack short of the NFL's single-season sack record
held by Michael Strahan.

SPIELMAN NAMED GENERAL MANAGER- On January
3, 2012, Rick Spielman was named the team'’s General
Manager. He had previously been the Vikings Vice
President of Player Personnel from 2006-2011.

NEW STADIUM DEAL APPROVED- In May 2012, a bill for
a new Minnesota Vikings stadium was passed through
the Minnesota legislature and signed by Governor Mark
Dayton. Funded by the Vikings, the State of Minnesota,
and the City of Minneapolis, the new stadium will be
located on the current Metrodome site. Groundbreaking
on the stadium site is expected in Spring 2013 with project
completion in time for the 2016 NFL season.

DOLEMAN ENSHRINED- DE Chris Doleman was inducted
into the Pro Football Hall of Fame on August 4, 2012 fol-
lowing a 15-year career, including 10 with the Vikings. His
21.0 sacks stood as the team record until 2011 when Jared
Allen broke it. He was the #4 overall pick by the Vikings
in 1385 and earned NFL All-Decade honors.

The Vikings played their home games for 21 seasons (1961-81) at Metropolitan Stadium. The team has played its games for the
last 30 seasons (1982-2011) at Mall of America Field at the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome. Funded initially through the sale
of 30-year bonds, the Metrodome's debt was retired 14 years ahead of schedule.

The Vikings have called two stadiums “home” in their 52-year history: Metropolitan Stadium in Bloomington, and Mall of
AmericaField at the Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome in Minneapolis. On September10, 1961, the Vikings played their first-everhome
game, a21-17preseasonlosstothe LARams at Metropolitan Stadium. Over21seasons the Vikings compiled a97-59-4 record, including
playoffs, at Met Stadium and possessed one of the most dominant home field advantages in professional football. On December
20, 1981, the Vikings played the last game at the Met, a 10-6 loss to the Kansas City Chiefs. Capacity of the Met was 48,446 in
the stadium’s final year.

COACHES

The Vikings moved indoors in 1982 to the Metrodome in downtown Minneapolis. Seating capacity for the Metrodome is 63,725.
It also features two Sony Jumbotron replay screens and 115 private suites owned and operated by the Vikings. In 30 seasons at the
Metrodome the Vikings have a 157-88 record, which includes a 6-4 mark in NFL playoff action. The 2012 season marks the Vikings
31st campaign playing their home games in the Metrodome, 10 seasons longer than the Vikings played at Metropolitan Stadium.
Construction of the Metrodome was financed through a successful partnership of public and private interests. Funded initially
through the sale of 30-year bonds, the facility’s debt was retired 14 years ahead of schedule. The Minnesota Vikings were largely
responsible for the tenant-generated portion of the funding that retired that debt. The Metrodome has been host to many mar-
quee sporting events, including Super Bowl XXVI, the 1987 and 1991 World Series, the 1985 Major League Baseball All-Star Game,
the 1992 and 2001 NCAA Final Four basketball tournaments and the 1998 NFC Championship Game. The Metrodome also hosted
an NCAA Men'’s Basketball Regional in 2000, 2003, and 2005.

PLAYERS

The Vikings and Mall of America® announced a partnership on Oct. 1, 2009, for the naming rights to the team'’s home field. The
agreement provided that the field will be called Mall of America Field at Hubert H. Humphrey Metrodome and began on October
5, 2009

ROOKIES

“Branding the field as Mall of America Field represents an opportunity to share our name and image with an even larger nation-
wide audience,” said Maureen Bausch, Executive Vice President of Business Development at Mall of America. “It also connects two
treasured Minnesota brands- Mall of America and the Minnesota Vikings- which adds value to both companies.” As part of the
agreement, Mall of America Field was branded with new exterior and interior signage, as well as various promotional materials.
