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AL SHERMAN: A SUCCESS STORY

5th Year

COACHING: Three NFL eastern division championships in four
years! Thirty-five victories and 18 losses! A winning percen
tage of .660! This is the remarkable record compiled by
Giant coach Allie Sherman since he took over the reins from
Jim Lee Howell. For his efforts as a rookie coach, Sherman
was named Coach of the Year in 1961 and again in 1962,
making him the only NFL mentor ever to earn this distinction
in successive years. Al was in the running again in 1963
when he led the Giants to their third straight divisional title
with an 11-3 record. In 1964, however, it was a different
story. Beset by injuries and bad luck, the Maramen slipped to
a 2-10-2 record, and Sherman's amazing title-winning streak
was at an end. But only a temporary end because Allie, one
of the youngest men in the business, is too good  a coach to
stay down for long. Al's career with the Giants spans two
periods. He was backfield coach under the late Steve Owen
from 1949 to 1953, and one of his first jobs was the conver
sion of a rookie named Charlie Conerly from a single wing
tailback to a T-formation quaterback. When Owen left in 1954
and Howell took over, Sherman moved to the Canadian
League as head coach at Winnipeg (1954-55-56) and made
the title playoffs three straight years. He returned to the NFL
as a personnel scout for the Giants in 1957, and served in
that capacity until replacing Vinnie Lombardi as offense coach
in 1959. When Howell retired after 1960, the Giants didn't
have to look far for his successor. Sherman coached In the
Senior Bowl five times (1951-52-53-59-60) and in 1961, 1962
and 1963 he headed the Eastern eleven In the Pro Bowl
classic. Prior to entering the pro ranks, Al coached at St.
Joseph's Prep in Philadelphia (1946-47), and later helped in
stall the T at Gettysburg College (1953). In 1948, as player
coach, he led the Paterson (N. J.) Panthers to the American
Association title.

PRO: Sherman was drafted by the Philadelphia Eagles In the war
year of 1943, and played with Greasy Neale's club for five
seasons, until 1947. Al was never more than a second-string
quarterback behind Roy Zimmerman, but coach Neale credited

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the little lefthander with having "one of the sharpest football
minds in the business." Sherman was originally brought to
Philadelphia to help install the T formation.

SCHOOL: Allie attended Boy's High in New York City (1935-38)
and then played four years of football under Lou Oshins at
Brooklyn College. His biggest thrill came the day underdog
Brooklyn rallied to whip City College, 28-21. Al passed for
two touchdowns and scored the other two. In 1942, Sherman's
junior year, Oshins installed the then-new T formation and
put Al at quarterback. The lefthanded kid was so adept at run
ning the Brooklyn T that Philadelphia pro scouts immediately
grabbed him to operate the Eagles' T.

PERSONAL: Sherman was born on February 10, 1923. He has one
sister, Miriam. He majored in psychology and economics at
Brooklyn College and was graduated Cum Laude in 1942. He
and his pretty wife Joan have three children, Randy, Lori and
Robin. "Randy is interested in sports," smiles Al, "but some
how he always wants to be the coach instead of a player."
Sherman has no particular hobby outside of looking at football
films after the rest of the clan has retired for the night. "1
never get tired of football," he admits.

to enter private business. He returned to his first love in 1960
and has been instrumental in the winning of three NFL eastern
division titles since then. In his early days with New York, Ed
helped develop such all-pro linemen as Rosey Brown, Ray
Wietecha and Jack Stroud. His more recent proteges have
been all-pro guard Darrel l Dess, center Greg Larson and guard
Bookie Bolin.

PRO: A member of the powerhouse Chicago Bear teams of the
early 1940's, Kolman played tackle alongside such greats as
Lee Artoe and Jumbo Joe Stydahar. He took part in the Bears'
ineffable 73-0 world championship win over Washington in
1940, saw full-time duty in the 37-9 win over the Giants for
the 1941 title, and played in the 14-6 loss to Washington the
following year. He returned to the Bears in 1946 after a
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military hitch and played in the 24-14 world title victory over
the Giants at the Polo Grounds that year. A leg injury side
lined Kolman during 1948 and he was traded to New York,
where he ended his playing career in 1949.

SCHOOL: Ed played football at Stuyvesant and Boy's High in
New York and was All-Met at latter. He played varsity ball at
Temple U. from 1937-1939, and twice won All-American
honors.

PERSONAL: Born October 21, 1917, in Greenpoint section of
Brooklyn, Ed and his wife Adele have two children, Edwina
and Richard. Ed is a music lover who plays the violin; he had
his own band in college. He works for the Austin-Nichols Com
pany in the off-season in the New York area but also puts in
a lot of time huddling with head coach Al Sherman. He served
as a Navy lieutenant for three and a half years in World War
I I, and won the Bronze Star.

COACHING: Kavanaugh joined the Giants in 1955 as an offen¬
sive end coach and has held that job ever since. The former
Chicago Bear great works closely with head coach Al Sherman
on end play and on the offensive passing game. Ken also
acts as Sherman's press box spotter during the games, relay
ing information down to the sideline via telephone and
Polaroid pictures. He served as an assistant coach at Villanova
in 1954.

PRO: Ken was one of the most famous ends in NFL history as a
member of the great Bear teams of the pre-war era. He played
on the championship Chicago elevens of 1940, 1941, and
1946. He is the second highest scorer in Bear annals with 330
points and the No. 2 all-time Chicago touchdown-maker with
55. His remarkable receiving record shows one touchdown
for every three passes caught. Ken is a member of the Chicago
Bears' Hall of Fame and the National Football Foundation Hall
of Fame.

SCHOOL: An All-American end at LSU from 1936-40, Ken also
starred on the LSU baseball team, and made good as a minor
leaguer before joining the Bears. His exploits at LSU won Ken
a niche in the National Foundation Football Hall of Fame.
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PERSONAL: Born November 23, 1916, at Little Rock, Ark., Ken
operates a lumber business in Philadelphia. He and his wife
Ann have two children. Kavanaugh served with the Air Force
in World War II as a pilot and rose to the rank of captain. He
flew 30 missions and earned the Air Medal and the Disting
uished Flying Cross.

COACHING: Now in his second season as offensive backfield

coach of the Giants, Harry Wright lends a wealth of coaching
experience and football acumen to coach Aliie Sherman's
staff. Although he had no prior experience as a pro coach
before joining the Giants, Harry is well qualified for the job.
He started his career by turning out championship teams at
Aquinas Institute in Rochester, N. Y. Then he coached at the
U. of Portland and later moved to the U. of Georgia, serving
as offensive backfield coach under Wally Butts from 1951-58.
His last assignment before taking the Giant job was at the
Kings Point Merchant Marine Academy,where he put football
back on the map and compiled a record of 32 wins and 23
losses from 1958-63.

SCHOOL: Wright played football at Notre Dame in 1940-41-42.
He started as a quarterback in his sophomore year but was
switched to running guard by Frank Leahy in 1941. As a
lineman, he continued to call signals for the Irish. He also
starred in baseball and gymnastics at South Bend, winning
three major letters. He was a durable 60-minute player who
earned the name "Harry the Horse" because of his stamina.

PERSONAL: Harry was born on October 4, 1919, in New York
City and has been a native son ever since. He attended
Chaminade High in Mineola, L.I., before going to Notre Dame,
and presently lives in Great Neck, L.I., with his wife, the
former Claire Parcel, and their five children (four boys). In the
off-season, Harry is employed by Broadway Maintenance
Corp. During World War II, he served as a 1st Lieutenant in
the Marine Corps, he is of Scotch-English descent.

COACHING: Pop Ivy is a veteran of head coaching assignments

in three different professional leagues. In a long and dis
tinguished career that has covered virtually every job in
football, Ivy served as head coach of the Edmonton Eskimos
of the Canadian League (1954-57), head coach of the St. Louis
(nee Chicago) Cardinals (1958-61) and head coach of the Hous
ton Oilers of the American Football League (1962-63). At Ed
monton, he guided the Eskimos to three straight Grey Cup
championships and a three-year record of 50-14. Incidentally,
in Canada he was a coaching rival of his new boss, Allie
Sherman, who was then head man at Winnipeg. Prior to his
tour of duty North of the Border, Pop was an assistant to
Bud Wilkinson at the U. of Oklahoma for six years. In 1964,
the Giants hired Ivy as a personnel scout for the Southwest
and Big Eight Conferences and, with the retirement of Andy
Robustelli, Pop was offered the defensive coaching job in
1965.

PRO: After a brilliant career at Oklahoma, Ivy was drafted by
the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1940. Later that season he was
traded to the Chicago Cardinals, the team he was to eventually
coach. In 1942, Pop was the NFL's second best pass catcher
behind the legendary Don Hutson. Frank caught 27 for 259
yards that year. Ivy served with the Army in Europe during
World War II and then returned to the Cardinals from 1945
through 1947. In the latter part of his NFL career he put in
some time as a defensive end.

Ivy entered the U. of Oklahoma in 1936 following a
fabulous career as a schoolboy athlete at Skiatook (Okla.)
High. He played as a regular for three seasons and earned
four varsity letters. He was an All-American selection in 1939,
his senior year.

PERSONAL: Pop was born on January 25, 1916, in Skiatook,
Okla. He and his wife, the former Inez Daniel,
Norman, Okla., with their two grown children, a boy and a

COACHING: Although 1965 marks Tunnell's first season as a
full-time coach, it is actually his third season as a member of
the Giants' staff, in 1963 and 1 964, Em combined his scouting
chores with special coaching assignments in training camp.
Now, as the first regular Negro coach in NFL history, the one
time all-pro defensive back wil l work under defensive coach
Frank (Pop) Ivy on a regular basis. Naturally, Em's prime area
of concern will be the secondary.

PRO: Tunnell walked into the offices of the Giants in the sum¬
mer of 1948 and convinced the late T. J. Mara that he was

good enough to play pro ball. Em was signed as a free agent
and went on to a glorious career in the NFL. He was a great
safetyman with the Giants for 11 years (1948-58) and then
spent three additional seasons with Green Bay (1959-61)
before retiring. Em was one of the true iron men of the sport.
With the Giants he set a consecutive game record of 126,
which still stands, and ran that string to 158 with the Packers.
Tunnell still holds three NFL records—most career interceptions
(79), most career punt returns (258) and most punt returns
in a single season (38). Tunnell was a member of the Giants'
celebrated "umbrella" defense but he also was a fellow who

piled up lots of yardage for New York. In 1952 he gained
924 yards on interceptions and kick returns; the following
year he totaled 819 yards the same way. They called him
". . . the offense in defense." He was a vicious head-on tackier

in the secondary, a guy feared by every back who ran the
ball around his side.

SCHOOL: Tunnell enrolled at Toledo University in 1942 but left
11



shortly thereafter for a three-year Coast Guard wartime hitch
that took him all ever the South Pacific. After the war, he
enrolled at the U. of Iowa and became a fine all-round per
former in the Big Ten. He was a fine offensive back and a
demon on defense. Em also earned letters in basketball.

PERSONAL; Emien Lewis Tunnell was born on March 29, 1925,

in Bryn Mawr, Pa. He was a standout athlete at Radnor High
School in Wayne, Pa., and earned a scholarship to Toledo. Em
served in the Coast Guard for 38 months and earned three
invasion stars in World War II. He and his wife Patricia make

Ken Strong, one of the truly great names in New York City
football, is back for his fourth year as a member of coach Al
Sherman's staff. In 1961, the former New York University All-
American and one-time pro Giant star was hired as  a special
kicking coach and was put in charge of the project to convert
punting ace Don Chandler into a placekicker to replace the
departed Pat Summerall. That Strong did his tutoring job well
was evidenced by Chandler's record—19 field goals in 28
attempts (best percentage in the NFL), 47 of 48 extra points,
a one-season Giant scoring record of 104 points and another
club record of four field goals in a single game,  a feat he
accomplished twice during 1962. Chandler continued his
amazing kicking In 1963 as he accounted for 106 points to
win the NFL scoring title. Ken Strong is indeed well qualified
for the job of kicking coach. In an eight-year career with the
Giants (1933-35, 1939 and 1944-47) he established himself
as one of the game's greatest kickers. He also was a fine half
back, a good runner and blocker, but kicking the football was
easily his forte. His punting average over the years was al
ways near 45 yards; he booted 147 extra points, 67 in a row
over one span; he kicked 36 field goals, and his talented toe
was instrumental in piling up a career total of 351 points.
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second only fo Frank Gifford's 442 in alltime Giant scoring.
In 1934, Ken personally accounted for 72 points, quite a feat
in an era of low scoring defensive games. Strong starred in
baseball and football at N.Y.U. from 1926-28, winning All-
American grid honors in his senior year when he led the
nation's collegiate scorers with 162 points. After graduating,
he ioined the professional Staten Island Stapletons but in 1933
Tim Mara persuaded him to sign with the Giants. For the
next three seasons he was a bulwark of Steve Owen's great
clubs, and was a standout performer in the memorable
"sneaker game" of 1934 against the Bears. After that, Ken's
career led him to the N. Y. Yankees and the Jersey City Giants.
He returned to the Maramen in 1939 but a broken back put
him on the sidelines. In the war years, the Giants re-hired
Strong as a kicking specialist, and he played from 1944
through 1947, Stil l trim and vigorous, Ken now lives with his
family in Bayside, L. I. He works for the Mason*Burrows
Wholesale Liquor House and is active in the affairs of the
Touchdown Club of New York. Ken is a member of not one—

but three—Halls of Fame, the Helms Foundation college and
professional Halls of Fame and National Football Hall of Fame.

DIRECTOR OF PLAYER PERSONNEL

JIM LEE HOWELL Englewood, N. J.
In a quarter of a century with the Football Giants, towering,
affable and efficient Jim Lee Howell has filled a variety of
posts—player, assistant coach, head coach and now director of
player personnel. Jim Lee joined the Giants in 1937 after a
brilliant athletic career at the U. of Arkansas (he was a mem
ber of the U.S. Olympic basketball team and was among the
fine crop of rookies who led the Maramen to the world title in
1938 and eastern crowns in 1939 and 1941. He was  a regu
lar two-way Giant end for a total of nine years, 1937-42 and
1946-48, his career being interrupted for a wartime hitch with
the Marines in the South Pacific. Upon the completion of his
playing days, Howell served as end coach under Steve Owen
from 1949-53. During the same period, he was head coach at
Wagner College. He moved into the No. 1 job when Owen
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departed in 1953. Over a seven-year period with Howell as
head coach, New York won three divisional titles (1956-58-59)
and one world championship (1956). Three of Howells assist
ants are now head coaches in their own right—A! Sherman
(Giants), Tom Landry (Dallas) and Vin Lombardi (Green Bay).
And one of his former players, Harland Svare, is now head
coach of the Los Angeles Rams. When Jim Lee retired from
the coaching lines after the 1960 campaign, he immediately
was nanied director of player personnel for the Giants. In this
job, he supervises the club's far-flung and ever-expanding
recruiting system, works in close liaison with the scouts and
correlates the voluminous material compiled on college play
ers from every section of the land. Thanks to his years in the
game and a wealth of experience, Jim Lee is ideally suited for
such a position. He is very popular with the college coaches
and athletic directors with whom he must work to keep the
talent flowing in New York's direction each year. Howell still
owns a large farm in his home town of Lonoke, Ark., but
spends most of his time in Englewood, N. J., with his wife Sue
and their four children, Tim, Mark, Susan and James Lee, Jr.

PRO: Barnes was drafted No. 4 by the Chicago Bears in
1958, and came to the Giants at the start of the 1961 season
as part of a three-team deal that sent Giant defensive star
Lindon Crow to Los Angeles and Ram quarterback Billy Wade
to Chicago. His four-season total with the Giants shows 18
interceptions for 282 yards. In 1961, his first year as a Giant,
Erich grabbed seven enemy aerials and returned them 195
yards. One of these was the record-tying 102 yard Intercep
tion jaunt against Dallas in the Cotton Bowl. Barnes is an
ideal corner back—big, fast, rugged and a vicious tackier.
Erich has appeared in four Pro Bowl games.
SCHOOL: Barnes was a standout all-around performer at
Purdue University. He lettered two seasons as a halfback and
then played one year at offensive end. He and quarterback
Len Dawson collaborated on the longest Purdue pass-run play,
95 yards, against Northwestern in 1956. Erich also was a star
l4-miler on Purdue's track team and a regular in basketball.
PERSONAL: Born on July 4, 1935, in Elkhart, Ind. He is
married to the former Doris Williams and they have two
daughters. Erich says his biggest thrill as a pro, outside of his
102-yard touchdown run, was the day Coach AI Sherman put
him in for one offensive play against the Philadelphia Eagles
and he caught a 62-yard touchdown pass from Y. A. Tittle.

As a rookie, he saw part-time duty at guard and was a
leading member of the "suicide squads'—the kickoff and
punting teams. For the past two years he has been New York's
regular right guard.
SCHOOL: Bookie was a regular guard for Ole Miss in his
sophomore and [unior seasons. He won three varsity letters,
two in football, and played in the 1961 Sugar Bowl and the
1962 Cotton Bowl.
