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A look at the past...

THROUGH THE YEARS

The New York Giants were the hook which held the ragged cloak of professional
football's formative years.

'I'he Giants franchise Timothy J. Mara bought in the summer of 1925 helped further
pro football in a time when it was in danger of disintergrating for lack of money and
public support. Mara held the line in New York. He kept the game alive. 11 is tools were
energy, family pride, money and a sure promotional touch. I hat he did so in a time
when the sports headlines belonged to Babe Ruth and BillTildcn... to Bobby Jones and
Jack Dempsey.. .and to college football was remarkable.

Pro football? Hew sports fans in New York had even heard of it, let alone seen it

played.
Indeed, the game had much to be modest about in 1925. It was a shaky band of teams

that called itself the National Professional Football League—then five years old.

Made up of about 20 clubs -month-to-month changes made a hard number unattain
able—this clumsy child of a league was manned by former All-America football players,
aging Olympic stars, out of work baseball players, part-time cowboys, wrestlers, dock
hands, factory workers and anyone else who felt he could play.
Club franchises in those days w'ere bought, sold and moved about like rolling slock.

A number of the 1925 teams failed. What little stability the young league had was
centered in a combative ex-sailor named George Halas, who owned, coached and

played for the Chicago Bears. Within 20 years this man would be known as Papa Bear,
and his “cubs" as the fearsome "Monsters of the Midway."
Tim Mara's first contribution to this helter-skelter organization was $2,500. the

price of the New York franchise. Some accounts put the figure at $500. ..that may have
been the down payment. The Giants say S2.500.

His second contribution was to draw public attention to pro football.Toward that

end. he tried to sign the great Red Grange, the Galloping Ghost from I llinois, but Halas
and the Bears beat Mara to the prize, Mara wisely settled for second best a final game
in New York against the Bears, featuring Grange, but ina Bears' not Giants'—uniform.

Public support for the game was vital to the plucky Irishman's football future. If
Mara could fill the Polo Grounds, the Giants' home stadium, he'd break even. If not.

New' York, as a professional football town, might well have to go the way of Dayton.
Rochester and Columbus as league dropouts.
That game against the Bears on December 6, 1925. turned out to be the first miracle

of Coogan's Bluff. Archives of the day relate how an estimated crowd of 70.000 fans
jammed the Polo Grounds, swarmed over temporary field bleachers, climbed rooftops
and literally hung from the rafters in order to catch a glimpse of the fabled Galloping
Ghost.
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The Bears beat the Giants 19-7. with Grange scoring once on an interception. More

important, however, was the enthusiastic reception the game evoked from the press
and the fans. They loved the spectacle. That winter. Tim Mara and the other NFL
franchise owners drew strength from the belief that professional football, given star

players, the proper setting and enough publicity, could become a respectable—and
profitable enterprise.

But neither Mara nor the league were out of the financial woods yet. Spurred by the
success of the Giants-Bears game, a promoter known as C. C. (Cash-and-Carry) Pyle,
who held the rights to Red Grange's services, organized a rival pro league in 1926 and
fielded competing teams in Yankee Stadium, just across from the Polo Grounds, and
in Brooklyn's Hbbets Field.

It was a case of too much pro football, too soon, played before too few spectators.
Before the 1926 season ended, the rival league folded.

And so. very nearly did the Giants. Dogged by bad weather, poor attendance and
higher payrolls as a result of bidding against i’yle for player talent. Mara and the
surviving league owners found themselves in dire straits. But they prevailed with worn
uniforms, through coach travel on trains, in cheap hotels and with reduced squads; they
scraped enough monev together to keep their franchises operating through 1927 and
1928.

Keystone for survival were the Giants. As long as Mara could turn out a team in
New York, with its many newspaper and radio outlets and its great population, there
was hope for professional football.
Mara made his next major contribution to pro football in 1929 when he signed

Benny Friedman. Michigan's triple-threat quarterback. Friedman's contract was
held by the Detroit Wolverines, in order to sign him. Mara had to buy the Wolverines.
With Friedman in New York and Grange back in the NFL at Chicago, the Giants

and the NFL began to Jell. Schedules were formalized and followed. Player contracts
ran for an entire season, rather than game by game. Newspapers carried accounts ot
games and league standings.
By now traditional rivalries between the Giants, the Green Bay Packers and the

Bears had been firmly established. Excitement generated by the visitors from the
midwest was enough to keep the league and its teams solvent through the depression
years.

It was from this bleak period that the Giants' intluence on the league shifted from
personalities to game strategy. In 1931 Mara named Steve Owen head coach a job
Owen had shared with Friedman in 1930. The move had a profound effect, not only on
the Giants, but on the game itself. Owen, a massive tackle who had practically filled one
side of the Giant line in his playing days, became a coach whose trademark was hard
defensive line play and a tenacious pass defense.
So successful were Owen's coaching tactics that they brought the team six divisional

titles and two league championships in the 10 years between 1931 and 1941.
Owen is remembered for his famed “umbrella" defense against the pass. It had a six-

man defensive line, one linebacker and four defensive backs—the 6-1-4 defense. But as

the opponent's pass play developed, the two outside defensive linemen dropped back,
instead of rushing the passer, to form a semicircle secondary, resembling the top of
an open umbrella. This defense prompted many NFL coaches to adopt the four-man
line, but it remained for one of his player-coaches, defensive back Tom Landry, to
ultimately refine it (after World War II and under a later Giants'coach. Jim Lee Howell)
into the 4-3-4 defense—the dominant defense of the past three decades.
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Pro football, however, travels in cycles and in time the opposition solved Owen's
defense with new attack patterns. Young, imaginative coaches led by Paul Brown
introduced a more open style of play -multiple offenses and the option. Steve Owen's
coaching career with the Giants ended in 195,'?.

His successor was Jim l.ee Howell, a soft-spoken giant of a man who had played
end for Owen in the years before and after World War II. and who had become the
team's first end coach in 1948.

Howell's leadership brought a new structure to the club. A man who believed in

delegating authority, he handed the defensive responsibilities to Tom Landry. It was
under Howell that Landry perfected the standard 4-.J-4 defense that popularized play
in the '60s.

1954 was also the year Howell brought into the Giants' organization a man whose
impact on the game would become a legend—Vince Lombardi. As Howell's first
lieutenant and offensi\ e coach. Lombardi introduced the power sweep with its intricate
pulling and trapping lineman and crushing double-team blocks. Lombardi restored
the ground game to prominence in pro football.

Eventually. Howell's people would nourish in the NKL. Included were seven former

Giants players or coaches who had held or were holding head coaching jobs in the
National Football League: the late Vince Lombardi, Green Bay I’ackers and Washing
ton Redskins; Tom Landry. Dallas Cowboys; Dick Nolan. San F'rancisco 49ers and
New Orleans Saints: Harland Svare. San Diego Chargers; Ale.\ Webster. Giants;
Bill Austin. Pittsburgh Steelers and Redskins; and Ed Hughes, Houston Oilers.
Out of the Howell regime, too, came a dozen or more assistant coaches, including

Emlen Tunncll. the first black coach in the game. And for what it reveals about the
intelligence and versatility of his old crew, a number of broadcasters—Frank Gifford.
Kyle Rote, Pat Summerall, Al DeRogatis and Sam H uff There are sound reasons why
the Giants' organization is referred to as Mara Tech.
However you would define the influence of Mara's Giants on pro football—persis

tence in the face of adversity, timely promotion, pluck, coaching leadership, player
ability it adds up to what the NFL needed most in the early days and what it utilized
later in its growth years.

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From Polo Grounds to Giants Stadium

HOMES OF THE GIANTS

As the Giants prepare for their 60th SFl. season in 1984. the club can look hack at
several "homes" alonfi the war. From the fabled Polo Grounds in 1925 to Yankee
Stadium in 1956 and then the intermediate stops at Yale Bowl in New Haven. 1973-74
and Shea Stadium. 1975. as the team awaited thefinal construction at Giants Stadium.
The following article is reprinted from PRO! magazine on the occasion of Opening
Day at Giants Stadium in 1976 and traces previous opening days at both the Polo
Grounds and Yankee Stadium.

On October 18. 1925. America was in full .swing. Bathtub gin was the intoxicating
rage. Flappers flapped non-stop, the Roaring Twenties were indeed in full roar and
Calvin Coolidge was the President, elected by a landslide margin in 1924. thanks to his
worthy feat of reducing the national debt by a tidy $2 billion, and by such popular
statements as "There is no right to strike against the public safety by anybody, any
where. anytime" during his action in a Boston police strike.
October 18. 1925 is also marked by a memorable birthday. On that date, the near-

mystical legend of New' York Giants Home Football games began in the hallowed Polo
Grounds in New York and the proud father was Timothy "Tim" Mara, a fabled New
York sportsman who had established a New York franchise in the National Football
League some months before.
That famous "first" home opener was neither an artistic or financial success for

the new Giants who had embarked on a 12-game schedule on the road. The Frankford
Yellow' .Jackets served as the opposition on that first afternoon in Coogan’s Bluff and
the Yellow Jackets stung the Giants 14-0 before a sparse crow-d indeed. That first Giant
team had some famous names of the day... people like Hinkcy Haines of Penn State.
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Polo Grounds —1925-1955

Century Milstead of Yale. I.ynn Bomar of Vanderbilt, Warren Hendrian of Princeton.
Art Carney of Navy. Ed McGinley of Penn. Joe Williams of Lafayette, Joe Alexander
and Jack McBride of Syracuse, Heine Benkert and Bob Nash of Rutgers and a gentle

man named Jim Thorpe, the incredible Carlisle Indian of Olympic and major league
baseball fame.

Notwithstanding that opening day home setback, before that 1925 home season was
to conclude, the Giants would be a vital part of the single afternoon which proved to
the entire country that professional football was here to stay...and to eventually

prosper.
As that autumn of 1925 developed, there were interesting things taking place in Chi

cago. The much heralded Harold ‘‘Red” Grange had concluded his spectacular
collegiate career at Illinois and was open for offers. And since Grange was on an equal
level with such names as Babe Ruth and Jack Dempsey, those offers included glittering

business opportunities and even a movie career. Most of his advisors told him the
same thing—"stay out of pro football because it’s dirty, profane and unprofitable."

Instead. Grange signed a contract with the Chicago Bears to play for them for
the remainder of the 1925 schedule and on a post-season barnstorming tour... in ex

change for a share of the gate receipts.
Grange made his pro debut on Thanksgiving Day 1925 against the Chicago Cardinals

and gained but 36 yards in a scoreless tie. Then, the Bears headed Eastward where on
December 6. 1925. pro football achieved that instant acclamation. With the Giants as
the opponent at the Polo Grounds, fans mobbed the ticket windows and some 70,000
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people watched as the Giants and Bears slugged it out. Not only did that crowd of
70.000-pIus set a new all-time record for a professional football game, but also saved

Tim Mara from taking a total red-ink bath in that maiden campaign.
Before that massive audience, the Giants played a solid game against the highly

regarded Bears as Grange acted as a decoy through most of the game, drawing special
coverage and attention as Joe Sternman broke away for a pair of touchdowns that put
the Bears in front 13-7. The customers got their money’s worth in spades, however,
when Grange intercepted a Giant pass late in the game and zipped it back for the final
score in a 19-7 victory.

For an historical note, the Giants finished with  a record of S-4 that first year in a
20-team NFL. The Chicago Cardinals, not the Bears, won the title with an 1 1-2-1
record, with Pottsville (10-2) and Detroit (8-2-2) finishing ahead of the fourth-place
Giants.

There is no question whatsoeser that the history and tradition of the Giants is
linked to the NFl. itself, for one might have perished without the other in those early
days. That big game on December 6. 1925 w as of great importance, not only because
the huge crowd created an acceptance of the NFL. nor because the receipts helped
assuage a difficult financial season for the Giants. More important, it helped keep
the Giants franchise alive thereafter when the new NFL had an immense need for pro

fessional representation in the Big Apple.
From 1925 through 1955. the Giants brought fame, glory and outstanding football to

the Polo Grounds and to the ever-increasing number of Giants fans. Over that span,
the Giants won three World’s Championships (1927. 1934. and 1938) and were NFl.
Eastern Champions nine times (1927. 1933-34-35). 1938-39. 1941. 1944 and 1946).

In 1956. the Giants moved across the Harlem River from the Polo Grounds to the

equally famed Yankee Stadium, fhal last year in the Polo Grounds the Giants had
finished barely over .500 with a 6-5-1 record, but the move to the new stadium would
act as a panacea for the Giants who were changing buildings with a solid cast of
performers people like Frank Gifford. Alex Webster. Charlie Conerly. Kyle Rote.
Emicn Tunnell, Sam Huff, Jimmy Pattoe. Mel Triplett and a newly acquired defensive
end from Los Angeles named Andy Robuslelli. This was a growing and improving
club which seemed poised to challenge for divisional honors.
As had been the case in 1925 at the Polo Grounds, the Giants opened that 1956season

with three road games, beating the 49ers, 38-21 and the Cleveland Browns 21-9 and
losing to St. Louis 35-27 for a 2-1 record.
The first opponent in the first home Giant game at the Yankee Stadium was the

Pittsburgh Steelers and the date was October 21. 1956.

As chance would have it. America was again pretty much in full swing. Bathtub
Gin was a beverage of the past, the Flappers of 1925 were rapidly attaining grand
mother status, the music was no longer Dixieland but Rock ’N Roll and Dwight
Eisenhow-er was the President, having been renominated unanimously on August 22.
and was soon to trounce Adlai Stevenson in the November election. "Ike" was a popular
hero, called himself a "moderate." favored the "free market system" vs. government

price and wage controls and kept government out of labor disputes. And just over two
weeks before the Giants and Steelers were to have gone at it on the Yankee Stadium
greensward, the Yankees’ Don Larsen had hummed a perfect no-hitter against the
Dodgers in the World Series.

The Ciiants. then, seemed primed to be at the top of their game for the Steelers... and
lor historical purposes, could erase the final verdict of that initial game at the Polo
Grounds in 1925.

A crowd of 4."^, 108 turned out for the game, and that was the biggest home opening
day crowd in Giants’ history to that point. The crow-d was in a festive mood as Coach
Jim l.ce Howell’s team hustled onto the field, but the fans had hardly warmed their
new seals when the Steelers’ Gary Glick booted a .14-yard field goal to put the Steelers
on top .1-0.
That was it for the Steelers. And as Louis Effrat of the New York Times w-rote the

next day. “The Giants needed about 20 minutes to make themselves comfortable in
their new home at Yankee Stadium, and once Charlie Conerly started the attack
rolling, there was no doubt about the outcome of this NR. encounter with the Pitts
burgh Steelers.”

With Conerly at the controls and passing sharply, and with Webster and Gifford
spearheading a muscular rushing attack, the Giants pulverized the Piltsburghs the
remainder of the way and won it easily, 38-10.

It was 17-3 at halftime as Conerly, entering the game late in the first period in relief
of Don Heinrich, overcame that early Steeler edge by pitching TD passes of 14 yards to
Ken MacAfee and 21 yards to Alex Webster and then positioning the club for a 14-yard
Ben Agajanian field goal. Conerly continued the onslaught in the second half, hitting
Kyle Rote for a 27-yard I D. and then directed two more awesome drives w'hich were

culminated by a l-yard TD dive by Gifford and a 35-yard TD sprint by reserve Gene
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Filipski. The Steclers got back on the board in the final period when QB led Marchi-
broda threw a 4-yard TD pass to Elbie Nickel,
Concriy finished the afternoon with 14-for-23 for 208 yards and three TDs and was

unanimously named the MVP of the game. All told, the offense rolled up 455 yards as
Webster. Gifford. Filipski and Triplett Hashed and slashed for 247 yards rushing. The
defense was easily the equal of the offense, shutting the Sleelers down completely after

that opening field goal and limiting the Pittsburgh club to just 10 first dow-ns and
168 yards of total offense. The big names in that defensive gem? The Messrs Robustelli.
Huff. Roosevelt Grier, Walt Yowarsky. Tunnell & Co., that's who.

There was ample and proper euphoria after the solid triumph before an adoring
crowd, the late Pulitzer Prize winning columnist of the Times Arthur Daley wrote.
“The Giants moved to their new home. Yankee Stadium, yesterday and tossed a

housewarming party. It was a wing-ding. Neither cocktails nor canapes were served.
However, muscular meatballs were attractively displayed and... the crowd enjoyed the

festivities. If the Giants can continue the spectacular crowd-pleasing type of football

in the future that they played yesterday, they should pack the Stadium week after week.
This is quite a football team, folks. That much is unmistakable."
The Scholarly Daley proved to be an astute soothsayer. From that auspicious debut

at Yankee Stadium, the Giants continued to roll onward and finished the season with an

8-3-1 record and first-place in the Eastern Conference, Gifford and Webster had big
rushing seasons with 819 and 694 yards respectively, and Gifford, who was to be
named the NFL's Most Valuable Player, also had 51 pass receptions for another 603

yards, Gifford's versatility in that year was not limited to his impressive rushing and
receiving marks. Giff scored 5 touchdowns rushing. 4 more on pass interceptions,
and when Agajanian was hurting, the ex-USC All-American kicked 8 extra points and

a pair of field goals to finish with 65 total points for the year.
The Giants achieved the total pinnacle that year, crushing the Chicago Bears 47-7

in the NFL Championship game at Yankee Stadium and Hve players were named
to the All-NFL Team—Gifford. Roosevelt Brown. Andy Robustelli, Rosey Grier and
Emlen Tunnell.

And now. there is another October upon us in the Bicentennial Year of 1976 and the
Giants have taken that Giant Step across the Hudson River, less than seven miles from
the Empire State Building, to begin playing in the spectacular new' Giants Stadium.
The defending NFC Champion Dallas Cowboys supply the opposition this time, and
even in the presence of the powerful Cowboys, there is that Giant aura all about this
incredible stadium today. Tom Landry coaches the Cowboys, and his heritage is of
the Giants, as both a former player and assistant coach. Up in the television booth
for CBS-TV handling the play-by-play is Rat Summerall. place-kicking hero of many
Giant triumphs, and in the WNEW-Radio booth. Dick Lynch, an alltime Giant
defensive back.

Memories are marvelous. Conjure up the names of the great Giant Players the Hall
of Fame members. Founder Tim Mara. Ken Strong. Mel Hein, Ray Flaherty. Cal
Hubbard. Roosevelt Brown. Y. A. Little. Andy Robustelli. Hugh McElhenny, .loe
Guyon, Pete Henry, Jim Thorpe. Arnic Hcrber. and the late Vince Lombardi.
Emlen Tunnell and Steve Owen.

Through it all and right up to this day, the continuing family tradition of the Giants
stands out like a beacon. From the commencement of that family ownership and tra
dition in 1925 with Tim Mara, it has continued unbroken and undaunted down through
the decades with Tim's sons, the late John V. Mara who served as President of the
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Giants Stadium. Opening Day—October 10. 1976 Attendance: 76.042 Giants vs. Dallas

club until his death in 1965. and to Wellington T. Mara who has been President since
Jack’s death, to Tim Mara II. Jack’s son, who is now Vice President and Treasurer.

When the history of the national Football League is ultimately written, much will
have to be devoted to these pioneers, the Maras, the Rooneys of Pittsburgh and Chi
cago’s Halas family as the rock upon which the league was built and prospered.

iVhen the Giatus finished 9-7 in the 1981 season and won a wild card entry into the

NFL Playoffs, upsetting the Philadelphia Fagles 27-21 in thefirst round before bowing
to the eventual Super Bowl champion San Francisco 49ers in the Divisional champion
ship 38-24, it marked the first lime since 1963 that the Giants had been in title con
tention.

Prior to that lime, however, the Giants had appeared in 15 National Football
League Championship games, and the following is a reprint from a Giants' Yearbook
article in 1965. recounting those previous championship appearances.

If any one yardstick can be utilized to measure the degree of greatness of a club in
(he National Football League, it should be the pedigree of championship performance.
Aside from being the capstone of the crusade by players, coaches and front office,
there's nothing as rewarding to a football fan as  a title pennant fluttering atop a stadium
halyard- It’s more than just a piece of lettered bunting. It denotes a sense of superiority,
and it is superiority which fires the imagination of any fan. in any sport.

Superiority was synonymous with New York Giants football through five decades.
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In a sport which is predicated on strength, speed, courage and cunning, and one in
which the balance ol pow'er within the league became more apparent annually,
the Giants nonetheless hoisted pennants in each decade of e.xisience- the ultimate in
reward for the paying clientele, and a testimonial to the dogged determination of the
owners, coaches and players to be (he best in this most demanding sport of them all.

This succession of successes took wing in 1927 just two years after the laleTimothy
.1. Mara brought prolessional lootball to New York and continued through the 30’s.
40's. 50's and 60s. All told, the Giant pennant harvest is now at 15 —with the biggest
decade being the 1930s when Mara lech won live Eastern Division championships
and two League titles,

The names of the great Giant football players who brought distinction to New York
read like a veritable Who's Who in 1‘rofcssional boot ball. In that first year of existence
1925. Mr. Mara's club included an aging, but still famous Jim Thorpe; All-Americans
Century Milstead of Yale. Lynn Bomar of Vanderbilt. Joe Alexander of Syracuse ant
Walter Koppish of Columbia, as well as Henry ‘●Hinkey” Haines, a little’Penn State
back who immediately became the darling of New York fans. In 1927. when the
Giants won their first championship with a 1.3-7 win over the Chicago Bears at the PoU
Grounds, the leaders were tackle Steve Owen. Cal Hubbard. Red Badgro. Indian ,1
Guyon and Tut Imlay. 'This rugged crew posted a record of 1 1-4 including 1 1 shutouts
and only 20 points allowed to the opposition a record which still stands.

In 19.3.3. when the Nl-'l. first used the divisional system, the Giants won the Eastern
title, then bowed to the Bears 23-21 in the league championship. A year later, both clubs
repealed as divisional kingpins, and the Giants scored a smashing .30-13 league title
win in the famous “sneakers" game at the Polo Cirounds. with the leaders in these two
campaigns including such famous names as Ken Strong. Ed Danowski, Harry New
man. Mel Hein and others. Later in the .30’s. it w-as Ward Cuff. Jim Lee Howell. Jim
Poole. .lohnny Dell Isola, Tuffy l.eemans and Hank Soar
Blo/is. Dewitt “Tex" Coulter. Frank Filchock. Bill Paschal. Steve Filipowic/
50' . Arnie Weinmeister. Tom Landry. BillSwiacki. Eddie Price. Em Tunnell. Charlie
Conerly. Kyle Rote. Al Derogatis. Frank Gifford, and in the 1960's
Robustelli. Stroud. Brown. Katkavage. Tittle, Shofner. Mod/elewski. Patton, and
many, many others.

1927 GIANTS 13, Chicago Bears 7
Led by Steve Owen, the Giants finished with an l l-l-l record, then stunned Red
Grange, John Driscoll and the Bears 13-7 at the Polo Grounds, "It was the toughest,
roughest football game 1 ever played in" Owen was later to say. With the score tied 7-7,
the Bears drove to the Giants' one-yard line, but Owen and Cal Hubbard spear
headed a goal line defense w-hich held the Windy City crew. Hinkey Haines then faked
a punt from his own end /oncand completed a pass to CharlieCorgan fora 58-yard gain
which set up the winning score and elation for Tim Mara.
1933

Jack Manders opened the scoring for the Bears at Wrigley Field. Chicago before 26.000
with a 16-yard field goal in the first period to touch off 60 minutes of fireworks which
kept fans standing on their chairs through most of the game. Manders kicked a 28-yard
FG for a 6-0 lead in the second period before Harry Newman hit Red Badgro for a
(ouchdow'n pass and a 7-6 Giant lead at the half.

Giant lead late in the game. The Bears bounced back to win. however, when Nagurski's
jump pass to Bill Hewitt w'as lateraled to Karr for the game-winning touchdown.

With the temperature at nine degrees and the Polo Grounds covered with a sheet of ice.
this one became famous as the "sneakers" game when Steve Owen provided his squad
with basketball shoes to open the second half with his club trailing l0-3. The Giants
responded with four touchdowns which had a crowd of 35.059 roaring approval. The
Bears had a siring of 33 games without defeat going into this one. but fell behind 3-0 on
a 38-yard FG by Ken Strong. A TD by Nagurski and  a field goal by Manders got the
Bears in front I0-3 at the half, when Owen sent for the sneakers to take advantage of
the slippery footing. Ahead 13-2 on another Manders' FG. the Bears were swamped in
a fourth-period Giant uprising which saw Ed Danowski throw a 28-yard TD pass to
Ike Frankian and Ken Strong race 42 yards for another TD Just moments later for a
I7-13 lead. Danowski and Strong raced for subsequent touchdowns against the
stunned Bears to turn the game into a rout.

Detroit Lions 26, GIANTS 7

With a crowd of about 15.000 looking on. the Lions took a 13-0 lead in the first period
when Leroy "Ace" Gutowsky plunged over from the 2-yard line and Earl “Dutch"Clark
shook loose on a 40-yard touchdown romp. The Giants closed the gap at 13-7 in the
third period when Danowski connected with Strong for a 42-yard touchdown pass, but
the Lions' defense accounted for two more scores in the final period on a blocked punt
and intercepted pass. Ernie Caddcl scored the first on a 4-yard slant and Buddy Parker
the second on a 9-yard run,

GIANTS 23, Green Bay Packers 17
A slam-bang, bruising thriller was staged for the largest crowd (48.120 at the Polo
Grounds) to see a championship game up to that lime. With the victory, the Giants
became the first team to win the championship tw-icc since the divisional spliiup. The
Giants blocked two punts early in the game, and capitalized on both w-ith Ward Cuff
kicking a 13-yard FG and Tuffy Leemans blasting over on a 6-yard plunge. Arnie
Herber's 50-yard TD pass to Carl Mullcneaux got the Packers on the scoreboard, but
Danowski hit Hap Barnard for a 20-yard TD pass and a 16-7 lead. The Packers closed
to 16-14 at halftime on Clark Hinkle's 6-yard TD. then took the lead 17-16 on Enge-
bretsen's third-period FG. New' York then stormed back to the Packer 23 from where

Danowski passed to Hank Soar for the game-winning TD.

Green Bay Packers 27, GIANTS 0

The Packers came up with sweet revenge in a grudge match played before 32.279 at
Milwaukee's State Fair Grounds. Cold weather and  a 35-MPH wind made aerial

sorties a bit dubious, but Green Bay scored quickly on a 7-yard pitch from Herber to
Mill Gantenbein. Engebretsen kicked a 29-yard FG in the third period fora 10-0 lead,
and the Packers wrapped it up with touchdow ns by Joe Laws on a 20-yard pass from
Cecil Isbell, a one-yard plunge by Jankowski and Ernie Smith's 42-yard field goal.

Vice-President-Generai Manager

After II years of distinguished service with the
Baltimore Colts and Miami Dolphins. George

Young was named General Manager of the Giants
February 14, 1979. During his tenure with

Baltimore and Miami, Young had been closely
associated with Don Shula at both franchises and

   had served in a variety of capacities. He was initially

brought into the Colts' organization in 1968 by Shula as an assistant in the Personnel
Department, then was named offensive line coach in 1970. That year, the Colts went all
the way to the Super Bowl and won that Super Bowl 16-13 over the Dallas Cowboys.
In 1971. George became Director of Player Personnel for the Colts and continued in
that role until 1973 when new head coach Howard Schnellenberger named him Offen
sive Coordinator and line coach. In 1974, Young rejoined Shula with the Miami

Dolphins in the Personnel Department and at the time he was named by the Giants, was
Director of Personnel and Pro Scouting for Miami, His areas of responsibility at Miami

included the negotiating of veteran and rookie player contracts, the study and evalua
tion of all NFL players for trade and waiver acquisitions, the scouting of opponents

and the presentation of those scouting reports to the Miami players. He was addi
tionally very active in Miami's college scouting and drafting. Shula had described
Young as “an outstanding individual who has been my right hand man.” Since joining
the Giants. Young has been eminently successful in building the club, achieving the

NFL Playoffs in 1981 in his third year of stewardship, From his first five College
Drafts, a total of 25 players have made the club, with 16 of those eventually becoming
starters, including All-NFl.and Pro Bowl starters Mark Haynes and Diwrence laylor.
as well as Phil Simms. Earne.st Gray. Bill Neill, Billy Ard, Rich Umphrey and Butch
Woolfolk, all of whom were All-NFL Rookie team selections. George Bernard Young

born on September 22. 1930 in Baltimore. Md.. and was an outstanding football

player at Calvert Hall College H.S, in Baltimore. He w'ent on to Bucknell University
where he was a starting defensive tackle for three seasons, team captain in 1951. and

named to the Little All-American first team and All-East first team in his senior

year. Selected to play in the Blue-Gray game after his senior year, he was drafted by the
Dallas Texans and a’fter playing one season, began a coaching career in the Baltimore

school system at City College H.S. Over a span of 15 years, Young's teams won six

Maryland State championships, and at one time had an overall 60-1 1-2 record while
winning those State championships. Additionally, Young was an educator while
coaching in Baltimore, teaching History and Political Science. While teaching in
Baltimore, Young earned two Master's degrees from Johns Hopkins University and

Loyola College. George and his wife. Kathryn, reside in Upper Saddle River. N.J.

Head Coach
2nd Year
Bill Parcells became the 12th Head Coach in New

York Giants* history on December 15th 1982, with
the announcement by Vice-President and General

Manager George Young on the same day that Ray
Perkins resigned the position to accept the coaching

job at Alabama. Born in Englewood, N.J. on
August 22. 1941. Parcells played his scholastic

football at River Dell H.S. in Oradell, NJ.. then went on to Wichita State University
where he was an All-Missouri Valley Conference selection twice as a linebacker. In one

game vs. Tulsa University. Bill had 20 solo tackles and six QB sacks, and also played
in the Sun Bowl. BIue-G'ray and Senior Bowl games. He was drafted No. 7 by the

Detroit Lions, but opted for an immediate start in the coaching field by accepting a

job at Hasting College in Nebraska. A year later, he returned to Wichita State as an
assistant defensive coach, then moved on to West Point where he was an assistant

coach for Army for three seasons. He then made subsequent stops as a defensive
coordinator for' Florida State (three years). Vanderbilt (two seasons) and Texas Tech

(three seasons) and was then named Head Coach at the Air Force Academy in 1978.
Parcells then accepted a defensive job with the Giants in early 1979. but resigned for

personal reasons to enter private business. Then in 1980, he joined the New England
Patriots as linebacker’s coach, and in 1981 returned to the Giants as defensive co

ordinator. His presence created almost instant improvement. From a 4-12 record in
1980 when the club allowed 425 points to the opposition. Parcells installed the 3-4

defense, revamped the secondary and produced a defensive team which Hnished the

year ranked No. 3 in the entire NFLafter being No. 25 the previous season, red ucing the
points allowed total from the pre%'iously mentioned 425 down to 257. The unit also led
the entire NFL in two key categories—lowest average-per-rush (3.4) allowed and

lowest average-per-play (4.2) allowed. The Giants finished 9-7, made the playoffs
for the second time since 1963. upended Philadelphia in the playoffs with more tough

defense before bowing to the eventual Super Bowl champion 49ers. A Giants' fan all

ROSEY BROWN
Scout
Hall of Famer Roosevelt Brown’s appointment to

the Giant’s scouting staff in 1971 signaled the be

ginning of yet another era in his outstanding career
with the ball club. From 1953 through 1965, Rosey
ranked as one of the all-time great offensive line
men in the National Football League, a big, fast,

wide-ranging tackle, who earned All-Pro honors

eight times, was selected to play in the Pro Bowl on ten occasions and, in 1956, was
voted Lineman of the Year in the NFL. When a phlebitis condition forced him to retire

in 1966, Brown was immediately named assistant line coach by the Giants, a post he
held until 1969 when he became head line coach, replacing Jim Trimble. In 1971,

Brown, along with another coaching aide, Ken Kavanaugh, left Alex Webster’s staff
to assume new responsibilities under Jim Lee Howell, his onetime coach, in the scout

ing department. Rosey, now 53, is a resident of Teaneck, N.J., but spends a good deal
of his time on the road in search of fresh talent for the Giants.

FRANK (POP) IVY
Scout

A veteran of head coaching assignments in three

major professional leagues (the NFL, AFL and
Canada), Ivy first Joined the Giant organization as
defensive line coach in 1965. He held that post

through the 1966 season and then left to head up
scouting operations in the southwest. Coach Alex
Webster talked Pop back into coaching in 1971

and he returned to New York from his home in Norman, Okla., to tutor the offensive
line.

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KEN KAVANAUGH
Scout

Ken Kavanaugh, one of the most famous names
in National Football League history, joined the
Giants’ scouting staff in 1971 and brought with him
a wealth of experience as both a professional player
and coach. Actually, Kavanaugh moved into the

Giants' scouting department from the coaching
staff, where he had been offensive end coach from

1955-68 and offensive coach from 1969-70, a total of 16 years under three head coaches,
Jim Lee Howell, Allie Sherman and Alex Webster. Prior to becoming a Giant aide, the
Pro Hall of Fame end had spent one season (1951) as end coach for his old club, the
Chicago Bears, and one season (1954) at Villanova College in his hometown of Phila
delphia. As a player, Ken was one of the Bear greats. He starred at end in 1940-41, left
for an Air Force tour of duty and returned to make All Pro again in 1946-47.
At LSU, Kavanaugh was a four-year regular (1936-40), twice earning Ail American
honors.

ED RUTLEDGE
Scout

Background includes longtime service as both a
coach and scout. Joined the Giants in 1974 as an

assistant coach after spending previous five years
as a member of the NFL’s CEPO scouting organiza
tion. Prior to that period, Rutledge had been
associated with Don Shula, initially as a member

of the coaching staff at the University of Kentucky,
and from 1966-1969 as linebackers coach under Shula with the Baltimore Colts. Born

on May 14, 1918 in Ironton, Ohio. Rutledge lettered in football at Western Kentucky
University as a two-way end, then spent six years as a Navy Pilot 1941-47, reaching
rank of Lieut. Commander. He was a special agent with the FBI through 1948 when he
decided to enter the coaching ranks, and began that career at Danville H.S. in Kentucky.

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CHRIS MARA
Scout

Chris joined the staff prior to the 1979 season and
was active in collegiate scouting throughout all of
last season and was also part of the Giants’ draft

Chris graduated from Iona Prep in
New Rochelle. N.Y. where he was a standout

defensive back for three seasons, winning All-

Catholic High School Athletic Association recognition after his senior season. He
began his collegiate career at Springfield University, where he was a defensive back
on the freshman team, then transferred to Boston College, where he earned a B.A.

degree in Arts and Sciences with a major in Sociology. During his scholastic and
collegiate days, Chris spent many seasons working at various Giants’ pre-season
training camps, and during the regular season worked with broadcast teams from both
CBS-TV and NBC-TV. as well as with visiting and home radio broadcast groups.

theless got top ratings from the pro scouts for his pass-blocking capabilities. An
excellent all-around athlete.

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THE 1983 SEASON IN REVIEW

At Giants StadiumGIANTS 6, L.A. Rams 16 (75,281)September 4
Turnovers—an affliction that was to plague the Giants all year long was much in

evidence in this season opener as QB Scott Brunner threw a trio of interceptions and
fumbled the ball away also to aid the Rams to a 16-6 triumph. The Rams got on the
board on their first possession via a 36-yard FG by Chuck Nelson. The Giants then

took their only lead of the contest in the second period, with RB Rob Carpenter doing

virtually all of the work. First, he broke a 37-yarder on a cutback over right end. then
capped the drive with a 4-vard scoring jaunt. The Rams bounced right back to take
the lead for good on a 63-yard drive, with Vince Ferragamo hitting TE Mike Barber
for an 8-yard TD and a 10-6 halftime lead. That same pair hooked up for the final
scoring of the day early in the third period, with Barber wide open down the middle on
the receiving end of a 42-vard TD throw from Ferragamo. Thereafter, the Giants
held defensively but Brunner threw all three of his interceptions in the final period to

negate any chances the Giants might have had. Carpenter was pretty much the entire
Giants’ offense, rushing 17 times for 113 yards and catching five passes to lead in both
