Oakland Raiders home games are

County Coliseum. The Coliseum
opened on September 18,1966 with

the Raiders hosting the Kansas City
Chiefs.

The Coliseum, located three miles

from Oakland International Airport,

was built by the City of Oakland and
the County of Alameda.

The all-time Coliseum record for

football attendance is 61,656 fans on

November 4,1996, when the Raiders
hostedthe DenverBroncosin a Mon

day Night Football contest.

The Coliseum underwent major
renovation that began during the

Raiders 1995 season. Capacity at the
remodeled Coliseum is now 63,263

with added luxury suites, club levels,
two new club lounges, new locker rooms, remodeled press box, new video scoreboards and
additional amenities.

The Coliseum playing surface is natural grass. Nearly 100 million people have passed
through the turnstiles of the Coliseum, which rests on 120 acres.

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THE GREATNESS OF THE RAIDERS

The Raiders, who began play in the American Football League in 1960, enter their

39th year of professional football competition, including the last 28 as a member of
the National Football League.

For a span stretching over four decades—the 1960s, ‘70s, ‘80s and now the
‘90s—the Raiders have been the most dominant team in major professional sports
since Al Davis first pledged in 1963 to build the finest organization in pro sports.

The Green Bay Packers were the NFL team of the ‘60s, the Pittsburgh Steelers the
team of the ‘70s, the San Francisco 49ers the team of the ‘80s. But only one team
was dominant throughout those three memorable decades and has continued its

tradition of greatness into the ‘90s.

The Raiders, winners of three World Championships of Professional Football, are

the only team to have been in Super Bowls in the ‘60s, the ‘70s and the ‘80s.The

Raiders are one of only two original American Football League teams to have won a

Super Bowl since 1969 and have already done so three times. The Raiders are the

only AFC team to have won two Super Bowls since 1980.The Raiders are the only
AFC team to have won Super Bowls under more than one head coach.
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Since 1963, when Al Davis first took over the failing Oakland franchise that had

struggled to win only nine of 42 league games in the initial three seasons of the new
American Football League, and pledged to build the finest organization in sports, the

Raiders have totally dominated professional football in terms of consistent victory.

During that memorable 35-year span in Oakland and Los Angeles, the Raiders
won 323 league games, tied 11 and lost only 188. The Raiders continue to stand

aione atop the NFL for this period with their winning percentage of .632.

Commitment to Excellence has never been an idle phrase to those who have

proudly represented the Raider organization during the ‘60s, 70s, ‘80s and now the
‘90s.

Equally impressive as their domination of pro football is the Raiders’ long reign as
the most successful organization in the major professional sports world for four
decades:

The Raiders have continually defied the odds to maintain their unparalleled level

of excellence as professional sports’ winningest team for over 30 years.

Since 1967, when the Raiders won the AFL Championship and went to the Super
Bowl in their very first season in the playoffs, the Silver and Black has fought its way

into the playoffs 18 times, played in 12 Championship games, won or shared 14 Divi

sion Championships, won the American Football League Championship, three

American Football Conference Championships and three World Championships of
Professional Football.

Eight of the great players who proudly wore Silver and Black, as well as owner-
leader Al Davis, have already been enshrined in the Professional Football Flail of

Fame. Five different Raider head coaches have already been selected as Pro Foot
ball Coach-of-the-Year.

In 1970, as the Raiders began their second decade of play, the merger between

the AFL and NFL became a reality on the field. In the 1970-1997 period of intercon

ference play, the Raiders have compiled a remarkable 66-36-1 record against pre
sent NFC rivals.

Another innovation came to professional football in 1970—Monday Night Foot

ball. The Raiders’ total domination of this prime-time ABC television series has seen
the Silver and Black build an incredible 33-16-1 record in Monday night play. In the

28 years of this series, the Raiders are 13-2-0 in Monday Night Football games at
home.

For their four decades—the ‘60s, ‘70s, ‘80s and ‘90s— the Raiders have had the

greatest players, the greatest coaches, the greatest plays and participated in the
greatest games in the annals of professional sports.

Challengers to Raider domination of professional football arise in the 1990s as
they have in the ‘60s, the 70s and the '80s. The Raider organization will continue to
meet these challenges.The past has been glorious, but THE GREATNESS OF THE

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RAIDERS OWNERS

AL DAVIS

A total commitment to excellence has marked the three-time World Champion

Raiders monumental rise during the last 35 years to the very top of the professional
sports world. During these decades of destiny the Raiders battled their way to the
best record in major professional sports.

In these memorable 35 years, the Raiders have had 26 winning seasons, includ
ing 16 in a row from 1965 through the 1980 World Championship season.

Davis’ four-decade professional football story, from assistant coach of the Charg
ers, to head coach and general manager of the Raiders, to Commissioner of the

American Football League and finally to principal owner and president of the general
partner of pro sports’ winningest team—the Oakland Raiders—is a standard that no

one in the history of professional sports can match for winning and excellence.

In April, 1966, the then 36-year old Davis, head coach and general manager of the
Raiders, became Commissioner of the American Football League. This was a post

he accepted reluctantly, for first and foremost, Al Davis was a football coach, and
knew that assuming the Commissionership would in all probability mean an end to
his coaching career.

But AFL owners, in their battle with the rival National Football League, prevailed on
Davis to accept the position. Fie was described by AFL president Ralph Wilson as “a
coaching genius and astute administrator.”

Just eight weeks later, when pro football’s two major leagues put an end to their
six year war, Davis was acclaimed nationally as the driving force who brought the
leagues to merge. In 1969, he was once again a prime force in the dramatic realign

ment of professional football when two 13-team conferences—the AFC and NFC—
were formed for 1970.

As a member of the NFL Management Council's Executive Committee, Davis has

been a major factor in achieving collective bargaining agreements with the players.
Al Davis first came to the Raiders in January, 1963, dedicated to rescuing the fal

tering Oakland franchise and building the finest organization in professional sports.

Just 33, Davis was the youngest man in pro football to hold the demanding dual po

sitions of head coach and general manager.
But Davis already possessed 14 years coaching experience. Fie had been tabbed

a “young coaching genius” by Sports Illustrated and “the most inventive mind in the

country” by Scholastic Coach magazine.
The Raiders—’’picked to finish dead last”—thundered to a 10-4 record and just

missed the Division Championship. In 1963, Davis was named Pro Football Coach
of the Year.

Perhaps his most singular honor is having made a record eight presentations of
inductees to the Pro Football Flail of Fame in Canton, Ohio.

The eight great enshrinees to have selected Al Davis to make the presentation
speeches on their behalf are Lance Alworth, Jim Otto, George Blanda, Willie Brown,
Gene Upshaw, Fred Biletnikoff, Art Shell and Ted Flendricks.

Davis became enshrined on August 1,1992 when he was presented for induction
into the Flail of Fame by the great former Raiders head coach, and now leading tele

vision football analyst, John Madden.
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In May of 1991, Al Davis became the very first recipient of the NFL Players Associa
tion’s Retired Players Award of Excellence “for his contributions to the men who
played the game.”

Born July 4,1929, Al Davis was raised in Brockton, Massachusetts, and moved at
an early age to Brooklyn, New York. He attended Wittenberg College and Syracuse
University, earning a degree in English while participating in football, basketball and
baseball.

Al Davis recently received a Letterman of Distinction Award from Syracuse Univer¬

sity.
In March of 1998, Davis was inducted into the NFL Alumni’s “Order of the Leather

Helmet,” presented annually to “individuals who have made significant contributions
to the game of professional football.”

In 1950, Davis was named line coach at Adelphi College in New York. He then

went into the Army, being assigned as head football coach at Ft. Belvoir, Virginia.
There he molded a national power service team and capped one season by defeat

ing the University of Maryland, National Collegiate Champions, in a squad game.
Davis next served on the staff of the NFL’s Baltimore Colts in 1954, at age 24, con

centrating on player personnel work. During 1955-56, he was line coach and chief
recruiter at The Citadel. He then spent three years at the University of Southern Cali
fornia as line coach.

In 1960, head coach Sid Gillman hired Davis as offensive end coach of the newly

formed Los Angeles Chargers.

From there it was on to meet the challenges with the Raiders of Oakland in 1963.

SUPER BOWL RINGS

The Raiders World Championship rings—

awarded to players, coaches, staff and owners

after the dominating victories in Super Bowl XI,

Super Bowl XV and Super Bowl XVIII—are

renowned as the most memorable pieces of

championship team jewelry ever produced.

The rings were produced by Lenox Awards of

St. Charles, Illinois, whose staff developed cre

ative concepts incorporating the explicit guide

lines established by the Raiders—white gold, a
raised football-shaped crest of diamonds on a

black surface and a design based on "massive

excellence’’ that would recognize these crown

ing achievements by the Raider organization.
The Super Bowl XVIII ring design features

three large diamonds to represent the three

World Championships won within eight years,

each centered in a football-shaped crest plus an

additional 20 five-point diamonds.

The ring was developed by Raider Managing
General Partner Al Davis, Head Coach Tom Flo

res, Executive Assistant Al LoCasale and Lenox

Awards President Tom Marzullo.

The Super Bowl XV ring design, featuring two
large center diamonds to symbolize the two

World Championships won within five years, and
33 five-point diamonds on the ring face, was de
veloped by Raider Managing General Partner Al
Davis, Head Coach Tom Flores, Executive Assis
tant Al LoCasaleand LenoxAwardsPresident

Tom Brasher.

The Super Bowl XI ring design, featuring a
large center diamond and 26 five-point dia

monds on the ring face was developed by Raider
Managing General Partner Al Davis, Head
Coach John Madden, Executive Assistant Al Lo

Casale and Lenox Awards artist Elliot Ingberg.

HEAD COACH

Jon Gruden—a veteran of seven years of NFL coaching ex

perience and six at the college level—was named on Thurs
day, January 22,1998 as head coach of the Oakland Raiders.
Gruden spent the last three seasons as offensive coordinator
for the Philadelphia Eagles.

“I like Jon’s passion, his resiliency,” said Oakland Raiders
owner Al Davis. “I’ve been impressed with Jon for some time

and he got high accolades from everyone that Italked to. Igot
the feeling that he has something that we need.”

Gruden was the NFL’s youngest offensive coordinator at

age 31 when he was hired by Eagles head coach Ray Rhodes
In 1995. The Eagles had a 26-21 -1 record during his tour of duty, Including playoff
appearances after both the 1995 and 1996 campaigns in the highly competitive NEC
Eastern Division.

“I’m excited to be here,” said Gruden who, as a seven-year NFL assistant saw his

teams qualify for the playoffs five times. “I understand the expectations and commit
ment of this franchise and look forward to getting started.”

In 1997, the Eagles ranked second In passing, fifth In rushing and third In total of
fense In the NFC. In 1996, they led the NFC in passing, were second in rushing and
led the conference In total offense. In Gruden’s first season as an NFL offensive coor

dinator in 1995, the Eagles finished fourth in the entire league In rushing.
Gruden, 34, becomes the youngest head coach presently employed In the NFL

and the third-youngest field general in the 38-year history of the Silver and Black.
Raiders owner Al Davis was 33 when he was named head coach and general man

ager of the Silver and Black in 1963 while John Madden was 32 when he was pro
moted to the head post In 1969.

Before joining Philadelphia, Gruden worked for three seasons with the Green Bay
Packers. Fie served as an offensive assistant to Packers head coach Mike Flolmgren

in 1992, then spent the 1993 and 1994 seasons as Green Bay’s receivers coach.
The Packers were 27-21 for those three seasons and were in the playoffs In two of

those years. Gruden spent the 1991 football season in the college ranks as wide re
ceivers coach at the University of Pittsburgh under head coach Paul Flackett.

Gruden was an offensive assistant to head coach George Seifert with the San
Francisco 49ers in 1990, working closely with offensive coordinator Mike Floimgren.
The 49ers were an NFL-best 14-2, finally losing in the NFC Championship Game.

In his first four seasons In the coaching profession—1986-1989—Gruden served

assistantships at the University of Tennessee in 1986 and 1987 asthe Volunteers to
taled 17-7-1 and won against Big Ten opponents in the Liberty Bowl and Peach
Bowl. In 1988, he was passing game coordinator at Southeast Missouri State and in
1989 coached wide receivers at the University of Pacific.

Born August 17,1963 in Sandusky, Ohio, Gruden was a three-year letterman at
quarterback at the University of Dayton, graduating in 1985 with a degree in commu
nications. Dayton had a 24-7 record in Gruden’s three varsity seasons there.

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Gruden and his wife Cindy—a former University of Tennessee cheerleader—
have two sons, Jon 11,4, and Michael, f.

Gruden’s father, Jim, is a regional scout for the San Francisco 49ers and formerly
served as an assistant coach under John McKay with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers.
His brother, Jay, played in the Arena Football League and currently serves as the
youngest head coach in that league with the Orlando Predators.

Offensive Coordinator/Tight Ends
Bill Callahan is in his first season as offensive coordinator for

the Raiders. Callahan, 42, previously served as the offensive
line coach for the Philadelphia Eagles from 1995-97, where he
worked on the same staff as new Raiders Head Coach Jon

Gruden. In both 1995 and 1996, Callahan’s unit helped the Ea

gles rank second in the NFC in rushing. From 1990-94, Calla
han worked in the same capacity with the University of Wiscon
sin when Badger linemen earned ninefirstteam All-Big Ten
honors. In 1989, he was the offensive coordinator at the Uni

versity of Southern Illinois where his offensive unit set 18
school records. Prior to joining Southern Illinois, Callahan

served a two year stint, 1987-88, as offensive line coach at Northern Arizona. His
coaching career began in 1980 as a graduate assistant at the University of Illinois be
fore being promoted to full time assistant in 1981, coaching a variety of different posi
tions including tight ends, offensive line, quarterbacks and special teams through
1986. The Chicago, Illinois native was a three-year starter at quarterback at Illinois
Benedictine, where he earned NAIA honorable mention All-America honors in his fi
nal two seasons. The Callahan family includes wife Valerie and their four children—
Brian, Daniel, Cathryn and Jaclyn.

WILLIE SHAW

Defensive Coordinator

Willie Shaw begins his first season with the Raiders after
serving as defensive backs coach with the New Orleans Saints
in 1997. With Shaw at the helm of the secondary on Mike Dit-
ka’s New Orleans staff last season, the Saints ranked sixth in

the NFL in pass defense and sixth in overall defense. Shaw
was the defensive coordinator for the St. Louis Rams from

1995-96. Under Shaw’s guidance, the Rams tied a club record
in 1995 with five defensive touchdowns scored. In 1994, he

coached the defensive backs for the AFC Champion San

Diego Chargers. From 1992-93 he handled the defensive
backs for the Minnesota Vikings staff. Shaw originally entered

the NFL coaching ranks as an assistant for the Detroit Lions in 1985. From 1985-87
he handled the secondary while moving to linebackers in 1988. Between his first and
second tour in the NFL, Shaw began his second term with Stanford, serving as de
fensive coordinator from 1989-91 under head coach Denny Green. Shaw’s 17 years

of collegiate coaching began in 1970 as an assistant at San Diego City College from
1970-73. He then served his first term at Stanford as an assistant coach from 1974-

76. Shaw also was an assistant at Long Beach State from 1977-78, the University of

Oregon in 1979 and at Arizona State from 1980-84. The Glenmora, Louisiana native
who was raised in San Diego was an All-America cornerback at the University of New
Mexico where he played from 1966-68. Shaw and his wife Gay have three children—
Tawnya, Eric and David, who is also a member of the Raiders coaching staff.
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DAVE ADOLPH

Linebackers

Dave Adolph, a veteran of 35 years of coaching, including 19
seasons in the National Football League, is in his second sea
son with the Raiders as linebackers coach after two seasons

(1995-96) as defensive coordinator for the San Diego Charg
ers. Adolph spent the 1992-94 seasons as defensive coordi

nator for the Kansas City Chiefs. Prior to that stint—which saw
the Chiefs make the playoffs each season—Adolph was defen-

sive coordinator for the Raiders from 1989-91—during which

time the Silver and Black reached the postseason in two of

those seasons and missed by only one game In the third. The

Raiders were AFC West champions in 1990, qualified as a wild

card In 1991 and just missed the postseason In 1989. Adolph served two stints as

Shell. April 22—The Raiders select University of Washington running back Napoleon Kaufman in the
first round of the 1995 draft. June 23—Raiders President of the General Partner Al Davis signs letter of
intent to return Silver and Black to Oakland. “The Raiders were fortunate to have several “Standard of

Excellence” stadium opportunities for the future, in both Oakland and Los Angeles. A number of is
sues factored into our decision—but most important was the knowledge that both venues should and
will have NFL football in the very near future. The Raider organization has chosen to relocate to Oak
land. We thank all the great Raider fans in Oakland and Los Angeles—as well as those all over the
world for their patience and interest and want to assure them of our 'Commitment to Excellence’ and
that the ‘Greatness of the Raiders will continue in its future.’” August 12—Raiders play first home pre
season game after relocating to Oakland against St. Louis Rams at Oakiand-Alameda County Stadi
um. September 3 —Raiders kick off their 23rd league season in Oakland with a 1995 home opener
against defending AFC champion San Diego Chargers.
