HEAD COACH—EARLE ""GREASY’ NEALE

Boy and man, Greasy Neale has been playing or coaching football for
38 years. Ex-big league baseball player—with Cincinnati, New York, and,
briefly, Philadelphia—the silver- thatched mentor of the Eagles has taught
football at Muskingum College, West Virginia Wesleyan (his alma mater),
Marietta College, Washington & Jefferson (1922 Rose Bowl Team), Virginia,
West Virginia and Yale.

As a coach he is credited with having given Pop Warner the triple pass
play (starting with a reverse), and the fake reverse. As end and halfback
he played professional football with Jim Thorpe’s Canton Bulldogs, where
one of his teammates was “Honest John" Kellison, his lifelong friend, and
his present assistant coach.

In 1919 Greasy played the outfield for the Cincinnati Reds in the never-
to-be-forgotten World's Series against the Chicago “Black Sox™. He still

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stoutly maintains that of those games all but the first one were honestly
played. In 1929 he took another vacation from football, signing with the
St. Louis Cardinals as assistant manager and coach.

His coaching career started when he was a freshman in high school in
Parkershurg, West Virginia. Local friction in school circles forced the
regular coach out, and Neale became both coach and captain.

Late in the season of 1922, his Washingten & Jefferson team met
Lafayette, coached by Jock Sutherland. Both teams had gone undefeated
for two years. These two great foothall machines introduced big-time inter.
sectional football to New York at the Polo Grounds before more than 50,000
fans. W. & J. left the field at the half trailing 13 to 0. In the dressing
room Greasy instfucted his quarterback to turn his back to the line of
scrimmage, and edge his way to the left after faking to a crossing halfback.
Thus was born the “naked reverse”, a play now used by every high school
team. Greasy called it the “dance play”, because of the dancing motion
of the quarterback edging off to the left. It worked twice that day against
Lafayette, and W. & J. won the ball game, 14-13.

While at West Virginia University, in a game against Georgia in 1925,
he introduced the first shifting line defense, which sent Harry Mehre, the
Georgia coach, scurrying to Knute Rockne for the answer to this manenver
which had beaten a vastly superior Georgia eleven.

In 1930 he coached the Ironton (Ohio) Tanks, an independent team
which played exhibition games against National Football Leagne clubs,
and won four out of the five games. On a bet, he himself played end with
his Tanks against Portsmouth, which that year finished second in the
Eastern Division of the National League. The night before Greasy made
three wagers: 1. He would play in the game. 2. He would play sixty
minutes at end. 3. He would score a touchdown. He won the first two.

Some of his pupils who have gone on to coaching fame are Denny
Mvers, Eck Ellen, Keith Molesworth and Glenn Presnell.

LINE COACH—""HONEST JOHN" KELLISON

Coaching the line for Greasy Neale is no new assignment for big.
genial John Kellison. After playing football alongside Neale for four
vargity years at West Virginia Wesleyan, he signed with Greasy to coach
their alma mater in 1917 and 1918, Two years in the U.S. Army followed.
Then Kellison rejoined Neale at Marietta (Ohio) College in 1920. In 1921
the two moved to Washington & Jefferson where they produced a Rose Bowl
team in 1922, holding Southern California to a scoreless tie. In 1923 Neale
moved to the University of Virginia as head football coach, and Kellison
naturally went along as his line coach. They remained there until 1928,
when Neale deserted the gridiron game temporarily to go with the 8t. Louix
Cardinals baseball team. Honest John went to William and Mary in 1929
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as assistant football coach, and head coach of baseball and basketball. The
following year he became head coach of all three sports, and held down
these posts until 1938. In 1939 he moved to the University of Richmond,
and in 1940 to Virginia Polytechnic Institute,

When Neale accepted a contract to coach the Eagles, his first stipulation
was that he could have Kellison as his line coach. Friends since early
boyhood, Honest John and Greasy this year begin their seventeenth season
as a' coaching duo.

During his early coaching days, Kellison took Sundays off to journey
to Canton, Ohio, where he played tackle with Jim Thorpe’s Canton Bull-
dogs. During 1916 and 1917 he did not miss a minute of the games played
by the Canton Bulldogs. In 1919, as sixty-minute tackle for Canton, he
captained the Bulldogs to the world’s championship. e played his last
professional game with Toledo in 1920. Kellison works his 330 acre farm
in Hillsboro, West Virginia, during the off season.

1946 PHILADELPHIA EAGLES
ENDS
LARRY CABRELLI has been Captain of the Eagles for the past

three years. Played varsity football and basketball at Colgate before com-
ing to the Eagles in 1941. Not the spectacular type, Cabrelli is the
“coach’s player” and has been a tower of strength in the Eagles” forward
wall for the past five seasons,

JACK FERRANTE, product of the Philadelphia sandlots. Last scason
caught 21 passes for 474 yards and seven touchdowns. Collaborated with
Roy Zimmerman on the season’s longest touchdown pass (74 ymd ) against
the Cleveland Rams on Oct. 28, 19435,

BOB FRIEDLUND of Michigan State played three years of varsity
football before enlisting in the U.S. Army. He captained the North team
in the annual North-South 1941 game. Played with Major Neyland's Army
All-Stars against the New York Giants, Brooklyn, Dodgers and Chicago
Bears. As an army captain, he served as liaison officer between the Army
and Navy on Gen. Douglas MacArthur's Southwest Pacific staff. Saw ser-
vice in New Guinea, the Solomons, the Admiralty Islands, the Bismarck
Archipelago and the Philippine liberation. Wears the Bronze Star, the
Soldier’s Medal and four bronze battle stars,

DICK HUMBERT played with the Eagles in 1941, enlisted in the
Navy, and returned to play four _games last year. The prize rookie of 1911,
he finished second in pass receiving to Don Hutson. Humbert caught 29
passes for 332 yards, and 3 touchdowns.  When at the University of
Richmond, was regarded as one of the South’s greatest ends.
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TACKLES

OTIS DOUGLAS, tackle from William and Mary, is 31 years old, and
graduated in 1931, All-Southern lineman, and captain of the 1931 team
that beat Navy 6-0. Many experts argne that the 220 .pound Douglas was
the best lineman ever produced in the South. Line coach at William and
Mary, later athletic director at Akron University, a post which he resigned
to join the Navy. Recently elected to All-Time William and Mary Eleven
in a poll conducted by the Richmond Times-Dispatch. Having always Kept
himself in first class condition, Douglas does not believe his age will militate
against him in his first major league tryout,

JOHN EIBNER, 235-pound giant from the University of Kentucky,
returns to the Eagles after three years in the Navy. Selected in the annual
player draft and played with the club in 1941, but at the end of the scason
joined the Navy.

FRANK KILROY, 240 pounds of red-headed, fighting Trishman, will
oe playing his fourth season with the Eagles, being signed by them for
the 1913 season after graduating from Temple. Served as an officer in the
Merchant Marine. Coach Neale says this young giant, he is only 25 years
old, can hecome one of the greatest tackles of all time.

VIC SEARS, twice named All-League tackle, is beginning his sixth
season with the club,  Big Vie (6:3'4, 225 lhx) won himself a starting
berth his first season with the Eagles (1941) and has been a tower of
strength in the forward wall ever since. He missed only 14 minutes of
competition in his entire college career, and played practically 60 minutes
of every game in his first three years with the Eagles. In an exhibition
game with the Detroit Lions just before the opening of the league ‘season
in 1944, he broke his leg and was out for the season.

AL WISTERT, twice named All-American while at Michigan, has
continued winning honors in the pro game, being a unanimous choice on
every: All-League Team the past two years,

GUARDS

AUGIE L10, Georgetown's All-America goard in 1910, signed with the
Detroit Lions in 1941, remaining with them until purchased by the Boston
Yanks in 1944, The Eagles obtained him in a recent player trade. The
6-foot, 235-pound Lio has been three times named All-League guard, and
is one of the game's great place kickers.
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ROBERT McDONOUGH was signed by the Eagles for their 191
season, but he enlisted in the Navy and did not report. Recently discharged.
he expressed the desire to have a tryout.

DUKE MARONIC, one of the few non-collegians on the Eagles, has
made gnod in the pro circuit without the benefit of college coaching. The
Duke is primarily the product of the Steelton (Pa.) sandlots, Although
he won All-Scholastic _honors while attending Steelton High, it was with
the semi-pros of the Pennsylvania coal region that he really learned how
to give it out—and also to take it.

EDDIE MICHAELS starts in 1946 his eleventh year in professional
football. He has spent six years in the National Football League, an:
four in the American Association. Between engagements with the Chicago
Bears in 1936 and 1938, he sandwiched in a tour of duty with the Wash-
ington Redskins in 1937. In 1939 he signed with the Wilmington Clippers
of the American Association, and remained with them four years, signing
up with the Eagles for the 1943 season.

JOHN WYHONIC of Alabama was named to the following All-
America teams: Life, Liberty, N. Y. Sun, Football News, Bill Cunningham.
He also made the Associated Press and United Press Southeastern All-Star
Teams.

CENTERS

RAY GRAVES returns to the Eagles after a two-year absence spent
as assistant-coach at his alma mater, the University of Tennessee, Graves,
a former Volunteer captain, played with the Eagles in 1942,

QUARTERBACKS

AL (LEFTY) SHERMAN, pint-sized quarterback from Brooklyn Col-
lege, reutrns for his fourth season. A southpaw tosser, weighing ‘only 170
pounds, Sherman last season completed 15 out of 29 passex for 172 yards
and two touchdowns, and in 1944 he completed 16 out of 31 for 156 yards,

TOMMY THOMPSON returned to the eclub late last season after
having served nearly three years with the U.S. Army in the European Thea-
ter. In 1941, Tossin® Tommy finished fourth among the league's passers,
with 86 completions out of 162 attempts for 974 yards and 8 touchdowns.
The following year he eclipsed that performance with 95 completions out
of 203 tries for 1410 yards and another 8 touchdowns, Last season he threw
only 28 passes, completed 15 for 146 yards.
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ROY ZIMMERMAN has been a potent factor in the Eagles’ surge
to the top in recent years. In three seasons with the club he has passed
for 2622 yards and 26 touchdowns, has place-kicked 87 extra points out of
95 attempts, and has booted 9 field goals, Againei Boston in 1944 (October
22nd) he threw a 75-yard touchdown pass to Mel Bleeker, and against the
Cleveland Rams Jast season (October 28th) he fired on for 74 yards into
the arms of Jack Ferrante for a score. Last season he led the league in
pass interceptions, grabbing seven enemy tosses, and returning them 90 yards,

HALFBACKS

JACK HINKLE of Syracuse has been with the Eagles for three full
seasons (1943, 1944 and 1945), and in 1942 served in the Army Air Force,
later receiving a medical discharge because of ulcers, He was originally
signed by the New York Giants as a free agent, and released to the Jersey
City Giants. Recalled in October, 1940, and played out that season with
the New York club. He signed with the New York Yankees in 1941 and
played in the same backfield with Tommy Harmon and John Kimbrough
When the Yankees folded up, he signed with the Eagles, and played the
last game of the 1941 season with them, then enlisted in the army. In 1943
he returned, and lost the league ball-carrying title to Bill Paschal of the
Giants by a one-yard margin (572 yards to 5711, In 1944 he carried 92
times for 421 yards and eighth place in the league standings. Last season
he was injured in a pre-scason game, and he never reached his real form the
rest of the year. In three seasons he has carried the ball 219 times for
1032 yards,

PETE KMETOVIC of Stanford was the Fagles' No. 1 draft choice for
the 1942 season, but army service prevented him from joining the team
at that time. One of the greatest backs ever developed on the Pacific Coast,
Kmetovie played in Clark Shaughnessy’s “dream backfield” with Franki~
Albert, Hugh Gallarneau and Norm Standlee,

ELLIOTT ORMSBEE, halfback from Bradley Tech, attracted the
attention of experts as a member of the New London Submarine Base
cleven.  Ormshee was the sparkplug of the team in its surprising victories
over some highly-touted Eastern elevens, including Holy Cross,

BOSIH PRITCHARD, member of the Eagles” backfield in 1942, enlisted
in the Navy at the close of the scason, and was discharged last June. In
the ‘42 season he carried the ball 38 times for 166 yards and a 4.3 yard«
average, returned 11 punts for 107 yards, and brought back 4 kickoffs for
158 yards, Last season, while on naval duty in San Diego, he played with
the San Diego Bombers of the Pacific Coast League, and led that circuit
in forward passing, being the only Bomber to make the Pacific Coast All-
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League Team. Against the Los Angeles Bulldogs Pritchard either ran,
passed or quick-kicked the ball on 52 of the 63 San Diego plays, playing
all but two minutes of the game. He connected on 11 out of 25 tosses
for 172 yards besides picking up all but two of the 48 yards gained by
the Bombers on running plays. Pritchard is quite a crooner, having had his
own 15-minute daily radio program in San Diego for the past six months,

GILBERT STEINKE was signed by the Eagles for the 1942 season
but joined the Navy and did not report. Was discharged from service
towards the close of the 1945 football season, and joined the team in time
for the last few games. Greasy Neale regards the former Texas A, & 1.
back as one of the fastest men in football today.

STEVE VAN BUREN, the Eagles' first draft choice for the 1944 sea-
son. In his first year (1944) he finished fifth among the league’s ball
carriers, with 444 yards in 80 attempts for a 5.5 yards average. Last season
he almost doubled this performance when he picked up 832 yards in 143
attempts and a norm of 5.8 yards. He scored 5 touchdowns in 1944 and
18 in 1945, the last performance establishing a new league record for
touchdowns scored in a season (formerly held by Don Hutson when he
scored 17 in 1942). The Boy from the Bayous also led the league in
number of touchdowns running (16) ; he paced the field of punt returners
with 4 returned for 154 yards; and led the kickoff returners with 13 brought
back for 373 yards. In two years Van Buren has carried the ball 223 times
for 1276 yards and a 5.6 yards average, has scored 21 touchdowns and has
kicked 2 extra points to give him a total point score of 152,

FULLBACKS

JIM CASTIGLIA returns to the Eagles after a three-year absence.
Following the 1941 season, Big Jim enlisted in the army and rose to the
rank of captain. He was discharged in the Fall last year and returned
to the Eagles. He went to training camp this Spring with the Phila-
delphia Athletics as a catcher, but the lure of football was too strong, and
Jim forsook the diamond for the gridiron, dropped in at the Eagles’ office
and signed a 1946 contract.

BEN KISH is starting his sixth year in the National League and
his fourth with the Eagles. One of the great blockers of the game, Kish
has been a bulwark of the Eagles’ defense ever since he joined the club
in 1943. Following a great collegiate career at the University of Pitts.
burgh, he was named captain of the East Team in the annual East-West
game of 1940, and was drafted by the Chicago Cardinals for the season
of 1940, but before the season opened he was traded to the Brooklyn
Dodgers. He was purchased by the Eagles in 1943.
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
