The “new” Eagles are a full season old, and the new look is aimed
squarely at a rise in the National Football League standings.

Tireless Joe Kuharich, who added the general manager’s mantle to
his coaching assignment at the start of last season, is embarked on the
second phase of a rebuilding and revitalizing program that’s zeroed in on
a championship.

Joe’s six big trades in his first season last fall brought new faces and
new talents into the Eagles’ nest. The Birds started strong, picked up
new momentum in the middle of the campaign, but, hit with a rash of
injuries, sputtered at the end for a 6-8 record that earned third position
in the Eastern Conference.

Now, with problems of a “freshman” year behind, the Eagles are
looking to blend experience and youth into a team that will hold up as
a contender throughoutthe winter.

“We need more coordinated team play, improved offensive line play
and strength at defensive end and in our defensive secondary,” coach
Kuharich says summarily. He also, naturally, wants fewer fumbles and
a healthy squad.

Kuharich’s training camp contingent at Hershey, Pa., consisted of
78 players—42 veterans and 36 rookies. The rookie corps included two
All-Americans and a number of heralded performers from lesser known

colleges that consistently turn out top football products.
Ollie Matson and Jim Ringo started their 13th NFL seasons, George

Tarasovic his 12th, Sam Baker his 11th and Pete Retzlaff his 10th—the
entire decade, incidentally, with the Eagles.

The full training season was scheduled for Hershey this year,
although the Eagles took off for Minneapolis and Los Angeles to test the
Vikings and Rams in pre-season frays.

Two official changes occured in the Eagles’ front office. Ed Snider
advanced to vice-president and treasurer from the latter post and business
manager Joe King added the title of assistant treasurer.

Philadelphia’s loyal fans greeted the Eagles’ exciting “Sound of
Brass” with great enthusiasm last year, and the 100-piece band with
accompanying drum majors, colorguard and bevy of pretty Eaglette
cheerleaders will return to continue its top level entertainment.

President Jerry Wolman hasn’t changed his ideas since he became
the Eagles’ chief executive last year.

“Our only goal,” he still says with his cheery smile, “is to give
Philadelphia a winner!”
