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HISTORY OF THE STEELERS 
Arthur Joseph Rooney. the founder ot the Pittsburgh Steelers. passed away 

on August 25. 1988. tollcwing a stroke at the age ot 87. The man atfecuon-
ately known as The Ch1e' will always be remembered as one ol the greatest 
men in spons More importantly. he will be remembered by P111sburqhers 
as the common man·s man 

Born on January 27. 1901 in Coultersv1lle. Pa Art Rooney was the oldest 
of Darnel and Margaret Rooney s 111ne children He grew up in Old /\llegl e 
ny. now known as Pittsburgh's North Side. and until his dealh sllil l1vecl a 
short distance lrom Three Rivers Stadium 

Rooney was educated at St Peter"s Parochial Scl1ool and Duquesne Univer 
s1Jy Prep School He went on to study at Indiana (Pa.) Normal. now known 
as lnd1ann Un1vers1ty ol Da George1own U111vers11y an::l Duquesne 

An outstanding athlete. Rooney held middleweight and welterweight titles 
from the /\AU Boxing Champ1onsh1ps He was named to the 1920 US Olym-
pic Boxing team. though he did not paruc1pate in the Olympic games Frcm 
1921 to t925 Rooney played minor league baseball . but a promising career 
was ended by an arm 1n1ury He continued playing semi-pro football tor several 
teams 1n the Pittsburgh area 

Rooney was married to Kathleen McNulty on June 11 1931 The Rooneys 
had hve sons Darnel. Art Jr . Tim. John. and Pat 

Art Rooney founded the Steelers on July 8. 1933 which makes them the 
hfth-oldest franchise 111 the NFL today They were a member of the Eastern 
d1vis1on of the 10-team Originally named the Pittsburgh Pirates. Rooney's 
club struggled througl1 its hrst seven yea1s w1t11 hve different head coaches 
ancl 1ust 22 victories Home games were played at Forbes Field. but 1n the 
1930s Rooney olten took his team to such places as Johnstown. Latrobe 
Youngslown. New Orleans. and Louisville because ot com::ietition from base 
ball and college football 

In 1938 Rooney signed Colorado All-Americnn Byron Wh1zzer White to 
a $15.800 contract makng While the hrs1 b1g·money player 1n 1he league 
Wh11e Jed 1he NFL 1n rushing his rookie year. and is one of the NFL s 
most illustrious alumni as a U S Supreme Coull Jus11ce. 

In 19'10. Rooney changed his team's name 10 the Pittsburgh S1eele1s 
representing tl1e c11y's heritage. but 1he name change did not drastically 
change the team's losing ways I\ 7 4 record 1n 1942 under head coach Walt 
Kiesling marked 1he Steelers· hrst w111ning season. due 1n part to 1he league 
leading rushing of rookie Bill Dudley But the following year Dudley 1oined 
lhe armed forces along w11h many 01her NFL players as ·tie na11on went 10 
war With rosters depleted. Rooney merged tl1e S1eelers w11h Philadelphia 
(Ph1l-P1tt) 111 1943 and w11h the Chicago Cardinals (Card-Pill) 1n 19'14 

Rooney l11red legendary Pitt coach Jock Sutherland 1n 1946. and Dudley 
returned to win NFL MVP honors alter leading the league 1n rushing inter 
cept1ons. and punt returns Today Dudley 1s a member o: the Pro Football 
Hall of Fame 

In 1947 Sutherland led 1he S1eelers 10 an 8·4 hnish to snare 1he Eastern 
d1v1s1on 11tle. bu11hey lost their firs1-ever pos1 season game. 21-010 Ph1ladel· 
ph1a That spring, Su1herland died unexpectedly while on a scou11ng 1r1p 

John Michelosen succeeded Sutherland. and posted a 20-26·2 record while 
coaching the Steelers 1hrough the 1948·51 seasons 

In 1952. Joe Bach returned to coach t11e team he had previously coached 
in 1935·36 That year the Steelers became the last team to abandon the sin-
gle wing for the T lormauon When Bach resigned tor heallh reasons 1n 1954 
assistant Walt Kiesling began his third stint as the Steelers' head coach Kiesling 
had coached the team in 1939-40 and 1941 44 with his third stint Jasung 
from 1954 56 

Jn 1957 Buddy Parker was named head coach. and he directed the Steel· 
ers to hve non-losing records 1n his eight seasons w11h the flamboyant Bob· 
by Layne quarterbacking lhe team for three years In Layne s las1 year with 
the Steele•s. 1962. the tea-n l1rnshed 9-5 to earn its second postseason berth 
before losng 10 De1ro1t. 17-10. Parker finished his stay with a 13-10· 1 record 
ranking 1tiird 111 team h1s1ory 1oday 10 Chuck Noll and Sulherland 

Brief sums by Mike Nixon 1n 1965 and Bill Aus11n from i966-68 preceded 
lhe hmng ot Noll in 1969 The 37-year-old f\oll became 1he 14th man 10 coach 
lhe Sleelers. and he broughl w11h him a belief 1n bu1ld1ng lhrough lhe drall 
His hrsl selec11on 1n 1969 was All-America defensive 1ackle Joe Greene. the 
ini11a1 bu1ld1ng block of the ··s1eel Curtain· defense and now a member of 
lhe Hall of Fame 

A l · 13 finish 1n Noll's hrst year gave him the opportunity to selecl firsl over 
all in the 1970 drafl so f\oll tabbed quarlerback Terry Bradshaw around 
whom he would bring a dom1na11ng auack 

In 1970 the S1eelers made two s1gnihcan1 changes moving from the NFL s 
Cen1ury d1v1s1on 10 1he new AFC s Central d1v1s1on \'lllh 1he merger of 1he NFL 
and AFL They also moved 1n10 a new home as Three Rivers S1ad1um was 
opened Prior to Three Rivers. the Steelers had played home games at r orbes 
Field trom 1933 5 7 and from 1958-63 at both Forbes Field and Pitt Stadium 
Pm Stadium was the team s home from 1964 69 unlll Three Rivers was built 
111 1970 
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The Steelers showed gradual improvement at the start of the 1970s. with 
5-9 and 6-8 records in 1970 and ' 71 In 1972 lhe Steelers came of age w11h 
an 11-3 finish to win their first-ever division 11tle It had been 40 years since 
1he1r b1r1h befo1e the Steelers a champ1onsh1p. bul once they did. they 
achieved a degree of success unprecedenled and sull unequalled 1n profes-
sional football 

The Steelers· first playoff game of 1972 was against the Oakland Raiders. 
and II marked the team's first postseason victory 1n its 40·year history when 
Franco Harns' 'Immaculate Reception" 1n the final minute decided the 13-10 
win. The Steelers· dream season ended the next week when M1am1 claimed 
the AFC Cham::i1onsh1p with a 21 -1 7 decision. but the Steelers had risen to 
a new level which would continue to the end of Ilic decade. 

A 10-4 mark and wild card playoff berth 1n 1973 p receded a second post-
season game against Oakland. but the Raiders avenged t11c previous year's 
loss. 33- 14. In 197 4 the Steelers won the d1vis1on title with a 10-3-1 record 
and marched past Buffalo (32- 14) and Oakland (24 13) on their way to Su-
per Bowl IX A fierce Pittsburgh defense posted the 16-6 victory over M in-
nesota to g ive the Steelers lheir first of an NFL-record lour Super Bowl 
championships. 

In 1975. the Steelers won 11 consecutive games 10 f1111sh · 2-2 for their 
second stra1gh1 d1v1s1on title They defeated Baltimore (28- 10) and Oakland 
( i 6- 10) 111 the playoffs. setting up their second straight Supe1 Bowl win. this 
time over Dallas by a 21-17 margin. The victory made the Steelers the third 
ieam to win back-to-back Super Bowls. 

Postseason losses aflcr consecutive d1v1s1on Hiles ended the 1976 and 1977 
seasons. In 1976 the Steelers rebounded from a 1-4 slart 10 win nine straight 
and finish 10-4. but they losl to Oakland (24-7) 1n 1nc second round a Iler beatmg 
Ballimore (40-14) 111 the playoffs. In 1977. the Steelers dropped a playoff game 
to Denver (34-2 1) after completing the regular season with a 9-5 mark and 
their fourth straight AFC Central title. 

Returning to make their lhird Super Bowl appearance in 1978. the S1eel-
ers rode the momentum of a league-best 14-2 record to gel pas1 Denver (33-10) 
and Houston (34-5) en route 10 Super Bowl XIII and a rematcl1 with Dallas. 
The 35-3 1 decision made the Steelers the first team to win three Super Bowls. 

In 1979 l11story was made when the Steelers claimed Super Bowl win number 
four. marking t11e second time they won consecutive Super Bowls They beat 
the Los Angeles Rams 3 1-19 following a 12-4 regular season and playoff 
wins over M1am1 (34-14) and Houston (27-13) With six consecutive AFC Central 
titles. eight straight years of playoffs. and four Super Bowl champ1onsh1ps 
(IX. X. XIII XIV). the Steelers were tagged the Team of t11e Decade · for the 
1970s 

The new decade was not as fnendly as the S1eclers failed to qualify for 
the playoffs after finishing 9-7 in 1980 and 8-8 1n 1981 

In 1982 the Steeler organizalion celebrated its 50th anniversary by return-
ing to postscason play with a 6-3 record in the stnkc-sllortened campaign. 
An anniversary banquet was l1eld during the season to commemorate the 
team's first 50 seasons and to honor the all- time team as selected by fan vot-
ing. Thousancls of fans were attracted 10 Pittsburgl1 during t11e week of ac-
tivities and exhibits. bul the San Diego Chargers ended the Steelers· 
anniversary campaign with a 31 -28 playo ff win. 

In 1983 the Steelers claimed their eighth AFC Central ti tle with a 10-6 record. 
but once agam fell shor1 in the playoffs. 38- 10 to the Los Angeles Raiders 

Moving a step closer to returning 10 the Super Bowl 1n 1984. t11e 9-7 Steel-
ers won their 9th d1v1s1on champ1onsh1p and followed with a playoff win al 
Denver ( 13-7) In the AFC Championship game. however. M1am1 oommated 
with a 45-28 assault 

FRITO-LAY " CHALLENGE FOR CHILDREN"

Last year's total was $33,600. In 1983 the amount was $36.500, 1n 1984 
it was $43,900 as the Steelers advanced to the AFC Championship game, 
111 1985 the total was $37.900. 1n 1986 the donation was $30,700. and 
in 1987 the sum was $28.500.

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The Steelers' streak of t 3 consecutive non-losing seasons came lo an end 
1n t 985 when they finished 7 9. followed by a 6 -1 O record in 1986 Losses 
1n the last two games of t987. another strike-shortened season. dropped the 
Steelers 10 8· 7 and out of playoff conten1ton Last year the learn struggled 
through 11s worst campaign since Noll took over in 1969. finishing 5· 11 with 
six· and four-game losing strenks But three wins 1n the final four weeks got 
the Steelers pointed in the right d1rec11on entering 1989 

The oa1riarcl1 of the Steelers Ari Rooney was inducted 1n10 the Pro Fool· 
ball Hall of Fame 1n 196t. At that 11me he had begun turning over much of 
the opera11on of the team 10 l11s oldest son. Dan Having worked 1n every 
area of the orga111za11on since 1955. Dan Rooney was named president of 
the Steelers in • 975 Nm·11n his 35lh year wtlh the Steelers. he 1s one of l'.1e 
most ac11ve NFL execulP1e• 1nd one ol P1nsburgh·s most involved execu· 
t1ves in c1v1c 

Among his communtly ac11v1t1es. Dan Rooney serves as vice president lor 
The United Way and is nr ofticer and board member for The American Ireland 
Fund The American Diabetes Assoc1a11on The Pittsburgh History and Land· 
marks Foundaloon. and Duquesne University 

As a key member of sever <11 NFL comr111necs over the past 16 years. Dan 
Rooney has served on the board of d11cctors for NFL Properties. the NrL 
Trust Fund. NFL r11ms. Ilic Scheduling Comm1uee. and the Ring Commit 
tee In 1973 he was appo ntccl chairman ol 1he Expansion Comminee. which 
considered new lranch1se loc<11tons and directed the add11ton of Seaillc and 
Tampa Bay as expansion clul)S 111 1976 Thal year Dan was also named chair· 
man of the Nego11a11ng Comr111ucc. and in t 982 he con111buled to the negot1-
a11ons lor the Collecltvc Bargaining Agreement for the NFL owners and the 
Players· Assoc1a1ton Rooney is currenlly a member of the six-person Manage 
mcnl Council Exccultve Comm1llec and is chairman of the Worldwide American 
Football League Comm11tcc 

Daniel M Rooney was born on Pt11sburgh's North Side on July 20. t 932 
He 1s a 1950 graduate of North Catholic High where he played quarterback 
He went on to Duquesne Un1vcrs1ly and was graduated 1n 1955 wrth a 
bachelor's degree 1n accounting Dan and his wife Patricia live 1n Ml Leba· 
non. where they raised r1nc cl11ldren

Eme11ng the 1989 season. the Steelers' last 13 home games have been 
sold out. In total. the Steelers have played before a sellout crowd al Three 
Rivers 1n 132 of the11 last 133 games. and 132 of lhe 150 played 1n Three 
Rovers.

CHUCK NOLL 
Head Coach 

Entering his 21st season with the Steelers. Chuck Noll ranks as the second-
winrnngest active coach 1n the National Football League His overall career 
record of 183-132· t (. 581) a so places him lifth 1n career wins among the 
league's all-time coaches. trailing only George Halas (325). Don Shula (277). 
Tom Landry (270). and Curly Lambeau (234) 

The 57-year old Noll is also one of iust four men who have coached the 
same team for 21 consecutive seasons. 101rnng Lambeau (29). Landry (29). 
and Steve Owen (23) 1989 is his 37th consecutive year 1n professional foot-
ball. a career that has included seven years as a player. rnne as an assistant 
coach. and 21 as a head coach. 

The most d1st1ngu1shing among Noll's many accomplishments is his stat-
us as the only coach with four Super Bowl championships. and the only ac-
tive coach wl10 has won at least two Super Bowls without a loss Just three 
former coaches Bill Walsh (3-0). Vince Lombardi (2-0). and Tom Flores 
(2-0) were undeteated 1n at least two Super Bowl appearances 

Noll also heads the list ot the six all-time coaches with 15 or more postsea-
son game appearances. owning a 15· 7 record { 682) and he ranks second 
behind Joe Gibbs { t 1 ·3) among active coaches ,·11th 1 O or more postseason 
games 

The Chuck Noll era 1n Pittsburgh began 1n 1969 when he was named the 
14th head coach 1n the team·s history In the previous nine years as an as-
sistant coach. Noll had developed his firm belief that champion teams are 
built through sound d ratting "i1s first act with the Steelers was to select North 
Texas State All-America defensive tackle Joe Greene on the first round of 
the t 969 draft. After struggling through a t · t 3 campaign. the Steelers won 
the rigl1ts to the fi rst overall pick 1n 1970. which Noll used to tab Lou1s1ana 
Tech quarterback Terry Bradshaw. With those two selections. Noll had be· 
gun building the foundation of what would become the most dominant dy· 
nasty 1n football. In fact. three ot the fi rst 20 and four of the first 38 players 



Noll drafled Greene. Bradshaw. corncrback Mel Blount. and linebacker 
Jack Ham are now members of the Pro Football Hal of Fame 

The 1970 Steelers improved to 5·9 1n 1he1r ftrst season 1n Three Rivers Stadt· 
um Con11nued improvement resulted 1n a 6·8 mark 1n 1971 before the Steel 
crs 1urned the corner 1n 1972 with an 11 ·3 finish for their first d1v1s1on ulle 
in the 40·year h1s1ory of the franchise A 13· 7 las1-m1nu1e playof' win over 
Oakland marked 1he team·s ftrsl postseason victory and although 1ha1 win 
was followed by a 21-1 7 loss 10 M1am1 1n lhc AFC Championship game Noll 
had elevated the Sleelers to a new level and opened the door to a s1rcak 
of eight years of postseason play. 

In t973 Ilic Sleclers qualified for a wtld·card berth before losing lo Oak-
land. 33-14 The following year Noll's 1roops s1ormed through a 10·3· 1 sea· 
son for the first of six consecutive Central d1v1s1on utles. They lhen marched 
by Buffalo (32· 14) and Oakland (24-13) 10 reach Suoer Bowl IX. where they 
dominated M1nncso1a for a 16·6 win and Noll's first NFL utle 

A repeat performance the next year when the Steelers went 12-2 and beat 
Bal11more (28 t 0) and Oakland ( 16 10) 1n 1he playoffs before finishing off Dallas 
with a 21 17 decision in Super Bowl X. made Noll only lhe 1h1rd coach in 
NFL h1sto•y to win consecutive Super Bowls Lombardi and Shula were tre 
01hcrs 

In 1976 lhc Steelers stumbled lhrough a 1-4 slarl. but Noll regrouped his 
team and they reeled off nine s1ra1gh1wins10 finish 10-4. They v1c11m11cd 
Bal11rnore (40-1 4) 1n the payoffs bul could nol gel past Oakland. falling by 
a 24-7 margin The next year the team finished 9-5 before losing to Denver 
(34-2t) 1n the opening round of the playoffs 

History was made at the end of lhe t 978 campaign when Noll led the Steel 
crs through a team-record and NFL-best 14-2 regular season and playoff 
wins over Denver (33· 10) and Houston (34 5) Super Bowl XIII was a rcmalch 
aga1ns1 Dallas. and lhe Steelers preva1lcc! w11h a 35·31 win to become the 
only learn to win three SLper B:iwls 

The record books were rewnncn again 1n 1979 wnen N:ill claimed Super 
Bowl win number four 1n a 31 19 victory 0·1er the Los Angeles Rams follow· 
1ng a 12-4 regular season and postseason v1c1ones over M1amr (34 14) and 
Houston (27 13) With lour Super Bowl w11s 1n six years. the S1eclers were 
lagged lhc 1970s " Team of 1he Decade·· 

In 1980 and 1981 the Steelers· playoff slrcak was broken after rccorcls of 
9 7 and 8 8 1982 which marked lhe Steelers· 50th season. saw the team 
relurn 10 postseason action afler going 6 3 in a strike-interrupted year The 
Steelers lost 10 San Diego (31 28) 1n the Super Bowl tournament. bul they 
were back on track as they claimed the d1v1sron llile each of 1he nexl lwo years 

In spite of a 1 O 6 finish 1n 1983. lhc S1celers bogged down 1n lhe playoffs 
and lost to 1he Los Angeles Raiders (38- t 0) The next year 1hey gained mornen·

Blount roamed the Steeler defensive secondary for 14 seasons after be· 
Jming the team's third-round draft choice in 1970. At 6·3. 205 pounds. Blount 
3S an 1nt1midat111g physical force. bul ii was his ability to cover receivers 
at set him apart. His bump-and-run style prompted rule changes 1n the 1970s 
h1ch gave receivers an advantage. but Bloun1 adapted and conunued 10 
Jmina1e. Upon his retirement following the 1983 season. Blount had 57 in· 
rcep11ons 111 his career. a figure lhat still slands as a team record and lied 
r seventh 111 NFL history.

FL's most valuable defensive player in 1975 
Bradshaw also 1oined the Steelers 1n 1970. as the f1rs1 overall selection 111 
e draft. and played 14 record·break1ng seasons for the Steelers. The three· 
ne Pro Bowl player and 1wo·t1me Super Bowl Most Valuable Player finished 
s career with 3.901 pass attempts and 2.025 completions for 27.989 yards. 
12 touchdowns. and 210 1n1ercep11ons. In postseason play. where Brad· 
iaw really shined. he completed 26 1 of 456 passes (57.2%) tor 3.833 yards. 
J touchdowns, and 26 interceptions. That includes his four Super Bowl win· 
ng performances. which totalled 49 completions on 84 passes (58.3%) for 
32 yards. nine touchdowns. and iust three 1ntercept1ons. Bradshaw is the
