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HISTORY OF THE STEELERS 
Arthur Joseph Rooney founded the Pittsburgh Steelers on July 8, 1933, 

which makes them the fifth-oldest franchise in the NFL today. Originally named 
the Pittsburgh Pi rates, they were a mem ber of the Eastern division of the 
10-team National Footbal l League. 

Mr. Rooney passed away on August 25, 1988, fol lowing a stroke at the 
age of 87. The man affectionately known as " The Chief" is remembered by 
Pi ttsburghers as the common man 's man and by the sports world as one 
of its greatest pioneers. 

The oldest of Daniel and Margaret Rooney's nine children, Art Rooney was 
born on January 27, 1901 in Coultersville, Pa. He grew up in Old Allegheny, 
now known as Pittsburgh 's North Side, and until his death in 1988 he still 
lived a short distance from Three Rivers Stadium. 

Rooney attended St. Peter's Parochial School and Duquesne University 
Prep School prior to his studies at Indiana (Pa.) Normal , now known as Indi-
ana University of Pa. He also studied at Georgetown University and Duquesne. 

An ou tstanding athlete, Rooney held middleweight and welterweight titles 
from the AAU Boxing Championsh ips and was named to the U.S. Olympic 
Boxing team in 1920, although he did not participate in the Olympic games. 
From 1920 to 1925 Rooney played minor league basebal l, but a promising 
career was ended by an arm injury. He continued playing semi-pro footbal l 
for several teams in the Pittsburgh area. 

Rooney was married on June 11 , 1931 to Kathleen McNulty. The Rooneys 
had five sons - Daniel , Art Jr. , Tim, John, and Pat. 

After founding the Pi rates in 1933, Rooney saw his club struggle through 
its fi rst seven seasons with five different head coaches and just 22 victories. 
Home games were played at Forbes Field, but in the 1930s Rooney often 
took his team to such towns as Johnstown, Latrobe, Youngstown, New 
Orleans, and Louisville because of the competition from baseball and col-
lege football. 

In 1938 Rooney signed Colorado All-America Byron "Whizzer" White, mak-
ing White the first big-money player in the league with a contract that paid 
him $15,800. White led the NFL in rushing as a rookie, and today he is one 
of the NFL 's most il lustri ous alumni as a Justice of the U.S. Supreme Court. 

Rooney changed his team's name to the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1940 to 
represent the city's heritage, but the name change did not drastically change 
the team 's losing ways. Under head coach Walt Kiesl ing, the 1942 Steelers 
posted a 7-4 record to mark the Steelers' first winning season, due in part 
to the league-leading rushing of rookie Bill Dudley. But the following year 
Dudley joined the armed forces along with many other NFL players as the 
nation was at war. With rosters depleted , Rooney merged the Steelers in 1943 
with Philadelphia (Phil-Pitt " Steagles" ) and in 1944 wi th the Chicago Cardi-
nals (Card-Pitt). 

In 1946 Rooney hired legendary Pitt coach Jock Sutherland and Dudley 
returned to the Steelers to lead the league in rushing, interceptions, and punt 
returns, earning NFL MVP honors. Today Dudley is a member of the Pro 
Football Hal l of Fame. 

In 1947 Sutherland 's Steelers finished 8-4 to share the Eastern division title, 
but they lost their first-ever postseason game to Philadelphia, 21-0. That spring, 
Sutherland died unexpectedly wh ile on a scouting trip. 

John Michelosen succeeded Sutherland and posted a 20-26-2 record while 
coaching the Steelers through the 1948-51 seasons. 

Joe Bach returned in 1952 to coach the team he had previously coached 
in 1935-36. The Steelers became the last team to abandon the single wing 
for the T-formation when they made that change in 1952. When Bach resigned 
for health reasons in 1954, assistant Walt Kiesling began his thi rd stint as 
the Steelers' head coach . Kiesling had coached the team in 1939-40 and 
1941 -44, with his third stint lasting from 1954-56. 

Buddy Parker was named the Steelers ' head coach in 1957 and he direct-
ed the team to five non-losing campaigns in his eight seasons, with the flam-
boyant Bobby Layne quarterbacking the Steelers for three years. In Layne's 
last season in Pittsburgh (1962) , the team finished 9-5 to earn its second post-
season berth before losing to Detroit, 17-10. Parker finished his term with 
a 13-10-1 record. ranking third in team history today to Chuck Noll and 
Sutherl and. 

Brief stints by Mike Ni xon in 1965 and Bill Austin from 1966-68 preceded 
the hiring of Noll on Jan. 27, 1969. At 37, Noll became the 14th man to coach 
the Steelers. He brought wi th him a firm belief in building through the draft. 
His first selecti on in 1969 was All-America defensive tackle Joe Greene, the 
ini tial building block of the "Steel Curtain" defense and now a member of 
the Pro Football Hall of Fame. 

A 1-13 record in Nol l's first year gave him the opportunity to select first 
overall in the 1970 draft. Noll chose quarterback Terry Bradshaw, another 
current Hall of Farner. around whom he would build a dominating offensive 
attack. 

In 1970 the Steelers made two significant changes. With the merger of the 
NFL and AFL, they moved from the NFL 's Century division to the new AFC's 
Central division. They also moved into a new home as Three Rivers Stadium 
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was opened. 
Prior to the building of Three Rivers. the Steelers played home games at 

Forbes Field from 1933-57 and at both Forbes Field and Pitt Stadium from 
1958-63. Pitt Stadium was the team's home from 1964-69 until Three Rivers 
was opened in 1970. 

At the start of the 1970s the Steelers showed gradual improvement with 
5-9 and 6-8 records in 1970 and '71. The Steelers came of age in 1972 with 
an 11-3 record to win their first-ever division title. It had been 40 years since 
their birth before the Steelers won a championship, but once they did they 
achieved a level of success unprecedented in professional football. 

The Steelers' first playoff game of 1972 was against the Oakland Raiders. 
It marked the team's first postseason victory in its 40-year history when Franco 
Harris' " Immaculate Reception" in the final minute decided the 13-10 win. 
The Steelers ' dream season ended the next week when Miami won the AFC 
Championship with a 21-17 decision. but the Steelers had risen to a new 
plateau which would continue to the end of the decade. 

A 10-4 finish and wild card playoff berth preceded a second postseason 
game against Oakland in 1973, but the Raiders avenged the previous year's 
loss, 33-14. In 1974 the Steelers won the AFC Central title with a 10-3-1 record 
and marched past Buffalo (32-14) and Oakland (24-13) on their way to Su-
per Bowl IX. A tough Pittsburgh defense posted the 16-6 victory over the 
Minnesota Vikings to give the Steelers their first of an NFL-record four Super 
Bowl championships. 

The Steelers won 11 consecutive games in 1975 to finish 12-2 tor their 
second straight division title. They defeated Baltimore (28-10) and Oakland 
(16-10) in the playoffs, setting up their second consecutive Super Bowl win, 
this time over the Dallas Cowboys by a 21-17 margin. The victory made the 
Steelers the third team in NFL history to win back-to-back Super Bowls. 

Postseason losses followed the Steelers' 1976 and 1977 division titles. In 
1976 the Steelers bounced back from a 1-4 start to win nine straight games 
and finish 10-4, but th ey lost to Oakland 24-7 in the second round after beat-
ing the Baltimore Colts 40-14 in the playofis. In 1977, the Steelers dropped 
a playoff game to Denver (34-21) after capping the regular season with a 
9-5 mark and their fourth straight AFC Central title . 

Returning in 1978 to make their third Super Bowl appearance, the Steelers 
rode the momentum ot a league-leading 14-2 record to defeat Denver (33-10) 
and Houston (34-5) en route to Super Bowl XIII and a rematch wi th Dallas. 
The 35-31 victory made the Steelers the first team to win three Super Bowls. 

In 1979 history was made once again when the Steelers claimed Super 
Bowl win number four, marking the second time they won consecutive Su-
per Bowls. They beat the Los Angeles Rams 31-19 following a 12-4 regular 
season and playoff wins over Miami (34-14) and Houston (27-13). With six 
consecuti ve AFC Central titles, eight straight years of playoffs, and four Su-
per Bowl championships (IX, X. XI II, XIV) , the Steelers were tagged the " Team 
of the Decade" for the 1970s. 

The new decade of the 1980s was not as friendly as the Steelers tailed 
to qualify for the playoffs after finishing 9-7 in 1980 and 8-8 in 1981. 

In 1982 the Steelers organization celebrated its 50th anniversary by returning 
to postseason play with a 6-3 record in the strike-shortened campaign. An 
anniversary banquet was held during the season to commemorate the team's 
first 50 seasons and to honor the al l-time team as selected by fan voting. 
Thousands of fans were attracted to Pittsburgh during the week of activities 
and exhibits, but the San Diego Chargers ended the Steelers' anniversary 
campaign with a 31-28 playoff win. 

In 1983 the Steelers claimed their eighth AFC Central division title with a 
10-6 record , but they fell short once again in the playoffs. losing 38-1 O to 
the Los Angeles Raiders. 

In 1984 the 9-7 Steelers won their 9th division championship and followed 
that with a 13-7 playoff win at Denver. In the AFC Championship game, 
however, Miami produced a 45-28 assault which prevented a fifth Super Bowl 
appearance for the Steelers. 

The Steelers' streak of 13 consecutive non-losing seasons came to an end 
in 1985 when they finished 7-9, followed by a 6-10 record in 1986. Losses 
in the last two games of 1987, another strike-shortened season, dropped the 
Steelers to 8-7 and out of playoff contention. 

In 1988 the Steele rs struggled through their worst season since Noll be-
came head coach in 1969, finishing 5-11 with losing streaks of six and four 
weeks. In 1989 they got off to a rocky start, losing the first two games by 
a combined score ot 92-10 to Cleveland (51-0) and Cincinnati (41-10). But 
the young team battled back to post a 9-7 record and earn a wild card spot. 
An exciting 26-23 overtime win in Houston in the wild card game was fol-
lowed by a 24-23 loss in Denver in which the Steelers led until the final minutes. 

The 1990 Steelers started slowly with a 1-3 beginning , but they finished 
the year in a three way tie for first place in the AFC Central at 9-7. They lost 
ou t in the playoff tie-breaker system, however, to Cincinnati and Houston. 

When Art Rooney was inducted into the Pro Footbal l Hall of Fame in 1964 
he had begun turning over much of the operation of the team to his oldest 
son, Dan. Having worked in every area of the organization since 1955, Dan 
Rooney was named president of the Steelers in 1975. Now in his 37th year 
with the Steelers, he is one of the most active NFL executives and one of 
Pittsburgh's most involved executives in civic affairs. 
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Among his community activities, Dan Rooney is an officer and board mem-
ber for The United Way, The American Ireland Fund, The American Diabetes 
Association, The Pittsburgh History and Landmarks Foundation , and Du-
quesne University. 

As a key member of several NFL committees over the past 17 years, Dan 
Rooney has served on the board of directors for the NFL Trust Fund, NFL 
Films, and the Scheduling Comm ittee. He was appoin ted chairman of the 
Expansion Committee in 1973, which considered new franchise locations and 
directed the addition of Seattle and Tampa Bay as expansion clubs in 1976. 
That year Dan was also named chairman of the Negotiating Committee, and 
in 1982 he contributed to the negotiations for the Collective Bargaining Agree-
ment for the NFL owners and the Players' Association. Rooney is currently 
a member of the six-person Management Council Executive Committee, the 
Hall of Fame Committee, the Super Bowl Ring Committee, the NFL Proper-
ties Executive Comm ittee, and is chairman of the World League of American 
Football Committee. 

Daniel M. Rooney was born on Pittsburgh 's North Side on July 20, 1932. 
He is a 1950 graduate of North Catholic High School , where he played quar-
terback. He went on to Duquesne University and was graduated in 1955 with 
a bachelors degree in accounting. Dan and his wife Patricia live in Mt. 
Lebanon.

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STEELERS COACHES 

CHUCK NOLL 
Head Coach 

The second-winningest active coach and fifth-winningest in the history of 
the NFL, 59-year old Chuck Noll begins his 23rd season as the Steelers' head 
coach in 1991 . His overall career record of 202- 14 7-1 (.579) makes him one 
of only five coaches in NFL history to win 200 games. 

Nol l's 202 wins are topped by only George Halas (325), Don Shula (297), 
Tom Landry (270) , and Curly Lam beau (234). Shula, Noll 's former boss with 
the Baltimore Colts, is the only current coach wi th more wins and the only 
active NFL coach who has been a head coach longer than Noll's 23 years. 
But Noll has been in charge of the same team longer than any of the NFL's 
current coaches and is one of just four men - Lambeau (29), Landry (29), 
and Steve Owen (23) - to lead the same team for 23 consecutive seasons. 

Noll's overall record includes a 186-139-1 (.572) regular season mark and 
16-8 in postseason. His postseason winning percentage of .667 ranks sixth 
in NFL history and is second among the six coaches who have been in 15 
or more postseason contests. It also includes fou r Super Bowl 'Nins, which 
distinguish Noll as the only coach in league history to claim four Super Bowl 
titles. 

Noll was named the 14th head coach in Steelers history on Jan. 27, 1969. 
He brouqht with him a solid belief in bui lding through the draft. His first draft 
class included such future stars as Hall of Farner Joe Greene, Jon Kolb, and 
L.C. Greenwood. A 1-13 inaugural season gave Noll the first overall pick of 
the 1970 draft, which he used to select Hall of Famers Terry Bradshaw on 
the first round and Mel Blount on the third . In fact, Noll selected five players 
in his first four draft c lasses who are now members of the Hall of Fame, in-
cluding three of his fi rst 20 and four of his first 38 draft picks. Records of 
5-9 and 6-8 in Noll 's second and third seasons reflected the progress his 
young team was making . 

In 1972 the Steelers turned the corner with an 11-3 campaig n for thei r first 
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division title in the club 's 40-year history. They won a thrilling 13-7 playoff 
game over Oakland before losing to Miami 21-17 in the AFC Championship, 
but this began a streak of eight years of postseason play. 

In 1973 the Steelers claimed a wi ld card playoff berth but lost to Oakland 
33-14 in the wild card game. The following year Noll got his second division 
title and the first of six consecutive as he led the Steelers to a 10-3-1 finish. 
But the Steelers were not finished yet as they defeated Buffalo (32-14) and 
Oakland (24- 13) en route to Super Bowl IX. A 16-6 domination of Minnesota 
handed Noll and the Steelers their first Super Bowl troph y. 

In 1975 the Steelers became the third team. joining Green Bay (Super Bowls 
I and II) and Miami (VII and VIII) to repeat as Super Bowl champion. They 
plowed through the regular season with a 12-2 record before dispatching 
Baltimore (28-10) and Oakland (16-10) in the playoffs and Dallas (21- 17) in 
Super Bowl X. Noll joined Vince Lombardi and Shula as the only coaches 
to win two Super Bowls. 

The Steelers struggled in 1976, starting 1-4 before nine straight wins left 
them at 10-4 to win the AFC Central division. They downed Baltimore 40-14 
in the playoffs but could not beat Oakland , losing 24-7. A 9-5 finish in 1977 
preceded the Steelers' 34-21 playoff loss to Denver. 

In 1978 Noll got his team back on track as they posted a league-best 14-2 
record. They dominated Denver (33-10) and Houston (34-5) in the playoffs 
to set up a Super Bowl rematch vs. Dal las in Super Bowl XIII . The Steelers' 
35-31 win made them the fi rst team to win three Super Bowls. 

The Steelers made history one more time after a 12-4 campaign in 1979 
and postseason wins over Miami (34-14) and Houston (27-13). Their 31-19 
Super Bowl XIV win over the Los Angeles Rams gave the Steelers an un-
precedented fourth Super Bowl championship and the title , " Team of the 
Decade. " 

Noll 's 1980 and 1981 teams fell short with 9-7 and 8-8 records. but in 1982, 
the Steelers' 50th season, the team rebounded to a 6-3 finish in a strike-
interrupted season. They lost their playoff game, however, 31-28 to San Diego. 

In 1983 and 1984 Noll claimed his eighth and ninth division titles. The 1983 
team went 10-6 before losing to the Los Angeles Raiders in the playoffs. 38-1 O 
In 1984 the team advanced as far as the AFC Championship game with a 
9-7 regular season mark and a 24-17 playoff win in Denver. The hope for 
a fifth Super Bowl appearance vanished in the Steelers' 45-28 AFC Champi-
onship loss to Miami. 

Noll 's longest playoff drought lasted from 1985-88, but he ended that in 
1989 with a 9-7 team that claimed an AFC wild card berth as it won five of 
its fi nal six games. The team showed its character by bouncing back from 
an 0-2 start in which the Steelers were outscored 92-10. They proved their 
character again in a 26-23 overtime playoff win in Houston, and the follow-
ing week dominated Denver before losing 24-23 in the final minutes. Nol l 
was rewarded by being named AFC Coach of the Year for the first time by 
the Professional Football Writers of America. It was an honor long overdue 
for a man whose professional football ca reer spans five decades. 

In 1990 Noll 's young team struggled through a 1-3 start before fini shing 
the season at 9-7 and in a three-way tie for fi rs t place in the AFC Central. 
They were eliminated from the playoffs in tie-breaker procedures. 

Noll' s 39-year pro football career includes seven seasons as a player, nine 
as an assistant coach, and 23 as a head coach. He began as a 21st-round 
draft choice of the Cleveland Browns in 1953, where he played guard and 
linebacker through 1959. He retired at the age of 27 and began his coach-
ing career in 1960 as an assistant to Sid Gi llman with the Los Angeles 
Chargers. 

In 1966 Noll joined Shula's Baltimore Col ts staff for a three-year stint that 
included a total of seven losses and a Super Bowl Ill loss to the New York 
Jets. Following Super Bowl Ill , Noll was named head coach of the Steelers. 

Charles Henry Noll was born in Cleveland , Ohio, on January 5, 1932. He 
attended Holy Trinity School and Benedictine High prior to enrolling at Day-
ton, where he studied education and was captain of the football team and 
is a charter member of the school's athletic hal l of fame . Noll was graduated 
from Dayton in 1953 with a bachelor of science degree in education . and 
in 1980 he was presented a Distinguished Alumni Award . He also has two 
honorary degrees, receiving a Ph.D. in humanitarian service from Duquesne 
in 1980 and a Ph.D. in commercial science from Robert Morris College in 
1990. Noll and his wife Marianne have one son. Chris. The Nalls live in Up-
per St. Clair.

RON BLACKLEDGE 
Offensive Line Coach 

Ron Blackledge enters his 10th sea-
son on the Steelers staff and his 33rd 
year in coaching. He joined the Steel-
ers on Aug. 31, 1982 as an ottensive 
assistant and was named ottensive line 
coach two days later. From 1984-88 
Blackledge shared the offensive line 
coaching duties, focusing on the tack-
les and tight ends. He took over 
responsibility for the entire line in 1989. 

Blackledge is responsible for teach-
ing the Steelers' intricate trapping 
schemes, which they utilize more than 
any other NFL team. 

Blackledge's 33 years in coaching 
include 9 seasons at the high school 
level in Canton, Oh., 14 in college, and 
10 in the NFL. 

A native of North Canton, Oh., 
Blackledge's first coaching position 
was at Canton South High in 1960. He 
also coached at Timken (1963-65) and 
Glenwood (1966-67) high schools in 
Canton before moving on to Ashland 
College as offensive line coach in 
1968. 

Following 2 years at Ashland were 
stints as offensive line coach for Cin-
cinnati (1970-72), Kentucky (1973-75) , 
and Princeton (1976). 

Blackledge was named offensive 
coordinator at Kent State in 1977. He 
served as that school 's head coach 
from 1979-81 before joining the Steel-
ers the next year. 

As a player, Blackledge played tight 
end and defensive end fo r Bowling 
Green from 1957-59. He was later in-
ducted into the school's Hall of Fame. 
Blackledge was graduated with a 
bachelors degree in physical educa-
tion in 1960. and in 1967 he received 
his masters in guidance and physical 
education from Ohio University. 

Ron and his wife Linda have th ree 
chil d ren - daughters Michell e 
(6- 13-64) and Traci (8- 17-71) and son 
Todd (2-25-61). Ron was born April 15, 
1938 in North Canton, Oh. The Black-
ledges live in the North Hills. 
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DAVE BRAZIL 
Defensive Coordinator 

Dave Brazi l is in his second year as 
an NFL coordinator after being 
promoted to defensive coordinator in 
March of 1990. He joined the Steelers 
on Feb. 9, 1989 as linebackers coach 
after 5 seasons with the Kansas City 
Chiefs. 

Brazil is a veteran of 32 years of 
coaching, including 10 at the high 
school level , 12 in college, and 10 at 
the professional level. In 10 seasons 
(1958-67) of high school coaching in 
Michigan his teams enioyed a streak 
of 8 years during which they never lost 
more than 2 games. After his success-
ful high school coaching career, Brazil 
held offensive or defensive coordina-
tor positions at 5 ditterent colleges. 

In 1968 Brazi l got his first college job 
at Holy Cross, where he spent 2 sea-
sons as offensive and defensive coor-
dinator. He followed that with 2 years 
as defensive coordinator at Tulsa 
(1970-71) and 3 seasons (1972-74) as 
ottensive and defensive coordinator for 
Eastern Michigan. 

Brazil got his fi rst professional 
coaching position in 1975 as defensive 
coordinator fo r the World Football 
League's Detroit Wheels. The follow-
ing season he held the same post for 
the WFL Chicago Fire. 

In 1978 Brazil returned to the college 
ranks. spending 2 years as Boston 
College's defensive coordinator and 3 
(1980-82) at Kent State. 

Brazil moved to the NFL in 1984 as 
a defensive assistant with the Kansas 
City Chiefs. He coached the Chiefs' 
secondary in 1987 and the lineback-
ers in 1988. 

Brazil was graduated in 1958 with a 
business administration degree from 
the University of Detroit. 

Dave and his wife Bridget have six 
ch ildren - daughters Kathleen and 
Mary Ann, and sons Michael. Daniel . 
Thomas, and Patrick. Dave was born 
in Detroit, Mich .. on March 25. 1936. 
The Brazil fami ly lives in Bethel Park. 



JOHN FOX 
Defensive Backs Coach 

John Fox begins his third season as 
the Steelers' oefensive backs coach af-
ter joining the team Feb. 10, 1989. His 
first NFL coach ing position followed 3 
years as defensive coordinator and 
secondary coach at the University of 
Pittsburgh. 

In the Steelers secondary Fox 
coaches one of the team's youngest 
but most talented group of players. His 
effectiveness in working with young 
ath letes is impressive, having led the 
Pitt defense to a top-10 national rank-
ing for pass defense each of his 3 sea-
sons there. 

Prior to 1oining the Steelers, Fox 
spent 10 seasons coaching defensive 
secondaries at 7 different colleges. He 
began in 1979 at US International 
University. Fol lowing were one-year 
stints at Boise State (1980), Long 
Beach State (1981) , Utah (1982). Kan-
sas (1983) . and Iowa State (1984). 

Fox took his first coaching position 
at the professional level in 1985. 
coaching the defensive backs for the 
USFL's Los Angeles Express. He 
returned to the college ranks that fall. 
joining Mike Gottfried 's staff at Kansas. 

In 1986 Fox went from Kansas to 
Pittsburgh as defensive coordinator 
under Gottfried . In his first season. 
Fox 's defense ranked ninth in the 
country, yielding 276.9 yards per 
game. The following year they jumped 
to fou rth with 233.0 yards per game. 
and in 1988 finished fourth again with 
a 254.2-yards-per-game average in-
cluding second in pass defense with 
118.9 yards per game. 

Fox played defensive back at San 
Diego State from 1975-77. He was 
graduated with a bachelors degree in 
physical education and a teaching cer· 
tificate in 1977. 

John and his wife Robin have two 
sons. Matthew (6-5-87) and Mark 
(12-4-90) . John was born Feb. 8, 1955 
in Vi rginia Beach. Va. The Fox family 
lives in Upper St. Clair. 
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JOE GREENE 
Defensive Line Coach 

Joe Greene is in his fifth season 
coaching the Steelers defensive line. 
which is where he made a lasting mark 
as one of the outstanding defensive 
linemen ever to play in the NFL. 
Greene 1oined the Steelers' coaching 
staff on Feb. 19. 1987. Five months 
later he was inducted into the Pro Foot-
ball Hall of Fame in his first year of eligi-
bility . 

Greene was the first player Chuck 
Noll drafted in 1969, and is one of 3 
Steelers assistants who also played un-
der Noll. A perennial All-Pro defensive 
tackle for the Steelers for 13 seasons 
(1969-82) . he made 10 Pro Bowl ap-
pearances in addition to many other 
honors. Greene reti red af ter the 1982 
season. 

Greene won NFL defensive rookie 
of the year honors and played in the 
first of 8 consecutive Pro Bowls after 
his rookie season in 1969. He was the 
fourth player selected overall in the 
1969 draft. The heart of t11e famous 
" Steel Curtain" defense, Greene was 
widely considered the most dominat-
ing defensive lineman in the NFL . He 
accumulated 66 career quarterback 
sacks and still ranks second in team 
history. 8 years after his retirement. 

Greene was named to the Steelers' 
All-Time Team in 1982. and in 1987 he 
was presented the first Walter Camp 
Football Foundation Alumni Award. 

A native of Temple. Tex ., where he 
attended Dunbar High School. Greene 
wen t on to become a consensus All -
American at North Texas State. The 
head coach for Greene 's final two 
years (1967-68) was former Steelers 
defensive coordinator Rod Rust. 

Greene now serves on the North 
Texas State board of trustees. 

Joe and his wife Agnes have three 
children - sons Major (7 -29-68) and 
Delon (10-13-69). who both attend and 
play football at North Texas State, and 
daughter JoOuel (10-13-73) . Joe was 
born 1n Temple. Tex. on Sept. 24. 
1946. The Greenes live in Wexford. 



JACK HENRY 
Offensive Line Coach 

Jack Henry begins his second sea-
son with the Steelers since 1oining the 
club on a full-time basis on Aug. 3, 
1990. Henry spent the first two weeks 
of the 1990 training camp with the 
Steelers as a volunteer coach while 
Ron Blackledge was recuperating 
from back surgery. He works closely 
with Blackledge tutoring the offensive 
linemen. 

A veteran of 23 years of coaching, 
Henry spent 3 seasons at the high 
school level and 18 coaching in col-
lege before 1oining the Steelers last 
year. 

Henry began his coaching career in 
1969 at Blairsville (Pa.) High School. 
The following season he moved io the 
college ranks as freshman ottensive 
coach at West Virginia, returning to 
coach at Wheeling (W.V.) Central 
Catholic and Canon McMillan High 
Schools in 1971 and 1972. 

In 1973 Henry was named ottensive 
line coach at Edinboro State College, 
fol lowed by stops at Louisville (1974) 
and as ottensive coordinator at Millers-
ville State (1975-76). He then coached 
the offensive line at Southern Illinois 
(1977) and West Virginia (1978) prior 
to serving as ottensive coordinator at 
Appalachian State in 1979. 

Henry coached at Wake Forest as 
ottensive line coach and later as otten-
sive coordinator from 1980-85 before 
moving to Indiana (Pa.) as ottensive 
coordinator and associate head coach 
from 1986-89. 

A graduate of Washington (Pa.) 
Chartiers-Houston High, Henry played 
linebacker at Penn State from 1964-65 
before completing his college career 
as a guard in 1967-68 at Indiana (Pa.). 
where he was graduated in 1969. 

Jack and his wife Carol have two 
children, son Chad (19) and daughter 
Jacqueline (14). Jack was born March 
14, 1946 in Houston, Pa. The Henry 
family lives 1n Indiana, Pa.

DICK HOAK 
Offensive Backfield Coach 

Dick Hoak begins his 20th season 
as a member of the Steelers coaching 
statt and his 30th year with the organi-
zation. He is the longest-tenured Steel-
ers assistant and one of 3 current 
coaches who also played for Chuck 
Noll. Hoak's last two years as a player 
(1969-70) were Noll's first two as the 
Steelers head coach. He was named 
the team's ottensive backfield coach 
in 1972 after one year of coaching 
high school football. Hoak is the only 
remaining assistant from all four 
Steelers Super Bowl statts. 

Hoak enjoyed an outstanding 
10-year career as a Steelers running 
back after being drafted on the 
seventh round 1n 1961 from Penn 
State. He gained 3,965 career rushing 
yards and when he retired after the 
1970 season , Hoak ranked as the 
second-leading rusher in team history, 
tra1l1ng Hall of Farner John Henry 
Johnson. Today, 22 years after the 
end of his career. Hoak is still the 
fourth-leading rusher behind Franco 
Harris, Johnson , and Frank Pollard. 
He was the team's rushing leader in 
1965, '68, and '69, and his career-high 
858 yards in 1968 ranked fourth in the 
NFL that year and led to his Pro Bowl 
appearance. He was also honored as 
the Dapper Dan 1968 man of the year 
in sports. 

Hoak still ranks 1n the Steelers 
record book including eighth in career 
touchdowns with 33 , fourth in rushing 
touchdowns with 25, and second in 
rushing attempts with 1, 132. He also 
had 145 receptions for 1, 152 yards 
and eight touchdowns and had a 
77-yard touchdown run in 1968 which 
is the Steelers' fourth-longest. 

Hoak was a standout running back 
and quarterback for Penn State, 
receiving MVP honors his senior year. 
He was graduated 1n 1961 with a 
degree in social studies. 

Dick and his wife Lynn have three 
children - daughters Kelly (5-18-65) 
and Katie (7-23-68), and son Richard 
(7-5-72). Dick was born in Jeannette, 
Pa. on Dec. 8, 1939. The Hoak fami ly 
lives in Greensburg. 



JON KOLB 
Tight Ends & 

Conditioning Coach 

Jon Kolb is in his 23rd year with the 
Steelers and his 10th season as a 
member of the coaching staff. For the 
thi rd year he coaches the tight ends in 
addition to overseeing the condition-
ing of all of the Steelers players. 

One of the 22 players who were on 
all four Steelers Super Bowl champi-
on teams, Kolb is one of 3 Steelers as-
sistants who also played for Chuck 
Noll. He joined the coaching statt as 
conditioning coach on Feb. 17, 1982, 
the day he announced his retirement 
as a player . Later that year Kolb took 
over as defensive line coach replacing 
George Perles. After coaching the 
defensive line from 1982-86, Kolb 
coached special teams in 1987-88 and 
was conditioning coach and an offen-
sive assistant in 1989. 

In 1969 Kalb 's career with the Steel-
ers began as a third-round selection, 
Noll' s thi rd draft pick. He helped pave 
the way to four Super Bowl titles over 
the next 13 years from his ottensive 
tackle position. Kolb played in 1 77 
games to rank sixth in team history, in-
cluding 156 of a possible 157 in his first 
10 seasons with 112 consecutive 
sta rts. He is one of only 12 men to 
have played 13 seasons for the 
Steelers. 

Kolb was a second-team All-
America selection his senior year at 
Oklahoma State. Playing center and 
linebacker, he was also a two-time All-
Big Eight performer and played in ev-
ery ma1or postseason bowl game fol -
lowing his senior season. He was 
graduated with a bachelors degree in 
physical education_ 

Kolb was honored in 1982 when he 
was named to the Steelers' All -Time 
Team, and in 1987 he was inducted 
into the Western Pennsylvania Hall of 
Fame_ 

Jon and his wife Debbie have three 
sons, Eric (8-28-71), Tanner (10-26-80) 
and Caleb (7-17-90). Jon was born 
Aug. 30, 194 7 in Ponca City, Okla_ The

Receivers Coach 

Dwain Painter is in his fourth year 
with the Steelers since joining the staff 
on Feb. 15, 1988. He is a veteran of 
27 years of coaching including 6 at the 
high school level, 17 in college, and 4 
with the Steelers. 

Painter works closely with offensive 
coordinator Joe Walton in mapping the 
Steelers' pass offense_ 

Painter began his coaching career 
in 1965 al the high school level , coach-
ing at Wall High School in Wall Town-
ship, N.J. from 1965-70. 

In 1971 Painter got his start at the 
college level as offensive coord inator 
at San Jose State. After 2 seasons he 
was named quarterbacks/receivers 
coach at the College of San Mateo, fol-
lowed by 2 years as offensive coordi-
nator at Brigham Young from 1974-75. 

In Pain te r' s next position he 
coached the quarterbacks and 
receivers at UCLA from 1976-78, lead-
ing to his first head coaching position 
at Northern Arizona in 1979. In three 
seasons at Northern Arizona Painter 
compiled a record of 16-17. He then 
served as assistant head coach for 4 
years (1982-85) at Georgia Tech. 

Stops as offensive coordinator at 
Texas in 1986 and Illinois in 1987 
preceded Painter's move to the Steel-
ers in 1988. 

The 49-year old Painter attended 
Gateway High in Monroeville. He was 
the first quarterback to play for the 
school 's successful coach, Pete An-
timarino_ Pain ter was a member of the 
school's first graduating class in 1960. 

Painter played defensive back at 
Rutgers from 1961 -64 . He was gradu-
ated in 1964 with a bachelors degree 
in physical education, and in 1966 
received his masters in education . 

Dwain and his wife Diane have two 
children, daughter Deborah (12-23-62) 
and son Doug (10-21-71) . Dwain was 
born in Monroeville, Pa. on Feb. 13, 
1942.

George Stewart enters his third sea-
son coaching the Steelers special 
teams.

Kick return specialist Rod Woodson 
was the leading Pro Bowl vote-getter 
each of the past two seasons. He led 
the NFL with a 27.3-yard average on 
kickoff returns in 1989. 

Stewart is in the ninth year of his 
coaching career, which began in 1983 
as a graduate assistant at his alma 
mater, Arkansas, under head coach 
Lou Holtz. In 1984 he followed Holtz 
to Minnesota as offensive line coach. 

After 2 seasons at Minnesota, 
Stewart went with Holtz to Notre Dame 
in 1986. While at Notre Dame he 
coached the tight ends and special 
teams in 1986 and 1987 and the 
defensive ends in 1988.

Stewart signed a free agent contract 
with the Kansas City Chiefs in 1981 , 
but the knee injury prevented him from 
playing.
