THE FORTY NINER COACHES

LAWRENCE T. “Buck” SHAW

1}

“Buck” enters the field of professional football after a
brilliant collegiate coaching career. As head coach of the
Santa Clara Broncos he compiled the enviable six-year
record of 47 victories, 4 ties and 10 losses. Another dis-
ciple of Knute Rockne, he is listed on the All-Time,
All-Star Notre Dame team, at tackle. His first coaching
assignment was at the ‘University of Nevada. In 1924 he
accepted the Head Coach position at North Carolina
State. Returning to Nevada in 1925, he remained until
1928, when he was appointed Line Coach at Santa Clara,
In 1936 he was appointed Head Coach at Santa Clara.
That same year, “Buck” piloted the Broncos to a bril-
liant season, losing only to Texas Christian by a field goal.
Despite this loss, Santa Clara was invited to play in the
Sugar Bowl, where they defeated a highly favorite
Louisiana State team. The following season, the Broncos

proved invincible and were again invited to Pparticipate

in the Sugar Bowl classic. Louisiana State was again
defeated. 'VVith~the outbreak of war, Santa Clara dis-
banded its football program and it was during this period
that “Buck” became interested in the All-America Confer-
ence. In 1945 he accepted the position as Head Coach
at the Uni\;ersity of California but with the understand-
ing that upon the activation of the All-America Confer-
ence he would resign to accept the reins of the Forty
Niners. While recognized as a brilliant offensive strate-
gist, “Buck’s” defensive patterns have won him the ad-
miration of his rivals. He and his wife, Majorie, make
their home in Atherton and have two daughters—Patri-

cia and Joan. W hen asked about his hobby—*Buck” re-
plied in one word—*“Football.”



THE FORTY NINER COACHES

JAMES WILMER “Jim” LAWSON

One of. Stanford’s first to gain All-America recogni-
tion, Jim-is a graduate of the class of 1925. Performed
spectacularly in the Rose Bowl game of 1925 against
Notre Dame and the “Four Horsemen.” A pioneer in the
play for pay game, Jim turned to professional football
in its infancy—playing with Jacksonville in the now dis-
banded American League and later with Red Grange’s
New York Yankees. In 1932 he was appointed end

coach at Stanford where he remained through the re-

gimes of “Tiny” Thornhill and Clark Shaughnessy. Con-
sidered by all as America’s greatest end coach, his pupils
have been noted for their aggressiveness and intelligent
play. In the spring of 1942, Lawson was appointed Head
Coach at Stanford but prior to taking up his duties, he
volunteered for naval service. While “in blues” Jim tu-
tored the powerful St. Mary’s Pre-Flight eleven prior to
being assigned duty afloat. Parents of two boys—]James,
Jr., and Mark—the Lawsons reside in Palo Alto.

ALBERT ]J. “Al” RUFFO

Meet the Mayor of the city of San Jose, California. As
president of the San Jose City Council, Al's position
parallels that of Mayor. A graduate of Santa Clara Uni-
versity, he holds degrees in both law and Electrical
Engineering. He holds a guard position on Santa Clara’s
All-Time All-Star Team. Following his graduation, he
was immediately appointed Freshman Coach at Santa
Clara and upon Buck Shaw’s arrival on the scene was
moved up to the Line Coach position. A member of the

Bar, he practices law during the off season.

BALATTI, Edward T. Height: 6'1" Weight: 190
A product of one of Uncle Sam’s service teams. Upon
graduation from Technical High in Oakland, California,
where he was selected AN-City halfback in 1942, he imme-
diately enlisted in the Coast Guard and was assigned patrol
duty in the Pacific Coast Area. Played outstanding ball for
Alameda Coast Guard in 1943 and 1944.

BEALS, Alynn Height: 6' Weight: 190
A product of San Francisco’s high schools, Alynn graduated
from Polytechnic High in 1938. Performed under “Buck”
at Santa Clara where many critics rated him the equal of the
amazing Don Hutson, Released from the service only a few
days prior to the inauguration of the training period.

FISK, William G. Height: 6° Weight: 200

Graduated from Alhambra High School in 1936 after earn-
ing 4 letters in football. Entered U. S. C. in 1937 and was
selected All-Coast End in 1938 and 1939. All-American End
in 1940 and appeared in Chicago All-Star Game, polling
more votes than any other end, Played for the Detroit Lions
in 1940, ’41, ’42 and ’43 when he was selected All-Pro End.
Has also played under the banner of the Hollywood Bears
and Hollywood Rangers.

NORBERG, Henry F. Height: 6°2Y2" Weight: 225
After graduating from Palo Alto High in 1939 where he
starred at end, “Hank” entered Stanford University. Playing
end under Coaches Marchie Schwartz and Jim Lawson, he
was selected for a great number of All-Coast teams. Com-

pleted his college training in 1943 and immediately enlisted
in the Army, serving in the Hawaiian Area and Saipan. Dur-
ing his tour of duty he performed for two seasons (1943-4-4)
with the Fourth Air Force football squad. )

SUSOEFF, Nick Helght: 6°1Y2" . Welight: 210
Completed his high school training in 1939 at Roosevelt
High in Los Angeles, where he received All-Southern Cali-
fornia honors. Earned All-Coast and All- American mention
while attending Washington State College in 1941-42. En-
listed in the Army in 1942 and after serving in the Caribbean
theatre, performed in 1944 with the 2nd Air Force and in
1945 with the 4th Air Force.

- Artended Hoover High in Glendale, California, where he
starred at end. While at San Jose State, then coached by
Dudley DeGroot, he .was considered one of the nation’s top
centers.

A graduate of Hall Township High, Spring Valley,
Illinois—Ruskusky entered St. Mary’s in 1940. After one
season of competition he enlisted in the Marine Corps where
he earned the Purple Heart and Presidential Citation.

experience with the Philadelphia Eagles of the National Foot-
- ball League.

BASSI, Dick Height: 5°11" Weight: 215
Graduated from the University of Santa Clara in 1937—a
former pupil of “Buck” Shaw. Elected on many All-Ameri-
can teams and performed in the Chicago All-Star game of
1937, playing a big part in the first defeat of a professional
team in this annual event. Has played for the Chicago Bears,
Philadelphia Eagles, and Pittsburgh Steelers,

GRGICH, VYisco G. Helght: 5°11"° Welight: 210
Class of ’42 graduate of West Seattle High, where he was a
member of the ’42 All-City squad. Entered University of

§anta Clara where he played only Frosh ball prior to entering
the Army in 1943, Was a member of the 2nd Air Force
(1944) and 4th Air Force (1945) squads.

THORNTON, Rubert V. Height: 5°10 Weight: 205
Another former Santa Clara Bronco to return to Buck
Shaw’s coaching.
