PRESS BOX: The Bucs maintain two press boxes on the first (auxiliary) and third levels
(main press box) of Tampa Stadium. All-working news media with the proper credentials
should enter the press gate (west side of stadium). The main press box number is (813)
875-2837. Please keep this number confidential.

CREDENTIALS: News media representatives on assignment who do not hold press box cre-
dentials for the season should request single-game reservations one week in advance by
writing or calling Rick Odioso. Reserved credentials may be picked up at the press gate
on game day. The press gate is located on the Dale Mabry Highway side (west) of Tampa
Stadium and is open 2% hours before kickoff.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Field photographers should enter the press gate and proceed to the media
room to obtain a sideline credential for field admission. No one except network television
and game personnel will be admitted to the field without a camera. There is also a photo
desk located on the fourth level. Space is available there on a first-come, first-served basis.
Field photographers are cautioned that the bench area inside the 35-yard line is off-limits
to all non-playing personnel. Field photographers must also remain at least 12 feet outside
of the sideline boundary, .

Photographers are asked to take special note of the following conditions for use of press
credentials: .

Any secondary non-editorial use of any picture, film/tape or drawing of the game taken
or made by the accredited organization or individual to whom this credential has been issued
(including but not limited to use in advertising, sales promotion or merchandising) is pro-
hibited without prior specific written approval of the National Football League. Additionally,
television stations are prohibited from making available game film or tape to any other
organization even though the planned use may be editorial in nature without advance written
permission from the NFL or one of its member clubs. Such film or tape may be aired only
by the specific station or entity to whom this credential is issued.

Television stations filming or taping NFL games recognize that any films or tapes may
only be used in connection with a regularly scheduled television newscast within a seven-
day period following the game and the film clip or taped portion of each such showing
will not exceed two (2) minutes in length.

Aﬂditin’nallv, television stations agree not to use more than six () minutes of filmed
or taped “same-day’® highlights from NFL games on any regularly scheduled news programs

(i.e. no more than six minutes of highlights on Sunday night). This is the only exception
to the two-minute limitation.

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JOHN H. McKAY

Head Coach and Vice President

John McKay marks his 25th season as a head
coach in 1984 and there is nothing he would like
more for a silver anniversary present than a return
for the Tampa Bay Buccaneers to the top of the
l\gFC Central Division and success in postseason
play.

“Last season was a long year for all those in-
volved with our team,” he says. “I appreciate the
support we've received from our fans. I think those
that followed the situation realize the obstacles
we had to confront as the season went along. I
truly believe we have the talent on the team to win
if we keep them healthy. I think the players and
coaches have caught a Iot of heat in the last year
and we all want to show our worth.”

In 24 seasons McKay’s teams have won 11 col-
lege conference or professional division championships. They have made 12
trips to postseason play (nine bowl games and three professional playoff years).
Along with Tom Landry of the Dallas Cowboys who also enters his 25th con-
secutive head coaching season this year, McKay has been at his profession at
the major college or professional level longer than any active coach.

McKay has persevered at his demanding profession for so long by combining
an undying competitiveness with a realistic approach. “It has occurred to me
that almost all coaches I started with are no longer in coaching,” he says.
“Maybe I'm not as smart as they are. But it is something I enjoy. There is no
feeling like putting a team together and then coaching them during the week
and seeing the result.”

McKay’s unflappable attitude and perseverance has won many admirers. As
former Philadelphia coach Dick Vermeil wrote during last season’s difficulties.
“Very few men have given to the game what you have and I hope you can
maintain your sense of humor through this bad year. You will bring ’em back.
I wish I had your inner strength. If I did I would still be in the game.”

As he enters his ninth season with the Buccaneers, only three current coaches
(Landry, Don Shula and Chuck Noll) have been with their NFL team longer.
He has guided Tampa Bay to the playoffs three times in the last five seasons.
Only three teams have qualified more often in that span (Dallas, Miami and
San Diego). On all three occasions McKay has marched his team into the
playoffs with final week wins.

In 16 seasons at the University of Southern California (1960-75), McKay
posted a 127-40-8 mark (.760) while winning nine Pac-8 championships. He
took his team to eight Rose Bowls (winning five) and one Liberty Bowl (a win
in 1975 over Texas A&M). His Trojans won four national championships
(1962, 1967, 1972 and 1974). Only one other coach, his longtime friend Paul
“Bear” Bryant, won more national titles (six) in the history of college football.

McKay was born in Everettsville, West Virginia where his father was a coal
miner. Following his father’s death, McKay helped support his family through
odd jobs while earning all-state honors as a football running back and starring
at guard in basketball at Shinnston High School.




After serving in the Army Air Corps during World War II, McKay enrolled
at Purdue and was a starting defensive back in 1946. He then transferred to
Oregon and was a two-way starter in 1948 and 1949. Teaming with the late
Norm Van Brocklin, McKay helped the 1948 squad to a 9-1 record and a trip
to the Cotton Bowl. He still holds the school career record of 6.4 yards per
carry.

In 1950 McKay decided against offers from the New York Yankees of the
All-American Football Conference and the FBI to become a low paid assistant
coach at Oregon.

McKay coached both offense and defense at Oregon for nine years under
Jim Aiken and Len Casanova. After Casanova graciously credited McKay’s
plans for three consecutive Webfoot wins over Southern Cal, Don Clark added
him to the Trojan staff in 1959. In 1960 he was named head coach at USC
following Clark’s retirement.

During the McKay years, Southern California dominated the Pac-8 confer-
ence, finishing first or second 13 times and losing only 17 conference games in
16 years with 14 consecutive winning seasons.

McKay’s final nine USC teams were a remarkable 80-17-6 (.825) overall,
winning four Rose Bowls and three national championships. Known for winning
the big games, those final nine Trojan teams (1967-75) were 21-9-2 (.700) in
regular season games against fellow powers UCLA, Notre Dame, Oklahoma,
Arkansas, Alabama, Nebraska, Texas and in the Rose Bowl.

The McKay years at Southern California produced 40 All-American selec-
tions, most notably a string of outstanding tailbacks. Two of them, Mike Gar-
rett (1965) and O.J. Simpson (1968) won the Heisman Trophy. An indication of
McKay's eye for talent is that four of the top five tailbacks during his USC
years were not running backs in high school (Simpson—receiver, Clarence Davis
—guard, Anthony Davis—quarterback and Ricky Bell-linebacker).

McKay produced outstanding players at nearly every position while at
Southern California including Pat Haden, Charle Young, Lynn Swann, Marvin
Powell and Richard Wood.

He was elected Coach of the Year in 1962 and 1972.

By remaining at Southern California, McKay would now undoubtedly be the
leader in wins among major college coaches. However, McKay accepted the
challenge of building the expansion Tampa Bay Buccaneers from the ground
up on October 31, 1975. The original five-year contract was extended by Buc
owner Hugh Culverhouse for five more years, through 1985, at the conclusion
of the 1979 season.

“I have enjoyed every bit of my association with Hugh Culverhouse,” says
McKay. “He’s been a great support through some difficult times and some
happy times.”

McKay’s early Buccaneer teams were castigated in some quarters for their
reliance on the I-formation and 3-4 defensive concepts that had served him so
well at Southern California. But McKay felt these formations were sound and
particularly well-suited to a young, professional team. In the team’s fourth
season, the Buccaneers used a resolute 3-4 defense and a strong I-formation
rushing attack to advance to the NFC Championship Game, the fastest rise
from expansion to a championship game in NFL history.

Away from the game McKay is an avid reader, golfer and fan of John
Wayne movies. He and his wife, the former Nancy Hunter (known as Corky),
have two married daughters Michele and Terri, and two sons who are lawyers,
John and Richard. There are four grandchildren. He is the author of McKay:
A Coach’s Story (with Jim Perry) published in 1974.

Assistant Head Coach,
WAYNE FONTES Defensive Coordinator and Secondary

Energetic teacher and motivator who was promoted to assistant head coach
in 1984 to go with continued role as defensive coordinator and defensive back-
field coach . ..has been in charge of the Buccaneers’ defensive backfield since
the team’s inception in 1976...Tampa Bay perennially ranks among NFL
leaders in fewest touchdown passes allowed, tying for the lead last season with
Chicago (15) ... with only 35 touchdown passes surrendered in the last three
seasons, Tampa Bay has allowed fewer touchdown passes in that period than any
team in the league (89 touchdown passes allowed in the last seven years is also
the league’s best in that period) .. .assumed defensive coordinator role in 1982
and Bucs led NFC in total defense (third in NFL) and pass defense (fourth in
NFL) in his first season ... joined Bucs in 1976 from similar position on John
McKay’s staff at Southern California...born February 17, 1940 in New
Bedford,Massachusetts . . . graduated from McKinley High School in Canton,
Ohio ... graduated from Michigan State in 1962 after playing football and
baseball . .. an all-Big Ten back in his senior year, playing in the Senior Bowl
and North-South All-Star games...named Defensive Player of the Game in
the North-South game . ..also a .300 hitting second baseman for the Spartan
baseball team ... played with New York of the AFL in 1963 and 1964...a
starter in the defensive backfield before a broken leg ended his career prematurely
...still holds Jet team record for longest interception return (83 yards)...
returned to Micihgan State and earned a master’s degree in administration in
1965 while coaching the freshman football team . . . in 1966 and 1967 he coached
Visitation High School in Bay City, Michigan, compiling a 17-3 record and
winning the 1967 Class B state championship with a 10-0 record . ..served as
defensive backfield coach at three different universities, first at Dayton in 1968
then at Iowa (1969-71) and Southern California (1972-75)... brother Len is
defensive backfield coach of the New York Giants and three other brothers
played major college football...last name is pronounced “fonts”...he and
his wife, Evelyn, have three children, Mike (23), Scott (21) and Kim (18).

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JOHN BRUNNER Offensive Moderator

Joins Tampa Bay for his first season as offensive moderator after spending two
seasons as offensive backfield coach at Green Bay ... supervised backfield of
the No. 1 offense in the NFC and No. 2 in the NFL while with the Packers
in 1983 ... will be involved in all phases of the Buccaneer offense and coach
running backs . .. began his pro coaching career at Detroit in 1980 as backfield
coach . .. after three years with the Lions, he joined the Packers last season . . .
born on September 6, 1937, in Perkesie, Pa., where he attended Upper Perkeopen
High School . .. coached in the college ranks for 13 years before signing on with
the Lions...graduated from East Stroudsburg State in 1960, where he played
running back in 1958 and 1969 ...started his collegiate career at Maryland,
playing there in 1955 and 1956. .. college coaching career started at Villanova
in 1967 before moving on to Temple in 1970, where he stayed through 1973 . . .
then went to Princeton for two years before returning to Temple in 1976...
after graduating from college, he became assistant coach at Middletown High
School in New York for three years, before being elevated to head coach for
four years...has seven children, the oldest of which is Scott, a quarterback
with the Denver Broncos.

BOYD DOWLER Quarterback Coach

Assumed position of quarterback coach in 1983 after three seasons as Tampa
Bay’s receiver coach...the Buccaneers completed their highest percentage of
passes in team history (56.8%) last year ... can teach from experience gathered
in 12 pro seasons as a player ... tied with Cliff Branch for 18th on the all-time
pro career pass receiving list with 474 receptions for 7,270 yards (15.4 avg.)
and 40 touchdowns...born October 18, 1937 in Rock Springs, Wyoming
where his father coached football, basketball and track...graduated from
Cheyenne (WY) High School where he was all-state in three sports...a
versatile three-year starter at the University of Colorado...selected all-Big
Eight quarterback as a senior in 1958 (operating from single-wing, he achieved
the rare double of topping the team in both passing and receiving, not to mention
punting and interceptions) .. . also a varsity hurdler at Colorado while graduating
with a degree in science . .. a third-round draft choice of the Green Bay Packers
in 1959, he played with the Pack for 11 seasons until 1969 ...a member of five
champion Green Bay teams (three NFL pre-Super Bowl champions and two
Super Bowl titlists) . . . inducted into the Packer Hall of Fame in 1978. .. second
to Hall of Famer Don Hutson in most Green Bay career receiving categories. . .
NFL Rookie of the Year in 1959 . .. played in two Pro Bowls and was selected
first team wide receiver on the 1960s All-Decade, All-NFL team ... punted
for four seasosn for the Packers, including 44.1-yard average in 1961 ...began
coaching career with Los Angeles in 1970 ... player coach with Washington in
1971 and full-time coach with Redskins in 1972...worked with both quarter-
backs and receivers while at Philadelphia (1973-75) and Cincinnati (1976-79)
-..quarterbacks Roman Gabriel and Mike Boryla of the Eagles and Ken
Anderson of the Bengals were selected for the Pro Bowls during his tenure
along with receivers Charley Taylor and Roy Jefferson at Washington, Charle
Young and Harold Carmichael at Philadelphia, Isaac Curtis at Cincinnati and
tight end Jimmie Giles at Tampa Bay .. .enjoys racquetball and tennis and is
active in littl league baseball ... he and his wife, Patricia, have two children,
Kristen (21) und Brian (15).
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KIM HELTON Offensive Line Coach

Joined the Buccaneer coaching staff in 1983 after four seasons as the top offen-
sive assistant during Howard Schnellenberger’s successful building program at
the University of Miami. .. offensive coordinator and offensive line coach for
the Hurricanes . . . has lived in Florida since birth (July 28, 1948 in Pensacola)
... graduate of Gainesville (FL) High School, he then was a three-year starter
at center for the University of Florida (1967-69) ... offensive MVP on 1969
Gator team...graduated with a degree in physical education...after two
seasons of high school coaching in Gainesville (Eastside High), he joined the
University of Florida staff as a graduate assistant in 1972...a full-time
member of the Florida staff for six seasons beginning in 1973 . . . joined
Schnellenberger’s Miami staff in 1979...full name is Charles Kimerlaine
Helton . .. he and his wife, Pamela, have two sons, Clay (12) and Tyson (7).

CHIP MYERS Receiver Coach

Enters second season working with Buccaneer receivers in 1984, after three
seasons as receivers coach at the University of Illinois. .. brings nine seasons
of NFL receiving experience to his position . . . born on July 9, 1945, in Pan-
ama City, Florida ... graduated from high school in Stillwater, Oklahoma . ..
a two-time NAIA All-America during an outstanding career at NW Oklahoma
. . . drafted by San Francisco in the 10th round of the 1967 draft, he spent
one season with the 49ers . .. played 1968 season with the Alabama Hawks of
the Continental Football League...made the Cincinnati Bengals as a free
agent in 1969 and spent seven seasons with the team...caught 220 passes
for 3,092 yards (14.1 avg.) during his 109-game career including 12 touchdown
passes...an AFC Pro Bowler following 1972 season in which he caught 57
passes for 792 yards...angular, sure-handed receiver who was known for
his important third-down catches ... after several years away from football
in the recreational vehicles business, he began his coaching career as a special
training camp assistant for the San Francisco 49ers in 1979 . . . joined former
49er assistant Mike White at Illinois in 1980 and helped White build the Illini
into one of the nation’s top passing teams ... enjoys outdoor sports, especially
fishing . .. given name is Phil Leon Myers. .. he and his wife, Susie, have five
children, Adam (16), Brian (14) and Christopher (10) Bortz; Adam (9) and
Elizabeth (7) Myers.

ABE GIBRON Defensive Line Coach

One of the most widely recognized figures in pro football after long asso-
ciations with the Cleveland Browns, Chicago Bears and now the Buccaneers. .,
enters his ninth season as the Buccaneer defensive line coach...has coached
a Pro Bowl defensive lineman each of the last six seasons...born in Michigan
City, Indiana, September 22, 1925 and graduated from high school there...a
three-year letterman guard at Purdue following Marine service during World
War I1...a 1946 freshman teammate of John McKay before McKay trans-
ferred to Oregon . . . graduated from Purdue with a degree in education . . .
began professional play with Buffalo of the All-American Conference as a
number-one draft pick in 1949 ... joined the Cleveland Browns in 1950...
played seven seasons with the Browns as one of pro football’s top two-way
guards...a three-time All-Pro (1952-53-54) and appeared in five Pro Bowls
...played in six championship games with the Browns and was on three
world champions ...spent 1957 with the Eagles before joining the Bears for
the final two seasons of his playing career ... played in a total of 128 games in
11 professional seasons. .. an assistant coach with the Washington Redskins for
five years...joined the Bears' staff in 1965, coaching the offensive line for
three years (1965-67) before becoming defensive line coach and defensive coor-
dinator for four years (1968-71). .. head coach of the Bears for three seasons
(1972-74) .. . briefly head coach of the Chicago Wind of the World Football
League in 1975 ... of Lebanese descent, he is listed sixth in the Book of Lists
“Top 10 Arab-Americans” ... he and his wife, Sue Francis, have three children,
Bill (23), Matina (21) and Kal (17).

HOWARD TIPPETT Linebacker Coach

Enters his fourth season coaching Buccaneer linebackers and 22nd season of col-
lege or professional coaching. .. has overseen successful transition in Buccaneer
linebacking corps with four new players assuming starting roles in his three years
on job ... supervised kicking teams in 1981 in addition to linebacking duties, then
assumed greater defensive responsibilities in 1982 ... served as defensive coor-
dinator on the college level for four different schools...born in Tallassee,
Alabama, September 23, 1938 ... graduated from Tallassee High School where
he earned 13 letters and was quarterback during part of 57-game winning
streak ... graduated in 1958 from East Tennessee State (nicknamed the Bucca-
neers) with a degree in political science ... captain his senior year, averaging 57
minutes playing time per game as quarterback and safety ... coached high school
football for five seasons in Kentucky and Port Arthur, Texas ... began college
coaching career at Tulane in 1963 as secondary and receiver coach for three
seasons ... began 15 consecutive years of linebacker coaching as a member
of Jim Carlin’s staff at West Virginia in 1966 ... moved to Houston for four
seasons (1967-70)...returned to West Virginia as defensive coordinator for
Bobby Bowden in 1971 ... assistant head coach and defensive coordinator in
addition to linebacker duties at Mississippi State in 1972 and 1973... spent
1974 and 1975 in professional football as defensive coordinator for Jackson-
ville of the World Football League. .. returned to college as defensive coor-
dinator at Washington State in 1976, moving to similar positions at Oregon
(1977-78) and Mississippi State (1979) ... joined Terry Donahue at UCLA in
1980 as linebacker coach . . . known by most simply as “Tip” . . . he and his
wife, Peggy, have two daughters, Paige and JoAnn . . . he has two other
daughters, Terri and Kimberly.
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BILL KOLLAR Kicking Teams Coach

Joins the Buccaneer coaching staff this year and will assist Abe Gibron with
the defensive line in addition to supervising the kicking teams ... the first
former Buc player to coach for the team ... a first-round draft choice of the
Cincinnati Bengals in 1974, he played eight seasons of NFL football including
five with the Buccaneers ... purchased from the Bengals by the Bucs in 1977,
he was a starter along the defensive line for most of three seasons (1979-81)

. versatile and intelligent player, he started at all three defensive line posi-
tions although mainly at left defensive end ... career totals are 109 games
played (72 with the Bucs) ... he started 35 games for Tampa Bay making 229
tackles including seven sacks ... a graduate of Warren G. Harding High School
in his birthplace of Warren, Ohio (November 27, 1952) ... an All-America at
Montana State and MVP of the 1974 Senior Bowl, he is the only player from
his school ever selected in the first round of the NFL draft ... three-time all-
Big Sky selection .. . spent last season assisting at Montana State while working
on his master’s degree in administration ... he and his wife, Jan, have two
sons, Chad (8) and Clint (6) ... pronounced “cole-ar.”

JOE DIANGE Strength Coach

Supervises an expanded strength and conditioning program in his first year
with Tampa Bay . . . joins the Buccaneers after spending two years as the Naval
Academy’s first full-time strength coordinator . . . supervised the strength and
conditioning of athletes in 30 sports at Navy ... was also responsible for im-
plementing several new conditioning programs and served as an advisor on the
President’s Council on Physical Fitness ... served as assistant to Dan Riley,
now the strength coach for the Washington Redskins, at his alma mater, Penn
State, before arriving at Navy ... graduated in 1978 with a degree in physical
education ... was a starter at linebacker in 1976 and 1977 for the Nittany
Lions and then stayed four additional years as Riley’s assistant ... earned his
master’s degree in education in health in 1982 from Penn State and in his last
year there also served as department head for the physical education depart-
ment’s Strength Training program ... Long Island, Neéw York native, he was
born on April 24, 1956 in Massapequa Park and attended Farmingdale High
... his wife Jane is an accounting graduate of Penn State,

Admired owner of the Buccaneers whose other
business successes include the practice of law, real
estate development and banking interests...born
in Birmingham, Alabama on February 20, 1919
... graduated from the University of Alabama in
1941 (bachelor of science) and 1947 (law)...
served in the Air Force during World War II and
the Korean conflict, leaving the service with the
rank of colonel...public service following law
graduation included work as assistant attorney gen-
eral for the state of Alabama (1947-49) and assis-
tant regional counsel for the Internal Revenue
Service .. entered private practice in Jacksonville,
Florida in 1956 and quickly became recognized
as one of the nation’s top experts on tax law .. .currently the senior partner of
Culverhouse, Botts, Mills and Cone with offices in Tampa, Jacksonville and
Miami . .. expanded successfully into real estate and banking during the 1960s
with projects in Indiana, Ohio and Florida. .. his two most extensive current
projects are development of the 12,000-acre Palmer Ranch which represents
70% of the developable land in Sarasota County and partnership with Alfred
Austin in the $200 million mixed-use development at Dale Mabry Highway
and I-275 called “TampaSphere”...plans for Palmer Ranch include building
of Tournament Players Club Stadium Golf course called Prescentia .. .awarded
the NFL's 27th franchise for the Tampa Bay area on December 5, 1974 and
has diligently devoted himself to learning the business of football ... testimony
to success are his selection to the chairmanships of the NFL's Finance Com-
mittee and the Executive Committee of the NFL Management Council (he is
also an active member of the Congressional Relations committee). . . credited
by other NFL owners for unprecedented awarding of Super Bowl XVIII
(January 22, 1984) to Tampa on June 3, 1981 and played a large role in the

Shaking
off 185 yards in penalties, the Bucs ap-
peared to have the game won when
James Wilder scored from 23 vards oul
with nine minutes left for a 24-17 lead
and Cedric Brown intercepted Danny
White at the two-minute warning.

The bucs were unable to get a first
down as Dallas used its limeouls and
after a punt the Cowboys took over on
their own 26-yard line with 1:19 remain-
ing.

After three plays, Septien tried again
and converted from 42 vards out.

Jack Thompson played well for the
Buccaneers with 19 of 30 for 272 vards
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including an 80-yard non-scoring pass
to Jimmie Giles. The Buccaneer secon-
dary was bolstered by the return of
Mark Cotney from injured reserve and
Tampa Bay sacked White five times.
Still his late passing heroics boosted his
final yardage total to 377 vyards, the
second best figure ever against the Bucs.

each with the top four teams in the AFC East.

If in 1984 the Bucs finish FIFTH, their 1985 opponents will be: two games
(home-and-home) with the other four NFC Central teams (eight games), one
game each with the four teams of the NFC West (four games), home-and-
home games with the fifth place team in the NFC East (two games) and one
game each with the fifth-place teams in the AFC West and AFC East (two
games).

On January 22, 1984 over 60,000 visiting NFL fans found out what Tampa
Bay area fans have always known—Tampa Stadium is an unsurpassed venue
for championship professional football. For it was on that day that Tampa
Stadium became only the eighth structure to host a Super Bowl.

With a minimum of excess area around the field, seats clustered around mid-
field and no pillars obstructing view, Tampa Stadium offers excellent sightlines
for fans of any event. The high grade Bermuda grass with its 18-inch crown
has excellent drainage and ranks high on all lists of outstanding playing sur-
faces in the NFL. George Toma of Kansas City, the official Super Bowl
groundskeeper, said, “This surface is in the best shape of any field to ever
house the Super Bowl.”

With the addition of extra seating last year including 36 private boxes over
the east stands, Tampa Stadium now seats 74,317 for Buccaneer games. With
the addition, Tampa Stadium is now the third largest stadium in the NFC.
Only the Pontiac Silverdome and Giants Stadium can boast greater capacity.

The Super Bowl game between the Los Angeles Raiders and the Washington
Redskins set a new stadium attendance record of 72,920. The prior mark of
72,033 was set at the January 6, 1980 NFC Championship Game between the
Buccaneers and the Los Angeles Rams.
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The stadium originally seated 46,500 fans in concrete stands along either
sideline. Construction started in October, 1966 and Tampa Stadium was dedi-
cated on November 7, 1967. The initial structure cost only $4.6 million. In this
configuration it served as home to the University of Tampa as well as other
college football games and professional preseason contests.

As part of the awarding of an NFL franchise to Tampa Bay in 1975, the
end zones were enclosed to raise seating capacity to over 72,000. Other addi-
tions in 1975 were new computerized scoreboards at either end and an addi-
tional level on the press box above the west stands.

The complex is administered by the Tampa Sports Authority, a public board
composed of 11 members from both the city of Tampa and Hillsborough
County which was established by the State of Florida in 1965,

For the sixth consecutive season, Buccaneer fans can follow their team on
radio through the excellent play-by-play descriptions of sportscaster Mark
Champion. Known for his enthusiasm. authority, accuracy and resonant voice,
Champion has been providing exciting accounts of Buccaneer football since
1979,

He will be joined in the broadcast booth by veteran analyst Dave Kocourek
and a new member of the Buccaneer radio team, Ken Broo. who will handle
pregame and halftime commentary as well as post game interviews from the
locker room.

Buccaneer radio rights are held by Taft Broadcasting and this year the new
flagship station of the Buccaneers will be WSUN (620 AM). recently purchased
by Taft. The station broadcasts perhaps the most powerful AM signal in Flor-
ida. In addition a network of Buccaneer Radio Network affiliates will carry
the action throughout the state.

Champion, 33, now the sports director at WSUN, has been the sports direc-
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tor at WDAE in Tampa for most of the past 11 years with the exception of a
brief period with Tampa television station WXFL. Originally from Muncie,
Indiana, he broadcast Ball State University football, basketball and baseball
play-by-play while earning a degree in broadcasting. In addition to year-round
daily sports reports, he hosts a popular Monday night sports talk show in the
fall and has handled a number of other assignments including play-by-play of
the Florida Citrus Bowl.

Kocourek is a former all-star plaver in the American Football League with
the San Diego Chargers and Oakland Raiders, His broadcast credentials in-
clude analysis for NBC’s national football telecasts and he has also done pre-
season television commentary for the Detroit Lions and Miami Dolphins. Now
employed in real estate marketing and sales in Marco Island, Florida, he is
the former Director of Ticket Sales for the Buccaneers. This is his seventh
season of Buccaneer radio broadcasts.

Broo, 32, has been the sports director of WTSP-TV for the past four years.
Known for his effervescence on the air, Broo came to the Tampa Bay area
from Tulsa, Oklahoma, where he was a sportscaster for KOTV. A native of
Newark, New Jersey, Broo has been in broadcasting since receiving his degree
from Ohio University in 1974. His game-calling credentials include University
of Tulsa football and basketball.

NFL players and coaches, Buccaneer and visitor alike, know that Tampa
Stadium is one of the most vibrant facilities in the league on game day. Only
some of the indoor stadiums in the league with their built-in acoustical advan-
tages can surpass the level of crowd intensity at Tampa Stadium when the
Buccaneers are playing. Assisting the great enthusiasm of the Tampa Bay fans
are two skilled and valuable support groups, the Buccaneer Band and the
Swash-buc-lers.

The Buccaneer Band is one of only three NFL team bands. From a quiet
beginning in 1977 the Band has grown to over 100 members with a rapidly
diversifying skilled musical sound. A volunteer organization, the Buc Band
practices twice a week most of the year under direction of its founder Dean
Page. The Band offers an ideal outlet for former scholastic musicians after
graduation but its membership goes far beyond that, with all ages and many
occupations represented in a harmonious group bound by their combined love
of music and football.

The Band provides a lively sound during breaks in the Tampa Stadium
action and also entertains before and after games. Drilled_to perform on short
notice, the Band has a wide repertoire of popular tunes and marches.

The Buccaneer Band participates in much more than just game day func-
tions. Sponsored by Sandpiper Resorts of St. Petersburg Beach-Treasure Island
and Eastern Airlines, the Band is often asked to entertain at various functions
throughout Buccaneer country. The Band’s outstanding performances are a
major part of the success of the Tyrone Square Mall Pep Rallies on Fridays
before home games since 1979,

In the last several years the Band has further expanded and diversified its
musical capabilities. In addition to the game day group of over 100 the Band
has a 45-member symphonic band, a 20-piece concert stage band and several
brass and woodwind ensembles of various repertoires.

Leading cheers and dancing to the sound of the Buccaneer Band are the
Swash-buc-lers. The group was founded with the team in 1976 and has 36
members. The squad performs many complicated dance routines during breaks
in the game action in addition to leading the crowd in cheers. The squad’s
talented and dedicated director and choreographer is Pattie Bean, in her fifth
year with the squad.

In addition to their game day activities, the Swash-buc-lers also participate
in a large number of off-the-field activities as representatives of the Bucca-
neers. They have performed on television shows (including the appearance of
two girls on Bob Hope's NBC Super Bowl special in January, 1983), in com-
mercials and in many parades.

BUCCANEER HISTORY

FOUNDATION

November 4, 1967: Tampa Stadium is dedicated as Tennessee defeats the University
of Tampa, 38-0. The dedication concludes planning begun in 1965 by the Tampa
Sports Authority, an 11-member public agency formed by the Florida Legislature
The price tag of the 46,700-seat stadium is $4.1 million.

August 10, 1968: The first NFL preseason game is played in Tampa Stadium as
Washington defeats Atlanta before a crowd of 42,000.

November, 1968: First group attempting to secure an NFL franchise for Tampa Bay
is formed. This group, known as the Suncoast Pro Football Committee, functions
until 1972 when the Tampa Chamber of Commerce appoints the formal West Coast
NFL task force headed by J. Leonard Levy.

Summer, 1972: The Baltimore Colts train in Tampa and play three preseason games
at Tampa Stadium. Some 33,000 ticket packages for the three games are sold.

August 11, 1973: The New York Jets defeat the San Francisco 49ers, 34-14, in the
13th preseason game staged since 1968 at Tampa Stadium. Average attendance for
the games was 41,000.
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April 24, 1974: Tampa Bay is awarded the NFL's 27th franchise. As part of the
franchise award for the area, Tampa Stadium will be enlarged to 72,000 seats.
October 30, 1974: Philadelphia construction man Tom McCloskey is awarded the
new Tampa Bay franchise, but soon backs off accepting ownership.

December 5, 1974: Hugh F. Culverhouse, Jacksonville attorney and real estate in-
vestor who had earlier declined ownership of the Seattle franchise for geographic
reasons, is awarded ownership of the Tampa Bay franchise.

February 15, 1975: It is announced that the club will be known as the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers, which was also the choice of a local contest to name the new team
On June 15th, the team announces its official colors of orange, white and red trim
and gains the logo of a swashbuckling buccaneer.

April 21, 1975: Tampa Sports Authority unanimously approves a 30-year lease agree-
ment with Buc officials for Tampa Stadium. Three days later the Tampa City Council
votes 6-1 for approval of the stadium lease and expansion to 72,000 seats.

July 9, 1975: Ground is broken for the Tampa Stadium expansion financed by the
sale of $13 million in bonds by the Tampa Sports Authority.

October 31, 1975: John McKay, four national championships behind him at the Uni-
versity of Southern California, is announced as the head coach of the Buccaneers.
December 27, 1975: Hugh Culverhouse draws first pick in the college draft, while
Seattle receives the first pick in the veteran allocation in a special drawing held
prior to the Pittsburgh-Baltimore playoff game in Pittsburgh.

1976 (0-14, 5th AFC West)

March 30, 1976:-The Buccaneers choose 39 players (20 offensive and 19 defensive)
from other NFL rosters in the veteran allocation draft at the NFL offices in New
York.

April 8, 1976: Lee Roy Selmon, All-America defensive end from Oklahoma, is the
first pick of the entire college draft by the Bucs. He will become the Buccaneers’
first consensus All-Pro and NFL Defensive Player of the Year in 1979.

July 5, 1976: The Bucs welcome the first rookies and free agents to training camp
at their recently completed office complex known as One Buccaneer Place. By
December, 140 players will have been at least briefly on the Bucs’ first-year roster.
July 31, 1976: Tampa Bay's first ever action is a preseason game at the Los Angeles
Coliseum with the Rams. Los Angeles wins 26-3 although Pete Rajecki’s 18-yard
field goal provides Tampa Bay's first points.

August 14, 1976: The Buccaneers are winners for the first time, defeating Atlanta
17-3 in a preseason game at Jacksonville’s Gator Bowl.

August 21, 1976: After three road preseason games, the Buccaneers open at home
in expanded Tampa Stadium in a preseason match with the Miami Dolphins. As
67,466 fans watch, the Bucs give the veteran Dolphins all they can handle before
succumbing, 28-21.

September 12, 1976: Tampa Bay's first regular season game is a 20-0 defeat at
Houston. One week later, San Diego spoils the home opener, 23-0.

1977 (2-12, 5th NFL Central)

December 11, 1977: The Bucs tie an NFL record with three interceptions returned
for touchdowns and end 26 games of frustration with a 33-14 win at New Orleans.
Over 8,000 fans greet the team when it returns to One Buccaneer Place.
December 18, 1977: Tampa Bay makes it two in a row with its first home win ever,
a 17-7 triumph over the St. Louis Cardinals.

1978 (5-11, 5th NFC Central)

April 24, 1978: The Buccaneers trade their number-one selection in the first round
of the 1978 NFL draft to the Houston Qilers for tight end Jimmie Giles plus the
Oilers’ first and second picks in 1978 and Houston's third and fifth picks in 1979
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October 22, 1978: Tampa Bay defeats Chicago 33-19, to up its record to 4-4, but
injuries cripple the team during the second half of the season.

1979 (10-6, 1st NFC Central)

September 30, 1979: The Bucs become the only undefeated team in the NFL (5-0)
with a 17-13 win at Chicago. The game proves decisive in the NFL Central race
when Tampa Bay and Chicago end the season tied at 10-6.

December 16, 1979: The Bucs wait until the final game of the season to clinch
their first NFC Central crown. Tampa Bay edges Kansas City 3-0 in pouring rain at
Tampa Stadium with Neil O’'Donoghue’s 19-yard fourth quarter field goal decisive
December 29, 1979: Tampa Bay is successful in its first-ever NFL playoff appearance,
defeating Philadelphia, 24-17, as Ricky Bell rushes for 142 vards and two TDs.
lanuary 6, 1980: The Bucs finish just one game short of the Super Bowl as Los
Angeles wins the NFC Championship game at Tampa Stadium, 9-0.

1980 (5-10-1, 4th NFC Central)

January 7, 1980: Head coach John McKay receives a five-year contract extension. He
will become the organization’s president when he retires from coaching.
September 11, 1980: Tampa Bay avenges January's NFC Championship Game defeat
with a 10-9 victory over Los Angeles in the Buccaneers’ first appearance on ABC’s
national television series. The game is played on a Thursday night.

November 16, 1980: Doug Williams passes for 486 vards but Minnesota defeats the
Bucs, 38-30.

1981 (9-7, 1st NFC Central)

June 3, 1981: A Tampa Bay Super Bowl| Task Force, headed by Leonard Levy and
assisted by Hugh Culverhouse, makes a successful presentation at the NFL Owners’
Meeting in Detroit and by a vote of 24-2 Tampa Stadium is selected as the site for
Super Bowl XVIIl on January 22, 1984.

December 20, 1981: Tampa Bay wins an exciting winner-take-all showdown with
the Detroit Lions (20-17) for the NFC Central Division title. Two weeks later
(January 2, 1982), Dallas eliminates Tampa Bay from the playoffs.

1982 (5-4, 7th in NFC, Super Bowl Tournament Qualifier)

November 29, 1982: After an 0-3 start and a 57-day interruption due to the NFL
players’ strike (9/21 to 11/15), Tampa Bay posts its first win of the season defeat-
ing cross-state rival Miami, 23-17, in the first nationally-televised Monday night
game at Tampa Stadium.

January 2, 1983: The Bucs qualify for postseason play for the third time in four
years when Bill Capece’s 33-yard field goal 3:14 into overtime provides a 26-23
win over the Chicago Bears. The Buccaneers win five of their final six games in
their successful late-season drive, securing each triumph in the final minute of play.
The next Sunday (January 9, 1983), Dallas defeats Tampa Bay in playoff action for
the second time in as many years (30-17).

1983 (2-14, 5th NFC Central)

June 2, 1983: The Bucs acquire quarterback Jack Thompson from the Cincinnati
Bengals in exchange for Tampa Bay’s first round selection in the 1984 college draft.
November 6, 1984: James Wilder gains 219 vards rushing, the most in club history
and the most by an NFL running back since 1977, as the injury-riddled Buccaneers
break into the win column with a 17-12 victory at Minnesota. The season ends
with 18 Buccaneers on injured reserve.

January 22, 1984: Tampa Stadium hosts Super Bowl XVIII. The Los Angeles Raiders
defeat the Washington Redskins 38-9 before a stadium record crowd of 72,920,
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
