During his tenure, the Chiefs
posted a 101-58-1 regular season
record, and the resulting .634 winning
percentage was the second highest in
the NFL, behind the San Francisco

distinguished pedigree of football
accomplishments, having led his teams
to an impressive 150-96 record over 14
seasons in the NFL.

Marty Schottenheimer returns to
coaching after a two-year hiatus working
as an NFL analyst for ESPN. He will tell
anyone who asks that he only had to sit
up in the press box for a single game at
Arrowhead Stadium, before realizing he
wanted to be back on the sidelines,
directing an NFL football game. That
fierce, competitive drive and desire to
win are hallmarks of Schottenheimer’s
NFL coaching career, and traits he looks
to instill in his new team as the Redskins
prepare for the 2001 season. With many
new names on both his coaching and
player roster, Schottenheimer will look to
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49ers. In his ten seasons with the
Chiefs, Schottenheimer’s teams
averaged ten wins a season. They
advanced to the playoff
making Kansas City one of the AFC’s
most dominant teams of the 1990s.

Under his leadership, the Chiefs
captured the AFC West crown in 1993,
'95 and ’97, posting the conference’s
best record in ’95 and ’97, when the
team was 13-3. In 1990,
Schottenheimer directed the Chiefs to an
11-5 record, the club’s best mark in 21
years. Fie also led the team into
postseason play for jusf
since 1971 and the first

Kansas City continued to build strength
in 1993, when the Chiefs enjoyed their
finest season since the 1969 World
Championship campaign.
Schottenheimer led the Chiefs to an 11-5
record and their first division title since
1971. In 1997, his Chiefs finished fhe
regular season with an NFL-best 13-3
record, earning Kansas City its third AFC
Western Division title in five years.
Schottenheimer’s Kansas City teams
were consistently among the League’s
very best in five important areas: winning
percentage within the division, winning
percentage at home, turnovers, rushing
offense and scoring defense.

Before Kansas City,
Schottenheimer was the Flead
Coach of fhe Cleveland Browns
(1985-88). During his four full
seasons with Cleveland,
Schottenheimer produced four
playoff berths, three AFC Central
titles, and two AFC championship
appearances. In his first year at the
helm, he led the team to the AFC
Central title. The following season,
he earned consensus NFL Coach of
the Year honors, after leading his
team to a 12-4 regular season
record, a second straight division
championship and a trip to the AFC
Championship game.

Schottenheimer began his coaching
career with the Portland Storm of
the World Football League in 1974.
Fie opened that season as a player,
but a shoulder injury ended his
playing career, although he did
continue to tutor the team’s
linebackers. In 1975, he earned his
first NFL coaching job with the New
York Giants as linebackers coach,
brought on board by Bill
Arnsparger, now a Redskins
defensive assistant.

Schottenheimer joined the
Detroit Lions as linebackers coach for
the 1978 campaign, where he remained
for two seasons before being named
defensive coordinator of the Cleveland
Browns in 1980. Fie was named Flead
Coach of the Browns mid-way through
the 1984 season.

Schottenheimer began his professional
career on the playing field, selected in
the fourth round of the 1965 NFL draft by
the Baltimore Colts, and the seventh
round of the AFL draft by the Buffalo
Bills. Fie signed with the Bills and played
with the team from 1965-68. In his
rookie season, Schottenheimer got his
first taste of a pro football championship
when the Bills won the American
Football League Championship in 1965.
Fie joined the Boston Patriots in 1969,
playing two seasons before being traded
to the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1971. After
working out with the Steeiers during their
1971 training camp, Schottenheimer was
traded to the Colts, and he retired shortly
thereafter.

At the University of Pittsburgh,
Schottenheimer was an All-American
linebacker, and a member of Pitt’s All-
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state championship basketbaii team. He
then began his coiiege career at Pitt,
where he earned his degree in Engiish.

Schottenheimer is a iicensed piiot and
fiew with the Navy’s Biue Angeis in
February of 1992 and the Air Force’s
Thunderbirds in Juiy of 1997.

Born in Canonsburg, PA, Marty and his
wife, Pat, have two chiidren: Kristen and
Brian, now the quarterbacks coach with
the Redskins. The Schottenheimers live
in Reston, VA.

Arnsparger came out of retirement early in the
1999 season to serve as a Redskins defensive
assistant.

Arnsparger’s defensive wizardry has
helped propel teams to five Super Bowls and
three NFL titles. He first made a name for
himself as the architect of Miami’s “No Name

Defense’’ in 1972, when the Dolphins finished
17-0 and beat the Redskins, 14-7, in Super
Bowl VII. Miami allowed only 150 points in
1973, and Arnsparger received a game ball
after the Dolphins beat Minnesota, 24-7, in
Super Bowl VIII. He later developed Miami’s
“Killer Bs” defense in the early 1980s, when
the Dolphins reached Super Bowl XVII but lost
to the Redskins, 27-17. In all, Arnsparger’s
defenses were perennially among the league’s
best during his 12 seasons in Miami (1970-73,
1976-83).

As San Diego’s defensive coordinator
(1992-94), Arnsparger also made the
Chargers defense into one of the league’s
most intimidating units. In 1992, the defense
was ranked No. 2 in the AFC and No. 4 in the

NFL after finishing 19th overall in 1991. The
next season, San Diego led the NFL with a
plus-15 turnover ratio and finished fifth with 22
interceptions. San Diego was ninth in the NFL
in points allowed in 1994, when the Chargers
reached Super Bowl XXIX.

In other NFL coaching stops, Arnsparger
was a defensive assistant with the Baltimore

Colts (1964-69). He was the New York Giants
head coach from 1974 until midway through
the 1976 season, when he rejoined Don Shula
in Miami. In 1975, he hired Marty
Schottenheimer to his first NFL coaching
position as the Giants linebackers coach.
Schottenheimer calls Arnsparger one of his
key coaching mentors of all-time.

Starting in 1950, Arnsparger served in
college coaching positions at Miami of Ohio,
Ohio State, Kentucky and Tulane before
joining the Colts in 1964.

Raye joined the Chiefs in 1992 as an
offensive assistant and tight ends coach. He
later spent five seasons working with the
running backs. He guided one of the NFL’s
most proficient rushing attacks and coached
future Hall of Fame running back Marcus
Allen for five seasons. Raye also honed the
skills of three-time Pro Bowl fullback Kimble
Anders. Raye stepped up to lead the offense
starting in the 1998 season. The Chiefs
reached the playoffs in six of Raye’s nine
seasons there.

This is Raye’s fifth stint as an offensive
coordinator in the league.

But in Week 5 vs. Dallas, he
moved to FB and proved to be versatile in
the Redskins backfield. Besides adjusting to
his role as the lead blocker for Allen and

Skip Hicks, he became a threat to catch the
ball out of the backfield with his speed and
good hands. In Week 8 vs. the Giants, he
led the team in receiving with five catches
for 65 yards, including a twelve-yard TD
catch that helped the Redskins notch their
first victory. It was his first TD of the season
and his first career TD catch. Perhaps his
best game of the season was in Week 12,
when he was integral in a victory over

high five passes for a team-high 54 yards
and three first downs. Two weeks later vs.
TB, he rushed for a season-high 141 yards
on 28 carries, including a season-long 50-
yard TD run in the second quarter. It was
the longest run the Bucs defense allowed all
season. It was also the first of six straight
games in which he scored. Davis rushed 23
times for 84 yards and scored on a twelve-
yard TD run at the Eagles in Week 6. He
added three catches for 37 yards. The next
week vs. Baltimore, he gained 91 yards on
21 rushes and ripped off a 33-yard TD run in
the fourth quarter that broke open a 3-3
game in the Redskins 10-3 victory. It was
the longest rush Baltimore allowed in 2000.
In Week 8 at Jacksonville, he ran 24 times
for 114 yards, scoring on a one-yard run on
the game's first drive and a 16-yard run in
the fourth period that sealed the 33-16
Redskins victory. He ran 30 times for 124
yards with a one-yard TD in Week 10 at
Arizona and caught two passes for 62 yards,
including a career-long 39-yarder. Davis
carried 19 times for 85 yards and caught
three passes for 21 yards in Week 11 at St.
Louis but suffered a hairline fracture of his

right forearm while making a block. He
returned to the game for six more carries
but was ruled inactive for the next game vs.
Philadelphia. He was third in the NFL with
1,073 yards rushing at the time. He wore a
protective arm cast for the last four games
and averaged only 42 yards in Weeks 13, 14
and 15. Butin the season-finale, he rushed
for 100 yards on 27 carries with a long of
22. It was the 11th time in his career he

topped 100 yards.

Pro Career: 1999: Davis rushed for

1,405 yards, first in the NFC and third in the
NFL behind the Colts Edgerrin James (1,553)
and NYJ Curtis Martin (1,464). His yardage
total was a Redskins single-season record,
surpassing Terry Allen's mark of 1,353 yards
in 1996. Davis also led the NFL with a 4.8

average per carry and 104 points, the most
by a RB. He rushed for all of his TDs (17)
and ran for a two-point conversion. He also
gained 111 yards receiving and finished tied
for fifth in the NFC with the Cowboys Emmitt
Smith for total yards gained (1,515). He was
named to the NFC Pro Bowl Team and
received The Quarterback Club Redskins
Player of the Year Award. After earning the
starting RB position in training camp, he
posted six 100-yard-plus rushing games, the
first on opening day vs. Dallas, when he ran
for a then career-high 109 yards. It was the
first time a Redskins back ran for more than

100 yards in a game since Terry Allen in
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Oakland. He led all receivers for the second

time that season, amassing seven catches
for 110 yards, including a 19-yard strike for
his second TD. He added a career-long catch
of 30 yards. He had four catches for 62
yards in the Redskins win over Carolina in
Week 14. He started at RB in Week 16 vs.

Dallas due to injuries to Allen and Hicks. He
rushed 17 times for 70 yards. For the
season, Davis recorded career-highs of 21
catches for 263 yards and two IDs. He also
rushed 34 times for 109 yards. He made five
tackles and 21 blocks on special teams. His
biggest play on special teams came in Week
9 vs. the Cardinals. He recovered a Redskins

on-side kick with 1:04 left in the game that
led to the go-ahead FG with :35 left. 1997:
With Terry Allen in and out of the lineup due
to nagging injuries, Davis' playing time rose
from his rookie season. He rushed for 567
yards and three TDs on 141 carries. He was
also a receiving threat, catching 18 passes
for 134 yards. He got his first NFL start in
Week 2 vs. the Steelers due to an Allen

thumb injury in the game before. Davis had
respectable numbers in the Week 2 loss,
rushing 17 times for 66 yards with two
catches for 20 yards. His big moment came
in a Week 6 showdown with the Cowboys on
Monday night. After Allen was injured early,
Davis stepped in and rushed 22 times for 94
yards and two scores, helping lead the
Redskins to victory. Davis started vs. the
Oilers in Week 7 (13 rushes, 45 yards) and
the Ravens in Week 8 (17 rushes, 59 yards).
After returning to a reserve role for a few
weeks, he started in Week 14 vs. the
Cardinals in a must-win game, leading the
team in rushing (20 carries, 92 yards) and
receiving (six catches, 27 yards). He also
started in Week 15 vs. NYG (ten carries, 41
yards) and in the season-finale vs. the
Eagles (twelve rushes, 65 yards, one TD).
1996: Davis showed glimpses of brilliance
playing behind Pro Bowler Terry Allen. He
rushed 23 times for 139 yards (6.0 avg.). His
39-yard TD run vs. NYG was the team's

second-longest run of the year. In the RFK
Stadium finale, Davis came in late to rush
eight times for 35 yards and his second
career TD.

College/Personal: Davis gained 1,068
yards (5.9 avg.) and scored 14 TDs as a
senior at Auburn. He was a consensus All-
SEC First-Team choice. He tallied 17 TDs on

the year, tying Bo Jackson's single-season
school record. Davis ended his Auburn career
fourth on the school's all-time rushing list
with 2,811 yards, trailing Joe Cribbs, James
Brooks and Jackson. An All-SEC First-Team
pick by Football News and AP as a junior,
Davis led the Tigers with 221 carries for
1,263 yards (5.7 avg.) and 13 TDs. He was
named SEC Offensive Player of the Week
after gaining a career-high 246 yards on 27
carries with TD runs of 1, 24 and 53 yards in
a win over Arkansas. He saw backup action
in nine games as a sophomore, gaining 480
yards on 87 carries (5.5 avg.) with three
TDs. In his first college action, Davis gained
125 yards on 18 attempts with two TDs. He
arrived at Auburn with fanfare. He was
Football News National Player of the Year
and USA Today Offensive Player of the Year
as a senior at Spartanburg (S.C.) High
School. He ran for a school-record 2,448
yards (9.2 avg.) and 32 TDs as a senior,
leading the team to the Class 4A state title.
His final prep numbers were 4,501 yards on
535 carries with 53 TDs and 5,425 all
purpose yards. In the state title game as a
senior, he rushed 30 times for 230 yards and
two scores. At Spartanburg, Davis won the
state 100-meter dash title twice. He

graduated with a degree in vocational
education from Auburn. In 1999, Davis
spearheaded the Redskins "Hometown
Huddle" project with Habitat for Humanity
when he helped build a home in
Washington, D.C. He and his wife. Dee Dee,
live in Herndon, Va. He has four children:
Dentia, Sherrell, Stephen Jr. and Stephanie.
During the off-season, the Davis family
resides in Blythewood, SC.

1997: In
his first season in Oakland, George led the
AFC with a 91.2 QB rating. He completed 290
of 521 passes for an NFL-best 3,917 yards with
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second-best in the NFL. He set a Colts single-

game record for most attempts (37) and
completions (59) in a game vs. Washington.
He completed 202 passes without an INT,

snapping a team record held by Johnny
Unitas. 1992: George started only 10 games,

snapping his consecutive starts streak at 25.
He threw for 1,963 yards, completing 167 of

306 passes with seven IDs. 1991: George
started every game for Indianapolis,
completing 292 of 485 passes for 2,910 yards.
He set a team record by completing at least
50 percent of his passes in 14 straight games.
His 60.2 completion percentage was second-
highest in club history, and his 2.5 INT
percentage was fourth-lowest in team history.
1990: After Indianapolis took George with
the No. 1 overall pick in the 1990 draft, he
earned Rookie of the Year honors after

completing 181 of 334 passes (54.2
completion) for 2,152 yards and 16 TDs. His
INT total of 13 was the lowest for a rookie

with at least 300 attempts, topping Joe
Namath's mark.

College/Personal: George began his
college career at Purdue before transferring to
Illinois, where he went 20-4 as a starter. He

was third on Illinois’ all-time passing list with
4,674 yards, completing 428 of 714 passes
with 28 TDs. He was a First-Team, All-Big 10

pick as a junior after leading the conference
in passing, averaging more than 240 yards per
game. He entered the NFL after his junior
year. He majored in speech communications
while at Illinois. George is a native of
Indianapolis. He led Warren Central High
School to state football championships in

1984 and 1985, a period when the team won
28 straight games. He threw for 8,126 yards
and 94 TDs. He once threw six TDs in a game
and totaled 45 as a senior. He was named

National Prep Player of the Year in his last
high school season. He was also a baseball
and basketball standout. He and his wife,

Theresa, live in Indianapolis during the off
season, with their three children.

a career-high 29 TD passes, second to Brett
Favre's 35. He was the fourth Raiders QB to

throw for more than 3,000 yards. His 531

attempts and 3,917 passing yards were
Raiders records. He also had an INT

percentage of 1.7, the lowest in the NFL
among QBs with more than 500 attempts. He
ended the season with two games with more

than 300 yards passing. He threw a TD pass in
all but three games and completed ten passes
of 40-plus yards. He shared the Raiders
Commitment to Excellence Award with Tim

Brown and Russell Maryland. He started his
first game in Oakland at Tennessee (8/31) and
completed 21 of 37 passes for 298 yards with
TD passes of 59, 27 and 16 yards. 1996:
George was frustrated in his last year in
Atlanta. He completed 56 of 99 passes for 698

yards and three TDs in three games. He missed
the last 13 games after the Falcons suspended
him for four games - breaking his streak of 46
straight starts - and then released him. He
began the season ranked 15th all-time in
career passing accuracy and eighth in lowest
INT percentage. 1995: George had the best
statistical season of his career while with

Atlanta. He completed 336 of 557 passes for
4,143 yards, 24 TDs, eleven INTs and a 89.5
QB rating. His completions, attempts and
yardage totals were career-highs, and his INT
total was a career-low. His yardage total was
also an Atlanta team record. He led the

Falcons to the playoffs as a Wild Card entrant.
He tallied four 300-yard games and completed
58 passes of 20-plus yards, ranking second in
the NFL. He also completed 100 straight

passes without an INT. 1994: Indianapolis
traded George to Atlanta on 3/24, for two
first-round draft choices and a third-round

choice. He responded by completing 322 of
524 passes for 3,735 yards and 23 TDs. He
completed his 279th straight pass without an
INT, the third-longest such streak in NFL
history. 1993: George completed 234 of 407
passes for 2,526 yards, eight TDs and six INTs
for the Colts. He posted a 57.6 completion
percentage, and his 1.5 INT percentage was

to score over 100, a feat accompiished in 2000 by Redskins QB Jeff George (11/20 111.0, 12/3 100.0).

He also totaled five tackles and two
passes defensed in that game, earning a
game ball. In Week 11 vs. NYG, Green
caused an INT, intercepted his 49th pass
and posted three solo tackles, two assists
and one pass defensed. He received another
game ball after the Redskins beat Arizona in
Week 14. He made his 50th career INT, two
solo tackles and one assist. Showing no
signs of slowing down, he made nine solo
tackles in Week 16 at SF. He made four
tackles in the Wild Card Playoff vs. Detroit
and intercepted a pass in the Divisional
Playoff at TB. 1998: Green was named a
second alternate to the NFC Pro Bowl team
after recording three INTs, 87 tackles and a
team-high 22 passes defensed. The
speedster also saved TDs by chasing down
some of the NFL's fastest men, including
Jerry Rice, Napoleon Kaufman and Frank
Sanders. In Week 2 vs. SF, Green made eight
stops, including a TD-saving tackle from
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the fourth quarter. He missed the Skins
first-round playoff win over Minnesota with
a bruised heel but saw action the next week
in a Divisional Playoff at SF. He didn't make
the Pro Bowl for the first time since 1989.
1991: Green went to his fifth Pro Bowl and
his second straight as a starter, and was a
unanimous All-Pro. He tied for the team
lead with five INTs, his best mark since
1986, and posted a team-high 21 passes
defensed. He intercepted two passes vs.
both Detroit in Week 1 and Philadelphia in
Week 5. His pivotal INT in OT vs. Houston in
Week 9 led to the Skins game-winning FG.
He was again superb in the playoffs with
two INTs. He made a season-high ten
tackles vs. Dallas in Week 12. 1990: Green
earned his fourth Pro Bowl appearance. He
was a First-Teamer on the All-NFC team for

UPI, Football News and Pro Football Weekly;
and a Second-Team All-NFL choice by AP. He
began the year with INTs in the first three
games, a career first. In Week 3 vs. Dallas,
he had seven tackles and two passes
defensed and capped the Skins win with an
18-yard INT return for a TD. He made a
season-best ten tackles and intercepted a
pass vs. SF. He also had INTs vs. Phoenix
and New Orleans to finish with four. He had
an INT in the Skins playoff win over
Philadelphia. 1989: Green had two first-
quarter INTs vs. the Cardinals in Week 5. But
he fractured a wrist in Week 7 vs. TB and

was lost for the season. Despite missing the
final nine games, he was third on the team
with five passes defensed. 1988: Green led
the Redskins in passes defensed (14) and
made some timely punt returns. His 13- and
18-yard returns vs. the Steelers in Week 2
helped set up a FG and TD in the Skins 30-
29 victory. He also made a 32-yard return
vs. NYG. He broke a hand in the first quarter
of Week 15 vs. Dallas and left the game,
after which the Cowboys threw three TD
passes to beat the Redskins, 24-17. 1987:
Green made one of the most memorable
plays in Redskins history in the NFC
Championship game. He applied a last-
second hit at the goal line on Vikings RB
Darrin Nelson on a fourth-down play, jarring
the ball loose and securing the Redskins 17-
10 victory. Green played despite tearing rib
cartilage the week before in a first-round
playoff game. The injury occurred when he
was returning a punt 52 yards for a TD in
the Redskins 21-17 win over the Bears. His

regular-season highlight was a career-high
three INTs in Week 10 vs. Detroit. The last
one was on the Lions final possession and

preserved a 20-13 Skins victory. Green went
to the Pro Bowl for the third time. 1986:
Green earned his second Pro Bowl trip. In
Week 2, his end zone INT with :30 left
sealed a 10-6 win vs. the Raiders. A bruised
shoulder in Week 12 vs. Dallas forced him

from the starting lineup for the first time in
his career. In the playoffs, he intercepted a
pass to set up a go-ahead TD in a 27-13
second-round upset of the Bears. He
intercepted five passes and forced two
fumbles overall. 1985: Green posted a 13.4
average on 16 punt returns, the highest
such figure by a Redskins player since Eddie
Brown's 13.5 in 1976. He achieved that
average though his punt returns of 99 and
73 yards were nullified. He also intercepted
two passes. 1984: Green intercepted a
career-high five passes and earned a
starting Pro Bowl spot. He had 87 tackles
and a team-high 14 deflections. He also had
a dramatic performance that cemented his
all-star selection. With the Skins trailing
Dallas 21-6 at halftime in Week 15, he
returned an INT 32 yards for a TD. He later
stopped a Cowboys drive with an end zone
INT, and the Skins rallied for a 30-28
victory. 1983: Green set the tone for his
NFL career the first time he touched the
football with a 61-yard punt return in a
preseason game vs. Atlanta. A contract
dispute with Jeris White thrust him into the
starting lineup on opening day vs. the
Cowboys, and Green showed his speed by
chasing down Tony Dorsett on a long run.
He finished No. 4 on the team in overall

tackles (109) and first in solo stops (79). He
earned a runner-up spot as AP NFL Defensive
Rookie of the Year and was named to the
Football Digest and AP All-Rookie teams. He
returned an INT 72 yards for a TD in the
Redskins 51-7 NFC playoff win over the
Rams.

College/Personal: Green is legendary
at Texas A&I, where he was named to the
Football Coaches All-American Division II
team with 56 tackles and four INTs in 1982.
He was the Lone Star Conference Defensive

Player of the Year. He had 76- and 96-yard
punt returns for TDs as a senior. Also a
legend on the track, his 10.08, 100-meter
time was second behind Carl Lewis as a
senior. Green was all-state in track and all
city in football at Jones High School in
Houston. He has won the "NFL Fastest Man"
competition four times over such notable
track stars as Willie Gault, Ron Brown and
Herschel Walker. Green earned the title of

He saved perhaps his best

performance for a Monday night game at

defending Super Bowl-champion St. Louis in
Week 11. He sacked Rams QB Trent Green

three times, including one for a fourth-

quarter safety that accounted for the final

score in Washington's 33-20 win.

Smith appeared in

Week 2 at Miami (9/13), tying for the team

lead with a season-high ten tackles. He

earned AFC Defensive Player of the Week

honors for the eighth time in his career due

to a terrific Week 4 game vs. the 49ers: six

tackles, six QB pressures, one sack and one

forced fumble. He had a season-high two

sacks in Week 10 vs. NE (11/15). He played

in his 200th regular-season game in Week

15 vs. NYJ (12/19) and joined Andre Reed

and Jim Ritcher as the only Bills to play in

more than 200 career games. He ended the

regular season with a sack and fumble

recovery in the season-finale at the Saints

(12/16) and made his 19th career playoff

appearance in a Wild Card game at Miami

(1/2). 1997: Smith started all 16 games

and finished with an AFC-high 14.0 sacks
that tied him for third in the NFL behind

Minnesota's John Randle and the Giants

Michael Strahan. Smith's sack total tied for

the third-highest in his career. He earned

his sixth straight Pro Bowl trip and 10th

selection overall. He had four multiple-sack

games to raise his career total to 45. He

opened the season with two sacks vs.

Minnesota (8/31), then had 1.5 at NYJ. He

had a season-high ten tackles vs. Detroit

(10/5) and combined with Phil Hansen on

the game's pivotal play. They tackled RB

Barry Sanders in the end zone for the game

winning safety with just over 2:00 left. He

had a season-high 2.5 sacks at Indianapolis

(10/20) and was named AFC Player of the

Week for the seventh time. He garnered AFC

Player of the Month honors for October after

notching 5.5 sacks, 33 tackles (28 solo) and

nine QB pressures in four games. He
received that honor for the sixth time. He

made at least one sack in eight of the

season's first nine games and had at least

one sack in six straight games (Weeks 3-9).
He sacked QB Dan Marino twice at Miami
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Houston (12/24) because the game had no
playoff impLications. He had a team-high
five QB pressures in the Wild Card Playoff

vs. Miami (12/30). He was inactive for the
Divisional Playoff (1/6) vs. the Steelers
because of the flu and subsequent 104-

degree temperature. 1994: Smith was a
unanimous First-Team All-Pro and was

named to his seventh Pro Bowl. Perhaps his

most distinguished honor was being named
a finalist for Miller Lite "Player of the Year."
He was AFC Defensive Player of the Month

for September and AFC Defensive Player of
the Week when he had four solo tackles, two

sacks, six QB pressures, one forced fumble
and one fumble recovery vs. the Chiefs

(10/30). He led the Bills in forced fumbles
(five) and finished third on the team with
92 tackles. He intercepted his second career

pass at NE (9/11) and was credited with a
half sack of QB Drew Bledsoe in the end
zone that caused a fumble. The Bills

recovered it for a score. He tied his personal

best of four sacks at Houston (9/18). He

was inactive for GB (11/20) due to a
shoulder injury, marking his first absence

from the lineup since 12/20/92. 1993:

Smith was again the NFL's best defensive
player. He had 14 sacks, the league's
second-best mark and No. 1 for the Bills. He

won the George Halas Trophy as the
Newspaper Enterprise Association's
Defensive Player of the Year. He was named
Defensive Player of the Year by Pro Footbail
Weekly. He was voted to his sixth Pro Bowl
but missed the game due to the birth of his
first child. Smith led the Bills in QB

Pressures (24) and was third in tackles
(108). He was AFC Defensive Player of the
Week in Week 8 at NYJ and AFC Defensive

Player of the Month for October. He
recorded his first career INT at NYJ (10/24)
on a diving grab that sealed the victory. He
made his 100th career sack vs. Washington's

Mark Rypien (11/1). His six-game
consecutive sack streak ended at Pittsburgh

(11/15), a streak that matched his own
mark in 1986 and Phil Hansen's in 1992. He

made two sacks vs. the Raiders (1/15) to
become the NFL's all-time playoff sack
leader with eleven, overtaking Richard Dent

(10.5) and Charles Mann (10). He added
another sack in the AFC Championship game

(11/17). He had postseason surgery to clean
out his knee and shoulder. 1996: Smith

had perhaps his best season, posting career-
highs in tackles (120) and QB pressures

(54). He was selected to a ninth Pro Bowl
and was named NFL Defensive Player of the

Year by AP, UPI, Pro Football Weekly,
Football Digest, and College and Pro Football
Newsweekly.

He completely dominated
some games, such as at the Colts (12/9)
when he sacked QB Jeff George four times.
He made one of the biggest plays in Super
Bowl XXV, sacking NYG QB Jeff Hostetler in
the end zone for a second-quarter safety
that gave the Bills a 12-3 lead. 1989:
Smith became the Bills all-time sack leader

upon his 52nd sack. He finished the season
with 13.0. He broke the record vs. NYJ

(10/22), when he made three sacks. He was
a Pro Bowl starter for the third straight

year. He finished fourth in team tackles (88,
seven solo) and made a half sack in the

playoff game at Cleveland (1/6). 1988:

He received multiple
prestigious postseason distinctions,
including the NFLPA Defensive Lineman of
the Year. He led Buffalo with 78 tackles. His

twelve sacks were the most by an AFC
defensive lineman. He also had 17 QB

pressures. He won AFC Defensive Player of
the Week for his six-tackle, three-sack effort

vs. the Colts (12/13), when he sacked QB
Sean Salisbury in the end zone, causing a
fumble which Smith recovered for his first

NFL TD. He partially blocked a FG vs. the
Raiders (12/6). He started the season with

13 tackles vs. NYJ (9/13). 1986: Smith
had 15 sacks, tying with SB's Lee Williams
for second-most sacks in the AFC. His 63
tackles ranked seventh on the club. He was
an AFC Pro Bowl alternate. He had at least

one sack in all but three games. 1985: The
NFLPA voted Smith AFC Defensive Rookie of
the Year. He was also named to the Football

Digest All-Rookie team. He started 13 games
and led the Bills in sacks (6.5). He also led
the team in QB pressures (25).

College/Personal: smith was the
1985 Outland Trophy winner and a
consensus First-Team All-American as a

senior at Virginia Tech. He became the No.
1 NFL prospect. He made 46 career sacks for
the Hokies and 25 tackles behind the line.
His overall tackle total was 180. He was
twice named Tech's MVP and twice selected

as the top collegian in Virginia. He helped
the Hokies go to the Independence Bowl.
He was named to the All-South Independent
team three straight years. Smith was an All-
American in football at Booker T.

Washington High School in Norfolk, VA. He
also played basketball and helped his school fD
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1987 and raised $5,000 for the Variety Club
Tele-a-thon in 1990 with the sale of his

"Leader of the Sack" poster. He was
inducted into the Virginia Tech Hall of Fame
in 1995. He's one of seven men in the

inaugural class of the Independence Bowl
Hall of Fame. His full name is Bruce Bernard

Smith. He and his wife, Carmen, have a son
named Alston.

Westbrook posted a career-high five games
of more than 100 yards receiving, including
the season-opener vs. Dallas, when he
tallied a single-game, career-high 159 yards
on five catches with one TD. His sliding, 41-
yard TD catch from Brad Johnson cut the
Cowboys lead to 14-10 in the second
quarter. He caught a 15-yard TD in Week 2
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he came down, and his neck jammed into
the turf. Westbrook had surgery to fuse two
vertebrae in his neck, after which he worked
hard to rehabilitate himself. The season

started well for Westbrook, who caught two

Kent Cooke Stadium), Westbrook burned
Arizona Pro Bowl cornerback Aeneas
Williams for two TDs. The first one was a 7-

yard grab in the first quarter to mark the
first TD in the Redskins new home. The

second was a 40-yard leaping catch in the
end zone that gave the Redskins a 19-13
overtime victory. After starting Week 6 vs.
the Cowboys on Monday night with two
first-quarter catches, Westbrook injured a

11 vs. Philadelphia, he caught four passes
for 51 yards. He caught five passes for a
team-high 108 yards and a TD in Week 12 at
Detroit and four passes for 52 yards in Week
13 vs. Arizona. Against Arizona, he topped
1,000 yards for the year, the first Redskins
receiver to do so since Henry Ellard in 1996.
In Week 15 at SF, Westbrook had a team-

high 125 yards on seven catches, including
a season-long 65-yard TD that gave the
Redskins a 7-3 second-quarter lead en route
to a 26-20 win that clinched the NFC East
title. Johnson hit Westbrook in stride on the

pass, the second-longest of Westbrook's
career. Westbrook caught three passes in
the regular-season finale vs. Miami and
three for 26 yards in the playoffs. 1998:
Westbrook was headed toward the best

season of his career when a neck injury
ended it. He played in 11 games with 10
starts and led the Redskins in receiving with
44 catches for 736 yards and six TDs. He
also had a career-long 75-yard catch. The
injury occurred in the first quarter of the
Redskins Week 13 game vs. SD. He
outjumped Chargers safety Charles Dimry for
the ball but was slammed to the ground as
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tfinished the game with four catches for 60
yards and two IDs and was named game
MVP. As a junior, he caught 33 passes for
490 yards and two IDs. Although Colorado
was throwing less in its new option-style
offense, he was still one of the Big Eight's
most explosive offensive threats. He had a
season-high six catches for 132 yards,
including a 72-yard score, in Colorado's 31-
14 win over Oklahoma.

He posted a season-long nine-yard sack at
Jacksonville in Week 8.

Pro Career 1999: Wilkinson started all
16 regular-season games and both playoff
contests, leading the Redskins with eight
sacks to match his career-high from 1995. He
finished second in QB pressures (43) and
posted 43 tackles (28 solo) and a fumble
recovery. He also intercepted his third career
pass and scored his first career TD. In Week 7,
DE Marco Coleman hit Bears QB Shane

Matthews, and the ball fluttered to Wilkinson,

who rumbled 88 yards for a TD. The play gave
the Redskins a 14-0 lead in their 48-22 win.

It was the fourth-longest INT return for a
score in Skins history, the longest such return
ever by a Skins player at home and the
longest return ever by a Skins defensive
lineman. "Big Daddy" had five tackles (three

solo), two sacks, five pressures and a pass
defended at NYG in Week 2, when he was

awarded a game ball along with the rest of
the starting DL. He had a team-high nine
pressures, a sack, two solos and one tackle-
for-loss vs. Arizona, and four solos, two

assists and two pressures vs. Philadelphia.
Against Detroit, he had six pressures and two
assists. He made eight tackles in postseason
play, five in the Divisional Playoff at TB.
1998: The Redskins acquired Wilkinson in
an off-season trade with Cincinnati. He ted

the team in sacks (7.5), QB pressures (50)
and tackles-for-loss (six). His 50 QB pressures
were 30 more than the team's No. 2 man in

that category, DE Kenard Lang. Wilkinson set
career highs in total tackles (60) and solo
stops (45). He had two passes defensed, a
fumble recovery and an INT. When DT Dana
Stubblefield was lost for the season with a

knee injury after Week 7, Wilkinson became
the Redskins main playmaker on the
defensive line. Over the last eight games, he

2000 3eason. Wilkinson started all 16

games for the third straight season and
fourth time in five years. The DT posted 33
tackles (20 solo), 3.5 sacks for (-17.5) yards,
two passes defensed and one forced fumble.
He made a season-high four tackles at both
Dallas in Week 14 and at Pittsburgh in Week
15. He also notched a six-yard sack at the
Cowboys. He had three tackles in each of
three other games: at Detroit in Week 2, at
the Eagles in Week 6 and at St. Louis in Week
11. He also tallied a seven-yard sack against
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had 35 tackles, five sacks, five tackies-for-

loss, one INT and one fumble recovery. In the
Redskins 28-25 win over Carolina in Week 14,
he sacked Panthers QB Steve Beuerlein for a

seven-yard loss on the last drive and finished
with five tackles, one tackle-for-loss, three

QB pressures and the crucial sack. The next
week vs. TB, he posted similar numbers: five
tackles, one tackle-for-loss, four QB hurries

and a sack. Wilkinson intercepted his second
career pass in Week 10 vs. Philadelphia. He
picked off the deflected pass deep in Eagles
territory and ran four yards before being
tackled. The turnover set up the Skins first
TD. He also performed well vs. NYG with 14
QB pressures, seven tackles and a batted
pass. 1997: Wilkinson totaled 34 tackles
and a team-high five sacks for the Bengals.
He led Cincinnati's defensive line in sacks for

the second straight season. In Week 5 vs.
Jacksonville, he sacked QB Mark Brunell

twice. 1996: Wilkinson led the Bengals in
sacks for the first time with 6.5, including
one in each of the first five games. He also
led the defensive line with 44 solo tackles.

He had 59 total tackles, one short of his

current career-high. He opened the year with
a season-high eight tackles, a sack and five
QB hurries vs. the Rams. He completed his
run of five straight games with a sack vs.
Houston in Week 5. He made his first career

INT vs. Baltimore on a Vinny Testaverde pass.
1995: Wilkinson set a career-high with eight
sacks despite missing the last two games
with a neck injury. His sack total was the
most by a Bengals interior lineman since Mike
Reid in 1972. His 18 QB hurries were second

on the team. He had three two-sack games:
both games against Jacksonville and Week 6
vs. TB. He made a season-high seven tackles
vs. Seattle. 1994: Wilkinson became the

first player the Bengals ever drafted No. 1
overall. He made 44 tackles and 5.5 sacks,

playing in all 16 games with 14 starts. He
led the defensive line with 19 QB hurries. He

volunteered his starting spot in the season-

finale vs. Philadelphia so Bengals great Tim
Krumrie could start his final home game.
Wilkinson still made two sacks in a reserve

role. He had a season-high six tackles vs.
Pittsburgh in Week 13 and made sacks vs.
Seattle in Week 9 and Houston in Week 10.

College/Personal: Wilkinson played in
1992 and 1993 at Qhio State after being
redshirted in 1991. He entered the draft after

his sophomore season, when he was a
consensus All-American and All-Big Ten
player. He played on the scout team as a
348-pound OT during his redshirt season,
then dropped to 300 pounds the next season
and switched to defense. He attended Dunbar

High School in his hometown of Dayton, QH.
He teamed with Star Bank in Cincinnati to

fund a charitable foundation named the "Big
Daddy Fund," which encourages middle-
school students to stay in school. His hobbies
include playing golf and restoring old cars.
He now has about a dozen cars, including two
1970 Cadillacs, a Chevy Impala, a '66
Cadillac, a Porsche and a '65 Buick Riviera.
His wife's name is Shawnda. Both Wilkinson

and his wife, Shawnda, are active in

community outreach with the Redskins. The
couple has four children: Brooklyn, Daniel Jr.,
Taylor, and Sydne. They live in Vienna, VA,
during the season, and in Dublin, OH, in the
off-season.

Big and physical
at 6-foot-2, 218 pounds, he tallied 58
catches for 1,050 yards (18.1 avg.) and
seven TDs, all team-highs. He was named
first-team All-American by The Sports
Xchange, Gannett News Service and College &
Pro Football Newsweekly. He was also First-
Team All-ACC and a semifinalist for the Fred

Biletnikoff Award, which goes annually to
the nation's top receiver. Gardner's numbers
dipped from his junior season largely

because the 9-3 Tigers ran the ball much
more in 2000. He caught at least six passes
in four games and 4.8 per game overall with
a long of 50 yards. He began with a great
game, making six catches for 64 yards vs.
The Citadel (9/2). He gained 98 yards on
four catches with two TDs the next week vs.

Missouri (9/9), followed by 40 yards on
three catches vs. Wake Forest (9/16). He
posted 10 catches for 137 yards vs. NC State
(10/7) and 148 yards on five catches
(season-high 29.6 avg.) vs. Maryland
(10/14). He totaled 231 all-purpose yards
against the Terps. He had seven catches for
a career-high 182 yards and three TDs at
North Carolina (10/21). He made three
catches for 27 yards with one TD vs. Georgia
Tech (10/28), three catches for 75 yards at
Florida State (11/4) and four catches for
107 yards vs. South Carolina (11/18). In the
latter game, he hauled in a 50-yard
reception with :10 left to set up Adam
Hunt's game-winning FG in Clemson's 16-14
win. In the Tigers 41-20 loss to Virginia
Tech in the Gator Bowl, he made seven
catches for 94 yards with a 23-yard TD. He
also returned eight kickoffs for 168 yards
(21.0 avg.) and rushed four times for a loss
of one yard. He gained 1,217 overall yards.
Playing DB in the dime package, he made
three solo tackles on defense and another
three on special teams. 1999: Gardner
became an impact player in coach Tommy
Bowden's pass-oriented offense. He set
school single-season records of 80 catches
and 1,084 yards, topping Tony Horne's 1997
marks of 70 catches and 907 yards. He also
caught four TDs. He was Second-Team All-
ACC, finishing second in the conference and
17th in the nation in total catches. He
ranked third in the ACC and 23rd in the

nation in reception yards per game. He was
tenth in the ACC in all-purpose yards, a
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major feat given that he gained all but one
yard through the air. He caught at least five
passes in nine games, including the Peach
Bowl against Mississippi State, when he
posted seven catches for 75 yards. In the
season-opener vs. Marshall (9/4), he set a
school record with a career-high eleven
catches for 111 yards. He caught ten passes
for 122 yards against Duke. He hauled in
nine passes for 94 yards against Virginia
Tech and seven for 127 yards, plus a 49-yard
TD against North Carolina. He posted six
catches for a season-high 138 yards with
24- and 29-yard TDs against South Carolina,
and five catches for 128 yards against
Maryland. He caught six passes against both
Virginia and NC State. Gardner also rushed
once for one yard and completed two passes
for 15 yards. He made four tackles as a DB
in Clemson's dime package and one on
special teams. 19'*w Gardner played in
eleven games and started three, catching 20
passes for 263 yards (13.2 avg.) and a TD.
He began the season with three catches for
56 yards against Furman. He tallied a
season-high 79 yards on two catches
against Wake Forest and 39 yards on a
season-high four catches against Duke. He
ended the year with 26 yards on three
catches against South Carolina. He also
made four tackles (three solo) on defense
and three hits on special teams. 1997:
Gardner began fall drills as a DB but moved
to WR. He played in twelve games and
started two, making eight catches for 101
yards (12.6 avg.) with a TD. He caught his
first career pass, an eight-yarder, against
Appalachian State and his first career TD on
a 41-yard pass against Wake Forest. :996:
Gardner redshirted as a freshman. He played
on the scout team as a QB and split end but
moved to strong safety after the season
during spring drills.

Personal Gardner starred at Raines High
in Jacksonville, Ft. He played QB and
amassed 1,200 passing yards with ten TDs
and 700 rushing yards with seven TDs as a
senior. He posted 2,500 all-purpose yards
with 40 TDs in his last two seasons. He was
All-Southeast and All-Florida and made the
Jacksonville Super-24 Team. He was an All-
Area, All-Conference, All-Region and All-
State, as well. He also started for three
years in basketball and baseball and was
ranked the seventh-best athlete in the

Southeast by the National Recruiting
Advisor. He was All-Conference in basketball
and was named the basketball and football
team MVP. Gardner wore No. 23 at Clemson
in honor of one of his idols, Michael Jordan.
He graduated with a degree in human
resources. He runs a 4.48 in the 40 and has

a 36-inch vertical leap, a 407-pound
maximum bench press and a 447-pound
maximum squat. He has bench pressed 225
pounds 23 straight times.

school's career INT list. . 399: Smoot was

All-SEC in his first season with the Bulldogs.
He started all twelve games, including the
Peach Bowl, and made 57 tackles and a

team-high five INTs. He had four tackles

and his first Division I INT in the Bulldogs
season-opening win over Middle Tennessee.

He made a season-high seven tackles (six
solo) and two stops behind the line of
scrimmage in a win over Oklahoma State.

RosenfeLs hit
on ten of 17 passes for 156 yards with an
INT against Missouri and ran for two and
five yards for TDs. He completed 13 of 26
passes for 171 yards with an INT against
Kansas. He also ran for 46 yards and a pair
of TDs. He completed 19 of 38 passes for
290 yards with two TDs and an INT at a win
over Oklahoma State. He completed 22 of a
career-high 42 passes for a career-high 346
yards with two TDs against top-rated
Nebraska. He earned Big 12 Offensive Player
of the Week honors after leading ISU to a
24-14 win at Iowa, when he hit on 17 of 26
passes for 228 yards and rushed for 59
yards, including a five-yard TD. He
completed 23 of 34 passes for 308 yards
with two TDs in a 37-29 win over Pittsburgh
in the Insight.com Bowl, ISU's first bowl
appearance since 1978 and its first-ever
postseason win. Rosenfels was the Cyclones
team captain in 2000. 99£ Rosenfels
inherited ISU's full-time QB duties and
completed 127 of 235 passes (54%
completion percentage) for 1,781 yards and
a career-high ten TDs. He also rushed 80
times for 225 yards and four TDs (2.8 avg.).
He averaged 182.4 yards per game in total
offense. He was ISU Offensive MVP against
Texas, completing eleven of 20 passes for
291 yards and two TDs. He went 16 of 27
passes for 184 yards with a TD and two INTs
against Colorado. He hit on eight of 13
passes for 141 yards with an INT against
Missour. He also rushed for 32 yards and a
touchdown. In his first career start on 9/2
against Indiana, he ran 52 yards untouched
for a TD on the game's second play. He
finished with eight often passing for 92
yards and a TD. He completed six of 13
passes with a career long 80-yard TD and
two INTs, and rushed for 28 yards on nine
carries.

2000 Season Rosenfels had his most

prolific season at ISU, completing 172 of
333 passes for 2,298 yards, all career-highs,
with a 51.7 completion percentage, eight
TDs and twelve INTs. His yardage total is
third on the all-time ISU single-season list
behind Todd Bandhauer (2,524 in 1997) and
David Archer (2,639 in 1983). He also
rushed for ten TDs, the most by a Cyclones
QB since Dave Hoppmann's eleven in 1962,
and a career-high 381 yards on 78 carries
(4.9 avg.). He averaged 243.5 yards per
game in total offense. In an ISU win at
Colorado, he rushed for a career-high 140
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for 156 yards with an INT against Kansas
State. In the season-finale at Kansas, he
completed 22 of 36 passes for 332 yards
with three IDs and an INT. 1998:
Rosenfels played three games at QB. He
completed his first pass of the season
against Ball State, a 42-yard TD. It was his
first career TD throw. Against Nebraska, he
completed two of seven passes for six yards.
1937: Rosenfels saw limited action as a

seasons (262 regular season and 13
playoff games) including all 33 contests
at FedExField. All eight games for the
2001 season are sold out, as well as

both pre-season contests.
Construction on FedExField began in

March 1996 and cost $250 million. The

following year, $30 million was spent to
create a 170,000 square-foot atrium
encircling the entire stadium, making the
Joe Gibbs Club Level the most

spectacular in the league.
When Daniel M. Snyder became the

Redskins owner in July 1999, one of
his first tasks was to make additional

improvements to FedExField.
Immediately, millions of dollars were
invested in such projects as replacing
metal rails with glass rails in order to
provide unobstructed sight lines in the
stadium bowl. The sound system was
significantly upgraded and the parking
lot was re-structured and re-routed to

greatly improve the traffic flow on game
days.

FedExField is the premier stadium in
the National Football League. Located
in Landover, MD, the privately financed
FedExField was completed in a record
17 months and hosted the Redskins

home opener in 1997 - a 19-13 overtime
win against the Arizona Cardinals.
The stadium is located on a 200-acre

site and is the largest outdoor stadium in
the NFL with over 86,000 seats - nearly
5,000 more than the next largest, the
Pontiac Silverdome - and parking for
more than 22,000 cars. FedExField is

one of just two stadiums in the League
with three tiers of luxury suites, a total of
234. Suites are equipped with
restrooms, refrigerators, televisions, two
rows of seats, bar stools and a lounge
area. A full range of catering options are
available for game day entertaining.
FedExField increased the Redskins

attendance capacity by over 40% when
the team left RFK Stadium after 1996.
Nevertheless, the Redskins have sold
out every home game for the past 34



After his inaugural season, Snyder

spent over $20 million to enhance

FedExField. Over the past two seasons,

a number of changes have been

implemented to improve the Game Day
experience at a total cost of more than
$50 million. Escalators have been

installed for fans in the upper tier, as well
as a 3,000-foot circumference wind

screen around the top of the stadium to

improve fan comfort. The spectacular
new Owner's Club Suite Level was

created, which is also home to the 250-

seat press box, new for the 2001
season. Seats have been added to the

general admission. Club and Loge

levels, and a sophisticated radiant

heating system has been installed

throughout the Loge level. The Hall of
Fame Store has been remodeled and

completely re-merchandised with new

Redskins products. Finally, the field has

been improved and re-sodded.

GAMEDAY

Credentials: Accredited members of the media who cover the Washington Redskins and the NFL on a
regular basis may apply for gameday credentials. Media who have not been issued season press
credentials must request single game credentials,  a minimum of one week in advance. Requests must
be written on the news organization’s letterhead and mailed to Michelle Tessier at the above Redskin
Park address. Requests can also be faxed to 703-877-2086, but should be followed up with a phone
call. All credentials will be left at Media Will Call at FedExField, unless the organization making the
request supplies the Redskins with pertinent shipping information. Guests are not permitted in the
FedExField Press Box and credentials are issued to working press only.

Photographers: Sideline credentials for field photographers are issued by the Redskins PR
department. Free-lance photographers who are not on specific assignment for a recognized sports or
news publication will not be accredited. Credentials are marked to only allow photographers on one
side of the field - either Home or Visitor.

Telephones: The Redskins provide a limited number of co-op credit card phones for copy transmission.
T0 order a phone line in the press box at your expense, contact Derrick Crawford at 301 -276-6641.

Post-game Interviews: Members of the media seeking to conduct post-game interviews will be given
access to players and coaches after the NFL-mandated “cooling off period.” Access is available only to
media with proper credentials. No still photography is allowed in the locker room. Redskins Head
Coach Marty Schottenheimer and a key player or two will conduct their post-game press conference in
the press interview room located on the field level of FedExField. The Visiting Head Coach will be
available in the interview room located directly opposite the visiting locker room.

DURING THE WEEK

Releases/Stats: All press releases, rosters, depth charts, and up-to-date statistics are quickly available
on the Redskins official website at www.redskins.com.

Coach Marty Schottenheimer will hold a Monday press conference (Tuesday, after Monday night
games) in the media room at Redskin Park, at the end of the practice day. Press conference audio will
be streamed live and archived on www.redskins.com. During the week, he will be available at the end
of each practice. Check with Redskins PR for times.

Conference Calls: Coach Marty Schottenheimer and  a player will be made available to visiting team
media each Wednesday during the regular season. The Redskins will set up conference calls with the
opposing team’s coach and player for local media on the same day. Please check with Redskins PR
for times.

Interviews: All interview requests for Redskin coaches, players or staff must come through the
Redskins Public Relations staff.
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Access: During the regular season, players are available to accredited media during specific interview
periods throughout the week. On Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays, the locker room will be open
for 45 minutes at the conclusion of the day’s workouts. Practice will be open to local media Mondays
and Saturdays only. Videotaping and still photography are permitted for approximately 20 minutes at
the beginning of these two workouts. Check with Redskins PR for practice and open locker room times.
Players are off-limits Saturday evenings and before games on Sundays.
