ILL■fIn celebration of the team's 70th
Anniversary, the Washington Redskins
will highlight the franchise's rich history
throughout the 2002 season. Since the
inception of the team 1932, the
Redskins have accumulated a myriad of

including a charity gala, on October 25,
at the Marriott Wardman Park Hotel in
Washington. They will be recognized at
FedExField during the Sunday, October
27, game against Indianapolis.

Head coaches George Allen, Joe Gibbs
and Ray Flaherty were selected for the
70 Greatest Redskins team because of
their record of achievements, not the
least being Gibbs' taking the team to
four Super Bowls and winning three of
them. The Most Valuable Players of
those three championships also appear
on the list: quarterbacks Doug Williams
and Mark Rypien and running back John
Riggins, as well as quarterback Joe
Theismann, who commanded the team
the year Riggins won his MVP award.

There are 92 Super Bowl appearances
among the 70 Greats, 45 playing in more
than one. Twenty-nine members of the
squad possess one Super Bowl ring; 26
have more than one. For the years prior
to the Super Bowl, members of the 70

great memories and traditions, ranging
from fan favorite players to
Championship seasons.

The foundation of the anniversary
celebration is the 70 Greatest Redskins
team, announced in June. Spanning the
entire history of the storied franchise,
the 70 Greatest Redskins, encompass
three head coaches and 67 players.

Overall, they represent accomplish
ments from the franchise's very
beginnings, with Turk Edwards and Cliff
Battles selected from the Redskins' 1932
inaugural roster. The distinguished
group includes two active players—
cornerback Darrell Green, in his 20th
year as a Redskin, and Brian Mitchell,
now with Philadelphia after 10 years as
a Redskins running back and kick/punt
return specialist. Fifty-nine of the 70 are
still living, and 33 live in the greater
Washington, D.C., area.

The 70 Greatest Redskins will be
honored at weekend festivities.

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made 18 World Championship appearances.
During their Redskins careers, 44 of the

70 appeared in at least one Pro Bowl,
which began in 1950. In total, the
Redskins greats appeared in 124 Pro Bowls.

Longevity is represented in Green,
Sammy Baugh, Monte Coleman, Jeff Bostic,
Dave Butz, Chris Hanburger, Len Hauss,
Art Monk, Charley Taylor and Don Warren,
who amassed a cumulative 150 Redskin
years.

Every Redskin in the Pro Football Hall of
Fame who played more than three years
with the team is represented. Every
member of the team's Ring of Fame at
FedExField is on the list.

"This was no easy task," said former CNN
anchor Bernard Shaw, chairperson of the
independent 12-member selection panel.
We knew going in that there would be 25

or 30 easy and potentially unanimous
choices. The 40 other representatives
provided the toughest debate."

The panel was guided by the following
criteria: Only players and head coaches
were eligible; on-field performance was the
only criteria; players or head coaches must
have played or coached a minimum of
three seasons with the team; active players
were eligible, but any current team
member must have spent at least 10 years
with the team to be considered.

The blue-ribbon committee consisted of
Shaw; Redskins Hall of Earner Bobby
Mitchell; U.S. Sen. George Allen of
Virginia; broadcasting legend Ken
Beatrice; Noel Epstein, editor of several
Washington Post histories of the team;
former Under Secretary of State Joseph J.
Sisco; Phil Hochberg, who retired last
season after 38 years as a team stadium
announcer; Pro Football Hall of Fame
historian Joe Horrigan; WRC-TV Sports
Director George Michael; WTEM Sports
Director Andy Pollin; Steve Sabol,
president of NFL Films; and WRC-TV anchor
Jim Vance.

Nearly 30,000 fans participated by
registering their sentiments at the team
web site, redskins.com.

The 70th anniversary is also being
commemorated through "retro" uniforms
for home games this season, featuring a
one-season return to the team's spear-and-
feather helmet logo, as well as jersey and
pants colors that harken to the 1960s
midpoint of the Redskins' storied history.

Redskins Head Coach Steve Spurrier and a key

player will conduct their post-game press
conference in the press interview room located on
the field level of FedExField. The Visiting Head
Coach will be available in the interview room

located directly opposite the visiting locket room.

DURING THE WEEK

Releases / Stats: All press releases, rosters, depth

charts, and up-to-date statistics are quickly
available on the Redskins official website at

www.redskins.com.

Coach Steve Spurrier will hold a Monday press

conference (Tuesday, after Monday night games) in
the media room at Redskins Park, at the end of the

practice day. The press conference audio will be
streamed live and archived on redskins.com. Check

with Redskins PR for times.

Conference Calls: Coach Steve Spurrier and a player
will be made available to visiting team media each

Wednesday during the regular season. The Redskins

will set up conference calls with the opposing
team's coach and player for local media on the same

day. Please check with Redskins PR for times.

Interviews: Coaches and players are available to the
media coming off the field after practices.

Additional interview requests for Redskin coaches,
players or staff must come through the Redskins
Public Relations Staff.

Access: During the regular season, players are
available to accredited media during specific

interview periods throughout the week. On
Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays the locker room

will be open for 45 minutes after the morning
practice, around the lunch hour. In addition,
players and coached will be made available coming

off the playing field after practices. Check with
Redskins PR for practice and open locker room
times. Players are off-limits on Saturdays and
before games on Sundays.

gameday
Credentials: Accredited members of the media who

cover the Washington Redskins and the NPL on a

regular basis may apply for gameday credentials.
For security purposes, the Redskins do not send

paper credentials out ahead of gameday. All media
that have been confirmed by Redskins PR will be

given their paper credentials in person, with valid

photo ID, on gameday. Requests must be written
on the news organization's letterhead and mailed to
Michelle Tessier at the above Redskin Park address.

Requests can also be faxed to 703-726-7086, but
should be followed up with a phone call. All

credentials can be picked up at Media Will Call and

Bag Check, located in the South Field Tunnel, next
to Gate B. Please be advised that all media must

provide photo ID, and all bags will be checked by

FedExField security. Guests are not permitted in
the FedExField Press Box and credentials are issued

to working press only.

Media Entrance: All media must enter the stadium

at the South Field Tunnel, next to Gate B. The

credential desk opens three hours prior to kickoff.

Photographers: Sideline credentials for field

photographers are issued by the Redskins PR
department. Free-lance photographers who are not

on specific assignment for a recognized sports or

news publication will not be accredited. Credentials
are marked to only allow photographers on one side
of the field - either Home or Visitor.

Parking: Television trucks that provide satellite,

uplink, or microwave functions will be parked in Lot
Bl. Other media are welcome to park, free of
charge, at the Media Parking Lot at Landover Mall.
Regular shuttles provide transportation directly

from Media Parking to FedExField. Directions: (See
page 287 for directions to FedExField. Contact
Redskins PR for detailed directions to Landover Mall

Parking.)

Since assuming ownership of the

Washington Redskins in July 1999,

Daniel M. Snyder, 37, has revitalized the
storied franchise both on and off the

field, while maintaining an active role in

his financial, community and

philanthropic interests. Entering the

franchise's fourth season under Snyder's

leadership, the Redskins continue their
role as the nation's most valuable and

innovative sports franchise, as

calculated by Forbes magazine. He is

active in National Football League

management, including serving as a

member of the League's Broadcast
Committee and Ventures Committee.

On January 14, 2002, Snyder named

coaching legend Steve Spurrier as the

franchise's 25th head coach, bringing

renewed excitement to Washington, DC,

and to Redskins fans across the country.

Offered the challenge of taking the

Redskins to a fourth Championship, and

playing on the NFL's largest stage at

FedEx Field, Spurrier came aboard

sharing Snyder's drive and

determination. "Dan Snyder wants to

win for the Washington Redskins, the

fans, and the area.

Pro Bowl linebackers Jessie Armstead

and Jeremiah Trotter; defensive end

Renaldo Wynn; offensive lineman Larry

Moore; quarterback Patrick Ramsey; and

running back Ladell Betts.

Outside of the Redskins, Snyder is

equally active.

He is a member of the Executive
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Leadership Cabinet for the Martin Luther

King, Jr., National Memorial Project

Foundation, taking a lead role in

bringing to fruition the memorial to the

slain civil rights leader to be built

betrveen Washington's Lincoln and
Jefferson memorials.

As a member of the Board of

Directors of Washington's Children's

National Medical Center (Children's

Hospital), his financial support enabled

construction of the Snyder Family

Emergency Medicine and Trauma Center.
He is also a member of the Board of

Directors of the National Center for

Missing and Exploited Children, where
he funded construction of the center's

Daniel M. Snyder and Eamily
Communications Center. The Center

handles the thousands of calls received

each week from law enforcement

organizations, parents of missing

children, runaways seeking help, and

people responding to the Center's well-

known awareness campaign on behalf of

missing children.

Snyder also serves on the Board of
Directors of Ted Forstmann's Parents in

Charge, as well as the Washington Board

of Trade; and is a member of Business

Executives for National Security.

In January 2000, he founded the

Washington Redskins Leadership
Council, an innovative $1 million

charitable partnership between the team

and prominent Washington-area

business leaders such as Fred Smith,

Chairman, President and CEO of FedEx

Corp.; J.W. Marriott, Jr., CEO of Marriott

International; and John Morton,

President Mid-Atlantic Banking Group,
BankAmerica. The Council uses the

significant presence and leverage of the

Redskins organization to fund and

further community projects such as

summer reading programs, community-

based redevelopment initiatives and

renovation of high school football

facilities throughout the Redskins' home

geography of Maryland, Virginia and

Washington, D.C.

Prior to its sale in 2000, Snyder was

chairman and CEO of Snyder

Communications, Inc., the company he

founded in 1985.

On January 14, 2002, Redskins Owner
Daniel Snyder welcomed Steve Spurrier
as the franchise's 25th head coach,
beginning a new chapter in Redskins
history. Spurrier comes to Washington
ready to test his famed "fun-n-gun"
offense on the pro level, and guide the
Redskins back to a World Championship.

The former Heisman Trophy winner
amassed a truly stunning 122-27-1
record in his 12 years as head coach of
the University of Florida Gators,
including the 1996 National
Championship. Spurrier's teams have
won seven Southeastern Conference
Championships, and he had 10 or more
wins in nine of his seasons with the
Gators.

"Steve Spurrier will bring a
supercharged, exciting and dynamic
brand of football to our great fans,"
Snyder said. "His ability to energize
players and teams is unprecedented.
The Redskins deserve to be back at the
Super Bowl and I am immensely
confident that Steve is the coach to get
us there."

The new head coach lost no time in
putting his staff together, bringing six
members of his successful Gators' staff
with him to the NFL, and filling in
additional positions with proven
teachers including Marvin Lewis, who
will act as assistant head coach and
defensive coordinator.

Spurrier's offensive fireworks have
been a constant. Since 1990, his Florida
offense averaged more than 35 points a
game, along with an average 310 passing
yards and 460 total yards per game.

His list of achievements is lengthy.

including the best win total in history
for a major college coach over his first
12 seasons, and reaching 100 career
victories faster than any major college
coach in the 20th century. While his
name seems synomonous with the
success of the elite University of Florida
football program. Spurrier has seen great
success at every coaching stop of his
career.

He began coaching following the
completion of a 10-year career as an NFL
quarterback on the heels of his 1966
Heisman Trophy, earned as a stellar field
leader while at Florida. He was the
Gators' starting quarterback for three
years and was voted first team All-
American in both 1965 and 1966. He
was named to the National Collegiate
Football Hall of Fame in 1986.

As the first-round pick of the 49ers in
the 1967 NFL Draft, Spurrier played
quarterback for San Francisco during the
pre-free agency years from 1967-75 and
for the Tampa Bay Bucs in 1976. He
launched his coaching career with a
return to Rorida in 1978 as quarterbacks
coach, before moving to Georgia Tech as
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks
coach for the 1979 season. He joined
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the Duke Blue Devils in the same

capacity from 1980-82, and then moved

on to his first tour in professional
football with the USFL, as the head

coach of the Tampa Bay Bandits.

At the Bandits from 1983-85, Spurrier

compiled a 35-19 record with two

straight playoff appearances, proving
that his style of play calling and

coaching has been successful on all

levels of the game. His 1984 team was

the first in pro football history to

produce a 4,000-yard passer and two
1,000-yard rushers in the same season.

He returned to Duke as head coach in

1987 and dramatically turned around a

moribund program to produce winning
seasons after his initial 5-6 year. During

his three-year tenure, he compiled a 20-
13-1 record and led the team to its first

Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC)
Championship in 24 years in 1989. In
each of his three seasons, the Blue

Devils averaged more than 300 yards per
game passing, the only team in ACC
history to reach the mark.

Spurrier was born April 20, 1945 in
Miami Beach, Florida, the son of

Presbyterian minister 3. Graham Spurrier
and his wife, Marjorie. The family

moved to Johnson City, Tennessee when
he was 12. As a student at Science Hill

High School, he was all-state in football,

basketball and baseball. He was prep
All-American in football in 1962. His

baseball team won two straight state

titles and in three seasons of pitching,
he never lost a game.

Spurrier met his wife, Jerri, while both

were students at Florida and they
married in 1966. They have four

children - daughters, Lisa and Amy, and
sons, Steve, Jr., who joins the Redskins
in 2002 as wide receivers coach, and

Scotty. They also have seven
grandchildren.

After six years in Baltimore, Marvin
Lewis makes his way down the
interstate to join the Redskins
organization as assistant head coach
and defensive coordinator. He brings
with him 21 years of coaching
experience, as well as a long list of
personal and professional accolades
given by his industry counterparts.
Under his guidance and leadership, the
Redskins look to improve a defense
ranked in the top ten for the past two
seasons.

Lewis has orchestrated defenses that

have finished as the league's number
two ranked squads for each of the past
three years with the Baltimore Ravens.
During the Ravens' 2000 Super Bowl
season, Lewis' defense set a new single
season record for fewest points allowed

in a 16-game season with 165, clipping
22 points off the previous record, as
well as finishing at the top of the
league in a half dozen other key
categories. The defense crafted by
Lewis during the 2000 season was
argued by many to be the best of all
time. Last season, his squad picked up
where they left off, finishing the season
second in the NFL in total yards, as well
as in points allowed.

1997.

He began his coaching career at the University of Florida in 1991, working with
the linebackers as a graduate assistant under Spurrier.

Coaching: Hue Jackson enters his second season in
Washington, responsible for the development of Pro Bowler
Stephen Davis and his fellow running backs. Under
Jackson's tutelage, Davis rushed for a career high 1,432
yards last season, breaking his 1999 record of 1,405 yards
and becoming the first Redskin RB to rush for more than
1,000 yards three consecutive seasons. Known for his
tireless energy and enthusiasm on the practice fields,
Jackson's challenge this year is to make second-round draft
choice Ladell Betts a significant contributor to the Redskins
offense.

Jackson came to the Redskins in 2001 after 14 years coaching in the college
ranks. Prior to his jump to the NFL, he spent four seasons as Southern Cal's
offensive coordinator (1997-2000). In 1996, Jackson led California's high-
powered offense as its offensive coordinator, and was the quarterbacks coach
when the Golden Bears won the Aloha Bowl. He also spent four seasons at
Arizona State (1992-95), two at Cal State Fullerton (1990-91) and three at
University of the Pacific (1987-89), all in various coaching roles on offense.

Coaching: Mike Stock returns for his second season
with the burgundy and gold, looking to build on a
successful 2001 special teams campaign. This will mark
his 40th year in coaching, and the Redskins will look to
his leadership and experience to help mold together the
many new talents in this year's special teams lineup.
Guided by Stock, the Redskins special teams units

improved drastically from the 2000 season. By the end of
2001, Washington led the NFL in yards allowed by kickoff
coverage, permitting only 945 yards on 54 kickoffs. The
team finished second in kickoff return average (or
average starting field position after kicking off), with
opponents starting at the 25.7 (avg.) yard line, an
improvement from 14th overall in 2000, with a 31.0 average start. Stock's work
cultivated stellar performances from a number of special teams stand-outs
including K Brett Conway, PR Eric Metcalf, KR Michael Bates and FB Bryan Johnson.

Prior to joining the Redskins, Stock served as special teams coach in Kansas City
for six seasons (1995-2000). His units consistently ranked among the league's
finest, particularly in the return phase of the game. Under Stock's guidance, the
Chiefs posted eight TDs in the return game, four on both punts and kickoffs.
Kansas City amassed 706 punt return yards in 1999, snapping its all-time mark of
612 set in 1979. The Chiefs tied the franchise record with 58 punt returns in 2000
and returned two punts for scores, just the fifth time in team history. In 1997,
Stock was voted Special Teams Coach of the Year.
Stock also coached with the Cincinnati Bengals (1987-91) and the USFL's New

Jersey Generals (1983). In 26 years of college coaching, he helped numerous
young athletes enter the NFL ranks. In coaching stints at Notre Dame (1969-74,
1983-86), he worked with Heisman Trophy winner Tim Brown, All-American tight
end Dave Casper, former New York Giants Pro Bowl tight end Mark Bavaro, and
1,000-yard running back Anthony Johnson of the Carolina Panthers. At Ohio
State, where Stock coached from 1992-94, he groomed a talented trio of future NFL
receivers: Joey Galloway, Terry Glenn and Chris Sanders.
Stock was head coach at Eastern Michigan from 1978-82. He was the offensive

coordinator at Wisconsin (1975-77) after completing stints at Notre Dame (1969-
74), Navy (1968) and the University of Buffalo (1966-67). Stock started his
coaching career at Akron (OH) South High in 1965.

Playing: Stock played fullback under legendary coach Ara Parseghian at
Northwestern. He led the Wildcats in rushing in 1959 and 1960. A knee injury
halted his pro playing career with the CFL's Saskatchewan Rough Riders.

Personal: Stock spent three years in the U.S. Army. He earned his bachelor's
degree from Northwestern in 1961. A native of Barberton, OH, he and his wife,
Peggy, have three children: Michael, Patrick and Cynthia. The Stocks live in
Leesburg, VA.

A 1983 inductee into the Pro Football Hall of Fame,

Bobby Mitchell joined the Redskins' personnel staff in
1969 following his retirement as a player, at the
encouragement of Vince Lombardi. He has risen
through the organization's ranks, promoted to Director
of Pro Scouting, then to Assistant to the President in
1978. In 1981, he was named Assistant General

Manager, a position he has held to this day. With his
playing and front office experience combined, Bobby
has spent 44 years in the NFL, 40 with the Redskins.

Mitchell began his NFL career as an eighth round
draft selection of the Cleveland Browns in 1958. After

four seasons in Cleveland, he was traded to Washington
in 1962, along with Leroy Jackson, for Ernie Davis
(Washington's number one draft choice in 1962).

As a Brown and a Redskin, Mitchell gained 2,735 yards rushing on 513 attempts
(5.3 avg.); 521 receptions for 7,953 yards (15.3 avg.), 69 punt returns for 699 yards
(10.2 avg.), 102 kickoff returns for 2,690 yards (26.4 avg.). When he retired, his
14,078 total yards stood third in NFL history and his 92 touchdowns stood fifth all-
time. He played in four Pro Bowls (one with Cleveland and three with Washington)
over his 11-year playing career.

Mitchell's collegiate career was also one for the record books. A 1958 graduate of
Illinois, he excelled at track and football. Bobby set a world record for the 70-yard
low hurdles, and was also named an All-Big Ten halfback. He completed his college
playing career as a co-recipient of the 1958 College All-Star Game MVP Trophy.
In addition to his 1983 induction to the Pro Football Hall of Fame, he has also

been inducted into the District of Columbia Hall of Fame, the Arkansas Hall of

Fame, the Hot Springs (Arkansas) School District Hall of Fame, the Touchdown Club
Hall of Fame and the Robert F. Kennedy Memorial Stadium Hall of Stars. A glance
through the list of "Who's Who Among Black Americans" would also reveal the
name "Bobby Mitchell", as would any list recounting some of the NFL's greatest
players. Most recently, he was honored as one of the 70 Greatest Redskins of all
time, announced this summer as part of the
organization's 70th anniversary season.
Over and above his distinguished playing career,

Bobby has established an equally distinguished
reputation for himself in the Washington, D.C.
community through his dedication and service. He
has been affiliated with and chaired a host of causes,
some of which include: The Boys and Girls Club of
Washington; The Urban League; the NAACP; the
Police Boys and Girls Clubs of Washington, D.C; the
Bike Federation and Advisory of the Variety Club of
Greater Washington; the United Negro College Fund
Radio Drive; the Howard University Cancer Research
Advisory Committee; the American Lung Association;
the Washington Board of Trade; the Friendship
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House; the Metropolitan Washington, D.C. Area Leadership Council; the Southern
Financial Bank of Virginia Advisory Board; Joe Gibbs Youth Homes Board of
Trustees; Plymouth Congregation Church Board of Trustees, Washington, D.C.; and
the White House Task Force on Drugs. He has served as President of the Doug
Williams Foundation and is also a past President of the NAMD (National Association
of Marketing Developers).
The NFL Alumni Association honored Mitchell in 1998, presenting him with the

Order of the Leather Helmet. The award is presented to individuals who have made
significant contributions to the game of professional football. Mitchell also sits on
the NFL Alumni Executive Committee and serves on the Advisory Board of the
United Negro College Fund. His Bobby Mitchell Hall of Fame Golf Classic has raised
more than $2 million for leukemia research. In 2000, he was honored for his

unparalleled commitment to youth in the D.C. community with the dedication of
Bobby Mitchell Field, a state-of-the-art football field in the heart of Anacostia's
Congress Heights neighborhood in Washington, D.C.
The University of Illinois alumnus serves his alma mater as well. Mitchell is a

member of the University's President's Council and is on the Board of Directors of
the University of Illinois Foundation. He has received the University of Illinois
Foundation National Network Outstanding Leadership Award, and is a member of
the Advisory Board of the University Library.
A native of Hot Springs, AR, he is a 1954 Langston High School graduate. Bobby

and his wife, Gwen, a Washington, D.C., lawyer, have two children: Terri, a
graduate of Illinois and Howard University Graduate School of Education, and
Robert C. Jr., who completed Stanford University and Georgetown Law School. The
Mitchells live in Washington, D.C. and Manassas, VA.

After a two-year hiatus, Joe Mendes returns to the
Washington Redskins organization as Vice President of
Eootball Operations. During his two seasons away
from the club, he spent his time consulting for a
number of agents, lending his experience of 22 years
on the team side of the business. Ultimately, Mendes
rejoined the franchise at the request of owner Daniel
Snyder, to help new Head Coach Steve Spurrier build
the current Redskins team into a Super Bowl
Champion. In his new role, he is responsible for
overseeing all aspects of player personnel, including
both college and pro scouting, coordinating the
college draft, free agency, contract negotiations, and
day-to-day football operations of the organization.
Previously, Mendes spent 1993-2000 as the team's

contract negotiator and salary cap expert. He was among the first executives in
the NEL to bring together a background combining extensive knowledge of
personnel and of the economic aspects of a football franchise, a trend that soon
spread throughout the league. He was responsible for signing an impressive group
of free agents and draft selections during his tenure, including future Hall of Eame
defensive end Bruce Smith and the number two and three overall draft picks in
2000, linebacker LaVar Arrington and offensive tackle Chris Samuels. 31



A former personnel scout. Director of College Scouting, Director of Player
Operations and Vice President of Player Operations, Mendes has a long history of
success, including helping build two Super Bowl teams (Los Angeles Rams in 1979,
New England Patriots in 1985). He came to Washington after a short stint with San
Diego, after spending the previous 12 seasons (1981-92) with New England, the last
two as Vice President of Player Operations. Among the players he helped draft for
the Patriots, more than a dozen were Pro Bowlers, totaling over 30 appearances in
Hawaii. Stand-outs among that group were OT Ben Armstrong, WR Irving Fryar,
and TE Ben Coates.

He joined the NFL in 1978 as a college scout with the Los Angeles Rams under
the late, and then-general manager, Dick Steinberg.

Franklin "Pepper" Rodgers was named Vice President of
Football Operations of the Washington Redskins in
January of 2001, bringing years of college and
professional experience to the organization. Rodgers
played an instrumental role in bringing new Head
Coach Steve Spurrier to the Redskins.
In 22 years of college coaching, Rodgers earned more

than 100 victories, amassing a 65-25-5 record as an
assistant coach at Air Force, University of Florida and
UCLA, and compiling a 70-60-3 record as head coach at
University of Kansas, UCLA, and Georgia Tech. Rodgers
was named Big Eight Coach of the Year twice while at
Kansas, and runner-up Coach of the Year in 1979 while
at Georgia Tech. He was also named Pac-10 Coach of
the Year twice while at UCLA and Southern

Independent Coach of the Year twice at Georgia Tech.
He also spent time coaching on the professional level, with the Memphis teams of

the USFL and CFL. He coached the Memphis Showboats from 1984-85, and then, in
1993 was named head coach of the Mid-American Football Association's Memphis
Hound Dogs. In an effort to draw the attention of the NFL to Memphis, Rodgers
and FedEx Chairman Fred W. Smith helped sell-out four NFL preseason games to
Memphis' Liberty Bowl Stadium in six years, with the proceeds going to charity.
Rodgers' quest faded when the League decided to expand in Jacksonville and
Charlotte.

Several of the major names in college and professional coaching have served
under the tutelage of Rodgers, including Terry Donahue, Steve Spurrier, John
Cooper and Dick Tomey. Spurrier and Beban, winners of the Heisman Trophy, were
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coached by Rodgers, as well as Redskins Hall of Fame running back John Riggins
and future inductee, Reggie White.
Rodgers got his start in football as quarterback and placekicker for undefeated

Georgia Tech in 1954, and was named MVP of the 1954 Sugar Bowl. He graduated
from Georgia Tech in 1955, with a degree in industrial management. After
graduation he served five years in the Air Force as a pilot and went on to serve as a
Captain in the Air Force Reserve while beginning his coaching career.
Rodgers is the author of several books, including an autobiography entitled

"Pepper", a fictional novel, "Fourth and Long Gone", and a textbook on the
wishbone offense. He is a member of both the Kansas and Georgia Tech Hall of
Fame.

remaining in the second quarter on a “Kill Play".
Anthony made a spectacular catch-and-run with a
46-yard pass for his second touchdown of the
season at Washington (10/1). He then followed
up with another solid performance, catching a
season-high three passes for 36 yards (12.0
avg.), including a 16-yard TD in the fourth quarter
against Minnesota (10/9). He made his first start
of the season vs. Buffalo (11/26) and had two
kickoff returns for 69 yards, including a 45-yard
return. He tied a season-high with three catches
for 48 yards (16.0 avg.) at Green Bay (12/24),
1999: Played in 13 games, starting seven
contests and posted 30 receptions for 296 yards
(9.9 avg.) and one touchdown.

squad as a reserve linebacker. He suffered a
severely sprained ankle in the fourth quarter vs.
Washington (9-6) in the season-opener that
effected him for much of the year, but he still
eclipsed the 100-tackle mark for the third straight
season with 101 total tackles (75 solos) to lead
the team in that category. He then cracked the
double-digit tackle mark for the first time with 10
tackles (6 solos) at Tampa Bay (10/4). He was
forced to leave the game due to his sprained
ankle in the fourth quarter vs. Green Bay (11/15),
then had the second two-sack game of his career
vs. Philadelphia (11/22).

He
set a career-high with his first two-sack
performance vs. Arizona (11/16) and was named
NFC Defensive Player of the Week for his
performance at Philadelphia (12/7), when he had
a team-leading 10 tackles (eight solos), one sack,
two interceptions and three passes defensed. He

ended the Eagles first drive of the game with an
interception that he returned 57 yards for a
touchdown, the second such score in his career.
He recorded his second interception in the third
quarter when he picked off a QB Bobby Hoying
pass at the Eagles 38-yard line. It marked the first
two-interception game of his career. 1996:
Armstead led the team with 114 tackles (83
solos). He tied for first on the team with two
fumble recoveries, tied for fourth on the team with
3.0 sacks and tied for fourth on the team with

eight passes defensed and also intercepted two
passes. He made his first start as a regular in the
lineup when he started at the weakside
linebacker position in the season-opener vs.
Buffalo (9/1). His two previous starts were in
1995 in special schemes to stop the West Coast
offense at San Francisco (10/1) and vs.
Philadelphia (10/15). Armstead established a
career-high in tackles with 14 (nine solos) against
the Bills. He played in 105 plays in the game (96
on defense, 9 on special teams). Armstead
ended a Panthers drive at the Giants 22-yard line
at Carolina (11/10) when he intercepted a screen
pass by Kerry Collins to preseive the Giants 14-
10 halftime lead. He led the team with 11 total

tackles (six solos) vs. Dallas (11/24). The
Armstead-led Giants defense limited the

Cowboys to 33 yards rushing, holding Emmitt
Smith to 18 yards on 11 carries for a 1.6 average.
1995: Armstead played in all 16 games with two
starts, and continued to excel as the team’s
middle linebacker in nickel and dime situations

and on special teams. He finished with 46
tackles, one-half sank, a fumble recovery, one
interception, two passes defensed and 6 special
teams tackles. The Giants took advantage of
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Armstead’s speed and coverage ability and
started him in place of Mike Croel at San
Francisco (10/1) to help contain the 49ers
passing attack, it marked his first NFL start. His
coverage helped limit QB Steve Young to just 202
yards passing on 26 completions. He scored the
game-winning points in overtime vs. Arizona
(10/8) as he returned an interception 58 yards to
give the Giants a 27-21 victory, earning him a
game ball for his game-winning play. 1994:
Armstead played in all 16 games on special
teams and in nickel and dime defensive

packages. He finished third on the team with nine
special teams tackles. His defensive playing time
increased over the last four weeks of the season
as he finished with 41 total tackles, and 3.0 sacks
on the year, including one that forced a safety in
season-finale vs. Dallas (12/4). He recorded his
first career sack when he dropped Neil O'Donnell
for a 7-yard loss vs. Pittsburgh (10/23).

He ied
Carter to state Class 5A championship with 302
tackles, nine sacks and five interceptions. A
criminal justice major at Miami as an
undergraduate, he attended graduate school
during his final season of eligibility in 1992. He
received his undergraduate degree in three years.
He formed Jessie’s Giant Hoop Team, a charity
basketball team that plays in the tri-state area
during the offseason to help raise funds for
various charities. He is married to Channon and

has two daughters, Jessica and Jaya.

Last season, he Arrington got involved in
the Washington Redskins Leadership Coucil’s
Fields for Tommorow program, donating
significant funds for the football field renovation of
Frederick Douglas H.S. in Maryland, where his
brother just graduatd. Arrington has a son,
Keeno Lamoni Arrington, and lives in Fairfax, VA.

The
next week vs. Chicago, Bailey was third on the
team with eight tackles (seven solo) and had a
pass defensed and a forced fumble. He tallied
five blocks on punf refurns. The NFL again
honored Bailey, naming him Rookie Defensive
Player of the Month for October. In Week 9 af
Philadelphia, he made his firsf sack and had one
pass defensed, two solo tackles, three blocks on
punt returns and one tackle on kickoff coverage.
He picked off his fifth pass vs. Arizona in Week
13 and collected a team-high two solo tackles on
kickoff coverage. In the regular-season finale vs.
Miami, he had a season-high 10 tackles (seven
solo), two passes defensed and fwo blocks on
punt returns.

The Washington Redskins played their first game in the Nation’s Capital on this day in

1937. 19,941 fans came out to see the Skins take on the New York Giants at flood-lighted
Griffith Stadium. QB Riley Smith scored all of the Redskins’ points with two field goals and a
60-yard louchdown romp wifh an intercepted pass, booting the extra point. The Redskins
earned a 13-3 victory over Eastern Conference rival New York.



Pro Career - 2000: Barker played all 16
games for Jacksonville and finished tenfh in fhe
AFC with a 42.0 gross punting average and
placed 11th with a 34.4 net punt average. He
placed 29 punts inside-the-20 among his 76
attempts, fifth most in the conference and second
most in his career. He tied his career-low with five

touchbacks and had a season-long punt of 65
yards against Pittsburgh (10/1). He amassed a
total of 3,194 yards on 76 punts. 1999: Barker
was named AFC Special Teams Player of the
Week three times during the season (giving him
five for his career). He is ranked eighth in the
NFL and fifth in the AFC in net punting with a
36.9-yard average, and tied for 15th in the NFL
and ninth in the AFC in gross punting with a 41.8
average. Barker is tied for fourth in the NFL with
a team-record and personal-best 32 kicks
downed inside the 20 Q'ust three shy of the NFL
record that was broken in 1999).

He created a new Let Us
Play program in 1999, the Junior 2K, a running
event for kids to raise funds to establish a

permanent four-year scholarship endowment at
the University of North Florida. He initiated day
care seminars on behalf of the Jacksonville

Children’s Commission in 1997 and spoke at
informational meetings with other Jaguars
players. He was named the Jaguars’ True
Vaiue/NFL Man of the Year in 1996. Barker was

the first-ever recipient of the Boy Scouts of
America North Florida Council’s Outstanding
Community Leader Award. In 2000, he was
honored with the Catholic Charities Good
Samaritan Award, as well as the Robert W.
Baird/Jaguars Community Award. He and his
wife, Leah, have three children: sons Colin and
Trevor, and daughter.

A Special Year for Special Teams in 2001

A challenging part of the game for the Redskins in past years, the 2001 Redskins special teams
unit excelled and was a key component for success last season.

At the close of the regular season, the lone category in which the Redskins led the NFL was in
yards allowed by kickoff coverage. The Redskins kickoff coverage unit, led by special teams
coach Mike Stock, allowed only 945 yards on 54 kickoffs. The Redskins finished the season
ranked second in the League in kickoff return average (or average starting field position after
kicking off).

Placekicker Brett Conway kicked a 55-yard field goal in the second quarter against the Giants
(10/7) that not only marked his career-long, but also was the longest field goal in the NFL in
2001 (tie with two others). Conway also set career-highs with four field goals made in one
contest and totaling 16 points on the day vs. NO (12/30).

Punter Bryan Barker's 3,747 punting yards for 2001 rank as his second highest season output in
his 12 year NFL career. He also finished third in the NFC with most punts (27), inside-the-20.

Pro Bowl seasons to have arguably the best
season of his career. He was named a second-

alternate in the NFC Pro Bowl after starting in all
16 games in 2001. He broke his own single
season Redskins rushing record (1,405 in 2000)
after finishing the season with 1,432 yards. He
also caught 28 passes for 205 yards. Davis’s
season got off to a slow start, averaging 54.8
yards per game in the first four contests. His
production picked up in Weeks 5 and 6 at Dallas
(10/15) and vs. Carolina (10/21) when he rushed
for 99 yards in each game. He broke the 100-
yard mark vs. NYG (10/28) when he rushed 29
times for 107 yards. The next week vs. Seattle
(11/4) his 142-yard rushing performance pushed
him ahead of Terry Allen to third all-time on the
Redskins' list with 2,402 career rushing yards.
He also scored the Redskins’ first rushing
touchdown for the season, a one-yard scamper.
In Week 10 at Denver (11/18), he ran for 97
yards, including a season-long 32-yard run in the
Redskins 17-10 upset over the Broncos. The
next week in Philadelphia, he ran for 79 yards
before leaving the game late in the fourth quarter
with a strained lower back he suffered in the first
quarter. The next week he was on the cover of
the December 3, 2001 issue of Sports Illustrated
along with left tackle Chris Samuels after the
Redskins became the first team in NFL history to
win five straight after losing the first five games of
the season. He became the first running back in
Redskins history to rush for 1,000-plus yards in
three consecutive seasons when he rushed for

110 yards in Week 13 at Arizona (12/9), He also
scored his second touchdown of the season on a

one-yard TD run. He rushed for 111 yards the
next week vs. Philadelphia and caught three
passes for a season-high 35 yards. In Week 16
at New Orleans (12/30), he rushed 21 times for
111 yards and a touchdown before leaving the
game late in the third with a mild right knee

sprain. Davis gave a career performance the
next week in the season finale vs. Arizona (1/6)
when he rushed for 148 yards on 38 carries and
one touchdown. The yardage gave him a season
total of 1,432 yards, a career single-season best
for him, as well as a Redskin team record. His 38
carries gave him a season total of 356, also a
career single-season best, and moves him to third
on the Redskins all-time list with 1,176 career
rushes. The 148-yard game was the second time
he ended a season with six 100-yard rushing
efforts and now has him third in Redskins history
for most 100-yard games (17). Davis finished the
season ranked third in the NFL and first in the

NFC in rushing yardage.

Pro Career - 2000: Davis helped fuel the
NFC’s fifth-rated offense. He rushed for 1,318
yards, third-best in the NFC, on 332 carries (4.0
avg.). He also gained 313 receiving yards on 33
catches, both career-high numbers. His total
yards (1,631) was seventh-best in the NFC. He
also became the fifth Redskin with back-to-back

1,000-yard rushing seasons; Terry Allen last did it
in 1995 and 1996. Davis also ran for 11 TDs, the
second-most in the NFC, and has 33 on the
ground in his career, the fourth-most ever for a
Redskin. He scored 66 points, all on the ground,
and has 28 TDs in his last 29 starts. He was

second in the NFC with 71 rushing first downs
and third in the NFC with 83 first downs overall.
He converted 7-of-11 third-down situations. He

posted five 100-yard games, the first one in the
season-opener vs. Carolina, when he rushed 23
times for 133 yards and scored on a two-yard run
to cap the season’s first drive. He had a solid all-
around game in Week 3 vs. Dallas, gaining 91
yards on 25 carries with TDs on seven- and one-
yard runs and catching a season-high five passes
for a team-high 54 yards and three first downs.
Two weeks later vs. TB, he rushed for a season-
high 141 yards on 28 carries, including a season-
long 50-yard TD run in the second quarter. It was
the longest run the Bucs defense allowed all
season. It was also the first of six straight games
in which he scored. Davis rushed 23 times for 84

yards and scored on a twelve-yard TD run at the
Eagles in Week 6. He added three catches for 37
yards. The next week vs. Baltimore, he gained 91
yards on 21 rushes and ripped off a 33-yard TD
run in the fourth quarter that broke open a 3-3
game in the Redskins 10-3 victory. In Week 8 at
Jacksonville, he ran 24 times for 114 yards,
scoring on a one-yard run on the game’s first
drive and a 16-yard run in the fourth period that
sealed the 33-16 Redskins victory. He ran 30
times for 124 yards with a one-yard TD in Week
10 at Arizona and caught two passes tor 62
yards, including a career-long 39-yarder. Davis
carried 19 times for 85 yards and caught three
passes for 21 yards in Week 11 at St, Louis but
suffered a hairline fracture of his right forearm
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while making a block. He was third in the NFL
with 1,073 yards rushing at the time. He wore a
protective arm cast for the last four games and
averaged only 42 yards in Weeks 13, 14 and 15.
But in the season-finale, he rushed for 100 yards
on 27 carries with a long of 22. It was the 11th
time in his career he topped 100 yards. 1999:
Davis rushed for 1,405 yards, first in the NFC and
third in the NFL behind the Colts Edgerrin James
(1,553) and NYJ Curtis Martin (1,464). His
yardage total was a Redskins single-season
record, surpassing Terry Allen’s mark of 1,353
yards in 1996. Davis also led the NFL with a 4.8
average per carry and 104 points, the most by a
RB. He rushed for all of his TDs (17) and ran for a
two-point conversion. He also gained 111 yards
receiving and finished tied for fifth in the NFC with
the Cowboys' Emmitt Smith for total yards gained
(1,515). He was named to the NFC Pro Bowl
Team and received The Quarterback Club

Redskins Player of the Year Award. After earning
the starting RB position in training camp, he
posted six 100-yard-plus rushing games, the first
on opening day vs. Dallas, when he ran for a then
career-high 109 yards. It was the first time a
Redskins back ran for more than 100 yards in a
game since Terry Allen in Week 9 of 1997 vs. the
Bears. The next week, Davis ran for 126 yards on
23 carries and tied a Redskins single-game
record with three TDs. He was the first Redskin to

record consecutive 100-yard-plus rushing days
since Reggie Brooks in Weeks 7 and 8 in 1993.
In Week 7 vs. Chicago, he ripped off a 76-yard
TD run to ignite the Skins in their 48-22 win. He
ran for 143 yards and two TDs on the day. After a
season-low 33 yards in Week 8 vs. Buffalo, he
rushed for 122 yards on 25 carries and two TDs
in Week 9 at Philadelphia. He then rushed for 183
yards in Week 10 vs. the Giants, surpassing the
1,000-yard mark. He was named NFC Offensive
Player of the Week and received a game ball. He
rushed for a career-high 189 yards in Week 13
vs. Arizona, it was his sixth 100-yard-plus rushing
game, tying him with Redskins great Larry Brown
for the second-highest total of such games in
team history. (Brown did it six times in 1970 and
1972, and Bob Goode did it seven times in 1951.)
At the time, Davis led the NFL with 1,335 yards
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and appeared headed to the league rushing title.
But after gaining 70 yards in Week 14 at
Indianapolis, he sprained his left ankle early in
the second quarter and left the game. He was
ruled inactive for the final two regular-season
games. He returned with a bang in the Redskins
27-14 win over Detroit in the NFC Wild Card

Playoff, rushing 15 times for 119 yards and two
TDs before leaving the game with a sprained right
knee midway in the second quarter. His 58-yard
run tied for the longest run in Redskins post
season history with Timmy Smith, who had a 58-
yarder in Super Bowl XXII in January 1988. In all,
Davis sparked the Redskins to a 223-yard
rushing day, the third-highest total in the team’s
postseason history. 1998: Davis’ playing time
increased dramatically. He played in all 16 games
and started twelve, including eleven at FB. He
began the season as the back-up to RB Terry
Allen. In the first four weeks, he carried the ball
eight times for 25 yards. But in Week 5 vs. Dallas,
he moved to FB and proved to be versatile in the
Redskins backfield. Besides adjusting to his role
as the lead blocker for Allen and Skip Hicks, he
became a threat to catch the ball out of the

backfield with his speed and good hands. In
Week 8 vs. the Giants, he led the team in
receiving with five catches for 65 yards, including
a twelve-yard TD catch that helped the Redskins
notch their first victory. It was his first TD of the
season and his first career TD catch. Perhaps his
best game of the season was in Week 12, when
he was integral in a victory over Oakland. He led
all receivers for the second time that season,

amassing seven catches for 110 yards, including
a 19-yard strike for his second TD. He added a
career-long catch of 30 yards. He had four
catches for 62 yards in the Redskins win over
Carolina in Week 14, He started at RB in Week
16 vs. Dallas due to injuries to Allen and Hicks,
rushing 17 times for 70 yards. For the season,
Davis recorded career-highs of 21 catches for

263 yards and two TDs. He also rushed 34 times
for 109 yards. He made five tackles and 21 blocks
on special teams. His biggest play on special
teams came in Week 9 vs. the Cardinals. He
recovered a Redskins on-side kick with 1:04 left

in the game that led to the go-ahead FG with
00:35 left. 1997: With Terry Alien in and out of
the lineup due to nagging injuries, Davis’ playing
time rose from his rookie season. He rushed for

567 yards and three TDs on 141 carries. He was
also a receiving threat, catching 18 passes for
134 yards. He got his first NFL start in Week 2 vs.
the Steelers due to an Allen thumb injury in the
game before. Davis had respectable numbers in
the Week 2 loss, rushing 17 times for 66 yards
with two catches for 20 yards. His big moment
came in a Week 6 showdown with the Cowboys
on Monday night. After Allen was injured early,
Davis stepped in and rushed 22 times for 94
yards and two scores, helping lead the Redskins
to victory. Davis started vs. the Oilers in Week 7
(13 rushes, 45 yards) and the Ravens in Week 8
(17 rushes, 59 yards). After returning to a reserve
role for a few weeks, he started in Week 14 vs.
the Cardinals in a must-win game, leading the
team in rushing (20 carries, 92 yards) and
receiving (six catches, 27 yards). He also started
in Week 15 vs. NYG (ten carries, 41 yards) and in
the season-finale vs. the Eagles (twelve rushes,
65 yards, one TD). 1996: Davis showed
glimpses of brilliance playing behind Pro Bowier
Terry Allen. He rushed 23 times for 139 yards
(6.0 avg.). His 39-yard TD run vs. NYG was the
team’s second-longest run of the year. In the RFK
Stadium finale, Davis came in late to rush eight
times for 35 yards and his second career TD.

College/Personal: Davis gained 1,068 yards
(5.9 avg.) and scored 14 TDs as a senior at

Auburn. He was a consensus All-SEC First-Team

choice. He tallied 17 TDs on the year, tying Bo
Jackson’s single-season school record. Davis
ended his Auburn career fourth on the school’s

all-time rushing list with 2,811 yards, trailing Joe
Cribbs, James Brooks and Jackson. An All-SEC
First-Team pick by Football News and AP as a
junior, Davis led the Tigers with 221 carries for
1,263 yards (5,7 avg.) and 13 TDs. He was
named SEC Offensive Player of the Week after
gaining a career-high 246 yards on 27 carries
with TD runs of 1,24 and 53 yards in a win over
Arkansas. He saw backup action in nine games
as a sophomore, gaining 480 yards on 87 carries
(5.5 avg.) with three TDs. In his first college
action, Davis gained 125 yards on 18 attempts
with two TDs. He arrived at Auburn with fanfare.

He was Football News National Player of the
Year and USA Today Offensive Player of the
Year as a senior at Spartanburg (S.C.) High
School. He ran for a school-record 2,448 yards
(9.2 avg.) and 32 TDs as a senior, leading the
team to the Class 4A state title. His final prep
numbers were 4,501 yards on 535 carries with 53
TDs and 5,425 all-purpose yards. In the state title
game as a senior, he rushed 30 times for 230
yards and two scores. At Spartanburg, Davis won
the state 100-meter dash title twice. He graduated
with a degree in vocational education from
Auburn. In 1999, Davis spearheaded the
Redskins “Hometown Huddle’’ project with Habitat
for Humanity when he helped build a home in
Washington, D.C. He and his wife. Dee Dee, live
in Herndon, Va. He has four children: Dentia,
Sherrell, Stephen Jr., and Stephanie. During the
off-season, the Davis family resides in
Blythewood, SC.

Jacksonville in the sixth round (185th overall),
finished the season with Indianapolis after being
waived by the Jaguars Aug. 19. He was signed to
the Colts’ practice squad Aug. 27 and then
elevated to the active roster Dec. 20.

2001 Season: Dotson reclaimed his job as the
Packers’ starter at defensive tackle following
rehabilitation of the torn quadriceps that ended
his 2000 campaign in late November. He made
his first start in Week 4, at Tampa Bay (10/7).
Dotson played in all 16 games for the eighth time
as a pro (also 1992-98), starting the last 13
contests. He had 3.5 sacks (tied for fifth on the
team) among 39 total tackles, along with one
forced fumble, one pass defensed, nine

pressures and 12 QB hits. He also started both
playoff games, contributing six total tackles plus
two passes defensed. Dotson tallied a season-
high 6 tackles against the Ravens, along with one
pressure and three QB hits. He sacked the
Redskins’ Jeff George in a Monday night victory
over Washington (9/24) and posted a decisive
fourth-quarter sack of the Lions’ Mike McMahon
in a Thanksgiving Day win at Detroit (11/22). He
shared an early sack of the Bucs’ Brad Johnson
with teammate Vonnie Holliday and finished with
four tackles against Tampa Bay (11/4). He also
recorded three stops in postseason games
against San Francisco (1/13) and at St. Louis
(1/gO), adding two pass breakups in the Rams
contest. He served as one of Green Bay’s six
game captains throughout the postseason and
was voted by his teammates as the Packers’
2001 recipient of the Ed Block Courage Award,
presented annually to a player for his
“commitment to the principles of sportsmanship
and courage’’ in returning to the field.

Pro Career - 2000: Dotson started at

defensive tackle in 11 of the first 12 games before
suffering a partially torn quadriceps muscle above
the patella tendon in his right leg in a Monday
night contest at Carolina (11/27). Subsequently,
he was placed on injured reserve on Nov. 29 and
underwent surgery to repair the muscle on Dec.
1. Dotson finished his year with 58 total tackles
(34 solo), ranking him second among the club’s
defensive linemen and sixth overall, with six
sacks. Dotson posted a strong performance in a
win over Philadelphia (9/17), tying the team high
with eight tackles, including 1.5 sacks. He also
had eight stops vs. Chicago (10/1) and a sack of
the Bears' Cade McNown. Against Miami (10/29),
he made a season-high nine tackles. In a victory
over San Francisco (10/15), Dotson harassed
49ers QB Jeff Garcia, posting one pressure and
two QB hits, to go with a season-high 2 passes
defensed. He made 5 tackles in a Monday night
win against Minnesota (11/6) and notched 5
tackles, two pressures and one QB hit vs. the
N.Y. Jets in the season opener (9/3). 1999:
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career best with 10 tackles against Denver in
Super Bowl XXXII (12/25). 1996: Dotson started
15 of Green Bay’s 16 regular-season games at
defensive tackle for the league’s No. 1-ranked
defense, his only non-start of the season came at
Dallas (11/18) when the Packers opened in a 3-4
defense. He also started all three playoff games,
including Super Bowl XXXI, in the first post
season action of his pro career. He recorded 45
tackles to rank second among club defensive
linemen and ninth on the team overall. Dotson
finished third on the club in sacks with 5.5 sacks,

the second-highest output of his career (t0 in
1992), had a forced fumble, a fumble recovery
and 6 passes defensed. Dotson had one of his
best games in a Green Bay uniform in a 28-18
win over Detroit (11/3), notching a season-high 2
sacks among five tackles, two additional
quarterback pressures, a forced fumble and
batted down a season-best two passes at the line
of scrimmage. He posted a team-leading 1.5
sacks in a Monday night game against
Philadelphia (9/9), including a shared sack with
White for a safety in 39-13 win and made a
season-high 6 tackles in a overtime win vs. San
Francisco (10/14). Dotson had a fourth-quarter
sack among 3 total tackles, plus a pass defensed,
in the Super Bowl triumph over New England
(1/26). Dotson signed with Green Bay on March
7 as an unrestricted free agent after playing his
first four NFL seasons with Tampa Bay. 1995:
Appearing in all 16 games for the Buccaneers in
his final season with the team, Dotson started
eight contests as he alternated with '95 first-round
draft choice Warren Sapp. He made eight
consecutive starts at right defensive tackle
beginning with the Bucs' sixth game vs. Cincinnati
(Oct. 8). He led Tampa Bay with five sacks, the
second time in four years he led the team in that
category and posted 38 tackles, two fumbles
recoveries and two pass break ups. Dotson was
named the Bucs' 'Player of the Game' for
excellent performance in front of hometown
Houston fans 10/29, when he tallied a season-
high 9 tackles plus a sack and fumble recovery
vs. the Oilers. 1994: Dotson saw action in all 16

contests, including starts in nine of the team's first
10 games (seven at right defensive tackle and
two at left end). He finished the season with 23
tackles (18 solo), two passes defensed and tied
for second on the club with three sacks. He
made a season-best four tackles in consecutive

games, against San Francisco and Minnesota
(10/30). 1993: Dotson played in all 16 games
with 13 starts (11 at right defensive tackle, two at
left end). He ranked fifth on the squad with 63
tackles (41 solo), five sacks (tied for second on
team), a club-leading three forced fumbles and a
pass defensed. He led Tampa Bay defensive
linemen in tackles for the second straight season.
Dotson made a season-best 8 tackles and forced
a fumble vs. the 49ers (11/14), and had three

Dotson started 12 contests at defensive tackle.
He finished his season with 35 tackles (17 solo),
including 2.5 sacks, one forced fumble and three
passes defensed. He started the season's first
two regular-season games before suffering a
severe stinger in the game at Detroit (9/19).
Dotson’s subsequent inactive status vs. the
Vikings marked the first time in his NFL career he
had not played, which ended a streak of 114
consecutive games played (121 including
playoffs). He returned to action against Seattle
(11/1). He registered a season-high 6 tackles,
including a sack of Rich Gannon, in the opening
contest vs. Oakland (9/12) and equaled that total
with 6 stops at Tampa Bay (12/26). He made a
season-high 7 stops in a rain-soaked loss to
Minnesota (10/5) after posting a key performance
in a 23-15 victory over Tampa Bay (9/13), in
which he registered four tackles, including a sack,
1 forced fumble and 1 pass defensed. In the
season-opening 38-19 win over Detroit (9/6),
Dotson’s initial hit on Lions quarterback Scott
Mitchell on a fourth-and-one sneak, allowed for
the ball to be stripped by Brian Williams and
subsequently snatched up by Butler, who
scampered 32 yards for a touchdown. 1998:
Dotson started all 16 games at defensive tackle
for the second straight season. He recorded 43
stops (28 solo), including 3 sacks, to finish
second (to Reggie White) in tackles among the
club's defensive linemen, ninth on the team
overall. He also added 1 fumble recovery, 1
forced fumble, 5 passes defensed (the second-
highest total of his pro career) and posted 5-or-
more tackles in four games. He made a season-
high 7 stops in a rain-soaked loss to Minnesota
(Oct. 5) after posting a key performance in a 23-
15 victory over Tampa Bay (Sept. 13), in which
he registered 4 tackles, including a sack, 1 forced
fumble and 1 pass defensed. 1997: Dotson
started at defensive tackle in all 16 regular-
season games for the second time as a pro and
was the club’s starter for all three playoff
contests, including Super Bowl XXXII. He had
the most tackles by a Green Bay defensive
lineman with 67 (48 solo) and tied (with Gabe
Wilkins) for second on the Packers with 5.5
sacks, matching his 1996 total. He also torced 2
fumbles, broke up 2 passes and finished tops
among Green Bay linemen during the postseason
with 15 tackles (8 solo). Dotson had perhaps his
best game of the season at Indianapolis (11/16),
when he recorded a season-high two sacks on
seven tackles and a forced fumble right before
halftime which led to a Green Bay touchdown.
He registered eight stops (his regular-season
best), and a sack, one week earlier in a win over
St. Louis (11/9). Dotson made five tackles,
including a shared sack with White, in Green
Bay’s 27-11 win at Minnesota (12/1) and
recorded tour tackles in a divisional playoff win
over Tampa Bay (1/4). He also equaled his
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other 8-tackle performances. 1992; Dotson
enjoyed a sensational rookie campaign which
saw him win muitiple ieague rookie accolades.
He was named NFL 'Rookie of the Year' by The
Sporting News, chosen NFL 'Defensive Rookie of
the Year' by both Football Digest and College &
Pro Football Newsweekly and was honored as
the NFC’s ‘Defensive Rookie of the Year’ by
NFLPA/USA Today. He was also a consensus
all-rookie pick and had a career-best 71 tackles
(57 solo), including a career-high 10 sacks, plus
two forced fumbles, two fumble recoveries and
three passes defensed. Dotson broke the Tampa
Bay rookie sack record, doubling the previous
mark of 5 shared by Hall of Famer Lee Roy
Selmon (1976) and Chris Washington (1984). He
became just the third player in team history to
record a double-digit sack total (Selmon 1977-79,
'83 and Broderick Thomas 1991). He started all
16 games, 14 at right defensive tackle and the
final two at left end. Dotson had nine tackles,
including two sacks and a forced tumble, in his
first NFL regular-season game, Sept. 6 against
Phoenix. He made a career-best 10 tackles and

had 2 sacks in a 31-3 victory over Green Bay
(9/13) and scored his only career touchdown
when he scooped up a fourth-quarter Barry
Sanders fumble and returned it 42 yards for a
score (9/27) at Detroit. Dotson also had a sack in
the 27-23 triumph over the Lions, earning NFC
'Defensive Player of the Week' honors in the
process. He recorded 2 sacks vs. Minnesota
(11/8) for his third multiple sack game of season
and contributed 7 tackles and a sack against San
Francisco (12/19). Dotson was the second of two
fifth-round selections (132nd overall) by Tampa
Bay in the 1992 draft, a pick that had been
obtained from Kansas City for linebacker Ervin
Randle.

College/Personal: Dotson was a three-year
starter and four-time letter winner (1988-91) at
Baylor after redshirting in 1987. He finished his
collegiate career with 193 total tackles, including

18 sacks, plus 4 forced fumbles and 1 fumble
recovery. He was a three-time first-team All-
Southwest Conference pick and a consensus
first-team All-America selection as a senior, when
he registered 60 tackles, 4 sacks and 2 blocked
kicks. Dotson was also a finalist for both the

Outland and Lombardi trophies and named as
SWC 'Defensive Player of the Year'. He earned
conference 'Newcomer of the Year' recognition
from the Dallas Morning News as a freshman
despite his reserve role. He holds a B.A. degree
in telecommunications and his given name is
Santana N. Dotson, named after Native American
Chief Santana whose philosophy was "with unity
comes strength." Born in New Orleans, Dotson’s
Nickname is 'S.D.’ He is married to Monique and
they share a son, Khari (bom 1/12/96), and two
daughters, Amani (born 3/24/97) and Sanaa (born
11/1/00). Dotson was a prep All-America
selection in football at Jack Yates High School in
Houston where he lettered three times, helping
lead his team to a three-year record of 36-4,
including the 1985 state title. He also earned one
letter in track as a discus thrower and shot putter.
His father, Alphonse, was a second-round draft
choice of Green Bay in 1965, who instead chose
to sign with the rival AFL's Kansas City Chiefs,
playing five years professionally as a defensive
lineman with the Chiefs (1965), Miami (1966) and
Oakland (1968-70), While in GB, he was actively
involved with Big Brothers/Big Sisters in NE
Wisconsin and Houston and he set up a
scholarship fund through his high school for kids
in extracurricular activities who attain a certain

GPA. He oversees operation of the Santana
Dotson Foundation in Houston, which, among its
many charitabie endeavors, gives scholarships to
inner-city kids who otherwise could not afford to
go to college (an undertaking he has sponsored
in some manner for the last ten years). The
Santana Dotson Foundation holds an annual

Scholarship Fundraising Weekend in April, an
event which featured a banquet and silent
auction, a celebrity pool tournament and a softball

At Philadelphia (11/25), he
made a critical third-and-long conversion late in
the fourth quarter. The 13-yard reception allowed
the Redskins to run down the clock and also set

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receiver. Gardner’s numbers dipped from his
junior season largely because the 9-3 Tigers ran
the ball much more in 2000. As a junior, Gardner
became an impact player in coach Tommy
Bowden’s pass-oriented offense. He set school
single-season records of 80 catches and t ,084
yards, topping Tony Horne’s 1997 marks of 70
catches and 907 yards.

With his 19th season
as a Redskin, he and Tennessee Titans center
Bruce Matthews moved into a tie for second all-
time with Jim Marshall for the most seasons with

one team. He played in all 16 games and started
four. In addition to his unparalleled talent on the
field. Green is a strong leader for the team. Many
teammates credit him with helping to turn the
season around when he gave the team some
much needed encouragement during a team
meeting the night before the 10/21 Carolina game.
The next day the team beat the Panthers 17-14
and went on to win their next four games and
became the first team in NFL history to win five
straight after losing their first five contests. He
played in a reserve role for the first five weeks of
the season, playing back-up to rookie cornerback
Fred Smoot and coming in primarily on nickel
situations. He saw significant playing time in
Week 5 at Dallas (10/15), when Smoot went down
with a knee injury. The next week vs. Carolina
(10/21), he made his 251st start of his career, in
place of the injured Smoot and led the Redskins in
tackles with seven and one pass deflection. He
started the next two games vs. NYG (10/28) and
vs. Seattle (11/4) before returning to a reserve role
to make way for a healthy Smoot. He made a key
fourth-down play at Philadelphia (11/25) when he
broke up quarterback Donovan McNabb’s pass,
giving the ball back to the Skins to run the clock
down and beat the Eagles 13-3. In the next
match-up against Philadelphia (12/16), Green
intercepted a McNabb pass and extended his all-

time NFL record to 19 consecutive seasons with at

Green led the Redskins with 20 passes defensed.

He missed the Skins first-round
playoff win over Minnesofa wifh a bruised heel
buf saw acfion the next week in a Divisional
Playoff at SF. He didn’t make the Pro Bowl for the
first time since 1989. 1991: Green went to his

fifth Pro Bowl and his second straight as a starter,
and was a unanimous All-Pro, He tied for fhe
team lead with five INTs, his best mark since
1986, and posted a team-high 21 passes
defensed. He intercepted two passes vs, both
Detroit in Week 1 and Philadelphia in Week 5. His
pivotal INT in OT vs. Houston in Week 9 led to
the Skins game-winning FG. He was again
superb in the playoffs with two INTs. He made a
season-high ten tackles vs. Dallas in Week 12.
1990: Green earned his fourth Pro Bowl
appearance. He was a First-Teamer on the All-
NFC team for UPl, Football News and Pro
Football Weekly; and a Second-Team All-NFL
choice by AP. He began the year with INTs in the
first three games, a career first. In Week 3 vs,
Dallas, he had seven tackles and two passes
defensed and capped the Skins win with an 18-
yard INT return for a TD, He made a season-best
ten tackles and intercepted a pass vs, SF. He
also had INTs vs. Phoenix and New Orleans to
finish with four. He had an INT in the Skins
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and was named to the Football Digest and AP All-
Rookie teams. He returned an INT 72 yards for a
TD in the Redskins 51-7 NFC playoff win over the
Rams.

College/Personal: Green is legendary at
Texas A&l, where he was named to the Football
Coaches All-American Division II team with 56
tackles and four INTs in 1982. He was the Lone
Star Conference Defensive Player of the Year. He
had 76- and 96-yard punt returns for TDs as a
senior. Also a legend on the track, his 10.08,100-
meter time was second behind Carl Lewis as a
senior. Green was ail-state in track and ail-city in
footbail at Jones High School in Houston. He has
won the “NFL Fastest Man” competition four times
over such notable track stars as Willie Gault, Ron
Brown and Herschel Walker. Green earned the
title of World’s Fastest Athlete” in 1991. On the

personal side. Green has dedicated his life to
serving youth, and has demonstrated his
committment to the D.C. metro area by founding
the Darrell Green Youth Life Foundation in 1988.
The mission of the foundation is to open doors of
opportunity for boys and girls whose
circumstances limit their chances to lead

educated, moral, well adjusted lives. The
centerpiece of the foundation is the Youth Life
Learning Center. The Center is a community
based values-driven program intended to train this
generation to be educationally, technically and
morally excellent. Since the original center began
in Northeast D.C. eight years ago, three additional
centers have started in various cities around the

country. The DGYLF annuaily hosts “Christmas
with the Redksins” in conjunction with the McLean
Hilton Hotel. During this special season, players
from the Redksins and individuais from the

community provide essentiai items for kids who
live in Washington, D.C. area. Green has devoted
his time working with the Big Brothers of America
in the D.C. area, on anti-drug campaigns and
other projects. Green has testified about drug
prevention before a Senate Judiciary Panel and
has been the Redskins representative in the NFL-
sponsored United Way outreach program.

playoff win over Philadelphia. 1989: Green had
two first-quarter INTs vs. the Cardinals in Week 5.
But he fractured a wrist in Week 7 vs. TB and was

lost for the season. Despite missing the final nine
games, he was third on the team with five passes
defensed. 1988: Green led the Redskins in

passes defensed (14) and made some timely
punt returns. His 13- and 18-yard returns vs. the
Steelers in Week 2 helped set up a FG and TD in
the Skins 30-29 victory. He also made a 32-yard
return vs. NYG. He broke a hand in the first

quarter of Week 15 vs. Dallas and left the game,
after which the Cowboys threw three TD passes
to beat the Redskins, 24-17.1987: Green made
one of the most memorable plays in Redskins
history in the NFC Championship game. He
applied a last-second hit at the goal line on
Vikings RB Darrin Nelson on a fourth-down play,
jarring the ball loose and securing the Redskins
17-10 victory. Green played despite tearing rib
cartilage the week before in a first-round playoff
game. The injury occurred when he was returning
a punt 52 yards for a TD in the Redskins 21-17
win over the Bears. His regular-season highlight
was a career-high three INTs in Week 10 vs.
Detroit. The last one was on the Lions final

possession and preserved a 20-13 Skins victory.
Green went to the Pro Bowl for the third time.

1986: Green earned his second Pro Bowl trip. In
Week 2, his end zone INT with :30 left sealed a
10-6 win vs. the Raiders. A bruised shoulder in
Week 12 vs. Dallas forced him from the starting
lineup for the first time in his career. In the
playoffs, he intercepted a pass to set up a go-
ahead TD in a 27-13 second-round upset of the
Bears. He intercepted five passes and forced two
fumbles overall. 1985: Green posted a 13.4
average on 16 punt returns, the highest such
figure by a Redskins player since Eddie Brown’s
13.5 in 1976. He achieved that average though
his punt returns of 99 and 73 yards were nullified.
He also intercepted two passes. 1984: Green
intercepted a career-high five passes and earned
a starting Pro Bowl spot. He had 87 tackles and a
team-high 14 deflections. He also had a dramatic
performance that cemented his all-star selection.
With the Skins trailing Dallas 21-6 at halftime in
Week 15, he returned an INT 32 yards for a TD.
He later stopped a Cowboys drive with an end
zone INT, and the Skins rallied for a 30-28

victory. 1983: Green set the tone for his NFL
career the first time he touched the football with a

61-yard punt return in a preseason game vs.
Atlanta. A contract dispute with Jeris White thrust
him into the starting lineup on opening day vs. the
Cowboys, and Green showed his speed by
chasing down Tony Dorsett on a long run. He
finished No. 4 on the team in overall tackles (109)
and first in solo stops (79). He earned a runner-up
spot as AP NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year

He completed his bachelor of science degree in
general studies and social science on May 10,
1998, from St. Paul’s College in Lawrenceviile,
VA. Darrell also holds an honorary doctorate from
Marymount University in Arlington, VA. He’s a
native of Houston. He and his wife, Jewell, have
three children: Jerreli, Jared and Joi. They live in
Ashburn, VA.

(12/2). Green finished the year with two catches
for 15 yards in the piayoff game at Philadelphia
(1/12).

Pro Career - 2000: Green started ail 16
games and one playoff contest, finishing second
on the team with 51 receptions and 773 receiving
yards (15.2 avg.) with one touchdown. He had an
impressive first half of the season with 31
receptions for 556 yards (18.0 avg.), including
two 100-yard games (Chicago 9/10, Minnesota
10/9). He grabbed two catches for 67 yards (33.5
avg.) at New Engiand (9/3), and had a game-high
five receptions for 104 yards against Chicago
(9/10), including a game-breaking 58-yard
touchdown reception.

Green posted
seven catches for a career-high 164 yards and
one TD in a 17-10 win over Kansas City (11/14),
tying Mark Carrier (at Chicago, 11/19/89) for the
sixth-best single-game yardage total in club
history. On Monday Night against the Vikings
(12/6), he led the team with five catches for 70
yards and one score. Green recorded a career-
high, 10 receptions for 113 yards in the division-
clinching win at Chicago (1/2). 1998: Green
played in 12 games and started one, missing four
of the first six games due to toe, thumb and
shoulder injuries. He finished the season ranked
sixth on team with 14 receptions tor 251 yards
and tied for third with a pair of TD receptions. He
also finished the season averaging 15.1 yards on
30 punt returns, a mark that ranked second in the
NFL to Dallas' Deion Sanders (15.6) and was the
best in franchise history among players with at
least 15 runbacks. Green averaged 22.9 yards
on 10 kickoff returns and ran three end-arounds

for a total of 12 yards. In his first regular-season
NFL game, at Green Bay (9/13), he scored the
Bucs’ first points in a loss by returning a fourth-
quarter punt 95 yards for a 23-15 score. His
runback was just the fourth punt or kickoff return
for a TD in franchise history, which ranks as the
longest scoring play of any kind in Buc annals.
Green scored his first receiving touchdown
against the Lions on a 44-yard post pattern. He
helped Bucs to their first Monday Night Football
win since 1982 by turning a quick slant into a 64-
yard TD reception against Green Bay (12/7).

College/Personal; Green finished his Florida
career fifth on the Gators’ all-time list with 2,181
receiving yards on 113 career catches despite
starting just 19 games as a collegian. He scored
a total of 30 TDs, 23 receiving, three rushing and
four on punt returns. His four-career punt return
TDs established a new Florida record. He

averaged 12.6 yards on punt returns (61-776) and
20.3 yards on kickoff returns (26-528) to help him
earn first-team All-America status from AP and

most publications as a junior. Green was a
finalist for the Fred Biletnikoff Award, given to the
nation’s top receiver, a semi-finalist tor Football
News'Offensive Player of the Year award and
also placed on the SEC’s all-conference first
team. His senior season, he started all 12 games

(including bowl) and led the Gators with 61
receptions for 1,024 yards and nine TDs. Green
was Florida’s primary punt returner, running back
27 punts for 392 yards (14.5 avg.) and tallying
two TDs. Amazingly, he accounted for all three
TDs in a 24-10 win over Auburn in three different

ways: a 12-yard TD pass to Jamie Richardson, a
10-yard scoring reception and a five-yard scoring
run. He totaled 33 receptions for 626 yards and
nine scores during his sophomore season. He
also returned 25 punts for 324 yards (13.0 avg.),
two TDs and 10 kickoffs for 216 yards (21.6 avg.).
In the national-championship-deciding rematch
against Florida State in the Sugar Bowl, he
posted five catches for 79 yards. Green also
blocked three punts on special teams to tie a
school single-season record. His rookie year, he
caught 19 passes for 531 yards and five TDs,
averaging an astounding 28 yards per grab. He
returned nine punts for 50 yards (5.6 avg.), 16
kickoffs for 312 yards (19.5 avg.) and ran seven
times for 93 yards and a TD. In his first career
start against Northern Illinois, he turned in a
career-long 96-yard TD catch, the second-longest
reception in school history. Green majored in
public recreation while at Florida. As a prep at
Peach County High School in Fort Valley,
Georgia, he earned honors as All-America choice
by USA Today despite serving as school’s veer
option quarterback as a senior. He was also a
First-team all-state selection, racking up 1,767 all
purpose yards as a senior and responsible for 23
touchdowns. The versatile Green also rushed for

948 yards and 16 TDs. He was selected for both
the Georgia/Florida football all-star game and the
North/South basketball contest, one of only two
players (also Dallas’ Peppi Zellner) ever to do so.
His full name is D’Tanyian Jacquez Green, born
in Fort Valley, Georgia.

sacks. He was a Pro Bowl starter for the third

straight year. He finished fourth in team tackles
(88, 66 solo) and made a half sack in the playoff
game at Cleveland (1/6). 1988: Smith had a
fantastic season that ended with Pro Bowl honors
for the second time. He was the UP! AFC Co-

Defensive Player-of-the-Year. He tied for second
in sacks in the AFC with San Diego’s Lee
Williams (eleven). He played in only twelve
games because he missed the first four games
after an NFL suspension. He was ninth on the
team in tackles with 56 but first in sacks. He

made two sacks vs. the Bengals (1/8) in the AFC
title game, though he missed some of the game
with an injury.

He made his 100th career
sack vs. Washington’s Mark Rypien (11/1). His
six-game consecutive sack streak ended at
Pittsburgh (11/15), a streak that matched his own
mark in 1986 and Phil Hansen’s in 1992. He

made two sacks vs. the Raiders (1/15) to become
the NFL’s all-time playoff sack leader with eleven,
overtaking Richard Dent (10.5) and Charles Mann
(10). He added another sack in the AFC
Championship game vs. KC (1/23). He was the
NFL’s Postseason Defensive Player of the Week
after the Raiders game. 1992: Smith made his
fifth trip to the Pro Bowl. He was the NFL
Defensive Player of the Week for the AFC
Championship game at Miami (1/17). He was
nominated as the Bills recipient of the 1992 Ed
Block Courage Award.

Formula for QB Ratincp

“Quarterback Rating” is the most complicated of the NFL's official statistics. The formula uses five factors:
attempts, completions, gross yardage, touchdowns and interceptions. It was designed so that a score of 100
would mean “greaf, with 90 as “very good”, 80 as “good” - similar to an A-B-C grading scale. It is possible to
score over 100, a teat accomplished in 2000 by Redskins QB Jeff George (11/20 111.0, 12/3 100.0).

Here’s the formula which works when entered into Microsoft Excel. Be careful, there are 196 characters
which must be typed perfectly, without any spaces, in order to calculate correctly:

Red Cloud. Red Thunder. Red Eagle. Redlands. Red mud.

“The term redskin, applied by Europeans to Algonquians in general and the
Delawares in particular,” says the Reader’s Digest in its book America's Fascinating
indian Heritage, “was inspired not by their natural complexion but by their fondness for
vermilion makeup, concocted from fat mixed with berry juice and minerals that
provided the desired color.” The men “would streak their faces and bodies with bright
red ocher and bloodroot,” adds the Reader’s Digest.

Indians painted their skin for decorative and ceremonial purposes. “Red is generally
accepted as being one of the colors most easily available to and most used by
Indians,” as Ronald P. Koch states in his book Dress Ctothing of the Plains Indians.

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FedExField is the premier stadium in
the National Football League. Located in
Landover, MD, the privately financed
FedExField was completed in a record 17
months and hosted the Redskins home

opener September 14, 1997 — a 19-13
overtime win against the Arizona
Cardinals.

The stadium is located on a 200-acre

site and is the largest outdoor stadium in
the NFL with 86,484 seats — over 7,000
more than the next largest — the
Meadowlands in New Jersey. FedExField is
one of just two stadiums with three tiers
of luxury suites, a total of 224. Suites are
equipped with restrooms, a refrigerator,
televisions, lounge area, two rows of
seats, and bar stools.

FedExField increased the Redskins

attendance capacity by over 40% when
the team left RFK Stadium after 1996.
Nevertheless, the Redskins have sold

out every home game for the past 35
seasons (270 regular season and 13
playoff games) including all 41 contests
at FedExField. All eight games for the

2002 season are sold out as well as both

pre-season contests.
Construction on FedExField began in

March, 1996 and cost $250 million. The

following year, $30 million was spent to
create a 170,000 square-foot atrium
encircling the entire stadium making the
Joe Gibbs Club Level the most spectacular
in the league.
When Daniel M. Snyder became the

Redskins owner in July, 1999, one of his
first tasks was to make additional

improvements to FedExField.
Immediately, millions were invested in
such projects as replacing metal rails vrith
glass rails in order to provide
unobstructed sight lines in the stadium
bowl. The sound system was significantly
upgraded and the parking lot was re
structured and re-routed to greatly
improve the traffic flow on game days.

After his inaugural season, Snyder
spent over $20 million to enhance
FedExField. Over the past two seasons,
numerous additions have been made.
Escalators have been added for fans 289



seated in the

stadium's upper
tier. The

spectacular new
Owner's Club Suite
Level has been

created. A 3,000-
foot circumference
wind screen has
been installed

around the top of
the stadium to

improve fan
comfort. A sophisticated radiant heating
system has been installed on the loge
level. Seats were added to both the

general and loge levels. The Field Club
section of seating was added immediately
around the playing field, dubbed the
"dream seats," given they put fans almost
on top of the action. The Hall of Fame
Store, the original Official Redskins Store,
has been remodeled and completely re
merchandised with Redskins products,
including new items commemorating the
franchise's 70th anniversary season.
Finally, the field has been improved and
re-sodded.

Rising from a former dairy farm and set on a
picturesque 162 acres of land in Ashburn,
Virginia, Redskins Park is the Washington
Redskins' training facility.
The team has called Redskins Park its

home since August of 1992, enjoying a
private haven away from urban distractions.
The complex features four football fields,
strength training and sports medicine
facilities, offices and meeting rooms for
players, coaches and front office staff,
accommodations for electronic and print
media, and ample parking. The building
amasses some 65,000 square feet.
Located in the Beaumeade Corporate Park

near the intersection of Virginia State routes
28 and 625 (Waxpool Road), the two-story
concrete and glass structure looks deceiving
in size. Visitors enter a bright, spacious
lobby that opens out to the second-story
balcony, overlooking an impressive back yard
of three carefully groomed natural grass
playing fields and an additional astro-turf
practice surface.
The downstairs part of the building is

dedicated to football operations, including
player and staff locker rooms, a strength and
conditioning center, the equipment room,
training rooms and video studio. The

training room facilities include an x-ray
room and dentist office, in addition to

private examining rooms for the medical
staff that cares for the team throughout the
year. The lower level also consists of two
racquetball courts and a half-court basketball
gym. A kitchen is located adjacent to the
gym, used as a dining hall during team
practice sessions.

The upper floor consists of a large, 105-
seat multipurpose auditorium, used for team
meetings, press conferences, and film
sessions with connecting meeting rooms for

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offensive and defensive coaches and players.
In addition to the coaching staff, the
personnel and scouting department also has
offices and video rooms on this floor. The

public area of the building consists of large
hallways, high ceilings with natural lighting,
and many trophy cases displaying the team's
rich history and tradition.
The club's accounting, marketing, public

relations, publishing. Leadership Council and
administrative offices are also located on the

upper floor. An adjacent media room has
individual cubicles furnished with desks and

electrical outlets for beat reporters and
visiting media. The press room, as well as
the auditorium and the locker room, is pre
wired for direct television uplink.
For the first time in Washington history,

Redskins Welcome Home Luncheon at

Redskins Park. The entire team, including
players, coaches, staff. Redskins Alumni,
Redskins Cheerleaders and the famed

An integral part of every Redskins game at FedExField is the
dedicated staff of statisticians and assistants that monitor

every snap, tackle, pass and catch that takes place on the
playing field. The Redskins stats crew is responsible for
generating official game stats, compiling and inputing play-
by-play information into a computer database that quickly
makes the data available for use by team coaches, the NFL
and the media.

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FedExField Attendance Records
In 2001, the Washington Redskins established a new NFL record for the

second season in a row by playing in front of 1,137,730 fans in their 16 games.
Washington's total home attendance for the season came to 624,374. The NFL's
top single season mark in front of a home crowd is 647,424 - set by the
Redskins in 2000 season.

Washington fans set their own team record on December 2, 2001 at the game
between the Redskins and the Dallas Cowboys. 85,112 fans attended the
contest - the most ever at a Redskins game. The eight-game attendance
average at FedEx Field was 78,047 for the 2001 season. The NFL average was
65,781. 301
