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AMERICAN ARRLINES CENTER

Since opening in July 2001, the American Airlines Center has set a new standard for sports and en-
tertainment and has become the premier venue of the South. It’s grand complex with sweeping vistas
and inviting passages comprise five concourses, 142 luxury suites, two 50 person suites and room
for 18,532 hockey fans.

Designed by world-renowned architect David M. Schwarz and Dallas based HKS, Inc., the American
Airlines Center is a combination of traditional architecture and hi-tech wizardry. Outside, the signature
arches are warm and inviting; inside, the retractable seating brings the bowl in closer to the action,
allowing fans a more intimate experience and exceptional sight lines.

American Airlines Center has been repeatedly nominated for “Arena of the Year” by leading concert-
industry publication Pollstar and ranked #4 in the US for Year End Ticket Sales in 2008. American Air-
lines Center first opened its doors on July 28, 2001, when The Eagles took the stage in front of a sold
out crowd. In addition to The Eagles, some of the world’s most legendary performers have appeared
at American Airlines Center including The Police, The Rolling Stones, Billy Joel, Elton John, Rod Stew-
art, George Strait, Cher, Tom Petty, Bruce Springsteen, Mana, and Paul McCartney.

The American Airlines Center has been no stranger to major sporting events. In addition to the Dal-
las Stars and Dallas Mavericks, the Center hosted the 2002 & 2006 NCAA 1st and 2nd Round Men’s
Basketball Tournaments, The Phillips 66 2003, 2004, & 2006 Men’s Big 12 Basketball Tournaments,
2009 U.SA. Gymnastics Visa Championships and other events such as Boxing and Ultimate Fighting
Championships. The Center was a proud host of the 2007 NHL All-Star Game, 2006 NBA Finals and
will host events during the 2010 NBA All-Star Weekend.

American Airlines Center was designed to keep hockey ice in perfect condition even when the
Texas heat blazes outside. To maintain a constant temperature of 64-68 degrees, the building has a
separate chiller system just for the slab, eight miles of one-inch pipe and 320 tons of refrigeration. In
addition, a 3,600-ton air-conditioning system and a dehumidification system extract 500 gallons of
moisture per hour during the season. The ice is put into place each September and takes 24 hours to




build up to the 1-inch depth the players are accustomed to. The ice stays in the Center until the play-
offs are complete and is covered up during the season with a special material called Ice Deck, a
fiberglass product that keeps the ice cold and allows the air temperature above to rise without affect-
ing the ice. The Zamboni is retrofitted with a Fast Ice system, the latest technology that allows the ice
maintenance crew to cut the ice quickly in order to keep the ice smooth and fast.

Thanks to the most sophisticated retractable seating system ever designed for a sports and enter-
tainment venue, the conversion between basketball and hockey is record setting. The patented de-
sign allows conversion from an ice rink to a basketball court or concert setting in less than two
hours.

Regarded as one of the most technologically advanced arenas, American Airlines Center will premier
a one-of-a-kind sight and sound system in the 2009-2010 hockey and basketball season. During the
summer months of 2009, American Airlines Center installed the first 1080 high-definition center
scoreboard in the NBA and NHL. Digital video throughout the arena bowl is increased by over 300
percent with the addition of a new high-definition center scoreboard and two stadium-sized video
displays that dominate the upper end walls. Matching the spectacular HD video experience will be a
state-of-the-art concert quality sound system. The new digital six speaker linear system will deliver
audio effects that the American Airlines Center visitor can both feel and hear

Fans with disabilities will find 524 accessible seats inside the venue and that all common areas,
vendor spaces, retail stores and restaurants follow federal and state requirements for accessibility.
Every luxury suite is accessible as are all 20 family restrooms.

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DR PEPPER 3TARCENTERS

Since moving to North Texas prior to the 1993-94 NHL season, the Dallas Stars have made it an organiza-
tional priority to expose the Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex to hockey and have done so by operating eight Dr
Pepper StarCenters throughout the area.

In 2003, the Stars moved their corporate offices and team practice facility to the Dr Pepper Arena in Frisco,
and followed in 2004 with the Dr Pepper StarCenter and Conference Center in Farmers Branch. Construc-
tion on a new StarCenter started April 2008 and opened September 2009 at Craig Ranch in McKinney. In-
cluding the Dr Pepper StarCenter in McKinney, the total number of Metroplex facilities is now eight with 17
sheets of ice.

The Frisco facility serves as the training site for the Dallas Stars. The
211,000 square-foot facility includes more than 15,000 square feet for '_
the team's locker room, workout and rehabilitation area, and another
25,000 square feet of business offices for the Dallas Stars. It also in-
cludes two NHL-size sheets of ice, eight team locker rooms and a 3,500 |
square-foot StarStuff store.

The flagship facility in Frisco was renovated to become the Dr Pep-
per Arena on June 1, 2009. Dr Pepper Arena is also the home of the Texas
Tornado hockey team of the North American Hockey League (NAHL).

"The first step toward having a championship team is making sure they have the best training facility
available," said Stars owner Thomas 0. Hicks. “The Stars have achieved that goal in Frisco, and we hope that
the quality of the facility will help to lure potential players in the future.”

The Dallas Stars are one of the few teams in the NHL to design and build their own practice facility and
arena. The team also sets the pace in the NHL among clubs that form partnerships with communities to cre-
ate public skating facilities, a trend which is picking up momentum around the league. The facility in Farm-
ers Branch was built in partnership with that city, as were the facilities in Euless and Duncanville. The Stars
also have facilities in Irving and two in Plano, one of which is a youth-only facility built in partnership with
the non-profit Plano Sports Authority.

When the Stars moved to town more than 15 years ago, there were five total sheets of ice in the area
(two of which were at shopping malls and didn’t host any sort of hockey). There were no high school or trav-
eling hockey teams and only 250 local children playing the sport. In addition, there were only 225 adults play-
ing in recreational leagues.

Heading into the 2009-2010 season, there are now more than 8,000 North Texas kids and adults play-
ing hockey on 26 sheets of ice in the area, including nearly 70 high school hockey teams.

The Dallas Stars Organization opened the Dr Pepper Arena in Frisco, Tex., this past
June and is the premier entertainment venue in Collin County. A

Formerly known as the Deja Blue Arena at the Dr Pepper StarCenter, the facility is -
currently underwent a major renovation through a partnership between the Dallas
Stars, the City of Frisco and the Frisco ISD. The original facility opened in 2003; Dr
Pepper Arena now serves as the name of the entire complex.

Most of the renovation took place on the arena side of the complex, which began
in the summer of 2008. Dr Pepper Arena’s capacity went from 3,500 to just over
6,000. Additions to the arena included a 1,000-space parking garage, extensive
kitchen/catering capabilities, 12 luxury suites and a VIP club.

Dr Pepper Arena opened June 1, 2009 and the first week of the grand opening featured entertaining guests such as
Bill Cosby, Championship Boxing, Steele Cage Mixed Martial Arts and the Harlem Globetrotters. The facility will continue
to showcase great entertainment as well as sports in Collin County.

Dr Pepper Arena is also the home of the Texas Tornado hockey team of the North American Hockey League (NAHL).
The Tornado returns to the ice this fall, celebrating its 10th year. The team has won three national titles in its history.

“We are thrilled to present Dr Pepper Arena as the premier entertainment venue in Collin County and the Frisco
area,” said Randy Locey, executive vice president of business operations for the Dallas Stars. “The arena will have the
capability to host a myriad of events.”

Dr Pepper has been a strong partner of the Dallas Stars since the hockey club came to North Texas in 1993.

“We are very proud our longstanding relationship with the Dallas Stars through our sponsorship of the team and our contin-
ued involvement with Dr Pepper StarCenters throughout the Metroplex,” said Jim Trebilcock, executive vice president and chief
marketing officer for Dr Pepper Snapple Group, based in Plano. “Dr Pepper Arena brings that relationship to a new level, pro-
vides a state-of-the-art sports and entertainment venue for the Frisco community and in the process gives the Dr Pepper brand
even more visibility here in our home market.”

The Texas Stars will play its games in the new state-of-the-art Cedar Park
Center, which opened its doors in September 2009. Cedar Park Center in-
cludes 6,800 seats available for hockey and 8,700 for concerts and other events. The Center has 24
suites (including four party suites) and 545 club seats with a private club lounge. A retail site of 17 acres
is adjacent to the facility grounds for mixed-use development that includes 91,000 square feet for retail
and 91,000 square feet for commercial, developed by Hicks Cedar Park, LLC.

Joe Nieuwendyk was
named as the 10th gen-
eral manager in Stars
franchise history on May
31, 2009. The former
Stars player returns to
Dallas from the Toronto
Maple Leafs, where he served as special assistant to
the general manager in 2008-09. Prior to joining the
Leafs and after his 2006 retirement, Nieuwendyk
worked as a special consultant to the general man-
ager with the Florida Panthers. As assistant general
manager, he also helped lead Team Canada at the
2009 IIHF World Hockey Championship to a silver
medal.

A veteran of 20 seasons as a player in the Na-
tional Hockey League, Nieuwendyk played seven with
the Dallas Stars (1995-2002). He won the Stanley Cup
for three different teams, in three different decades
(Calgary in 1989, Dallas in 1999, New Jersey in 2003).
Nieuwendyk was awarded the Conn Smythe Trophy as
the Stanley Cup Playoffs most valuable player in 1999
when he led Dallas in post-season scoring on their
way to winning the Stanley Cup.

The Whitby, Ontario, native played in 1,257 ca-
reer NHL games (which ranks 62nd all-time) for five

different teams (Calgary 1986-95, Dallas 1995-2002,
New Jersey 2002-03, Toronto 2003-04, and Florida
2005-07). Nieuwendyk scored 564 goals (21st all-
time) and added 562 assists (84th all-time) for 1,126
points (51st overall). He scored 51 goals in his rookie
season in Calgary, which ranked second at the time
for most-ever goals scored by a rookie in one season
(that mark now ranks fourth). Nieuwendyk won the
Calder Trophy for rookie-of-the-year that season. He
achieved two 50-goal seasons, two 40-goal seasons
and four 30-goal seasons during his playing career.

A four-time NHL All-Star, Nieuwendyk also ap-
peared in 158 career playoff games, recording 116
points on 66 goals and 50 assists. Nieuwendyk played
in 442 games for Dallas, scoring 178 goals and 162
assists for 340 points.

Nieuwendyk played three seasons at Cornell and
was a Hobey Baker Award finalist in 1986-87 for out-
standing collegiate player of the year. He was drafted
by Calgary in the second round (27th overall) of the
1985 NHL Entry Draft.

In 1,269 career games, Hull netted
741 goals, good for third place in NHL history, trailing
only Wayne Gretzky and Gordie Howe. His 24 career
playoff game-winning goals are tied with Gretzky for
the most in NHL history, his 33 career hat tricks rank

fourth all-time and his 265 power play goals trail only
Dave Andreychuk in the league annals. Hull scored
1,391 career points (741 goals and 650 assists), and
in 202 career Stanley Cup Playoff games, tallied 103
goals (fourth-most all-time) and 87 assists for 190
points, the sixth-highest scoring total in NHL history.

A Dallas Star for three seasons (1998-2001) Hull
helped guide the club to its Stanley Cup championship
in 1999, scoring the Cup-winning goal in the third over-
time of Game Six of the 1999 Cup Finals. In 218 games
as a Star, Hull posted 196 points (95 goals and 101 as-
sists), and he added 46 points (21 goals and 25 assists)
in 55 Stanley Cup Playoff games.

Hull also won the Stanley Cup in 2002 as a member
of the Detroit Red Wings, appeared in eight NHL All-Star
Games, and in 1991, won both the Hart Trophy and
Lester B. Pearson Award as league MVP. He skated for
Team USA at the 1998 and 2002 Winter Olympics, win-
ning a silver medal in Salt Lake City in 2002, as well as
the 1996 and 2004 World Cup of Hockey. Hull will be in-
ducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in November,
2009, and was inducted into the United States Hockey
Hall of Fame in the fall of 2008.

JICKEY OPERATIONS

DIRECTOR OF PLAYER PERSONNEL

Dave Taylor begins his third season with the Dallas Stars, serving as the club’s direc-
tor of player personnel. Taylor came to Dallas in 2007 after 30 years spent with the Los An-
geles Kings as a player and member of the front office.

He most recently served as director of amateur development for the Los Angeles Kings
in 2006-07 after completing nine seasons from 1997-2006 as the club’s general man-
ager. Compiling a record of 290-261-105, Taylor is the winningest GM in Kings’ history. In
his final year as general manager in 2005-06, the Kings equaled a franchise record in
home wins (26). His teams earned 90-plus points for three-straight seasons from 1999-2002 for the first time in franchise
history and the average attendance at Kings home games improved from 12,297 to 17,821 during his tenure.

In addition to his player-personnel moves at the NHL level, Taylor put into place a top-notch professional and ama-
teur scouting staff with the Kings. At the 2002 NHL Draft, The Sporting News and Red Line Report both ranked the Kings’
draft as the best among the 30 NHL teams. Under Taylor’s leadership, the Kings succeeded at the draft table tabbing Anze
Kopitar, Olli Jokinen, Alexander Frolov, Michael Cammalleri, Dustin Brown and Lubomir Visnovsky.

0On the ice, Taylor was a member of the renowned “Triple Crown Line” with Marcel Dionne and Charlie Simmer. The
Kings’ all-time games played leader appeared in 1,111 contests, tallying 431 goals and 638 assists for 1,069 points. A
five-time NHL All-Star, he also served as the Kings’ captain for four seasons from 1985-89, and after posting career-highs
in goals (47) and points (112) during the 1980-81 season, he earned a spot on the NHL All-Star second team. On April 3,
1995, Taylor’s jersey No. 18 was retired by Los Angeles.

Dave and his wife Beth reside near Los Angeles with their two daughters, Jamie and Katie.
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HEAD COACH

Marc Crawford was named
as the 20th head coach in
Stars franchise history on
June 11, 2009.

Crawford (born February
13, 1961) enters the 2009-
10 season as the 16th winningest coach in NHL history
with 470 career victories and has also coached the 15th
most games in league history at 987 in over 13 seasons
with the Quebec Nordiques/Colorado Avalanche, Vancou-
ver Canucks and Los Angeles Kings. He has posted a 43-
40 all-time mark in Stanley Cup Playoff games, including
the 1996 Stanley Cup championship with Colorado, as
well as five division titles and six seasons of 40-or-more
wins. Crawford remains the youngest recipient of the
Jack Adams Trophy as NHL Coach of the Year (1995 with
Quebec, at the age of 34).

Crawford remains the all-time winningest coach in
Vancouver Canucks history with 246 wins over seven
seasons from 1999-2006. The Canucks made the play-
offs in four of his last five seasons as head coach. Craw-
ford began his NHL coaching career with Quebec in 1994,
and after the Nordiques relocated to Denver in 1996, be-
came the third-youngest coach in NHL history to win the
Stanley Cup.

Crawford’s teams have finished in the top-10 of league
power play percentage five different times and have

seven seasons with an 18%-or-better success rate on
the man-advantage. His teams have also scored goals,
finishing in the top-six in goals-for in six different sea-
sons. Overall, Crawford’s teams have averaged 3.06
goals-per-game over his career.

The native of Belleville, Ont., served as the head coach
for Team Canada at the 1998 Winter Olympic Games in
Nagano, Japan, finishing first in its pool and advancing
to the semifinals before losing to the eventual champion,
Czech Republic. Crawford was also an assistant coach
for Canada for the 1996 World Cup of Hockey. He spent
three seasons as the head coach of St. John's in the
American Hockey League from 1991-94, winning the
1993 Louis A.R. Pieri Memorial Award as AHL Coach of
the Year and two campaigns with the Cornwall Royals of
the Ontario Hockey League from 1989-91.

Prior to beginning his coaching career, Crawford was
selected in the fourth round (No. 70 overall) of the 1980
Entry Draft by Vancouver and skated in 176 career NHL
games, all with the Canucks, recording 19 goals and 31
assists for 50 points. He made his NHL debut with Van-
couver during the 1981-82 season, which he split be-
tween the Canucks and the Dallas Black Hawks of the
Central Hockey League.

Crawford and his wife Helene have two children —
daughter Kaitlin and son Dylan.
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CHARLIE HUDDY
ASSISTANT COACH

Charlie Huddy enters his first season as an assistant coach with the Dallas Stars after
nine campaigns as an assistant coach with the Edmonton Qilers (2000-2009).

Huddy, 50, helped lead the Oilers to a 301-252-103 record during his nine seasons as
assistant coach. Edmonton posted a 17-13 playoff record during his tenure, including a run
to the 2006 Stanley Cup Finals, in which the Qilers fell to Carolina in seven games.

Prior to his stint with Edmonton’s coaching staff, Huddy served as an assistant for the
New York Rangers for two seasons (1998-2000) and was head coach and director of hockey
operations for the ECHL’s Huntington Blizzard in 1997-98. He was a player/assistant coach with the AHL Rochester
Americans in 1996-97.

A native of Oshawa, Ont., he skated in 1,107 career games over a 17-year NHL career with Edmonton, Los Ange-
les, St. Louis and Buffalo, posting 99 goals and 354 assists for 453 points with 785 penalty minutes. Huddy also skated
in 183 career Stanley Cup Playoff games, notching 85 points (19 goals, 66 assists) and 135 penalty minutes.

A former defenseman, Huddy is one of just seven players to skate in all five of the Oilers’ Stanley Cup championships
(1984, 1985, 1987, 1988 and 1990). He also appeared in the Cup Finals with Edmonton in 1983 and with Los Ange-
les in 1993, in addition to the 2006 trip as an Oilers assistant.

Huddy and his wife Karen have two children, daughter, Amanda and son, Ryan.

STU BARNES
ASSISTANT COACH

Stu Barnes enters his second season as an assistant coach for the Dallas Stars after a
16-year playing career.

Barnes, 38, collected 597 career NHL points (261 goals, 336 assists) in 1,136 NHL
games with the Winnipeg Jets, Florida Panthers, Pittsburgh Penguins, Buffalo Sabres and
Dallas Stars. He also skated in 116 career Stanley Cup Playoff games over 12 postsea-
sons, notching 30 goals and 32 assists for 62 points and reaching the Cup Final twice
(Buffalo, 1999; Florida, 1996).

Andy Moog enters his eighth season with the Stars, returning to his role as an assistant
coach for the club. He has served in a variety of duties over the years such as a goaltend-
ing consultant and coach. Moog was Dallas’ player development coach for two seasons
(2006-2008), following four campaigns as an assistant coach for Dallas. He has previously
worked with Marc Crawford in Vancouver as a goaltending coach from 1999-2002.

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SCOTT WHITE GENERAL MANAGER

Scott White was hired as the first General Manager of the Texas Stars Hockey Club of the AHL
on November 19, 2008. He has been with the Dallas Stars organization since 2005, most recently
serving as a professional scout and director of minor league operations. He headed up the hockey
department for the lowa Stars, Dallas' then-primary affiliate, for three seasons, and prior to joining
the Stars organization, served as head coach of the Columbia Inferno of the ECHL for four seasons.

In Columbia, he was responsible for all the club’s hockey operation activities, including re-
cruiting, scouting, trades and roster moves. White worked as an assistant caoch with the Greens-
boro Monarchs (ECHL) for a season and a half, and was an assistant coach at his alma mater,
Michigan Tech University, from 1994-1995.

White played five years of professional hockey from 1989-1994, including three seasons with
Greensboro, where he won the 1990 ECHL Championship and earned ECHL Defenseman of the
Year and First-Team All-ECHL honors for the 1991-92 season. He signed with the Ottawa Senators
in 1992 and played the entire season with the club's developmental affiliate in New Haven, captur-
ing team MVP honors after scoring 54 points (10 goals, 44 assists) in 80 games. The Quebec native
finished his professional career with 235 points (55 goals, 180 assists) in 190 regular season
games and 40 points (8 goals, 32 assists) in 41 playoff games.

GLEN GULUTZAN HEAD COACH

Glen Gulutzan was hired as the first head coach of the Texas Stars on June 16, 2009. He
spent the last six seasons as general manager and head coach of the Las Vegas Wranglers of the
ECHL. Gulutzan had tremendous success at Las Vegas, compiling a record of 254-124-55 for a
.650 winning percentage, including 100+ points in three consecutive seasons (2005-2008), a first |
for any team in the 20-year history of the ECHL. He took the Wranglers to the Kelly Cup Finals in
2008 and the Conference Finals in 2009.

The Wranglers qualified for the playoffs in five of Gulutzan's six seasons at the helm, includ-
ing their expansion season of 2003-04, when the team went 43-22-7 (93 points). He was named
ECHL Coach of the Year in 2005-06 and was selected to coach in the ECHL All-Star Game three
times, tying the league record for most appearances by a coach.

After playing in Europe for his first two pro seasons, Gulutzan played in Fresno of the West
Coast Hockey League in 1996-97, setting a team record with 80 assists and 110 points in 60
games. He spent a total of six seasons with Fresno, including the last four as player-assistant
coach from 1999-2003. A native of The Paz, Manitoba, Gulutzan also played in the International
Hockey League with Utah and Las Vegas, as well as stints in Finland and Sweden.

PAUL JERRARD ASSISTANT COACH

Paul Jerrard was hired as assistant coach for the Texas Stars on June 16, 2009, after serving as
an assistant coach with AHL lowa since 2005. Jerrard boasts a decade of coaching experience, in-
cluding two years as an assistant with the Hershey Bears.

He served as the Colorado Avalanche's assistant coach responsible for video during the 2002- ;
03 NHL season, coached for four years at his alma mater, Lake Superior State University, and one sea- | d
son as assistant coach with the Lowell Lock Monsters (AHL).

Jerrard spent 10 years as a defenseman in professional hockey, having been drafted by the New
York Rangers in the ninth round (173rd overall) of the 1983 Entry Draft. He was traded to the Minnesota
North Stars in October, 1988, and skated in five games for Minnesota during the 1988-89 NHL sea-
son. He played parts of six seasons with the Stars' then-primary affiliate in Kalamazoo (IHL) and was
a member of the 1997 Calder Cup-winning Hershey Bears.

A native of Winnipeg, Manitoba, Jerrard graduated from Lake Superior State in 1987 with a de-
gree in recreational management, with a minor in business administration. Jerrard has earned his
strength and conditioning certification and is a member of the National Strength Coaches Association
(NSCA).

SHOTS O'PLENTY: The Dallas Stars outshot their opponents in 14 of 19 games from Dec. 23 — Feb. 6, averaging 32.8
shots per contest (624 total shots) and allowing 26.1 shots per night (495 total shots). During that period, those figures
would have placed the Stars first in the League in shots allowed and third in shots per game for the season. That run
was book-ended by two of Dallas’ most offensive games of the season, as the Stars beat Toronto, 8-2, on Dec. 23 and
stomped the New York Rangers, 10-2, on Feb. 6. The Stars accrued 49 shots on goal Jan. 12 vs. Detroit, the most the
team has had in a regular-season game since 1997. The team has recorded 45 or more shots 11 times since coming to
Dallas (1993-94).

STARS BOMB THE BLUESHIRTS: The Dallas Stars exploded for a 10-2 victory over the NY Rangers on Feb. 6, the most
goals scored by the club since moving to Texas in 1993 and tied for the second-most in franchise history.

STARS HAVE DAZZLING DEBUTS: Mark Parrish scored a hat trick in his Stars debut on Nov. 7 at Anaheim, and
Fabian Brunnstrom scored a hat trick in his NHL debut on Oct. 15 vs. Nashville. The last player in the NHL prior to
them to earn a hat trick in his personal debut with a team was Steve Sullivan with Nashville on Feb. 14, 2004. Ac-
cording to the Elias Sports Bureau, the Dallas Stars are the first team in NHL history to have two players in one sea-
son score three goals in their first career game with a club.

DALEY BECOMING BLUELINE MAINSTAY: Trevor Daley collected his 24th point of the season with an assist Mar. 10 at
St. Louis, tying his career high for points, set in 2007-08. His six goals this year broke his previous best of five, and he
finished the season one assist shy of his career mark of 19 helpers, both set in 2007-08. Daley had a career-long four-
game point/assist streak from Feb. 14-21 (0-4-4), breaking his previous best of two games, which was set 10 times,
most recently Nov. 30 - Dec. 2 (0-2-2). Among club defensemen, Daley ranked first in goals and third in points (25). He
missed his first game of the season Mar. 28 vs. Florida with a knee injury. Prior to missing the Florida game, Daley was
on a team-high streak of 157 consecutive games played.

ERIKSSON SECOND IN NHL IN SHOOTING PERCENTAGE: Loui Eriksson finished the season with points in nine of the
last 15 games (4-8-12) and in 14 of the last 21 (9-10-19). Among league leaders, Eriksson ranked second in shooting
percentage (20.2%), tied for seventh in even-strength goals (28) and tied for 12th in goals (36). With 36 goals and 63
points on the season, Eriksson more than doubled his previous career highs of 14 goals and 31 points, each set in 69
games in 2007-08. With seven multiple-goal outings this season, a career-high six-game point streak from Nov. 22-
Dec. 2 (4-4-8) and a career-high three assists Mar. 14 vs. Minnesota, Eriksson led the Stars in goals and plus/minus
(+14), was second in scoring (36-27-63), tied for second in game-winners (4) and tied for fifth in assists (27). Eriksson
was named the NHL's First Star of the Week on Dec. 22 after scoring six goals in three games (6-0-6) from Dec. 16-20
and earned his 100th career NHL point on Mar. 6 at Anaheim.

GROSSMAN CONTINUES GROWTH: Dallas Stars defenseman Nicklas Grossman continued to solidify his place on the
club’s blueline, setting new career marks in every offensive category. He scored the first regular-season goal of his NHL
career on Jan. 12 vs. Detroit and netted his first career game-winning goal in overtime on Mar. 14 vs. Minnesota. He
added 10 assists for a total of 12 points, topping the seven assists/points he collected in 2007-08. Grossman missed
just one game during the 2008-09 campaign and skated in his 100th career NHL game on Dec. 16 vs. Phoenix. He was
selected to represent Sweden at the 2009 World Championships in Switzerland.

LEHTINEN MOVING UP STARS’ RANKS: Jere Lehtinen skated in his 800th career NHL game on Feb. 23 vs. San Jose,
becoming just the fifth Star to reach that mark. Despite playing only 48 games this season due to injury, Lehtinen ac-
crued 24 points (8-16-24), giving him 497 for his career and moving him into ninth-place in the Stars’ all-time scoring
list. He also ranks third all-time in Stars history with 37 game-winning goals, behind Mike Modano (90) and Brian Bel-
lows (40). The Stars were 6-0-1 this season when Lehtinen lit the lamp. He also had a career-best eight-game point
streak (4-7-11) from Jan. 21-Feb. 8.

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SEASON FINALE WAS GAME NO. 1,400 FOR MODANO: Mike Modano skated in his 1,400th career game Apr. 10
against Anaheim, a feat accomplished by only 29 other players in NHL history. Only three other active players have hit
the 1,400-game mark -- New Jersey's Brendan Shanahan (1,524), Boston's Mark Recchi (1,490) and Carolina's Rod
Brind'Amour (1,404). Already the Stars' all-time franchise leader in games played, goals, assists, points, game-winning
goals, power-play goals and shorthanded goals, Modano became the highest-scoring American-born player in NHL
history in 2007-08 when his two goals on Nov. 7, 2007 at San Jose put him past Phil Housley on that list. He sur-
passed Joey Mullen's record for most goals by an American on Mar. 17, 2007, and with his assist Mar. 10 at St. Louis,
he passed Brian Leetch for the second-most assists by an American-born player in NHL history.

NEAL SHINES IN ROOKIE SEASON: James Neal scored his 24th goal of the season March 24 vs. Vancouver and is the
first Stars rookie to score at least 20 goals in a season since the franchise moved to Dallas in 1993. He ranks seventh
among all rookies in franchise history in goals (Neal Broten holds the franchise record with 38 goals in 1981-82). Neal
finished the season ranked second among NHL rookies in goals (24) and tied for second in power-play goals (9), tied
for first in shootout-deciding goals (2), third in shots (171), tied for fifth in shooting percentage (14.0%), tied for ninth
in game-winning goals (2) and 11th in points (37). Neal earned his first career NHL hat trick Dec. 23 at Toronto, plus
had four two-goal games and two three-game scoring streaks this season. He registered game-winning goals in back-
to-back games on Jan. 31 and Feb. 3, and collected three assists in the Upper Deck NHL YoungStars Game on Jan. 24
at All-Star Weekend in Montreal.

NISKANEN BOASTS CAREER OFFENSIVE YEAR: Matt Niskanen finished the season with 35 points, extending his ca-
reer high in scoring. With his assist March 3 at San Jose, his 27th point of the season, he broke his previous career
high of 26 points, set in 78 games in 2007-08. Niskanen had a career-high five-game assist streak from Jan. 31-Feb.
8 and earned a career-high three assists Feb. 6 vs. the NY Rangers. He led all Dallas defensemen in assists (29) and
points (35) and was second in goals. He finished fourth on the club overall in helpers and had points in six of the final
10 games (1-6-7). The native of Virginia, Minn., was selected to represent Team USA at the 2009 World Championships
in Switzerland.

OTT SETS NEW CAREER MARK FOR GOALS, POINTS: With two goals and an assist in the season finale against Ana-
heim, Steve Ott tied his career high with three points in a game, set earlier this season.

(3-2-5). Ott posted a goal and two assists for three points on Feb. 6 vs. NYR, the first three-point game of his career.
Dallas was 10-4-3 this season when Ott scored a goal.
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RIBEIRO FINISHES SEASON STRONG: Dallas center Mike Ribeiro notched two assists Apr. 10 at Anaheim to finish the
season with points in 15 of the final 20 games (7-15-22). He had a career-long eight game point streak (4-7-11) from
Mar. 3-17, topping his previous best seven-game point streak, set most recently Oct. 13-31, 2007 (4-7-11). Ribeiro’s 56
assists tied his career high and ranked him ninth in the league overall. His 78 points ranked him tied for 20th in the
league, and he led the Stars in helpers, points and multiple-point games (20). He tied for second in power-play goals (7)
and was third in goals (22). Ribeiro collected a natural hat trick on Jan. 21 at Florida for his first career NHL hat trick and
had a career-high five-point night at NY Islanders on Oct. 23 (1-4-5). In total, he had seven games of three-or-more
points this season, including a four-point night on Feb. 6 vs. NY Rangers (2-2-4). He also posted two five-game point
streaks this season -- Jan. 21-Feb. 3 (3-5-8) and Dec. 16-27 (2-7-9).

RIBEIRO SITS IN RARE COMPANY: With his 20th goal and 50th assist of the season March 28 vs. Florida, Mike Ribeiro
notched his third 20-goal season and second 50-assist campaign. Ribeiro set career highs of 27 goals and 56 assists in
2007-08 and had 22 goals and 56 assists in 2008-09. He is one of just six NHL players to have reached those totals in
each of the past two seasons.

TURCO SETS MORE FRANCHISE RECORDS: Already the Stars' franchise leader in wins (240), shutouts (36) and assists
(18), Marty Turco became the franchise's all-time leader in games played on Jan. 15 vs. Buffalo, and minutes played by a
goaltender on Jan. 29 at Detroit, passing Cesare Maniago for both marks. Turco played in 32 straight games from Dec.
16-Feb. 28, breaking Maniago's former franchise record for consecutive games played by a goaltender (23 games,
1968-69 season). With a 33-31-10 mark on the season, Turco ranked tied for ninth in the NHL in wins and recorded his
sixth consecutive 30-win season. Only Martin Brodeur has more, with 12 straight 30-win seasons.

#7 NEAL BROTEN 1981-97

Neal Broten finished his NHL career as the most decorated player ever born in the United
States. As early as high school he was a champion, taking Roseau High School to three Min-
nesota State High School Hockey Tournaments. He would go on to lead the University of Min-
nesota to the 1979 NCAA Championship and was awarded the first-ever Hobey Baker Award
as the nation's top collegiate hockey player in 1981. Broten entered history in 1980 as he
helped the "Miracle on Ice" U.S. Olympic team win the gold medal. He was the last member
of that squad to play in the NHL.

Broten, fittingly, scored his first career NHL goal in his first career NHL game with the Min-
nesota North Stars on March 31,1981 vs. St. Louis. In his first full season, 1981-82, he was
named the franchise's Rookie of the Year after setting team records that still stand for most
goals, assists and points by a rookie (38-60-98). Sixteen seasons later, Broten retired as the
club's all-time leader in games played (992), assists (593) and points (867) and is fourth in team annals in goals (274). The
team's Most Valuable Player in 1984 and 1986, Broten participated in the NHL All-Star Game in 1983 and 1986. In that 1985-
86 campaign, he became the first American-born player to record 100 points (105) and set the current club mark for as-
sists in a season with 76.

Moving with the team to Texas in 1993, Broten scored the first-ever goal in Dallas Stars history on  October 5, 1993 against
Detroit. He was dealt by the Stars to New Jersey in February of 1995, where he achieved his remaining goal. Having been
to the Stanley Cup Finals twice before with the Stars (1981,1991), he played an instrumental role in the Devils' Stanley Cup
victory in 1995, finishing second on that championship club with 19 points (7-12-19) in 20 playoff contests. Broten began
the 1996-97 season with New Jersey, and had a brief stint with Los Angeles before the Stars reacquired him off waivers on
January 28, 1997. Finishing the season with Dallas, Broten totaled 923 points for his career, the second-highest point total
ever for an American-born player behind only Joe Mullen (1,063).

In June of 1996, Broten was honored with USA Hockey's Distinguished Achievement Award and in April of 1997 he was
named to the All-Time USA Hockey First Team. In addition, he was selected as USA Hockey's Player of the Decade for
1976-77 to 1985-86 and in the Summer of 1997 was named a recipient of the Lester Patrick Award for outstanding serv-
ice to hockey in the United States, one of only two players (Ken Morrow) to win the Award twice, having won it the first time
as a member of the 1980 gold medal USA team. Broten's number seven was retired by the Stars on February 7, 1998 and
he was inducted into the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame in 2000.

#19 BILL MASTERTON 1967-68

Bill Masterton was a member of the Minnesota North Stars inaugural NHL team in 1967-
68. He played two seasons of professional hockey for Hull-Ottawa of the EPHL in 1961-
62 and Cleveland of the American Hockey League in 1962-63. The North Stars retired
Masterton’s jersey number in memory of the only professional hockey player to lose his
life because of an injury suffered during an NHL game. Masterton hit the back of his head
on the ice on January 13, 1968 against Oakland, and passed away two days later. The
North Stars named the Bill Masterton Memorial Cup Award in his memory, presenting it
to the North Stars player voted most valuable by his teammates during the season. Mas-
terton’s number 19 has never been worn by another Dallas or North Star and was retired
on January 17, 1987.

#8 BILL GOLDSWORTHY 1967-77

Bill Goldsworthy started his career as a North Star in 1967 when Minnesota selected him
from Boston in the 1967 expansion draft. He made his name with the North Stars through
goal-scoring and the invention of the Goldy Shuffle. Goldsworthy set marks throughout his
career, becoming the first player from a post-1967 team to score 200 goals and the first
to score 250. In 1971, Goldsworthy became the team’s leading scorer and goal scorer, a
mark he held for over a decade. His 48-goal season in 1973-74 was the best ever by a
North Star until 1981-82 and he averaged over 30 goals a year during his Stars career.
In 1976, Goldsworthy became the first North Star ever to reach the 500-point plateau. In
670 games with Minnesota, he totalled 267 goals and 239 assists for 506 points.
Goldsworthy’s number eight was retired on February 15, 1992.

Turn
right on Gaylord and the Dallas Stars Executive Offices will be on your right-hand side.

PRESS CREDENTIALS: Press Box seating is assigned for each game. Requests for Daily Passes will be issued on
a priority basis to media on specific assignments only, and requests must be submitted in writing (e-mail or
fax) on company letterhead no later than 5 p.m. the day before a home game. The fax number for the media
relations department is 214-387-5564. The press entrance is located on the west side of American Airlines Cen-
ter, and you must show identification when you pick up your passes.
