"Sporting Life." In patching up base 
ball .circuits has it never dawned up 

on the writers who have 
followed the nation©s 
sport both for pastime 
and for profit that after 
all it is better to encour 
age than discourage. I 
am afraid that some of 
us are inclined to take 
our base ball a little 
too personally. With 
out a penny of invest 
ment we criticise, which 
is our privilege, and 
©which justly exercised 
harms no one. We oc- 
cassionally chide, which

Is not out of the way when directed 
in the proper channel possibly it 
would not be bad to amend the 
term "chide," which only belongs to 
those who can see nothing in base 
ball beyond the repayment of alleged 
slights. We talk glibly about profits 
with possibly small conception of the 
original investment, we load some 
down with, large losses when we 
have only a faint notion of the actual 
cash receipts. In fact, enjoy a lot of 
fun with an honest endeavor to be 
frank with the whole base ball fra 
ternity. It is well known that it is

A HARD MATTER
to keep a base ball circuit intact. 
Even the major leagues have their 
troubles and they are very serious 
troubles at times. As population in 
creases it is fair to believe there will 
be a day when large cities will give 
such countenance to the game that 
it will not be so difficult to maintain 
a losing club against the odds which 
are part of a losing club©s existence. 
In other words it will be possible to 
hold base ball in line purely as an 
exhibition. We try to accomplish 
that result now, but in reality are far 
away from it. There is only one city 
in the United States where base ball 
may profit from the standpoint of a 
show, and that city is New York. 
Even there, as a sport, it does infin 
itely better than it ever could do any 
other way.

INTER-DEPBNDIBILITY OP CLUBS.
The same people who work in New 

York live in Brooklyn and that is 
what I have been trying to lead up to. 
It is evident thet we cannot have suc 
cessful base ball without a variety 
of teams. The amateurs know that. 
They copy closely rhe lines which 
have been laid down for league man 
agement and the leagues which are 
cropping up throughout the United 
States are all modified from the orig 
inal pattern which began in 1876. 
It is just as much to the interest of 
the American League, for example, 
to have a good team in Brooklyn as 
it is for the interest of the National 
League to have one.

If the dual system of major leagues 
is right, and to me it has always ap 
pealed strongly, v/e must have good 
base ball in Brooklyn, must have 
good base ball in Washington, must 
have good base ball in other cities 
or must go back to the first theory 
of independent clubs playing whom 
they will and where they will. I 
imagine there is not a base ball en-

thus leading to his re-engagernent for 1905.

thusiast in the United States who 
would like to see anything of that 
kind again.

AN UNAVOIDABLE FACT. 
It is a well known fact that certain 

clubs in the major leagues of the 
United States have a hard row to 
hoe, execept that they are strong 
enough to draw well in the larger 
cities of the circuit. Were all the 
base ball profis of Kew York and 
Boston to be stacked against all the 
base ball losses of the other cities 
in the circuits of the National and 
American Leagues, the losses would 
make the profits look as if they had 
been struck by a cyclone. Yet the 
only chance which the smaller clubs 
have is to fight on with the hope that 
some day they will be of sufficient 
importance in the league to which 
they belong to recoup their owners 
for some part of their failure finan 
cially. For that reason it is not 
exactly fair to walk too roughly 
over

THE LITTLE FELLOWS, 
as they might be called, who do their 
best to make base ball good. In 
other words, it isn©t just the correct 
thing to write down the cities of 
smaller population. This isn©t neces 
sarily a special plea for Brooklyn* as 
there is plenty of population here,

and a great deal of It loyal to the 
city in spite of the fact that Brook 
lyn is a part of Greater New York. 

ALL DOING THEIR BEST.
But it is a plea for all clubs that 

are trying to maintain base ball. The 
owners make their mistakes. I don©t 
suppose they are more infallible than 
the .critics (pity them). It seems to 
me, however, that it would be far 
better if the personal equation was 
made stronger by hearty co operation 
on the part of those who are honestly 
enlisted in the developement of base 
ball, rather than weakened by attack, 
 which, if it does not deter evolution, 
at least embarrasses the individual 
elements which are trying to accom 
plish something. Base ball shows no 
immediate indication of being stopped. 
Until something better has been 
evolved from this queer conglomer 
ation, which we best know as human 
ity, it seems to me that it will con 
tinue with an unbroken front. Maybe 
here and there it will have its 
troubles. Unquestionably it will not 
always be managed as well as it 
would be if we all might be person 
ally concerned. And if we were, thare 
would be somebody to say that we 
knew nothing about it. But while

BATTING DECLINE.
ON

The Great Boston Twirler Says the 
"Spit Ball" Has Come to Stay 
and That Foul-Strike Abolition is 
Now the Only Practicable Offset.

New York, April 19. The veteran 
pitcher of the Boston American Club, 
"Cy" Young, is of the opinion there 
is no doubt at all that 
the coming season will 
be attended with less 
batting than ever in the 
history of the game. 
"They sim.ply can not 
hit the ©spit ball,©" said 
Young today. "Get ac 
customed to it? I fail 
to see how. Here is a 
delivery that will fool 
even the catchers, and 
if it fools them,, how 
can the batsmen succeed 
in getting around it? 
How to remedy it? You 
can search me. The abolition of the 
foul strike rule is the only remedy 
and this is the only thing that can 
be done if one wants batting.

BOOSTS INFERIOR PINCHERS.
He continued: "Then there is this 

about the spit ball. Any one can 
master it, and it will make a first 
rater out of a man who has found it 
difficult to hold his own in fast com 
pany. Almost any one can become 
an effective pitcher by the aid of that 
ball. Yes, I have practiced it up, and 
guess I can send in a few. The crack 
pitchers will be more effective than 
ever, and the fair pichers will become 
cracks."

KILLS BATTING.
Young concluded: "The batsmen will 

have all the confidence taken out of 
them. Something will have to be 
done, for the patrons of the game, 
as well as the players, will set up 
a howl that will have to be attended 
to. You have got to have some bat 
ting, you know. The game will be 
dead beyond precedent unless this is 
done. I wouldn©t be surprised if the 
moguls were obliged to give attention 
to the matter before the season is half 
over."

Sheridan©s Radical Views.
Chicago, April 18. Jack Sheridan, 

generally regarded as one of the best 
umpires in the country, says of the 
"spit ball": "It is the greatest dis 
covery of a pitcher©s genius and the 
thing that is going to revolutionize 
base ball. There is no joking about 
the ball, as many believe. It is a 
reality and a mystery which is giving 
batsmen great trouble. Every high 
class pitcher is practicing with the 
new invention. Some have mastered 
it, and those that are not working 
with it are behind the times. There 
is no great secret in throwing it, ex 
cept to moisten it and throw it with 
all possible speed. To control the 
slippery ball, of course, is the great 
difficulty. Last year the only pitchers 
using the ball with any degree of 
success were Chesbro, of the New 
York Americans, Gibson, of the Bos 
ton champions, arid ©Doc© White, of 
the Sox. Now all are trying to throw 
the ©spit ball.© On its account, games 
of several extra innings will be com 
mon this year."

this process of establishing a sport, 
which is worth much to humanity, 
and worth less than we all think to 
its promoters taken collectively not 
individually is proceeding, wouldn©t 
it be not more than fair if situations 
were taken as they exist and not as 
they may exist in Utopia?

THE RIGHT OF ENCOURAGEMENT.
It is easy to say that if a base ball 

promoter does©t like his company he 
my step out. That is trxie. But does 
the man who takes that position re 
alize that something is due whoever 
is in the initiative? It is a criticism 
upon our intelligence as a race of 
humans that we Speak better of the 
dead than the living. We feel that 
we owe it to the dead, and we do. 
But how much further a bit of en 
couragement might go to the living 
if we were generous enough to grant 
it. If all the good things which are 
said about a man after he has passed 
through this period of incarnation 
from elsewhere or here were told 
when in possession of his active phys 
ical properties what might not hu 
manity be?~ Strangely enough base 
ball has some lines with we poor 
upright mortals who began not so 
recently to know that we exist.

Didn©t mean to write a sermon on 
base ball, but after recalling some 
experiences of the past it seemed as 
if serious base ball might not be 
amiss. It -wasn©t so very long ago 
that we had no base ball. In the 
time of the present generation it 
is not very likely that we will be 
without base ball and like some of 
those other games which were 
played back in the time of the 
Ptolemies it is better that we throw 
our best wih what we are trying to 
perfect for the benefit of those who 
are with us, than constantly to keep 
in turmoil which really preaches no 
body good.

HANLON©S TEAM.
Down South the Brooklyns played 

some fairly good base ball. They 
were beaten by that Charleston nine 
which has beaten everything that 
has played in that section and there 
by established their claim to form. 
After they got as far North as Balti 
more they were able to play a tie 
game with the Orioles. It was almost 
as good as one of Dickens© situations. 
When looking over the score one did 
not have to think wholly of Jarndyce 
vs. Jarndyce, for this was a case of 
Hanlon vs. Hanlon. It was a compro 
mise verdict. The best that the old 
man could do was to make the game 
a tie at the end of an inning which 
was beyond supper call. Presumably 
he thought that if the Brooklyns were 
rather bad, the Baltimores were not 
good. Having struck that basis he 
could thank the world that he might 
retire without worrying other people.

THE CHANCES
are that the Brooklyns will make a 
bit of trouble this year whenever 
they meet teams which take them too 
literally. Where there is an indica 
tion at times that a sure thing exists, 
it is better to play it the other way. 
It wouldn©t be surprising if before 
1905 is over there will be a few who 
will be disposed to take the Brook 
lyns more prosaically and less figur-» 
atively.

The pennant was of 
blue, inscribed in bold letters of gold: 
"Giants, Champion Base Ball Club of 
the National League, 1904." Just out 
side the grounds a salute of twenty- 
one guns was fired as the flag was 
hoisted. Captain Louis Wendell with 
a detachment from the First Battery 
fired the salute and then the teams 
began the usual preliminary practice 
The denizens of the center field 
bleachers set up a great cheer as an 
automobile rolled through the gate, 
and the arrival of Mayor McClellan 
being momentarily expected, Secretary 
Knowles and a squad of "cops" pre 
pared to give "His Honor" a safe con 
duct to his box in the upper secton of 
£he grand stand, but the favored 
visitor who had so enthused the sun 
gods was not a mere mayor, but the 
champion slugger from Sluggerville, 
the Rt.

1 their pets. They spoiled 

the players and behaved in 
all kinds of foolish ways. 

The ball player was head and shoulders 
more popular©" than the matinee idol. Now 
the cities in the major league have grown 
bigger and the crowds do not go crazy 
over ball players. They go to the games, 
watch the player at work, and if he gives 
a good article of bail they cheer him An 
hour after they leave the park they have 
forgotten all about the ball player. The 
passing away of the base ball idol means a 
great ©improvement in the times the man 
agers have in handling the men. Formerly 
there was

ALL KINDS OF TROUBLE. 
"A ball player got an idea into his head 

that he must©knock around at night, drink 
and fight policemen. Now fully 90 per cent, 
of the ball players save their money. It 
has become a legitimate business, and the 
men are of a higher class. Many are col 
lege men, and almost all are gentlemen. 
There are but a very few black sheep in 
the lot. Managers do not want that kind. 
They would get rid of an unreliable man 
and put on "an inferior substitute rather 
than keep a ball player who spoils the 
management of a team and ruins the con 
trol of other ball players.

IMPROVED CONDITIONS. 
"The managers of the big leagues find 

that in recent years they have very few 
calls for advance money. A ball player 
will he ordered to report by a certain day, 
and he will get on a train and ride to the 
point of reporting. He never bothers about 
asking for car fare, for he has saved it 
from the year previous. Ball players still 
have an idea that during the exhibition 
season the management makes a barrel of 
money. They are the greatest hands in the 
world for

"These bnllies of mine think that. Sunday 
crowd put me away to.the good, but in real 
ity I am still out about .$1400 on the train 
ing season. When there is a rule passed 
which will require a ball player to report 
in condition by a certain date, with no 
month or six weeks of practice season, then 
the ball players will have received the best 
treatment in the world for them, and the 
managers can say they are in a real busi 
ness. Some dav ©there will be just such a 
rule, possibly: but it will take time. Time 
has worked other great changes, however, 
and this last one might come. There is no 
tailing."

In 
all the years of its career I don©t be 
lieve it ever entered upon a campaign 
that promised more in every sense as 
does

THE 1905 SEASON.
The patronage enjoyed by our organ 
ization in 1904 reached th e high- 
water mark both in attendance and 
receipts, and I confidently look to see 
both exceeded by decided gains. I 
base my predictions on several 
grounds. The National League, in 
common with all base ball interests, 
is enjoying the boom incident to the 
benefits of

ORGANIZED BASE BALL, 
which so happily rescued the game 
from the choas and confusion and 
even l©e,ud in which it was a few 
years ago. The public, freed from the 
bickerings of the warring" elements 
in base ball, has riveted its attention 
on the game itself and the result has 
been shown in the increased attend 
ance from the Atlantic to the Pacific.

Wlten "Spit Ball" is a Balk.
New York, April 19. Under certain 

conditions the "spit ball" will be a 
balk in the National League this year. 
President Pulliam has no objections to 
the "spit ball" in itself though he 
does not fancy the name but he 
thinks there is such a thing a.s using 
it in a manner not entirely consistent 
with the requirements of good taste. 
lie has instructed his umpires to see 
to it that pitchers do not moisten the 
ball in an ostentatious, objectionable 
manner, for instance with the ball a 
foot or so away from the mouth in 
one hand and deliberately wetting 
the fingers of the other hand after 
the manner of a man licking a postage 
stamp. A balk will b<s called on every 
pitcher so doing, provided, of course, 
there is somebody on base. There is 
no objection to a pitcher applying 
saliva to the ball if he does it in an 
inconspicuous manner. Chesbro, the 
best of all "spit ball© pitchers, wets 
the ball in such a way as not to at 
tract any attention and in a way en 
tirely free from coarseness. Both hands 
are "held close to the face and the 
spectators are unable to see the wet 
ting of the ball.

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TIMELY WARNING.
In our news columns will be found 

an official notice to all clubs operating 
under the National Agreement, issued 
by the supreme National Commission, 
for which we entreat earnest con 
sideration and strict compliance, inas 
much as the subject matter is of great 
importance to the smooth working of 
the base ball machinery and the wel 
fare of organized ball.

This official notice calls attention to 
important rules of the National Agree 
ment, and certain rulings by the Com 
mission, which, it is desired, should 
be kept in mind at the opening of the 
base ball season. The Commission de 
clares its intention of enforcing 
strictly all of these provisions, rulings 
and orders, and the co-operation of all 
National Agreement clubs is asked.

The points particularly emphasized 
are the rules against open betting on 
the ball grounds; the early signing of 
contracts; prohibition of any exhi 
bition or other games with clubs 
under the ban of the National Com 
mission for harboring ineligible play 
ers; caution to all National Agreement 
players as to playing with or against 
independent clubs harboring ineligible 
players.

In these matters the National Com 
mission will not submit to trifling or 
evasion; and violation by leagues or 
clubs will entail severe and certain 
punishment

LEVELLING, NOT ELEVATING.
One peculiar effect of the foul-strike 

rule is that it has appreciably reduced 
the hitherto great superiority of ma 
jor league teams over minor league 
teams has, in fast, placed them upon 
more even terms than ever before  
simply owing to its reduction of run 
getting! The less the run getting, the 
better the chances o" the weaker of 
the two teams to hold the stronger 
team down or to beat it. This has 
been strikingly illustrated this spring 
livery major league team, excepting 
only the New York Giants, has been 
repeatedly defeated by minor league 
teams, some of -which ranked as low 
as class "C" and "D" of the Nationa 
Associatlo-n; and even in tceir victor-

es the majors had no cinches or walk- 
vers.
These defeats and close battles are

not to be laid to lack of major league
condition, as the minor teams were
no more advanced in preparedness
han the big teams they played to a
tandstill and frequently defeated.

The only possible explanation of the
 eduction of former great disparity
s the foul-strike rule, which has
riven all pitchers, minors as well as
najors, an equal powerful advantage
over the batsmen, and has tended to
place the batters upon a lower level
han ever before.
Incidentally, we are willing to ven- 

ure the prediction that the season of 
1905 will witness further marked de- 
line in batting; further increase in 
mall scores and shut-out games, 

ivhich last season exceeded all records; 
ind that runs will be at such a prem- 
um that ninety per cent, of all games 

played will be mere pitchers© games 
nstead of team contests. So much 
:or making the noble sport of base 
jail a mere one-man game!

IN SHORTJMETRE.
The antiquity of ball playing in one 

form or another is attested by the 
prophet Isaiah, who, 712 years before 
Jhrist, uttered the following pro 
phecy, the first known mention of ball:

"He will surely violently turn and toss thee 
ike a bail." Isaiah 18:^.

That is the only time in all the 
Dooks of the Bible from Genesis to 
Revelations -that ball is mentioned in 
Holy Writ, and while the assertion of 
the prophet gives wide scope for 
imagination, the only fact that he 
makes clear in one of the earliest of 
porting references that has lived 

through the centuries is that tossing 
the ball was a pastime of the ancients.

It was feared that the St. Louis 
blue law crusade would include Sun 
day ball, and therefore affect the two 
St. Louis Clubs. Happily such is not 
the case. Announcement was made 
last week by President Stewart, of the 
Board of Police Commissioners, that 
under the Sunday closing law it is 
a misdemeanor to perform on Sunday 
other labor than household work and 
work of charity. The law forbids 
games, exposing for sale any goods 
or liquors. Judge Marshal, of trie 
Supreme Court has decided, however, 
that Sunday base ball is a recreation 
and is not prohibited.

The Cincinnati "Post" well remarks: 
A base ball championship is really 

a hurdle race paralleled on the dia 
mond. The club that meets its dif 
ficulties with the grim determination 
to surmount them is the one that fin 
ishes high. Faint hearts never won 
a pennant." To which we feel con 
strained to add "neither did lunk 
heads."

"Never give up" is the watchword 
in the camp of the New York Giants. 
And it is never forgotten by the mem 
bers of the team. From the call "play 
ball" until the last man is down and 
out, this spirit dominates every man 
on the team. That©s one way of win 
ning a pennant.

Good men cannot be kept down; 
neither can ball players, as a rule, 
entirely divorce themselves from the 
great game. Jack Boyle, Ed McKean 
and Harry Lyons are three old timers 
who have donned the spangles once 
more this season.

UNSENTIMENTAL FACTS.

April showers may bring happiness 
to the agriculturist, but the base ball 
fan wants sunshine.

A year ago "Sporting Life" made 
some forcible remarks aneiit the stern 
necessity of putting base ball on a 
stable, self-supporting basis.

"The player, although an important 
the veiled threats of a players© union 
should riot impede or affect the work 
of bringing salaries down to a reason 
able basis, whereby clubs can be 
made self-supporting. That is a plain 
business proposition  which needs no 
further argument. Professional base 
ball is riot conducted for the sole pur 
pose of providing ©ucrative employ 
ment for players, although many of 
the latter seem to have become im 
bued with that notion.

"The player, although an important 
factor in the sport, is actually entitled 
to less consideration than those whose 
capital, brains and courage make clubs 
and leagues at all possible . Base ball 
without organization would not, as a 
national institution, amount to a pinch 
of salt, and for such organization we 
always have to thank the promoter, 
never the player. The former always 
sows and sometimes never reaps, while 
the latter never soWs and always 
reaps; in fact, everything is fish that 
comes to the player©s net.

"This may not be a sentimental view 
to take of the relation between mag 
nate and players, but it is a practical 
one and the only one that -would be 
taken in any business but that of base 
ball, in -which it seems to have become 
habitual to place the cart before the 
horse. But even in base ball the in 
exorable rules of business must pre 
vail, or the whole thing go to smash 
sooner or later. There can be only 
one end when he outgo regularly ex 
ceeds the income."

When 
ever a fly went up or a grounder 
bounced along toward a fielder, the 
crowd made a target of him. We lost 
the game, 6 to 5, and we lost the 
pennant.

"In anticipation of victory, Palmyra 
had bought fireworks for a cele 
bration. There wasn© any. Palmyra 
was dead to the world -when we got 
home, but we didn©t mind it. We were 
glad to escape from Lyons with our 
lives."

NOTICE TO ALL CLUBS OPERATING UN- 
DEll THE NATIONAL AGREEMENT.
In view of the fact that the cham 

pionship season is about, to commence 
in all of the leagues operating under 

the National Agreement, 
the Commission desires 
at this time to call the 
attention of all National 
Agreement Clubs to cer 
tain provisions of the 
Agreement, and rulings 
arid orders of the Com 
mission. It is intended 
by the Commission to 
strictly enforce all of 
these provisions , rul 
ings a,nd orders, and -with 
this in view notice is 

Hoa. A. Hermann promulgated to all Na- 
tional Agreement Clubs 

with the request that they co-operate 
with the National Commission in the 
enforcement thereof, thereby prevent 
ing- a great deal of, trouble during the 
coming season.

.1. Attention is called to Article X, 
Section 1, of the National Agreement, 
which provides as follows:

"Every league shall strictly enforce the pro 
visions in its constitution against open betting 
on its grounds, and club officials are required 
to cause arrest and prosecution of those who 
engage in the practice."

Club officials who neglect this rule 
will be held to account by the Na 
tional Commission. Open betting is 
a menace to the purity and integrity 
of the game and will be suppressed 
by the Commission if possible, eveu 
if necessary to employ severe meas 
ures.

'1. Attention is a.lso called to Arti 
cle VJII., Section 2, of the Agreement, 
requiring players to sign contracts 
within a specified time. The iion- 
cornpliarice with this provision of tne 
Agreement by a number of clubs and 
players last year caused the Commis 
sion a great deal of trouble, and no 
violation thereof by any club will be 
permitted hereafter.

3. © The folio-wing clubs are now un 
der the ban of the National Commis 
sion for harboring ineligible players:

Harrisburg, Pa., Youngstown, O., 
"Wilmington, Del., Hoboken, N. J., 
Burlington, Vt.

As other clubs are placed under the 
ban due notice will be sent to all 
National Agreement clubs. The Com 
mission will severely punish any club 
that violates the rule relating to tne 
playing1 of exhibition or other games 
with independent teams harboring in 
eligible players, and in this connection 
the Commission suggests, in view of 
the fact that independent clubs are 
th« only ha.ven for ineligible players, 
that all National Agreement clubs 
are required to make close inquiry 
regarding such players before enter 
ing into agreements to play with such 
clubs outside of those above referred 
to.

4. National Agreement players will 
not be permitted to play with or 
against independent clubs harboring 
ineligible players, nor will National 
Agreement players be permitted to 
violate that part of the National 
Agreement (Art. VII, Sec. 1) which 
provides as follows:

"Such players, together with all others 
thereafter be regularly contracted with by 
such clubs (namely, those whose releases 
have been secured for future services by pur 
chase or selection by draft under this Agree 
ment), are and shall be ineligible to contract 
with any other club of any other league 
during the period, of time between the ter 
mination of ©.heir contracts and the. beginning 
of the next season.

ABOUT MEN AND AFFAIRS IN THE 
WORLD OF BILLIARDS.

Edward P. Grubb, a once well known, if 
not noted, professional of this city, was 
found dead in a cacao lodging liouse on 
Vine street, near Twelfth. History is made 
so rapidly at the present day, or, probably, 
to speak more historically correct, our love, 
craze, mania and desire to make money 
and get rich quickly, at no matter what 
sacrifice including even the very loss of 
our souls that actual history is but a mere 
word, phrase or misnomer to most of us, 
which may account for the fact that Ed 
ward P. Grubb of thirty years ago was 
1 ractically unknown to the professionals 
of this city during the past fifteen years.

There is in probably the greatest work 
that was ever written by Charles Dickens. 
"Bleak House," a character who might 
have been taken for the prototype of-Ed 
ward P. Grubb had Dickens lived in Phila 
delphia and known Mr. Grubb personally; 
as it is, the pen picture of the great novel 
ist who gave to the world the only man 
chat was loved by "Lady Dedlock," died 
in a gaxret in the old but historical city of 
Galway, in the County Galway, Ireland, 
and the death of the one practically resem 
bles that of the other while there was 
much in the lives of both men in fiction 
as in reality to suggest that he who died 
In this city might have been the man who 
has been made immortal by the genius of 
the great writer.

Thirty years ago the father of Edward 
P. Grubb was the owner and proprietor of 
a prosperous public house on North Broad 
street, this city. The sou, or subiect of 
this sketch, first became identified with the 
billiard business as bookkeeper for the firm 
of Taylor & Estephe, then noted manufac 
turers here. Later on Mr. Grubb and John 
Stock became the owners of a billiard room 
at 40 South Broad street, where they were 
in business for some years. About that 
time Edward J. Taylor and Edward P. 
Grubb, then two of the most attractive 
men in this city, were married, and could 
be seen almost every Sunday with their 
young wives at St. John©s Church, on Thir- 
:eenth street, above Chestnut. I shall not 
attempt to refer to the life of Edward P. 
Grubb during the past fifteen years; I shall 
only say that he honestly and honorably 
tried to make a living, as far as I am aware 
of, which I believe to be the truth. I-Iis 
sad and almost tragic death, probably 
alone, without anyone who was familiar 
with the once bright period of his life, is 
:oo sad a topic to dwell on, especially when 
the subject is so painful. Mr. Grubb, I 
think, was a man who never injured any 
one but himself, and I doubt if he did that 
intentionally. Like the son of most rich 
or well-to-do men, he had no idea of busi 
ness, and with him, as with most such 
men, life is a feast or a famine.

John D. Crimmins, who Is now engaged 
n a legal battle, if I am not in error, with 

a very prominent New York life insurance 
company, in the interest of the stockhold 
ers if I have not wrongly interpreted the 
published reports in the newspapers was 
i friend of the late H. W. Colleuder, and 
rented one of Mr. Collender©s properties, at 
Collender Point, where he lived during the 
summer months with his family. After the 
death of Mr. Collender Mr. Crimmins pur- 
 hased some of his property at the Point, 
which is one of the finest estates ia this 
ountry.

The battle in which. Mr. Crimmins and 
several others are engaged in at present is 
not without interest to billiard men, as I 
am personally acquainted with three men. 
n this city in this business who are more 
:han interested in life insurance. One of 
hem has a $15,e(X) policy, the other $20,000, 
is I have been informed, while the third 
las in various companies in this country 
>50,000 on the endowment plan, which at 
maturity will represent between eighty 
ind ninety thousand dollars; and some 
©base pirate" has insinuated that very con- 
iderable of the latter will fall due in 1906. 

One of these policies, I am told, is in the 
ompany represented by Mr. Crimmins. Aa 
he company referred to, however, is in, all 

probability one of tfce safest in tie world- 
he present lagal tilt of its affairs will

probably resnlt in making it stronger than 
ever.

I have referred to but three men in the 
billiard business of this city who carry life 
insurance to the amount of $85,000 on their 
policies. Just how many more men here 
are insured I am not, of course, aware of; 
but it is more than probable that many 
more of our local professionals are not less 
prudent, as life insurance for nearly a quar 
ter of a century past has been considered 
a practically "gilt edge" investment; while 
during the past fifteen or twenty years it 
has been regarded as the safest and most 
prudent way for a man to invest his money 
in.

The late Victor Estephe, who has now 
been dead for more than a decade, had his 
life insured for $5000, which was a large 
amount of insurance for a man to carry 
in his day. W. IA Rockhill was also insured 
at one period of his life, t>ut, like all rich 
men who inherited their wealth, and not 
being business men, especially when the 
wealth was not of a colossal character, 
Rockhill not only parted with his wealth, 
but also with his life insurance.

Great as life insurance is considered to 
day as a safe, conservative and yrudent 
investment, and extensively as it is han- 
uied by almost all classes of prudent busi 
ness men, it is quite safe to say that this 
business in this country could be doubled 
what it is at present if it was only "writ- 
Leii" or sold cheaper; and I very much 
doubt if there is any student of life insur 
ance in this country who has made it a 
study for nearly, if not more than, a quar 
ter of a century and not engaged in it as 
a business or profession who will not state 
that it can profitably be "sold" for from 
50 to 100 per cent, lower ©than it is on the 
market to-day, or has been during the past 
fifteen or twenty years.

Medical science baa prolonged life eleven 
years during the past half a century. Fifty- 
years ago the average life was 83 years; 
at the present day it is 44 years. All of 
this has been in the interest of life insur 
ance, but notably so during the past quar 
ter of a century, when that business has 
made such giant strides all over the world; 
yet it is to be questioned if the rate of in 
surance has been lowered to correspond 
with the progress of science in the inter 
est of humanity. The longer a man lives 
who is insured the more money the com 
pany makes. While women, as a rule, are 
rarely insurable, as" they are not consid 
ered prudent investments," to quote the 
lanuuage of the average life insurance 
agent, yet it is probable that the average 
life of woman is quite as long as that of 
man, as it should be, if not more so, when 
one considers the riotous life of the aver 
age man, who really should not live half a.3 
long as be does; while the average woman 
would probably live much longer, were it 
not for the general cussedness of the aver 
age man.

The salary paid the president of the Na 
tional Life Insurance Company of Vermont 
has never been over, and is to-day but 
$5000 a year. Yet that company is one of 
the greatest in this country, although not 
as large as some others. The salary paid 
some of the presidents of New York com 
panies is said to be $125,000 a year, while 
a prominent official in one of them recently 
paid $100,000 for a B©rench ball. There are 
but few men in this country if any or in 
any part of the world, whose services are 
worth $125,000 a year; while the man who 
pays $100,000 for a ball shows most unmis 
takably that he should be at the head of 
a kindergarten, and not associated or iden 
tified with one of the largest financial 
houses in the world. It is more than proba 
ble that the present conflict of authority 
in the company referred to, which is a 
mild way to put it, will cost life insurance 
not less than several millions of dollars in 
new business during the present year. The 
one branch of business which the public 
has had absolute confidence in during the 
past twenty years has been life insurance. 
It has not as yet been shown that the pub 
lic has any real cause fm- fright, but th« 
business cannot afford to have any more 
such fights or tilts as has been going oa 
in New York recently. It would be fatal 
to life insurance in this country.

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TROUT FISHING.
The trout fishing season opened in Penn 

sylvania Saturday, April 15. While the in 
dications are favorable for early fishing, the 
usual complaints are heard from various 
quarters that for some reason or other 
the gamy fish are none too plentiful or 
else they refuse to bite. A great many 
Streams have been stocked and anglers who 
thoroughly understand the sport will be 
rewarded with a fair number of fish. Hun 
dreds of anglers left this city the day be 
fore the season opened to be on hand for 
the first day. Even if they all do not 
catch a goodly number, none should feel 
that the trip in the woods and along the 
streams have not done them good. There 
is a wholesome strengthening, refreshing 
feeling about the air of springtime close 
to nature, and the benefits of a trouting 
trip to every city man is well understood 

© by the fortunate ones. Speaking of the 
best places and streams for trout a local 
paper gives some information:

"The real paradise for the fisherman is 
found in Mouroe, Pike, Wayne and Sus- 
quehanua counties.

"Pike County is literally filled with lakes 
and fishing streams. Great sport may be 
had as soon as one reaches Bushkill village, 
iu the extreme Southern, end of the county.

"Philadelphians may reach Bushkill by 
taking the Pennsylvania Railroad at Cam- 
den and journeying by it and the Delaware, 
Lackawauna and Western Kailroad to 

East Stroudsburg, from which place the 
Delaware Valley Railroad will take them 
to their destination.

"There the Great Bushkill empties into 
the Delaware, and there the fisherman 
starts to work along the former streams 
and its tributaries. From Bushkill to 
Resica, three miles, this stream is free.

"Most famous of the many trouting 
streams in Pike County is Saw Creek. Mud 
and heavy brush along the banks make it 
a difficult stream to fish in some places, 
although it is open in others.

"Anglers may drive to this stream from 
Bushkill Village, four miles from its near 
est point. Parts of Saw Creek are pri 
vate, as is Middle Branch, Rocky Hill and 
Indian Cabin branches, farther North are 
open. Many anglers drive to Twelve Mile 
Pond, as Saw Creek above that point af 
fords the very best sport.

"One of the finest country roads in the 
United States runs from Bushkill along 
the Delaware river, and crosses a number 
of fine fishing streams. Among these are 
Mill. Dingmaii©s, Raymoudskill and Saw- 
kill Creeks, upon the last-named of Avhich 
is situated Milford, the county seat. Saw- 
kill Creek is almost as noted for its sport 
as Saw Creek.

"Wayne County boasts of better fish- 
Ing now than it enjoyed thirty years ago, 
although one hundred persons whip its 
waters now to one who angled then. It 
has within its boxmdaries 150 lakes and 
as many cold water streams.

"Best known of these streams are the 
headwaters of the Lackawaxen, Big and 
Little Dyberry. Big and Little Equinunk 
and Johnson©s Creeks;.

"Trains of the Lehigh Valley and the 
Delaware, Lackawanua and WT estern Rail 
roads will carry the fisherman to Susque- 
hanna County©s favored streams. -Most 
popular of these are Wyalusiug Creek, not 
far from Montrose, the county seat; Tunk- 
hannock Creek, aloug which are Lenox, 
South Gibson, Gelutt, Jackson and .other 
towns; Partner©s and Rattler©s Creeks.

"Monroe County almost equals Pike as a 
fisherman©s paradise, and is easier to 
traverse by rail. Starting- from Delaware 
Water Gap or East SUoudsburg, one may 
land at Henryville, Cresco, Pocono Sum 
mit or other stations on the Delaware, 
Lackawanua and Western Railroad and 
find splendid sporting waters in the vicin 
ity.

"Every stream in Mouroe may properly 
be called a trout stream. The best known 
are Broadhead. Tobyhunaa, Timkhaunock, 
Marshall©s, Pocono, Paradise. Tamiersville. 
Straight, Five Mile, Michael©s and Cherry 
Run Creeks and their tributaries. For 
the most part, the banks are brushy, but 
not too much so for profitable casting. A 
number of preserves, where one may fish 
at so much a pound the catch, are also to 
be found in this vicinity, the trout being 
of extraordinary size.-

"A number of villages are scattered 
through this fishing belt, some being on 
either the "VVilkesbarre and Western or 
the Delaware, Lackawknna and Western 
Railroads, while others may be reached by 
team over the country roads.

"In the central section of the State, 
Centre, Clearneld and Clinton Counties are 
much sought by trout fishermen.

"Wonderful luck usually attends the 
angler in Centre County, where fish are 
sometimes caught even in the heart of 
Bellefonte. the county seat.

In Carbon County famous streams are 
found near White Haven, Hickory Run, 
Mud Run and other streams emptying into 
the Lehigh River attract the fisherman, 
and the Lehigh Valley Railroad runs di 
rect to this country.

Near Allentown and Bethlehem are fam 
ous trcut streams, reached by trolley or 
driving. The trolley line between Alien- 
town and Kutztown winds along some of 
the best fishing waters of that section, and 
one may leave the cars at any point and

find good sport. Each of these streams 
was stocked last year with 20,000 young 
fish, and a like number will be turned loose 
this year.

Nos. 9 and 10 comprised the Merchandise 
Event. For this ©event the club had pre 
pared a list of some SO odd prizes, but as 
there were only 69 entries for the prizes, 
everybody got something, and the ma 
jority got value received for their entry fee, 
while many got decidedly more. W. Ed- 
mundson and J. Graham tied for: first 
and second prizes and took both the L. 
C. Smith and Ithaca guns, tossing for 
choice. MeHugh and Richardson tied for 
third and fourth prizes, a large and hand 
some stein of Austrian manufacture and 
a pair of field glasses. They shot off miss- 
and-out, MeHugh winning by breaking his 
target, Richardson having missed his. All 
the other prizes were decided by lot, there 
being no time for a shoot-off.

In all 9870 targets were thrown during 
the day, being an average of almost 60 
entries in each event.

SECOND DAY, APRIL, 13.
The weather at the opening of the sec 

ond day was almost as unpromising as 
the early hours of the first day. As a 
whole it was a much more unpleasant day 
for the reason that the wind was easterly 
all the time and blew for the most part 
quite strongly, making the targets uneven 
in flight, which, added to the sliding han 
dicap, caused scores to rule low, but natur 
ally enough did not affect the scores made 
by the more expert among the shooters.

The chief interest was taken in events 
Nos. 5-8, inclusive, four 25-target events, 
which constituted the race for the indi 
vidual championship of the State. The 
winner turned up in A. B. Richardson, of 
Dover, who finished strongly with 25 
straight and won out by 3 targets over 
bis nearest competitor, W. M. Foord, of 
Wilmington, and Terry, of Dover, who 
broke 90. Richardson went to the score 
for his last 25 with the proposition before 
him of having to break 23 to win. That 
he was in the best of form is shown by 
the fact that he had scarcely a poorly 
broken target among the whole of the 25 
that he put in the game-sack. How well

Richardson must have shot is shown also 
by the scores made by the others, "Pop" 
Heikes with 95 and J. Mowell Hawkins 
with 94 being the only ones in the shoot 
who beat his total of 93. "Billy" Foord 
got off badly but finished strongly as he 
always does.

The team race for five-men teams brought 
out ten teams, and it was 7.15 when the 
last man in the last squad had shot his 
string, Wawaset team No. 1, of Wilming 
ton, put up an excellent piece of team 
work and won out easily with the good to 
tal of 221 out of 250, each of the five men 
shpoting at 50 targets. The Dover Gun 
Club was second on the list 23 targets be 
hind, with a total of 198; Wawaset No. 3, 
Wawaset No. 2 and Blue Ball No 1, fin 
ished third, fourth and fifth, respectively 
with score of 187, 186 and 185 to their 
credit. The home club put in two teams 
and the second team put it all over the 
first team, but neither of them was ever 
in the hunt. Middletown, Claymont and 
Blue Ball No. 2 were the other teams.

Heikes again easily led the experts with 
only eight lost out of 160 shot at, break 
ing 152. Hawkins broke 146, Heer and 
Apgar 142, and Marshall 141. The ama 
teurs did some good work, Richardson, the 
winner of the State championship, taking 
first honorg in the amateur class and also 
second honors all round for the day with 
147 breaks, one more than Hawkins© total. 
Mink, the lanky Philadelphia!!, again land 
ed well up with 143, while Foord and Ter 
ry each had 140 to their credit. The 
scores were as below, events 5-8 being at 
25 targets, and constituting the Individual 
Championship race at 100 targets.
